Earlies, thers were five States who did oot
adopt it initially, but to0 have adopted it
from 1985. Thus, a voiform pattern has
been nu'ted throughout the country.

SHRIMATI KRISHNA SAHI : Al
the States have already adopied it.

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN
RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT AND
MINISTER OF HEALTH AND
FAMILY WELFARE (SHRI P.V.
NARASIMHA RAO): I would like to
tell you that when a new system of edu-
cation is adopted, the old system does not
come 10 an end at once. For some time,
both the systems continue to be in vogue
and it takes some time before the oid
system ends altogether. This is our ex-
perience that it 00k 5 to 6§ years to
switch over completely to new system of
education even in the case of those States
who adopted it after the publication of
Kothari Commission Report. [ think,
even in the case of those who adopted it
in 1985, it will tak to 5 years to
switch over completely to new system. Io
the meanwhile, they will have to contioue

with the old pattern partially.
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SHRI JITENDRA PRASADA : In
reply to the question, it has been stated
tbat pre-service and in-service training
programmes for teachers have” been
evolved. As these programmes  will belp
in the implementation of unform pattern
of education in different States, 1 would
like to know what are the salient [eatures
of such programmes ?

SHRI P.V. NARASIMHA RAO : The
new polcy and the new programmes of
action have brought out very cicarly the
need for having a very much beitcr system
teacher educatioa in the couniry. The
Natiooal Tcachers Commussion, the State
Governments and the Central Governments
have now agreed on & new patic.o, the
DIET patiern, i.e. District lastitute of
Education and Traning. We have several
such tramnung iastitutions 1o the districts.
Mcembers have complaiced that there are
30 maany irrcgulatities being conmitied by
these institutions. There arc 1500 of them
io the country. We want 10 Uhing them
dowan 10 400 or 500. It 13 not go.ag to be
casy because toclose down & runnng
iostitution does preseant problems. But
we are determined 10 see that  these ins-
titutions are brought down in ngmber.
And the insthiwt,ons that would be re-
organised, they w.li be much betier and
Ou the basis of i1he recommendat.ons of
the Nauonal Commission of Teachers.
All those details are being worked out.
Aflier the programme of aciiog has been
accepted, this is what we have been en-
saged in doing. 1 would be abie (o give
more details about the DIET in course
of time. They are receiving attention and
probably they are receiviog finisljining
touches at the moment,
