MHK. SPEAKLCR : 1 have to inform
the House of the sad demise of Shri Pattom
A. Thaou Pillai who passed away at
Trivandrum on 26th July, 1970 at the age
of 8S.

Shri Thaou Pillai was a Member of the
Constituent  Assembly during the years
1948-50. He was one of the promincot
figures in The Kerala politics and had been
the Chief Minister of the erstwhile Siate
of Travancore and later of Kerala. He had
also been the Gowvernor of Punjab and
Andhra Pradesh, He was a scholar, an
admipistrator with wide knowledge and
information on international affairs.

We deeply mourn the loss of this friend
and 1 am sure the House will join me in
conveying our condolences 1o the bereaved

family.

THE PRIME MINISTER, MINISTER
OF ATOMIC ENERGY, MINISTER OF
HOME AFFAIRS AND MINISTER OF
PLANNIG (SHRIMATI INDIRA
GANDHI) : Mr. Speaker, ] share the
sentiments which you bave just expressed
regarding Shri Thaou Pillai, Shri Pattom
Thaou Pillai was a man of the masses and

a sturdy fighter. He bad a loog life
which was full of great achievements. He
was one of the founders of ibe
State Congress in Travancore. He
moulded the public life of Kerala and
dominated it for several decades. It was
only to be expected that be should be
chosen to the Constituent Assembly which
drafied the pation’s political charter.

He had the unique distinction of lcad-
ing a party majorty Goverment in Travan-
core a minority Goverment in Travanccre-
Cochin and afier that a coalition Government
in Kerala, and subscquently, of holding the
gubernatoriai office in two Siates; namely
Punjsb and Andhra Pradesh. He was one
of the ablest administrators of India,

(a) the number of people of the
minority community who have come from
East Pakistan in the year 1970 as also in
1969;

(b) the reasons for this cxodus;

(¢) whether Government took up this
matter with Pakistan; and

(d) if so, with what result ?

THE MINISTER OF EXTERNAL
AFFAIRS (SHRI SWARAN SINGH) :
(8) 9768 persons belonging to the minority
community came over from East Pakistan
to India in 1969. During the current year
1,45,595 such persons came over up to
17-7-70.

(b) the exodus is taking place on
account of a number of reasons including
insecure conditions of living, economic
distress and discriminatory treatment meted
out to the minority communities in East
Pakistan, The situation has been worsened
by the propaganda carried out by communal
parliu during the current election campa-
ign.

(d) So far the Government of Pakistan
have not taken any effective steps to stop
this exodus by providiog ecurity of life,
