BIHAR LAND REFORMS LAWS (REGU-
LATING MINES AND MINERALS)
VALIDATION BILL

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF PETROLEUM AND
CHEMICALS AND MINES AND
METALS (SHRI JAGANATHA RAO):
1 beg to move :

“That the Bill to wvalidate certain
provisions contained in the Bihar Land
Reforms Act, 1950, and the Bihar Minor
Mineral Conce sion Rules, 1964, and
actiop taken and thinge douoe in connec-
tion therewith, be taken into considera-
tion,™

The Supreme Courl in Baij Nath Kedia ws.
State of Bihar held that (a) to the extent
uof the topics covered by the Parliamentary
lagislation [the Mines and Minerals (Regu-
iation and Development) Act, 1957] the
powers of the State Legislature are exclud-
ed; (b) after the creation of statutory
mining leases wunder the provisions of
sections 9 and 10 of the Bihar Land Re-
forms Act, 1950, any attempt to regulate
those mining leases will fall not in Entry
18 of the State List but in Entry 54 of the
Unmion List although it touches land not
wice versa; (c) the whole ficld of regula-
won and development of minor minerals
have been taken over under the control of
the Union and consequently certain provi-
wons of the Bihar Land Reforms Act,
1950, as amended by the Bihar Land Re-
forms (Amendment) Act, 1964, and sub-
rule (2) of rule 20 of the Bihar Minor
Mineral Concession Rules, 1964, as inser-
ted by the Bihar Minor Mineral Concession
(First Amendment) Rules, 1964, were
suruck down,
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The Government of Bihar have pointed
out that as a result of the aforesaid judg-
ment, the levy and collection of royalty
on minor minerals in respect of statutory
leases by the State Governmeat under the
provisions of the Bihar Minor Mineral
Concession Rules, 1964, have not oaly
become void but they may also be required
to refund royalty collected by them on
minor minerals in respect of those leases
which runs into a few crores of rupeea, It
is also likely that as a reult of the general
principles laid down in the aforesaid
Supreme Court judgment, the proceedings
initiated by the State Government to resume
unworked statutory lease-holds  under
section 10(2) of the Bihar Land Reforms
Act, 1950, as amended by the Bihar Land
Reforms (Amendment) Act, 1965, may be
challenged.

In view of the principles laid down by
the Supreme Court in the aforesaid judg-
ment, it is Parliament which is competeat
to frame legislation in regard to matters
referred to in paragraph 1 above, The
Bill seeks to re-enact and validate the pro-
visions of the State laws specified in the
Schedule to the Bill.

Since it is a simple non-controversial Bil!
it is hoped that it will be passed unani-
mously.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : Motion
moved :

“That the Bill to validate certain pro-
visions contained in the Bihar Land
Reforms Act, 1950, and the Bihar Minor
Mineral Concession Rules, 1964, and
action taken and things done in connec-
tion therewith, be taken into considera-
tion.”

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : During the
discussion all this will come into light, I
am sure,

SHR] P. G. SEN (Purnea) : Mr. Deputy-
Speaker, Sir, you know that Bihar is suffer-
ing under President's Rule and the admi-
nistratiop is being carried on from here.
Shri Harhar Singh, who has been Leader
of the House, approached the Governor
with a list saying that be holds the majority
in the House. Nobody, I think has con-
tested that because the list shows majority;
aill, there is a report, which came here,
which says that about 50 members of that
list are such upon whom the Government
could pot rely or who may be said to
vacillate to one side or the other. They
are members of the Legislature, no doubt.
Whether they vacillate or do whatever they
like, it is within their right. They can do
it. But we find that things have been
fomented from the Centre which are having
their effect there. Chief Ministers who
are having majority find that there powers
are being eroded. Some time back the
DMh ministry and the ministries in Kerala
and Bengal were trying to find fault with
the Centre but now, it is very much dis-
beartening to find and it is a disappointing
affair, the Centre is trying to find fault
with the States. The burning case is that of
UP. From the papers I find that the Prime
Minister goes there and says that because
the UP Chief Minister was quarrelling
with the Centre, UP is a backward area is
not getting the proportionate help that it
should have got from the Centre. As an
mstance Shri C. B. Gupta has cited the
example of the DMK ministry and said
that the Madras Government got Rs. 24
crores out of the Congolidated Fund of
India for relief and, 1 do not know exactly,
what as help was rendered to that State,
whereas the same amount of or more
damage has been done to UP because of
Boods and other things and UP is the big-
mest and the largest State in the Union of
[odia, still the proportion of help rendered
to UP is far from that for giving help to
the rural people there. They are at a loss
and it i very difficult affair for them.

