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other Ministries and also the Election
Commission, These consultations are
under way., But I am afraid it will
take some more time before the Bill
could be got ready. I would, however,
like to assure the House that we shall
bring forward the Bill in the next
session.

STATEMENT CLARIFYING INFOR-
MATION GIVEN RE. WEST BENGAL
TEACHERS' SALARIES

THE MINISTER OF EDUCATION
AND YOUTH SERVICES (DR.
V. K R V. RAO): .In paragraph 7 of
my statement made in the House on
the 10th August, 1970, I had stated
as follows:—

“As for grang of financial assis-
tance to colleges for meeting the
cost in respect of teachers in the
age group 60—65, the State Gov-
ernment has found it difficult to
undertake the obligation, in view
of the fact that the U. G. C. has
not agreed to give any assistance
for the implementation of the re-
vised salary scales approved b yit
during the Second and the Third
Plans.”

The ecorrect position is that on learn.
‘ing that the GovVernment of West
‘Bengal had not agreed to make grants
#0 colleges for teachers ih the ajge
group 60—65 to implement the U.GC.
revised salary scales the U, G. C.
wrote to the University of Calcutta
(in 1938) expressing its willingness to
give to the University its share >f the
cost (50 per.cent in the case of boys’
colleges and 75 per cent in the case of
girls' colleges) provided either the
University or the colleges concerned
met the rest of the expenditure in-
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volved in implementing the revised
salary scales approved by the U. G. C.
Yhile the Calcutta University found
itself unable to match the grants
offered by the U.G.C., a few colleges
fulfilled the condition laid down by
the U.G.C. and availed themselves of
the assistance offered by it.

‘The State Government has now noti-
fied its acceptance of the application
of the integrated scale of Rs., 300—800
to Lecturers in this category w.af.
1-4-1969 and steps are being taken to
fix the salaries of the teachers con-
terned in the new integrated scale.
