LOKPAL AND LOKAYUKTAS BILL

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI
VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA): Madam
Chairman, on bebalf of Mr. Y. B. Chavan,
1 move this Bill for reference to Joint
Committee. There are two changes in
the composition of the Committes as given
in the Order Paper npamely, No. 1 should
be replaced by Shri S. A, Agadi and
No. 12 by Shri Gunapand Thakur. I beg
to move :

“That the Bill to make provision
for the appointment and functions of
certain authorities for the investigation
of administrative action taken by or
on behalf of the Government or certain
public authorities in certain cases and
for matters connected therewith, be
referred to a Joint Committee of the
Houses consisting of 45 members, 30
from this House, namely : —

Mr. Depuly-Speaker, while declaring
open the present Parliament Session, the
President said that a Bill of this kind
would be brought before the House. We
attach a lot of importance to this measure
which we have placad before the House
for reference 1o the Joint Committee. We
have had extensive consultations with
various State Governments. Our consulta-
tions are not yet over. We thought that
instead of delaying this matter indefinitely,
we should bring forward a Bill which
would be considered by the Joint Committee
of both the Houses and that during the
consideration of the Bill by the Joint
Committee, various persons, State Govern-
ments, associations and other persons who
are interested in the matter could come
and depose before the Committes. All
these views should of course be taken into
