 OBITUARY  REFERENCE

 (Death  of  Shri  Girraj  Saran  Singh)
 MR.  SPEAKER  :  I  have  to  inform  the

 House  of  the  sad  demise  of  Shri  Girraj  Saran
 Singh,  who  passed  away  this  morning  at
 New  Delhi  after  a  bricf  illness  at  the  young
 age  of  47  years.

 He  was  a  sitting  Member  of  this  House
 from  Mathura  constituency  of  U.P.  He  was
 also  a  Member  of  the  First  Lok  Sabha  dur-
 ing  the  years  ‘1952  to  957.  He  was  a
 Minister  in  the  Bharatpur  State  during  the
 years  946  to  ‘1948.  He  was  aman  ofa
 very  affable  nature  and  a  pleasing  personal-
 ity.  He  used  to  take  quite  an  active  part  in
 the  proceedings  of  the  House.

 We  deeply  mourn  the  loss  of  this  friend
 and  I  am  sure  the  House  will  join  me  in  con-
 veying  our  condolences  to  the  bereaved
 family.

 THE  PRIME  MINISTER,  MINISTER
 OF  FINANCE,  MINISTER  OF  ATOMIC
 ENERGY  AND  MINISTER  OF  PLAN-
 NING  (SHRIMATI  INDIRA  GANDHI)  :
 Mr.  Speaker,  Sir,  we  are  all  saddened  to
 hear  of  the  passing  away  this  morning  of
 Shri  Girraj  Saran  Singh,  one  of  our  collea-
 gues  in  this  hon.  House.  He  had  been  ail-
 ing  for  some  time,  and  we  all  shared  the  deep
 anxiety  of  his  family.  Now  what  we  had
 feared,  has  happencd.

 His  association  with  this  House  dates
 back  to  the  First  Lok  Sabha,  to  which  he
 came  after  experience  of  the  defence  services
 and  as  a  Minister  in  Bharatpur  State.  He
 was  re-elected  in  967.  He  was  one  of  our
 relatively  quicter  and  friendlier  collcagues,
 who  nevertheless  made  his  presence  felt.
 So,  we  shall  miss  him.

 On  behalf  of  this  House  and  on  my  own
 behalf,  offer  our  heart-felt  condolences  and
 Tequest  you  to  convey  our  feelings  of  sorrow
 to  his  wife,  Shrimati  Pamela  Singh,  and  his
 elder  brother,  the  Maharaja  of  Bharatpur,
 who  is  also  a  member  of  this  hon,  House,

 DR.  RAM  SUBHAG  SINGH  (Buxar):
 Mr.  Speaker,  Sir,  I  join  in  expressing  our
 deep  sense  of  sorrow  and  grief  at  the  passing
 away  of  Shri  Girraj  Saran  Singh.  As  you
 said,  he  was  a  sitting  Member  of  the  House
 and  he  was  previously  connected  with  the
 defence  forces.

 He  caine  from  thse  famous  Jai  farally  of
 rebels  and  revolutionaries  who  rose  in  revolt
 on  behalf  of  the  peaple  of  Uttar  Pradesh
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 and  this  area  during  the  time  of  Aurangzeb
 for  the  protection  of  the  civic  and  fundament-
 al  rights  of  our  people.  It  was  out  of  that
 revolution  that  the  Bharatpur  State  took  its
 birth.  He  was  one  of  the  distinguished
 scions  of  that  family  which  has  contributed
 quite  a  number  of  legislators  to  this  House
 as  well  as  to  the  Rajasthan  Assembly.

 Girrajji  was  powerful  and  popular  in  UP,
 Rajasthan  and  Haryana  also.  I  happened
 to  be  associated  with  him  in  a  number  of
 meetings  when  I  was  able  to  see  how  great
 was  the  influence  that  he  wielded  over  the
 kisan  masses  of  these  three  States.

 He  belonged  to  the  Royal  Air  Force  and
 distinguished  himself  there.  Afterwards,
 when  the  Bharatpur  State  called  upon  his
 services,  he  served  there  as  a  minister  for
 three  years  and  became  very  popular.  So
 popular  was  he  not  only  in  Bharatpur  but
 also  in  UP  that  he  came  to  be  selected  from
 UP  again  and  again.  He  was  a  Member  of
 this  House  between  1952,  and  957  and  again
 this  time.  On  that  occasion,  I  think,  he  was
 an  independent  and  this  time  he  was  a
 Swatantra.  From  an  independent  he  pro-
 gtessed  to  Swatantra  but  he  never  bothered
 to  join  the  ruling  party.  So  loyal  was  he  to
 the  spirit  of  his  family  which  brought  into
 existence  the  famous  Bharatpur  State  out
 of  the  fire  of  revolution  of  the  l6th,  ]7th  and
 8th  centuries.

 He  was  a  good  friend  of  all  of  us,  as  has
 been  testified  by  so  many  of  our  leaders  of
 parties.  He  was  &  specially  devoted  Mem-
 ber  of  our  party  and  a  great  personal  friend
 of  each  one  of  us  in  the  party  as  well  as  out-
 side  in  this  House.
