They have imported five hundred goondas
in the Jharia coalfield arca. The manage-
ment hus dared to make a sudden attack
on the workers and engaged some 500 go-
ondas in covinance with the police to g:t
rid of the old permanent workers because
they have been pressing them to have cor-
rect and quick implementation of the coal
wage board award and the management is
also trying to arrange a cume-back of the
goondas in the collicry as employees to
subvert their working, ©a: o my party
union leaders was ruthlessly slaughtered
in the presence of all in the Madhubani
colliery. We would like Government to
take serious steps against this hooliganism,
and we would also like to know what Go-
vernment are going to do in this matter.

SHRI HIMATSINGKA (Godda) :

SHRI P. C. SETHI : This must be with
the Food and Agriculturc Ministry and 1
shall check up.

SHRI RANGA (Srikakulam) T just
want to "say a few words. This budget
or Appropriation Bill, if caly therc had been
a legislature there in Bihar, would have been
debated upon for nearly one month. But
what is the time that we are able to give to
this? I find that you had been pleased, in
fact, to warn hon. Members of our party
that they would be able to get only onc
minute. In regard to others also, you said
that the total timc was only one hour. Is
that fair to Bihar? Is that a democratic way
of dealing with Bihar?

SHRI RAGHU RAMAIAH: Time has
been allocated by the Business Advisory
Committee.

SHRI P.C. SETHI: This has been dis-
cussed fully before.

SHR1 RANGA: I am not finding fault
with anybody. 1 am only finding fault
with the fate of Bihar and democracy.

SHRI YOGENDRA SHARMA: We
support Shri Ranga at least in this matter.
Bihar should have been given more time.

SHRI RANGA: [ am not finding fault
with anybody here. The point is this.
There could have been a full-fledged debate
for over a month in the usual manner in
Bihar if only that Legislative Assembly had
been allowed and had been helped and aided
to function. But why has that not happen-
cd? It is not because of the uawillingness
of the legislators there to get together and
form a government. ...........
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MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER.: I think the
hon. Member's point has be»n understood
by the hon. Minister..

SHRI RANGA: Let me be heard; 1 am
the leader of my party........

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: I am on!y
secking his co-operation.

SHRI RANGA: That is why | have my-
self stood up. Otherwise, onc of my party
members was to have spoken.

The legislators were willing to form
th:mselves into a coalition, and one of their
own leader, Shri Harihar Singh, 1 think,
agreed to get together and have a majority. .

SHRI YOGENDRA SHARMA: He
has absolutely no chanee.

SHRI RANGA:....and form a Mini-
stry with the co-operation of so many of
the other parties including the party of my
hon. friend. . ....

SHRI YOGENDRA SHARMA: No.

SHRI RAMAVATAR SHASTRI: No;
no. Not with our party.

SHRI RANGA: The Deputy-Speaker
is worried so much about time, but my hon.
friend is worricd about something else.

My point is only this. If only those
Congresss gentlemen who had been willing
to co-operate with cach other and who have
now split in twine there in Bihar could have
accepted the idea of coalition, then both
of them could have agreed to co-operate
with the other democratic political parties
and formed a coalition Ministry and in that
way afforded and given a good enough
and decent enough chance to the Bihar
Legislative Assembly to discuss this budget,
and present the necds and grievances of
the people there during the discussion in
regard to cach one of these Demands. But
that opportunity has becn lost for Bihar.
Why? It is because of the ruling party’s
cussedness and revengeful spirit as against
their own group, the other group namely the
organisational group; if only the organisa-
tional group and so-called ruling group,
both belonging to the Congress could have
come into power with th: help of the two
bullocks, if only they had decided to play
fair with democracy and play fair with Bihar,
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there could have been a better discussion
aod a better consideration on the budget
and the Appropriation Bill.

INDIAN TARIFF (AMENDMENT) BILL

THE DEPUTY MINISTFR IN THE
MINISTRY OF FOREIGN TRADE
(SHRI RAM SEWAK) : 1 beg to move
that the Bill further to amend the Indian
Tariff Act, 1934, be taken into consideration.

Beforc the hon Members of this House
participate and express their views over this
Bill, I would like to say a few words about
the objects and reasons why this Bill is
being introduced herc for consideration.
This Bill seeks to amend the First Schedule
to the Indian Tariff Act, 1934 in order to
give cffect to the Government's decision
on the recommendations of the Tariff Com-
mission relating to the sericulture industry.
Hon, Members know that the protection to
this industry is going to expire on 31st De-
cember 1969, Copies of the Tariff Com-
mission’s report on the sericulture industry
and the Government's resolution issued
thereon have already been laid on the Table
of the House. A gist of the Tariff Com-
mission’s report and the recommendations
of the Sericulture Industry have been cir-
culated to thc Members. Imports of raw
silk into this county........

SHRI SRINIBAS MISRA (Cuttack):
On a point of order, Sir, I want this matler
to be decided once for all...As per Art.
117 of the Constitution a Bill or amend-
ment making provision for any of the mat-
ters specified in sub-clauses (a)to (f) of clause
(1) of article 110 shall not be introduced or
moved except on the recommendation of the
President ctc. elc. It must not be introduc-
ed or moved without the recommendation
of the President. Here, this Bill is only
recommended to be introduced. Where is
the recommendation for moving?

Two alternate recommendations are
necessary — introduce or move. Here he has
got permission for introduction. Please
see page 3:

“The President having been informed
of the subject matter of the Indian
Tariff (Amendment) Bill, 1969,
recommends under art. 117 (1) of the
Constitution of India, the introduc-
tion of the Bill in the November-
December, 1969, session of the Lok
Sabha".
