SHRI S. M. BANERJEE Mr. Spe-
aker, Sir, before I give my con-
sant to this Appropriation Bill, 1
would request the hon. Minister of
Finance to consider the more vital
demand of the Centra] Government
employees regarding increase in dear-
ness allowance. I am told, the cost
of living index figure ha: increased
by another 10 points. The official
fipures are not yet out. If that ia
true, the dearness allowance will be
increased. The hon. Minister may
kindly consider that.

My second point is that the mer-
ser of dearness allowance with pay
has adversely affected many of the
cmployee: in respect of house-rent al-
lowance who are living in cities like
Delhi, Calcutta, Madras and Bombay.
Thev have to produce house rent re-
ceipl to claim house-rent allowance.
Previously, there was no question of
producing house-rent receipt. Now.
any employee who is getting Rs. 500
or more with merger of dearness al-
‘'owance in pay has to produce =
house rent receipt to claim the house-
rent allowance, As you know, Sir,
in India, there is a joint family system
and people, father, son and other re-
lations live together, It is very diffi-
cult to procure house rent receiot.
Moreover, in some of the Government
colonies like Vinay Nagar, Govern-
ment employees are sharing accom-
modation. It is very difficult for
those employees to produce house rent
receipt. I have come to know that in
case of the Damodar Valley Corpora-
tion and other Corporations, this limit
of Rs. 500 has been raised upto Rs. 620.
that is, anybody who is getting uptn
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Rs, 620 need not produce house rent
receipt to claim the house-rent allow-
ance. So, this matter is engaging the
attention of the Government. [ would
request my friend Shri Pahadia to
consider this matter. If he has no
proper knowledge about it, let him
find out angd let him convey our feel-
ings. the feelings of the Central Gov-
ernment employees, to the hon. Fin-
ance Minister and the Prime Minister
regarding the increase in dearness al-
lowance and about the adverse effect
of the merger of dearness allowance
with pay in the case of many Govern-
ment employees and that they should
raise the limit of Rs. 500 to Rs. 620
for claiming the house.rent allow-
ance without p-oducing any house
rent receipt.

I would like to know if the Gov-
ernment, even at this late stage, will
consider our demand for an economic
survey of this region which remains
backward in every form of economic
'development though it iy very rich in
mineral wealth and in the greater
wealth of man, in the potential of
what man can contribute. May I
know why even in the Fourth Plan
there is no provision for the deve-
lopment of the harbours of Konkan,
of the harvest that we can get from
the coast of Konkan, for the develop-
ment of minera]l] wealth?

SHRI S. KANDAPPAN ((mettur}:
Mr. Speaker, Sir, I  would like to
like to confine myself to the demands
pertaining to the Ministry of Labour
and Rehabilitation.

There is a provision for; a bank in
the co-operative sector having its re-
gistered office in Madras to look after
the repatriates who will be coming
there particularly from Ceylon. 1
would like to submit that the provi-
sion made is very much inadequate
and more than that I would like to
bring to the notice of the Minister
that it is a very delicate issue invol-
ving diplomatic relations. A human
problem iz very much involved in this
4nd the sueccess of the implementation
of the agreement depends upon the
handling by the External Affairs
Ministries of both countries because
the relations between the Tamils in
India and the Sinhalese there in Cey-
lon are very much strained and, un-
fortunately, there is a suspicion
among the Sinhalese that the Tamils
in India are not their good friends and
it is for the Extenal Affaire Minis-
try to see through diplomatic chan-
nels tha* we, the Tamils in India, are
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the best friends of Sinhalese. It is
one of the important aspects. Unless
this matter is tackled properly. I am
afraid it i~ not going to be a success.

“Inly one more point I have to refer
to and that is about the ESI Hospital
at Coimbator. A hospital with a bed
vapacity of 500 has already been cons-
tructed. It is going to be opened
shortly and suddenly sometime back
we got a communication from the
Centre saying that the bed capacity
should be limited to 300 beds. Our
L abour Minister in the State of Ta-
milnady wrote a letter to Delhi plead-
ing with the hon. Minister here that
the bod capacity should not be reduc-
ed as othe ‘wise that would be a was-
tage of expenditure since the build-
ing was already constructed. The rep-
ly given from the Centre was shock-
ing to us because they say that the
bed caparcity should not be even 300
but it should be only 200. I think the
matter iz still pending and no final
decision is taken so far. 1 would
like to appeal through the Hon. Mini-
ster to the Labour Minister to con-
cede to this request as it was al-
veady agreed upon. After all. we
have already incurred certain expen-
“liture on the construction of the
building with the consent of the Cen-
tre. 1t would be a wastage of ex-
penditure to restrict the bed capacity
now, at this =tage. I would like to
nlead with the Government to allow
the 500 bed rapacity that was initially
ngreed upon, by the Central Govern-
ment, Thank you.
