OBITUARY REFERENCE
DEATH OF SHRI JAIPAL SINGH

MR. SPEAKER : 1 have to inform the
House of the sad demise of Shri Jaipal
Singh who passed away this morning at
the age of 67,

Shri Jaipal Singh was a sitting Member
of this House from Khunti Constituency
of Bihar. He was also a Member of the
Constituent Assembly of India, Provisional
Parllament, First, Second and Third Lok
Sabha. During the 24 years of his
membership, Shri Jaipal Singh had come
to be known as an able Parliamentarian
and had endeared himself to all sides of
the House, He was a well-known sportsman
and Captain of the Indian Olymplc Hockey
Team at the Amsterdam Olympijad in 1928
which won the world Championship for
India for the first time. He was also a
Minister in the Bikaper State and Bihar
Government for some time. He started
his career as an educationist, The House
will recall that till the other day be was
taking an active part in the  proceedings of
the House, enlivening it with his sharp wit
and humour.

In his sudden passing away we have
lost an eminent member and our sympaithies
go to his wife shrimati Jahanara Jaipal
Singh and the bereaved family.

We deeply mourn the loss and I am
sure the House will join me in conveying
our condolences to the bereaved family,

THE MINISTER OF HOME AFFAIRS
(SHRI Y.B. CHAVAN) t We have received
this wvery sad and shocking news of the
demise of hon. Member Sh-i Jaipal Singh
who was perhaps the most picturesque
figure in Indlan politics, He was educated
abroad and later on joined the educational
activities in this country, He was for
sometime a member of the Council of
Ministers of Bihar and Jater on founded
the Charkand Party. Possibly he was one
of the very few persons who had the
privilege of being a Member of the
Constituent Assembly, Provisional Parlia-
ment and the first, the second the third
and the fourth Lok Sabha—an unbroken
Parllamentary career of excellence. In him
we had a very rare combination of a wvery
able parliamentarian and politician and a
very able sportman, As you very rightly
said, he was the captain of the Olympic
Hockey Team, [ think this country has
lost a very able leader, He had a very
distingoished place in the organisation of
the Scheduled Tribes and the down-
trodden people of whom he was a very able
leader. I think that everything ¢lse about
him may perhaps be forgotten but his
contribution as leader of the Scheduled
Tribes will have its own place in the
history of the tribal movemeut in the
country, We all know his very interesting
and able contribution whenever he declded
to participate in the debates, We have lodt
a very good friend and a lively, sports.
manlike and colourful personality. We
Joln you, Sir, In conveying our condolences
to the bereaved family.

Dr. RAM SUBHAG SINGH
(Buxar) ; Mr. Speaker, sir as you have
yourself expressed, Shri Jaipal Singh was
one of the most colourful personalitles In
Indlan political life. In Bihar he occupled
a unique place. His death is a big blow
pot only to Bihar but also to the entire
country. As the House knows. he was
parijcularly famous for being an Adivasl
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[Shri Ram Subhag Singh]

leader and he fought for their caose
more than anybody else in the country,
He organised the Adivasis not only in
Bihar but In Madhya Pradesh. Orissa and
other States also and made them consclous
of their rights and privileges. He was
also a great educationist aod he opened
a large number of schools and colleges in
that particular area.

As the Home Minister pointed out,
he occupled so many other places in the
public lfe of this nation, and he served
the Legislature for over two dozen years,
In Bihar also, whenever any political
question arose, his counsel prevailed there
and out of nothing he raised a party, the
Jharkhand party, which now occuples a
prominent place in the life of this nation.
As a sportman also, he made his Impact
felt almost everywhere in the country.
Sometimes he went to foreign lands also 1o
participate in sports events, and his sudden
death has shocked everyone of us. I join
you in mournning his death because he
was not only a Member of this House but
his actlvities outside this House were much
more important to this nation,

His passing away will certainly create
a gap which will be very difficult to fill.
This is an Irreparable loss to this npation
and more particularly to Bihar,

I request that our feelings and more
particularly our feelings on behalf of the
Opposltion may be conveyed to Shrimati
Jahanara Jaipal Singh,

SHRI RANGA (Srikakulam) ;: Mr.
Speaker, Sir, we all jolo you In mourning
the death of this great man. He wasa
great leader, unique In many respects, of
the tribal people of this country. In those
distant days, when tribal people were not
cared for, cither by the Government or
by any public leader, he rose from among
them to champion their cause, There were
times when he found It necessary to join
issue even with the British who happened
to be so very powerful in those days In the
tribal areas, Though there were no civil
liberties at all in the tribal areas in those
days; he was able to champion their cause,
organise ihem and ralse a movement from
amongst them, aud he gave & national
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stalure and status for their organisation
and their demands.  Fortunately for us, to-
day, the tribal people are agog with self-
confidence, their political stature and
power., Aod much of it is due to the
ploneering work done by Shrl Jaipal Singh.

I had the good fortune of being his
contemporary at Oxford. He used 10 play
a very important role in the Indian Majlis
there, and be rose to be {ts Chairman. In
those days he used to be a great champion
of India’s cause for freedom and he would
never allow any Englishman to say a word
against any Indian, although at that time,
the tribal people were pot so prominent in
our national, political and freedom move-
ment. But he took upon himself the duty
of championing the cause of India, not
only in England but also in Africa. When
he was an educationalist in Africa, he also
took interest in the case of the Afiican
people—itheir educational development and
also their freedom cause,

Our frlends have already sald how he
was a great sportsman, He was a sports-
man among our parliamentarians also and
he organised a group or club for sports
among parliamentarians. In his speeches
as a parllamentarian he distinguished him-
self by his eloquence and wit and parlia-
mentary sense of humour,

He led the Jharkband Party and helped
It to achicve a prominent place in the
legislatures of Orissa and Bibar. A num-
ber of his disciples became ministers and
brought credit that organisation and to
the Tribal people. ln that way, as the
Home Minister has already said, his name
weould contlnue to shine very brilliantly in
the Indian political firmament as one of
the greatest leaders of the Tribal people,
who had been neglected for a long time
and suppressed for a much lopger time,
and at the same time as one who had roused
and raised the same Tribal people to a place
almost equal to that of all other people.

SHRI P. RAMAMURTI (Madurai):
Mr. Speaker Sir, only a few days ago Mr.
Jaipal Singh walked into my house at 4,
Asoka Road, and cracked jokes with us.
I never realised at that time that his end was
going to come o soon,

Mr, Jaipal Singh had demonstrated and
taught the tribal people that the emancipa-
tion of the down-irodden and suppressed
peogle cannot come from without ; it can
come only from within to the people who
organise themselves and are prepared 1o
fight against suppression, It is this im-
portant lesson which he taught to the’
tribai people in Chotanagpur. We know
how the tribal people had been exploited
and their land had been taken away in the
name of progress and industrialisation, We
know that they have been completely under
the grip of the moneylenders. All these
things we know. We also know that des-
pite all the brave talks of welfare measures,
we have not been able really to bring
emancipation to them, Therefore, the
greatest achievement of the Jate Mr. Jaipal
Singh was to bring this lesson home to
those down trodden and suppressed people
that emancipation can come only when they
organise themselves and are prepared (0
fight against suppression. I am sure this
lesson will live for ever. Mr. Jaipal Singh
might have passed away, but the main
lesson he taught to the tribal people will
live and uliimately they will get their
emancipation,
