And when 1 expresseq surprise how
thy owners and the manufacturcrs
themselves could do such a thing, Dr
Lohia explained it on the basis of my
ignorance, Sir, I do not deny that I
am ignorance about many things.
But I do know this, that there is a
procedure by which very strict scru-
tiny is made before a manufacturing
llcence is given. Then, the manu-
facturers are expected to keep a re-
cord of the analysis of each batch of
drugs that they prepare, and our ins-
pectors make surprise checks to see
that everything is going on all right,
according to the rules. So, under such
strict conditions of vigilance, checks
ang counter-checks, it is rather wun-
likely that bona fide licensed manu-
facturers would deliberately manu-
facture and distribute for sale spu-
rious drugs with a view to make more

In Andhra, drug inspectors of Rajah-
mnudry, Vijayawada and Nellore have
scized stocks of spurious products
and prosecution proceedings against
dealers arp in progress, Investigations
made at Kurnool have so far proved
futile. Manufacturers of the spurlous
products have not been located des-
pite intensive investigations. The au-
thorities in the suspected pockets have
been alerted g be watchful.

In Orissa, stocks of spurious pro-
ducts labelled with Batch Nos. 72M
463 and 4M 463 have been seized at

Khurda and Rambha and samples
seny for test to the Central Drugs
Laboratory, Calcutta. The Govern-

ment have issued a Press Note to stop
the purchase and sale of these two
batches and another batch of spurious
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products, that is, 86M 762 which they
had also come across,

Shri P. Venkatasubbaiah (Adoni):
In spite of the vigilance exercised and
the investigations going on, it jg ne
denying the fact that in many places
these spurious drugs are In vogue.

Mr. Deputy-Speaker: She s ans-
wering that guestion,

Dr. Sushila Nayar: I wish to say
that so far as this product is con-

cerned, it has gone ip certain districis
in the States that 1 have mentioned
and action has been taken in every
one of them. Analysis has been made
and we have found that sodium
bicarbonale contents and some other
things are a little less in quantity than
they should be. The Anglo-Thai Cor-
poration, who are responsible for the
quality control of this medicine being
the ovwners of the trade wmark, have
released the batches after testing
that they are of the right quality.
Every batch has been analyseq ana
the records are there in the com-
pany's books. Therefore, to say that
it might rave been doneg by the whole-
sale is pot eorrect.

As far as the prices and the profits
are concerned, all that | can say 1s
that price control is not with us but
certain laws, commodity controls, etc.
regulate those prices. The Health
Ministry has taken the initiative to
sce that the prices of drugs are frozen
on the level of 1sy April, 1963. Be-
yond that, we have also tried to in-
vestigate the cost of production, the
sale price and the profit ete, of cer-
tain life-saving drugs. W are going
into that and we would very much
like that the prices of drugs are kepl
at as reasonable a level as possible s0
that the common man, the masses, in
the country cap have quality drugs
at reasonable prices which they can
afford.
