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in this country.
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8hri Kapur Singh (Ludhiana):
They have done it already.

Shrimati Gayatrl Devi: They will
not tolerate any opposition or eriti-
cism and are so short-sighted that
they could not realise that they are
playing into the hands of anti-national
elements in our country.

However, I am glad on this occa-
sion that due to the timely interven-
tion of our Minister of External
Affairs, our Minister of Railways and
our Food Minister, Government have
been persuaded to take the right path,
and I would urge the Prime Minister
despite any persuasion from some of
the Members on this side of the House
and indeed on that side of the House
too that he should go to America as
soon as possible to get for this count-
1y those essential commodities tlat
we require in our efforts to make our-
selves self-sufficient in all ways.

Before concluding, I would like to
say that I am surprised that this reso-
lution should have been moved by a
perion who comes from a rice-ealing
area where people are suffering from
an acute shortage of rice and have no
option but to eat the subsidised PL~
480 wheat. .1 too belong to that area
and I know what hardships the.peo-
ple are going through. So I cannot
understand how a person who profes-
ses to speak for the poor can bear the
sight of so many people going hungry
and not accepting thig aid when it hLas
been offered to wus. For this reason
alone, I would say that while T agree
to the principles of the re-oluli%n. 1
cannot accept it until such time a3 we
become self-sufficient in foodgrains In
our country.

In conclusion, I would urge Gov-
ermnment to take practical mcasures to
remove our deflciencies. There is no
use coining popular slogans like
"Miss a meal', when the majority of
the people do not have even one
square meal a day. There is no use
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nxkin‘ people to change their eating
habits and to substitute cereals for
other forms of nutrition when we
cannot have the wherewithal of pro-
ducing them. There is no use asking
our labourers and peaants to produce
more on empty stomuchs while the
only contribution from those sitting
on the B'nches opposite fs to miss
their meal on  Monday evenings
This, T might add, is good for their
health, but not good for the health of
the country.
