HIND1 SAHITYA SAMMELAN
(AMENDMENT) BILL

The Minister of Education (Di. A.
L. Shrimali): I beg to move:

“That the Bill to amend the
Hindi Sahitya Sammelan Act,
1962, as passed by Rajya Sabha,
be taken into consideration'

The House would recall that in
March last, this Bill was passed. But,
as soon as the Act came into force,
some persong filed a writ petition in
the Allahabad High Court and chal-
lenged the validity of this Act on the
ground that the Act excluded the ordi-
mary members of the Society from
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being the first members of the Sam-
melan and therefore they said that
this Act infringed their fundamental
right to form association.

1433 hrs.

[Mr. Speaker in the Chair]

The reason why we did not include
the ordinary members at that time
was that there was np complete list
and we had envisaged that fresh mem-
bers could be enrolled after that Act
came into force. I am bringing this
amendment just as a precautionary
measure and I hope that when this
provision is made with regard to
ordinary members, there would be no
further difficulty in enforcing this
Act. All that we are doing in this
amendment is to make provision for
ordinary members and substitute the
following sub-section for the existing
sub-section 4 of section 4.

I am also taking this opportunity
to make some minor amendments.
One is with regard to quorum of the
meeting of the governing body. The
Act makes provision for three mem-
bers, 1t is felt that the quorum of 3
is too small. I am, therefore, making
it five. Section 9 also provides for the
payment tg the memberg on the go-
verning body, out of the funds, a
small allowance, etc. There is no pro-
vision for the payment of salary. The
governing body is to last only for a
short time. I am anxious that they
should finish the work as quickly as
possible. It may be that we may have
to ask one or two members to work
whole time, 1 am, therefore, request-
ing the House to permit this enabling
provision to pay salary in case we
have to appoint one or two members
to discharge the duties and finish the
work as quickly as possible,

There is another minor amendment.
It hag also been felt that the provision
for the vesting of property in the
Sammelan and the transfer of assets
and liabilities of the Society to the
Sammelan under sections 5 (b) and
5(c) of the Act may imply that the
two institutions are separate It is,
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therefore, proposed to amend the sec-
tion with a view to clarifying that the
new corporation ig identical in sub-
stance with the Sammelan. These are
just a few minor amendments. I am
sorry that some people have gone to
the High Court challenging the validity
of thig Act, As the House is aware, thig
institution has been in difficulty for a
long time and hag been in the hands
of a Receiver. It is my earnest desire
that this institution should be resiored
and it should start functioning in a
normal manner. I am hoping that
with the precautionary measure that
I am taking, the Sammelan would be
able to function as we envisaged that
it should,

Dr. L, M. Singhvi: (Jodhpur): Mr.
Speaker, on a point of clarification . . ,

Mr. Speaker: Let me first place the
motion before the House. Motion
moved:

“That the Bill to amend the
Hindi Sahitya Sammelan Act, 1962,
as passed by Rajya Sabha, be taken
inte consideration,”

Dr. L, M. Singhvi: The hon. Minis-
ter just now mentioned that in the
main lpgislation, the ordinary mem-
be s were not included because, I
understood him to say, a complete list
of such original members of the Socie-
ty was not available, I should like
to know whether such a complete list
is now available or the change js being
effected in order to take a precaution
against the challenge which has been
thrown against its validity. Is a com-
plete list now available?

Dr. K. L. Shrimali: As I just now
mentioned, this institution has not
been functioning for the last several
years and one does not know what the
position ijs with regard to the list of
members, It is very doubtful whe-
ther a complete list may be available.
Whatever that may be, I am taking
this merely as g precautionary mea-
sure.

Shri Hari Vishnm Kamath
(Hoshangabad): On a point of order
2514 (iA LS—6,
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I invite your attention to clause 4 of
the Bill whereby this measure seeks
1o provide for salary and for allowance.
May I invite your attention to section
6 of the origina] Act, the Hindi Sahitya
Sammelan Act, 1962, which was pas-
sed early last year by the last Parlia-
ment, which relates, among other
things, to the funds of the Sammelan?
There, it is provided that this Sam-
melan shall perform the following
functions, namely: to receive gifts,
grants, donations or benefactions from
the Government; to receive bequests—
with that we are not concerned. The
first part is to receive gifts, grants,
donations or benefactions from the
Government, It provides for payment
into the Sammelan fund moneys from
the Consolidated Fund of India, It
may be argued with regard to this
Amending Bil] that the funds at the
disposal of the Sammelan at present
will be utilised for this purpose for
payment of salary and allowances.
The original Bill had made no mention
of salaries. Now, they want to pay
salaries also and perhaps, it is likely
that they will get more grants, more
benefactions from the Government
Therefore, I submit, in the light of this
consideration, thig Bill becomes a
Money Bill, Because, payment of ex-
penditure from the public funds for
varioug items like salaries etc. is in-
volved. But the recommendation of
the President has not been obtained
for placing this Bill for consideration
by Parliament. If you uphold that
point of order with regard to the
Constitution, as a corollary to that,
rule 69 of the Rules of Procedure
comes into operation and they should
give a financial memorandum with
regard to the expenditure involved
ete,

Mr. Speaker. Is anything being
drawn out of the Consolidated Fund?
Dr. K. L. Shrimali: No, Sir.

