DELHI LAND REFORMS
(AMENDMENT) BILL

The Minister of State in the Minls-
try of Home Affairs (Shri Hathl): 1
beg to move*:

“That the Bill further to amend
the Delhi Land Reforms Act,
1854, be taken into consideration.”

The Delhi Land Reforms Act, 1954,
came into force in the Union Terri-
tory of Delhi on 20th July, 1984,
Under sec. 150 of that Act, Gaon
Sabhas were constituted in the areas
to which the Act applied and all com-
mon lands in the Gaon Sabhas areas,
ie. all lands whether cultivable or
otherwise except those comprised in
any holding or grove of private indivi.
duals, were vested in the Gaon Sabha

*Moved with the recommendation of the President.
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under sec, 154 of that Act. The Gaon
Sabhas were charged with the fune-
tion and responsibility of seeing that
the lands were not encroached upon.
If these lands were encroached upon,
they were to file suits against the tres-
passers, the land would then bhecome
vacant and agaim vest in the Gaon
Sabhas. However, if no such suit is
filed, under sec. 85 of the Aect, the
person who has encroached upon the
Gaon Sabha land becomes a bhumidar
or asami of the land as if he had been
admitted to the possession of the land
by the Gaon Sabha. Also when any
dispute arises as regards owmnership
of any property vesting in the Gaon
Sabha, under sec. 36 of the Delhi
Panchayat Raj Act, 1954, the Gaon
Panchayat is empowered to decide
whether to treat the property under
dispute as the property of the Gaon
Sabha or not. Apart from this, it is
also the duty of the Gaon Sabha to
be on the lookout for cases of contra-
vention of the law by bhumidars and
their assmis and take remedial action.
For example, under sections 42 and
48 of the principal Act, the Gaon
Babha can suc for ejectment of per-
sons who have acquired land by trans-
fer in contravention of the law. When
the transferor is ejected, the land
becomes wvacant. Similarly, under
section 81 of the principal Act, the
Gaon Sabha can sue for ejectment of
their asamis and take remedial action
agricultural lands to non-agricultural
use.

In the course of the implementation
of this Act, certain deficiencies in the
law have come to notice. A number
of Gaon Sabhas have failed to effec-
tively discharge their functions. A
large number of encroachments on
Gaon Sabha lands and transfers in
contravention of the law have come
to notice, and it has caused loss of
revenue to the Gaon Sabha and the
Government. Tt has, therefore, be-
come necessary to invest the revenue
authorities also with the mnecessary
powers to supplement the effortz of
the Gaon Sabhas iIn removing
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encroachments on Gaon Sabha lands
and ejecting persons who violate the
law. In a number of cases the Gaon
Sabhas have suffered losses on account
of certain unscrupulous Pradhans
colluding with unauthorised occupants
of Gaon Sabha lands in admitling the
claims of the unauthorised occupants
in courts of law in suits brought
under section 36 of the Delhi Pan-
chayat Raj Act, 1854. It is, therefore,
necessary to devise adequate measures
to retrieve such properties and to
prevent such losses in future.

After the commencement of the
Delhi Municipal Corporation Act,
1857, a number of villages which
were under the jurisdiction of Gaon
Sabhas have been urbanised and the
Delhi Panchayat Raj Act, 1854, has
ceased to apply in those areas. How-
ever, the Gaon Sabhas being corpo-
rate bodies continue to exist in these
areas, even though they have ne pan-
chayat functions, There is no provi-
sion in the existing law to wind up
these bodies in the urbanised areas,
but as an interim measure the
management of their properties in
those areas has been entrusted to the
Deputy Commissioner, It is neces-
sary to make provision for winding
up the Gaon Sabhas in urbanised
areas and for the disposal of their
assets and liabilities. The present Bill,
with 27 clauses, seeks to give effect
to the objects mentioned above, and
also make provision for certain other
matters.

While amending the Act, we have
also taken into consideration of the
difficulties of the personnel serving
in the armed forces of the Union.
We have tried in this Bill to remove
those difficulties and give certain con-
cessions to the personnel of the armed
forces. Clauses 4, 14 and 18 deal
with these things.

At present, under section 38 of the
principal Act, a bhumidar who is
serving in the Armed Forces can lease
his land to the Asami who has been
assisting the whole family or rela-
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tives in agricultural operations. Con-
sequently, such parents or relatives
are put in difficulties, as pometimes it
happens that the parents are old, and
the person helping them joins the
defence forces. The old parents
depending on this young man cannot
lease the land under the present Act.
We have, therefore, exempted such
people, old people whose young sons
have joined the army, to lease the
land to the Asamis.

Clause 14 seeks to amend section 75
of the principal Act so as to give a
higher priority in the matter of allot-
ment of land by Gaon Sabhas to per-
sons in the Armed Forces of the
Union and the dependents of such
persons killed in action and for special
preference being given in the case of
persons decorated for gallantry. This
is @ concession which we thought we
should give while amending the Act,

Clause 16 seeks to provide that
when a person is released from the
Armed Forces, he can take back the
land leased by him after making
and application to the Deputy Com-
missioner instead of -filling a suit as
at present, which takes a long
time. In order to facilitate their
taking back the land, we have pro-
vided that if he is discharged, he can
simply make an application to the
Deputy Commissioner with a certifi-
cate that he was serving in the Armed
Forces. Then the Deputy Commis-
sioner will make arrangements to give
him the land back. Provision is
made that in case crops are standing,
then after one month from the har-
vest he will be entitled to get back
the land,

Then there are other clauses which
deal with unauthorised diversion of
land for non-agricultural purposes.
Clause 1B seeks to amend section 81
to confer powers also on the Revenue
Assistant to eject a person who has
diverted agricutural lend for non-
agricultural use, if the Gaon Sabha
falls to move In the matter.

Today we are in great neeg of
higher food production. So, Cisuse
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[Shri Hathi)

11 provides that if after two YCars
land is not cultivated, it can be leased
to the Asami for cultivation, because
we cannot allow lands to remain un-
cultivated.

These are the main provisions of the
Bill. Clause 28 seeks to amend the
Schedule to the Act. Clause 27 is a
vilidating provision. The other eight
clauses are of a consequential nature.

This Bill was proposed because
there were a number of complainis
about encroachment of land, and we
received complaints from Members of
Parliament also. This was placed be-
fore the Delhi Advisory Committee of
the Home Minister, and the Commit-
tee approved it at its meeting on 20th
February, 1985,
