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PRESS AND REGISTRATION OF
BOOKS (AMENDMENT) BILL

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry
of Information and Broadeasting (Shri
C. R, Pattabhl Raman);

1 beg to move:

“That the Bill further to amend
the Press and Registration of
Books Act, 1867, as passeg by
Rajya Sabha, be takcn into con-
sideration.”

The Government of India, as the
House will rcmember, appointed a
Press Commission in October, 1852, to
enquire into the state of the Press in
India, its present and future lines of
development and other cognate mat-
ters und to make recommendations
thereon. The Commission submitted
its report in July, 1054, The Com-
mission realiseq the lack of reliable
statistics regarding newspapers and
periodicals in the country and felt that
no serious attempts were made 0
rectify the defective statistics or to
make them uptodate. The Commis-
sion also found, in the course of their
work, that, apart from the differences
in practice in different States, there
was a general laxity in the checking
of the filing and the registration of
books and periodicals. With a view
to bringing about a radical change in
the administration of the Press and
Registration of Books Act, the Press
Commission recommended the appoint.
ment of a Central Press Registrar for
the colleckion and compilation of infor.
mation relating to all newspapers and
periodicals in the country. The Com.
mission also observed that it should be
the duty of the Press Registrar to
bring out an annual report on the
working of the Press on its organisa-
tional side giving the necessary statis-
tles. In  fact, this morning on my
behalf the Annual Report was placed
on the Table of the House; 1 was
caught up elsewhere.
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The Commission also recommended
certain other amendments in the Press
and Registration of Books Act.
Accordingly the Press and Registration
of Books Act was amended in 1955
Books Act is relatuble to entry 38 of
Newspapers for India came into exis-
tence in July, 1956,

However, the Press and Registration
and the Office of the Registrar of
the Concurrent List in the Seventh
Schedule to the Constitution, namely,
Newspapers, Books and Printing Pres.
ses. Under the Constitution (Appli-
cation to Jammu and Kashmir) Order,
which was issued in May, 1954, Par-
liament had no powers to make any
laws in respect of the State of Jammu
& Kashmir in regard to matters speci-
fled in entry 39 of the Concurrent List.
Therefore, when the Press and Regis-
tration of Books Act was amended in
1855, the present section 22 of the Act
was incorporated providing that the
Act does not extend to the State of
Jammu & Kashmir. It has not, there-
fore, been possible for the Registrar of
Newspapers for India to collect infor-
mation and statistics in respect of
newspapers and periodicals in that
State and comsequently the Annual
Report also does not contain any infor.
mation in respect of those newspapers.

There is also the question of news-
print allocation. Newsprint is allocat-
ed by the Registrar of Newspapers for
India to newspapers in the country on
the basis of their size, average num-
ber of pages published, circulatiar and
regularity of publication. These parti-
culars are susceptible of being verified
by the Press Registrar from the infor-
mation submitted to him by the publi-
shers of newspapers under the Press
and Registration of Books Act. The
figures of circulation claimed by news-
papers are also checked, in doubtful
cases, by the Circulation Officers
under powers vested by section 18 F
of the Act. But in respect of the State
of Jammu & Kashmir, although news-
print is allocateq by the Registrar of
Newspapers for India on the basis of
these particulars, it has not been pos-
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sible for the Registrar to verify the
particulars himself as he does not col-
lect any information in respect of
newspapers published in that State.
Al present, verification of particulars
is done mostly through the State Gov-
ernment ang their Director of Infor-
mation.

It has been decided to extend the
jurisdiction of the Registrar of News-
papers for India to the State of Jammu
& Kashmir to enable him to collect
and compile information and statistics
relating to newspapers and periodicals
in that State.

‘The Press and Registration of Books
Act deals with the regulation of print-
ing presses and newspapers. preserva-
tion of copies of books and newspapers
printed in India ang the registration
of such books and newspapers. There
iz also the need for having a uniform
law in these matters for the whole
country including the State of Jammu
& Kashmir.

The Government of Jammu & Kash-
mir accorded their concurrence, inter
alia, to the application to their State of
entry 30 of the Concurrent List and
the Press and Registration of Books
Act, 1887, The Conatitution (Appli-
cation to Jammu & Kashmir) Second
Amendment Order, 1064, was issued
inter aliz making entry 30 of the Con-
current List applicable to the State of
Jammu & Kashmir. It is now propos-
ed to amend the Press and Registra-
tion of Books Act in order to make it
applicable to the State of Jammu &
Kashmir.

