Shri P. B. Chakravertl (Dhanbad):
Mr. Deputy-Speaker, it was in 1932
when the whole country wag in the
midst of the nationa] struggle, when
the Congres: Wwas declared illegal
there came on the scene one of the
greatest nalionalists who came to
challenge the British Government of
India at its citadel, who sent us a
message, ‘1 am going to preside over
thig illegal Congress session in Delhi
before the very nose of the British
Goverrment and anybody who s
ready to face bullets may come there’.
When this name is now being discus-
sed we cannot afford to forget the
eontribution of that eminent man
with a golden voice. An erudite
scholar, a savant, a philosopher, he
represented the culture of India. So,
today when we are discussing his
name, we must not forget his contri=
bution to the progres and to the
nationalistic urge of the country.

The addition of words to Kashi
Vishwa Vilyalaya was a later inno-

vation when the word 'Hindu' was
added. If we delete the word
‘Hindu' and propose that Pandit

Malaviya's name should be associated,
we cannot enhance the prestige and
eminence of Pandit Malaviya. The
deletion of the word ‘Hindu’, the con-
cept of which smacks of something
which has been found objectionable,
is understandable.

In the same year when the Aligarh
Muslim University was started, an-
other university was started in East
Bengal, the Dacca University, by the
British Government to satisfy the
Muslim League people who wanted it
when the division of Bengal was
annulled. I am the first graduate of
that university started in 1921. We
the students did not allow the Syndi-
cate and the Court of that university
to change the name of the university

mosphere, an emolional urge, as a
result of which that university main-
tained its high traditions, so mu-h go
that after partition, seven Muslim stu-
dents of that wuniversity were shot
dead on the language question, and
Bengali has been accepted as the State
language in East Pakistan over the
dead bodieg of Muslim stulents of the
Dacea University, in which I was the
President of the Union at one time.

The word Hindu smacks of many
things, it has a historical context. The
Aligarh University has got the word
‘Muslim’ attached to it. When this
word ‘Hindu’ is deleted to be replaced
the words Malaviya Kashi Vishwa
Vidyalaya, people are apt to feel
rather unhappy, but gtill it has a sig-
nificant association to its own past.
Today, if you replace the existing
name, immediately the pertinent
question comes about Aligarh. Again
if we remove the word ‘Muslim’ and
put in the name of Sir Syed Ahmed,
it leais to fresh complications. We
must understand the difficulty which
hag been created We must have a
realistic picture.

The students have been made to
understand that while it is an attempt
to take away the word “Hindu' from
the Banarag Hindu University, the
Government will somehow avoii re-
moving the word Muslim’ from the
Aligarh University. So, the Hindu
students today have been provoked.
It is a question of their proper under-
standing. People bave becn made to
understand that this is not an inno-
cant proposal.

The name of Pandit Malaviya, that
eminent man, that great man, that in-
comparable savant, philosopher who '
representai the culture of India,
should not now be associated with
this University for the sake of omit-
ting the word ‘Hindu' which obvious-
ly smacks of something against secu-
larism. So, I would oppose very
strongly the Bill ag it hasg been passed
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by the Rajya Sabha, 1 would gsay
you retain the words Kashi Vishwa
Vidyalaya. That is an apt word
which gives an idea of the pattern of
culture which was sought to be pro-
motej by Pandit Malaviya. That is
my concrete proposal, but because this
question of Aligarh comes in,—it was
discused earlier also in this House,—
it is better for the Government to
bring in a Bill simultaneously to deal
with all denominational umiversities
or colleges which smack of certain
communal, caste or other considera=
tions. There are s0 many colleges
with all sorts of names. The Gov-
ernment must go into the matter,
take up this challenge, and place be=-
fore the House a comprehensive Bill.
It can then very well change their
names, but the moment jt secks to
change the name of the Banaras Hindu
University ond replace the word
‘Hindu' by the name of Pandit
Malaviya. The outcome js that people
have their own misgivings on the
score, that the next guestion regard-
ing Aligarh and other denominational
Institutions will be left out. So, it Is
in the fitness of things thut the Gov=
ernment must now come forward with
a Bill simultaneously {o cover all
these things, so that it will be based
en a clear concept of what an educa-
tional institution should be. Su, my
definite proposal 15 this, My hon
friend Mr. Kamath sometimes gets
away from us. Yeit, now [ am
prompted to support his proposal. Let
us have a commiltee of both Howes
and discuss this, not from any parti-
san angle but as an educationist and

B3 @ student. Let us understand
the problem. Nobody should be
pressed 1o do anything. But one

should not overlook that the people
who arc outside may as well be pro-
voked. The young talents have been
provoked. It is not unnatural. We
have come from the colleges; we
know; we lefi our colleges to  chal-
lenge the nuthorities. Personally
speaking, 1 had occasion to challenge
the Prime Minister of Bengal; 1 had
