Will the Minister of Industry amd
‘Supply be pleased to refer to the re-
ply given to Starred Question HNo.
135 on the 11th September, 1964 and
state:

(a) whether Government hfwe
since considered the proposal to im-
yport cement to meet the acute shortage
in the country; and
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(b) if so, how much cement will
be imported and from which coun-
try?

The Deputy Minister in the Minis-
try of Industry and Supply (Shri
Bibudhendra Misra): (a) and (b).
Yes, Sir. It has been decided not to
import any cement.
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Shri Bibudhendra Misra: It has
been considered taking all aspects of
the question into consideration as
alsp the overall position in the coun-
try and the requirements. The main
requirements of the Central sponsor-
ing authorities, like, Defence, Rail-
ways, Water and Power Commission,
any everything has been considered.
In view of the shortage of foreign
exchange the Government has come
to the conclusion that it is not neces-
sary to import any cement. The short-
age is there but it is not to the exr._ent
of retarding the progress of any im-
portant sector.
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
