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Press Council. Therefore, we have to
go to the third limb which is very pro-
per in the circumstances, because after
all, the fourth estate is called the
fourth limb of the state.

Shri K, C. Sharma: What kas led
the hon. Minister to bring the Chief
Justice into this? Could he not find
any other organ?

Shri C. R. Pattabhi Raman: The
Indian Federation of Working Journ-
alists wanteq it. It was also in the
original Bill.

Mr. Chairman: It is too late to raise
this question after the discussion is
over.

Mr. Chairman: Punjab is not in-
habited only by represantatives frome
the Opposition or the Congress Party.
All parties are represented here.
Therefore, every party wiil get its
time according to its strength.

Shri D. C. Sharma (Gurdaspur):
Sir, at the very outsat I wish to sub-
mit that the calamity which has over-
taken almost all the States in India is
not the first of its kind. I want to ask
the Government of India, when this
calamity occurs every year, when we
are told about this Najafgzarh area,
when we are to'd about Jumna, Bag-
mati and other rivers where flood
takes place, why isit that the Govern-
ment does not take due precautions
to stop these floods? Sir, prevention
is the better part of cure. 1 know
that when floods occur the Govern-
ment does everything in its power to
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help the people. But in spite of that,
cattle are destroyed, lands go under
water, human lives are lost and so
many other calamities overtake our
population.

I would like to ask the hon. Minis-
ter one question. India has been free
for the last 17 years and these flonds
have been occurring every year. Why
is it that they have become hardy
annuals, why is it that they have be-
come annual occurrences, and why is
it we are asked to debate this point
every time in this House. Therefore,
I think it is the duty of the Govern-
ment and the duty of every Member
of this House to whatever party he
may belong, to take not only long-
term measures for the prevention of
these floods but also short-term mea-
sures so that the population is not
put to any trouble every year.

I do not want to go into the extent
of damage that has been brought about
by these floods. I think the hon.
Minister has been very candid in
this matter. If I may be permitted to
#ay s0, it ig for the first time that we
have got a very reliable report from
the Government. Of course, there
are some persons who may differ from
this report. They may say that the
damage is greater than what is given
in the report of the Government,

An Hon. Member: Because they are
mot dependable,

Shri D. C. Sharma: But there is no
doubt about the fact that the Govern-
ment has been very fair with us, very
fair with the population, very fair
with the people of the country and
wery fair with those people who are
affected. How are these losses to be
made- good—the loss of crops? Of
course, nobody can make good the loss
wuffered on account of loss of human
lives. Who can do anything about
that? My heart goes out to all those
persons who lost their lives during
these flnods, and I think the whole
Hous~ is full of sympathy for those
persons. . . .
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Shri D. C. Sharma: I want to ask
the Government wnether they are
gving to do something for taz sur-
vivors of those persons. It 1s the
moral duty of the Government to do
something for the families of those
persons who lost theiwr lives in the
aoods.

My second point is this. Only this
morning some persons cime and told
me that so many houses have falen
down. A gentleman came and told the
story of Sonepat. The same story is
repeated everywhere. The same story
15 more or less to be found in my
constituency also. The same story
is to be found in all parts of India—
Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar,
Assam, West Bengal and other States.
Here is my hon. friend from Midna-
pur. He has suffered from floods. 1
would say, the Government should do
something to make good the losses
that the farmers have suffered on ac-
count of their cropg being damaged
altogether by these floods. Why do I
say so? Unless the Government pay
the penalty for its neglect, the peralty
in terms of money, th= penaty in
terms of prayaschith, I think these
floods will not become things of the
past, these floods will go on ocsuring
every year.

My third point is this. The hon.
Minister has given us two statements.
I have gone through both these state-
ments. We know where the disease
is, what the trouble spots are, which
of the rivers are dangerous and how
the whole thing starts. I would say
that the Governmsant should prepare,
first of all, a short-term plan far those
cities and villages which are affected
every time these floods o:cur, I would
also say that the Government should
have blue-prints of thos2 rivers which
are causing us trouble. It will be
said that it is very difficult t» control
these rivers, that Kosi is known as the
river of sorrow, that Bagmati is an
erratic river, that Beas is a river which
is as whimsical as vou can imagine it
to be and so on. But all these things
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do not cut any ice with this House
today. I would, therefore, say that
a high-power commission should be set
up to prepare village-wise account, to
prepare a blueprint for the protection
of every village that is affected, every
city that is affected by these rivers
which are causing us trouble.

