ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS
INQUIRY AGAINST EMPLOYEES OF BIKANER DIVISION SINCE 1968

*21. SHRI R. L. P. VERMA : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that some employees of Bikaner Division on the Northern
Railway are being treated as absent from duty as inquiry against them has been going on
into the charge of absence from duty since 1968 to date; )

. (b) whether it is also a fact that an inquiry into the charges against the Station Master
Bigga, has been going on for the last 10 years since 1968; and
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(c) if the reply to parts (a) and (b) above be in the affirmative, whether Government
will protect the employees from being harassed on such false charges and take action against
the guilty officers ?

THE MINISTER FOR RAILWAYS (PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE) : (a) Only
one employee, Shri Reoti Raman, Station Master, Bigga, is treated as absent from duty.

(b) Yes Sir.

(c) There has been no harassment to Shri Reoti Raman, Station Master, Bigga. The
delay in finalisation of the disciplinary enquiry is because of certain steps taken by the said
employee from time to time in his defence.

SHRI R. L. P, VERMA : This disciplinary action in the Railway Department is going
on for the last 10 years and the enquiry is still going on and which may be finalised after
his 1ctirement. He has stated in his reply that the delay in finalisation of the disciplinary
enquiry is because of certain steps taken by the said employee from time to time in his
defence. I do not know the reason for which enquiry is going on for the last 10 years
when there is no charge of corruption or misappropriation. A man absent from duty for
10 years should be discharged but there is no such charge in the present case.

Is the Hon. Mipister satisfied with this case. I have not received reply to a letter sent
tc him on 14th April, 1978.

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : I should explain details of the case to you since 1l
is going on for the last 10 years. The employee was served a memo on 20th Oct., 1968,
regarding major penalty for illegal absence. The employee approached Bikaner Civil Court
on 6th July, 1970 when the case was being investigated under Railway Service (Discipiinc
and Appeal Rules) 1968. The Station Master refused to appear before the enquiry com-
mittee under the plea that Lhe case is still pending in the court of law. The judgment of the
court, which was in favour of the Railway Administration came on 11th September, 1971.
‘Then the employee approached the upper court which also delivered its judgment on 5th
May, 1977 against him and is favour of the administration. The date of enquiry was then
fixed for 28th July, 1977 but Shfi Reoti Raman did not appear. Shri Reoti Raman then
sought time for engaging a Defence Counsel. Then he entéred into correspondence with the
Enquiry Officers which continued for many days. Then, on 10th March, 1977 he requested
the Administration to take him back and he was called for vision test on 22nd June. 1977.
After taking the vision test he was asked to attend the Refreshers Course starting from 11th
July, 1978 at the Zonal Training School because it was necessary for the safety operation ‘0
impart refresher course to the Station Master who remained away from the job for ten
vears. The employee Shri Raman is responsible for all the delay.

SHRI R. L. P. VERMA : The reasons given by the Minister have been prepared by the
officers of the Bikaner Railway Division. He approached the court simply because justice
w:llts denied to him. Will the Hon. Minister ties the time by which a final decision will be
taken.

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : The employee requested for suspending the enquinz
till the completion of the refresh course. It was, therefore, done on his request and I woul
like to assure that we will take him back the completion or the refresher course.

SHRI RAM SEWAK HAZARI : T want to know the number of such complaints. Will
the Hon. Minister tie same time limit for the disposal of such cases.

'SURVEY WORK ON LALITPUR-KHAJURAHO RAILWAY LINE

*22. SHRI Y. P. SHASTRI : Will the Minister of RAIWAYS be pleased to state :

(a) whether the survey work on the proposed Lalitpur-Khajuraho line (via Satna and
Rewa) has been completed;

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(b) if so, the progress made so far in the engineering and traffic survey of the line;
(¢c) whether the survey work will be completed by 31st March, 1979;

(d) the places between Lalitpur and Singrauli where survey offices or centres were set
up and the strength of engineers and other staff engaged in the survey work at preésent; and

(¢) whether besides survey work, construction of this railway line from Satna to Rewa
will alsc commence this year in view of imperative need for this line for transportation of

matcrial for Ban Sagar Project ?

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE): (a) to (¢)
The cstimate for the survey will be sanctioned shortly and the field work will start atter the

monsoons. The survey will take about two years to be completed.
(d) Survey offices will be set up after the estimate is sanctioned.

(e) A decision on the construction of the line can be taken only after the survey report
‘becomes available.

