The Minister of Health and Family Welfare (Shri Raj Narain): (a) It has bcen
decided to form a Corporation in Public Sector under the Companies’ Act, 1956 for managing
a Central Pharmacy of Indian Medicines at Ranikhet.

(b) The main objectives of the Corporation shall be :
(i) Collection ol good quality herbs from the Himalavan region.
(ii) Cultivation of adequate quantities o[ herbs required for the manufacture of medicine.
(iii) Manufacture of Drugs and sell them to the dispensaries under the C.G.H.S. Scheme
and the Central Council for Research in Indian Medicine and Homoeipathy, to
start with, Supply will, however, be extended in phases, with the corresponding

increase in production to other hospitals/institutions and in the market. For man-
facture of medicines, necessary machines and maximum man-power shall be used.

(c) Does not arise.
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Shri M. Ramgopal Reddy : How is it that question in part (c) does not arise?

Shri Anant Dave.: The hon. Minister announced. this decision in a conference while
Parliament was in session. I-!e should have, therefore, announced it first here in Parliament.
May I know the reasons for it and the persons who participated in this conference?

Shri Raj Narain : It is not directly linked with the question but T consider it the duty
of the Minister to furnish information to the members. When the Parliament is not in ses-
sion, we can take a decision. We hold a conference of renowned scholars and take a decision
after consultations with them. As regards‘part (c), since we have already taken a decision,
and its implementation is in progress, the question of taking a final decision does not arise.

S{nri Anant Dave : Do Government propose to set up a Central Ayurvedic university
in Delhi.

Shri Raj Narain : It dpes not arise out of this question. Of course, there is another
question about it. This point would be covered in reply to that question,

Shri Anant Dave : My question regarding the persons who took partin the conference
and the main recommendations of the conference, has not been answered.

Shri Raj Narain : I have answered all the three parts of the original question.

Dr. Karan Singh : The hon. Minister has said that a decision has been taken but I may
humbly submit that this decision has not been taken now but was taken by me six months or
twzlve months before. May I know when it is likely to be implemented and when this
corporation will come into existence? Secondly, the Himalaya has a vast stock of medicines,

which prompted the great poet Kalidasa to say:

We are happy to know that the corporation is going to be set up at Ranikhet, May I know
whether similar corporations or agencies of this corporation are planned to be set up in other
areas of Himalayan range with a view to utilise the vast medicinal resources of the Himalayan

Region?
Shri Raj Narain : Shri Karan Singh has referred to only half of the shloka of Kalidasaa

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : It should be translated so that we may also follow it.

Shri Raj Narain : With the permission of the chair I may translate it.

In the ficst shloka of Kumarsambhata Kalidasa describes the Himalaya as—O Himalaya!
You are the king of mountains, godly and spread over in the North-East of India.

I respect Dr. Karan Singh very much for being a symbol of Indian culture although he
wears Sherreani and Pyajama. 1 would like to draw his attention to the description of Himalaya

in Matsaya Purana, which is as under—

O Himalaya, you are glori;)us, a glorious person alone can get your patronage and ene who

hiaself is glorious can look towards you since you abound in jewells and other properties.
,May I.submit for the informatipn of the hon. members that India had such an impotent Go-

vernment which could not dare to look at the Himalaya and who surrendered the entire- terri-
tory of Tibet, Kailash, Mansarovar and Sangpu river to China.
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Dr. Karan Singh : Mr. Speaker, my question has not been answered.’

Shri Raj Narain : I am coming to that. We have set up a company at Ranikhet for
manufacture of indigenous medicines. Other points such as plant and machinery to be instal-
led there, the cost of the plan, the herbs available there etc. would be covered in reply to a
later question for the day. If the two could be doubled by the chair, I could take up both of
them together.

Shrimati Chandrawati : May I know whether Government will extend all help to
Dr. Karan Singh if he launches a campaign for exploration of Himalaya for herbs?

Shri Raj Narain : Certainly, I request him right now to walk over and join us ia this
programme.

Shri M. Ramgopal Reddy : May I know whether the medicines are being prepared
from herbs in the open or in factories and airconditioend buildings ?

Shri Raj Narain : [ may tell the hon. Member that medicines are not prepared in the
open. There must be a building, machines and other equipment and all these have been
provided. There is no need for air-conditioning there. My hon. [riend does not under-
stand tl:je Himalaya; it is air-conditioned by nature. If he goes there, these clothes
won’t do.

