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THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AI\{D FAMILY WELFARE (SHRI RAJ NARAIN):
(a) The incidence of malaria in Delhi during 1977 bas been high. The incidence of
Malaria is however on the decline since the last week of September, 1977.

(b) 1,68,729 cases were registered upto the end of October, 1977. Government have
no intimation about the number of cases treated by the private doctors.

(c) A statement showing the steps taken by the Government to eradicase/contai
the disease is laid on the table of the Sabha. ntain
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STATEMENT
The following steps have been taken by Government of India for controlling
Malaria :—
1. A modified plan of operation is being implemented by the Governments of States

and Union Territories from the Ist April, 1977. While the ultimate objectives o.f NMEP
continues to be eradication of Malaria for the present it is proposed to contain it.

2. The existing N.M.E.P. units have been re-organised to conform to the geographical
boundaries of the districts. The Chief Medical Officer of the District hast been made

primarily responsible for the programme in the district.

3. Increased quantity of the required type of -'insecticides‘ have been/are being provided
within the available resources.

4. Insecticidal spray operations have been undertaken in all rural areas, which have
been incidence of two or more cases per thousand population.

5. Adequate quantity of anti-malaria drugs have been supplied to the States/Union
Territory Governments. Drug Depots/Drug Distribution Centres/Fever Treatment Cen-
tres have been opened from where anti-malarial drugs are available conveniently to the
public free of cost. In a few areas where resistance to chloroquine by parasites has been
noticed, alternative anti-malarials like quinine have been supplied.

6. Anti-larval operations under Urban Malaria Areas Programme have been iqtenSj-
fied. The Scheme has been extended to 38 towns during 1977-78 besides continuing it

in the already existing 28 towns.

7. For early examination of blood smears and providing quick medical treatment,
to positive cases, laboratory services have been de-centralised to the P.H.C. level.

8. Supervision of the field staff has been toned up.

9. Steps have been taken for undertaking both fundamental and operational re-
search in Malaria.

10. Intensive campaign has been started in North Eastern region with World Health
Organisation assistance for containing the spread of P. Falciparum infection.

11. Steps have been taken for imparting health education regarding the disease and
for seeking cooperation of public organisation e.g. Panchayats School teachers, students,
Youth Organisations, Medical Practitioners etc. in controlling the disease.

SHRI SHYAMPRASANNA BHATTACHARYA : The statement placed on the
Table of the House by the Minister contains 11 items. Would he please explain as 1o
what items 4, 7, 9, 10 and 11 contain and whether its implementation takes place or not.

Malaria is spreading in spite of all those steps.

SHRI RAIJ NARAIN : The information given under items 1 to 11 is investigated
and every body takes appropriate action at his level.

- SHRE SHYAMPRASANNA BHATTACHARYA : The hon. Minister has stated
under item 10 that intensive campaign has been started with the help of W.H.O. May

I know when it was started and for how long would it continue ?

SHRI RAJ NARAIN : I shall briefly reply to the hon. Member. When Sri Rama
asked Hanuman about Sita’s grief, he replied that it was better not to know that. Simi-
larly it is better if you don’t ask about Malaria. Now that the member has asked for it,
it becomes my duty to furnish the details which I have laid on the Table for the guid-

ance of the members.

SHRI RAJ NARAIN : I shall try to be brief. Malaria has 'been a grave problem

of public health in India. Prior to initiation of National Malaria Central Programme
it had been approximately affecting 7 crore 50 lakh peoples every year. During the

2
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time of epidemic the number of sufferers doubles. It used to take a toll of about 8
lakhs lives every year. Taking in view the seriousness of the situation Health survey
and Development Committee of the Government recommended in 1946 for the formation
of an anti malaria organisation on national level. In April 1953 the Government of
India on bipartite basis and with the cooperation of International Agencies started a large
scale spray programme. Taking in view the encouragement and in view of that the mos-
quito might become drug proof the Government of India changed its programmel to
National Malaria FEradication Programme. India had been poineer in this programme
and has definitely taken a lead in the world.

