Sale of Sugarcane below prescribed price in U.P.

*1007. Shri Anant Ram Jaiswal : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation: be
pleased to state :

(a) whether Government are aware that most of the sugarcane crop of the farmers
in Uttar Pradesh remained standing in the fields till 15th April, 1978 and mills and crusher

owners are unable to crush it with the result that the farmers are compelled to sell it at a
price below the minimum prescribed price; ' '

(b) if so, whether Government have taken any measures for the consumption of the

sugarcane by the mills and crushers and to enable the farmers to get prescribed price there-
for and if so, the details thereof; and

(c) the quantum of sugarcane production during the current year and the quantum
of sugarcane t_ha_t remained in. the fields of the farmers on 30th April, 1978 ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Agriculture & Irrigation (Shri Bhanu Pratap
Singh) : (a), (b) and (c) All India second estimate of sugarcane acreage in Uttar ‘Pradesh
for the season 1977-78 is placed at 1691.4 thousand hectares as against coresponding

_estirnate of 1494 thousand hectares last season. No estimates are available with the Central
Government regarding the extent of sugarcane crop still remaining unharvested in U.P.

as on 15-4-1978. The necessary information has been called for from the Govt. of U.P.
an_d ;IWlll be placed before the House when received.

2. The rangc'of minimum price fixed for cane purchased by vacuum pan sugar fac-
tories in the State of U.P. is Rs. 8.50 to Rs. 11.00 per quintal. The State Government
have advised prices of Rs. 13.50 and Rs. 12.50 per quintal for Western and Central and

East U.P. respectively. The State Government have informed that all sugar factories are
paying this State advised price.
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3. With the approval of the Central Government, the Govt. of U.P. have also fixed
. the.following .cane prices for 1977-78 season for khandsari:units :

Region Minimum price fixed
Western Region (comprising of Muzaffarnagar, Dehradun, Rs. 9. 30 per quintal
Sabaranpur, Meerut, Bullandshahar and Ghaziabad Districts).
Aligarh District Rs. 8.50 per quintal
Central Region (comprising of Nainital except Madehi factory Rs. 9.40 per quintal
area, Etah, Farukhabad, Moradabad, Bareilly, except Bareilly
Sugar Factory area, Pilibhit, Bijnor, Saharappur, -Rampur,
Hardoi, Shahjahanpur, Sitapur, Lakhimpur, Kheri and Farru-
khabad districts .
Bareilly Sugar Factory area Rs. 8.70 per quintal
M/s. Kisan Sahakari Chini ' Mills Ltd., PO Nadehi, Distt. Rs. 8.50 per quintal
Nainital
Eastern Region (Comprising of Barabanki, Faizabad, Jaunpur, Rs. 8.70 per quintal
Varanasi, Basti, Gonda, Bahraich, Deoria, Gorakhpur Distts.)
Districts other than those specified. Rs. 8.70 per quintal

4. The State Government have informed that they are determined to see that the above
prices are paid to cane-growers and that all khandsari units are paying this fixed price except
465 units, out of a total of 3890 licensed units, which have challenged the State Govern-
ment’s notification fixing these prices in the Supreme Court. 'Where complaints are received
.. regarding payment of cane price at rate less than'those fixed by the State Govt., the offend-

Ing units are prosecuted by the State Govt. Besides this, checking squads have also been set
up for detecting such cases and prosecuting the offenders.

3. The following measures taken by the Union Govt. are also mainly with a: view to
enabling maximising of cane consumption and payment of remunerative cane: prices :

1. Levy price for levy.sugar purchased from factories has been raised with effect from
1-3-1978 by Rs.. 18.03 per quintal.

2. Action is being taken to enable sugar factories.to obtain adequate credit facilities
in view of the high level of production.

3. A scheme has been notified on 28-4-1978 for giving a rebate in excise duty to en-
courage and enable factories to crush beyond 30-4-1978.

4, Restrictions on export.of gur have been removed.

- 5. Excise duty on khandsari sugar was reduced by 50% and 75% respectively on
sulphur and deshi khandsari with effect frpnz" 4-2-/19‘73. % pectvely

6. The Food Corporation of India and the National Agricultural Cooperative Market-
ing Federation had purchased gur at a premium above the market price.

