ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS

EXPORT OF ROSE-WOOD AND SANDAL-WOOD

*988. SHRI ISHWAR CHOUDHRY : Will the Minister of COMMERCE, CIVIL SUP-
PLIES AND COOPERATION be pleased to lay a statement showing :

(a) the parts of the country where rose-wood and sandal-wood are found in abundance
and the quantum thereof exported last year (country-wise);

(b) the amount of foreign exchange earned thereby; and
(c) steps taken to increase the export ?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF COMMERCE, CIVIL SUP-
PLIES AND COOPERATION (SHRI ARIF BAIG) : (a) to (c) A statement is laid on
the Table of the Sabha.

STATEMENT

(a) and (b) Rosewood is mainly grown in the States of Kerala, Karnataka and Tamil
Nadu. Sandalwood is mainly found in the States of Karnataka and Tamil Nadu and
production is concentrated mainly in the Mysore region of Karanataka State. A statement
showing quantity @nd value (country-wise) of Rosewood and Sandalwood exported from
India during 1976-77 is attached.

(c) Our policy is to increase the export of only value added items such as veneers,
plywood of Resewood and perfumtry items and oil of Sandalwood. As far as Rosewood 1is
concerned quota restrictions have been placed on the exports of logs and sawn form whereas
the export of Sandalwood including chips, billets and spent dust flakes is allcwed only is
the extent of certificates and transit permits issued by the State Forest Authorities concerned.
These steps have been taken to discourage the export of wood in raw form with a view to
make available larger quantities of raw material in order to develop indigenous industry
which is both employment and export oriented.

SHRI ISHWAR CHOUDHRY : The hon, Minister has clarified the policy of the
Government regarding the export of sandal-wood and rose-wood which is allowed for deve-
lopment of indigenous industries but it transpires from the statement of sandal wood export
that equal quantity of the wood is being exported to various countries but the rates are
- ‘different. For_instance Rs. 53,000 were charged from Britain whereas Rs. 30,103 were
charged from US.A. Similarly, Rs., 27,940 were charged from Dubai and Rs. 1,78,000
from France. It seems that this difference might be due to expenditure on concluding
- export agreement. Did the Central Government give any advice and assistance to the con-
cerned States with a view to ensure consumption of Sandal and rose wood within the
" country and development of their indigenous industries ? I also want to know from the
hon. Minister of Industries the steps taken by them for promoting this programme.

SHRI ARIF BAIG : It is our aim that larger equantity of costly wood is used within
our country so that it may previde employment to the people and the products of such wood
should be exported in larger quantity so that it may provide us an opportunity to earn
foreign exchange. It has been emvisaged in our policy on this matter that such valuable
wood will be exported not in the form of logs but in the form of furniture and other
articles of added value so as to provide employment to a large number of people in our

-country during the next 3 years,

SHRI ISHWAR CHOUDHRY : I am grateful to the hon. Minister who appreciated
our intentions that the raw material available in the country should be ysed within the
country and the goods made of it are exported so that foreign exchange could be earned.
But in some states the Forest Departments are not following this policy resulting in misuse
of valuable wood like saridal wood. 1 hope that it would be a cause of concern to the

hon. Minister.
With the hon. Minister convene a meeting of representatives of State Forest Depart-
ments in the near future and suggest them such steps ?

I also want to know whether you propose to set up a factory or to advise the concerned
contractors to do so for manufacturing goods out of raw material available in the country
and to export the goods manufactured there.

SHRI ARIF BAIG : As I have already stated, it is the policy of the Government
to provided employment to the largest number of people. 1 want to inform the House
that this valuable wood has not attracted our attention so far, rosewood trees take 100 to
150 years for their full growth. If we do not pay any attention towards this wood, if
‘would not be available in our country. Its present production is 30,000 cubic metres
which may go down by 50 'per cent during the next 2-3 years. Therefore the Government
are now paying attention to the protection of these trees, the setting up of factories for
its wood and for manufacturing articles out of this wood and as such a large number of

people may get employment.

What have you decided about the-
plans already received and what amount will be spent thereon ?

SHRI PURUSHOTTAM KAUSHIK : I have already given the details of expenditure
worth Rs. 25 lakhs to be incurred during 1978-79 in the State Sector. As regards the Sixth.
Plan we shall certainly consider the perspective plan received from the State Government.
The suggestion of the hon. Member regarding development of the area near Dwarka will
also be considered inter alia. As regards Janata Hotels I have already said that areas will.
be identified after undertaking survey and depending on the resources available. We cannot
depend solely or central resources, The State Governments and State Tourism Corporation
should also provide resources for the comstruction of Janata Hotels. I have appealed to.
the people to help in construction of Janata hotels.

SHRI AHSAN JAFRI : Is Gujarat not covered under your scheme of survey for-
location of Janata hotels ? Can no centre be developed there ? Surat, Ahmedabad, Gir-
Forest, Dwarka, Veeraval Complex etc. are centres of big attraction from outside the
State ? You are going to spend Rs. 32 lakhs in four cities of Madras, Delhi, Calcutta, etc.
Are you not able to decide on construction of a Janata hotel in Gujarat ?

SHRI PURUSHOTTAM KAUSHIK : A provision of Rs. 10 crores has been made which:
is just sufficient for construction of 1250 rooms Janata hotels in the four metropolitan cities
only. Achievements and failures will be reviewed every year and reallocation etc. would
be made in accordance with the new policy and the rolling plan.

DEATHS DUE TO KALA-AZAR

8. SHRI RAM VILAS PASWAN : Will the Minister of HEALTH AND FAMILY
WELFARE be pleased to state :

_ (a) the total number of deaths which have occurred due to Kala-azar in the country
during the last one year;

(b) . whether reports of incidence of Kala-Azar are still coming in from the different
parts of the country; and

(c) the steps taken by Government to check the spread of Kala-Azar ?

MINISTER OF STATE FOR HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (SHRI JAGDAMBI
PRASAD YADAV) : (a) Deaths due to Kala-Azar have been reported from the State of
Bihar. 229 deaths have been reported in Bihar in 1977 and 6 deaths during this year.

(b) Reports of new cases of Kala-Azar are being reported from Bihar from districts
other than Vaishaii, Muzaffarpur, Samastipur and Sitamarhi where anti Kala-Azar measures
have been taken. No such report has been received from other States.

