(b) the steps being taken by Government to fill the posts reserved for Schcdulcd
Castes and Scheduled Tribes?

The Minister of Law, Justice and Company Affairs (Shri Shanti Bhushan): (a) There
are 557 persons belongirg to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes appointed in different
categorles of postsinthe Mmlstry of Law, Jusucc and Company Affairs as detailed bek:»w

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(b) We are scruplously following the instructions issued from time to time by the
D:zpartment of Personnel and Administrative Reforms for reservation of vacancies in all
scrvices/groups in accordance with model rosters prescribed by that Department.

Shri Ram Vilas Paswan: I have asked what is the total number of employees working
in the Ministry of law, Justice and Company Affairs in different categories and according
to roster what should be the number of Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe employees
working on different categories of posts?

Shri Shanti Bhushan: The Justice Department is concerned with the Home Ministry
and employees of Home Ministry work in the Justice Department. The remaining three
departments are legal Affairs, Legislative and Company Affairs. Out of the total number
of sanctioned posts of 3,579 the number of posts filled up-are 3, 312 which consists of 472
of Scheduled Castes and 85 of Scheduled Tribes. Percentage for scheduled castes comes
to 14} asagainst the reserved percentage of 15 and percentage for scheduled Tribes comes
to 2} as against the reserved percentage of 7.

Shri Ram Vilas Paswan: T had asked what is their percéntage in differcnt categories
of posts?

Shri Shanti Bhushan: In class T the total number of sanctioned post is 401 out of
which 349 posts are filled up. Out of this, on 32 posts, Scheduled Caste employees and on
2 posts Scheduled Tribe employees have been appointed. Thus the percentage for scheduled
castes comes to 9.17 i.e. a little above 9 per cent and for scheduled tribes it comes to a little
more than half per cent. In Class II, the percentage of scheduled castes comes to a little
more than 8} and for scheduled tribes it is 1 per cent. Inclass I1l, 12 per cent of posts are
filled up by scheduled castes and a little more than 2§ per cer.t by scheduled tribes. In
class 1V, 24 par cent for scheduled castes and 4.3 per cent for scheduiled tribes.

Shri Ram Vilas Paswan: May I know the steps propsed to be taken by Government
for filling the quota reserved for the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and the number
of reserved posts desereved so far by Government?

Shri Shanti Bhushan: The new Government assumed office on the 24th March, 1977.
Since that Date, to have been making intensive efforts in this direction. During the period
of four months from the 24th March to the 24th July, 9 person were appointed against
Class 1 posts. Out of these 9 persons, 2 belong to the Scheduled Castes, which means
that 22 per cent posts have gone to the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. Similarly
out of 14 class II posts, 3 posts have gone to the Scheduled Castes, which means 21
per cent posts have gone to them. Scheduled Tribes people could not be appointed againt
Class I and Class II posts. Howaver, for Class IIl posts, Scheduled Tribes people have
become available. Out of 69 posts, 9 posts have been filled by the people -of Scheduled
Tribes, that means. 13 percent of them have been appointed as against the 7 per cent
quota reserved for them,

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Shri Keshavrao Dhondge: You could not fill the quota of Scheduled Castes and Sche-
duled Tribes in the services. Will you fill their quota in the Ministry ?

. Shri Shanti Bhushan : There is no reserved quota in the Ministry. There is backlog
inthzservicss. The overall backlogis not much. Itis of course therein certain categories
and we are trying to clear it.

There is of course . certain difficulties in regard to Scheduled Tribes because
persons, qualified to fill class [ and II posts, are not available in them.

Conversion of Railway Saloons into Second Class Compartments
#727. Shri Ramji Lal Suman: Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state whether

GHvernmant are converting the saloons into second class compartments; if so, the number
of saloons converted so far and those yet to be converted?
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 The Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : Since the majority of the saloons
are timber-bodied, they are not suitable for conversion into regular second class passenger
coachss waich have to be preferably of the all-steel integral light weight type.. However,
possibility of converting some of the saloons into tourist coaches is being explored.

