Shri Ram Kiokar: In Master Plan this place was earmarked for religious
use. Instead. it has been leased for a hotel. The term of lease has also been
increased from 30 years to 99 years. ‘

The Minister of Works and Housing and Supply and Rebabilitation (Shri
Sikander Bakht) : In the Master Plan its land use has been termed as religious
and a hotel could not be constructed there. Sometime later, efforts were made
through D.D.A. to declare it institutional area. D.D.A. has the right to make
minor changes but it should have been reported to the Central Government or
L. &D.O. within a certain period. But this was not done. Even if we may take
it as institutional land even then a hotel could not be constructed there.
Actually that plot of land was divided into three parts. N.D.M.C. was the
owner of one part. The second part was given on lease by L. & D.O. to ND.M.C.
with the condition that prior permission of L. & D.O. or Central Government
will have to be taken if it was to be put to some other use. But that permission
was not taken. The second part of land was also given to Shri S. P. Aggarwal.
The third part of land clearly belonged to L. & D.O. which was neither on lease
nor it was under the ownership of N.D.M.C. The third part was given when
the firm said that the 24 inch pipe there may be shifted because it wastes some
land. They claimed compensation and the third part was also given. All these
are irregularities.

Chaudhari Balbir Singh: May I know why cases against guilty persons
have not been filed in the courts in .the first instance? Going in for C.B.I. report
and other such things only makes the procedure lengthy and the matter is
hushed up at one or the other level. When they have openly violated the condi-
tions why court proceedings are not initiated aginst them ?

Shri Sikander Bakht : We thought it better to strengthen the case in all res-
pects before prosecution proceedings are launched.

Chaudhari Balbir Singh: Whether any time-limit has been fixed for C.B.I.
enquiry ?

Shri Sikander Bakht : No time-limit has been fixed but they have been asked
to expedite the matter.

Shri Surendra Vikram : Whether it is a fact that D.D.A. had taken over
certain plots more than 3 years ago and yet neither any notification has been
issued nor any compensation has been paid to the owners ? If it is so, why any
action is not being taken against them ?

Apprenticeship Scheme of the Government of India Presses

*266. Shri Nawab Singh Chavhan : Will the Minister of Works and
Housing and Supply and Rehabilitation be pleased to state :

. (a) the number of persons trained under the Apprenticeship Scheme of the
Printing Presses and the expenditure incurred thereon and whether the scheme
still continues; and

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(b) the number out of these trained persons given jobs in Presses and in
case they have not been provided jobs, the reasons therefor and the future scheme
regarding provision of employment to them ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Works and Housing and Supply
and Rehabilitation (Shri Ram Kinker): (a) Under the Appren‘tices Act, 1961
there is a statutory obligation on the part of certain industrial units, whether run
by the Government or otherwise, to impart training to a specific number of
apprentices. The Government of India Presses, by training apprentices, are
fulfilling these statutory requirements. The expenditure incurred from 1968-69
upto January, 1978 is Rs. 66.99 lakhs. The number of apprentices trained is
being collected.

(b) Tt is a facility which is required to be provided under the Act and it
is not obligatory on the part of the employer to give a job to the apprentice
whom he trains. Hence the question does not arise.

Shri Nawab Singh Chauhan : Information has been given about the expen-
diture incurred on apprentice’s training from 1968-69. But this scheme has been
in operation for a long time and Rs. 66.99 lakh have been spent on it. It has
also been stated that the information regarding number of apprentices trained
is being collected. There are about 12 or 13 presses. I had given notice at
least one month before so I do not know why information has not been collected.
These figures can be collected within one day. May I know since when this
scheme is operating? Even now hundreds of trained persons are unemployed.
Although it is not obligatory but when due to retirement or otherwise many
vacancies occur in various presses why these trained persons have mnot been
absorbed ?

Shri Ram Kinkar : This scheme was introduced in 1966 in 18 presses within
the country. But the expenditure shown relates to 10 years is from 1968-69
and rest of the information is being collected. It is not compulsory to employ
all the persons who have received training but certainly we give them preference.
The trained persons are not bound to work in a press. They can start their own
business. I shall give any other information as and when it is received.

Shri Nawab Singh Chauban : While collecting information, whether the
hon’ble Minister will collect information regarding the number of vacancies
occurred and the number of trainees absorbed after introduction of this scheme ?
I know that people are employed in presses from the backdoor.

Shri Ram Kinkar : The hon’ble Member’s suggestion has been noted but
there is no obligation under the Act to employ only the trained persons but we
give them preference because Government as well as employers spend so much
on them.

Shri Chbhabiram Argal : May I know the number of nuemployed trained
persons after this scheme was introduced ? Whether reserved quota for Sche-
duled Castes and Scheduled Tribes has not been filled for the last many years
and if so whether he will take stringent steps to fill that quota ?

Shri Sikander Bakht : No such quota is reserved.

Shri Laxminarain Nayak: May I know the number of training centres and
the placess of their location ?
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Shri Sikander Bakht: There are 18 Centres — Mathura Road, New Delhi,
— Hastings Street Calcutta — Aligarh — Nasik — Temple Street, Calcutta —
Faridabad — Simla — Santragachi — Coimbtore — Nelokheri — Kurethj —— Raj
Bhavan, New Delhi — Chandigarh — Bhuvaneshwar — Faridabad — Mysore
and one centre has been working in Sikkim since August, 77.

