Export.of Handloom Cloth-from U.P.

*163. Shri Rajendra Kumar Sharma : Will the Minister of Commerce apd Civil
Supplies and Cooperation be pledsed to state :

(a) the quantum and varieties of.handlpom cloth exported from. Uttar Pradesh during
the past two years;
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(b) the value of the cloth exported (year-wisé);

(c) whether a part of the profit earned thereby was also given to the handloom cloth
manufacturers ; and ‘

(d) if so, the percentage of profit given to them, (year-wise) ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Commerce, Civil Supplies and Ceoperation
(Shri Krishan Kumar Goel) : (a) to (d) A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) & (b) State-wise export statistics are not compiled. It is, therefore, not possible

to quantify the export of handloom goods from Uttar Pradesh. The main varieties of
cotton handloom cloth and made-ups exported from Uttar Pradesh are bed-spreads, pillow-

covers, towels, durries etc., and also fabrics in running length. The value of cotton hand-
loom fabrics and made-ups exported by the exporters from U.P. registered with the Hand-
loom Export Promotion Council during the last two years was :

1975-76 Rs.1.38 crores
1976-77 Rs.2.38 crores

Apart from the registered experters from U.P., parties based in Delhi, Bombay, etc. procure
the export varieties from U.P. and export the goods from the respective places. Value of
such exports is not available.

(c) & (d) When manufactarers sell goods to merchant exporters, there is generally
an element of profit for the former in the transaction. No data are, however, available on
the percentage of profits earned by the manufacturers.

Shri Rajendra Kumar Sharma : The Janata Government has promised to start new
schemes with a view to encouraging rural industries. The hon. Minister has stated in his
reply that because he has no figures so he can not tell the quantity of handloom goods
being exported from Uttar Pradesh. Handloom industry is one of the most important
industries of U.P. so we should pay special attention towards it. Tt is clear from hon.
Minister’s reply that goods worth Rs.1.38 crores and Rs.2.38 crores were exported during
1975-76 and 1976-77 respectively. May I know the total .quantity of exports from U.P.
and the total profit earned thereby ?

Minister of Commerce, Civil Supplies and Cooperation (Shri Mohan Dharia) : I have
placed before you the available figures. Ican not tell the exact figures relating to the goods
exported from each State because businessmen from outside the State also export the
goods after purchasing them from there. We are trying our best io promote cottage and
small scale industries. We have told the export houses to take into account the value of
goods exported as Rs.2 lakhs if a small industry exports goods worth Rs. 1 lakhs. In this
way we are giving facilities. It is our policy to help as much as possible the small industries
and handlooms. ' '

Shri Rajendra Kumar Sharma : $ir, the fact is that the handloom weavers in small
industries do not get any part of profits. They do not get even reasonable remuneration for
their labour. All the margin is taken away by the middlemen. What steps Government

propose to take to ensure that they get maximum benefit ?

Shri Mohan Dharia : It is correct that middlemen earn the real profit and small hand-
loom weavers do not get their reasonable share . For that they should form cooperatives
aad associations and we are ready to extend full cooperation to them for that.
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Shri Manohar Lal : In fact the Members of board of directors themselves go in for
exports in place of weavers. So, will the hon. Minister take steps and inquire to soe that
goods are exported-only by weavers in order to check the board of directors from spreading
corruption ?.

Shri Mohan Dharia : I will look into it.

Shri Roop Nath Singh Yadav : Sir, the middlemen are exploiting smail weavers and
these weavers particularly in villages of eastern Uttar Pradesh like Pratapgarh, Jaunpur etc.

and in Mogaram in Allahabad do not get yarn and dyes. Will Government take any
remedial steps to ensure direct supply of these items to weavers ?.

Shri Mohan Dharia : We have asked the apex societies or small scale corporations
of Government to handle the distribution work. Previously the small Scale Corporation
in U.P. did not undertake the responsibility but it has now agreed to do so and the work
will go on smoothly.

Shri Ram Sevak Hazari : Sir, the handloom industry was so much developed in our
country that even before independence we used to earn foreign exchange by exports.
What steps Government propése to take to develop the industry and to ensure that weavers
get remunerative price of their product ?.

