MEMORANDUM REGARDING THEFT OF COAL FROM PORBANDAR
RAILWAY STATION YARD '

*489. SHRI DHARAMASINGHBHAI PATEL : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS
be pleased to state :

(a) whether the Porbander Coal and Coke Association has sent any memorandum to
the Government in July, 1977 about the large number of thefts of coal from the Porbandar
Railway Station yard in Gujarat, if so, the complaints made therein;

(b) whether Government have conducted any enquiry in this regard so far and if so,
when and the action taken or proposed to be taken in this regard; and

(c) the measures taken to detect the thefts of coal and the number of thieves appre-
hended so far and when ?

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI MADHU DANDVATE): (a) to (¢) A
statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) Yes, Sir. A complaint dated 7-6-1977 addressed to Minister for Railways
relating to theft of coal in Porbandar Railway Station Yard, was received which was
forwarded to the Western Railway Administration for enquiry.

(b) An enquiry was conducted and surprise raids were also carried out by RPF
officers of Western Railway in Porbandar Yard.
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(c) Two hundred and thirteen cases of coal theft, valued at Rs. 3,831/-, were detect-
ed with the arrest of 246 outsiders and 18 Railway employees during this vear. With the
tightening of the security measures, theft of coal at Porbandar Yard has been brought
under control. The President of the Coal and Coke Merchants Association, Porbandar,
has also appreciated the timely action taken by the Western Railway Administration.

SHRI DHARAMSINH BHAI PATEL : In reply to part (a) of question you have
stated that a complaint dated 6-7-1977 addressed to the Railway Minister relating to
theft of coal in Porbandar Railway Station Yard was received which was forwarded to the
Western Railway Administration for enquiry. But complaints relating to theft of coal
glere 2150 made on 21-7-77 and 31-10-77. What action the Government has taken on
nem

PROF. MADHU DANDVATE : On the basis on complaint dated 7-6-77 which was
forwagded to the Western Railways the Western Railway officers have unearthed 213 cases
involving theft .of coal worth 3,831/- in which 18 Railwaymen and 246 outsiders have
been arrested. By adopting strict measures the cases regarding theft of coal of Porbandar
Yard have been brought under check and a statement of President of Coal and Coke
Merchants” Association has also been received in which he has expressed satisfaction that
large quantity of coal has been seized as a result of raids by R.P.F. officers. I would
certainly look into the subsequent complaints referred to by hon. Member.

SHRI DHARMASINHBHAI PATEL : What steps Government propose to take to
eliminate the theft of coal and when these would be taken up ?

PROF. MADHU DANDVATE : The Railway Protection Force would make raids and
take up preventive measures in doubtful cases and produce before the court such persons
against whom specific charges could be brought. Such measures are taken against railway
employees as well as outsiders. We have every hope that theft of coal can be minimized

by these measures.

SHRI BHANU KUMAR SHASTRI : The Hon. Minister has stated in his reply that he
received the complaint on 7-6-77. I am surprised because the Hon. member had sent
complaint on 28-2-77 and the Association on 21-7-77 and 31-7-77, It has been stated that
213 cases were brought to light. But it has not been specified as to how many railway
employees were involved in these cases. The situation today is that on complaints the
cases are detected and proved the persons involved are transferred and later on they
manipulate to come back to some places. Due to these thefts railway Ministry have to
pay claims worth lakhs of rupees. I want to know the number of railway employees atid

outsiders involved in these cases separately.

PROF. MADHU DANDVATE : This is part of the original question. The informa-
tion has already been given in the statement laid on the Table. I repeat it :—

“Two hundred and thirteen cases of coal theft, valued at Rs. 3,831/-, were detected
with the arrest of 246 outsiders and 18 Railway employees during this year. With the
tightening of the securily measures, theft of coal at Porbandar Yard has been brought
under control. The President of the Coal and Coke Merchants Association, Porbandar,
has also appreciated the timely action taken by the Western Railway Administration.”

His second question is that he sent another complaint after the previous one. I cam
assure him that the matter would be properly investigated.

SHRI HUKAM CHAND KACHWAI : The tradition of thefts in railways is very
old and it has been proved on various occasions that Railway Police is responsible for
most of the thefts. Is it a fact that in the cases of thefts dedected and the cases brought
before the courts the Railway Advocates take side of the thieves take up the cases
lightly. The Hon. Minister has stated the number of persons held. How many of them
have been punished and how many have been let off? The statement of the Minister ‘T§
that 213 persons have been arrested and strict security measures are being taken. Does it
mean that in future there would be no thefts. But even today thefts take place. Will

the Minister clarify the mis-statement.