This Bill is a very .onocent Bill, [ am
bappy over the fact, though Bihar is under
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President’s rule, that there are two advisers
there—Sarvashri P, K. J. Menon and T, P.
Singh—for whom I have got the greatest
regard. That is one hope. They have
been to my area; they toured there and met
the people. They are conversant with the
area, I was there as Secretary of the District
Congress Committee when Shri P. K. J.
Menon was the District Magistrate there
and 1 had the opportunity to work with lelm_
I bave the greatest regard for him,

I can assure the House for the reforms
which have been sent here in regard to the
difficulties facing the Bihar Government in
regard to the small minerals. Bihar s a
mineral area and it is true that we find in
papers reports of how mica is being smog-
gled out. It is a very valuable commodity
for export. These areas should be fully
developed.

Now we find that the Supreme Court has
gone against the executive power of the
Bihar Government so far as the small
minerals are concerned. The basic matter
of the Bill is very good and I am glad to
support it. This has been brought under
the purview of the Union Government asd
Parliament to legislate on these matiers, As
the Lists have separate fields the Supreme
Court holds that the Union Government or
Parliament is the fittest authority to legis-
late. If it is not given, the Bihar Govern-
ment will have to incur a great loss, They
have already realised money in respect of
these small minerals and if that rule is
made void the Government will have to
make repayment of Rs, § crores to Rs. M0
crores which the Government i¢ not in a
position to do. In that respect, the Bl
should receive the support of the Howse
and it should be passed,

What I was going to say, in eespect of
Bihar, was as to why the Central Govern-
ment is not allowing Shri Harihar Singh-
to form the Ministry when he claims a
majority. Let the Legislative be callad.
Otherwise, there is no alternative for yew
but to go in for another mid-term poll.
You must decide one way or the other.
Why are you playing with them? Why
are you dividing them ? You are dividieg
those who are within the party, those who
are loyal elements in the party, and you
are instrumental in bringing a bifurea-
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tom betweon them. You are bringing
doom to ‘the whole of the country by
your own actions, here and in all the
Sites. You must take a lesson, As you
are dshowing the example here, the States
are doing there.

SHRI JATPAL SINGH : Sir, on a point
of order.

SHRI RANGA : Mr. Deputy-Speaker,
Sér, there would have been no need for this
Bl if the Central Government and its Law
Ministry and those Advisers who are asso-
ciated with the President had done their
daty properly and effectively as per the
Censtitution. They bad their own Congress
Ministry, their counterpart, in Bihar, That
is happening in the case of other States also
wherever they have their own Congress
Ministries. It is just because they allowed
Iheir Advisers in Government and those
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associated with the President to go to sleep
whenever these Bills came up for discussion
in the Legislatures that this Bill has cosse.

We come across certain objections being
raised by the Government only when mon-
Congress Ministries were in power and pro-
posed certain legislation in their legislatwros
and then the advisers to the Presidemt in
the Home Ministry as well as outside woke
up, began to be rather watchful and began
to examme every Bill in order to wee
whether that particular Bill came within the
ambit of the Constitution or not, withia
the list of legislation that was specially
abotted for the States. But, wherevar
there were Congress Ministries, they were
not bothered at all. Any Bill could be
passed in any legislature provided of course
the local Government has made itself res-
ponsible for introducmg it. This is bew
this legislation also in Bibhar came to be
passed. That only indicates that the Gov-
ernment here at the Centre has not beem
fanctioning as a federal government. It
has been functioning in a political manner
as a Party government looking into things
merely or solely from the Party ends and
that led the Constitution to be ignored sed
led the advisers to the Presidemt in the
Home Mimstry as well as outside ulso to
go to sleep. Worse than that is this. Some-
how somebody took it into his head to -
voke the court. They went to the Supreme
Court. Even then the legal experts of this
Government did not have the foresight, did
oot display the necessary wisdom to admit
that this particular legislation was beyond
the ambit of the State's powers and there-
fore, they were prepared not to contest that
case at all. On the other hand they were
trying to justify this kind of legislation amd
they persisted with their refusal to accept
the truth, to accept the obvioss. They
fought in the Supreme Court and the
Supreme Court in its wisdom decided agninst
the Bihar Government and incidentally aleo
against the Union Government. This is bow
the need has arisen for this legislation.