Mr. Speaker; Then where are the
galaries to come from?

Dr K. L, Shrimali: From the funds
of the Sammelan,
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Shri Hari Vishnu Kamath: But they
are drawn from the Government funds.
The original Act provides for grants,
donations and benefactions from the
Government. Now they are paying
“salaries” in addition to “allowances”,
Where will the money come to pay for
the “allowances”? From the Govern-
ment funds, He hag said so in his
speech.

Mr. Speaker: I would reguest the
hon. Member to make it a little more
clear, We have tg see whether the
provisions of the Bill that is before us
provide for anything to be drawn
out of the Consolidated Fund of India.
To that extent, we are restricted, We
cannot go into the provisions of the
original Bill. There might have been
some provision and something might
have been given by Government or not
given. We do not know as vet whe-
ther the Government has given it or
not. There was a provision that the
funds could be made up of moneys re-
ceived from various sources, and there
are so many sources, We do not know
whether actually Government has
given anything, whether gsomething
has been drawn from the Government.
In any case, we are not concerned
with that.

The hon. Member wants that this
Bill, as it is before us, must be consi-
dered as a Money Bill because we are
substituting the words ‘'salaries or
allowances or both” for the word
“allowances”. The word “salary” is
there. Where can the money for the
salary come from? From out of the
funds of the Sammelan, The funds
of the Sammelan might have been
constituted from wvarious sources but
a provision in the earlier Act says
that Government also can contribute,
So, a part of the money of the Sam-
melan is from the Consolidated Fund
of India. That is the argument of the
hon. Member. But we have to res-
trict otrselves to the provision of the
Bill that is before us, the Amending
Bill. ‘This Bill only says that for the
word “allowances" the words “salary
or allowances or both” may be substi-
tuted. 'There is no provision in this
Bill to draw any money out of the
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Consolidated Fund of India. There-
fore, 1 do not think I can uphold his
point of order, as he desires me to do
in this context,

Shri Narendra Singh Mahida
(Anand): May we ask the hon. Minis-
ter to clarify this point?

Dr. K. L. Shrimali: In fact, I made
it very clear at the time of introduc-
ing the Bill that the .Sammelan has
its own income through examination
fee ete.

Mr. Speaker: Besides the examination
fees and other things that make up the
funds of the Sammelan there is a
provision in the earlier Act that Gov-
ernment can also contribute,

Dr. K. L, Shrimali: It is only an
enabling provision, There is no ques-
tion of paying the salaries out of the
Consolidated Fund. The Sammelan is
a corporate body which will pay the
salary out of its own funds.

Mr, Speaker: How is that fund
made up of?

Shri Hari Vishnu Kamath: That is
the point.

Dr. K. L. Shrimali: No regular
grants are envisaged at the present
moment. May be, on a future date,
for development purposes some grants
may be given to the Sammelen. But
the Sammelan hag its own funds and
out of its own funds it should be free
to pay salaries or allowances or spend
the money as it likes.

Shri Harl Vishnu Kamath: May
I say, Sir, that you have put the
question very succintly? The funds
of the Sammelan are not swayembhu.
They must come from somewhere.

Dr. K. L. Shrimali: Through ex-
amination fees.

Shri Harl Vishnu Kamath: In the
origina] Act it is stated that the mo-
ney will be drawn from the Govern-

ment also, f
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Dr. K. L. Shrimali: It only ena=
bles the Sammelan to receive gifts
etc.

Shri Harl Vishnu Kamath: From
whom?

Dr. K. L. Shrimali: From various
sources,

Shri Hari Vishnu Kamath: Includ-
ing the Government.

Dr, K. L. Shrimali: Yes, includ-
ing the Government. But that does
not mean that Government will give
money out of the Consolidated Fund
of India.

Shri Hari Vishnu Kamath: But the
provision ig there.

Mr. Speaker: The wording of arti-
cle 110 is:

“(1) For the purposes of this
Chapter, a Bill shall be deemed
to be a Money Bill if it contains
only provisions deeling with all
or any of the following matters,
namely—

(a) the imposition, abolition, re-
mission, alteration or regu-
lation of any tax;

the regulation of the borrow-
ing of money or the giving
of any guarantee by the
Government of India, or the
amendment of the law with
respect to any financial obli-
gations undertaken or to be
undertaken by the Govern-
ment of India........