The Press ang Registration of Books
(Amendment; Bill, 1964, is a simple
measure consisting wof only four
clauses, Clause (1) contains the short
title ang & commencement clause
enabling the Central Government 10
bring it into force on such date as may
be notified. Before notifying the date
of commencement of the Act, we pro-
pose to consult the State Government
although the Bill does not make 8
specific mention of it.
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By clause (2) of the Bill it is pro-
posed to omit the definition of ‘India’
@n the Act as ‘India’ has been defined
in section 3(28) of the General Clauses
Act, 1897. The Press and Registration
of Books Act, 1867, contains refcrences
to various Central laws, e.g.. the Indian
Majority Act, the Code of Criminal
Procedure and the Indian Penal Code,
which do not apply to the State of
Jammu & Kashmir. The State has,
however, corresponding laws on the
subject. A rule of construction has,
therefore, been inserted by clause
2(b) whereby references to those
Central Acts will be construed as
references to the corresponding law jn
force in the State. Besides, il has
been decided in consultation with the
Government of the State of Jammu and
Kashmir that while there should
be automatic protection in respect of
the existing declarations made by the
keepers of printing presses, and prin-
ters and publishers in the State of
Jammu and Kashmir under the Stale
Act, suitable provision should be made
in the amending Bill to enable all of
them o file new declarations under
the Central Act within a stipulated
period of two months from the com-
mencement of the Central Act. This
has becen provided for in clause 3 of
the Bill. This will give ample time of
two months for the filling of new dec-
larations ang does not cause any undue
hardship to people who are already
there and who are doing that work.

Clausc 4 of the Bill seeks to remove
the words ‘except the State of Jammu
and Kashmir' in section 22 of the
principa] Act. This is the pivotal
clause of the Bill under which the
Press ang Registration of Books Act,
1867, will, after the passing of the pre-
sent Bill, be applicable to the State of
Jammu ang Kashmir slso as contem-
plated.

By implication it will also repeal
the Jammu ang Kashmir State Press
and Publications Act. S. 1989. The
State Act contains some special provi=
sions which are not in common with
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the Press and Registration of Books
Act, 1887, as for example, se.tions 9
to 25, 33 to 42 of the State Act. It
has been felt that the  repeal
or amendment of the State Act should
be left to the State Legislature, and
the Government of Jammu and Kash-
mir have been requested to take steps
in this behalf, bearing in ming the
provisions of article 254 of the Consti-
tution.

Shri Sham Lal Saraf (Jammu and
Kashmir): Sir, I welcome thjs Bill,
which has come before the House not
a day toosoon. I would like to bring
to the attention of the hon. minister
how the Press affairs are being con-
ducted in that State not only now, but
before also. 1 have been part of the
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Kashmir Government for many years.
The papers which write in my favour,
1 would support them. Papers which
criticise me, I will not allow to exist.
When the Home Minister wvisited
Kashmir and also before him when
the Diwakar Committee visited Kash-
mir, 1 was given a long interview and
1 gave evidence before them. Three
things 1 placed before them. Firstly
as my hon, friend pointed out, papers
which all these years have been cent
per cent pro-India have stopped pub-
lication. Lists of such papers have
been given to the Home Minister some
months back. It was also promised
by him that these papers will be allow.
ed to exist. But to this day, they
have not resumeq publication. This
may be looked into.

Secondly, papers which from he
very beginning have been against our
policy of accession, against the Indlan
stang on Kashmir, were allowed pub-
lication even till the last day. Why
is it so? I do not want any enquiry
to be held into that, but our Informa-
tion and Broadcasting Minister may
look into that. If these rublications
were not there, if such objectionabie
things hag not been allowed to be
written in Kashmir, perhap: Pakistan
might not have dared to take such
heinous steps which she has taken in
the last few months. Thesc publica-
tions encouraged Pakistan. I will not
absolve the Central Government also
from this. How did they pecrmit
individuals to come out of jails and
speak things which have shaken the
very basis of India and the secular
approach in which we believe? Keep.-
ing that in view, henceforth will the
‘hon. minister kindly see to it that this
Bill is strictly implementied there?
No individual, no party, should be
alloweq to speak or write a word
which goes against the very basis of
our secular democracy.

With these words, 1 wholeheartedly
welcome the extension nf this Act to
Jammu and Kashmir. This is really a
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step in the right direction, 1 would
respectfully submit that these things
which I have pointed out may kindly
be gone into. 1 could have given the
names of the papers, but I dc not
want to do so, because the Home
Minister knows the names. About
the papers which have created a very
bad atmosphere there, he must take a
very firm stand against them.