So, 1 was submitting very respectfully
that something has got to be done. I
know that the hon. Minister will say
something to alleviate the human
suffering, to bring hope to the minds
of the affected persons. I say that
will not be enough. We want to have
a foolproof remedy for these ills
which are recurring every day, every
year; unless that is done, the trouble
will go on recurring. It may be said
that we will require so many crores
of rupees, that the whole Five Year
Plan money will have to be spent on
it. I may tell you that the population
of India is not prepared to listen to
these things because, as it has been
stated, these calamities are due to
three causes. The rainfall is there.
But what about drain No. 8 and drain
No. 87 There is no effective construec-
tion of drains. Those drains were

not deep enough and strong enough .

and so breaches occurred. Therefore,
it is not God-made malady but man-
made malady. It has been created by
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man. Therefore, you should take

action against the persons who have
constructed this defective drain. You
have to entrust the whole case to some
establishment like the SPE to see why
this drain was constructed in such a
defective manner that it could not
stand the floods.

Therefore, 1 would say that while
we have got to look to the needs of
the people who are in distress and
have to satisfy those needs as fully as
possible, while we have to see that
such floods do not take place in future,
we have also to see that those drains
and bunds which were man-made and
that too under the supervision of
engineers are in good condition.
Therefore, Government has to order
an all-round, all-out, foolproof, un-
biased enquiry into these happenings.
It should place before this House not
only a long-range @plan but also a
short-term plan. Dr K. L. Rao is a
person who knows all these things. I
hope he will be able to satisfy us in
such a way that next time no debats
on floods takes place in this House
and even if there are floods there are
no damages to human life, crops and
other things and everything goes ea
smoothly.

Shri Liladhar Kotoki (Nowgong):
Mr. Speaker, it is the fitness of things
that the problem of floods. . . .

Mr. Speaker: There is no flood ia
Assam,
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Shri Liladhar Kotoki: I shall come
to it, Sir. But before that I want to
join my friends from Punjab in urg-
ing the Minister to do all that is vos-
sible to remove the difficulties created
by flood and water-logging in Punjab.

It is not true that there is no flood
in Assam. The statement itself refers
to floods in Assam. The statement that
was laid on the Table of the House on
the Tth September says on page 4:

“The damage that has occurred
so far and my inspection of the
areas convinces me that a very
thorough and competent grganisa-
tion is immediately called for for
the maintenance of flood embdnk-
ments in Assam. The standards of
maintenance have also to be im-
mediately improved. As regards
the erosion which has been the
main cause for large-scale damage,
it is necessary to find out economi-
cal methods of tackling this pro-
blem. These erosions shift from
place to place and area to area.
So they require continuous and
constant investigation and study
for effective control.”

So, Sir. ... (Interruptions.)
Mr. Speaker: The simultancous
translation apparatus should be

switched off when it is not in use.

Shri S. M. Banerjee: It is a constant
disturbance. ... (Interruptions).

Shri Liladhar Kotoki: So, this
shows that floods control measures so

far taken in Assam have not had the
desired effect.

In this connection, I would refer to
the Report of the High Level Commit-
tee on Floods published in 1858 in
which various recommendations were
made for control of floods in Assam.
I will only request the hon. Minister
to just enquire whether measures so
far taken conform to the recommenda-
tions made in the High Level Commit-
tee Report.

1t eats away viulages and
towns; peop.e are uprooted and they
have to be rehabilitated elsewhere. it
1s a very difficult problem that has
arisen in my State. The problem 18
also too big for a State like Assam
to takfe. Therefore, my submission
is, here is a case where the Centre
must take the full responsibility of
tackling the prob.em of flood and ero-
sion caused by the Brahmaputra and
the Barak.

In this connection, Sir, I would like
to refer to the very right step that has
been taken by the Government to
tackle the problem of sea erosion caus-
ed to the coasts of Kerala. In that
State it was found necessary to have
the advice and services of international
experts. So far as erosion caused by
the mighty Brahmaputra is concerned,
1 submit, it will perhaps be necessary
to requisition the services of inter-
national experts to advise the Central
Government as to how to tackle this
problem. It may also be necessary to

Shri Chandrabhgn Singh (Bilas-
pur): The discussion which has been
going on has been very amusing. When
you want to analyse the causes, you
have to remember a few basic facts.
The first is the annual average rain-
fall: the second is the process of sur-
face flow; the third is the process of
percolation and absorption, and the
fourth ig the surface evaporation.