SHRI Y. P. SHASTRI : In 1956, the States Re-organisation Commjssion recommended
this railway line on the ground that there was no railway line in this region, but the line has
not so far been laid even after 22 years. The Hon. Minister has been Kkind enough to
provide for the survey of this line in this year's budget. It is regretted that necessary sanc-
tion for the survey of the line has not been accorded even after 3 months. I would like (o
know the time when the said sanction will be accorded ? Will the Hon. Minister accord
this sanction within 15 days or a month ?

You have stated that the survey work will be completed within 2 years. Qur remalning
term of office is now 34 years and when the line will be laid if survey takes two years?
‘Wili the Hon. Minister reduce the period of survey so that survey is completed within a
'year ? Will the Hon. Minister give an assurance ?

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : The estimates will be sanctioned within this month
-and the survey work will be started in the month of October and the work will-be completed
within two working seasons. We will take decision for the construction of railway line on
the basis of findings of the survey.

SHRI Y. P. SHASTRI : A portion of this railway line from Satna to Beyohari was
surveyed in 1973. It is not known as to why this portion is being surveyed again. Will the
construction work be started in the portion where survey has been completed ?

1 have, in the original question about the need for this line for transportational material
-and machinery for Bansagar Project.

SHRI Y. P. SHASTRI : T may say whether construction work on the line from Satna to
Rewa. where survey work has been completed, will be started keeping in view the needs of
Bansagar Project.

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : Traffic survey of a branch line was conducted in
¥973, which could not prove attractive. It was presumed that there will not be more traflic
in this backward region. The Railway Administration had doubts in this. actually. It was
2olso considered whether this limited railway line could be extended on the basis of survey
from Satna to Rewa and after due consideration it was found that the line will be unecono-
mic and unremunerative. But thereafter the Railway Administration and several Minister
showed enough interest in it. Mr. Bahuguna is one of those Ministers. Every one suggest-
ed that if Satna-Rewa rail line is uneconomic, it can be extended further. That is why we
have sanctioned Lalitpur-Singrauli rail line via Rewa in the budget.

SHRI LAXMI NARAIN NAYAK : Whatever you said about Lalitpur-Singrauli railway

line, 1 welcome that. It is a backward area and it is a long distant line. Will you also try
‘to make adequate allocation so that the construction of this line may be expedited ?

PROF. MADUH DANDAVATE : The amount is fixed by the Planning Commission and
the recommendation is made by Railway Ministry. We will make recommendations but
altimately the decision rests with the Planning Commission.
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SHRI LAKHAN LAL KAPOOR : The impression about the Railway Minister is that
he disposes off the works expeditiously. The previous Government took a lot of time in
disposing off any work. Do you also want to follow them. You have said that it will
take two years to conduct the survey. | want to know the steps you are taking to complete
this work as early as possible so that people of that aren may be benefited by this line ?

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : The direction of the work is equally important as
the speed of the work.

SHRI O. P. TYAGI: The demands of federations of Railwaymen are of two types.
Their first demand is that the Government should pay bonus to railway employees by treat-
ing Railway an industry. Their second demand is that the report of Bhootlingam Com-
mitiee is anti-labour reporl. Therefore, they are not prepared to negotiate with Govern-
meni cn the basis of Bhootlingam report. What is the approach of the Government on
these two issues ?

PROF MADHU DANDVATE : Written answers have been given in response to soms
of their demands. Their certain demands have been accepted and implemented too. There
are such question regarding which decision is to be taken not only by Railway but also by
other departments. [ have never stated that we will consider their demands omly after adop-
tion of Bhootlingam Report. But I would like to clarify that we have not accepted Bhoot-

lmgal:n Report. We will consider that report. We will take to different trade organisations.
Nothing has been said in report about landless people. We will also consider that and talk
to other persons. Therefore, 1 want to assure that if need be we will talk to federations on
three or four issues.

SHRI O. P. TYAGI : 1 wanted to know whether Railway will be treated as industry
and bonus will be given to Railway employees as demanded by the Railway federation

_PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : We will have to consider the question whether
Railway should be treated as an industry or not. 1 would like to tell the House that there
are different views about Bhootlingam Report. In this report, one opinion has been ex-
pressed which says that Railway should be treated as private industrial unit. We will
have to take a balanced view on this opinion.

SHRI O. P. TYAGI : My second question is whether Railway Federation had declared
that ballot will be held upto 31-8-1978 and they will go on strike with cffect from 1st
‘October, 1978 and if so whether Government were tried to negotiate with the office bearers of
Federation and if so, the results thereof ?

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : I had told in the last session that these questions
bave been throughly discussed with different federations and trade unionist Members of
Parliament. We have not received any notice of ballot. But decision regarding ballot
has been takem by the INTUC affiliated federation.