Shri Krishaa Chandra Halder : The hon. Minister may be aware that West Bengal
Government is also trying to manufacture ayurvedic medicines. May I know whether Union
Government will extend assistance to the State Government in its plan for setting up a factory
in the State for manufacture of Ayurvedic medicines? -

Shri Raj Narain : I entirely agree with the hon. Member, we will extend all possible
help to State Governments in their efforts for developing and promoting all Indian systems of
medicines whether it be Ayurvedic or Unani.

Shri Yagya Datt Sharma : Is the hon. Minister aware that certain Ayurvedic medicines
such as Kasturi, Medha, Mahamedha, Banslochan, are vanishing and are not available. Has
the hon. Minister set up a cell, research department or research laboratory to revive these
medicines and arrange for their plantation and supply, complete information in regard
thereto.

Shri Raj Narain : Yes, sir. I mav also inform the member that we have taken a deci-
sion now to set up a company and Dr. Karan Singh is perhaps misinformed that it was taken
earlier. This decision was taken in the third or fourth meeting of the cabinet held recently.

Dr. Karan Singh : The Ministry had taken a decision earlier and the cabinet decision
came now.

Shri Raj Narain : The Ministry places its proposal before the cabinet for approval.
After the installation of Janta Government, the ministry put up its proposal before the cabi-
net. The hon. Member Shri Karan Singh had been an hon. Minister of that Ministry and
he might be well aware of the fact that the draft is initially prepared by the Ministry before
it i3 placed before the Cabinet for their approval.

We have decided to establish a company for which a building is being made available
“here. It will involve an expenditure of Rs. 11 lakhs—Rs. 7' 5 lakhs on the building and ne-
cessary equipments and Rs. 2° 5 to g lakhs on the purchase of drugs and herbs. Steps are also
neing taken for cultivation of Saffron there. The hon. Member had asked about Banslechan
Imanna obtained from bamboo). Efforts are also being made to devise ways and means to
rroduce and preserve it.  As regards musk, deliberations are going on as to how to get pure
1 sk which is required in the manufacture of various vital and life:saving drugs.

T would like to add for the information of the hon. member from Bengal who had asked
a question earlier that West Bengal had been given assistance for the purpose and will conti-
nue to get necessary help in future also.

Shri Darga Chand : I want to know the percentage of drugs and medicines supplied
by the Government pharmacies as also by the private concerns, separately to meet the require-
ment of Ayurvedic hospitals and dispensaries in the country.

Shri Raj Narain : I am thankful to the hon. Member for providing me this opportunity.

+568. Shri Shiv Sampati Ram : Will the Minister of Health and Family Welfare
pl!cascd to state :

(a) whcthcr the Sixth Natipnal Conference on commqmcable, discases had urgcd the Go- .
vernment to establish a statirfory. agency to loak into the problem of water “pollution and . enferce
effective control through suitable measures to be adopted by local agencies ;

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(b) whether the Conference had also said in a resolution that the tuberculosis programme
in the country was noc progressing satisfactorily ; and

(c) the reaction of Government and the steps taken in this regard ?

The Minister of Health and Family Welfare (Shri Raj Narain) : (a) Yes, Sir.
(b) Yes, Sir.

(¢) A number of steps have been taken by the Government in this regard. A statement
of the same is laid on the Table of the Sabha.

Statement
Following steps have been taken by the Government :—

1. Government of India have promulgated an Act, in ‘1974 entitled ‘““The Water (Pre-
vention & Control of Pollution) Act 1974” which looks into all matters relating to control of
water pollution. Moreover, an important cause of water pollution which is due to indiscri-

minate sewage disposal (human and animal excrets, waste water etc.) has also been brought under
the purview of this Act.

. 2. The Government is taking necessary steps to implement and expand the National
Tuberculosis Control Programme. These steps are :—

(a) establishment of a Community-wise District T. B. Control Programme in each
District of the country.

{b) integration of BCG Vaccination with the general health service.

(¢) involvement of medical officers and multipurpose health workers(male and female)

in tuberculosis case-finding including collection of sputum smears and domiciliary
treatment of T. B. cases im Tmral areas.

(d) procurement of X-ray equipment through International Assistance for equipping
yet unequipped District T. B. Centres in the States.