. The hon. Members may please listen patiently. =~ From 1958 to 1965 the National
Malaria Eradication Programme worked satisfactorily. It did not cause any death during
1965 and the epidemic was eradicated completely.

Former Prime Minister Shrimati Indira Gandhi took over the Administration of
the country in 1966. Since 1966 Malaria is in the increase I shall give the figures from
1974, 1975 and 1976, the years of emergency. During 1974, 31, 67, 658 people suffered
Malaria and three persons died of it. During 1975, the number was 51 lakh 66 thousand

and 142 persons suffered and 99 persons died of it. During 1976 6 lakh 5 thousand
persons were affected and 481 died of Malaria.

. During the last 7 months 3 lakh 21 thsousand 864 persons were involved. The epidemic
s new declining. Truly speeking the spray programme totally stopped during 1973, 1974,
1975 and 1976. Entire effort was diverted to compulsory sterilisation. I called a meeting
of State Health Directors to know the causes for this increase in the cases of malaria.
It was stated that the spraying of D.D.T. was totally stopped. Spray of anti malaria drugs
was also stopped and as a result the Malaria epidemic took a serious turn.

ATTACK ON INDIANS ABROAD BY ANAND MARGIS

*162. SHRI SUKHENDRA SINGH : - 0
SHRI EBRAHIM Shranoals o . } . Will the Minister of EXTERNAL
AFFAIRS be pleased to state :

(a) whether many of our Embassies abroad have not only received letters of threats,
but incidents of attack on the officers of the Embassies by foreign Anand Margis have also

taken place;
(b) if so, the number of such incidents that have taken place so far; and

(c) the action taken by Government of India in the matter ?
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THE MINISTER OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS (SHRI ATAL BIHARI VAJPAYEE) :
(a) Yes, Sir.

(b) (i) Letters of threats have been received by 11 Missions in all;

(ii) incidents of attack have taken place only in our Missions in Canberra and
London and Air India, Melbourne.

(c) the Missions concerned have taken up with the respective host Governments the
question of providing adequate security to personnel and property. All the Indian Mis-
sions/Posts/Officers abroad have been advised to observe departmental security instructions
and keep in close liaison with the local Foreign Officers as well as Security Agencies.

SHRIJ, ATAL BIHARI VAJPAYEE : I shall also like to mention the incident which
has taken place in Air Endia’s Office, Kuala Lampur. Air India’s Office is situated in a
14 storeyed building where a time bomb was found in labatory. The police was informed
immediately but the bomb exploded before the arrival of the police injuring one member
of the staff. Those who planted the homb could not be identified. There was no letler
with the bomb but today morning the Indian High Commission in Kualalampur has
received a letter from universal Proutist Revolutionary Federation saying that the life of
our Prime Minister Shri Morarji Desai will be in danger in case Sarkar is not released.

But it contains no mentoin of explosion although there is a clear connection between the
two.

SHRI SUKHENDRA SINGH : The situation is very serious. Our 12 missions have
received letters of threats. Similar incidents have taken place elsewhere also. It is clear

that Anand Margis of India are behind all these incidents. The Government should take
strict action in this regard.

SHRI ATAL BIHARI VAJPAYEE : All these incidents in foreign countries involving
threats and attacks on our staff are of serious concern to the House as well as to the
whole country. We have also contracted interpol in this regard. A special cell has been
set ‘up under the Ministry of Home Affairs which is keeping strict watch over the whole

affair and is taking security steps. We are considering to take steps in India in the light
of these incidents.

SHRI SUKHENDRA SINGH : Our officers posted in embassies are overawed and
afraid. So it will not be sufficient to take up the matter with other ‘Governments alone.
Some definite action should be taken in this regard to relieve them of fear complex.