7. Stock. limits of Khandsari dealers have been enhanced.

8. Export. of khandsari has been permitted.
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) 6. As already stated, estimate of sugarcane acreage in U.P. during the current year
is 1691.4 thousand hectares. The quantum of sugarcane that will remain in the fields .of
farmers is, however, difficult to be estimated as the bulk of the cane in this state is used by
the decentralised sector of gur and khandsari. Despite a late start of crushing, sugar fac-
tories in U.P. alone are, however, estimated to have produced about 14.60 lakh tonnes of
sugar as against corresponding production of 14.14 lakh tonnes last year. 80 sugar fac-
tories have been reported to be working in U.P. as on 30-4-1978 (out of a total of 86) as
- against corresponding figure of 22 last season.

Shri Anant Ram Jaiswal : Sir, Government have benefited the mill owners by Rs.
100 crores by reducing the excise duty and by increasing the levy price and by granting
export subsidy. - But the result is that the consumer is also crying since he has to pay a
higher price for sugar. According to mill owners 80 per cent of them are running in
losses and the farmes are not getting the price fixed by government and they have been
forced to burn their standing crops. All this leads to'only one conclusion that govern-
ment do not have a long term integrated policy. Will government now consider framing
of such a policy and appoint a committee for the purpose ?

Shri Bhanu Pratap Singh : Sir, let me again make it clear that as far as open vacuum
pan factories are concerned, the minimum price fixed by state governments is being paid.
I will like to add that the relief in excise duty etc. is not a gift to the factory owners but
it is intended to help them to pay to the cane growers the minimum price inspite of sharp
fall in the price of sugar in the open market. Of course, the hon. member is right to em-

“"phasise the need for reviewing the old policy, which is being done.

Shri Anant Ram Jaiswal : The mill owners say that they are in the red. The cost of
production of sugar in India is the highest in the world and the farmers are not getting
- ‘Temunerative prices for their sugarcane. The hon. minister is well aware that most of the
units in U.P. are sick—and need to be modernised. In these circumstances will govern-
ment take over all these sick mills without paying any compensation and modernise them ?
Will government consider setting up of new ‘modernised mills and teduce the cost of pro-
duction of sugar ?

" Shri Bhanu Pratap Singh : We are considering modernisation. But the sick units
taken over by government have shown no improvement. Therefore, taking over is no
remedy and some other measure will have to be taken and it is engaging our attention.
Suggestions on the subject are welcome from the hon. Member.

Shri.Brij Bhushan Tiwari : Do government propose to put a ceiling on cane production
during the next year since a substantial part or the crop or sugarcane could not be crushed
this year ? If the unplanned production of sugarcane is allowed to continue it is fraught
with the risk of the crop remaining standing in the fields and not being utilised for crushing
next year also. May I know the policy of government in this regard ?

Shri Bhanu Pratap Singh : It is true that we will have to face a similar situation next
year also resulting in surplus production and hardship, if the area under cane cultivation is
not reduced. Therefore, the farmers have been advised through radio and leaflets to reduce
‘the area under cane cultivation. I have said in this House as well as in the other house
that if they sown the seeds they should uproot it, I will appeal to the sympathisers of
canegrowers to advise them to reduce the area under sugarcane cultivation and to diversify

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Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : This is not the first instance of its kind. Insects, pests and
even rats have been found in the milk bottles earlier.

They go to the milk booths and check
the entire lot. If adulteration is detected they can be challaned in the usual manner as

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Dr. Ramiji Singh : The security of India depends on the protection of forests but
deforestation of Himalayas has been going on for the last 100 years when the British came
toIndia. This very reason prompted Mr. Reager, an authority on Himalayas to comment
that if forests in Himalayas are allowed to remain un protected like this, there will not only
be shortage of water but the whole of India will turn into a vast desert. The Himalayan
forests are being defiled for a gain of Rs. 10-20 crores. Will the hon. minister take steps
to check the deforestration of Himalayas keeping in view the reports of various authorities

on Himalayas ?

. Shri Surjit Singh Barnala : Yes, sir, we are aware of these reports and keeping them
in view we are trying not only to check deforestation but also to plant more trees.

Dr. Ramji Singh : The deforestation of Himalayas results in increased floods in the
Ganga. It results in silting at the mouth of the ganga and the people of the areas affected
by deforestation have to go down five miles to fetch water. Reaslising the magnitude
of the problem do you think that your present afforestation efforts are sufficient ? You
are forgetting the economics of  performance and resorting to short cut econgmy. The
great 88 year old authority on forestry Dr. Richard Saint Barwa has said that the Himalayas
are being distinned and the mountain forests are being destroyed. If it goes-on unchecked
the whole of India will become a desert. Keeping this in view are you going to frame a
Himalayan policy for checking deforestr*nn of Himalayas ?