Y

(c) A statement indicating the steps taken by Government to check spread of Kala-
Azar is laid on the Table of the Sabha.

STATEMENT

The following measures have been taken to check the spread of Kala-Azar :—

1. In Bihar DDT spray has been given in the areas to control the Sand Fly population
which is the carrier of the disease in the four districts of Bihar which were worst
affected. A comprehensive control programme for the whole State of Bihar for
1978-79 has been drawn up. The Control programme includes DDT spray
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(2 rounds in the affected areas), case detection and treatment, training of person-
nel and undertaking of research programmes. A total outlay of Rs 134.85 lakhs
has been made for 1978-79 for assistance by the Central Government. In addition
the State Government would provide drugs for the treatment of cases.

2. The Central Government have set up a Central Survey Team at the Directorate
of National Malaria Eradication Programme for carry out Kala-Azar services in
States other than Bihar.

3. Antimony drugs have been provided by the Government of Bihar to the Primary
Health Centres for giving treatment to the affected cases.

4. Adequate amount of Pentamadine and Lomidine, which are required for cases
which are resistant to Antimony drugs have been procured and provided to Bihar
and other States by the Health Ministry.

5. Union Minister of State for Health and Family Welfare himself visited Kala-Azar
affected areas of district of Muzaffarpur, Vaishali, Samastipur, Sitamarhi and
Saharsa and supervised the Programme.

6. Central Teams from the National Institute of Communicable Discases, Delhi have
paid repeated visits to supervise the field activities in Bihar.

7. Training of medical and para-medical staff in diagnosis and control of Kala-Azar
has been taken up.

8. ({;csearch is being undertaken to outline steps to prevent the recurrence of the
isease.

- SHRI RAM VILAS PASWAN : 1 raised this matter long ago but nobody took notice
of it. At that time Government stated that there had been only 7 deaths due to Kala-azar.
I had challenged the Government that there had been 2000 deaths in Vaishali district only
and T would resign from the membership of the House, in case <Government’s report 1Is
correct. It is regrettable that such misleading report is given. The hon. Minister just reads
out the information made available to him. Shri Yadav stated in a Press Conference on
25th September that 4000 deaths had taken place due to Kala-azar in Bihar.

The National Institute of Communicable Diseases in Delhi conducted a survey of the
districts Vaishali, Muzaffarpur, Samastipur and Sitamarhi in Bihar during last August
and on conclusion of the survey they reported that there were 60 to 70 thousand people
suffering from Kala-azar and 8 thousand people had died thereof. A report appeared
in 2 newspaper on 1st September that Dr. (Smt.) S. Triky, the Director of Health Services
in Bihar had visited to Hazipur and stated that in Vaishali district alone 800 villages were
in the grip of Kala-azar. 1 had demanded that W.H.O. experts should be called for. A
Central Committee and a W.H.O. experts team visited Bihar for a survey. Being the
custodian of this House you may please guide us how we should act. I would like to know
whose report about the incidence of the desease and toll of life is correct.

sa

I want to know what steps are being taken to prevent the Kala-azar. I want to tell
you that Kala-azar is a developed form of maleria. It is reported that incidence of malaria
has increased six times in Delhi. If the Government is not able to check malaria, it will not
be successful in checking even Kala-azar. The cases of malaria have increased six times
and as reported in Press on 29th April Kala-azar has broken out again in north Bihar and ten
thousand persons are in its grip. Hence Government should act on war footing to check this
disease.

The second point is that he has tried to show that Malaria and Kala-azar are same.
But the virus of Malaria is different whereon the virus of Kala-azar is Saint fly, It does
not fly whereon the saint fly flies. As far as the preventive measures are concerned, D.D.T.
is used in both case. I have tried to meet the requirements of D.D.T. Other medicines
have also been made available. I have taken all possible measures. I think I have furnished
full information in the statement. We have chalked out a programme to spend Rs. 134 .86
lakhs during 1978-79. We have made arrangements for spray pumps and medicines sprays
have already undertaken in 2 or 3 districts. We have made full preparations.

AN HONOURABLE MEMBER : How many persens have died ?

SHRI JAGDAMBI PRASAD YADAV : It is very difficult to furnish correct figures
of deaths. I have sent an official to find out the figures. The honourable member was
also to visit the places where deaths in thousands have been reported. But he did not
reach there. The Government data indicates that in 1977. 229 persons have died. Some
statistics are not available. We will send an officer to collect the same. if the honourable
member {ries to give information, we will readily receive it.

. SHRI RAM VILAS PASWAN : Mr. Speaker Sir, I am all praise for the minister that
he has undertaken the work on warfooting. But I want to know that whether the reply
of the honourable Minister that 4000 persons have died was correct or what he has said
in the Government report that 270 persons have died is correct ? '

that four thousands persons have died and the honourable minister has confirmed this figures.
I want to ask whether only four districts of Bihar are in the grip of Kala-azar or whether
it is spreading in Haryana, Uttar Pradesh and in other States. If it is spreading there,
what steps are being taken by Government to contain it on war footing ?

SHRI JAGDAMBI PRASAD YADAV : In 1978, we have not received information
from other States. But in 1977, some cases were reported from Bengal, Meghalaya and certain
other States. But these cases were due to communicable diseases. For example, two persons
belonging to Bihar came to Willingdon hospital for treatment. They went back to Bihar. In
1978. we have not received any report from any State except Bihar. In Bihar, we have
examined all the 31 districts and we have undertaken spraying work there., We have taken
all preventive measures to check Malaria as well as Kala-azar, work in this regard is going
on at warfooting.

SHRI VINAYAK PRASAD YADAV : Mr. Speaker Sir, 500 persons have died of
Kala-azar in Sonbarsa block in Saharsa district last year. Honourable Minister has also
paid a visit to that block but nothing has been done there even after that. The result has
been that Kala-azar is spreading in Saharsa district and hundreds of persons have died
due to it. I want to know the reasons why no action has been taken even after the
honourable member visited the affected district.

It is said that D.D.T. is not effective for killing mosquitoes. Will the Minister enquire
into this matter ?

SHRI JAGDAMBI PRASAD YADAV : As far as Saharsa is concerned, 455 cases were
reported in 1977 and there were 1464 cases in 1977 and 1978 and three persons have died.