Shri Ramji Lal Suman: It is a matter of concern that saloon system is still continuing
even after the Janta Party Government into power. When equality is being brought in
all spheres, it should be brought in Railways also. The question is whereas Class I Officers
of the Railways are entitled to use saloons. The same facility is not available to the Officers
of same status and categories in other services. What is the reason behind it? I want: to
to know whether immzdiate action will be taken to discontinue all classes and introduce
only one class in the Railways ? -

Prof. Madhu Dandavate: The hon. Member may be having some misapprehension
about the saloons. [ have alreidy made a detailed reference about saloons during the
discussion on budget. In fact saloons are not mean for the travelling facility of high
officars. Th=se are inspection carriages. We have already issued clear instructions that
saloons should not be used by General Managers or other high officers for travelling ex-
cept in the cases of inspection to such places where rest house facilities, catering facilities
etc. do not exist. :

Secondly the main difficulty is that the saloons are timber built. We want to convert
the maximum number of saloons into ordinary coaches. But it is not possible from the
safety point of view, because the coaches are generally of all-steel type. The reason behind
it that in case of accident great loss is suffered if the coaches are timber-built and that is
why steel coaches are built by the Integral Coach Factory. Howzver we are considering
the suggestion of coavarting some of the saloons into tourist coaches. Those tourist coaches
willnot be for travelling but will be keeping coaches. Saloons will not be used by Officers,
Ministers and General Managers unless they are going for inspection.

Shri Ramji Lal Suman : By what tim: these are likely to be converted ?

' Prof. Madhu Dandavate : We have 1001 saloons. We have also suggested that
inspsction saloons should be connected only with goods trains and passenger trains and
this work will be completed by 1977. It has also been decided not to connect them into 34
trains and with the present addition of 26 trains. the total comes 60 trains. As such
saloons will not be connected with 60 trains. In 200 trains the use of carriages is being
restricted. We hope that by the end of financial year a sufficient number of saloons will be
connected into tourist coaches.

Shri Ram Avdesh Singh: Third class was converted into Second Class by
the previous Governm=nt without providing any additional facilities. Will the present
Government abolish the class system in the trains and there will be only one class as Dr.
Ram Minohar Lohia used to say. Will there be socialism in trains also. ~When there
will be only one class. Will this Government introduce Janta Trains?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : At the time of budget I had announced that all new trains
from this year will be Janta Trains and new second class compartments will be classless
compartments, which will coushions and berths. The new model of that compartment has
arrived in Delhiand I wish to take hon. Members to the Delhi Railway Station for inspection
of that compartment so that they may see the type of classless trains we are introducing.
I wish to assure that all trains in future will be Janta Classless Trains.

Shri Hukam Chand Kchhwai : Hon. Minister has said that there is no reservation for
the wards of Railway empoloyees. During railway strike the wards of those railway employe-
es who wzre opposing the strike and also helping the Government in arresting the striking
employess, were given employmsnt in a large number. Railway Minister has announced
that all the employees, whose services ware terminated, will be taken back. But even to-
day there are thousands of workers who have not been taken back. T can quote several
exampl:. Whzther any arrangement will be made to give employment to the children of
these employees at the time of their being capable to work.

Prof. Madhu Dandawate: At the time of two strikes the old Railway Ministry and the
Governmznt decided to fix a quota for the employment of the children of loyal employees.
But when they coasulted Law Ministry about this they found that it is illegal and against
article 14 and 16 of the Constitution. As such I was bad on their fact that they have given
employment to loyal workers in the name of compassionate ground. I would like to make
it clear that every railway trade Union has put forth the same demand as has been made
by the hon. Member. Provisions should bz made for a fixed percentage of reservation in
th: recruitmz2nts in railways for the sons of railway labours and employees. I would
like to assure that we are trying to remove the hinderances, if any, in the railway rules and
regulation. But we can not ignore the law and the rules.  We shall try to give them this

facility in a proper manner.

The hon. M2mbear has stated that thousands of such railway employees have not been
taken back in ssrviczs who were removed from services during the railway strike. All
the Unions have intimated that nearly all the employees have been reinstated who parti-
cipated in the 1974 railway strike.

ekka, etc. who park their vehicles in specified parking places, wherever provided. The fee
differs for various types of such vehicles and varies from station to station.

The details in respect of New Delhi, Patna, Lucknow, Kanpur Central, Howrah and

Muzaffarpur, along with the names of other stations where this scheme is enforced, is en-
closed. [Placed in Libarary See No. L. T. 888/77]

At important stations where space is available, parking fee is levied on private cars
parked in the-station premises. These contracts are awarded on tender basis.