Shri Kishore Lal : Sir, when Janata Government was formed, the Railway
Minister had assured that 50 per cent vacancies will be filled by apprentices. It
ig the joint responsibility and this practice has already been introduced in Rail-
ways. Other ministries should also follow suit. Some clearcut policy should
be framed in this regard.

Shri Chimanbhai H. Shukla : Sir, it is not proper for Janata Government
to say that it is not obligatory or compulsory. So far as my information goes
these persons are not called even for interview. After spending so much on
training it does not look proper to say that it is not obilgatory. At least they’

should be called for interview. The question of employing them comes much
later.

Shri Sikander Bakht: This training was started to equip the persons in a
better way. So far ag the process is concerned we have given these instructions :

“The Directorate of Printing have issued instructions to the Head of Govern-
ment of India Presses that for actual appointments, apprentices should get
their names registered with the employment exchanges on completion of
their training and qualified apprentices are given preference over other
candidates in the matter of employment”.

Shri Durga Chand : The Hon. Minister has stated that Delhi University has

received 3 complaints about appointment of 3 Lecturers during emergency. I
want to know the names of the colleges where these Lecturers were appointed.

I would also like to know whether complaints from Teachers Association or
some individuals were received by you ?

The Minister of Education, Social Welfare and Culture (Dr. Pratap Chandra
Chunder) : The names of these 3 colleges are :—

1. Bhagat Singh College — Smt. Damyanti Shastri.
2. Ramjas College — Shri Padmakar Pandeya.
3. Shyam Lal College — Shri Deepak Malhotra.

These 3 complaints were received. Besides this, Dr. Govind Rai Chaudhry also
referred to these complaints in the complaint filed before Shah Commission. Our
Prime Minister is looking into it, which is lying for preliminary enquiry before
him.

Shri Durga Chand : I think main reason for such wrongful appointments is
that Heads of the Department in the selection committee had more say. I want
to know whether some guidlines have been issued in this behalf so that selection
committee could be made broad-based and there is no irregularity in such
appointments.

Dr. Pratap Chandra Chunder : The selection committee is being constituted
aecording to University Rules and Regulations.

Dr. Pratap Chandra Chumder : Sir, T may submit that it is not possible to
tell as to how long the proceedings will continue. We have to find out the
number of complaints and they are to be investigated. The hon’ble Prime
Minister is looking into these complaints.

Shri Lalji Bhai: May I know the number of persons who have .been
prosecuted?

Dr. Pratap Chandra Chunder : T require notice for that,

Shri Roopnath Singh Yadav: Whether it is a fact that quota reserved for
Harijans and other classes has not been filled ?

Dr. Pratap Chandra Chunder: It is a good question but I require notice
for it.

Grants 40 Samskrit Colleges

1*271. Shri Yamma Prasad Shastri : Will the Minister of Education,
Social Welfare and Culture be pleased to state:

(a) whether the University Grants Commission has laid down a condition
that only those Sanskrit Colleges will be given grants which have been brought
within the purview of the University Grants Commission Act and if so, whether
the University Grants Commission does not bring Sanskrit Colleges within the
purview of U.G.C. Act in spite of the requests made by them in this regard and
for this very reason Sanskrit Colleges are unable to get grants from the Univer-
sity Grants Commission; and

(b) whether the University Grants Commission is considering the question
of giving grants to Sanskrit Colleges run by State Governments for construction
of building and hostel and for library and furniture on the same lines as it used
to give grants to other Arts, Science and Agriculture Colleges etc. run by the
State Governments?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Education, Social Welfare and
Culture (Smt. Renuka Devi Barkataki) : (2) and (b): The University Grants
Commission has not laid any conditions specifically for Sanskrit Colleges in the
matter of giving grants. Any college which fulfils the general conditions enun-
ciated by the University Grants Commission for coming within the purview of
the UGC Act would be eligible for grants under such schemes as are formulated
by the University Grants Commission from time to time.

Shri Yamuna Prasad Shastri: The hon. Minister has stated that a college
which fulfils the general conditions prescribed by the University grants commis-
sion for coming within the purview of the U.G.C. Act will be eligible for grants.
I want to know the names of the colleges that are receiving grant from the

U.G.C?
¢
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Sir, I can quote many instances in this regard. Whenever a Sanskrit College
applied for grants they were asked to get themselves registered first and when
they go for registration, U.G.C. refuses to register them. In such circumstances
no college is able to get grant. I want to know how many colleges are getting
grant from U.G.C.? '

Dr. Pratap Chandra Chunder : The following colleges are getting grants from
U.G.C.

1. M. R. Government Sanskrit College, Vizianagram (affiliated to Andhra
University).

Sanskrit College, Calcutta (affiliated to Calicut University).

Govt. Sanskrit College, Pattambi (affiliated to Indore University).
Govt. Sanskrit Degreer College, Indore (affiliated to Indore University).
Govt. Sanskrit College, Tripunilhura (affiliated to Kerala University).
Sanskrit College, Trivandrum (affiliated to Kerala University).