Shri Mohan Dharia : This question relates to Ministry of Industry, Even then I may
tell him that there are 3.8 million handlooms in the country employing about one crore
persons. We have taken many steps to ensure full protection to handloom industry and
reasonable return to weavers. Only then we can solve the employment problem.

Shri O.P. Tyagi : Whether it is a fact that uptill now most of our exports were con-
fined to European Countries like Russia, U.S.A. etc. It was negligible so far as South
Africa, Africa and South East Asian Countries are concerned ? Whether it is because of
this fact that they do not know anything about our goods ? Whether government have
organised any exhibition or made any arrangements for publicity of our goods there as is
done by them in other countries ?

Shri Mohan Dharia : It is true that our exports to these countries have not increased
to the required extent. We have made some arrangements for it. There is heavy shipping
freight for South America. We have taken action to reduce this shipping freight and bring
it at par with that for North America. We do try to organise exhibitions in South America,
African and South-East Asian countries.

Shri Mritunjay Prasad Verma : What are the items which have been taken away
from the purview of the STC and have been entrusted to Private exporters ?

Shri Mohan Dharia : The qu&étion is not of taking away or keeping any item with
S.T.C. We keep those items under the purview of S.T.C. which are in the interest of the
nation. Our policy is quite clear. We canalise those items which are in the interest of the

nation and decanalise others for the same purpose.

Shri Hukamdeo Narain Yadav: Mr. Speaker, Sir, We have been getting this negative
reply for the last so many days that action is being taken by the Government for the recovery
of arrears but until now no results have been received. In this country itself when the
Government adopted toug'h attitude towards Capitalist like Mundra and Dalmia _etc. they
wiere caught and put behind the bars but it is strange that no case of economic offence has
been registered against Birla against whom such huge amount as taxes is outstanding.

*179. Dr. Laxmi Narayan Pandeya: Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state:

(a) whether itis a fact that Pakistan hasnot paid evena single instalment of the
amount payable to India as per partition agreement of movable and immovable assets
between India and Pakistan concluded in 1947;

(b) if so, the steps being taken by Government in this regard; and
(c) the details of the original amount to be paid and the amount outstanding now?

The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M. Patel) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) and (c) Pakistan’s partition debt to India is of the order of Rs. 300 crorcs; the
precise amount has not so far been agreed upon despite efforts made on various occa-
sions. In the absence of any payment by Pakistan, the entire amount is outstanding. The
question of resuming negotiations with Pakistan in this regard is constantly
kept under review.

Competitive Examination for S.C. and S.T. in State Bank of India, Delhi

*181. Shri Mahi Lal : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state:

(a) Whether a competitive examination for promotion was held by the State Bank
of India at its headquarter in Delhi in the third week of January, 1978 and whether the-em-
ployees belonging to the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes were not given a chance
to appear in the examination;

The Minister of Finance (Shri H.M. Patel): (a) A written test for promotion to the
Officers Grade II from the clerical cadre was held by the New Delhi Local Head Office of”
the State Bank of India on 22nd January 1978. State Bank of India has reported that

all employess, including those belonging to the Scheduled Castes/Tribes who conformed to

the eligibility criteria laid down by the bank were allowed to take the test. Of the total
1623 employees who appeared for the test, 16 were from Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes.

(b) A letter dated 13th January, 1978 was .received from the Hon’ble Member of
Parliament on the subject.

(c) Government have recently advised all the public sector banks to provide for
reservations in posts filled by promotion by suitably amending their existing promotion
schemes. State Bank of India has reported that it is working on a new scheme to provide-
for reservation in promotion posts in accordance with Government instructions and hopes.
to finalise it soon. '

Demand for changes in present structure of Taxation by Chamber of Conimerce and Industry
of Punjab, Haryana and Delhi

1489. Shri O.P. Tyagi, (M.P.) Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state:

(a) whather the Chambers of Commerce and Industry of Punjab, Haryana and Delhi
have demanded changes in the present structure of taxation of income of non-residents;

ment’s policy relating to taxation of non-residents”. According to the Chamber, “there
should be a realistic approach to taxing incomes of non-residents keeping in view the in-
c:ntives which other nations provide'.

(b) The Direct Tax Laws Committee would, no doubt, consider the suggestions made
by the Chambzar. As the Government have not had occasion to examine the details of the
suggestions made by the Chamber in their Memorandum to the Direct Tax Laws Committee,
it is not feasible 1o express any opinion in the matter.