PROF. MADHU DANDVATE : Questions of two kinds have been asked. He has
asked that the officers of Railway Protection Force undertake raids to arrest the thieves.
Our advocates who take over cases in courts indulge in corrupt practices. I can assure
the hon. Members that we would look into the matter if specific cases are brought to
motice and give severe punishment to the culprits.
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. The second question he has asked as to how many arrested persons belong to
Railways and how many are outsiders. In regard to 246 outsiders cases are in courts
which would give their decision. In regard to the cases relating to our embployees we
have suspended them in matters of theft and indiscipline and further action would be taken
on receipt of decision of the courts. We would deal with these matters likewise.

SHRI RAMANAND TEWARI: May I know as to how many of the persons
arrested have been charge-sheeted and how many have not been charge-sheeted ? How
many of them have been convicted and how many have been acquitted ?

PROF. MADHU DANDVATE : I have just stated in reply to Shri Kachwai that
these cases are pending in court.

SHRI RAMANAND TEWARI : Have they been charge-sheeted or not ?

PROF. MADHU DANDVATE : The cases are going on after they have been
charge-sheeted 18 such employees have been suspended.

CH. HARI RAM MAKKASAR (Godara) : At present there is a meter gauge line
between Bhatinda and Suratgarh. I want to know the time by when a meter gauge line
will be constructed between Bhatinda and Bikaner. This line comes under Northern
Railway. Bikaner is supplying raw materials to Sindri fertiliser factory. Therefore cons-
truction of meter gauze line is very necessary. An over-br ldge should be constructed on
the railway line. People are having lot of difficulty in crossing the lines. An over-bridge
should also be constructed at Hunumangarh Junction. I also want to submit that a rail-
way line should be constructed from Anupgarh to Phauladi. There production has gone
up on account of Canal. Due to lack of transportation facilities people are facing lot ot

difficulty. It is very necessary to construct a railway line. for the development of this
area.

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : As the question of the Hon'ble Minister does not
concern the main question, I am unable to reply to it. g

Shri NIRMAL CHANDRA JAIN : Will the Jabalpur-Gondia railway line linking
Jabalpur with Nagpur, which is a narrow-gauge line, be also converted into the broad-
gauge line ?

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : I have referred to the schemes on which the work
is in progress and the scheme mentioned by the Hon'ble Member is not included in the
list of those schemes.

SHRI YUVRAJ: The conversion schemes which ought to have been taken in hand,
have been ignored and those which were not very necessary, have been taken in hand.
Scores of goods trains run on the Katihar—Barauni line daily and this line has a strategic
importance as well. Will the Hon'ble Minister consider in terms of conversion of that
line, in view of its importance ?

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : Certain conversion schemes had been started before
ﬂllle Janata Government came to power. Therefore, it is obligatory on our part to complete
them.

SHRI KALYAN JAIN: At present, the drug companies sell their names instead of
the drugs. Aspro Company sells Aspro tablet for 10 paise whereas the same contents
are sold by another company just for one paisa. Hathi Committee had also recommended
that the companies should not sell their names but should sell the drugs. The multi-
natural compains are earning crores of rupees by selling their names. The Hathi Com-
mittee had recommended that the drugs should bear the generic names with brand of the
company indicated thereon. May 1 know the action being taken by Government in this
regard ?

SHRI HEMVATI NANDAN BAHUGUNA : Hathi Committee had not recommended
that every drug should bear the generic name but had stated that practice of giving generic
names to some drugs should be introduced. This issue will be considered alongwith the
other recommendations of the Hathi Committee. It is difficult to say today as to what
will be the attitude of the Government in this regard.

EXTENSION OF 228 BRANCH LINES

7%495, DR. MAHADEEPAK SINGH SHAKYA : Will the MINISTER OF RAILWAYS
be pleased to state :

(a) whether the Ministry had asked for a report from the Planning Commission
in connection with the extension of 228 branch lines; and

(b) if so, the action taken in this regard ?
THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE): (a) No, Sir.
{b) Does not arise.

DR. MAHADEEPAK SINGH SHAKYA : The matter regarding 288 branch-lines
has been pending with the Planning Commission since the first session of this Parliament.
When will the Planning Commission submit its final report thereon ?

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : The study group of the Planning Commission is
examining the matters concerning the railway development. construction and new lines
and we hope to get the final report of the group in December, from which we will get
the exact position regarding allocation etc. The lines referred to are branch-lines and they
are 208, and not 288. A branch-lines are linked to the main lines and we are suifering
great loss on account of these branch-lines.

DR. MAHADEEPAK SINGH SHAKYA : Etah;Tundla branch-line is running at
a loss. Will this line be linked to Farrukhabad main line ?

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : We shall first complete the pending works in our
hand and thereafter consider taking other lines in hand.