What is happening in Bihar ? My hon.
friend from the Congress Party has al-
ready enlightened the House, Is there a
Government 7 Which is the Government in
Bihar which has informed the Government
of India that if this Bill were not passed
now, it wouldbe put to so much less, crores
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[Shri Ranga]

of rupees loss ? Is it the advisers' Govern-
ment or the previous representative Govern-
moat 7 Why should there be this advisers'
Government 7 Now in the very beginning
when this question was being mooted there
whether there should be advisers' Govern-
meat or not and whether the legislature
should be suspended or not, a group of
poople came together, a group of political
parties came together under the leadership
of Mr. Harihar Singh and offered to form
a Ministry and showed evidence of there
baing a majority behind them. We thought
a4 Ministry was going to be formed.
Seddenly something happened within the
Coagress Party and as a result of their poli-
tical upsets, they have been preventing a
Ministry being formed there. Ome can
uaderstand if these two sections within the
Congress go on fighting on the all-India
level. 1Is it necessary for them to go on
fighting at the State level also? All right,
even if they want to fight there, is it not
possible for them to think in terms of work-
ing together along with nom-Congress politi-
cal Parties in a coalition and help Bihar
peopls to have a represcntative Ministry, a
coalition Ministry responsible to the legis-
lature and in that way help that legislature
to begin to function effcctively 7 It ig the
cussedness and the partisanship and the
vindictive spirit and un-cooperative attitude
of the ruling group within the Congress even
at the Centre that they should perpetuate
this kind of unsettled conditions in Bihar.

They make it impossible for Bihar to
have a real Government, a good Govern-
ment, a people’s Government. In the name
of a Government which is not people's
Government at all, a Government that is
being run at the behest of the ruling party
bere, but in the name of the poor Presi-
dent, in the name of Rashtrapathi there,
they just come here and say : Bihar Gov-
ernment is likely to lose crores and crores
of rupees if you do not pass this legisla-
tion. Now if they are somehow managing
ta carry on without this legislation here at
the Centre, why should not the Govern-
ment wait for another 4 months or 3
months or 2 months, or at the worst, 6
menths for this legislation to be plated on
the Table of the House ? They have brought
it forward here becauce of their ewil
designs, because of their wfong intentions
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which they keep as a secret of not enabling
Bihar to have a really full-fledged repre-
seotative Government in the next 6 months.
That is the game behind this Bill. If they
are really keen about having & Government
there as soon =s possible, a Governmemt
which is representative, a Government which
would be backed by the legislature, it need
not be a Government representing one party
or even two but thers can be a number of
parties, getting together into a coalition. Kt
is not such a new thing either, for, Bikar
has had the expericnce of a number of
cosalition Ministries. It should bo the pri-
mary duty of the Government of India to
explore every possible way to see that re-
presentative Government is formed there by
viable coalition. Instead of that Minister
after Mimister—opot one Minister but fomr
or five Ministers—go there on official dety
simultaneously. They go like a gang of
thieves—but they are Ministers, how cam
I say that they are thieves 7 but they may
be thieves in political terms; we do mot
know—but anyhow, a group of 4 or 5
Ministers go there in order to prevent a
reprasentative Government, &  Coalition
Government, from coming into existepec
in that State.

This is the most heincous thing that amy
representative Government can possibly try
to do, They claim here to be a represen-
tative Government, but they are not really
representative also because it is a minority
Government. They want to perpetrate ther
insult on the constitution and they are
following their own practice by preventing
a representative coalition Ministry from
coming into existence in Bihar.

My fear is this. They want to continue
the present arrangement for another 6
months, Otherwise there would not have
been any peed at all for this legislation, 1
would like to call upon the Government te
give us a clear assurance that this Govern-
ment will not perpetrate the absence of a
representative Government in Bihar but
that they will consider it their constitutional
duty and politically their sacred duty to
help the legislature there to provide fer
those people a representative Government,
a coalition Government which would be
representative of the legislature and enable
that legislature also to function in a normal
manner. Thank you.