As regards annual average rainfall,
statise show that this has not in-
creased in the recent past.

The second point is that the pro-
cess of surface flow of all our river
valleys, is the result of thousands of
years of work of nature, ultimately
deciding th:a direction the rivers will
go and fall and meet the sea. I think
in our intense desire to construct
national highways connecting various
towns and cities all over the country,
care has not been taken of storm
water drains. Go along any national
highway and you will find thousands
of acres of land under water due to
the roads which act as an embank-
ment preventing the natural flow of
water. This you see in the morth.
south, east and west. Railway tracks
crisscross the country thousands of
miles blocking the mnatural flow of
water and creating lakes, ponds,
puddles with stagnating water all
along.
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The big canals arising from big
dams, some of them the tallest in the

world some the longest in-length,
others covering the biggest area
against meander along the country-

side with utler disregard to the natu-
ral flow of water,

The third factor, the percolation
ani absorption. has also been mate-
rial]y affected. The ground water
level anq underground water table
has been rising at an alarming rate
and the foundations of big buildings
in Amritsar, Delhi and other places
have been endangered. The capacity
for percolation and absorption has
been materially affected and this has
added to the volume of surface flow.

Surface evaporation has also been
affected due to humidity and moist
condiions beyond all limit.

The engineers who planned the
roads, the railway lines and canals
have made blunders with the sole aim
of effecting economy by not
buildine enough bridges, culverts,
submersible roads, overbridges and
caus~w ys and have been definitely
unmindful of the natural drainage.

Shri Kashi Ram Gupta: On a point
of order. Is the hon. Member read-
ing his speech?

Shri Chandrabhan Singh: I am
reading from my notes,

Mr. Speaker: I did not notice it.

Shri Chandrabhan Singh: Go to
any large cily in the country, Delhi,
Kannur, Lucknow, Patna, Calcutta,
Cuttack, Ahmedabad, Poona or Surat
and vou wlil have ample evidence of
the truth of my assertion. The tra-
gedy is that to get more land- for
lebensroum, living space, al] the
lower level areas have been colonised
and thus you gee the prospect of
colonies remaining water bound. The
pools of water and quagmire breed-
ing mosquitoes and germs of enteric,
diarrhoea, dvsentery, cholera, hepa-
titis ang other water-borne diseases
become danger spots ¢f death and
destruction.

Flood Situation
in the Country

We hear of so many commissions
and inquiries and every year the
story is repeated ad nouseum with
increasing impunity and complete
disregard for public good, safety and
amenity. It ig very definitely a sad
affair for which the public, the local
authorities ang finally the Govern-
ment are fTully responsible. I com-
pletely fail to understand why this
state of affairs hag been allowed to
go on.

There is
no publicity for the villagers and the
villages; which remain waterlogged
and water-bound for full four months
in the monsoon. The villagers walk
in knee-deep water daily along their
lanes for all their morning easing
and other amenities and they think
that it is their lot to remain like that.

1 recently went to a few villages
in my constituency in Bilaspur dis-
irict. I coulg not go even on horse
back and had to walk with knee-deep
and ankle-deep water before I could
reach there. Why this should be so
after 17 years of independence baffles
me. I am hundred per cent eertain
that the Planning Minister, the mem-
bers of the Planning Commission and
officers of the department responsible
are arm-chair theoreticians and
white-collar administrators busy in
air-conditioned offices and houses,
travelling by planes or in air-condi-
tioned compartments with very poor
knowledge of Indian conditions. But
they are experis in American., Russian
and Japanese methods. 1T appeal to
the planners to completely change

their outlook. and if they cannot
make room for others.
with Dr. K. L. Rao, an acknow=-

ledged expart in this sphere, I do not
know sbou! the country, but ] am
exne~ting a great dea! from him. He
must remnvs a'l  uvbstarles to  the
natural flow of water. He must give

enough scope for easy discharge by
creating fresh bridges, culverts and
channels all along the railways, high-
ways ang canals which must be lined
with pucca cement paving. The pre-
sent tendency to leave potholes all
along these channels must be stopped
and along with the new construec-
tions. special efforts must be made
for easy flow of water so that there
is no collection anywhere. I know
this is a tremendous task, and may
talce 10 to 15 years to complete, but
it must be completed.