SHRI UGRA SEN : Since last month hon. Minister has been saying that he will
call the representatives of federation and question of bonus, grade and other demands will
be considered. Bhootlingam Report has been received. It ‘is heartening to note that the
report has not been accepted by the Government. It was not worth accepting. I would
fike to know as to when he will call representatives of ‘All India Railway Men’s Federa-
tion and consider their demands so as to avoid the situation arising out of the decision
to hold ballot and strike ?

PROF. MADHU DANDVATE : These are two different questions. This federation
bhas made classification of artisans and threatemed to go on token strike for one day if
Award given by Tandon Tribunal is not implemented. We will certainly talk to different
associations.

In the catering department of the Railways there are commission bearers and vendors who
are not railway employees but are paid commission as a percentage of the sales effected by
them. The number of bearers working on commission basis is about 2100 and of vendors
about 4000, It has been decided to absorb commission bearers as regular class IV employees
in a phased manner based on the length of their service. It is not possible to bring vendors
within the scope of this scheme.

CONTRACTORS WITH FIVE CATERING STALLS

*35. SHRI HUKAM CHAND KACHWAI : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be
pleased to refer to the reply given to Unstarred Question No. 7270 on 18-4-78 regarding
number of contractors with five catering stalls and state :

i (?) whether the requisite information has since been collected and if so, full details
thereof;

(b) whether there are many shortcomings in the present rules and due to this present
Government could not fulfil the promise of providing employment to maximum number of
persons and if so, whether Government propose to reconsider and bring about revolutionary
changes in he existing catering rules and if so, when;

(c) whether Government propose to set up a committee of Members of Parliament on
catering licences and contracts which should be fully empowered to allot railway catering
and other stalls to maximum number of persons with a view to remove unemployment in the
country;

(d) the reasons why some railway officers did not give contracts to Harijans and Adi-
vasis and main reasons why these persons are being deprived of these contracts ?

- THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SHEO
NARAIN) : (a) Yes, Sir. 13 contractors on Indian Railways are holding five or more
wvnits of catering/vending contracts, and none of them is a Harijan or Adivasi.

(b) The existing rules for award of catering contracts are based primarily on the re-
commendations of the Catering Committee appointed in 1954 under the Chairmanship of
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the then Dy. Minister of Railways and the Railway Catering & Passenger Amenity Committee
appointed in 1967 under the Chairmanship of the then Minister of State for Railways.
According to t_he extant rules no contractor can hold more than six units of contracts on the
Railways. This has been done to give job opportunities to more persons in the catering-
work on Indian Railways. A Committee of 4 senior Railway Officers is scrutinising the exist-
ing rules with regard to award of catering/vending contracts.

(c) No. Sir.

(d) Under the existing rules. Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe candidates get preference
in catering/vending contracts. Small catering/vending contracts upto half a unit are allotted
to Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe candidates straightaway if they are found capable of
doing the work. For catering/vending contracts bigger than half a unit. Scheduled Caste/
Scheduled Tribe candidates are given first preference, other things being equal. No case of
cligible Harijans or Adivasis being deprived of catring contracts has come to the notice of
the government.

It is
not possible to indicate the number of applications received on medical grounds.

(b) During the year 1977-78, the oil companies had released about 1.1 lakh new gas
connections. During the current financial year, the oil companies have so far released about
41,000 gas connections between April and June, 1978. No figures are available to indicate as
to how many of these releases were made on medical grounds.

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PRODUCTION AND DEMAND OF L.P. GAS

“40. SHRI AGHAN SINGH THAKUR : Will the Minister of PETROLEUM, CHEMI-
‘CALS AND FERTILIZERS be pleased to state :

(b) the comparative figures of domestic consumption and demand thereof; and

THE MINISTER OF PETROLEUM, CHEMICALS AND FERTILIZERS (SHRI H. N.

BAHUGUNA) : (a) The country’s present production of Liquefied Petroleum Gas is
about 4.2 lakh metric tonnes per annum.

(b) Domestic consumption accounts for roughly 90% of the total consumption of LPG,
the remaining quantity being consumed by commercial and industrial customers. As the
potential demand for LPG in the country today is far in excess of the availability of the
product and as other alternative fuels such as coal, soft coke, charcoal, fire-wood, kerosene,

etc; are also being used as domestic: fuel, it is not possible to accurately assess the potential
demand for LPG in the country.

. (¢) Though the total potential demand for LPG is higher than the availability, the
cylinder refill requirements of the existing customers are being generally met in full. Greater
demand satisfication in respect of cooking gas will be possible only from 1980 onwards when
substantial increases in_availability of this product take place as a result of commissioning
of the fractionating units to produce LPG from Bombay High Gas. commissioning of the
Mathura Refinery and the secondary processing units at the Koyali Refinery.