{e) re-activation of the State T. B. Centres and engaging them in monitoring and super-
vision of the programme.

(f) involvement of paediatricians, private medical practitioners and community leaders
in rural areas in the National T. B. Control Programme to ensure adequate commu-
nity participation,

(g) taking up health education in Tuberculosis as a mass campaign.

Shri Shiv Sampati Ram : May I know the number of T. B. patients in the country ?
The Conference have stated in the Resolution that the tuberculosis programme in the country

is not progressing satisfactorily, may I know the time by which this programme will be com-
pleted and also the amount which will be spent on it ?

Shri Raj Narain : The hon. Member has asked about the Conference. I would like to
give him the recommendations in brief which have been made by the conference. This con-

ference was held from 17th to 19th December under the chairmanship of Dr. Sushila Nayar.
Some of the recommendations are as under :—

Sir, I may also apprise the hon. Member of the types of the communicable diseases, their
causes and the measures which have been adopted by us to combat them. There is a central
Board. Besides this central Board there is a Board in each of the 14 States. This is under
the Act of 1974. It may be pointed out that the Board has failed to carry out the jobs which
were entrusted to it. Since I was to give a reply, I called the chairman of the Board. Shri
Nilay Chaudhari is its chairman and the Board consists of 15 members. If I startreading their
names, it will take some time. It may, however, be told that many diseases break out due to
water pollution. I wanted to seek some information from the chairman about the jobs got
carried out by the central Board through these Boards which are functioning in the states. For
instance, take the case of Ganga waters at Varanasi and Calcutta. We treat the Ganga as mother:,
The city of Varanasi is a centre of Sanskrit and also a world centre. But here the water is:
so much polluted that it cannot be described in words. The stream of the Ganga is like a pure:
moonlight, a blooming queen, a2 melodious tune of a cuckoo, a heart of 2 man and for Shri Yesh-
wantrao Chavan it is the face of the mistress. But this stream of the holy Ganga has been

polluted. The former Government did not do anything to remedy this situation. The new
Government under the guidance of Shri Morarji Desai, is going to do something in this regrd.

Pay Scale recommended by Steel Wage Board for Refractories Plant

plant for the pay scale recommended by the Steel Wage Board ; and

(b) if not, the reasons therefor ?

The Minister of Steel and Mines (Shri Biju Patnaik) : (a) and (b) Presumably the
reference is to a demand made by the workers of the Refractory Plant of Hindustan Steel Li-
mited at Ramgarh that the wage structure applicable to the workers of the Steel Plants of the
Company should be made applicable to them also. This is essentially a matter to be negotiated
and settled between the management and the workers. An agreement was reached between
the two parties on 2gth June, 1977, as a result of which the workers of the Refractory Plant have
been given improved scales of pay and certain other benefits.

"Plan for Rehabilitztion of Bonded Labour

*572. Shri Yuvraj : Will the Minister of Parliamentary Affairs and Labour be pleased
to state :

(a) whether in the Labour Ministers’ Conference held in October, 1976 it was felt that
the present plan and non-plan development schemes about rehabilitation of bonded labour
were inadequate and that a separate programme needed to be drawn up after securing speci-
fic and adequate central financial assistance ; and

(b) if so, the concrete steps taken in this direction and the outlines of the programme chalked
out after securing specific and adequate central financial assistance and in case no such programme
has been drawn up, the reasons therefore ?

Minister for Parliamentary Affairs and Labour (Shri Ravindra Verma) : (a) and
(b) It was decided in the meeting of Secretaries held in November, 1975 that bonded labour
should be given assistance under some of the existing on-going schemes such as distribution
of house-sites and conferment of ownership rights, thereon, allotment of agricultural land, free
education and free hos tel facilities for Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes children, loans for
agricultural operations/development and loans at differential rates of interest. This was
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endorsed by the last Chief Ministers’ Conference held in March, 1976 which also recommended