SHRI ATAL BIHARI VAJPAYEE : Sir, it is not correct to say that there is fear
among the Indian staff in foreign missions, In fact there morale is very high and they
are discharging their duties boldly. We have arranged steps for their security but the
countries where our embassies are located have the primary duty to take steps for the

security of our employees working there. We are taking every possible step to further
strengthen the security arrangements.

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UPGRADING OF POST OFFICE IN BIHAR

1%64. SHRI GYANESHWAR PRASAD YADAYV : Will the Minister of COMMUNI-
CATIONS be pleased to state :

(a) whether Government have under consideration a scheme to upgrade those Post
Offices to sub-Post Offices which have been successfully working for years together; and

(b) if so, whether the Post Offices in Chausa, Puraini and Gwalpar in Saharsa District

in Bihar would be upgraded to Sub-Post Offices and the facility of telegraph and telephone
provided there ?

THE MINISTER OF COMMUNICATIONS (SHRI BRIJ LAL VERMA) : (a)
Branch Post Offices are upgraded to Sub-Post Offices according to departmental norms

and allocation of funds. It is planned to upgrade 200 Branch Post Offices to Sub-Post
Offices during 1977-78 throughout the country.

(b) The Post Office at Chausa is already a Sub-Post Office and has telegraph facility.
Proposal to provide telephone facility at the Post Office has been approved.

The case for upgradation of Puraini Branch Post Office which is in account with
Chausa: Sub-Post Office of Saharsa District will be examined. Telegraph facility at
Puraini is already available and provision of telephone facility there has been approved.

The case for upgradation of Gwalpur Branch Post Office was also examined in the
past and found not justified. The case will be re-examined. The proposal to provide
telegraph and telephone facilities at this office is also under examination.

SHRI GYANESHWAR PRASAD YADAV : He has stated that about 200 branch
post offices will be provided with telephone and telegraph facilities and it is planned to
convert them into sub-post offices. Whether he has fixed any population limit to open
new post offices or to convert the existing post offices into sub-post offices in remote
villages and to provide telephone and telegraph facilities ?

SHRI BRIJ LAL VERMA : Yes Sir, while opening a post office eight points are
‘considered and population is one of them. We have to take into account the revenue
and expenditure and if any post office is functioning and if so what is the distance. Tt
1s our effort to open a post office where the population reaches upto 2000 and at the same
time we ensure whether any school or any institution run by local board is existing nearby.

SHRI GYANESHWAR PRASAD YADAV : The Hon. Minister has said that Tele-
graph facility at Puraini is already available but I am afraid his information is not correct.
Puraini, Chausa and Gwalpar come under Saharsa district. Chausa has to depend on
Naugachia for postal facilities. It is on the other side of the river. Why it is not linked
with Saharsa ? Puraini, Chausa and Gwalpar should be directly linked with Saharsa and
Saharsa Branch Office may be converted into Sub-Post Office with telegraph and telephone
facilities because at present the people have to go to Biharigan;j.

SHRI BRIJ LAL VERMA : In Chausa, there is already a Sub-post office and at
Puraini and Puraini Bazar, there are branch post offices. In fact we have suffered hugce
losses. This has come to light when enquiries were made during 1971 and again in 1971.

we are again trying to find out the way by which the facility desired by the Member may
be provided.

SHRI CHHABIRAM ARGAL : May I know the number of villages with a population
of 2000 where Panchayat Offices and police stations are functioning but telephone and
telegraph facilities are not available ? Will these be provided there ?

SHRI BRIJ LAL VERMA : According to our plan we want to open a post office in

each and every Gram Panchayat within 10 years. At present not only Gram Panchayats
but many big places are without a post office.

SHRI RAM DHARI SHASTRI : Will the hon. Minister give us as
the existing post offices will have telegraph facilities within two years S? SEERDES fhak all

SHRI BRIJ LAL _VERMA: We have prepared a separate scheme to set up telegraph
and telephone conmnections in every village having population from 2500 to 5000 within
two years.