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.. Shri Surjit Singh Barnala : There is a Centrally-sponsored scheme called the Integrated
Soil and Water Conservation Scheme in the Himalayan region. For 1977-78 and 1978-79
we have made a provision of Rs. 4.90 crores. Under this'scheme we are trying to plant
trees in areas affected by deforestation. Day before yesterday I had been there and I had
called a meeting of representatives of CHIPCO movement and the forest officers and gave
them proper instructions. It is our endeavour to stop deforestation and to undertake
afforestation in the areas affected by deforestation. S

Shri Bhagat Ram : [ would like to know from the hon. Minister the reasons for not
reinstating all the workers who were victimised or retrenched during the emergency, parti-
cularly, in view of the fact that other departments have reinstated their employees.

My other question is whether the FCI Employees’ Union has made a demand through
a group of Members of Parliament that inquiry should be conducted in the case of corrupt
officers in FCI, If so, the reaction of the hon. Minister to this demand.

Shri Bhanu Pratap Singh : In regard to the persons who have not been reinstated
I have to state that some of the cases related to previous emergency. Despite this fact
we reviewed all these cases and out of 73 cases, 19 persons have not been reinstated. Some
of the cases are sub judice. There are some cases of assault and violence and the persons
who are involved in such cases of assaualt and violence are not being taken back as it would
be improper.

As far as the other question is concerned, I may state that the Committee on Public
Undertakings examined FCI in 1977 and in case the need arises again, the same Committee
can examine the working of FCI.

(3) Shri Dinshaw J. Dastur (non-official member).
Dr. Panikar also accompanied Shri Dastur, and assisted him in the discussions.

(b) Detailed discussions were held with the FAO Officials and their advisors on the
Dastur Scheme as well as the long term water development planning in India. At the
end of these discussions, the FAO concluded that the formulation of a comprehensive
scheme involving all the major river systems of the country was urgently called for; the
Dastur Plan proxided avaluable contribction to sorming scch a comprehensive  sceeme
though one part of it namely the Himalayan and Ganga Cana[ System, needs further in-
depth study in several aspects; and the proposal of a transfer system from the Western Ghats
to the East and North for the central and southern India plateaus provided a basis for an
immediate start of action, and that the implementation of such a scheme should involve the

rural masses on a sustained basis and should enlist the urban youth in a form of national
service.

The matter is being pursued further.

of all size holdings in Mehsana district is 2,37,065, out of which, number of holding below

2 hectares is 1,22,571 i:e. 51.7%. As per population Census, the number of Agricultural
Labourers is 1,43.615. '

. In accordance with the recommendation of the National Commission on Agriculture,
a limited number, i.e. 160 projects were taken up in Fifth Plan and. of these, on pro-rata
basis, six were sanctioned to Gujarat. Fiva of these were continuing from Foutth Plan and
thus only one new project was sanctioned in the Fifth Plan. The criteria for selection dis-
trict for implementing S.F.D.A. programme during the Fifth Plan were concentration of
small and marginal farmers and suitability of the area for im»lementing animal husban-
dry programme like dairy, poultry” etc. Seiction of districts in the Fifth Plan was made in
Consultation with the State Governments, keeping in view the above criteria.

There is no proposal to extend the Small Farmers Development Agency programme
to new areas immediately. However, it is proposed to take up Block Level Planning &
Development in 300 blocks each year starting from 1978-79 in areas not covered by special
‘programmes like Small Farmers Development Agency, ctc., all over the country. The
State Government of Gujarat can consider some of these blocks in Mehsana for this pro-

gramme, keeping in view the guidelines issued by the Government of India in that connec
lon.

Sale of Adulterated milk of D.M.S. Sultanpuri, Delhi

9420. Shri K. Lakkappa : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Ikrrigation be pleased
to state :

But the Mother
has constructed a milk vending booth there, which is expected to start functioning
towards the end of June this year.
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The D.M.S. is supplying milk to this colony through the Local Residents’ Committee
To check adulteration of milk supplied by the D.M.S.,surprise periodical raids are orga-
nised from time to time by the staff of the D.M.S., samples collected and tested in the
quality control laboratory of the Central Dairy and disciplinary action taken against
the offending staff in case of adulteration. In cases where the members of the Residents
Committee are found responsible for adulteration, the Delhi Milk Scheme makes suita-
ble alternative arrangements with the help of the residents of the colony.