As far as the D.D.T, sprays are concerned, the malaria virus has, developed resistance
to it. ‘Therefore, substitutes such as B.H.C. or Malathian are being used. But it has not
been repoited from anywhere that sand fly has also developed resistance to D.D.T. As far
as spraying is concerned, it is going on. Four districts of Vaishali, Muzaffarpur, Samastipur
and Sazharsa of Bihar have been sprayed twice.

SHRI VINAYAK PRASAD YADAV : Spraying has not been done. If it has been
done, the mosquitoes do not die.

SHRI JAGDAMBI PRASAD YADAV : The time has come when the spraying operations
will be undertaken.

SHRI1 MRITUNJAY PRASAD : I had suffered from Kala-azar in 1920 and [ teok
some medicine and was cured of it—But I have forgotten the name of that medicine.

SHRI MRITUNJAY PRASAD : The effect of that medicine has been that I was cured
of Kala-azar but that disease has still its effect on my health. The medicines cure the
disease but adverselv affect the health. May I ask the Minister that what arrangements
are being made to check this adverse effect ?

SHRI YUVRAIJ : Mr. Speaker Sir, the menace of Kala-azar is not only in Bihar but
also in Eastern Uttar Pradesh. West Bengal, and Tamil Nadu. The Health Department
had asked for Rs. 2 crores 11 lakhs from the Planning Commission and the Planning
Commission has refused it on the ground that it is a State subject. Whether it is because
of shortage of funds that proper medical facilities are not available in the Kala-azar areas
and the proper surveys have also not beem conducted there.
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Government is also not aware of the number of deaths from Kala-azar. Therefore,
I want to know that the Planning Commission refused to grant money on the plea that it
was a State subject ?

SHRI JAGDAMBI PRASAD YADAV : Sir, it has not happened during the rule of
Janata Party. A demand was made during the Congress regime and the Planning Com-
mission did not accept it on the plea that it was a State subject. But when the menace of
Kala-azar became acute, we approached the Planning Commission and they accepted our
request. I would like to inform the honourable member that we are forulating a 134.86
lakh programme and it will be implemented in Bihar and we will not allow anybody to die
due to the money or medicine shortage.

(b) Some State Governments reported that the methodology of computation of agri-
cultural holdimgs tax as suggested by the Raj Committee-was vetry cumbersome and that
they would prefer s:mpler ways to tax the agncultural mcomes .

(c) In the Draft Five Year Plan 1978-83, it has been sqggested that. the State Go:uern-
ments should once again consider imposition of a progressive agrlcultural holdmgs tax in
the form recommended by the Raj Commities but, if it-is mot considered feasible, surcharges
at graduated rates should be added to the land revenue in all States in order to introduce
progression in_the system of agucullunl taxation and. to mohilise resources from the agri-
cultural sector.

The concealed income was
determined at Rs. 26 lakhs and was assessed in the assessment years 1956-57 to 1969-70.
These assessments resulted in a demand of over Rs. 23 lakhs.

. Over Rs. 13 lakhs has already been paid towards the demand raised. Some of the
seized assets have been released. The, remaining assets have been kept as security against
the outstanding demand including penalty and the interest levied subsequent to the
assessments.

FUNCTIONING OF COOPERATIVE SOCIETIES

9253. DR. RAMIJI SINGH : Will the Minister of COMMERCE, CIVIL SUPPLIES AND
COOPERATION be pleased to state :

(a) whether cooperative societies in the country are not functioning satisfactorily;

(b) if so, the reasons therefor and the steps proposed to be taken by Government to
speed up their functioning; and

(c) the arrangements proposed to be made regarding prevention of irregularities in
public distribution system through cooperative societies ? '

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF COMMERCE, CIVIL SUP-
PLIES AND COOPERATION (SHRI K. K. GOYAL) : (a) Cooperative institution in
the country have continued to make steady progress in various sectors, although in some
cases, their functioning was not quite satisfactory.

(b) The reasons for unsatisfactory working of some of the cooperative institutions may

be lurgely attributed to deficiency in the management, lack of professionalised management,
weak capital structure, failure to adopt business oriented policies and procedures, lack of
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members’ loyalty, growth of vested interests etc. Steps required to be taken for stream!ining
and development of cooperatives on sound basis are discussed in the Annual Conferences
of State Registrars of Cooperative Societies and State Ministers of Cooperation. The
Government of India have recently suggested an action programme requesting the State
Governments to gear up the cooperative administration and to take up effect action pro-

gramme to remove their deficiencies and undertake effective measures for the proper func-
tioning of cocperatives,

(c) The Central Government have suggested to the State Governments that priority
should be given to cooperatives in the allotment of Fair Price Shops and that cooperatives
should be developed for distribution of consumer articles. Steps have also been taken to

provide necessary financial and technical assistance to cooperatives, so that they may play
their duz role in the public distribution system.

Zongri area, Western Sikkim for a period of 10 days including journey time, provided they
travel upto Bagdogra by air and follow the prescribed routes for trekking.

(c) and (d). The Indian poppy husk (straw) is facing stiff competition from Turkish
poppy husk which not only has a higher morphine content but because of the proximity of
Turkey to the importing countries which are in Furope the element of freight in the price
of Turkish straw is comparatively lower. However, with a view to increase the foreign
exchange earnings from poppy husk, it has been decided to set up a plant with a capacity
to process 12,000 tons of poppy husk for extraction of morphine, codeine and other alkaloids
from poppy husk for the purpose of export. '

REGIONAL. RURAL BANKS

SUP-
PLIES AND COOPERATION (SHRI ARIF BAIG) : (a) and (b) The demand for
handloom garments which were facing sluggish market conditions in USA and unilateral
restrictions in EEC countries during 1977, has revived since January, 1978. The export
trade is reported to have entered into contracts with their counterparts in USA, EEC,
Scandinavia, Australia, Japan etc.

(¢) The total amount of foreign exchange earned during 1976-77 amd 1977-78 (April,
‘77—January, 78) by export handloom garments was Rs. 155.15 crores and Rs. 71.34
crores respectively. Apart from cash compensatory support and import replenishment
licensing against exports of handloom garments, participation pa specialised textile fairs
abroad, sales-cum-study teams to explore new markets and to introduce new items in_the
existing markets, intensive publicity campaigns, establishment of export production projects
in the important handlcom centres under the Central Plan, establishment of Apparels Export
Promotion Council are some of the efforts being made to increase exports of handloom
garments.