At Howrah and Madras Egmore railway stations, the facility of entry of vehicles at

Taxes on Imports of Fertilizers

5819. Shri Jagdambi Prasad Yadav :
Shri Dharmsinhbahi Patel :
Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals and Fertilizers be pleased to state the

totaxajmount of the taxes imposed on the imported fertilizers as also the excise duty and
sales imposed on the fertilizers produced in the country ? “

The Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri H. N. Bahuguna) :
Imported fertilizers attract an: Auxiliary Customs Duty at the rate of 5% ad valorem. A
countervailing custom duty at the rate of 15% ad valorem, is also charged on imported
fertilizers except on Muriate of potash and Sulphate of potash which have been exempted
from the countervailing duty w.e.f. 8-2-1977.

Excise duty is charged at the rate 159 of ad valorem on the indigenous nitrogenous
and complex phosphatic fertilizers and 7-1/2 % ad volorem on indigenous Single Super-
phosphate. Sales Tax rate varies from State to State: some States and Union Territories
like Punjab, Haryana, Maharashtra, Assam, Himachal Pradesh, Jammy & Kashmire,
Goa, and Manipur etc. have exempted ferti‘izers from Sales Tax. The rate of Saies Tax
in other States varies between 2% to 5%. In addition, some State Governments like
West Bengal and Bihar have imposed turn over taxes. The rate of Central'Sa'les Tax
is 49, and is applicable in cases of inter-State tr nsactions of fertilizers, except In €ases
\SVhIereTconsignmcnt originates from a State which has exempted fertilizers from State

1971. The Korba Project was approved in principle in Jan. 1972 and formal clearance  of
the project was given in June 1974,

and machinery, civil works, departmental charges, construction of twonship etc., is given

Expenditure to be incurred on New Fertilizer Factories under Construction in Gujarat

The Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandvate) : (a) to (¢) Prior to 1973, the catering
and vending contracts were awarded for a term of three years in the case of Refreshment
Rooms and vending contracts and for a terms of five years in the case of Restaurant and
Dining/Pantry/Buffet Cars. If the performance was satisfactory these contracts were
renewed from time to time.

- In the year 1973, when Jate Shri Lalit Narain Mishra was Minister for Railways,
it was decided that after a contractor had completed two terms i.e. 6 years in the case of
Refereshement Rooms and Vending contrats and 10 years in the case of Restaurant and
Dining/Pantry/Buffot Cars, the contract should not be renewed automatically but fresh
applications should be called for irrespectivé of the contractors’ performance and normal
procedure followed to award the contract. The existing contrators were also eligible to
apply. Instructions were accordingly issued to the Railways to implement this new
policy. In the year 1975, when Shri Kamalapati Tripathi was Minister for Railways,
the whole policy was reviewed taking into consideration the spato of representations
agaist this policy and a large number of litigations in which the Railways got involved due
to injuctions obtained by the contractors from various law courts. With the approval_of
the then Minister for Railways (Shri Kamalapati Tripathi), the procedure in force prior
to 1973 was re-introduced.

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The maximum number of passengers dealt with at any one time at Barwa Sagar and
Niwari are 170 and 50 respectively and for this level of traffic, the existing covered accommo-
dation is considered adequate and there is no proposal to construct shelters over the plat-
forms at these two stations.

(¢c) Niwari station has not been electrified and no work for electrifying this station
has been sanctioned so far.

(d) Such works are included in Railway’s Works Programme after they are approved
by the Railway Users Amenities Committee. As and when the committee approves of
electrification of Niwari Station, the work will be included in the Works Programme.