Govt. D.S.V. Sanskrit College, Raipur (affiliated to Ravi Shankar
University).

8. L.P.T. Sanskrit Degree College, Dhana (affiliated to Sangar'University).

Two Sanskrit Universities are also getting these grants.
1. K. S. Dharbhanga Sanskrit University.
2. Sumpoornanand Sanskrit Viswa vidayalaya, Varanasi.

If 1 start giving the exact amount of grant given to each college and university,
it will take quite some time. I am, therefore, not going into that.

Shri Yamuna Prasad Shastri : It means that only colleges are getting grant
from U.G.C. keeping in view the large number of the Sanskrit Colleges in the
country this number is negligible. May I know from the hon. Minister whether
a Sanskrit expert will be appointed as a member of the University Grants Com-
mission to safeguard the interests of Sanskrit Colleges. Sanskrit is being neglected
because no member of the commission has any interest in it. Even the lecturers
of Sanskrit Colleges are not getting the same pay-scale as the lecturers of Arts
and Science Colleges are getting. As far other colleges, U.G.C. has given instruc-
tions that if the State Government will give the U.G.C. pay scales eighty pcicent
of the expenditure will be borne by Central Government or by U.G.C. but no
such instructions bave been given in case of Sanskrit Colleges. Even the
principals of these colleges are getting much less salary. No instructions have
t}:leen %u(%q) in their case. Will any Sanskrit Scholar be appointed as a member of
the U.G.C.?

Shri Pratap Chandra Chunder: As I have already stated, the University
Grants Commission has not laid any conditions pecificially for Sasnkrit Colleges
in the matter of giving grants. The colleges that are fulfilling the general condi-
tion they are getting grants. I have mentioned the names of two Sanskrit Univer-
sities the commission has asked for lists from them. Darbhanga Sanskrit Univer-
sity has already sent the list but Sampoornanand Sanskrit University has not sent
the list as yet. After receiving the information the commission will try to give
them the possible grant.

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Dr. Karan Singh : Sanskrit has been the base and main source of our ancient
culture. It is evident from the reply of the hon. Minister that Government is not
giving due attention towards this language. I want to know the amount that was
given to Sanskrit Colleges during the past year and how much amount has been
allotted this year for them. Whether the hon. Minister will give us an assurance
that this amount will be raised?

Dr. Pratap Chandra Chunder : Nothing has been decided as yet. Discussion
in this regard is still going on.

Shri B. P. Mandal : May I know from the hon. Minister whether Government
is aware of the fact that the number of teachers as well as students is negligible in

Sanskrit Colleges and if so grant to such colleges will be given oaly if they employ
more Harijan teachers and enroll more Harijan students.

Dr. Pratap Chandra Chunder: There are already general instructions for the
Harijans and the Government will see if anything further can be done for them.

Shri Vijay Kumar Malhotra : Many Sanskrit Colleges have closed down on
account of the existing policy and they are in much worst condition than they
were before the freedom of the country. Sanskrit was neglected by the previous
Government. The old policy is still being continued. Will the present Govern-
ment do some thing to promote teaching of Sanskrit which is the fountain head
of our languages and culture?

Shri Pratap Chandra Chumder : I want to assure the hon. member that
Government is not indifferent towards this language and Government is doing its
best to popularise and encourage the learning of this language.

Is it also not
a fact that the contractor who had undertaken the construction work did not get
his payment for long and his case of payment remained pending for a long time
but full payment was made afterwards and the matter was hushed up?

Shri Nathu Singh : Whether wheat is rotting in certain godowns of the
country and since last many years that rotten wheat is supplied through ration
shops at the time of scarcity? What is the quantity of this rotten wheat and why
it is not being exported ? (Inferruptions) 1 mean to say why Government do not
export it before its getting rotten? Secondly, whether Government will make
arrangement so as to save this from getting rotten?

Shri Surjit Singh Bammala : Though it does not arise out of this but I may
inform the hon. member that grains are rotting. Yes, some quantity of grains are
damaged in rain etc. but the grains which are not fit for human consumption are
not supplied through the public distribution system. ‘

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta: There is a buffer stock of 17 million tonnes and
it will increase in the next season as the next crop is supposed to be a record
crop. I want to know whether any criteria has been evolved to find out the
requirements of the country and to report the remaining stock or to find out any
other remedy?

Secondly, whether arrangements will be made to supply good quality rice in
Delhi?

Shri Surjit Singh Bamala : No doubt this year the crop is very good, but
recently it has been badly damaged by hail storm. We only keep as much stock
as we require. We do not want to have a large stock because it is very costly to
maintain it. At the moment we are not in a position to export it, we will export
when it will be surplus. We require 12 million tonne for buffer stock and 3.5
million for operational stock.

Shri Raghaviji: F.C.1. purchases wheat at the rate of Rs. 110 per quintal and
the same wheat is distributed through public distribution system at the rate of
Rs. 142 per quintal. This is being done in Madhya Pradesh. I want to know the
reason for this being difference of Rs. 32 at the same place?

Shri Surjit Singh Barnala : The wheat purchased by the F.C.I at the rate of
Rs. 110 per quintal is issued at the rate of Rs. 125 per quintal throughout the
country whether it is Kashmir or Mizoram, so as to have a uniform prices. After
including the expenditure of state governments and public distribution it is sold
at the rate of Rs. 137 or Rs, 138 at present.