Memorandum by Rajkot District Co-operative Bank Ltd.

1532. Shri Dharmasinhbhai Patel ; Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

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The Minister of Finance (Shri H.M. Patel) : (a) The memorandum presented by
the Chairman of the Rajkot District Co-operative Bank Ltd., Rajkot at Gondal on 9-11-77

raised the following 4 issues :—

(i) As the district of Rajkot has a good network of Co-operative Societies, the Com-
mercial banks should not be allowed to open their branches in this District ;

(i) Where a Co-operative sugar enterprise is in need of financial support the coopera-
tive bank should be permitted to advance credit against the unit’s sugar stocks,
as in the case of the requirements of Shri Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel Khand Udyog

Sahakari Mandli Ltd. at Dhoraji;

(ii) That the interest tax levied on the apex banks should be waived;

(iv) Finance from the Reserve Bank should be made available to Co-operative Socie-
ties for marketing and processing of agricultural crops.

(b) A reply was sent to the Chairman indicating that :—

(i) As Rajkot District has a suﬂ‘iciently large credit gap, there is scope for both
the commercial banks and co-operatives to extend their operations in a co-
ordinated manner to meet the credit needs of that District;

(1) The Reserve Bank of India is agreeable to consider the issue of providing
credit to Shri Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel Khand Udyog Sahakari Mandli Ltd.,
Dhoraji; if a complete scheme of rehabilitation of this sugar factory is taken

up with them.
(iii). The Reserve Bank of India are agreeable to consider the issue of reduction
of margin against stocks of groundnut if a proposal is made to them.

The Government has separately also written to Reserve Bank of India advising them
to send a senior officer to Rajkot to discuss these problems pcrsonally with the Chaurman
with a view to arrive at a decision expeditiously.

The weights
and scales used for weighment purposes are pre-checked for their accuracy prior to weigh-
ment and the weights and scales which are found inaccurate on checking are not brought
in use. The opium tendered by the poppy cultivators is weighed in the presence of the indi-
vidual cultivator and the village Lambardar.

Relief Granted in Excise Duty on Sugar
1540. Shri Sukhendra Singh : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

(f) MITCO should keep master samples in their Bhilwara Office for inspection by
~ the prospective sellers of Rajasthan mica for their guidance.

(h) MITCO should make purchases of mica flakes, scrap and powder from Rajasthan
- also.against the orders it receives from buyers.

Rise in the Prices of Groundnut QOil in Gujarat

1580. Shri Amarsinh V. .Rathawa : Will the Minister of Commerce and Civil
Supplies and Cooperation be pleased to state:

(a) the production in tonnes of groundnut in Gujarat during the current year;

(b) the target fixed in regard to this production by the Civil Supplies Minister of
Gujarat;

(c) whether there has been record production of groundnut during this year as com-
pared to that of the last five years;

(d) whether Government are aware that despite the record production of groundnut,
the prices of groundnut oil in Gujarat have increased; and

(e) if so, the reasons therefor and the measures taken and directives issued to the
state by the Central Government to stablise prices thereof?

Minister of State in the Ministry of Commerce, Civil Supplies and Cooperation (Shri
K. K. Goyal) : (a) to (e) A statement is attached.

STATEMENT

No target has been fixed for the production of groundnut in Gujarat State by the
Civil Supplies Minister of that State. For 1977-78 a target of 21 lakh tonnes of oilseed
as a whole has, however, been fixed. The estimates of production of groundnut for a year
1s generally received from the State Governments in the month of June only. Statements
showing the production of groundnut for the years 1972-73 to 1976-77 and the prices of
groundnut oil at Rajkot from April, 77 to February, 78 are attached (Annex-I & II). The
record production has been in the year 1975-76 and there has been a sizeable fall in produc-
tion during 1976-77 mainly due to which prices were ruling high in that year. The prices
have been around Rs. 690 per Qtl. during February, 78.