SHRI RAM MURTI: We have thousands of miles of meter-gauge lines in our
<ountry and lacs of passengers travel in them and thousands of tonnes of goods are
transported thereby. Therefore, why can’t we stop spending lacs of rupees on converting
meter-gauge lines into broad-gauge lines and spend this money on the road development
and on the development of rural areas ?

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : On the one hand, a demand is made for constitution
of new railway lines in the backward areas and on the other, it is said that since these
lines are running at a loss. These schemes should be scrapped and the money saved
thereby, should be spent on rural development. Any way we shall keep both these points
of view in mind while taking a final decision in the matter.

SHRI OM PRAKASH TYAGI : What is the criteria for laying new lines or for linking
branch-lines to the main-lines ?

PROF. MADHU DANDVATE : If railway lines are to be laid in the '~ backward
areas, there should be sufficient density of trafficc. We consider in terms of increasing
transport facilities and laying more railway lines only when we expect more return.

In accordance with these rules, Railway Administration
are required to provide “accommodation works” (which include foot over-bridges for the
public to cross the tracks) at their cost only at the time of construction of a railway
line (or within 10 years thereafter) to make good the interruption caused by the construc-
tion of the railway line. After this period, the cost of such foot over-bridges (both
igiti:%l and recurring) is required to be borne by the State Govt./local authority requiring
the facility.

TRANSLATION OF PETITIONS IN HINDI IN SUPREME COURT

14602. SHRI DAYA RAM SHAKYA : Will the Minister of LAW, JUSTICE AND-
COMPANY AFFAIRS be pleased to state :

(a) whether the Supreme Court does not accept enclosure in Hindi attached with
the petitions by some High Courts and a Department of the Supreme Court charges
Rs. 45 per page for translating it into English which is paid by the applicant; and

(b) whether with a view to encourage Hindi, make the courts less expensive and
provide justice at low cost and save time, Government propose to make arrangements
to translate Hindi enclosures attached by the High Courts free of cost and if not, the

reasons therefor ?

THE MINISTER OF LAW, JUSTICE AND COMPANY AFFAIRS (SHRI SHANTI
BHUSHAN) : (a) & (b) A statement giving the information is attached.

(a) Article 348(i) of the Constitution inter-alia states that all proceedings in the
Supreme Court shall be in the English language. Rule 2 of Order-X Supreme Court

Rules, 1966 states as under :—

“2. No document in language other than English shall be used for the purpose
of any proceedings before the Court, unless it is accompanied by :

(a) a translation agreed to by both parties; or

(b) a translation certified to be true translation by a translator appointed by the
Court; or

(¢) the said document is translator appointed or approved by the Court.

“Explanation—The provisions of this rule shall, so far as may be, apply to a
document in English of which a part is in a language other than

English.”

As provided by the aforesaid provisions of the Constitution and the Supreme
Court Rules, the language of this Court being English, no document in Hindi is
circulated to the Judges of the Court. If any document, in Hindi or in any other
language, recognised by the Constitution is filed in the Supreme Court. either the
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translation agreed to by both the parties or a translation approved or done by an
official Translator, is circulated to the Court. As regards the translation charges,
the Schqdule of translation charges, which are to be paid to the Official Translator,
so appointed, is as follows :—

(1) Translation charges for the first 10 page @ 4 /- per page.

(2) Translation charges for the next 10 pages @ 3.50/- per page.
(3) Translation charges for the next 30 pages @ 3.00/- per page.
(4) Translation charges for the next 49 pages @ 2.50/- per page.

(5) Translation charges for the 100th and onwards pages @ 2.00/- per page.
(Minimum charges being Rs. 25/-).

The panel of the Official Translator consists of Advocates as well as members
of the Staff of the Supreme Court, who are mostly law-graduates.

(b) Some facility is already given in this regard. All documents in Hindi which are
received in the Supreme Court Registry from jail are being translated in the Registry free
of cost. As provided in Clause (a) Rule 2, Order-X of the Supreme Court Rules 1966
a document whose translation is agreed to by both the parties or where it is a copy of
the translation already done for purpose of the case before the High Court, is not
required to be re-translated and it is also open to the parties concerned to make an applica-
tion for exemption from having the documents translated by an Official Translator, by
submitting the translation done by an Advocate or other responsible person together with
a supporting affidavit,

(SHRT H. N. BAHUGUNA) : (a) The Oil Companies have at present about 800 LPG
distritutors/sub-distributors and about 11000 retail outlet (petrol pump) dealers.

(b) Till recently, only Indian Oil Corporation Limited was following a policy of
reservation of 259 of its agencies /dealerships for persons belonging to SC/ST since 1-1-
1974. The numbers of Scheduled Castes dealers/distributors of retail outlet of Indian
Oil Corporation and Indane Gas from 1-1-74 to 31-10-77 are 31 and 13 respectively and
the numbers of Scheduled Tribe dealers/distributors of retail outlet and Indane gas are
2 and 5 respectively.