Shri Chandrabhan Singh: 1 would
appeal Yhat every village must be
connected with a good, pucca road,
ultimately leading to a modern maca-
damised highway at a distance of
three mileg at the most. Let there
be a road building scheme planned
for seven years.

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Shri Krishnapal Singh (Jalesar): ln
spite of his great anxiety, the reason
why the present Minister has not
succeeded in solving the problem is
the fact that there is no organisation
which can help him in working out
his schemes. What I mean is this,
that we need a special commission or
special body—I] made this suggestion
last year ioo to the hon. Minister—
which will exclusively and constantly
pay sole attention to this problem
and will try to solve it. We need a
body here in the Cenire ag well as
in the States down to the district
level. We should have a separate
body which would for all the twelve
monthg in the year pay full gttention
to this problem and to no other. The
setting up of such a body is one of
the ways of solving this problem.

We have floods every year, and this
body shouldq be allotted sufficient
funds to deal with this problem. It
shoulg have on it representatives
from the different Ministries which
are concerned with it, such as the
Railway Ministry, the Ministry in
in charge of Communications, the
Health Ministry, Works, Housing and

Supply Ministry and the Food and
Agriculture Ministry. I hope that
such a body will be brought into

existence very soon. Then it will be
much easier for the present Minister
and for everybody else to be able to
give relief to the people who are
affected. and to prevent floods in the
future.

The gecond reason why we need
such a body is that although the
Centre may be very anxious, the
Staies are not equally anxious in re-
gard to this matter. I shall give an
example. Recently, a note hag been
eirculateq with certain  figures. So
far as UP is concerned, I can assure
the hon. Minister that those figures
are totally wrong. I have myse!f
been visiting some of the flooded and
water-logged areas of three districts
of UP. In Aligarh, 15 people have
died, gnd several hundreds of villages
have been flooded and waterlogged.
In Mathura, at least three tehsils
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have suffered immense damage.
Then, there is an area about fifteen
miles from Mathura on the way to
Hathras town, which ig like a sheet
of water. There is another place in
one of the tehsilg in Mathura distriet,
where there is a lake about ten miles
in length, which has affected very
good and fertile land of about eight=
een to twenty villages, Nothing has
been done in this regard simply be-
cause the local officials and the State
Government have not taken adequate
steps. In Etah also, conditions are
more or less similar.
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Therefore, if we have one orga-
nisation which will constantly pay
attention to this problem, we can ex-
pect that it may be solved within a
reasonable limit of time.

One word about gratuitous relief.
Gratuitous relief is inadequate, I
would suggest that taccavi should not
be given. It is a8 great nuisance.
When people go to get taccavi, they
have to pay a poriion of it te the
petty officials. When the time comes
for realisation of the taccavi, they
have quite often to be pu: into lock-
up because they cannot afford to pay
back. The best thing iz to give them:
as much help as possible in the shape
of gratuitous relief. -

I would like to emphasise here that
we should have a scheme for cons-
truction of houses in rural areas.
Whenever a village has bren  des-
destroyed by floods, we should have
a plan ready to build a fresh village,
if we are seriou; about housing
schemes in rural areas. This is an
ideal opportunity which nature has
afforded w: and we shou'd take the
fullest advantage of it and put into
effect schemes of housing in rural
areag,

Dr. M. 8 Aney: Considering the
extent of the damage and the wide-
ness ang vastness of the problem, I
believe a separate Commission ought
to be appointed by the Government
of India to investigate into 1ihe
whole problem as an all-India prob-
lem. That is one thing very neces-
sary.

For the last 15 years the Planning
Commission have been sitting and
studving the entire problem of Indian
economic uplift. Yet, the question of
the damages done by the floods and
the rate of relief that should be given
hag not received any adequate consi-
deration, in fact no consideration at
all, at the hands of the Planning
Commission. It is rather a matter of
surprise.

Therefore, I feel it is necessary to
have a gseparate Commission.

I agree with the suggestion made
by my hon. friend there that there
should be a separate organisation
11so to help the Minister in charge of
this problem here to give his un-
divided and devoted attention to the
problem througout the year,

If these things are done, there is a
possibility of the question being
tackled in a proper spirit.