BURNING OF NATURAL GAS PRODUCED IN BOMBAY HIGH

225. SHR1 SUKHENDRA SINGH : Will the Minister of PETROLEUM, CHEMICALS
AND FERTILIZERS be pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that the natural gas produced from Bombay High was so far
burnt in the Sea itself;

(b) whether gas worth about rupees six lakhs was, thus. being destroyed daily un-
necessarily; and

_ (c) if so, the reasons for not so far making any arrangements to save such a huge
national wealth from destruction ?
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THE MINISTER OF PETROLEUM, CHEMICALS AND FERTILIZERS (SHRI H. N,
BAHUGUNA) : (2), (b) and (c) Phases I and II development of Bombay High aimed
at early production of oil and, therefore, a tanker storage with single buoy mooring system
for loading and unloading of oil was adopted. The laying of the submarine trunk pipeline
for the transport of gas from Bombay High field and North Bassein field to Uran as well
as the laying of the transfer line from Uran to Trombay was taken up under Phase-IIT
development of Bombay High. In view of this, till the pipelines had been laid, asso-
ciated gas produced along with oil had to be flared. The laying of the sub-seua pipelines
from Bombay High and North Bassein field to Uran as well as the laying of the transfer
lines from Uran to Trombay has been completed recently.

Associated gas started flowisag through the pipeline from Bombay Hjgh to Trombuay
from 12th July, 1978. Presently, an average quantity of approximately 0.8 million cubic
metres per day of gas would be available. To start with the gas is to be used at the Tata
Power Station and the Fertilizer plants in Trombay—approximately 0.6 million cubic metres
per day of gas would go to Tata Power Station and approximately 0.2 million cubic
metres of gas per day will be supplied to the fertilizer plant of Rashtriya Chemicals and
Fertilizers at Trombay.

The value of gas flared till now cannot be specified as its value would vary according
to the use to which it is put.

(a) The coaches of Meerut Shuttle were inspected by senior officials. A number of
deficiencies were found in coach fittings. They had occurred primarily due to aots of
vandalism and pilferages by anti-social elements.
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(b) Proper arrangements for watering of these coaches exist at both Meerut and New
Delhi Stations.

(c) The defects noticed on these coaches have been rectified and deficiencies made
good. All coaches runming on this service have been recently overhauled/repaired.

(d) The staff have been educated in their responsibility for ensuring adequate supply
of water in coaches, and proper maintenance fittings like fans, lights etc. Special drives and
surprises checks are being conducted regularly to ensure a h:gh standard of maintenance of
these rakes.

Organisations in the Railways also exercise vigil over erring Railway Protection Force staff.
There is, therefore, no need to set-up any othér machinery to keep vigil on the Railway
Protection Force.

(d) Yes. The staff responsibility is fixed when enquiries reveal negligence or mis-
conduct of the staff resulting in loss or damage to consignments. Appropriate. punishment
Is awarded by the competent authority after proper scrutiny and as per discipline and appeal
rules. Deterrent action is taken against the staff found responsible for repeated irregularities.

NARAIN) : (a) and (b). All the 24 Railway employees, who were removed/dismissed/
compulsorily retired from service during the Emergency due to their association with the
banned organisations or on other political considerations, have been taken back. In the
case of those, who were removed/dismissed from service under special powers vested in the
competent authority under Rule 14(ii) of Railway Servants (Discipline and Appeal) Rules,
1968, or who were compulsorily retired from service during the Emergency, the assurauce
given was that their cases would reviewed in order to see if any injustice had been done.
As a result of these reviews, out of about 1540 employees removed /dismissed from service,
1208 have been taken back and the balance cannot be taken back as these include, besides
cases of un-authorised absence, cases of serious mis-conduct, criminal offences, court cases
etc.

TICKETLESS PASSENGERS

1298. SHRI YUVRAYJ : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be pleased to stale:

~ (a) whether the number, of ticketless passengers or the number of passengers travel-
ling on wrong tickets has increased during 1977-78 and if so, the total number thereof
as. also the details of the amount realized from them;

(b) the amount realized from the passengers travelling without booking their luggage
and the number of such passengers;

. (c) the total number of raids conducted in this regard and the nwumber of persons
imprisoned; and