that in preparing State plans adequate provisions should be made for the rchabilitation of
m01pated bonded lapc..urers‘ In the annual plans of these States. However, it was represent-
o y the La!:pour Ministers in the 28th Labour Ministers’ CGonfecence held in October, 1976
t the on-going plan and development schemes would ba inadequate for the rehabilitation of
i:;nb:napatcd bonded labour espc?ially in areas where there was a concentration of bonded
. urers. This matter was considered in a meeting of Secretaries held in March, 1977 and
aking all factors into consideration, the consensus that emerged was that as the number of
emancipated bonded la]?c.mrers to bs rehabilitated was rzlatively small in most States, thzre was
;310 necessity for an additional scheme. However, since the importance of the rehabilitation of
onded labour is undisputed, it was proposed that this expenditure should be met by the
States’ under on-going schemes. In case it was found subsequently that a certain number of
bond.:ad labourers in particular areas could not be helped under any on-going schemes, the
question of Central Assistance would be considered to fill the gap. In this connection it may
be stated that the State Plans which had a wide variety of relevant schemes had now an outlay
of 30% more than in the past. However, if there are cases where due to lack of finance, there
are difficulties in rehabilitating any isolated groups of Bonded Labour, the Central Govern-
ment will see that lack of funds does not stand in the way of rehabilitation and the creation of
conditions under which nobody remains in bondage.

Extraction of Minerals in Palamau
4273. Shri R. D, Ram : Will the Minister of Steel and Mines be pleased to state:

(a) whether Government are aware that there are many kinds of minerals in Palamau dis-
trict which have remained unexploited; and

Closure of Keventer Dairy, Delhi

According to the Delhi
Administration, these settlements did not stipulate the provision of alternative jobs to the
workers ; nor have the remaining workers made any representations to the Delhi Administra-

Reduction of seat in Jamnagar Medical College and Ahmedabad Medical
Céllege Gujrat

4284. Shri Dbharamsinhbhai Patel : Will the Minister of Health and Family Welfare
be pleased to state :

‘(a) whether 50 seats each have been reduced in the Jamnagar Medical College and Ahmeda-
bad Medical College in Gujarat ; if so, the reasons therefor ;
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(b) whether representations have been received against reduction of the seats in these
colleges; and if so, from whom and when; and

(c) the action taken or proposed to be taken by the Union Government in this regard?

Minister of Health and Family Welfare (Shri Raj Narain) : (a) The Medical Council
of India is a statutory body which determines the norms and standards expected of a medical
College. On the basis of inspection of the facilities for teaching provided at B. J. Medical Co-
llege, Ahmedabad and M.P. Shah Medical College, Jamnagar and on the basis of the findings
and recommendations of the Council’s Inspectors, the Medical Council of India recommended
that the number of admissions at B.J. Medical College, Ahmedabad may be reduced from 210
to 150 and at M.G. Shah Medical College Jamnagar from 175 to 125. The reduced number of
seats would be commensurate with the facilities available in these medical colleges according
to the standards and norms laid down by the Medical Council of India.

(b) and (c) Representations werre received from the Government of Gujarat with regard to
the restoration of seats at B.J. Medical College, Ahmedabad only. These have been considered

by the Medical Council of India who have agreed that the number of admissions for 1977-78
may be 185.

4347. Shri Yuvraj : Will the Minister of Labour and Parliamentary Affairs be
pleased to state:

(a) whether the Department of Parliamentary Affairs is observing scrupulously the di-
rections issued by the Department of Personnel and A.dmmistra.tivc Reforms regarding reserva-
tion of posts for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes;

(b) whether there are only 3 Scheduled Tribes employecs out of a total of 114 employees
in the Department; and

(c) the time by which Government propose to complete the quota reserved for Scheduled
Tribes in compliance with above directions and if not, the reasons therefor ?

Minister of Parliamentary Affairs and Labour (Shri Ravindra Varma): (a) Yes,
‘Sir, ,

(6) & (¢) Direct recruitment to Group ‘B’ posts in this Department is made through the
Union Public Service Commission and to Group ‘C’ posts through the Subordinate Services Com-
mission. All vacancies including reserved vacancies are invariably reported to these agencies
but due to non-availability of Scheduled Tribes candidates, the reserved vacancies are at times
treated as unreserved vacancies in accordance with the standing instructions on the subject,
Moreover, in certain cases, the Scheduled Tribes candidates who were offered the posts had ex-
pressed their reluctance and in certain others the candidates appointed had resigned after a short
period. Consequently only 3 employees belonging to the Schedued Tribes community are ser-
ving in the Department at present. Every effort is, however, being made to complete the
quota for Scheduled Tribes as early as possible.