Government is aware of the shortage of postal facilities; however, with greater emphasis

now on development of postal services in rural areas, deficiencies are being removed in a
planned mannger.

(b) & (c) : Post offices are opened on continuing basis subject to certain norms
and availability of funds. It is proposed to open 236 Post Offices in the rural areas and
20 in the urban areas. Besides, postal facilities will be provided in an additional 3,000
villages by Mobile Post Offices and 5,000 letter boxes will be installed in villages during
the current financial year in Maharashtra State.

in each village, though it consists of only one family, and make arrangements for daily
delivery there ?

The hon. Minister has mentioned about installation of 5000 letter boxes, but will he
give ap assurance that every village will have a letter box and the Postman will take out
mail from it daily ?

SHRI BRI] LAL VERMA : We propose to instal letter boxes in one lakh villages
during the current financial year and also propose to provide all postal facilities in 50
thousand villages during the current year which was not done during the last 10 years.
We are making all out efforts to provide more and more facilities to rural people.

SHRI PHIRANGI PRASAD : May I know the rules and criteria framed by Govern-
ment for opening new post offices ? Will the Janata Government simplify them so that

common people get their mail regularly ?
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SHRI BRU LAL VERMA : We are making efforts to ensure daily delivery of mail

in 96 percent vnllagcs during thls year in accordance with present arrangements. In
addition we are trying to provide these facilities in more and more villages. We are also
trying to open more and more post offices.

SHRI R. L. P. VERMA : The statement enclosed with the reply reveals that there
is no representative of Bihar in this Committee. I had already written to him that Shri
R. C. Sinha of Patna University, who is a Geologist of international repute, should be

9
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included in this committee. No survey has been made in respect of 56 percent minerals
wealth in Bihar so far and this office is located in Calcutta for the last 125 years and it
has no representative from Bihar. A regional office was proposed to be set up in 1968 but
nothing has been done in this regard.

production was about 16,000 workers per day, which has now fallen to less than 10.000

(a) Officers recruited directly by the Union Public Service Commission for the Indian
Foreign Service are required to attain proficiency up to the advanced Level in one foreign
language. Similarly, officers of the level of Section Officers/Attaches who are recruited
directly by the Union Public Service Commission are required to pass Advanced Diploma
Part_ I'in a prescribed foreign language. It is not compulsory for other categories of
officials to have proficiency in a foreign language. Normally, the officers are nominated

to posts bearing in mind their language proficiency. However, postings abroad are deter-

mined by vacancies at a given time and by the principle of rotation amongst various
Missions all over the world. It is not invariably possible to post officers in countries whose
language they know.

(b) Thirty four foreign languages .are allotted by Government for compulsory study
by officers of the Indian Foreign Service as indicated in the list circulated.

JAGDAMBI PRASAD YADAV): (a), (b) and (c). In March, 1975 the then Health
Minister of Bihar had requested the Government of India to provide an annual grant of
Rs. 10 lakhs to the Rajendra Memorial Research Institute of Medical Sciences, Patna on a
recurring basis. The State Government had, in the meanwhile declined to take over this

Institute as supggested earlier by the Government of India.

It was felt that since this Institute was dealing with the problems of Coal Mines
Workers, it would be appropriate if the ICMR was consulted in the matter since the
Council was already running the National Institute of Occupational Health in Ahmedabad.
The ICMR deputed a team of experts to the Institute and on the basis of their report, the
Council informed this Ministry that while the team of exports was satisfied, by and large,
with the availability of accommodation and equipment at the Institute, they were most
critical about the quality of research work and the staff employed there. Under the cir-

cumstances, the Council did not find it possible to take over the Institute.