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Education, Social Welfare and Culture
(Smt. Renuka Devi Barkataki) : (a) to (c) Yes Sir.

(d) Asregards (a) the position is that the Central Govt. offices are allowed 16 holiday
in a year. Of these, the three National holidays viz. Republic Day, Independence Day
an Mahatama Gandhi’s birthday and 8 other holidays relating to festivals of minority-
communities are required to be observed in all offices. Even as it is, the total number
of holidays is large, and without increasing the total number of 16itis not possible
to include in the list of holidays, any other occasion. Besides, the list of Central
Government holidays includes only the birth day of Mahatma Gandhi. Incidentally,itis

mentioned that in many other countries of the world, the number of closed holidays is
very much restricted, vis-a-vis India.

As regards (b) and (c), the National Book Trust has already brought outa
biography of Maharana Pratap. The Trust has also brought out translations of Dennis
Kincaid’s ‘‘The Grand Rebel”’ (Shivaji) in many Indian languages. There is, besides, a
proposal bythe N.B.T. to bring out a biography each of Shivaji and Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar. The Publications Division of the Ministry of Information & Broadcasting

also have a proposal to bring out shortly a biography of Dr. B.R. Ambedkar. As regards
the publishing of the literary works of Mahatma Phule and *Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar
and the biography of Shri Jyotirao Phule, the matter will be examined.

(i) Sub-standard and defective work was being done at Chambal bridge parti-
cularly in piers 14, 15, 16 and 17.

Will the Minister of Works and Housing and Supply and Rehabilitation be pleased to

refer to the reply given to Unstarred Question No. 3552 dated 12th December, 1977 regard-
Ing Land for Nehru Complex and state :

. (a) the specific reasons for not issuing the notification and for not paying compensa-
tion particularly when construction work has been completed and overhead Tank and Car
Parking shed have already been built;

(b) whether it is not contrary to the constitutional provisions;

(¢) whether he will fix a target date for issuance of notification and payment of com-
-pensation; if so, by whai time; and

(d) how the owners of land will be compensated for the harassmeént caused to them,
subversion of their rights and financial loss suffered by them ?

The Minister of Works and Housing and Supply and Rehabilitation (Shri Sikander
Bakht) : (a) Demarcation of land and certain other factors are involved.

(b) It is against the provisions of the land Acquisition Act.

_ (c) Necessary land acquisition proceedings have been initiated. While every effort
will be made to expedite the process, no firm date could be given for the issue of notification.

(d) The rightful owners will get compensation after the declaration of the award.
They will also be allotted alternative plots, if they fulfil the relevant conditions.

The Minister of Agriculture and irrigation

(Shri Swurjit Singh Barmal) (a). Yes Sir. The Western Kosi Embankment was
however extended about 3 miles downstream of Jhamta.

(b) The State Government of Bihar have intimated that the areas in the districts
of Saharsa, Monghyr, Bhagalpur and Purnea, downstream of Jhamta and Koparia, which
were previously flood-affected, continue to be affected by high flbods r_wt-only of the Kosi
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but also of the Kamla and Bagmati rivers. The statistics of the extent of damages are not
collected separately, but it is a fact that the damages are extensive.

(c) Flood water after spilling touches some lengths of the National Highway No. 31
and the Railway embankment, but the major danger to these are from erosion and flood

of Ganga.

(d) The extension of left (eastern) and right embankments of Kosi involves complex
technical and hydraulic problems. The river Kosi flows west to east beyond Koparia,
and many drainage channels join the river from the North, on the right it is joined by
Kamla and Bagmati, which pose difficulties in extending the Kosi embankments. How-
ever, a scheme has been drawn up by the State Government for protecting these areas from
the floods of the river Kosi by means of a right bank embankment along the Eugmati
beyond Badlaghat. This embankment will run along the joint course of Kosi and Bagmati
rivers upto the confluence of Kosi with Ganga at Kurseela. This will provide a continuous
line of embankment in continuation of the Bagmati embankment now terminating at Badla-
ghat. The total cost of the scheme is estimated to be Rs. 4 crores and it will provide pro-
tection to an area of about 25,000 hectares. The scheme has been submitted by the State
Government to the Ganga Flood Control Commission.

NCERT Programme for development of Indian Language

19490. Shri Subhash Ahuja : Will the Minister of Education, Social Welfare and Cul-
ture be pleased to state :

(a) whether a programme has been drawn by the N.C.E.R.T. for the development
of Indian Languages;

(b) whether it is a fact that during the past fifteen years programmes were undertaken
only for the development of English language and Indian languages were negleted; and

(c) if so, the reasons therefor?