Of this, assistance amounting to US
dollar 879 million has already been approved for specific projects. The balance amount is
also expected to be approved before June 30, 1978.

(b) According to the standard procedures, aid for the projects assisted by the World
Bank group is released by way of reimbursement of expenditures as and when incurred.
Since aid approvals for these projects have issued only recently, no disbursemecnt have
been made by the Bank group for these projects upto March 31, 1978.

THE MINISTER OF FINANCE (SHRI H. M. PATEL): (a) The Ind_ustrla-l-
Finance Corporation (IFC) has reported that during Emergency (from June, 1975 10
March, 1977), 56 officers of various ranks were transferred amongst its different offices.
All these transfers were made according to the exigencies of work and to meet the requiré-
ments of the IFC. Out of the above, 20 transfers were made on promotion, 4 consequent
to retiremeny, etc., 9 on their representations on compassionate grounds and 23 were normal
tramsfers according to the requirements of the Corporation. None of the employees was
transferred from one place to another place for reasons of complaints or allegations nor
were transfers back made for any such reason.

_(b) The deceased Shri L. D. Mundkur, Manager did not die in the office of the IFC
or in its compound. He died on 10-2-1977 at his residence. His was a known case of
diabetes for several years and he had been practically an invalid

The deceased Shri K. Gopalaswamy, Asstt. Manager came to office on 6th August,.
1977 i his usual manner and was working in the office till about 6 p.m. Thereafter, he
suddenly collapsed. A Doctor who arrived within a few minutes to render medical help,
proncunced him to be dead. According to the Doctor, Shri Gopalaswamy had died of
heart faliure (instant cardiac arrest).

(¢)- As Shri Mundkur expired in his own house and had not come to the office on
that day, the question of IFC sending his body for post mortem did not arise. Shri
Gopalaswamy died a mnaturat death in the circumstances explained above and the members
of htls f‘aémly, who took charge of the body, did not consider it advisable, to get the post.
mortem ~done.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF FINANCE (SHRI SATISH
AGARWAL) : (a) to (d). During the course of search and seizure opérations cpnductf:d
i April 1969 in the premises of M/s. Ram Narain and Badri Prasad and their family
members in Purvia Tola, Etawah District, the Income-tax authorities seized gold and
silver ornaments worth over Rs. 18.52 lakhs besides books of account and documents
relating to assessment years 1948-49 and 1954-55 to 1969-70. On the basis of the maierial
seized, information furnished by the aassessee and the investigations made by the Depart-
ment assessments for the assessment years 1954-55 to 1969-70 were completed. The con-
cealed income was determined at Rs. 26 laXhs and was assessed in the assessment years
1956-57 to 1969-70, resulting in a demand of over Rs. 23 lakhs. While completing the
assessments the investment in the seized assets representing pawned articles was also iaken
into accomt. The pawned articles were accounted for in the seized papers. No paper was
returned without taking proper action.

i

Over Rs. 13 lakhs has already been paid towards the demand raised. Some of the
seized assets have been released to the assessee from whom the seizure was . made. '1_'he
remaining assets have been kept as security against the outstanding demand, including
penalty and interest levied subsequent to the assessments. As per information preseatly
Ia\i?lilable the outstanding demand under the Income-tax and Wealth-tax Acts is Rs. 17.56
akhs.

RBrimary gold weighing 3838 gms. valued at Rs. 66,400/- and gold ornaments weighing
91,955.75 gms. valued at Rs. 11,85,600/- were seized under the Gold (Control) Act. The
seized ornaments were those which had been pawned with Shri Badri Prasad by other
pawn brokers as well as individuals. In the adiudication order of the case under the Gold
(Control) Act dated 16-2-1974, the Collector of Central Excise, Kanpur, on being satisfied
that the ornaments belonged to persons other than Shri Badri Prasad, who had themselves
not coatravened any provision of the Gold (Control) Act, did not order the confiscation
of the pawned ornaments, in terms of the proviso to section 71 of the Gold (Contiol)
Act but ordered their release -to Badri Prasad, from whom the ornaments were scized by
the Department. Qut of 8 boxes containing the seized ornaments with the Central Fxcise
Department, 4 boxes were released after reweighment on 15th and 16th March 1978, in the
presence of the Income-tax authorjties. The ten commission agents, who had pawned more
than 2000 gms. of ornaments with Shri Badri Prasad, were given intimation ubout the
date and place of the release. The remaining 4 boxes are under attachmeat by the Income-
tax authorities for recovery of income-tax dues from M/s. Ram Charan Lal Ram Narain.

2. To ensure that addresses on all envelops meant for Hindi speaking areas are
written in Hindi only.

3. To encourage persons doing their work in Hindi in the Department of Commerce
by giving incentives, prizes and good entries in Confidential Reports.

4. To arrange to impart training to typists and stenographers, who are well qualified
in Hindi, in Hindi typing and shorthand respectively.

5. Senior Hindi Officer and Hindi Officer to visit all the Sections to ensure the identi-
fication of files for noting and drafting in Hindi.

6. To arrange meetings of Section Officers for explaining to them the need for
working in Hindi.

7. To prepare a list of typists and stenographers who are bilingual.

8. Hindi Section should not entertain Hindi typing work of such Section as have
bilingual typists.

9. Senior Hindi Officer and Hindi Officer should visit every Section to ensure that
a Register was maintained in every Section for keeping record of the work done
in Hindi.
10. Cash award scheme to be circulated again and implemented.
STATEMENT II
Decisions taken in the meeting of the Official Language Implementation Committee
of the Department of Civil Supplies & Cooperation held on 30-?-],1977.

1. Sections which have mnot vet sent their standard drafts for Hindi translation may
be reminded.

2. Vanaspati Directorate to send the list of the English terminology used in the

Directorate immediately, so that a compilation of Hindi-Engli .
be prepared. nglish terminology may
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3. Immediate action be taken to fill up the vacancy caused by posting the Hindi
Stenographer of the Ministry in the Personmal Section of the Minister.