Dr. Baldev Prakash (Amritsar) : I want to draw the attention of the House to the
serious incident that took place in a hostel in the Punjab University Campus, Chandigarh
on the last Tuesday night. According to Samachar eight students were talking in a cubicle
on the ground floor of the hostel at 9.30 P.M. When there was a knock on the back door,
Two of the students peeped through the window and seeing the intruders fled through the
front door. The remaining decided to face the intruders and opened the door. The
intruders who smelt of liquor, entered the room and quickly bolted the two doors ordering
the boys to strip and obey their Commands, they then perpetratéd ‘“‘unnatural acts”,.
When the students resisted, they were beaten. It is really a matter of shame that although
this thing continued for an hour the police did not act and remained silent spectators of

the crime. Government should take stringent measures to prevent the recurrence of
such incidents.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (Delhi Sadar) : T am disappointed to hear the speech of th
leader of the opposition. He has made uncharitable remarks against Janta Partc;r. '1:
is unfair. In fact his speech is in the nature of a political gimmick.
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The leader of the opposition has said that non-acceptance of the recommendation$
of Rajya Sabha amount to its disrespect. Lok Sabha is a representative body elected by
the people of the country. In not accepting the Finance Bill as passed by Lok Sabha,
did Rajya Sabha not show disrespect to Lok Sabha ? Therefore, it is no question of Lok
Sabha versus Rajya Sabha. In bringing forward this motion we do not mean any dis-
respect to Rajya Sabha. But at the same time, we shall not allow Rajya Sabha to override
the decisions of Lok Sabha on Finance Bill.

Therefore, under the present circumstances, it would be pertinent for the Govern-
ment to have a second look on the role of Rajya Sabha and also to what extent Rajya
Sabha, which is an indirectly represented body, should be allowed to withhold the decisions
of Lok Sabha which is a representative body of this country.

What has the Congress been doing all these years ? They weie feeding the people
with empty slogans of socialism, Garibi Hatao and what not. What has been the result
of the policies followed by the Congress ? The assets of the big business houses have
multiplied many times. The rich has grown richer and the condition of poor man has
gone worse.

Now as regards the recommendations made by Rajya Sabha on Finance Bill, the
opposition has criticised the concessions given under capital gains tax. Was it not
Shri Chavan who brought interest income which is an unearned income at par with earned
income. He had also exempted capital gains tax on the sale of the property, if the same
is reinvested within a year. Are these concessions in line with the socialist policics ?

MOTION RE : TWENTIETH, TWENTY-FIRST AND TWENTY SECOND REPORTS
OF THE COMMISSIONER OF SCHEDULED CASTES AND SCHEDULED TRIBES

. Shri Hukamdeo Narain Yadav (Madhuhari) : The incidents of cruelties on scheduled
castes and scheduled tribe people are condemnable. Reference has been made to Belchi

incident. It is not that no such incident has happened in the past. During the congress
regime there were a number of incidents of cruelties and atrocities on Harijans.

The problem of scheduled caste and scheduled tribe people is a social problem. This

is a’centurtes old problem. Caste system is at the root of the problem. Unless caste system
is eradicated this problem cannot the tackled.
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Reports of the Commissioner of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes

The people of the South have to understand the difficulty of the Hariians if English
language is continued. These people do not know this language well and candidates
belonging to these communities cannot compete with those candidates who are well-off
in English and who generally belong to well-to-do families. Therefore, if we want that
Harijans should progress we will have to give up English and test their capability through
their mother-tongue. We will have to encourage use of our languages.

During the last 30 years nothing substantial has been done to amcliorate the lot of
Harijans and other backward people. Their name has been exploited to get their votes.
Persons belonging to these communities did not get due representative in courts, universi-
ties, Ministries etc. Harijans, Adivasis, women and other minorities should be given
due share in services, business, armed forces and other spheres. They should receive
preferential treatment. There will have to be 60 per cent reservation for them in different
bodies and spheres.

In the political field also these people should be given proper share. They should
be given adequate representation in Ministries also.

SHRI' M. SATYANARAYAN RAO IN THE CHAIR

Inter-caste marriages will have to be encouraged. The Government shouid bring
forward a law in this regard. Also inter-cast marriage should be made compulsory
for entry into Government service. We will have to make an all-out effort to abolish caste
system from our country.

Shrimati Parvati Devi (Laddakh) : The reports of the Commissioner of Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes for the years 1970 to 1974 have been under discussion, but
it is astonishing that there is nowhere any mention of Laddakh in-them. According to
Dhehar Commission’s Report of 1960-61, the area of Laddakh fulfilled all the necessary
conditions for being declared as a scheduled area, But, inspite of it, nothing has been
done.