Special Authority for conversion of barren land into cultivable land

*273. Shri Ram Dhari Shatri: Will the Minilter of Agriculture and Irriga-
tion be pleased to state :

(a) the area of barren land in the entire country;

(b) whether efforts are being made to convert the same into cultivable land
and if so, the details in this regard ; and

(©) whether Government propose to create a special Authority for the
purpose?

The Minister for Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Smgh Barnala) : (a)
The area of barren land in the country is estimated at about 236 lakh Ha.

(b) The barren lands cover unculturable lands like mountains, desert, etc.
which cannot be economically brought under cultivation. However, there are
certain degraded lands such as saline alkali, ravine lands, water-logged areas and
other waste lands which can be reclaimed to some.extent. The culturable waste
lands are estimated at about 169 lakh Ha. Efforts are being made to convert
some of these lands into cultivable lands both under Central and State Sectors.
These include application of amendments like gypsum, pyrites, etc. and providing
engineering measures and terracing etc.

Single Cooperative Agencies for Loan to Farmers :

2517. Shri Jagdish Prasad Mathur: Will the Minister of Agricultore and
Invigation be pleased to state :

(a) the types of Cooperative Agencies functioning in the country which ad-
vance loans to farmers for agricultural purposes at present ; and
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(b) whether Government propose to integrate them into a single agency so that
farmers are not faced with any difficulty?

The Minister of State in The Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri
Bhanu Pratap Singh) : (a) and (b) : Short and medium term loans for agricultural
purposes are provided by the short term cooperative credit structure consisting
of primary agricultural -credit societies at the base level, central cooperative
banks at the intermediate level and state cooperative banks at the apex level.

Long term loans for development of agriculture are given in some States by
primary land development banks at the base level, financed by central land deve-
.lopment banks and in other States, directly by the central land development banks
through their own branches.

It is the policy of Government that the farmers should get all types of credit
ie. short term, medium term and long term, from a single cooperative credit in-
stitution at the base level. The programme of reorganisation of primary agricul-
tural credit societies on a viable basis and organisation of farmers service societies
and large-sized multi-purpose societies in tribal areas has been undertaken so
that this objective could also be achieved.

The primary responsibility for the welfare and
uplift of the visually handicapped students and adults, therefore, falls on the State
Governments. Nevertheless, the Centre has invariably been assisting the State
Governments, as well as voluntary organisations, in the programmes designed for
education and welfare of the visually handicapped students throughout the
country. Such assistance includes scholarships for blind students, financial assis-
tance to voluntary agencies for economic rehabilitation of the adult blind and
promoting integrated education for placing visually handicapped children in
ordinary schools.

and Rajasthan have prepared projects for carrying out certified seed production.
These have been appraised by the World Bank. The Government of Rajasthan
intends to set up a State Seeds Corporation similar to these which have already
been established in some other States. This Seeds Corporation would carry out
certified seed production in identified project areas of Kota, Bundi and Sriganga-
nagar districts. As the project, together with those of other States, is being
considered by the Government of India, no firm figures of expenditure to be
incurred and quantity of seeds to be produced in Rajasthan can be given at this
stage. It is envisaged that 35% of the shares of the proposed Corporation would
be held by seed growers.

Price of Sugarcane Purchase by Cane-Crushers

2658. Shri Mahi Lal: Will the Minister of Agriculture and Digation be
pleased to state: '

(a) the names of the places in sugarcane growing States of Uttar Pradesh,
Bihar, Maharashtra, Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh etc. where Mills and cane-crushers
hliwe- purchased sugarcane at a price higher than the minimum price fixed
therefor; '

(b) the names of the States from which complaints have been received to the
effect that crusher owners also purchase sugarcane from farmers at a price less
than the minimum price fixed therefor; and

(c) the action taken by Government against crusher owners who purchase
sugarcane at low price ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Agriculture and Imrigation (Shri
Bhanu Pratap Singh) : (a) Details of names of places in sugarcane growing States
where sugar mills have purchased sugarcane at a price higher than the minimum
price fixed therefor are not available but generally speaking, all factories pay
a higher price. The final price paid would be higher since over and above the
minimum notified price, factories are liable to pay 509% share of excess realisa-
tions from the sale of freesale sugar as additional cane price under the Sugarcane
(Controly Order, 1966.

Except in the States of Uttar Pradesh, Haryana and Andhra Pradesh no mini-
mum price has been fixed under the Sugarcane (Control) Order for cane purchased
by cane crushers. Names of places in the sugarcane growing States where a
higher price than the minimum fixed has been paid by crushers are not available
with the Central Government.

(® In so far as Central Govt. are aware, in U.P. some of the khandsari
units have been detected making purchases of cane at rates lower than those fixed
by the State Govt. and necessary legal action is being taken against them by the
State Government.
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(c) Since khandsari industry is controlled by the States Govt. necessary
action, as and when considered necessary, is required to be taken by them by the
States of Haryana, U.P, and Andhra Pradesh where minimum cane prices for
khandsari have been fixed for the season of 1977-78. As stated above, the Govt.
of U.P. is already taking legal action against the defaulters who have been
detected making payments of cane price at the rates lower than those statutorily
fixed by the State Govt.