The following are some of the important steps taken to contain the rising trends in
prices of edible oils:— )

(1) A restrictive monetary and credit policy;

(2) Free inter-State movement and sale of edible oils and oilseeds;

(3) Continuation of ban on exports of HPS Groundnuts and edible oils;

(4) Import of sizeable quantities of rapeseed oil and sale through public distribu-
tion of the refined rapeseed oil at a price not exceeding Rs. 7.50 a kg.;

(5) Supply of imported oils to the vanaspati industry ranging between 75.% to 909
of their oil requirements;
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(6) Imposition of stock limits on dealers and commission agents in edible oils and
oilseeds.
Gujarat, like all other major oilseed producing States, has been asked not to impose
any restrictions, formal or informal, on free inter-State movement of edible oils.

Raising of Capital Investment
1585. Shri Yuvray : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased 1o state:

The present level
of investment in the economy is not commensurate with the level needed to achieve a high
rate of growth. But it is not certain that it has to be as high as 30 per cent for this purpose.
Even so, the imperative need of achieving a sizable increase in the rate of investment in
the shortest span of time in the economy is recognised by the Government. As has been
pointed out in the Economic Survey, 1977-78, the medium-term prospects for stepping
up investment in the economy are good and the Government would like to take advantage
of these favourable factors. Meanwhile, the Planning Commission which is engaged in the
formulation of the Sixth Plan would give, very shortly, an assessment of the resources that
would become available for investment in the economy and would also indicate the guide-
lines for the various investment priorities to obtain a higher rate of growth in the economy.

, The Minister of Finance (Shri H.M. Patel) : (a) The Reserve Bank have advised the
commercial banks to draw up their branches expansion plans for 1978, keeping in view the
need for opening more rural branches in the districts in which the population coverage of
the banking system is lower that the all-India average. The overall’ parametres of the
branch expansion programme of the banks during the current year will emerge only after
the plans being submitted to the Reserve Bank are scrutinised and finalised.

(b) The public sector banks have been advised to enlarge the flow of there credit
into the rural and semi-urban areas so as to achieve a cerdit : deposit ratio of at least 60
per cent in their rural and semi-uraban branches by March 1979. They have also been
advised to raise the proportion of their credit to the neglected sectors in the aggregate
credit to thelevel of 33.3 percent by March 1979. No specific sum as such -is, however,
earmarked for any sector.

(c) The Public sector banks are already implementing a sche ne of Differential Rate
of Interest under which they give credit assistance at a concessional rate of 4 per cent per
annum, to the borrowers who meet the eligibility criteria stipulated under the Scheme. The
coverage of the Scheme was enlarged in May 1977 and is now being implemented in all
the districts of the country.

OFf these,
3 cases resulted in conviction, 13 cases are under trial, and in 3 cases the CB} recommen-

ded departmental action against the firms by the CCI& E and 27 cases are still under investi-
gation. In the remaining case, the CBI recommended action against an official of the CCI
& E Organisation ; he has already been punished.

Besides, 3837 firms were punished by the CCI &E during 1975, 1976 and 1977 under
Imports (Control) Order, 1955, as amended, by way of deparment from receiving import
facilities for specified periods.

Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri Satish Agarwal) : (a) Reports
recevied by the Government show that during 1976-77 i.e. from April , 1976 to March,
1977, smuggled goods totally valued at Rs. 34.83 crores were seized and 2,679 persons
arrested for their involvement in smuggling.

There is indication in the reports received by the Government that so far ds
smuggling activities are concerned Indo-Nepal and Indo-Pakistan borders are actwe and
on the Indo-Bangladesh and Indo-Burma bordrs it is well contained.

(c) To combat the menace of smuggling on the borders, the preventive and intelligence
set ups have been strengthened and reorganised and the staff rp_—deploycd more_ eflectively.
New Check-posts near the borders have been created at vulnerable points. Wireléss commu-
nication network has been sanctioned for the entire Indo-Nepal border. The Collectro-
rates having jurisdiction over the borders have been equipped with necesssary anti-smuggling
equipment. In addition, anti-smuggling measure including pairolling of Vulnerable areas
and exercise of greater vigilance at the borders have been reinforced. Besides proposals
for involving village panchayats and state machinery m certain areas in anti-smugg! m
efforts, are under active consideration,

The proposed abolition of the Interest Rate Tax is also expected to enable
the barks to reduce the Interest burden on their borrowers.

Ex-servicemen working the L.I.C.