(c) and (d) According to the guidelines issued by Government on 23-9-1977, 25%
of all types of agencies of all the public sector oil companies are reserved for persons
belonging to Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes.

(¢) Since these allotments are normally made by the oil companies. there is no ques-
tion of disposal pending with the Government of any application made in this connection.

Director General of Resettlement (DGR), Ministry of Defence. This policy was introduc-
ed in December, 1971 initially for one year and then extended from year to year. The

policy was discontinued with effect from 1-2-1975, as the target set for rehabilitation
under the scheme had been exceeded.

(b) As at the end of October, 1977, 176 cooking gas distributorships have
allotted to the DGR nominees by 10C under the abeve policy.

(c) and (d) Since agencies were awarded on the recommendation of DGR, the
question of refusal of allotment of agency by IOC does not arise.

AMRITSAR RAILWAY HOSPITAL

74683. SHRI LALJI BHAI: Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be pleased to state
the action taken so far or being taken by Government on the memorandum submitted to
the DMO/ASR, Railway Hospital on the 18th April, 1977 ?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SHEO
NARAIN) : A Memorandum dated 18-4-77 from one Shri B. M. Goswami, X-Ray
Technician of Northern Railway, working at Amritsar Railway Hospital, was received by
the Northern Railway Administration. The main point contained in the Memorandum
is i1n connection with his transfer from Amritsar to Bikaner. Shri Goswami had to be
shifted from Anvritsar to Lalgarh on administrative grounds. The post of X-ray Techni-
cian at Bikaner was a higher grade post and that at Amritsar was a lower grade one.
Therefore, the incumbent, alongwith the post, was shifted from Amritsar to Bikaner and
vice versa.

There are other points regarding his not getting promotion, deduction from his salary
bills of penal rent and non-issue of a wagon pass. These are administrative details and
have been looked into by the Northern Railway.

reconnaissance-cum-traffic survey has also been carried out for restoration of the abandoned
steamn tramway which existed between Shahbaznagar near Shahjahanpur and Mailani as
an alternative to laying a new railway line between Shahjahanpur and Gola Gokaran-
nath. The survey reports have recently been received. According to which the proposed
line is estimated to cost Rs. 33.03 crores. Further consideration to this project will be
given after the survey reports have been examined from all angles and depending upon
the availability of resources. The Government are not aware of any assurance having
been given by the then Government regarding the restoration of the line.

74689. SHRI DHARMASINHBHAI PATEL : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be
pleased to state :

With effect from 1-1-78, it is proposed to increase the quota
from 2 to 3 berths in second sleeper by 6 Up Saurashtra Mail, from 1 berth and 1 seat
to one berth and two seats in 133 Up Ahmedabad-Howrah bi-weekly Express and, also
to provide a quota of one second sleeper berth and 4 second class seats in Veraval-
Bhavnagar coach running by 337/30 Passenger trains for passengers from Upleta.
Allotment of quota or increase in existing quota by other train services has mot been
found justified and feasible, for the present.

THE MINISTER OF PETROLEUM AND CHEMICALS AND FERTILIZERS (SHRI
H. N. BAHUGUNA) : (a) The total project cost sanctioned at the feasibility stage
in August, 1973 was Rs. 119.9 crores. The revised cost estimates are under preparation
by Indian Oil Corporation Ltd.

(b) The length of the Pipeline from Salaya to Viramgam is 275 kms. approximately,
from Viramgam to Koyali 141 kms. approximately and from Viramgam to Mathura
803 kms. approximatelv.
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The full length of Viramgam-Koyali section other than part of a river crossing has
already been laid and is under testing. About 250 kms. out of 275 kms. of Salaya-
Vlramgam section hgvo l:geen laid. It is expected that the work on Salaya-Viramgam
and Viramgam-Koyali section would be completed before April, 1978.

The work on Viramgam-Mathura section is likely to commence by March-April,
1978 and this section is expected to be ready by January, 1980.

(c) An amount of Rs. 59.96 crores has been spent 'on Salaya-Viramgam-Koyali
section of the SMPL project upto November 1977 which includes Rs. 45.97 crores on land
pipeline, Rs. 5.39 crores on tankage and Rs, 8.60 crores on offshore terminal. On
viramgam-Mathura section of the pipeline project, IOC have spent a sum of Rs. 13.45
crores on land pipeline mainly on purchase of 24” pipes upto November, 1977.

EA%A%E\I): (a) The information is being collected and will be laid on the table of
e Sabha.