(d) the number of persons prosecuted and the number of persons imprisoned for non-
payment of railway fare ?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SHEO
NARAIN) : (a) to (d). To combat the evil of ticketless travel on the Indian Railways,
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apart from normal ticket checking arrangements, vigorous ticket checking drives are
undertaken. During the year 1977-78, 1,08,854 checks were conducted against ticketless
travel on the Indian Railways as against 97,364 during 1976-77. The sustained and con-
tinuous efforts made by the railways have resulted in increase in the window earnings from
sale of tickets. During 1977-78, 22,86.704 persons were detected travelling without tickets
or with improper tickets and a sum of Rs. 3,00,21,873/- was realised from them as railway
dues. Besides, railway dues amounting to Rs. 1,24,28,020/- were realised on 17,01,455
cases of unbooked luggage. 3,48,276 persons were prosecuted out of whom 2.53,208 were
sent c}p. Jinilr for non-payment of railway dues. A sum .of Rs. 16,38,929/- was recovered
as judicial fine.

A list showing State-wise the number of
families provided with cooking gas connections during the year 1976-77 and 1977-78, and
the names of oil companies which supply gas is given in the Statement. Information in
regard to the number of families provided with cooking gas connections during the year
197879 and the number of applicants waiting for gas connections is being collected and
will be laid on the Table of the Sabha. During the year 1978-79, the oil companies
propose to issue 3 lakh mew connections. The exact details, State-wise in this regard have
not yet been fully worked out.

(e) and (f). At present, the demand for cooking gas in the countrly is far in excess
of its availability. The- availability of gas is expected to improve by 1980 by the com-

missioning of :
(i) the facilities for separation of cooking gas from the Bombay High Associated
Gas;

(ii) the Mathura Refinery;
(iii) the Coker Unit of Bongaigaon Refinery; and

(iv) the secondary processing facilities at Koyali Refinery.

From 1980 onwards it will be possible to grant cooking gas connections on a signficant
scale.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SHEO
NARAIN) : (a), (b), (c) & (d) amnagar-Bidi Railway line was realised and its take-

off point was shifted from Jamnagar to Hapa. About 2.2 km. of track which had be-
come redundant as -a result of this realignment was dismantled in October, 1977. :

In May, 1978 an oral request was received from Jamnagar Municipality for = the
transfer of fhis railway land to them, but no written request has so far been received.
The land can be relinquished to the municipality if the State Government has no objection
for the same and the municipality is agreeable to pay its current market value to the

Railway.

Close liaison is maintained with the Coal Producing Authorities to step up steam
coal offers by collieries to meet the requiremenis of the Radlways.

DERAILMENT OF 238 DOWN D'?N?PUR-HOWRAH FAST PASSENGER
RAIN

+362. SHRI YUVRAJ : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be pleased to state :

(a) whether several persons were killed and injured where the bogies of 238 Down
Danapur-Howrah Fast passenger train were derailed on 28th May, 1978 between Barad
and Pandatak on Eastern Railway;

(b) whether the train had derailed at two o'clock and only engine and cue bogey
remained on rails; and

(c) if so, the amount of compensation disbursed and when the officers guilty will
be punished and if not, the reasons therefor ?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SHEO
NARAIN) : (a) The derailment of 328 Down passenger train occurred between Athmal-
gola and Barh stations. In this accident 10 persons were Kkilled, 7 sustained grevious
injuries and 19 simple injuries.

(b) Yes.

(c) While an ex-gratia payment of Rs. 10,750 was made in respect of 22 persons
involved in this accident, to enable them to meet incidental expenses, the Claims for com-
pensation when received from the next of kin of dead or the injured passengers will be
decided by the ex-officio Claims Commissioner and payments made by the Railway
Administration on the basis of the verdict of the Court.

This accident has been inquired into by the Additional Commissioner of Railway
Safety, Eastern Circle, Calcutta. According to this preliminary report, he has not been

able to come to any definite conclusion in regard to the cause of the accident so far. On
receipt of his final report, suitable action will be taken against the defaulting staff, if any.

+377. SHRI RAJENDRA KUMAR SHARMA : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS
be pleased to state :

(a) the causes of fire in engine and compartments of 51 Up Sealdah Express on
20th May, 1978; :
(b) whether departmental persons have ‘been found guilty therefor; and
f the

(c) if so, the action taken against the persons found guilty and the details o
loss of life and property as a result thereof ?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SHEO
NARAIN) : (a) In this case the fire was confined to the engine and none of the passenger
coaches was affected. According to the fading of the inquiry committee the fire started
due to breakage of copper bar between high voltage tap changer contactor and contact
rails which caused heavy arcing inside the tap changer and ignition of oil from the tap

changer.

(b) and (c). It was a case of fatigue failure of copper bar and no railway staff
was held responsible, There was no loss of life. The cost of damage to the engine has
been estimated at approximately rupees three lakhs.