Acquisition of Land Under Esis in Katihar (Bihar)

Minister of Parliamentary Affairs and Labour (Shri Ravindra Varma): The Emp-
loyees’ State Insurance Corporation have furnished the following informations : (a) Yes, in
October, 1963 at a cost of Rs. 77,347.63.

(b) No. so far as implementation of E.S.I. Schem: is concerned.

(c) Plans and estimates for Rs. 12.10 lakhs were sanctioned on 25-3-1975 for the cons-
truction of a2 6 Doctor ESI dispensary and staff quarters at Katihar. No request for release of
funds has, however, been received from the State Government so far.

(d) The Scheme is already in force at Katihar with effect from 15-12-1957.

Appointment of Inspectors and Claim Officers Under Minimum Wages Act

4342, Shri Yuvraj : Will the Minister of Parliamentary Affairs and Labour be
pleased to state:
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(a) whether Inspectors and Claim Officers have been appointed in all the States under
Minimum Wages Act with a view to safeguard specially the interest of the agricultural labourers
and if so, the number of Inspectors and Claim Officers in each State and the annual total ex-

penditure incurred on them;

(b) whether rates of wages are notified to secure minimum wage to agri¢ultural labourers
and if so, when revised Wage rates were notified by each State and if not, the reasons there-

for; and

(c) whether old procedure to secure minimum wage under the Minimum Wages Act
seems to be impracticable and if so, the new Procedure proposed to bc adopted in this regard?

Minister of Parliamentary Affairs and Labour (Shri Ravindra Varma) : (a)
Sections 19 and 20 of the Minimum Wages Act, 1948 provide for the appointment of Inspectors.
and Claims Authority for the implementation and enforcement of the provisions of the Act.
The implementation of the Act in respect of agriculture falls predominantly in the State sphere
and information regarding the number of Inspectors and Claims Authorities and the total ex-
penditure incurred on them by each State is not available.

(b) A statement showing the rates of wages payable to agricultural workers and dates
since when effective in various States is attached.

(c) There is no such proposal. However, State Governments are advised from time to
time to take steps for ensuring effective implementation of the provisions of the Act.

in the Minimum Needs Programme which is included in the State Plan. The Planning Com-
mission have, however, provided Rs. 155 40 lakhs for opening of 700 Sub-Centres in the State

of Bihar during the year 1977-78.

4347. ShriMahiLal: Will the Minister of Health and Family Welfare be pleased
to state:

(a) whether the recommendations of the Third Pay Commission have not been imple-
mented so far in respect of many Medical Officers working in the C.G.H.S. dispensaries; -

(b) if so, the reasons for inordinate delay in this regard and when these recommenda-
tions will be implemented;

(¢) whether Government had taken a decision to the effect that Union Public Service Com-
mission qualified Medical Officers selected by the Union Public Service Commission serving

(d) if so. the reasons for k eeping such medical officers in the pay scale of Rs. 650—1200
and when they will be given pay scale Rs.700—1300

The Minister of Health and Family Welfare (Shri Raj Narain): (a), (b), (c) & (d). In
the light of the recommendations of the Third Pay Commission, it was decided that all the
junior Medical Officers in the Central Health Service who were in position on the 1st January,
1973, may be placed in the revised Class I Junior scale of Rs. 700--1300 after screening by a
Selection Committee. Out of about 1300 doctors in the C.G.H.S., 639 officers have since been
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placed in the revised Class I Junior scale of Rs. 700-1300. 171 cases have been taken up with
the Union Public Service Commission. About 170 cases are pending for want of C.Rs and the
participating organisations have been reminded tc expedite the C.Rs. of the officers. On
receipt of these C.Rs. their cases will be taken up with the Commission. This include certain

officers working in the C.G.H.S.

Regarding the remaining 320 officers who were appointed after 1-1-1973, the decision of the
U.P.S.C. on the mode of their placement has been received from the Commission recently and

these cases are being taken up with the Commission.

On representation {rom some officers for grant of revised scale of pay, they have been al-
Jowed provisionally Class II Standard scale of Rs. 650-1200 till their placement in the revised

Class I Junior scale.

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As a result of this, trade with most of these countries has greatly increased and industrial coop-
eration with them has made rapid progress during the last three years. In the field of cultural
relations, Cultural Agreements were signed during the last three years with Vietnam and
Thailand. Efforts to enter into similar agreements with Malaysia and Sri Lanka and to ex-
change cultural programmes with Philippines and Indonesia were continued. Besides, scholar-
ships for higher studies and training in India have been awarded to students from a2 number of
countries in this region.