The matter was considered further in this Ministry in April, 1977 and after consider-
ing in detail the various aspects of the problems, it was decided that the Institute should
send a proposal through the Government of Bihar seeking financial support. §f the State
Government agreed to meet the 50¢}, of the recurring expenditure on a permanent basis,
the matter could be reconsidered by the Government of India once again. The necessary

proposals from the State Government have not, however, been received.

. (c) Pay scales for various posts have been fixed by the Il Pay Commission keeping in
view the nature of duties and responsibilities attached to the posts and qualifications/
€xperience prescribed for recruitment thereto. Minimum qualification prescribed for recruit-
ment to the post of Pharmacist is Matriculation and Diploma in Pharmacy with registration
under the Pharmacy Act, whereas the qualification prescribed for the post of Dresser 'g
education upto Middle standard and qualification in the First Aid Exam. The responsi-

ilities attached to the ‘post of Pharmacist are also more onorous than those attached to the

post of the Dresser. As such, there cannot be any equation of pay scales for the two
Categories of posts.

‘Works and Housing and Supply and Rehabilitation who was sent to middle East countries
a8 a special emmissary of the Prime Minister ?

.THE MINISTER OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS (SHRI ATAL BIHARI VAJPAYEE) :
Shri Sikander Bakht, Minister of Works and Housing and Supply and Rehabilitation visited
the United Arab Emirates, Qatar, Bahrain, Arab R:public of Egypt, and Algeria in Septem-
ber 1977 as a Special Emissary of the Prime Minister. The Minister, who is the first
Janta Party Minister to v'sit these countries, exnlained the Governm:nt’s policies to their
leaders, emphasised the high priority which the Government of India give to strengthening
bllqteral relations, and also referred to the continuity and dynamism in India’s foreign
policy. In particular, he stressed that India stood by the UN Resolution on the Arab-

sraeli conflict, insisted on vacation of the territory unlawfully occupied by Israel, and sup-
ported the legitimate rights of the palestinians.

The Minister further explored the immense possibilities for expansion in the economic
relations between India and these countries. During the visit, agreement was reached to
€xchange delegations of experts to examine, in more precise terms, areas of cooperation.

THE MINISTER OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS (SHRI. ATAL BIHARI VAJ PAYEE) ;
(a) Since the Government of Australia had expressed their regret at the attack on the life
of the Indian Military Aitache in Canberra, there was no need to lodge a protect. In the

case of Air India, the employee, who was stabbed, is of Australian hationality. No other
case of assault has occurred.

(b) The Military Attache was stabbed while asleep in his house in Canberra on 14th
September, 1977 by an intruder who then forced him and his wife to drive out in a car.
A few miles outside Canberra, the Military Attache and his wife successfully diverted the
attention of the assailant and tried to overpower him but the assailant ran away. The
Military Attache underwent emergency surgery and has by now fully recovered.

The Air India employee was stabbed on 19th Octoper, 1977 in Sydney by an unknown
person who pretended to deliever a parcel. The assailant escaped.
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(c¢) The alleged assailant of the Military Attache was apprehended and is under trial.
The Government of Australia are also conducting detailed investigation into the whole the
series of incidents in order to establish the identity of the organization which was responsible
for these criminal acts.

(d) The results of the investigation are not yet known.

(e) The Government of Australia have reinforced security measures for the protection
of the personnel, and the property, of the High Commission of India, Canberra and the
Consulate General of India, Sydney.

For example 16,940, 18,887, 17,205,
15,996 and 18,706 pilgrims proceeded for Haj in January 1974 December 1974, 1975,
1976 and 1977 as against the prescribed number of 17,000, 19,000, 17,000, 17,000 and
19,000 respectively. The short fall in 1976 was due to the sudden break down of two
pilgrims ships during the Haj Season.