.. The Minister of Education, Social Welfare and Culture (Dr. Pratap Chandra Chunder):
(a) and (b) N.C.E.R.T. is not responsible for the development of Indian languages. The
development of Indian languages is a programme operated directly by the Ministry of
Education through the State Governments. The N.C.E.R.T.’s responsibility is to prepare
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the curriculum/syllabus and also prepare textbooks and other instruction material in those
languages which are taught in the school system. The N.C.E.R.T. prepares the textbooks
primarily for the Central Board of Secondary Education. The N.C.E.R.T. in collaboration
with the Central Institute of English and Foreign Languages, Hyderabad has been respon-
sible for preparing text-books for English. The N.C.E.R.T. has also similarly prepared
the course content and instruction material for Hindi from classes I to X. On a specific
request, the NCERT also had a special project on teaching of Bengali as a second language,
but this was purely a research project. As regards Regional Languages, each State Go-
vernment has its own elaborate organisation for identifying the course ccntent in the lan-
guage to be taught in the schools for which syllabus and textbooks are alsc prepared under
the auspices of the State Board of Education. In view of the abcve, the question of NCERT
developing only English language and not working for Indian languages dces not arise.

Allottees found guilty of unauthorised subletting
are penalised in accordance with the provisions of allotment rules which include debarment
from allotment or sharing for specific period.

capita production of pulses from 1951-52 to 1976-77 is given in annexure. The figures o
production for 1977-78 are not yet available.

. (b) Research work on pulses has been conducted in the past to inzrease their produc-
tion. As a result of these efforts short duration varieties of moong (Pusa Baisakhi), urd
(T-9), cowpea (C-152) have been evolved which are being grown as casch crop, inter-
crop or mixed crop in the multiple cropping patterns. It has also been established that
use of Rhizobial culture ad phosphatic fertilizers in pulses cultivation increases yield per
hectare. Plant protection schedules have also been evolved to control insect pests. Be-
sides, improved varieties of different pulses viz., moong (T-44, T-2), urd (Selection 1),
arhar (T-21, UPAS-120), pea (T-163), lentil (L 9-12, T-36) and gram (C-208) have been
evolved which give increased yield with the adoption of improved agronomic practices in
their cultivation.

The developmental efforts have also been made to popularise the useof short
duration improved varieties and adoption of improved agronomic practices.

A Centrally Sponsored Scheme for development of pulses was also initiated in
1972-73 and is being continued.

In order to provide an incentive to growers for higher production of pulses, the
support price of gram was raised from Rs. 95 per quintal to Rs. 125 psr quintal.

(¢) Yes Sir, the Government have taken up summer moong campaign in the pofential
States to increase area under this crop and have also taken steps to multiply the seed of
short-duration and improved variéties of pulses. Under the Centrally Sponsored Scheme
on development of pulses, financial assistance has been provided to the State Govern-
ments for multiplication of breeder’s seed, foundation seed and certified seed. Bssides,
subsidy was also provided in 1977-78 under the Central Sector Scheme on Quality Seed
Production of Pulses for varietizs of all-India importance, for breeder’s and fouudation
seed multiplication as per rates given below:

These steps will help in bringing more area under pulses cultivation.

The measures being taken by Government to increase pulses production in 1978-79

them to adopt improved practices), multiplication of seed of short duration
and improved varieties, increased use of Rhizobial culture and adoption of plant
protection measures in pulses cultivation.

(2) Financial assistance is provided under the Central Sector Scheme on pulses for
breeder’s seed multiplication of short-duration and improved varieties of pulses
of all India importance.
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~ (3) The State Governments would be réquested to organise campaigns by mobilising ,
the staff of the AﬁgriculturelDevEIopment Departments. The camp‘ai?: will include training
of extension staff (9 training courses in Kharif and equal numiber of courses in rabi undet
the Central Sector Scheme) and farmers, promoting use of certified seed of improved
varieties, application of phosphatic fertilizers, increased use of Rhizobial culture and adop-
tion of plant protection’ measures.