4. The organisations, which have not yet created posts for Himdi work as per the deci-
sions arrived at in the meeting held on 1st February, 1977 should take immediate
action in this regard. Posts of Hindi Officer and Translators may also be created
in Super Bazar.

THE. MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF COMMERCE, CIVIL SUP-
PLIES AND COOPERATION (SHRI K. K. GOYAL) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) In its representation to the National Cooperative Development Corporation
(NCDC), the Society has stressed that:

(i) since. during the last two years there has been a good rainfall, drought is not
feared for at least 2 more years and adequate water would be available for
sugarcane irrigation;

(ii) presently the Khandsari wuaits surrounding the factory cannot stand as com-
_petitors as. 30% of these. units are sick and the Society is paying:Rs. 141 J)er
tonne of sugarcane as against Rs. 110 being paid by the khandsari units; and

(iii) the economics of the sugar mill has since been revised on the basis of the
comments received from the NCDC.

(c) The repercussions in the event of the,closure of the sugar mill have been indi-
cated as under :—

(i) ‘at least 1000 workers would be rendered jobless; .

(ii) Government of India would lose nearly Rs. 60 lakhs annually otherwise accru-
ing as Excise Duty;

(iii) State Government of Gujarat would lose- every year about Rs. 12 lakhs on
‘account of purchase tax on sugarcane;

(iv) thousands of farmers would lose large sums of money on account of low price
of sugarcane supplied to Khandsari units;

(v) large quantity of sugarcane would be diverted to gur (jaggery) manufacturing.
Farmers would not then be able to realise even the bare cost of production
~.of sugarcane and they would be totally ruined: and

(vi) there would be loss of preduction of lakhs of quintals of sugar to the nation.

(d) The matter was referred by the NCDC to the Government of Gujarat, The State
Government have decided to_appoint a Committee to examine the various difficulties faced
by the sugar mill and submit its report within a period of 6 months. On receipt of the
report, final decision in regard to the future of the sugar mill would be taken by the State
Government. - The request for financial assistance to the sugar mill through the State
Government would be considered by the NCDC only on receipt of the recommendations
of the State Government based on the said report.

Matters Under Rule 377

(i) Central Sponsored Rural Link Roads Scheme

. DR. LAXMI NARAIN PANDEYA (Mandsaur) : Mr. Speaker Sir, I want your per-
mission to raise this important subject under rule 377. Government have started rural link
roads..scheme for 1977-78. But. it is matter. of regret that the Central Government have
refused to give further grants for the scheme. This has created difficulties for the state
Government. The Central Government have issued directive that- this scheme should be
undertaken by the Public Work Departments of the respective State Governments. But
these departments have their own works. Therefore, it is not justified to entrust the res-
ponsibility of the rural link. road to the Public works Departments of the respective State
Governments. Though the Central Government have given concession that the allocations
for the year 1977-78 could be utilised upto June, 1978 but that does not solve the problem.

Due to the decision of the Central Government, there is a danger that the construction
work already undertaken will not be completed. It is, therefore, imperative that the Central
Government reconsider the decision,.and - the - Agriculture Minister will give a statement
announcing that the schemc of rural link roads will be implemented properly.

[MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER in the chair]

SHRI TEJ] PRATAP SINGH : I was saying that at the time of formulating a plan
three main points should be kept in view. The first thing that we should know iIs. as to
what information is essential to meet our objectives. Then we should ensure that that
information is actually collected. The second thing is that there should be full sincerity
to achieve that objective. The third important point is that there should be infrastructure
for its proper inplementation_

You will see that the funds allocated in the former plan for constructing dams were to
the tune of six thousand crores but we have not been able to utilised it. Thus we should ensure
that the funds allocated for a particular purpose do not remain unutilised.

The main aim before us is that there should be a fair distribution of income and that
the gap between the rich and the poor should be bridged. But what are the views of our
planners in_this regard. At page 7 in the plan document they have stated that the trends
in the distribution of income and wealth are difficult to discern. It is very strange that our
planners do not know what are trends that are prevailing in the country. They do not
know that the rich are becoming richer and the poor pooorer. How then they would be
able to formulate a proper plan and meet our objectives ? In this way we will never be
able to remove our difficulties.

There are figures in the plan document. It is clear from those figures that in rural areas
20 per cent people have only one per cent assets. In other wards they have only one per
cent of the total amount i.e. they are very poor. There are four per cent people who have
about 30 per cent assets. There is a big gap. But the planners still say that they are not
aware of the trends. Therefore T feel that whatever growth rate we might achieve, unless
therz is fair distribution of our income our entire plan would be worth nothing.

Thz attention of Janata Government has gone towards rural areas. 1 think poverty can
be removed from rural areas if two things are dome properly. The first thing that we
should ensur: is that irrigational facilities are provided in villages to such an extent that
the farmers could get irrigation water whenever they meed and whatever quantity they
want.

During 1950-51, 23 million hectares of land was irrigated. Then in 1976, 45 million
hectares of tand was irrigated. But there are thousand millions hectares of land where there
is no provision for irrigation. In this plan' document it has been stated that further provision
will be made fer irrigating 17 million hectares of land. This i§ good. Bit if we want to
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make this country prosperous then we will have to provide irrigational facilities in the
villages to the extent the villagers need them.

My second point is in regard to cOftage’ industries. Thirty per cent people of rural
areas are such who do not have any work to do. Thus we should take effective steps to

ensure that cottage industries are developed speedily in rural areas so that none remains
unemployed there. )

In regard to agriculture there is one more point to be taken note of. We are’using
here chemical fertilisers. The result of these chemical fertilisers have been that the agri-

culture products are less tasty today. It should, therefore, be ensured that more use of
chemical fertilisers does not convert our land into waste land.

In our country cattle waste is utilised as a fuel. . We should therefore create alternative
means of fuel. The cattle waste thus saved could be utilised as manure in increasing
quantity. We should also try to utilise solar energy. Use of Gobar Gas plants should be
propagated. Those plant are very costly. They should be made cheeper.

The lot of the farmers cannot be improved even though production is increased unless
proper arrangements for marketing the same are made. Thus proper arrangements for
marketing of agricultural products should be made, Efforts should also be made to remove
intermediaries. Cooperative marketing societies should be encouraged and made successful.