The report for the year 1972-73 does contain some mention of nomadic and semi-
nomadic tribes and it is heartening to note that Gujars and Bakarwals of Jammu and
Kashmir have been included in these tribes. But, at the same time, it is painful to find that
Changpa and Dokpa tribes of Laddakh have not been included amongst them. In every
respect, Laddakh is more backward than other two regions of Jammu and Kashmir State.
Therefore, Laddakhis should also be included among scheduled tribes. There is only
2 per cent reservation for Laddakhies in the service of the State of Jammu and Kashmir.

It is unfortunate that though Laddakh fulfils all the conditions for being declared
as a scheduled area, yet the Fifth Schedule of the constitution under which the President
of India can declare any part as a scheduled area, is not applicable to it, because it is a
part of the State of Jammu and Kashmir. For this matter, directive may be given to the
State authorities to amend constitution of Jammu and Kashmir or the State Government
should give their consent so that Union Government may request the President to declare
Laddakh as a scheduled area under the Fifth Schedule of the Constitution.. The Union
Government should consider over this matter and take some steps in this direction so as
to make Laddakhies feel that they too are being given equal opportunities to join in
mainstream of the country.

Shri V. Tulsiram (Peddapalli) : Only 14 per cent of Scheduled castes and 11 per cent
of Scheduled Tribes are literate in our country. This clearly shows that very little has
been done in the sphere of education for these classes. Much mere vigorous efforts arc
needed to see that they are properly educated. '
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Some of my friend have talked about inter-caste marriages but 1 do not think they
will themselves act upon this when they are asked to put this suggestion into _practice b{
arranging inter-caste marriages in their own families. Today the need is that Governmen

should make proper arrangements for their education and give them adequate facilities for
this purpose.

Their reservation quota in Government services is hardly fulfilled. Except in class
1V posts, where they are in good numbers because other persons are not available, their
number so far as class 1, 11 and 111 posts are concerned, is far below the reserved quota.

If a scheduled caste candidate passes I.A.S. examination and appears before.the
ice Commission or_Selection Committee, for interview, very embarrassing questions
are put to him, which is not a good thing. We have seen that the candidates belonging to

scheduled caste community have been selected for appointment as General Candidate in
competition.

This fact has been recorded in the report that even now if a scheduled caste person

is appointed as teacher and posted in a village, he finds it very difficult in gettin gaccommo-
dation simply because he is a scheduled Caste.

Being a member of scheduled castes and scheduled tribes committee I noticed in
many cases reservation quota was not filled in and after some time the postwas deserved
on the froke pretext that suitable persons belonging to scheduled castes and scheduled
tribes were not available. Apart from this many cases have come to light that Caste Hindus
have acquired fake secheduled caste/tribes certificates and have taken advantage of the
concession admissible for scheduled caste/tribes persons. On the basis of such fake
certificates some persons have got admission in medical colleges and also got appoint-

ments in higher categories in Government services.  All such cases should be inquired
mmto and action taken against them.

We have seen that in various Government or public undertakings and Government

departments reservation quota have not been filled in. The management does not imple-
ment directions of Government of India.

So far as atrocities on harijans are concerned I may mention here that a number of
incidents of atrocities against harijans and members of scheduled castes and scheduled
tribes have appeared in the Press. In one such case referred to in the report which was
occurred in a village near Ghaziabad, a harijan youth was fried and burnt alive to death.
Many other such cases have occurred in various parts of Uttar Pradesh and Bihar where
ghastly atrocities have been committed on harijans. 1 demand thorough investigation of
all such cases and the persons found guilty of much ghastly acts on harijans must be
brought to book. Secondly the distribution of surplus land is only in papers. Actual
possession has not been given to those persons so far. In many other cases the,Jand given to
the harijans has since been taken away by the caste Hindus. Government must also ensure

protection to the lives and property of Harijans and care should be taken to see that such
incidents do not occur in future.

Even in Kalahandi the procurement agents are to pay more than
2 crores of rupees to the Government. If the poor cultivator finds himself unable to repay
his loan to the governinent, he has to face harassment and decree also, but these corrupt
sharks always escape. No action is taken against them. They hobnob with the party
which so ever becomes in power and exploit the poor cultivators. Government should

stop this exploitation of poor cultivators and bring reforms in procurement system and
its policy so that cultivators get their due amount.