Talks with Nepal regarding River Valley Projetts of U.P.
12662, Shri Ugrasen: Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation be
pleased to state:
(a) whether during his visit to Nepal, the Prime Minister had any talks with
the Nepalese Government, about the three major River Valley Projects of U.P.

on the Ghaghra, Rapti and Sharda rivers in relation, tor Karnali, Maluvang and
Pancheshwar, respectively ;

(b) the main points of the agreement concluded in this regard; and

(c) when the survey of these projects is likely to be undertakem by the
Joint Indo-Nepal survey team ?

The Minister for Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barnala):
(@) Yes, Sir.

(b) The joint communique issued at the conclusion of the visit of thé Prime
Minister of India tof Nepal included the following decisions :(—

“(i) Karmali Project :

India affirmed its desire to purchase the surplus power from the project. As
a first step, it has already been agreed to establish a committee to examine the
preliminary issues with regard to the execution of the project. India has alréady
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nominated her representatives for this committee. It was now decided that the
terms of reference would be settled and the committee will meet within a period
of three months and submit its recommendations within one year.

(ii) Pancheshwar Hydro-Electric Project :

Both sides decided to nominate their representatives within a period of three
months to start the joint investigations relating to the Pancheshwar Hydro-Electric
Project, to be located on the borders of India and Nepal, on river Mahakali
(Sarda). It was also agreed that both the countries will give all facilities and
assistance for the early completion of the investigations.

(iii) Rapti Project :

It was noted that the feasibility of a multipurpose project on river Rapti at
Bhalubhang in Nepal has been established and in keeping with their desire for
the early execution of the project for the benefit of the two countries, it was

agreed that experts of the two sides should meet within one month to -finalise
the arrangements and to prepare detailed projects estimates within two years.

(¢) A Nepalese delegation visited India in January, 1978 and the manner
in which detailed investigations in respect of Rapti project should be carried out
was discussed. The experts of the two countries are expected. to meet shortly
to finalise it. The draft terms of reference for the committee of working -group
of officials on Kamali project have been forwarded to His Majesty’s Government
of Nepal and the first meeting of the committee is expected to be held shortly.
In regard to Pancheshwar project names of Indian representatives in the joint
expert’s group have been communicated to His Majesty’s Government of Nepal.

Land to Bangladesh refugees in Bastar, Pakhanjor, Konda and Malkangiri

2671. Shri Aghan Singh Thakur: Will the Minister of Works and Housing
and Supply and Rehabilitation be pleased to state :

The Minister of State for Works and Housing and Supply and Rehabilitation
(Shri Ram Kinkar) : (a) Yes Sir. Displaced persons from erstwhile East Pakistan
have been resettled in Pakhanjore in Paralkote Zone as well as Kondagaon Zone
in district Bastar in Madhya Pradesh. They are also being resettled in
Malkangiri Zone which is in Orissa State.

(b) Yes Sir.

(¢c) There are 4,574 displaced families in Karmi shibirs in Dandakmanaya
as on 15th February, 1978 who are yet to be given land but are being given
relief assistance in the shape of cash doles, ration at subsidised rates and
clothing, pending their resettlement. This covers their children who are not
employed on manual labour. They are also being provided with work to the
extent available, on payment of wages.

In addition, there are 4,049 displaced families in Tawa and Dolariya
worksite Camps, in Madhya Pradesh who too, are being given relief assistance
and other facilities as indicated above. Of these, 3,600 families are earmarked
for settlement in the Dandakaranaya Project and the remaining families will
be settled in Madhya Pradesh and other States.

Barring about 200 families for whom land is being reclaimed in Paralkote
Zone for their rehabilitation, the remaining families numbering about 7,974
will be settled in Malkanglrl Zone (Orissa) for whom land is being reclaimed

there.

The Minister of State for Works Housing and Supply and Rehabilitation
(Shri Ram Kinkar) : (a) and (b): The Displaced Persons (Permanent Settlement),
Act, 1971 enacted by the Government of Jammu and-Kashmiry provides for
the acquisition of evacuee lands and conferring property rights on the refugees
to whom the evacuee lands in the State have been allotted. The question of
granting proprietary rights in respect of evacuee lands allotted to.the refugees
from Pak-occupied Kashmir is, therefore, primarily a matter for the Jammu and
Kashmir Government to decide.
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It is understood that the Refugees will acquire the status of occupancy
tenants in the evacuee lands allotted to them consistent with and under the
provisions of the Agrarian Reforms Bill recently passed by the Jammu and
Kashmir Legislature.

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Education, Social Welfare and
Culture (Smt. Renuka Devi Barakataki): (a), (b) and (¢): According to the
conditions of service under the Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan, all categories of
teachers and non-teaching staff in Kendriya Vidyalayas are liable to transfer
anywhere in India as Kendriya Vidyalayas are located all over the country.
However, in actual practice, after initial posting, transfers are generally made
only on request, except some unavoidable transfers in public interest. Further,
in order to meet the requirements of experienced staff in new schools and
difficult stations, Principals and senior teachers are liable to be transferred
after they have served for some years at a particular station.