1625. Shri R.L.P. Verma : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state

(a) whether it is a fact that Ex-servicemen who are working in the life Insurance
Corporation have not been given the benefit of previous Military service in the matter of
seniority and salary but officers who have been appointed in the Departments of Govern-
ment of India, have received such benefits:

The Minister of Finance (Shri H.M. Patel) : (a), (b) & (c) Presumably the Honourable
member refers to the Emergency Commissioned officers and Short Service Commissioned
officers released from the army and who have been taken in the service of the L.I.C. The
LIC in order to help these officers decided to reserve some percentage of vacancies for such
officers and also allowed the following other benefits :—

(i) As against three examination papers prescribed for regular entrants to Class I
service of LIC, the ECOs were required to appear at only two papers (namely
General Knowledge and English).

(i1) The age limit was relaxed to the extent of number of years of service rendered by
them in the Army.

(iii) The percentage of marks to be obtained by these officers in the written papers in
order to qualify for interview is lower than the percentage required of other candi-
dates. §

The Corporation has not given any benefit in the matter of seniority and
fixation of pay. However the general question of giving benefit of seniority
and fixation of pay to Emergency Commissioned officers and Short Service Com-

missioned officers, who are employed in public sector undertakings, is under
consideration of the Government.

Employees appointed to test the quality of Opium

1641. Shri Chaturbhuj : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

(a) Whether it is a fact that the employees appointed to test the quality of opium
are untrained and therefore justice is not being done towards the opium producers; and

(b) the action being taken by the Government in the matter ?

Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri Satish Agarwal) : (a) No, Sir.
The opium is tested for its purity and classified according to its moisture content by trained
staff. It is provisionally tested and classified by the District opium officers at the time of
purchase of opium from the cultivators at the weighment centres and the results are made
known to the cultivators. 90 per cent of the provisional amount so determined is paid to
the cultivators on the spot. The final testing and classification of opium is done at the
laboratories in the two Government Opium Factories at Ghazipur (U.P.) and Neemuch
(M.P.) by qualified chemists in accordance with established scientific procedures and final
payments are made to the cultivators on the basis of these analysis. If any poppy cultivator
disputes the results of provisional testing done by the District Opium Officer, his opium is
sent separately to the concerned factory and he is given an option to visit the factory
where the opium is finally tested in his presence.

(b) In view of the above, the question does not arise.
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Laboratories for Testing and Processing of Opium

1642. Sill‘i Chaturbhuj : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

(@) Whether laboratories for testing and processing of opium are located in every
opium procurement centre ;

Minister of State in "the Ministry of Finance (Shri Satish Agarwal) : (a) and (b)
There are a number of weighment centres in poppy growing areas where nearly 350 *poppy
cultivators tender the'r opium produce every day. Simple laboratory tests are carried
out to detect common adulterants and the opium is classified provisionally for making 90 75
of the payment due to the cultivator on the spot. The balance amount of 109 is paid after
the final classification of opium done by expert chemistsin the two Government Opium
Factories at Ghazipur (UP)and Neemuch (MP) which have the necessary arrangements
and laboratory equipment for carrying out detailed examination,

The processing of opium for export and for extraction of alkoloids within the

country etc., is also done in the aforesaid two factories which have necessary equipments
and security arrangements.

(c) The present method of testing of opium for making payments to cultivators
has been working satisfactorily.

Relaxation of Gold Control Order

1649. Shri Sukhendra Singh : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

(a) whether there is any proposal under consideration of Government for relaxing
the Gold Control Order with a view to provide concessions to poor goldsmiths for
safeguarding their interests; and

(b) if so, the details thareof ?

Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri Satish Agarwal): (a) and.(b) Certain
relaxations have been granted to certified goldsmiths by issue of certain notifications/orders
on [4-2-1978 under the Gold (Control) Act. The salient features of these relaxations are

that a certified goldsmith can:—

(1) manufacture and sell ornaments out of the standard gold bars which he is already
allowed to possess against specific orders from the customers;

(it) make small purchases up to 35 gms. of orname’ts at a time from a person and
utilise the same for the purpose of making, manufacturing ornaments against
specific orders from other customers. The goldsmiths availing of the above
concessions are require{ to have a fixed place of business and maintain the
prescribed accounts.