(b) Applications are invited through press notifications and notices displayed at
conspicuous places at railway stations. The applications are then scrutinised by a Screen-
ing Committee consisting of 2 or more officers taking into consideration, the suitability,
experience, financial standing etc. of the candidates. The Screening Committee re-
commends suitable candidates on merit to the competent authority, who after taking into
consideration the recommendation of Screening Committee, awards the contract to the most
suitable person.

(c) There is no change in the policy referred to in the reply to part (b) of the
Question.

(d) & (e). Catering/vending contracts are not allowed by the Railway Board.

In case of complaints or if some irregularities come to notice, suitable action is taken
by the Board including reversing of the decision of the Railway Administration. There is
no case of direct allotment by the Board without going through the normal procedure.

SALE OF ARTICLES AT RAILWAY STATIONS

4766. SHRI NAWAB SINGH CHAUHAN : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be
pleased @ state :

(a) whether the policy laid down during the tenure of the former Railway Minister,
Late Shri Lalit Narayan Mishra for the sale of articles at Railway Stations was changel;

(b) the details of the changes made in the policy and whether the chamges were
not approved by the former Railway Minister, Shri Kamlapati Tripathi;

(c) the policy followed at present for giving such contracts and the decision taken
in regard to the cases of the persons who were given contracts by the former Minister
direct under his orders; and

(d) whetht;r Government propose to formulate such a policy under which the corrup-
tion prevalent in giving contracts and the practice of bribing is put to an end ?
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THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SHEO
NARAIN) : (a) Yes, a change was made in respect of the tenure of Catering and
Vending contracts.

(b): Prior to 1973, the catering and vending contracts were allotted for a term of
three years in the case of Refreshment rooms and vending contracts and for a term of
five years in the case of Restaurant and dining/pantry/buifet cars. If the performamce was
satisfactory, these contracts were renewed from time to time.

In the year 1973, when late Shri Lalit Narayan Mishra was Minister for Railways,
it was decided that after a contractor had completed two terms ie. 6 years in the case of
vending contracts and Refreshment Rooms and 10 years in the Restaurant amd Dining/
Pantry /Buffet cars, the contracts should not be renewed automatically but fresh applica-
tions should be invited irrespective of the contractors’ performance and normal procedure
followed to award the contract. The existing contractors were also eligible to apply. In
the year 1975, the whole policy was reviewed and with the approval of the then Minister
for Railways, Shri Kamlapati Tripathi the procedure in force prior to 1973 was reintro-

duced.

(c) For the award of catering/vending contracts, applications are invited through
press notifications and notices displayed at conspicuous places at railway stations. The
applications are then scrutinised by a Screening Committee consisting of 2 or more officers
taking into consideration, the suitability, experience, financial standing etc. of the candi-
dates. The Screening Committee recommends suitable candidates on merit to the compe-
tent authority, who after taking into consideration the recommendation of the Screening
Committee, awards the contract to the most suiable person.

Detailed investigations into catering contracts at various stations in Bombay area
including those which were allotted unader the direct orders of the former Minister of
Railways are still under investigation by the Vigilance Dirctorate of the Ra‘lway Ministry.
It has been decided to maintain ‘status quo’ till the enquiries are completed.

(d) No change in the present procedure of awarding catering /vending contracts is con-
templated- as this is functioning satisfactorily.

CHOWDHRY BALBIR SINGH: My basic objection to the 42nd Amendment is
that it was made during the extended term of the Fifth Lok Sabha which was illegal.
If that amendment is challenged in a court of law it will be declared void.
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As regards the inclusion of the words “socialist and secular” in Preamble, it is
meaningless. There are countries in the world which call themselves democratic republics
yet the people of these countries want to run away from there. In our constitution it is
provided that education will be compulsory. But what we find after 30 y.ars .s that
the number of illiterates have gone up. Similarly, there is a provision in the constitu-
tion regarding prohibition. But we find to-day that the number of wine addicts has
gone up. Therefore, mere change in nomenclature is not going tc help us.

Houses were pulled
down, ‘samadhis’ were demolished and temples were razed to the ground simply because
land could be found for the use of the relatives of the then Defence Minister.

SHRI DURGA CHAND (Kangra) ;: During emergency our democratic structure
was badly mauled and the 42nd Amendment has been used as an instrument of excesses.
Now after the mandate given by the people of the country in the last General Elections
the Janata Party has not only to rescind the abnormous provision of the 42nd Amend-

ment, but also has to take such steps whereby democracy could flourish in this country
in the days to come.

So far as the question of amendment in the fundamental rights is concerned, the
Supreme Court in the Keshvanand Bharati case has given the verdict that while they can
be amended the basic structure of the Constitution can not be changed. Now as regards
basic structure, in my opinion, the fundamental rights are its essential Part. Therefore
these rights shall have to be restored. But unfortunately we have not been able to do

it in this present Bill. It is, therefore, necessary that whenever an amendment is brought
forth in future this would be taken care of.