TRAINS CANCELLED IN JUNE, 1978 FOR SHORTAGE OF COAL

378. SHRI RAJENDRA KUMAR SHARMA : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be
pleased to state: ‘

(a) whether it is a fact that some trains had to be cancelled in June, 1978 last
due to the shortage of coal;

(b) whether Government have found out 2ny alternative for runiing trains in order
to remove the inconvenience caused to the common man;

(c) whether Government will make arrangements for operating the cancelled trains
by diesel engines in place of by onal; and

(d) if so, the details of the position available so far?
THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SHEO
NARAIN) : (a) Yes.

(b) & (c) Trains are cancelled only when it is unavoidable, Such cancellations are
confined to relatively unimportant sections without affecting the movement of workers,
commuters, people attending courts etc. and where alternative services are available, There
is no alternative since the present fleet of diesel locos is put to optimum use and there is
very little scope for running the cancelled trains with diesel engins. However, ecarly
action will be taken to restore these train services as the availability of loco coal improves.

(d) Does not arise.

BLACKMARKETING IN RAILWAY RESERVATION TICKETS

1379. SHRI RAJENDRA KUMAR SHARMA : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be
pleased to state : |,

. (a) the number of persons apprehended on charge of blackmarketing of reservation
tickets at New Delhi/Delhi Stations durtag May to July, 1978;

(b) the legal action taken against them; and
(c) the steps being taken by government to check this mismanagement in future ?

THE MINISTER OF STATE FOR RAILWAYS (SHRI SHEO NARAIN) : (a) and
(b) 326 persons have been apprehended during the period 15-11-1977 to 30-6-1978 for
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cornering unreserved accommodation. As the month of July.is still running, the informa-
tion for May to July, 1978 will be furnished later. Under the present Law sale  of
reserved tickets by unauthorised persons is not a cognizable offence.

(c) A statement is attached.

STATEMENT

. The fol!owing steps have been taken to detect malpractices and curb blackmarketing
m railway tickets :—

(i) The time-limit for advance reservetion has been made six months at all stations
by all trains, to avoid blocking of accommodation by anti-social elements and
progldmg a wider choice to bona fide passengers for planning rail  journeys
inadvance.

(ii) Efforts have been made to reduce the gap between the demand and supply
by introducing new trains, extending their runs, increasing the frequency of
weekly /biweekly trains and running holiday specials on important routes to
clear the traffic.

(iii) Additional booking windows and reservation counters are opened and the work-
ing hours of reservation offices extended (o cater to additional traffic.

(iv) Reservation arrangements have been streamlined and strict supervision is main-
tained at important points.

(v) Checks have been intensified with the help of anti-fraud squads, Vigilance Organi-
sation, Government Railway Police and Railway Protection Force to detect anti-
social elements and Railway staff indulging in malpractices regarding reserva-
tion. Strict action is taken against the defaulters to improve matters, CBI’s
assistance is also sought wherever possible.

(vi) Railways have been alerted to keep a constant vigil on the corrupt and irregular
activities_ of antl-soglgl‘ elements and take stern action and effective measures
to contain their activities. .

(vii) Action is being taken to employ only women as reservation /booking clerks and
supervisors in the major booking offices starting with metropolitan cities. .

2. As despite the above measures taken, the Ministry was receiving ccutinuous com-
plaints with regard to corruption and malpractices in reservation, to create an immediate
impact, a special squad of Inspectors working under the control of Railway Board was
formed and vigorous drive launched to intensify checks/raids at important reservation offices
and on running trains. In addition, instructions were also issued to the Zonal Railways
that the Vigilance Organisations and Anti-fraud Squads should intensify the checks and
raids by seeking assistance of CBI and local police. The special drive launched to check
corruption and malpractices in the reservation have proved effective to certain extent as
ticket checking and reservation staff have become conscious that their activities are being

watched.

3..-Removal of unsocial elements from the station ermiSes with the assistance of
Police and particular stress on checking of passengers travelling on transferred tickets have
been effective in curbing the activities of touts and unauthorised travel agents to a certain

extent.
LOOTING OF HOWRAH-DELHI TOOFAN MAIL

1+380. SHRI RAJENDRA KUMAR SHARMA : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be
pleased to state :

(a) whether the Howrah-Delhi Toofan Mail was looted by the dacoits between Kun-
kuta and Kitham stations on the 22nd May, 1978;

(b) the loss of life and property suffered in the incident;
{¢) how for Government have succeeded in taking action agains the dacoits; and
(d) the measures taken to check such attacks in future ?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SHEO
NARAIN) : (a) Yes.