(b) All avenues are becing explored to enter into further collaboration in joint ventures with
these countries, It is also proposed to enter into a trade agreement with Indonesia and to-
conclude a new trade agreement with Vietnam as soon as possible,

Efforts are also being continued to enter into formal Cultural Agreements and to intensify
the exchange of cultural troupes, academicians and scholars and other cultural programmes
with more and more countries in the South-East Asian region.

Shri Nathu Singh (Dausa) Mr. Chairman Sir, I am happy that the statement made
by our Education Minister has given a ray of hope that some radical changes would be made in
educaion. But I have an objection to what have been stated on the very first page of the
U. G. C’s report for 1975-76 that there had been peace in the colleges and universities that year.
But at what cost this peace was maintained ? Thousands of students and teachers were put
behind the bars and even many of the university officers got these people arrested. Take the
case of Delhi University 230 teachers and thousands of students were put in jails. So the report
of 1975-76 may be corrected because I have strong objection to this mis-statement.

It has also been stated in this rcport that there was an increase in the number of new ad-
mission in the colleges. I do not object to this increase but I want to point out that teachers
appointed should be such who understand the socio-economic reality. They should not be like
our Narul Hasan Sahib. Good teachers should be appointed in the Universities.

As regards the students’ welfare, I want to say that during the emergency, the Dean of
students Welfare was indulging in activities such as creating groupism among the students
and making them fight among themselves. He also worked for the propogation of 20-point
and 5 point programmes. I suggest that the post of the Dean of students’ Welfare should not
be made permanent but should be given on rotation basis. Career Guidance Bureaus should
be set up in the Universities and Employment Information and Advertising Bureaus should
also be set up at many places.

It is also stated in the report of U. G. C. that radical examination reforms such as grading
and assessment system have been introduced. A lot of efforts were made in regard to exami-
nation reforms under the leadership of Lok Nayak Shri Jayaprakash Narayan and suggestions
were ;cmdto the U. G. C. But those suggestions were not considered. Now those should be
considered,

_Morcover, the central Universities are not given uniform amount of aid. In the _Dclhi
University, the per student expenditure in one year comes to only Rs. 383 where as it is Rs.
5221 and Rs. 7013 in the Aligarh University and Nehru Uhiversity respectively, The Congress
and the Communists wanted to usher in socialism in the country but the kind of socialism usher
ed in the field of cducation is there for everybody to see. Jawahar Lal Nehru University was
given huge amounts of aid as non-plan grants by Smt. Indira Gandhi.*

Amount spent on each student in the Universities under the state Governments is very
less. It is, therefore, necessary that all the Universities should be brought under the central
Government and equal amount of grants should be given to them. '

There is irregularity in admission to the Universities and colleges. It has been stated in the
Report that g2 Universities and 85 colleges have been given assistance for promotion of sports.
But what is the use of this sort of assistance ? The standard of sports in our country is going
lown day by day. We can not compete with other countries in the matter of sports.

Dr. Ramji Singh (Bhagalpur) : It is good that Shri Sathe is present. He had stated
that the year 1975-76 was a year of discipline. But I say that it was a year of terror and mis-
administration. In the history of the Universities never before was there such a terror in the
Universities. 200 teachers in Delhi were detained. This gives an indication of the state of
affairs throughout the country. In the reportit has been stated that this year was a year of
peace. It is a statement full of lies. There must be some improvement in the report.
Education was the worst sufferer. It was brought under administrators.

U. G. C. has committed a breach of trust with the people of India. Only 300 crores are
spent on primary education out of 1650 crores and the rest is spent on higher education. In
fact in India therc is class education. The Unijversities and colleges arc only increasing
the number of unemployed persons. There should be an economy in expenditure on
U.G. C. According to Gandhiji the entire money should not be spent on higher education.
It should be made self reliant. If it is not done it will amount to breach of trust with the country.
There is no purpose in educating only some people and keeping them unemployed when there
are 70 percent of the population is illiterate in the country.

U. G. C. is a grant giving commission but there has been uneven distribution of grants. A
major share has been given to Delhi University and Jawabar Lal Nehru University. _Other
Sl}lall universities are suffering for want of funds. Therefore, there shoud be fair distribution
o1l grants.