(b) The quota of foreign exchange allowed to Haj pilgrims is determined in accord-
ance with the regulations of the Government of Saudi Arabia and the current cost of living
in that country. The foreign exchange quota for sea pilgrims has been raised from SRLs.
1,100/- in 1974 to SRLs. 2,000/- in 1977. This amount is considered adequate to meet all
normal expenditure on obligatory Haj charges as well as accommodation, food and other
incidental expenses. There is no proposal at present to increase the foreign exchange quota
but the subject will be carefully reviewed before 1978 Haj.

The statement of policy announqed
on 29th June, 1977 clearly lays down that the Government is totally committed to Family
Welfare' Programme and will spare no efforts to motivate people to accept it voluntarily
n thell"cwtrn interest and in the interest of their children as well as in the larger interest of
the nation. “The Government’s approach will be eucational and wholly voluntary. All
methods of contraception including voluntary sterilisation are to be promoted so that-the
acceptor may choose any method according to its suitability. The Central Govt. have also
Tequested States /Union Territories and other agencies covered under Family Welfare Pro-
gfamme to give the highest importance to the programme and to ensure that those who
Wish to pot for voluntary sterilisation must be provided with necessary facilities. .It has
been particularly impressed upon the workers engaged in the programme that there should
be no slackness in or indifference towards the implementation of the welfare programme.
The trade union leaders /employees associations have been requested to assist the Govt.
In promoting the acceptance of the idea of small family norm. Likewise, Members of
State Legislatures and Members of Parliament have also been requested by the Minister
for Health and Family Welfare to encourage acceptance of the small family ideal. The
Community Health Workers Scheme launched this year to cover 777 Primary Health

Centres also envisages the imparting of family welfare information to the rural people by
these workers.

Why should he say so when it is a disputed matter whether
Nathuram Godse was an R.S.S. worker or not? Moreover, the guide is supposed to be
a public servant and it is not proper on his part to enter into any political controversy.

It is not clear as to who started the scuffle or who attacked first. Even the scuffle

was minor and in spiie of the request by the police, Shri Damodaran Nair did not wish
to go to the hospital.

Nathuram Godse might have been a member of the R.S.S. at one time but it is an
admitted fact that when he had murdered Mahatma Gandhi, he was not a member of
the R.S.S. Shri Damodaran Nair wanted to prove by his talk to the visitors that since
Godse was once a member of the R.S.S. and when he had murdered Mahatma Gandhi
then also he was a member of the R.S.S., therefore, it is the R.S.S. which had murdered
Mahatma Gandhi. This is wrong and this kind of thing can lead to trouble. Even
though Shri Nair was recently transferred to the library, he was present when some

visitors from Gujarat had come. That was not his duty. All this shows that his inten-
tion was to indulge in anti-R.S.S. propaganda.

As for Government’s responsibility, it will be seen that there is no lapse on the part
of the Government in regard to this incident.

and Adivasis in Madhya Pradesh. Every member elected from there knows their con-
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dition. For the last 8 months we have been talking about the doings of the previous
Government.

Shri M. Satyanarain Rao in the Chair.

There are about 7 millions of Bidi workers who are Harijans and Adivasis and
nothing has been done during the last 30 years to improve their economic cendition. The
distribution of lands among the landless Harijan Adivasis is simply a mockery, because
the land that has been distributed is not cultivable. If they are to be given any lands,
those lands should be first made cultivable and then these lands should be given to them.

The wages that are being given to landless Harijan rural labourers in Madhya
Pradesh are too low and the present Government should take steps to see that they are
not denied a fair wage.

The Commissioners and high officers who have been appointed so far to look after
the welfarc of Harijan Adivasis belong to Superior Castes. Government should. appoint
Harijan officers on those posts. '

A sound policy should be framed to bring about the welfare of Bidi workers. The
contract system should be abolished. If Government do not take steps in time to improve
this situation, the discontent among them may take an explosive turn. It is not known
what measures Government have taken to remove their indebtness.

Those Harijans who have adopted Budhism should also be given all the facilities
that are extended to Scheduled Castes people. Government should pay special attention
to it.