The Minister of Works and Housing and Supply and Rehabilitation (Shri Sikander
Bakht) : (a), (b) and (c) Basically, housing is in the State Sector; only the Subsidised
Housing cheme for Plantation Workers is in the Central Sector. The Central Govern-
ment provides funds to the State Governments by way of block loans and block grants and
it is upto the State Government to fix up their prioritics. However, the main highlights of
the future programme in the field of housing are:— '

(i) Adoption of a housing programme aimed at clearing the backlog and meeting the
additional demand due to population growth and replacement of unusable houses
over a period of 20 years;

(i) Restricting utilisation of public funds for low income households so that larger
number of dwelling units are constructed with the resources allocated to this
sector;

(i) Provision of incentives to the private sector for taking up housing on a large
scale.

Government have not appointed any Committee to ascertain the housing require-
ments of urban and rural areas and the expenditure required to be incurred to meet the
requirement. However according to an estimate made by the National Buildings organisa-
tion, the housing Shortage on the eve of the Fifth Five year Plan, i. e. on Ist April, 1974
was 15.6 million units-11.8 million units in rural areas and 3.8 million units in
urban areas. A hcusing programme of clearing the backlog and meeting the additional
demand due to population growth and replacement of unusable houses in 20 years will
invclve the construction of 4.75 million housing units per year 3.50 million units in rural
areas and 1.25 million units in urban areas.

their periods of service, who have not been allotted General Pool Accommodation so far.
However, in General Pool Accommodation in D:zlhi/Naw Delhi, priority dates covered for
allotment in Types I to IV quarters are as follows :

Housing Problem

9594. Dr. Laxminarayan Pandeya : Will the Minister of Works and Housing and
Supply and Rehabilitation be pleased to state :

(a) whether Government can assure complete solution of housing problem on their
own within a given period; and

(b) if not, the reasons for not considering a scheme for soluticn of this problem
within a fixed time by obtaining private sector cooperation ?

The Minister of Works and Housing and Supply and Rehabilitation (Shri Sikander
Bakht) : (a) and (b) The ratio between the public sector investment and private sector
investment in housing in the Fifth Five Year Plan has been about 1 : 4. For us to aim
at a target of providing a house to each household within a definite time frame, the rate
of investment in housing in the public and private sectors will have to be stepped up.

The main highlights of the proposed future programme in the field of housing are:—

(i) Adoption of a housing programme aimed at clearing the backlog and meeting
the additional demand due to population growth and replacement of unusable houses
over a period of 20 years;

(i) Restricting utilisation of public funds for low income households so that larger

number of dwelling units are constructed with the resources allocated to this
sector;

(i) Provision of incentives to the private sector for taking up housing on a large
scale,

(¢) Apart from the limited funds available for giving financial assistance, most of the
organisation did not satisfy the rejuisite conditions prescribed under the respective schemes.

Price of 251-Horse-power Tractor

0596, Dr. Laxminarayan Pandeya : Will tke Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation
be pleased to state :

(a) whether Government propose to reduce the prices of tractors of 25-horse:power
which are mostly used by small or middle farmers;

(b) whether there is conéiderabl_e demand for such lower horse-power tractors and

The Minister for Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barnala) : (a) Govern-
ment are not considering any such proposal.

(b) The demand for such low horse-power tractors is estimated at around 289 of
the total production of tractors of all horse-powers. The total demand for power fillers
has, however, been small ranging from 1500 to about 2500. The high prices of tractors
and power fillers 1eflect the high cost of their production.

- +(c) Government have recently abolished the excise duty on tractors of 12 draw-bar
horsé-power and below. Government had earlier cxempted fiom excise duty tyres, tubes
and batteries used in the production of tractors generally. Further, in order that the small
farmiers are not prevented from using the tractors and power tillers because of their high
ﬂli(!:fs, mngemcnts have been made in several areas to provide this fatility on custom-

ing basis. '

Unaathorised Construction in Delhi

Increasing production of ajmeri blossoms of mangees

9599, Shri Dharamsingbkai Patel : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation
be pleased to state :

The Minister for Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit SinghfBarnala) : (a) There
is.ne Central Government scheme for imcreasing the production of Ajmeri blossoms and
for growing 4 kinds of mangoes on one mango tree in Gujarat. However, the State Gov-
vernment of Gujarat have formulated a scheme for Ajmeri ber budding in the State sector.
Under this scheme, inferior ber trees are budded with the improved variesties under the
technical guidance of Agriculture Department. The State Government also do not have
any scheme for growing 4 kinds of mangoes on one mango tree.

(b) It is proposed to convert 10,000 inferior ber trees into improved ones. Since -
there is no scheme for growing 4 kinds of mango fruits on one tree the information with
regard to the number of the trees proposed to be planted may be treated as nil.