The gllqcatioq for cooperatives has been increased from Rs. 376 crores to Rs. 500 crores.
This increase is too inadequate.

_ Last year there was a. total export of Rs. 5000 crores. Our of this total export Coope-
rative sector made exports of Rs. 72 crores only. The remaining export remained in the
hands of a few big business house. Thus the whole profit remained in the hands of a few
people only. Government should take steps to see that the ‘export trade does not remain in
the ‘hands of a few business houses and cooperative sector is encouraged in this field,

. In our country many crore acres. of land is unlevelled. ' Such a land is lying idle. It
is not being utilised for agricultural purposs nor it is beng utlsed for forestration. All
such land should be lévelled and distributed among the landless. They will utilise it for
agricultural purpose. Irrigation facilities should also be provided there.

) It has been said that District Committees should be constituted for industries. But there
is no use of such committees. Some powers should be vested.in Block “Committees and

Village Panchayats. Unless there is public participation in planning its effective implemen-
‘tation wculd not take place.

We should set up industries as such places where raw material. is available for them.

SHRI RAMJIWAN SINGH (Balia) : The debate on the draft plan is going on for
the last two days. Some hon, Members have said that this draft plan has been prepared in
haste and it should have been sent at village level or panchayat -Tevel. I am hof ‘one with

them on this score. The Members are also not showing any interest in this debate. While
it should have been better had the Members of the Planning Commission were present here
to hear the views of the M.Ps.

~ The opposition claims that the progress that has beem made hitherto is the result of
efforts made by Congress regimé. But the amount of loan that they had taken from 27
foreign countries - till 31st December amounted to Rs. 10,41,600 crores. Not only tha
our place of production of steel in 1951, when the plan had just started, was 8th in the
world but today it has gone down to 13th. In 1951 our trade was 2.1 per .cent of the
world trade which has reduced to 0.6 per cent in 1973 despite all these plans, When th¢
Englishmen left they had left here' Rs. 350 crores. But later on we lost efficiency as wel
as sincerity. Therefore, we cannot achieve any progress despite our plans. During the
first five yvear plan we spent on irrigation Rs. 200 crores, during the 2nd Plan we spen
Rs. 235 crores and during the third plan we spent Rs. 1152.3 crores, during the 4th pla:
we spent Rs. 2448 crores and during the fifth plan we spent Rs. 7293 crores. But we coul
not get required success in the field of generation of electricity,

Similarly, we could not get success in providing irrigation facilities and tpopulatio:
control. Thus during 30 years of their regime the congress had emptied our treasure o
honestry, sincerity and efficiency.

While formulating a plan it should be carefully seen_as to what are the reasons o
account of which the targets and objectives fixed in the previous plans could not be achieve:
and how they can be removed. This thing should also be kept in mind as to what ar
our problems and what action would be proper in our democratic system. '
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. It is not necessary that we should make equal developments in all the fields at one
time. First we should give priority to essential items and leave aside less important items.
But we should see that the targets fixed for such item are achieved in full and within the

prescribed limit,

After many years peaceful revolution has come in our country. We should therefore
make use of this time. After 1967 it is now that people have shown interest in democratic
set up. Thus we should try to solve our problems without any consideration for party
afliliation. we have to keep ali the aspects inview. It is said that we have prepared the
biggest plan and we have to spend huge amount thereon but the plan should not be consi-
dered the biggest one by seeing the amount of the plan. We have to set right the machinery
thrcugh which the plan is to be implemented. 1 would therefore, like to say that responsi-
bility should be fixed. The Santhanam Committee had also made certain suggestions. The
chairman of the Administrative Reforms Commission had recommended that promotion
should be made on the basis of efficiency instead of the length of service.

Demand is als» made for nationalisation. We have adopted a mixed economy for our
country. ! admit that we have paid much attention towards public sector in our last four
plans. and also spent huge amount thereon but thereafter private sector gained momentum.
Today in the country and number of companies with a capital of Rs. 1 crore is about 370.
Government purchase most of goods from private sector.

1 would also like to make certain suggestions, My first suggestion is this that respon-
sibility should be,fixed. Government shauld popularise the plan. The information regurding
the plan should be given to them for whom the plan has been prepared. There should
be ceiling on expenditure, The production of luxurious goods should be stopped completely
for a few years. Unemployment should be eradicated on the basis of ‘one man one job’. It

will help in solving this problem.

Rihar is rich in minerals. But Bihar is backward in respect of electricity, roads and educa-
tion. The per capita expenditure incurred in Bihar is the lowest. Nationalised Banks have ad-
vanced lesser amount of loans in Bihar as compared to other States. Keeping these facts
in view I will request the Government to provide maximum assistance to Bihar.

SHRIMATI KAMALA BAHUGUNA (Phulpur) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, it appears
that the Draft Plan has been prepared in haste. It also appears that there are serious lacunae
in it. I am not hesitant to say that it is vague and contains neither positive guidelines nor
positive programmes. The most glaring defect in it is that there is no chapter on labour
in it. Not only this, there is no indication in it as to how minimum wages of crores of
agricvlture workers in the country would be implemented. For this, mere legislation is not
enough. How it will be implemented this should have been mentioned in the Plan. The
lot of the agricultural labourers has not improved for the last thirty years. Keeping all
these things in view I think a chapter on labour should be included in the Plan and positive
effort must be indicated as to how the labour problem is going to b tackld in the years to
come,

Another point is that the problem of women has been dealt with in a callous manner.
The number of women in our country is fifty per cent. A slogan was raised that women
should also take part in socio-economic development of the country. It is not that they are
not taking part in it. About three crore women are working in factories, fields, mines and
tea gardens. They are in services too. There is no mention in the plan as to how they
will participate in the socio-economic development of the country in future. TIf we can
engage this women force in cottage industries it will benefit the country. This is my firm
conviction that if cottage industries are to be encourage in the villages then the only agency
which can help them is the Panchayat. No other organisation can help them.
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It appears from the plan that the same persons who have been getting the benefit of
the plans for the last thirty years will now be getting the benefit. Even today thirty per cent
of the people are possessing 82 p.c. of the country’s wealth. The remaining seventy per cent
people are in possession of 18 p.c. of the country’s wealth. Out of 70 p.c. 30 p.c. persons
are such who do not possess even 2 p.c. wealth. Therefore the question arises whether we
would be able to improve the lot of small farmers, poor farmers and -marginal farmers.
Uptill now the benefits of the improved technology in agricuture have gone to 30 p.c. big
farmers. -~ Now we should make efforts to ensure that this benefit eaches thé remadining
seventy per cent small farmers. We must go by the greatest good for the greatest number.