CALLING ATTENTION TO A MATTER OF URGENT PUBLIC
IMPORTANCE

Shri Mangal Deo (Akbarpur): I call the attention of the Minister of Home
Affairs to the following matter of urgent public importance and request that
he may make a statement thereon.

“Reported mass demonstration by persons belonging to scheduled castes
and minority communities in Bareilly on March 6, 1978 against the
police for showing disrespect to the potrait of Dr. B. R. Ambedkar”.

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Dhanik Lal
Mandal) : According to the information furnished by the Government of Uttar
Pradesh, one Ghasi Ram Gautam of Bareilly made an encroachment on a main
road on 3rd February, 1978 by putting up a wooden structure and started a
‘Paan’ Shop therein. He put up three portraits of Dr. Ambedkar in the structure,
apparently to deter the authorities from removing the encroachment.
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2. Efforls were made by the local authorities to persuade Shri Ghasi Ram
to vacate the encroachment, but these did not succeed. The Municipal Board
authorities, therefore, sent their staff under police protection to clear the road
of this encroachment. The party again tried to persuade Ghasi Ram to remove
the encroachment and on failure of persuation, started removing the structure.
Ghasi Ram and his two relations obstructed these public servants in the discharge
of their lawful duties, abused them and also tried to belabour them. They had,
therefore, to be arrested under Section 332/353 of the L.P.C., after which only could
the encroachment be removed. Ghasi Ram did not even care to take away the
three portraits of Dr. Ambedkar. These were, therefore, taken into possession and
are being kept properly. No insult or disrespect was shown to them.

3. Some e¢lements, in an attempt to exploit the name of Dr. Ambedkar and
in order to arouse the sentiments of the scheduled castes for their ends, organised
a procession in Bareilly on the 5th March, 1978, in which about 200 persons

reportedly took part.

Shri Mangal Deo (Akbarpur) : The Municipal Board, Bareilly had adopted
a resolution in 1974 that the Statue of Dr. Ambedkar would be installed in the
Ambedkar Park. But there was considerable delay in the installation of this
statue whereas Statues of Swami Vivekanand and Pt. Jawahar Lal Nehru were
installed promptly. Then Shri Naubat Ram Sagar went on fast against the delay
on the 2nd February. On the 7th February Deputy Commissioner Shri Babu Lal
Verma was able to persuade Shri Naubat Ram Sagar to break his fast and
assured him that he would take up the matter with Municipal Board authorities.

In the meantime some employees of the Municipal Board came and pulled
up the small pan shop which was there and pulled down the portrait of Dr. Bhim
Rao Ambedkar. They insulted this great leader of backward and other classes.
So you should not rely on the police report.

Shri Dhanik Lal Mandal : It was true that the local Municipal Board had
made a commitment that a statue of Dr. Ambedkar would be installed in the
Ambedkar Park. It could not be installed so far because there was some delay
in getting the statue from a Jaipur firm whom order had been placed. Now the
firm have agreed to supply the same statue for which Shri Naubat Ram resoried
to hunger strike. It will be installed soon.

The Police has shown no disrespect to the portrait. It is kept in the Kotwali—
where floral offerings are also made occasionally.

Shri Ramvilas Paswan (Hajipur): Sir, the Hon. Minister has tried to tone
down the seriousness of the incident. Today bureaucracy is reigning supreme.
Excesses are being committed against harijans and other weaker sections of the
society. There cannot be two opinions in this regard.

This is all the lagacy of our social system. We hear almost daily about
many harijans being burnt alive, A harijan was burnt alive on the 15th February
and in Madhya Pradesh Legislative Assembly it was stated that 105 harijans
were murdered within 9 months. According to the Chief Minister more than
150 harijans were murdered during Emergency and harijan girls continue to be
raped. We want to call the attention of the Minister to this climate in the country.
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In the present social systtm harijans and other weaker sections cannot
expect anything better. May L know whether there is any conspiracy behind
these incidents to blame the Government or bureaucracy is responsible for these
acts ? May I also know the steps taken by Government to ensure safety of
harijans and to check recurrence of such incidents ?

Shri Dhanik Lal Mandal: I have said that they are trying to take undue
advantage of Dr. Ambedkar’s name which is very unfair. Dr. Ambedkar is being
respected by one and all and nobody should use his name to fulfil his
selfish motives. The police has not shown any disrespect to the portraits and
floral offerings are made occasionally in Kotwali.

Shri Ramvilas Paswan : What steps have been taken by Government to
check atrocities on harijans ?

The Prime Minister (Shri Morarji Desai) : 1 have already stated that we are
taking some steps and we hope to achieve success. We need cooperation of all
in this task.

Shri R. D. Ram (Palamu): The Hon’ble Minister has distorted the facts.
First of all [ want to know whether the portrait was framed and if framed
whether the glass was broken when it was pulled down ? Whether Shri Ghasi
Ram and his relatives tried to belabour the Boand authorities ? Had it been so
they would not have remained alive. Bhojpur type incident would have been

repeated. So he should hold another enquity. Why Jaipur firm has not supplied
the statue upto this time ?

Shri Dhanik Lal Mandal : The facts have not been distorted and the incident
is quite simple. I have told you fthat the statue will be installed very soon.
But no disrespect has been shown to the portrait of Dr. Ambedkar.