(iii) The present restrictions regarding issue of gbyldsmith’s certificates only
to the members of family of goldsmiths have been removed. Now
any person who possesses necessary skillof a goldsmith and who has worked
with a certified goldsmith as an apprentice for a period not less than 3 months
and who has not been disqualified on account of conviction or imposition
of penalty for gold control or s'nuggling offence is eligible to get a go!dsmith’s

certificate.
Loans Sanctioned by Nationalised Banks to Cottage Industries in Madhya Pradesh

1650. Shri Sukhendra Singh : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

(a) Whether certain instructions have been issued to the nationalised banks by the
Central Government to the effect that while sanctioning loans particularly to cottage
industries, preference should be given to backward areas ; and

(b) if so, the details of the loans sanctioned for cottai;c industries in backward areas
of Madhya Pradesh during the last two years ? '

The Minister of Finance (Shri H.M. Patel) : (a) and (b) The public sector banks
have been advised to devote special attention to the task of increasing the flow of bank
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I credit in the backward areas where the bulk of the credit needs relate to neglected sectors
including small and cottage industries. The Industrial Development Bank of India is
also operating a special scheme of concessional refinance to the financial institutions
for encouraging credit assistance to small industries in the backward areas.

The present system of data reporting does not yield data separately for cottage indus-
tries. In the small-scale industries sector, however, public sector banks and outstanding
advances of Rs. 37.40 crores involving 19039 borrowal accountsas at the end of June,
1977 as compare to Rs. 31.32 crores involving 12760 borrowal accounts at the end of June,
1976, in the State of Madhya Pradesh.

Fall in Prices of potato

1672. Shri Daya Ram Shakya: Will the Minister of Commerce and Civil Supp lies
and Cooperation be pleased to state :

(a) whether the prices of potato have considerably gone down as a result of new
crop ; and

Minister of State in the Ministry of Commerce, Civil Supplies and Coeperation
(Shri K. K. Goyal) : (a) Whilst there has been a noticeable decline in the prices of pota-
toes since the arrival of the new crop, the wholesale price index for potatoes in the week
ending February 11, 1978 was still 9.8% higher than that of the corresponding week in
the preceding vear.

(b) Arrangements have been made with the National Agricultural Cooperative
Marketing Federation (NAFED) to see that by timely market intervention, as necessary,
the prices of potatoes do not fall to an unremunerative level to the grower.

Survey regarding Prices of Gold and Silver

1673. Shri Daya Ram Shakya : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state
whether Government propose to conduct a survey about the prices of gold and silver
prevailing in the country as well as in foreign countries with a view to bring them at

Setting up of an Income-Tax Office in Neemuch (Madhya Pradesh)

Dr. Laxminarayan Pandeya : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

-ees in Neemuch about 80% of the assessees were covered under the summary assessment
scheme by which as assessee is not required to be present in the Income-tax Office for the
finalisation of his assessments. After considering the administrative restrictions the
proposal to open an office at Neemuch was dropped.

(b) Representations had been received from the assessees for opeﬁing of an income-
tax office at Neemuch. The issue was concidered and after all the facts were taken into
consideration, the proposal to open the Income-tax Office at Neemuch was dropped. This

Shri Shambhu Nath Chaturvedi (Agr.:) : It has been said by certain members of the
opposition that the Janata Government has done nothing. But the fact is otherwise. In
fact the Congress Government had not been able to do anything during its regime of 30
years and there was no freedom in any respect, while the Janta Government during the period
of only one ye.ir has restored freedom of expression, freedom of speech and freedom of
thought to the people. Asregards freedom from want, it cannot be achieved in such a short
period and will take some time. Prices have been stabilised and inflation has bgen checked.
During the Congress regisne, everything was being done for the benefit of capitalists and big
businessman and the remaining 80 percent were neglected and no voice was raised in support
of 60-70 percent of people living below the poverty line. This is what we got in legacy.
Now all attempts are being made for the economic development and uplift of these so far
neglected 80 percent people. 40 percent of the budget provision has been made for rural
development. If monopoly in private sector is bad, monopoly in public sector is worse,
because the political power and economic power put together lead to dictatorship ultimately
and therefore, proper and adequate control over public sector is also essential.