The most important feature of this Bill is that it seeks to do away with the provi-
sion made in the Constitution in respect of the anti-national activitiess. A new clause

31-D, which has been added by the 42nd Amendment is being deleted. This is a welcome
step.

Secondly this Bill seeks to restore jurisdiction and independence of the High Courts
and the Supreme Court. This is also a welcome step. But it would have been still
better if a comprehensive Bill is brought to restore the independence of Judiciary.

As regards the role of opposition, we want to give it all importance and respect.
This is rather essential in a democracy. At the same time the opposition should also
realise that they should not indulge In unwarranted and unnecessary criticism of the
Government. Articles 13, 14, 15, 16, 19, 21, 22, 25 and 32 in the Fundamental Rights
Chapter are the foundation on which our democratic structure is standing. It is a base
of our democracy. We should, therefore, ensure that they are not amended in future.

SHRI NIRMAL CHANDRA JAIN (Seoni) : I can only half heartedly congratulate
the Law Minister for bring this very small piece of amendment. But I congratulate the
Congress Members whole-heartedly for supporting this Bill. I would also like to disso-
ciate myself from the criticism that has been made about their conduct, since they

have now realised their past mistake and are now prepared to make amend for it they
deserve all praise.

The Janata Party in their election manifesto has clearly declared. “As a party
wedded to the ideals of freedom and democracy it believes that fearlessness is of the
essence. It will, therefore, take immediately steps to frce the people from the bondage of
fear and restore them the fundamental freedom and to the Judiciary its rightful role.
To generate fearlessness and to revive democracy the JYanata Party Government will
seek to rescind the 42nd amendment. In view of this assurance giver to the people
Government should have brought forward a Comprehensive Bill annulling the 42nd
Amendment in full. Even if such a Bill could not be passed for lack of support
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from the Congress, at least the people would know that we have made an attempt ip
the promised direction.

SHRI GANGA SINGH (Mandi) : Sir, The Constitution of a country is the most
important document. Our Constitution was framed in two years. It is, therefore neces-
sary that any amendment to it is made after careful consideration.

As regards the 42nd Amendment, it was made at a time when the normal term of
Parliament had expired and we were lining under very extraordinary conditions. There
was no proper discussion on the amendment either in the Parliament or outside. During
the elections. the main issue we had put before the people was that we shall do away

with this amendment. This Bill has been brought forward in accordance ‘with that
promise. So it is a welcome step.

The Parliament should be the political mirror of the country. It should represent
the feelings of the people. Unfortunately in our country while the Lok Sabha .represents
the feelings of the people the Rajya Sabha lagged behind in this respect. It is because
this is a permanent body, one-third of its members retiring every two years. In order
to make Rajya Sabha truly representative of public opinion it is necessary that at

least fifty per cent of its members retired immediately after Lok Sabha elections so that
at least fifty per cent new blood could come in.

In the 42nd Amendment the most objectionable provision was Article 31D, under

which all dissent has been shut down. The Government deserves to be congratulated
for deleting these provisions,

The other thing which has been done in the 42nd Amendment is to do away with
Judicial review. This power should be restored to the Supreme Court. There is no

such provision in this present Bill. I hope Government will do it when a comprehensive
amendment Bill is brought forward.

DR. BALDEV PRAKASH (Amritsar) : Sir, the Government deserves congratula-
tions for undoing a portion of the Forty-Second Amendment Act through this Bill. As
a matter of fact, the Forty Second Amendment was a halt on our democratic set up.

This obnoxious amendment was brought about to curb personal liberty, put an end to
the independence of judiciary, and to .perpetuate one person’s rule in the country. By
this amendment not only the judiciary’s independence was curtailed, but even the Judges
of the Supreme Court and High Courts were made to deliver their judgement in accor-
dance with the wishes of the Government.

After the bitter experience of arbitrary rule during Emergency, the question before
the country to consider is whether there should be a Government with unbriddled powers
which could do anything it liked ? What balancing powers should be enjoyed by the
Parliament and the Judiciary in a democracy? Is the Parliament empowered to destroy
the basic structure of the Constitution ? In the next amending Bill, the Government
should specifically clarify these things and enumerate the changes that can be made by
the Parliament.

I welcome the deletion of the clause introduced by the previous Government about
anti-national activities. As a matter of fact, this clause was introduced by that Govern-
ment to strike terror and let loose refression on the people for meeting its own selfish
ends.

The last general elections have proved beyond any doubt that absolute power rests
only with the people and the people have given their clear verdict on the 42nd Amend-
ment. So I want to submit that the Minister should bring a comprehensive Bill in the
next Session so as to remove this blot.