{b) One Coach Attendant was killed and one Travelling Ticket Examiner  received
knife.-injuries. Ornaments, wrist watches, clothes and cash of passengers were looted.
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(¢) The Government Railway Police of Utter Pradesh have recovered some of the
looted properties from the house of the concubine of one -Ainuddin, a criminal and are
making best efforts to arrest him.

-(d) (1) The Government Railway Police is escorting all night trains in this section.

(2) Armed Railway Protection Force is also being mvideq in the trains in this Sec-
tion during night to prevent theft of railway property. y will also help to instil confi-
dence amongst the passengers and deter the criminals from operating on trains.

(3) Surprise checking and petrolling of railway station Kitham is done jointly by
Railway Protection Force and Government Railway Police at night.

DERAILMENT OF DELHI-BOMBAY DELUX

t381. SHRI RAMIJI LAL SUMAN . Wi 0 d
SHRI YADVENDRA DUTT } - Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be please

to state :

(a) whether he is aware that 2 persons were killed and 5 injured as a result of derail-
ment of bogies of Delhi Bombay Delux train at Dahanu Road station, 150 kilometers north
of Bombay on 24th May;

(b) the action taken against the persons found guilty;
(¢) the steps taken to provide relief to their families; and

(d) the necessary action being taken by the Ministry to check the recurrence of such
incidents ip future ?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS .(SHRI‘S'HEO
NARAIN) : (a) In this accident one person was Kkilled, one sustained grievous injuries
and 2 simple injuries.

(b) The report of Additional Commissioner of Railway Safety who held a statutory
inquiry into this accident is awaited. On receipt of his report suitable action will be taken
against the defaulting staff, if any.

(c) An ex-gratia payment of Rs. 500/- was made to two persons involved in this
accident. Claims for compensation when received will be decided by the Ex-Officio Claims
Commissioner and payments made by the Railway Administration on the basis of the verdict
of the Court.

+ (d) Safety Organisations on the railways have been engaged in a relentness campaign
to create greater safety consciousness amongst the staff connected with the running of
trains and to ensure that staff do mot violate rules or indulge in short-cut methods. Exami-
nation of trains and spot checks in carriage and wagon depots have been intensified and
greater care is being paid to the proper maintenance of track.

In order to reduce dependence cn the human element, various sophisticated aids like
ultrasonic flow detectors for wheels, axles and rails, track circuiting, axle counters, auto-
matic warning system etc. are being introduced progressively.

DACOITY IN AMRITSAR EXPRESS ON 1ST JUNE, 1978
1382. SHRI RAMIJI LAL SUMAN : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be pleased to

state :

. (a) whether he is aware of a dacoity committed in the Amritsar EXpress train near
Kitham and Farah Stations between Agra and Mathura ca 1Ist June;

(b) if so, whay the Railway Protection Force was doing; and
(c) the action taken by him (the Minister) in this connection ?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SHEO
NARAIN) : (a) It was not a case of dacoity but an aftempt to commit robbery.

(b) The Railway Protection Force is only responsible for the protection and security
of Railway property including goods parcels and booked luggage entrusted to railways’ care
while in transit. Responsibility to provide protection to the passengers and their property
is that of the Government Railway Police which is under the administrative control of the
-State Government. On this train, however, one RPF Rakshak was on duty to protect the
Railway property. He challenged the criminals who took to their heels after pelting stones
injuring the Takshak.
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(c) Being coucerned with the increase in heinous crimes affecting the  travelling
public the Minister of Railways had earlier drawn the attention of the Chief Ministers of
West Bengal, Bihar, Uttar Pradesh and Madhya Pradesh and the response were encouraging.
On 16-6-78, a high level meeting between the officers of the Ministries of Railways and
Home Affairs was held and it was decided (1) The State Govrnments of U.P., Bihar,
M.P., West Beugal and parts of Maharashtra will launch vigorous drive against such crime
by increasing the strength of the armed escorts; (2) to ensure prompt communication 1O
the armed police escort whenever alarm chain is pulled; (3) to accommodate the armed
police escorts in the centre of the train; (4) to provide the police escorts with powerful
torches/very light pistols and flares. Armed RPF escorts are being provided on selected
trains running in vulnernable sections to protect railway property., This would also help
tg instil confidence amongst the travelling public and also deter criminals from operating on
the trains.

REMEDIAL STEPS TAKEN TO MAINTAIN PUNCTUALITY OF

QUTAB EXPRESS

In order to improve the rwaning of this
and other. trains, a special punctuality drive has been instituted. This includes setting up
of coaching Emergency cells on all the Railways manned by officers and senior staff on a
round the clock shift basis and taking up avoidable detentions immediately and preventive/
punitive action to improve the running of trains.