. In India we are having Oxford and Cambridge education. We are living in Colonial
cdycatlon. It is useless to have an education which does not make a person self-dependent..
It is only capable of preparing the people for white collared jobs.

Thosc who were in charge of the Universities had a specific purpose. They had no consi-
deration of freedom of the people. Students who had agitated that the question papers contain-
ed questions which were not in the syllabus, were detained under MISA." We have, therefore,
to look into the mode of distribution of the grants and the functioning of the Universities-

In the report of U.G.C. it has been mentioned this is rural biased. But where are t ke
rural Universities. In fact no concrete steps have been taken for the development of rural
Universities, rural areas and agricultural Universities. Unless there is Indianisation of education
we will be non-Indians in India. T hope in the next report of the commission shere will be an

effort in this direction.

. The Universities produce educated unemployed youths and it is increasing. After spend-
ing thousands of crores of rupees on Universities, unemployment is increasing. This expenditure
is, therefore, not a proper expenditure. It is true that this report is not a report under Janta
tenure. It is a painful responsibility on us to adopt it.

L Hon’ble Minister has stated that Public Schools will continue. When we talk of So-
cialism we cannot name public and private schools. We have full faith that our Hon‘ble Minis-
ter of Education would look into it.

Prof. Shibban Lal Saksena (Maharajganj) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, for 16 months there
was no Chairman of U.G.C. Shri, Satish Chandra, Vice-Chairman was asked to look after. It
was 2 wrong step. He was never a professor . After 16 months he was made Chairman. It
has been  stated that he got his wife appointed in Jawahar T.al Nehru University. This is-
an irregularity, I hope he would himself resign otherwise he should be removed.

His only achievement is that this year affiliated Colleges were given a grant of only Rs. 3.60
crores whereas during the tenure of Dr. Kothari grants of Rs. 8,24 crores. 839 crore, 996
crores and 1215 crores were given. Jawahar Lal Nehru University was given a major share
of grants whereas other Universities with a larger number of students were given far less grants.
Gorakhpur University is such an example. '

The Universities have an enrolment of 3,67,581 students out of the total enrolment of
24,26,109 students in the Colleges and Universities. But the universities were given a grant of
Rs. 60 crores whereas the Colleges were given only Rs. 3.60 crores. I hope this would not be
repeated in future.

It is a matter of shame for the U.G.C. to say that it has brought down the rate of growth,
Backward areas are being denied the opening of new colleges for want of funds whereas
Jawahar Lal Nehru University is being given a grant of Rs. g crores. I want that 2 Committee
of this House should investigate the working of Jawahar Lal Nehru University during the last
10 years  as also its expenditure and the achievements during this period.

The ban on opening new colleges in backward areas should be lifted and arrangements
should be made for introducing new subjects in the existing colleges.

It was decided that for 5 years Central Government would meet 8o per cent expenditure
towards introducing new pay scales of the teachers. I think Central Government should
continue to meet the expenditure even after 5 years as it will not be possible for the states to
meet this expenditure.

I am sorry to say that an attempt has been made to mislead the House in this repor
There was a table indicating the plan and non-plan expenditure for 1972-73 and 1973-74 and
this table has stated to be included in the appendix II. But the table for 1974-75 is missing.
It is very bad. The report should be enlightening and nothing should be kept back. I hope
this will not happen again.

Shri Bhagat Ram (Phillaur) : Mr. Chairman Sir, the function of University Grants
Chmmission is to ensure co-ordination among the universities, raise educational values and to
provide assistance to the universities and colleges. But it is a matter of great regret that the
university Grants Commission has created imbalances among the different parts of the country
and different sections of society. It has paid attention only towards the well-to-do people and
to the urban areas. More and more colleges have been opened in the urban areas whereas
only few colleges have been opened in the rural areas.

Moreover, the condition prescribed by the University Grants Commission for giving  assis-
tance for the development of colleges is that a boys’ college with 400 students and a girls’ college
with 300 students only are eligible for U.G.C. assistance. Due to this condition, the colleges
in the rural areas are adversely affected because the number of students in them is very low.
The limit should be reduced to 250 students in order to enable the colleges in the rural areas to
progress. I would also request that more post graduate colleges should be opened in the rural
areas in future.