SHRI RAM LAL RAHI (Misrikh) : The Minister deserves congratulations for
initiating a discussion on the reports of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. But
it appears that this discussion has been taken up in a very cavalier manner. The present
Government has not been able to make any improvement in the policy and the attitude
towards Scheduled Castes people and therefore, measures should be taken to create amn
atmosphere that will inspire confidence among them. Nothing has been done to impart
higher education to the youths belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.
Government should, therefore, take steps to reserve some seats in Colleges and Univer-
sities for those candidates. Directions should be issued to State Governments that
Ashram tvpe schools should be started for the boys and girls of these backward classes’
and their entire expenditure should be borne by Government.

The number of Harijans in defence services is very insignificant. Harijans are not
being admitted to Sainik Schools. Therefore, some reservations of seats must be provided
for them in Sainik Schools. The present Government should take steps to promote ade-
quate representation for them in Sainik Schools.

In regard to allotment of lands to Harijans, Government should adopt a progressive
attitude. Government should see that the work of alloting lands to them does not zet
slackened. Then, irrigational facilities should be provided for them on a priority basis.

Government should also take measures to restore those lands to scheduled Castes
people which has been cautioned and taken over by landlords against the settlement of
debts advanced to them. Their loans and debts should be written off and they should
be given proprietary rights over those lands.

There is acute housing problem .in backward classes. The housing arrangements
made by Kerala, Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh Governments in this respect are praise-
worthy. But no such arrangements have been made in Uttar Pradesh. The adcyuate
housing arrangements must be made for Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe people. Tt
is generally seen that Safai Karmachari live in jhonparics near lavatories. They should

be shifted from there.

No doubt bonded labour system has been abolished but Harijans are still forced
to undergo bponded labour in various parts of the country. Government should take
steps to ensure complete abolition of bonded labour in the country. Otherwise atrocities
will continue to be committed on Harijans. Stringent action should be taken against the

guilty persons. If we fail to protect the weaker sections of the society and to meet their
requirements, we will also be defeated by the people. We should establish a society free

from exploitation and bring real socialism in the country. We will have to provide
relief to back ward classes.

A centre for imparting prior training to Scheduled Castes people for appearing In
competitive examinations for higher services which was set up at Lucknow is not working
effectively. Government should take measures to see that it works effectively and it 18
not turned into a show-piece only. We will have to implement what we say.

SHRI L. L. KAPUR (Purnea) : The reports of Commissioner of Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes for the previous years are being considered so late. The reports
are for 1971-72, 1972-73 and 1973-74. It shows that during 1971 to 1977 the reports of
the Commissioner of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes could not be discussed in the
Parliament. Since 1954, when the Commission was constituted it has sent over 4000 re-

commendations. I would like to know as to how many recommendations have been
implemented. We became free in 1947 but this freedom was confined to cities alone.
The villagers could not enjoy the fruits of freedom. ‘

The population of down trodden persons in our country is 22 per cent. Kaka Kalelker

submitted two reports in 1953 and 1955. The recommendations made therein have not
been implemented as yet. Ninety per cent of Indian people live below poverty line.
They are being exploited economically and socially.

Mahatma Gandhi mentioned about the evils of untouchables, poverty and ignorance.
Even after lapse of 30 years the condition remains the same. Even today the people
are burnt alive and their houses are put on fire. I want to warn the Government and also
to call upon people to come forward against exploitation. Politically we adopted the
principle of one man one vote, but economically and socially we are far from equality.

if
this state of affairs continues for long then our political democracy would also be in
danger. Cases of murders occur everyday.

y. The law and order situation is deteriorating,
The exploiters are enjoying and the exploited ones are suffering.

On October 12th and 13th one Harijan was burnt alive in Motihari village of Begusarai
District. Similarly one labourer was killed on 6th November, 1977 in Bhojpur District
of Bihar. The Home Minister should get details of all such incidents. The Bihar Chief
Minister and Shri Ramanand Tewari M.P. have given statements in this regard.