(c) The Central Government has no praposal to give assistance to Gujarat Govern-
menit for 'the said schemes. The State Government have, however, sanctioned Rs. 14,000/-

for the scheme for top-working for Ber trees. Entire cost of Ber budding will be met by
the State Agriculture Department.

) (d) Under the Ber Budding Scheme 10,000 inferior grade trees are proposed to be
improved by top-working at the rate of 2,000 in each of the 5 selected districts namely,

Banaskantha, Mehsana, Rajkot, Amreli and Kutch. Information regarding mango may
be‘taken as nil.

Shri Durga Chand (Kangra) : This Bill has been put forth to solve the question as
to how the foreign exchange reserves which the country has accumulated sizeably during
the last few years, should be utilized. Therefore this Bill proposes to empower the Re-
serve Bank to open gold account abroad to invest in foreign securities to open accounts
with foreign branches of Indian banks and to invest in the securities of international or
regional banks. Further it also empower the Reserve Bank to give loans in foreign curren-
cies to scheduled banks and certainspecified financial institutions, to enable them to purchase
foreign exchange from the Reserve Bank for financing import of capital goods and other
approved purposes. Now the question arises whether we will utilize the foreign exchange
reserves for capital goods or for specified items. It is quite evident that our country is in
acute shortage of capital goods like cement, power etc. So, nobody should have an objec-
tive if they are utilized to increase the production of cement or for hydle power generation.

Shri Hukmdeo Narain Yadav (Madhubani) : Government have declared that the
country has become self-sufficient in the matter of good grains but we see that on the one
hand there is self-sufficiency and on the other hand people are starving. Similarly on
the one hand there is foreign exchange reserve and on the other hand the country is under
foreign debt. Why this foreign exchange is not being utilized for repaying the foreign
loan.

That foreign exchange can be
ytilized by the country. If this foreign exchange will be given to big industries for import
of capital goods, this will not be properly utilized. This will lead to bungling to the time
of crores of rupees.

If this foreign exchange reserve is to be spent on thin%s of consumption, it is misuse
of it but if it is to be spent on caoital goods to be used for further production then it is in
the interest of the development of the country. Bscause this hard earned reserve should be
utilised for the good of the country.

We have had a bitter experience of our nationalized banks and they cannot be trusted.
.They have failed to help the farmers in getting loans.

I would in the end request that in the Hindi version of Acts and laws simple words
should be used so that their meaning is easily understood.

The value of article which they can bring should be increased from
Rs. 500 to Rs. 3000,

Dr. Laxminarayan Pandeya (Mandsaur) : It would have been better if a compre-
hensive Bill is brought instead of this amending Bill.

The definition of manufacturer has been changed by this Bill. Is is not correct to
do so as it may lead to various sorts of complications. Those engaged 'in repacking busi-
ness will also be covered under the new definition of “manufacturer” and they will be

subject to excise duty also. It will thus cause loss to small scale industries. T shall,
therefore, request the Minister to reconsider this change in the definition of *manufacturer”
in order to protect the interest of small scale industries, In my opinion it would have

beent better if the previous definition of ‘manufacturer’ and clauses thereto are retained.

The Minister has also statcd that the punishment for smuggling will be increased
from six meonths to one year’s imprsonment. But merely this is not going to bring.- any
good results, unless the various loophols and lacuande in the legislation ar¢ removed and-
only their subordinates working under them t6 earn their livelihood are caught and

punished.

Government have not been able to check effectively the smugling activities at our
borders with Nepal and.Pakistan. In view of all this, a Lomorehcnswe Bill'is fieeded in

this regard.
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Shri Parmanand Govindjiwala (Khandwa) : The Minister has told that indirect taxation

has increased from hundreds of crores of rupees to thousands of crores of rupees. But
the Janta Government should at least see to what extent the black money has increased

along with incrzase in the indirect taxation.

The Central Excise and Salt Act defines the word “‘manufacture”. Several speakers
have said that something is added into it by way of clarification. But the proposed amend-
ment has not made any change in it and its wording is the same as it was earlier.