1 would also likz to draw your attention towards animal husbandry. Proper attention
should be paid towards animal husbandry.

What has been done for Harijans during the last thirty years is no enough.” What we
have done is not sufficient. We should have done more. = A few jobs or some land here
and there is not going to solve their problem. Serious attention has not been paid to these
problems in the Plan. Therefore all these matters’ should be carefully considered in the
Plan. 1 may tell you that mere outlay is not going to achieve anything. Increase in pro-
duction is also not going to keep much. What is more important is the distribution of
production. We should also see that Harijans are not merely helped in economic- field.

Thev should also be properly educated,
Who are the persons to- whom the benefit of commercial banks and cooperative banks

is going. It is onlv the rich persons who are enjoying this benefit. If we want to help the
Harijans and small farmers then we should ensure that the  benefit of these commercial

banks and cooperative banks goes to them.

1 would also like to suggest that there should be a-financial corporation in each State.
This corporation will help them developed. It will provide assistance to them for their
betterment. A ~federation of all these' corporation should be made at the all-India level.

This will help them to a great extent,

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA (Delhi Sadar) : I feel that there is nothing contro-
versial in my Bill and hence it will be supported by all the political parties. The Bill seeks
that the income of any political party should be exempted from income tax, Section 10
of the Act provides for tax exemptions but political parties have not been included for
that purpose. Political education is an important part of our educational system. Unless
the people arc given political education our country cannot make any progress. For the
development of our country it is necessary that political parties do have as much resources as
they can propagate their ideologies to the people.

Mo Failer MaT YA g -

DR. SusHiLA NAYAR in the Chair

Political parties should be required to maintain their accounts properly. They should
get their accounts audited and place these audited accounts before the people.

During the emergency and 30 yeaps preceding it we have seen the increasing influence
of money power on political life and it increased to that extent that the capitalists com-
pletely plagued the politics. Therefore there should be evolved some arrangements to avoid
such situation, N

There should also be provision for punishment to those who indulge in misuse of funds
of a political party.

If we want to check the influence of money on elections the restrictions on companies
denotions and advertisements should continue. 1In case these restrictions are lifted, the
money of shareholders would be passed on to political parties and -thus it would be misused
there.

I have to make two-threc suggestions. Firstly a comprehensive legislative proposal
should be brought forward. Secondly the Ministers should not in any case be allowed to
collect funds for their party, The persons found misusing funds of political parties should
be liable to punishment. -

DR. RAMIJI SINGH (Bhagalpur) : Just now our friend Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta
moved a proposal to amend the Income Tax Act and expressed his feelings in that regard.
I stand by him in this matter but as he has already admitted this Bill is not a comprehensive
measure. He actually wanted that Governmcni should bring forward a comprehensible
Bill. On this subject so that many mere points might be discussed here.

- If we want to eradicate corruption, we will have to initiate if from political life.  As
such I have also moved an amendment of similar nature, that is for proper maintaining
of accounts by political parties. -

I am raising this point just not in reference to_any political party. But as I know any
honourable Member did not come forward with a Bill seeking that political parties like other
institutions should keep their accounts clearly and properly and placed them for public
scrutiny.

I would like the hon. Member Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta to accept my amendment as it
would enhance his dignity.

If we want that others should not evade taxes and maintain their accounts properly the
political parties will have to adhire to the rules and law and also to evolve their code of
conduct. When we want to control the income of the voluntary institutions we must have
control on the political parties, otherwise it v:ill lead to corruption. I, therefore, request
you that this Bill be referred to the Select Committee and thereufter Government should
bring forward a comprehensive Bill containing provisions regarding political parties.

If the Government ecarnestly want to root out corruption, 2n Anti Defection Bill may
be brought forward in this very Session. The political partics should also be asked to
maintain the account of their income and expenditure and a Biil in this respect also should
be brought forward. Not cornly this a low should be enacted in regard to the disclosure ot
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income, assets by every member of the political parties only then we may be able to root
out corruption. Every Member of the political parties should declare their income and
liabilities and assets and somebody should be authorised to verify them. Thus political
cortuption can be rooted out and corruption in administration and trades can also be

minimised.
This Bill should, therefore, be reconsidered and a comprehensive Bill should be intro-
duced in this regard.

SHRTI HUKAMDEO NARAIN YADAYV (Madhubani) : Mr. Chairman, Sir. It should
be verified as to how the political parties spend the money collected by them. TUntil and
unless it i3 done, political corruption will not be rooted out from the country. In a
Souvenior case one party collected a sum of Rs. 3 crores. How much income-tax was paid
thereon ? If political corruption is rooted out, corruption from all over the country will

be rooted out.

In our country political leaders, Bureaucrats and traders indulge in corrupt practices.
Political leaders provide protection to bureaucrats and traders and the bureaucrats and

traders become faithful to the leaders.

Politica! parties collect money. Money is spent for elections but from where this
money comes ? People spend money in elections beyond the limit fixed in the peoples
Representation Act but the actual amount spent thereon is not shown.

If we Janata party people, who want to root out corruption, like that the donotions
made to the political parties should be tax free then it is not proper. But it should be
clear and the political party, which collects money, should deposit the money in the banks
and withdraw of and spend. Thus the political parties will have to point out as to from
where they got it and where it was spent. When the voluntary organisations are taxed
why not it should be imposed on political parties also ? T oppose this Bill and request the
Governmen: not to adopt it. The property of all political workers and leaders whether
they are M. Ps. or M.L.As. should be verified and a stringent law should be enacted to
have a ccrtrol over political parties and their workers and leaders.

SHRI MANORANJAN BHAKT (Andaman and Nicobar Islands) : Mr. Chairman Sir.
The imposition of income-tax on the income of political parties is alright but if you want to
cover the property of the political parties ‘within its ambit, it is not just because all parties
are not rich, All partics do not have money. So if a political party manages to acquire
property and wants to incur day-to-day expenditure for its income—that income should
not be taxable. If Government want to eliminate corruption prevailing among the political
parties, it should take suitable steps for the purpose.