Shri R. L. Kureel (Mohanlalganj): Sir, the hon’ble Minister has told just
now that the potrait was not insulted. He is perhaps pleading on behalf of the
police. Today atrocities are being committed on harijans throughout the country.
Women folk are being raped and people are being burnt alive. But it is very
sad that the guilty for these crimes are being given protection. It is a matter
of s{name. Our great leaders like Shri Jagjivan Ram, Dr. Ambedkar are being
insulted.

Shri Dhanik Lal Mandal: There is no question of shielding wrong acts of
the police or to distort the facts. We are constantly trying to ensure that the
behaviour of police should be like a friend towards al including harijans. We
will sucoeed in our efforts. )

~ Shri Harikesh Bahadur (Gorakipur): Sir, the statement given by the hon.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (Delhi Sadar) : The former Finance Minister has said
that despite favourable economic factors, the Janata Party has not been able to
show as good a performance as was expected.

We believe in maximum resource mobilisation but at the same time, we had
said in our election manifesto that the taxation policy must simultaneously act
with distribution of justice and must take into consideration the capacity to pay.
The revenue of this Government in 1976-77 was Rs. 5382 crores but now our
resources are to the tune of Rs. 52896 crores. It is true that more taxes have
been levied but it is intentional with a view to mobilizing larger resources
because we want to divert money from those who have it to those who do not
have it. Our total outlay is 17 per cent higher than that in the previous year.
I will even suggest a proverty cess on everybody so as to obtain a revenue to
Rupees two thousand crores a year for five years continuously. Then only it
will become a dynamic Budget.

Had you not increased the prices of Cigarettes and tea in the year 1974.75 ?
What was the item whose price was not increased by you in the past. We have
now controlled money supply and also the rate of rise in prices. It is said
that heavy deficit financing will lead to rise in prices. But in fact it will generate
more demand and production in rural areas and there will be no rise in prices.

Deficit financing is not always bad.

What about coal and electricity ? Electricity is exempted so far as agriculture
is concerned. |

If you run the industry efficiently I am sure there will not be any need of
having this 2 paise tax. There is loss in transmission of electricity. Can you not
have a more efficient machinery for it ? If you do it, I do not think there is
any need for all these things. Why no tax has been levied on rich farmers ?
I know it is a state subject. Everybody is afraid of them—be it any Government
1 strongly feel that rich farmers should be taxed.

The question of capital gains tax should be reviewed. The old companies
should also get some exemption if they make investments in them, but some
limit can be fixed about it. It will help in increasing industrial production.
I think the limit may be Rs. 10 lakhs or 15 lakhs and not beyond that.

Now our agricultural expenditure has increased upto to Rs. 1754 crores.
It will create more opportunities of employment. At the same time purchasing
capacity demand and production will also increase.

" 'The Janata Party stands for the development of small scale industries.
But this Budget does not provide as many concessions to them as they should
have got. It is good that the number of items under small scale industries
has been increased and the allocation for them has also been increased from
Rs. 145 crores to Rs. 219 crores. But I still feel that small scale industries
have not been given adequate relief. We have to speed up the industrial growth
more vigorously. Government should give adequate guidance to them in order
to bring about required industrial growth. You will agree with me that every
sector whether it is a big House, small sector or a multi-national has its own
role to play. We have to tell them frankly as to what are their areas. Government

should guide the small industry.

It is said that Janata Party is opposed to industry. It is wrong. We do not
want to ignore industry. We want growth both in industry as well as in agri-
culture and we want the target of growth should be 10 per cent so that we can
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provide employment to many people in the coming five to ten years. On account
of blanket increase to 5 percent there may be certain cases where it will lead to
hardship. The Minister may have a second look on these cases. We should
see that no industry becomes sick and give due concessions to those which are
in dire need and see that the growth of industry also keeps pace with agri-
culture.

The credit policy of banks has got to be revised. If they continue like
this, it will not be good. They should be provided some guidelines.

We should mobilize our resources. We have invested thousands of crores of
rupees in our public sector. If the working machinery of public sector under-
takings is tightened, it will result in larger profits to the tune of Rs. 200 crores
per year which will be ploughed back for developmental purposes. There is
fraud and misappropriation in regard to fuel, coal, electricity etc. in this
sector.

Dairy development is the most important factor so far as this Budget is
concerned. If it is implemented properly, like the one in Gujarat and other
places, it will provide jobs to about four million people. So there should be
a proper coordination between the state Governments and the Central Government
However, due attention must be paid to the proper implementation of the Budget.

The gold control order should be withdrawn because the economic conditions
have now changed.

The Union Government should adopt a firm policy in regard to over drafts
to states and should take measures to reduce it.

The non-plan expenditure should be reduced and the Sales tax should be
abolished. The income tax limit should be raised to Rs. 10,000. The target
of providing employment should also be raised further.

Strict policy should be adopted to check labour unrest in the industrial
sector. Stringent laws should be enacted to check corruption in the industrial
sector.

GENERAL BUDGET, 1978-79—GENERAL DISCUSSION—Contd.