The strikes, lockouts, gheraos and incidents of destruction of public property occrruing
all over the country can be said to be merely an explosion of suppressed feelings and demora-
lisation of people which prevailed for long during the previous regime. In reply to a
question it has been stated today that the number of strikes in public sector and private sector
is 596 and 1298 respectively, the number of lockouts is 323 and in all 18 million mandays
have been lost. This position is no doubt alarming. In this connection I would suggest
that a code of conduct should be framed for them and proper arrangements should be made
to ensure that the grievances of workers and others are redressed early. It is not a good
policy to wait first and then yield before any kind of pressure. Strikes and lockouts should
be banned for two years at least and all the problems should be settled through conciliation
and by adjudication.

As regards law and order problem, it is fell that since fear from the minds of anti-
social elements also has been removed now, it is resulting in an increase in the number
of crimes and a feeling of in security is deveioping among the” people and if this pesition
continues for long, it will create hindrance in the way of development of our country
Praper attention should, therefore be paid to remedy this situation.

I am of theopinion that if the provisions re: grant of bailare tightened, the
provision regarding preventive detention will not be necessary. At present administration
is top heavy and there isno proper organisation in different fields.

Shri Vasant Sathe (Akole): The present Government during its 11months rule has done
nothing except trying to nullify what has been achieved during the last eleven years.

There are very important economic issues before the country. The problem of un-
employment is at its worst. People are facing starvation to solve these problems. This
Government should have sought the cooperation of every section of people and every poli-
tical party. - Under 20 point programme we took some steps to distribute land among the
landless people, to free bonded labour etc. These steps were not wrong we agree that we
could not implement these measures but-it cannot be said that these were wrong measures.
The Janta Government should have followed those measures and sought our cooperation
to implement them. But the only thing being done by the present Government during its
11 months rule is character assassination of one individual through a Commission, Televi-
sion and radio * *****(interruptions). It is desirable that these Commissions etc. should be

scrapped now. It is becoming counter productive now.

The law and order situation in the country today is deplorable. There is need to give
serious thought to this problem to make the people feel more secure and safe.

Shri Jayaprakash Narayan has done great work in the Chambal Valley by inspiring
the dacoits to surrender. But the new Government is not doing anything to pursue this
work, Even ShriJaya Prakash Narayan has also referred to this thing.

It is being claimed by Janta Government that the press is now enjoying complete
freedorfl. But it is not true. The newspapers which gave prominence to Smt. Indira
Gandhi’s visits etc. are being discriminated against in the matter of advertisements.

We should all sit together to solve
the burning problems of the country.

Shri Ram Kishan (Bharatpur) : I support the Motion of thanks to the Presidents
Address. Some of our friends from the opposition have criticized the economic policy of
the present Government. I want to ask them whether they have ever tried to know that
what the previous Government left for us in legacy. When we took over, the economic
condition of the country was miserable. They said that thé rate of growth has declined.
But they should keep in mind that from 1951 to 1975 our rate of ggowth remained
3.2 per cent. This was the achievement of previous Government during their rule of 30
years. .

What right has he got to say that pace of de:./elopment has decreased during the Janta
Government’s time—only one year is not sufficiently decisive.

This year we had 5 per cent rate of growth. Agricultural production is good and our
economy is sound. On the contrary our rate of growth was low2st during 1971-75.
Per capita income also showed a marginal increase. It was Rs. 335.71 in 1964-65 and in
1975-76 it was only Rs. 337.71. Even this marginal increase was due to improvement in
communications and transport facilities.

The trend of rise in prices had started during the Third Five Year Plan and the price
index rose by 32 per cent. The situation remained the same in the 4th and the 5th_plan.
The malady of our economic system has been that the prices of agricultural produce have
been constantly going down whereas the prices of manufactured goods have been rising.
Now the price index of commodities as a whole has remained constant during the year.
The Janta Government should give serious thought to thisaspect. The main problem facing
the country is as to how prices can be brought down.

The Janta Party is moving in the right direction. It thas adopted the policy of rural
development.  The Government have stated that they will provide 40 per cent of the toial
revenue for bringing about rural developmeit . But the fact can not be ignored that the
previous Governiment has neglected agriculture and the rural development. The alloca-
tion for rural development has gone down from 28 percent in the First Five year Plan to
23 per cent in the Fifth Five Year Plan. Therefore, the current provision of 40 per cent for
rural developrhent is a welcome feature. The programmes of rural development should
mainly cover those who are landless, poor and down-trodden. The President’s Address
gives no indication of the measures that are proposal to be taken up to uplift these people.:

Qur main problem is that the industrial production is not increasing, Government
should immediately take effective steps to check decline in capital investment. In spite
of all facilities accorded by the previous Government to big capitalists, the total capital
investment went down from Rs. 1300 crores in 1975-76 to Rs. 909 crore$ during 1977-78.
There Governinent should take measures to step up investment.