SHRI BRIJ BHUSHAN TEWARI (Khalilabad) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I
welcome this Bill. It is a matter of pleasure that the Bill has received support from
all sides of the House. @ As we are aware, 67 posts of High Court Judges were vacant
as on 1-7-1977. There are as many as 1,14,000 cases pending in Allahabad High Cour
alone and 10,427 petitions were pending under Art. 32 in the Supreme Court. This is
so because the previous regime did not fill the vacancies despite increasing the number
of Judges in the Supreme Court. The reasons therefor are not far to seek. Talent was
no longer a rare commodity, what the then Law Minister sought for the new incumbents
was loyalty towards the them Government's policies and implicit faith in the leadership
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of Mrs. Gandhi. Thus he actsd to destroy the independence of judiciary for demoralis-
ing it.

The Japnata Party is determined to undo all such influences as have been exerted
to undermine and demoralise the Judiciary in th: past and the present measure is one

such step in this direction. I will also take this opportunity to urge upon Government
to amend the Civil Precedure Code and make new rules so that cases thercunder are

disposed of immediately.
My hon. friend, Shri Nathwani has referred to- a code of ethics proposed for Judges

during emergency. Many Judges, Bar Associations and even some Members of the Janata
Party have opposed it. If any such rules are to be made, this should be done after

mutual consultation and consent.

It appears that a conspiracy to push this code of ethics through is on and the same
forces that toed the dectational line of the former Government are active again, We
should be vigilant against them and the Government should take all possible steps to
maintain the independence of Judiciary in the ccuntry.

Justice is very costly today and therefore apart from providing free legal aid to the
poor the court fee should be reduced.

It has been felt that the courts have been generous in their outlopk towards property
rights as compared to right to liberty. The Judiciary should adopt a liberal attitude
towards fundamental rights and right to liberty in the present atmosphere.

With these words 1 strongly support this Bill and hope that it will receive support
from all sections of the House.

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA (Delhi-Sadar) : This Bill aims at reducing the
number of pending cases in the High Courts and the Supreme Court. This objective
cannot be achieved till the laws are simplified. People should be educated to settle
their disputes among themselves. An official or non-official machinery can be devised to
achieve this purpose. Mere increase in the number of Judges will not do.

The entire system of law should be reviewed. Speedy and cheap Justice should be
delivered to the people. Ceiling on the fees charged by the Supreme Court Advocates
should also be fixed. The Law Minister should assure the countrymen that the law system
ensuring speedy and cheap justice to the people will be evolved at the earliest.

The administration of the Judiciary should be efficient. It cannot be denied that
some Judges of the Supreme Court contributed towards strengthening the dictatorship
during Emergency. The Judiciary is not supposed to dance to the wishes of the ruling
party. No retired Judge should be appointed in a Commission as it may only lead to
Corruption,

A reference has been made in regard to formulating a c¢ode of conduct for the
Judges. Code of conduct should be formulated on the basis of exchange of views. It

should not be applied forcibly. Persons with impartial outlook and keeping away from
the temptations of the ruling party should be appointed Judges.

SHRI UGRASEN (Deoria) : I want to draw the attention of the House to the
demands of the employees of Willingdon Hospital, New Delhi for the redressal of which
they have undertaken a relay fast by 24 hours. The Willingdon Hospital workers’ union
have submitted their demands to the Health Ministry on 27th Nov. 1977.

Above all
they want that there should be a negotiating machinery between the: employees and
administrative officers so that proper liasion is established between the two these demands
are being made since 1973 but nothing has been done so far. It is high time the
Health Minister pays attention to it and consider their case sympathetically.

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA (Delhi-Sadar) : The present discussion is concern-
ed with the one of greatest scandals during the emergency. I have an evidence to
show that the ex-Prime Minister and Shri Bansi Lal and other capitalists connived with
those who indulged in smuggling of diamonds and jewellery. Accounts had been opened
in foreign banks with the sale money of smuggled goods.

The Minister should state what is the purpose of the visit of Shri Singhania who
was. closely connected with the ex-Prime Minister, Smt. Indira Gandhi, Shri Sanjay
Gandhi and the causes to Mauritius on 8-10-76, Smt. Indira Gandhi, Shri Bansi Lal and
Shri Sanjay Gandhi and the other persons connected with them went to Mauritius the
same day through Air India plane carrying with them boxes filled with gold, jewellary,
diamonds etc. I would like to ask the Minister as to why customs authorities did not
check them at that time. The Minister should state what are the contents of the state-
ment made by Shri Singhania before the customs authorities in Mauritius. It should
also be clarified whether Shri R. K. Dhavan had issued instructions not to check certain
boxes. I would emphasize that the copies of F.I.LR. registered by customs = officers of
Mauritius and the statement made by Shri Singhania should be laid on the table of
the House, ' '

his luggage is entered in the ticket. I have been told that their two boxes were entered
in their ticket. When he was caught, he said these are not my boxes. The question 18
that who these two boxes were intered in the air ticket and how they were loaded.