This apart, the rumiing of this and other trains is being watched closely.

As a result, Railways had taken various steps to conserve steam coal for main-
taining essential passenger train services by curtailing departmental and ballast trains, as
well as some branch line trains. Close liaison is maintained with the Coal  Producing

Authorities and the Ministry of Energy for stepping up loco coal supplies. The cancelled
trains will be restored as soon as the supply position improves.

DR. LAKSHMI NARAIN PANDEYA : Madhya Pradesh is facing a grave crisis of
power shortage. According to tenth power survey the total power production in Madhya
Pradesh would fall shor by 400 MW in 1982-83 as compared to the estimated demand. The
Planing Commission has suggested that to meet out this shortage Madhya Pradesh should
arrange for additional capacity of 600 MW. M P. Electricity Board has sent many schemes
to the Central Electricity Authority, Delhi for their approval, which also includes a scheme
for setting up a super thermal power station near Singrauli.

SHRI UGRA SEN (Deoria) : Sixteen employees of M/s. Metal Forging (P) Ltd,
Mayapuri, Delhi were suspended without any valid reason. When the remaining employees
demanded their reinstatement, the management of the firm declared lockout on 7-8-78 and
then threw 1500 workers out of employment. On 16-6-78 when about 500 workers staged
a dharna at the gate of Mill in support of their demand for reinstatement of their colleagues
and lifting of lockout, about 115 of thém were arrested and sent to jail. Section 144 has
been imposed and a reign of error prevails there. This need to be looked into.

DR. RAMIJI SINGH (Bhagelpur) : We are earning a good amount of foreign exchange
through exports of tabacco. But the per acre production of tabacco in India is only 340 kg.
while it was 904 kgs. in USA. Steps should, therefore, be taken to step up the per acre
production of tobacco in the country.

It is good that Gujarat has been given representation in the Tobacco Board, but other
tobacco producing states like Madhya Pradesh, Bihar, Assam etc. should also be given re-
presentation in it.

The number of members in the Board should be increased and the labourers should
also be given representation on it.

It is a welcome step that the headquarters have been kept at Guntur in Andhra Pradesh
which produces 80% of our tobacco production.

The Bill Covers only Virginia tobacco, while many other varieties of tobacco are also
being produced in the country. It would be better if all varieties of tobacco are covered

under it.

Steps should be taken to give remunerative prices to the tobacco growers so that thcy
get incentive to increase production.

It is seen that the payment for the tobacco purchased from tobacco growers is made to
them after a vear or so. This needs to be looked into.

Wholesale trade in tobacco should be taken over by the Government. Government is
in the bad habit of bringing filmsy bills. Government should bring forward a comprehensive

SHRI LAXMI NARAIN NAYAK (Khajaraho) : Through this Bill only Gujarat has
been given representation on the Tobacco Board in addition to the States of Andhra Pradesh
and Karnataka. Other tobacco growing states like Madhya Pradesh, U.P., Bihar etc. should

also be given representation.

The behaviour of the excise department personnel with the tobacco growers is not
found good. The levy higher excise duty on them. Secondly, duty is being imposed even
on those farmers who are growing tobacco for their own use only and not for sale. Action
should be taken to see that such production of tobacco is exempted from duty.

While setting up auction platforms it should be ensured that it does not bring any diffi-
culties to the tobacco growers and purchasers. Fees charged should not prove a burden

on any of the two.

All attempts should be made to provide more facilities to the tobacco growers so
that they could get remunerative prices for their produce and are not exploited by the
excise department or the traders.

_SHRI RAM SEWAK HAZARI (Rasera) : The Northern region that has been neglected
during the last thirty years in the development of tobacco cultivation, requires special
attention,

The cultivators in this region specially in Bihar are facing great hardships since the
tobacco processing plants have been shifted to Guntur. With a view to mitigating their
hardships and removing the problem of unemployment amongst them, a team of Central
officers should be sent there to study the difficulties of tobacco cultivators and to suggest
measures to re-commissioning the processing plants. Steps should be taken to accord all
facilities to farmers for encouraging tobacco cultivation.

It is well and good that headquarters of the Board will be shifted, but keeping in view
the requirements of Northern India, their offices should be opened in the Northern region
so that difficulties of farmers should be removed and better facilities are accorded to them.
A Research Institute should be opened in this part of the country which will give a new
direction to farmers.

Special attention should be given to initiate the re-commissioning of tabacco processing
plants in Bihar which had been closed down in the past.