I would also request that the pay scales recommended by the U.G.C. should be implemented
in every college and steps should be taken for its implementation in private colleges also if the
private colleges are finding it difficult to introduce these pay scales, they should be helped
to ensure that the teachers do not suffer on this account. The directors of physical education
and librarians should also be given the pay scales which are being given to the U.G.C. teachers.

The Government should pay more attention to the girls’ education. I suggest the edu-
cation for the girls particularly those belonging to harijans and weaker sections should be made
free. Moreover, the girls’ colleges in the rural areas should be given grants for purchase of buses
with a view to providing transport facilities to the girl students of these colleges.

Corruption charges have been levelled against the vice-chancellors of many universities,
Demands have been made to order enquiries against them but nothing has been done so far in
this regard. It has also been alleged that U.G.C. is a den of corruption. So, there is need to
ensure its democratic functioning. All these measures will help in the development of education
in the country.

Shri Ram Sewak Hazari (Rosera) : Mr. Chairman Sir, it has been stated in the
U. G. C. report that there was an increase of 2°6% in the number of students. [t has also been
stated in the report that the number of higher secondary students would be res-
tricted. Itis a contradictory thing. If the number of students is to be restricted, what about
th= students whd have passed higher secondary examination? Where these students will go?
The Government should give serious thought to this matter.

There has been a gradual decline in the number of students for higher education from 1970~
71.  Moreover, there were c}lﬁ‘cycnt standard.:.t of education in different universitiecs. We
should bring about uniformity in standards in various universities,

I have no hesitation in saying that the members now in the opposition have done nothing
to bring uniformity in education. The children of leaders and officers receive education in -
public schools whereas the children of the common man receive their education in schools
which neither have walls nor roofs. Now the 60 crores of our people expect from the Janata Party
that it should bring uniformity in education provided to the children belonging to the different
strata of society. Son of the President, minister and of an ordinary person should get the same
type of education.

One of the causes leading to fall in university education is that caste and party considerations
played an important role in the appointments of vice-chancellors. In case of I.A.S. appoint-
meats, the same story is being repeated. The sons of agriculturists, shopkeepers, or labourers.
do not become [.A.S. officers. It is the sons of high salaried , officers and of persons in high posi-
tions who get I.A.S. appointments.  This practice should be ended.

It has also been said in the report that 20 per cent quota reserved for scheduled castes and
scheduled tribes has not bzen filled up. Steps should be taken to'see that quota reserved for
them should be filled up. : ' o

Soine of our universities have been named after certain persons. We should name our
universities after the names of persons like Prabhavati and Babu Suraj Narain Singh who made
sacrifices for the country. It would be a matter for gratification of Patna University is named
as Prabhavati University.

Shrimati Chandravati (Bhiwani) : Mr. Chairman Sir, it is a fact that the number
of universities in our country has gone up but it is a matter of regret that the standard of uni-
versities has gone down. A number of universities such as Punjab and Kurukshetra Unij.
versities have become hotbed of politics. Moreover it is unfortunate that certain undeservin
people have coine at the helm of affairs of universities by certain influences. The son of Shri
Bansi Lal, who is a third divisioner is perhaps the member of the Senate. When such undeser-
vif}ig people control the affairs of the universities, the obvious result will be that degeneration
will set in.

The Universities are the tamples of learning and they should not be made hotbed of politics,
The name of the Kurukshetra university was kept after an historical name. That bas been
changed to Chakravarti University. Shri Bansi Lal and Chakravarti looked the state of Haryana.
Lakhs of rupees were spent even on the occasion of the death of Shri Chakravarti.

Our teachers are not paid good salaries and other facilities. If we want to attract good

and competent people in teaching, we must give proper pay scales and service conditions to
the teachers.

Shri M. Ram Gopal Reddy (Nizamabad) : To say that three language formula is not
good, is not correct. A person who has to go and work in the south will have to learn south
Indian languages. Like this, everybody will have to learn Hindi. The first and foremost
duty of U.G.C. should be to teach Hindi to everybody. The protest against Hindi from the
people of south is due to political reasons. So, politics should not be brought into this.
Moreover, politics should also not be brought into the working of our educational institutions
to ensure their proper functioning.

The U.G.C. and the Vice-Chancellors are doing good work. By bringing charges against
Vice-chancellors openly, we would be encouraging indispline in Universities. The tendency

should be stopped.