The Janata Government should see as to how economic and social exploitation could
end.

These disputes take place due to four reasons. Mostly the disputes occur due to
land. In our country 90 per cent people are poor and 10 per cent are rich.

The Home Stead Land Act should be implemented seriously. The Tenancy Act is
continuing since British regime. We should enact new laws aiming at social justice. The
police personnel and the magistrates represent the group of exploiters. They form part of
the 10 per cent rich. The same element is there in policy making bodies.

Evidence Acts, Cr.P.C. and LP.C. are very old. Suitable changes should be made in

them so that Harijans are not unnecessarily harassed. These people should be associated
at policy making level in the Government.
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SHRI MAHI LAL (Bijnor) : I congratulate the hon. Home Minister for his decision
to appomt a Commission to look into the problems of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled

Tribes.

SHRI DHIRENDRA NATH BASU in the Chair.

The Commission should not be constituted with administrators or Judges as they
would not represent the feelings of the people. Persons who believe in Gandhian ideology
and classless society should be appointed as members of the Commission. Persons like
Shri Kaka Kalelkar should be appointed Chairman of the Commission.

The reports of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes Commission has not come up
before the house since 1971. If that trend continues we cannot solve the problems that

pose a challenge to the nation.

The Commission for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes should be given adequate
powers to discharge its duties its duties. It should have the power to recommend penal action
against certain people and to recommend awards to deserving people for their good work.

The Government should tell as to how many recommendations have been made by
the Commission and how many have been implemented so far and how many are yet to
be implemented. A time bound programme should be drawn for the implementation

committee for unimplemented recommendations.

An evaluation committee consisting of members from both the Houses of the
Parliament should be formed to see as to what has been done to tackle the problems
of Harijans and what remains to be done. This committee should submit its report

within a year.

A pumber of laws and orders have been passed to improve the lot of Harijans. But
these people are still suffering many handicaps. The real fault lies with the implementation
of these laws and orders. Effective steps should be taken to implement the provisions of

these laws.

So far as land reforms are concerned Uttar Pradesh is behind only from States West

Bengal and Kerala. The State has enacted progressive legislations. The credit for this
is due to the present Home Minister at the centre. Consolidation of_ landholdmgs took
place in Uttar Pradesh in 1952. In the matter of land consolidation in U.P special care

was taken of Harijans. They were allotted land near the villages.

So far as reservation of posts for Harijans is concerned it is not being observed in
Lok Sabha Secretariat; and the Central Government. What to talk of State Goyernmer}ls.
The Hon. Minister should see that quota of reservation are adhered to. Certain senior
Congress leaders obtained stay orders in order to escape land curing Act.

_ FATHER ANTHONY- MURMU (Rajmahal) : This report of the Commissioner is
very good in reading but a total failure in so far as its implementation is concerned
When we go around our constituency, we find that there is great disparity and poverty:
Even after 30 years of independence, we see that our Harijans and tribals are being
exploited. Their lands are being taken away and they are not being given proper educa-
tion. That is why these people remained backward in every area. If we want these
people to come up, it is very necessary that they are paid properly both for their produce
as well as for labour. This will go a long way in removing their poverty.

__There are clashes between the mahajans and the tribals which sometimes culminated
in firings by the former. Since the tribals had no firearms they were killed. Therefore, it
is necessary that mahajans are not allowed to keep firearms.
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In so far as the question of regional languages is concerned, it is necessary that tribal
langauges are encouraged) Those languages should be used in courts because the tribals
can not follow law in any other language. It is also necessary that the officers posted in
tribal areas learn their language. Only then those people will be able to get justice.

The report reveals that in the matter of employment, the tribals lagged behind the
other sections of the people. It is because the percentage of education is very little. If
we want to improve the lot of those people, their more attention will have to be paid im
this regard. The Members of Parliament should get facilities of transport so that they