It is not known what is the necessity of bringing forth this Bill when a comprehensive
Bill is proposed to be brought forth.
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Dr. Laxminarayan Pandeya (Mandsaur) : The Minister has admitted in reply to starred
.-Question No.-606 on the Sth April,..1978 that seven textile mills of Madhya Pradesh are
suffering loss of Rs. 48 lakhs every month. This shows that there is something wrong with
the working of the National Textile Corporation which needs to be set right. The officers
incharge of these mills are not doing their duty properly. ' '

The objective of setting. up National Textile Corporation is that the sick units will
start functioning properly after they are modernised and their management is improved.
But the cloth manufacturad by these mills is costly and there are a number of irregularities
in the working of these mills. The general manager gave 14 lakh metres of cloth to M/s.
R.G. Wood, Bombay for export at Rs.'2:20 per metre and it is sold at Rs. 2.75 per metre
.after adding export incentive. The price of the same cloth in the local market is Rs. 3.20
per.metre. This cloth is required in the local market but no attention is paid to the needs
of the local market. Our textile policy should be decided keeping in view qur internal
consumption of cloth. It is learnt that per capita consumption of cloth in our country
has gone down recently. It is really a matter of great concern.

‘There is widespread corruption in National Textile Corporatlon mills of Beawar.
The N.T.C. is suffering loss of lakhs of rupees due to corruptlon in these mills.

So. far as.the appointment of a new chairman in N. T C. is conoemed the Minister
should look into t]:us matter.

We have invested crores of rupees in N.T.C. which has become a hotbed of corrupt

_practices. The minister should g0 into various lapses in the working of the National Tex-
-tile Corporation which: is responsibje for Josse s and take sieps,to see that it should wark
properly. Efficient officers should be encouraged and inefficient officers should . be
removed. The working of Burhanpur Mill, Burhanpur; Kalyan Mill, Indore and Hira
- Mill, Ujjain in Madhya Pradesh and Mahalaxmi and Edward Mills in Rajasthan should
be .improved so. that these. mills do not suffer loss. .
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The Minister of Industry (Shri George Farnandes) : The loss of National Textile
Corporation is not increasing, but it is continuously going down. In 1975-76 the loss was
Rs. 8 crores and 25 lakhs, in 1976-77 it was Rs. 7 crores 68 lakhs and in 1977-78 the loss
has come down to Rs. 5 crores 11 lakhs.

The government have taken over old mills which were running in loss. Condition
of some mills has improved while that of others has not improved to the desired extent.
The situation is improving gradually.

There is uncleared stock of cloth in the mills. Steps are being taken to improve the
situation. Till recently the N.T.C. mills in Madhya Pradesh were selling their cloth them-
selves but now the cloth manufactured by all the mills will be sold by the subsidiary unit
for Madhya Pradesh mills. This will eliminate the competition between mills and stock
of cloth will be cleared.

There is excess labour force in these mills which is not required. Every month 25
lakhs are spent on giving wages to these workers. The concerned trade unions and the
State Government should help us in this matter so that we can wipe out the losses. The
work of modernisation of mills is going fast.

. Questions have been asked about the steps taken to improve the condition of N.T.C.
mills. A scheme has been formulated to improve and modernise 103 N.T.C. mills involv-
ing an expenditure of Rs. 203 crores. I firmly believe that after modernisation most of
the N.T.C. mills will start making profit.

In December, 1976 only 17 mills were yielding profit but in December, 1977 46 mills
were running on profit. The present position is that most of the N.T.C. mills are showing
improvement.

Dr. Pandey has pointed out cases or burgling in export by certain firms of Bom-
bay, Madhya Pradesh. We would conduct an enquiry in the matter and prosecution would
be lauched in cases where something wrong has been done either by firm or by an officer.

Nobody would be spared. An inquiry is being conducted in one of the two cases pointed
out by the hon. Member, and as soon as the report is availabable, necessary action will be
taken thereon.

The other case is complicated 1 have just now received imformation that when an
officer was deputed there, Guha Majumdar refused to hand over the charge. This matter
would be inquired into immediately and necessary steps would be taken. But the main
question is whether the charge was handed over or not. It is not correct to say that we
did not consult the West Bengal Government or acted contrary to their advice. Some
actress is there—there may be a complaint to this effect—but nobody can be a P.R.O. were
on the grounds of bring an actress.

There are several corplaints about the functioning of our subsidiaries there. We
are taking steps to appoint a new officer there.

There is also the question of overhauling N.T.C. We have almost formulated a
new policy in regard to textiles and it would be our effort to make it public before the present
session is over. Utilimately it would be our policy to provide cloth to the public at cheap
rates;and other considerations are only secondary JThis is a fundamental thing and would
im>ress on N.T.C. to sunply cloth at cheaper rates.