Moreover, 1 do agree with the fact that all the political parties should maintain their
accounts in a proper way duly audited and certified by a chartered accountant. But I do
not agree that even the name of small donors, such as persons donating Re. 1 or 1.50 should
be included in it. There should a limit say names of persons donating more than 1000 should
be included. If we do it like this, black money will be curbed to a great extent.

It has been suggested that the bill should be referred to a select committee. I want to
suggest that as the matter concerns the entire country, Government should study all the
aspects and then from a comprehensive bill with a view to ensure elimination of corruption
prevailing among the political parties.

While bringing the proposal before the House, I consider this day the happiest day of
my life. This amendment of the constitution is not only concerned with the present genera-
tion but will be concerned with the innumerable generations which will be born on the carth
of India. It was enshrined in- the constitution of India 28 years ago that the right to work
will be given to the citizens as far as possible. It was also stipulated in the Directive
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principles that Government will strive to help the old, handicapped and the poor. When
the founders of the constitution framed the constitution, they thought that Government
would provide work to the uncmployed throughout the country or alternaitvely will provide
unemployment allowance.

It was their dream. But when the Governments were formed, big promises were
made but the directive principls enshrined in the constitution were not followed and the
persons forming the Governments betrayed the trust of the people. The constitution of
the country remained lifeless. But my belief is that if democracy is to be established in any
country, you have to ensure employment—right to work to the sons of the country. If
employment is not provided to the unemployed, democracy will be in danger and the history
will not forgive us for that.

After the formation of Jamata Government, Janata Party has fulfilled some of the
promises it made in its clection manifesto. The Janata party has re-established democracy,
freedom of the press and ended legal inequalities. But that is not enough. Till the people
get bread, the democracy will be lifeless. In this world, there are countries which have
enough opportunties for earning livelihood but they do not have democracv. So here, the
people should not feel that in a democratic set-up, opportunities  are very less and, so the
faith in the system may be eroded. India is the biggest democracy in the world and she
should prove to the world that opportunities for earning one’s livelihood can be generated
in a democratic set up also sc we have to create a sense among the poeple that every
person will have gauranteed qpportunities for work. So it is imperative that we should
grant right to work to our citizens. Even in the small countries of the world, right to work
has been given to the people.

There is a great discontentment prevailing among the people. There is student unrest.
A number of incident have taken place. The students are resorting to violence etc. It is
said that it is because of indiscipline.among the students. But we have to go into the root
cause of the indiscipline. T think that the situation is because there is a sense-of uncertainty
among the youth about their future. They feel that their future is not bright even though
they mav get education.

The discussion is taking place on the sixth five vear plan. Tt has been said that it will
be an employment oriented plan. But now it will be possible ? 1t is said that whenever
a_person attains the age of 18 years, he will be provided with work and if work is not pro-
vided, he will be rrovided with employment allowance. If this is done, the cause of
discontentment will disappear. This measure will be a panacea. Because this discontent-
ment will not be eliminated by the use of bullets and lathis.

What happened in Bailadila ? It was the workers there who felt that what would
happen to them after they were retrenched. If the constitution is amended by incorporating
the provision of right to work in it. such things will not happen because if the workers are
retrenched. it will be the responsibility of Government to provide them with alternative
work or they would be given unemployment allowance. What has happened in Pant Nagar
is the same story. TIf right to work is given as a fundamental right. such incidents will not
recur.

Some of the State Government have taken steps in the direction. West Bengal, Punjabs
and Moaharashtra have introduced a scheme under which persons registered with the em-
plovment exchanges for the last more than 5 vears will be either given employment or
unemplovment allowance. At least these states have accepted the responsibility that nobody
wili be allowed to die in the absence of food. The Maharashtra Government have formu-
lated an emnloyment eaurantee scheme and the same is with the Central Government
for their annroval. The Central Government should give approval to this scheme and
<should think over this subject and bring out a measure for the entire country.

The Prime Minister has said that unemnlovment allowance cannot be given became it
constitutes doles. drnation and it will not have good effect. But T will sav that we have
mad» premise to the neonle that we will make nrovision for this. Shrimati Indira Gandhi
nsed to sav that conditions nrevailing before 26th June. 1975 would not be allowed to return.
Rut the neonle have derided that those conditions would return. Thev voted out the
Congrese party. So Fanata Partv should leam the lessons for history Otherwise. the pecnle
will decid> tha fate of th» Janata Partv the Conaress wav. So. care should be taken to fulfi!
the nromises given 1o the neople.

T wonld reanest thot if the richt tn work is eiven. it will have far-reaching impact.
Craze far nronerty will he finiched. Recauce the reacon fer which the peonle acrumulate
wealth by fair or unfair means ic that they think that the future is uncertain. Tf thev come
to know that the future of their children is certain. they will not accumulate wealth. So,
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there is a talk that the right to property will be taken out from the chapter of fundamental
rights. Even if that is done, the greed for property will not go. It is necessary to introduce
right to work and that will solve most of the problems.

By enforcing prohibition we are going to lose revenue to the tune of Rs. 400—600
crores then why a sum of Rs. 400—600 crores cannot be spent on providing right to work
to yvoung persons. People will pay_tax gladly and there is no tax evasion. In U.K., People

pay tax gladly because they know that their children will get unemployment benefit and
there is no use of saving money.

_ Primary education should be made compulsory. There should not be any objection to
it.
There should be an old age pension scheme. This pension should be given to them who

have no means of livelihood. The Members of Parliament are entitled to get pension
then why the old poor, Harijans, Adivasis should be deprived of it.

I am sure that this House will support this Bill unanimously.

DR RAMII SINGH (Bhagalpur) : Mr, Chairman, Sir, the right to livelihood is our
birth right but nothing has been done so far in this regard. It is very necessary that right
to work should be provided in the constitution. It is said that this is good thing but it is
not practicable. In the constitutions of U.S.S.R. Japan, Rumania, G.D.R. and China right
to work has been provided, So it can be made practicable here also. Now it is the
moral duty of the Janata Government to provide right to work and make it practicable.
It is a matter of pleasure that Janata Government are determined to remove the right to
property from the fundamental rights.