Dr. Murll Manohar Joshi (Almora): I rise to support the Budget. The
former Financial Minister Shri C. Subramaniam has just forwarded certain
arguments which are baseless. It has been stated by him that during last year
there has been no substantial industrial progress because capital was not invested
properly. That means that industrial progress cannot take place because of
recession. He has also accepted the fact that purchasing power at the people
is much less. In this regard my submission is that the purchasing power of
the country could increase, only if the purchasing power of the farmers and poor
workers in the country could increase. It is therefore necessary that provision for
increasing the purchasing power of the people be made in the budget.

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It is a matter of appreciation that the provision made in the budget for
agriculture, electricity and tribal blocks will help in increasing the purchasing
power of the people. It is also likely to help in setting up more and more in-
dustries. The money which is being allocated for rural electrification, irrigation
projects and building up of all weather roads. All this will create more
employment opportunities in rural areas and that way it will help in increasing
the purchasing power of rural people. In this connection I may also mention
that if we want to increase the rate of capital investment in the country’s industry,
it is necessary to increase the purchasing power of the rural people. It is a
matter of satisfaction that the Finance Minister has intelligently taken care of

both the things in the present budget.

It has been rightly stated that power scarcity was mainly responsible for
lack of industrial progress during the last 30 years. It is therefore essential
to generate more and more power in the country. It is a matter of gratification
that in the present budget first vital step has been taken for augmenting rural

electrification and generating more electricity.

During discussions, the levies on coal and electricity have been criticised.
It has also been stated that it will result in further increase of prices and may also
affect the people in urban areas more. I do agree with the contention that there
will be some impact of these levies on prices but it is my strong contention that
for improving the lot of poor people of rural ageas, we must be prepared to
make some sacrifice. So that way, in our present budget an attempt has been
made to correct the ill effects of the wrong economic policies pursued during the
last 30 years. It is also appreciable that in the present budget priorities have been
defined. In this budget due attention has been paid to rural areas.

During the course of discussion, it was pointed out by some of my friends
that industrial policy of the present Government was not clear. It does not
appear to be correct. There hardly appears to be any doubt or confusion about
our industrial policy. There cannot be two opinions about the vital fact, the
Janata Government wants to democratise the big industries. We are keen to
provide more and better opportunities to small and medium industries. But at
the same time, I may make it clear that we do not want to deprive ourselves of
the advantages the country derives from big industries.

My submission is that there should be democration in the sphere of produc-
tion of consumer goods. Small scale and cottage industries should be provided
ample opportunities. I am of the opinion that handicrafts can benefit the country
and I hope Janata Government wants to encourage handicrafts. We also want
to make a beginning with Goldsmiths. It was wrong on the part of previous
Government to make increased investments in big industries because that
ultimately lead to more unemployment.

Some of my friends from the opposition benches have said that Janata Gov-
ernment is against industrialization. But actually it is not so. The fact is that
we do not want the industries to have a predominent position as compared to
agriculture. We are all out to give every industry, its due irrespective of the
fact that industry is big, medium or small,

Science and technology can play a vital role in the development of any
country. It is a matter of satisfaction that a provision of Rs. 203 crores has been
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made by Janata Party for the promotion of Science and Technology in the
country. In this connection I consider it my duty to inform the hon. Minister
that science and technology should not be used only for luxurious living of big
people but it should be used for the uplift and development of rural people. It
has to be harnessed for raising the living standard of those people. Smt. Indira
Gandhi and Late Shri Jawaharlal Nehru had subordinated the science and
technology of the country to that of America, US.S.R., France and Japan. No
proper planning was initiated for benefitting the rural poors of the country. Now
the time has come when we will have to undo all these things. We will have to
sit on judgment on the functioning of I.C.A.R., National Physical Laboratory
and National Chemical Laboratory. I may make one thing clear that Janata
Government will not make use of science and technology for enslaving the man
but for the benefit of downtrodden in the country. Our ultimate aim is to establish
balance between man and nature and we want to use science for the service of
humanity.

It is wrong to say that the budget is inflationary. The budget has not put
any great burden on the common people. Our economy has got the strength
to absorb deficit financing. Our development rate has gone up from 1.6 percent
to 5.20 percent in a year. It is hoped that our economy will become stronger
and stronger vear after year. It is the first time that before the presentation of
the budget this time, there has been no cornering of the goods in the market.
Our Finance Minister deserves congratulations for the same. It is a matter of
great satisfication that this time business people could not get inkling of his
budget proposals.

During the course of debate, it has been said by some of my friends that
dependence on foreign aid had increased. Though actually it has not happened
but still I am of the opinion that it would be better if we could do without
foreign aid. But we have to accept foreign aid for one reason or the other so
as to back up our developmental activities.

It is wrong to say that centre was exploiting the states in any way. Some
of my friends have pleaded for renewal of financial relationship between the
Centre and the States. But may I know if it could mean that states could resort
to overdraft according to their sweetwill? The fundamental question is that why
should the States not increase their own resources or cut down their non-
plan expenditure? Is it that states want to have autonomy for putting all the
financial burden on the Centre and spend money in whatever way they liked ?
T must bring home to my hon. friends in the opposition that centre has no
dictatorial attitude towards the states but believed in real decentralisation.

In the end I must appreciate that it is for the first time that money has been
allocated for tribal blocks. It is a welcome measure. Before I conclude, I once
again congratulate the Minister of Finance for presenting a balanced budget.