Sir, I want to make it very clear that we do not want to impose Hindi on anybody,
We enjoy whenever you speak in your mother tongue but when you speak in English it
smacks of over-lordism.  We should encourage our own languages.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (Delhi-Sadar): It is heartening to note that for the first time in
30 years, there is a shift in plan priorities from urban sector to rural sector. The net result
of the economic policies followed by the previous Government for the last 30 years
is that the poor have become poorer and the rich have become richer. The production
of luxury items has increased whereas the availability of essential goods has become more
difficult and the per capita consumption of food articles has gone down during these years.

On the other side, the per capita tax on commodities has increased from 10.9 in 1950-

51 to 90.0 in 1973-74. Further the average expenditure on essential commodities has been
going down gradually.

It is good that the Janta Government have diverted their investment to rural sector.
But its efficacy depends upon the execution of economic policies for rural development.
However, the economic.development has to bz brought about through democratic means
and not through dictatorial methods as adopted by the nrevious Congress Government.

It is quite appropriate that our Constitution has provided for political equality, but
steps havato bz taken to bring about economic equality as well. For t hat purpose, economic
disparity has to be removed at the earliest and directive principles of the constitution have
to bz enforced vigorously. T shall, therefore, demand that the fundamental right to pro-
perty must be abolished and a Bill for that purpose should be brought at the earliest.

Top priority has to be given to the upliitment of poor people and tribals specially
in union Territories like Andaman and Nicobar Islands. It is heartening to note that
spccia! provision has been made in the current Budget for the development of tribal people.

The asseis of moﬁopoly kouses have increased from Rs. 594 crores in 1951 to
Rs. 3.717 croresin 1975.  Now I would like to know what steps have been taken by Govern-
‘ment to reduce the growing disparities between the rich and the poor people. The present
situation is the ouicome of the basic defects in our planning in the past.

There must be a guarantee about the availability of essential commodities. [t
is welcome that government propose to strcamline the public distribution system.

No time-bound programme has been drawn up so far to remove unemployment.
So, it is essential that every year, a time bound programme is drawn up to provide employ-
ment to the unemployed or under-employed people.

Then the exhibitions of richness should be severely deait with. To curb this evil,
extra taxes should be imposed on luxury items and a pool should be set up, out of its revenue,
which should be utilised for the upliftment of the poor people. If necessary, some kind of
cess or poverty tax can also be levied. This sort of dynamic approach has to be adopted
by Government. . Therefore drastic measures have to be taken o remove the economic
disparities. I shall, therefore, commend the resolution for unanimous approval.

It has been claimed by the previons Government that the 9th schedule of the Consti-
tation is meant to.protect progressive legislation. But MISA is included in this schedule.

Shri Yuvraj (K:itihar): It is regrettable that even though one year has passed, we have
not yet withdrawn the MISA or repealed the Constitution (Forty-Second) Amendment Bill
so far, even though we had made promises to this effect in our election manifesto. In fact,
this should have been the first step of the Government after assuming power. By not doing
so it has betrayed the confidence of the people. Our first job should have been the repeal
of 42nd Amendment Bill. We had also promised to exclude the right to property from the
fpndamental rights enshrined in the Constitution. But' we have not done it so far.

Smt._ Indira Gandhi tried to become a dictator. She subverted the Constitution.
Civil libertics were taken away by her. The press was gagged.  But our people rose against
all this and put an end to dictatorship.

Sit, onc full year has elapsed but we have not worked according to our first political
charter. 1 want lo make it categoricaily clear that wherever dictators tried to sestablish
their rule by tempering the Constitution, the people rose against them, punished them and
they were tried for treason. What happened in our country. Thousands of young man .
were hit with bullets and Indira Gandhi mauled the Constitution and betrayed the
people. So today there is need for her trial. She may be hanged, if found guilty of
these crimes. She is responsible for the massacre of a large number of people.