My second question is that when he came back to India whether tpe . Government
introgated him and tried to know how these boxes were intered in the air ticket.

My third point is that Air India flight landed just after 15 minutes when the flight of Smt.
Indira Gandhi landed. T would like to say that these all things should be examined by
the C.B.I. and find out the persons, involved in smuggling.

It has been stated in the reply that because these were their hand bags, therefore
they were not checked. Whenever any person travel by air his luggage 1s checked by the
custom authorities.

SHRI BRIJ) BHUSHAN TIWARI (Khalilabad) : It is a very important matter raised
in the House Government should institute a enquiry of this matter.

This covers the questions raised by Shri Gupta and others. Now I would like to
throw some light on the facts of the case before and after the enquiry report.

__Shri Sitaram Singhania travelled by Air India on 8-10-76 from Bombay to Mauritius
with two suit cases and on the same day Smt. Gandhi also went there by a chartered
flight. She arrived there earlier than Shri Singhania. Those two suit casss were not
checked at Bombay and why this was not done is a matter that nceds prove. The tags
on Suit cases tally with the ticket number which shows that they belong to the some
persons.  This fact was admitted by the Custom authoritiecs of Mauriiius bu: they later
changed then testimony in the Court. Shri Singhania was acquitted by that Court. After
he had denied ownership of the second suit case he filed a complaint with Air India
about his having not received one suit case. 10-12 days later one suit case was received
from Nairobi and after going through its contents which were clothes and papsd etc, he
declared that was his suit case which was restored to him. The Air India is invest-

pating the entire case.

I want to assure the House that this case is being thoroughly looked into and Director
(Revenue Intelligence) has been entrusted with this case.

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA : Whether instruction were given by Shri Dhawan
that the luggage of persons accompanying Smt. Gandhi should not be checked ?

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA AGGARWAL: He had not asked this before. T will

SHRI RUPNATH SINGH YADAV (Pratapgarh) : Madan, through my Amendment
No. 4 1 propose that 25 per cent posts of Judges be reserved for Scheduled Castes and
other backward sections of society.

SHRI OM PRAKASH TYAGI (Bahraich) : The Law Commission has given the
follow'ng opinion in regard to the appointment of Judges : “The question of appointment
of persons as Judges of High Courts and Supreme Court was considered by the Law Com-
mission in their 14th report. Regarding Supreme Court appointment, the Commission re-
commended that a Judge of the Supreme Court should have a tenure of at least 10 years.
The Government in 1960 accepted the recommendation subject to the change that save
in exceptional case the minimum should be ordinarily five years Clause 2 should be
amended to provide that no person will be appointed as Judge of the Supreme Court who
is more than 60 years of age at the time of appointment.

THE MINISTER OF LAW, JUSTICE AND COMPANY AFFAIRS (SHRI SHANTI
BHUSHAN) : Different suggestions have been made in regard to number of Judges in
the Supreme Court. It has been suggested that the number should be 35. Another
suggestion is that it should be 30. In another suggestion plea has been made to reduce

the number to 15.

The Bill provides for 17 Judges. We think that for the present we should have
17 as the maximum number. Instead of coming again and again before the House we
think that we should have this number. If there is need for having more than 17 Judges

we should come again before Parliament.

Certain procedure has been laid down in the Constitution for the appointment of
Judges. There is no mention about reservation in the relevant Article of the Constitu-
tion.

Therefore, it is not possible to provide for reservation in the appointment of
Judges through a lsgislation.

An amendment has suggested that no Judge above the age of 60 should be appointed
to the Supreme Court. The Constitution does not lay down any such restriction, There-

fore, it will be against the Constitution to impose this restriction through this legislation.
However we appreciate the spirit behind this amendment. This thing is kept in view
while making appointments.

DR. RAM;II SINGH (Bhagalpur) : Our population is increasing and the number of
pending cases is_also large. Then the Law Minister has said that ‘justice delayed is
justice denied’. He has also said that ‘justice hurried is justice buried’. In view of all
these comnsiderations the maximum number of Judges should be 21,

Articles 133 and 134 restrict the jurisdiction of the Supreme Court. The result is
that both in civil and criminal cases poor people cannot have access to the Supreme
Court. In view of Article 136, 80 per cent of special leave cases are dismissed in preli-
minary hearing. Thus the Supreme Court cannot give due justice to citizens as is
expected of it. Powers of the Supreme Court which were restricted by Articles 133, 134,

136 and 142 have to be increased.

The Government want to clear the pending cases in three years. In view of this and in
order to ensure that cifizens get proper justice in due time the number of Judges of the Sup-

reme Court should be increased to 21.
