"THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (SHRI RAJ
NARAIN) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) According to the information received from States and Union Territory Admi-
nistrations regarding the number of various categories of staff in position on 30-6-1976,
there were 4,416 Extension Educators and 12,868 Family Welfare Health Assistants working
at Rural Family Welfare Centres. There were 497 Extension Educators and 860 Family
Welfare Field Workers at Urban Family Welfare Centres run by State Governments. There
were also 189 Health Educator/Extension Educator/Social Worker and 192 Family Welfare

Workers at Post-Partum Centres and 503 District Extension Educators at District Family
Welfare Bureau.

(¢) Family Welfare Programme is a Centrally sponsored Plan scheme and all expendi-
ture incurred by the State Government as per approved pattern is reimbursed by the Govern-
ment of India. However, the personnel appointed for the implementation of the Family
Welfare Programme in the States serve under the concerned State Government/Union Terri-
tory Administration, and are covered by the same service conditions and are entitled to the
same scales of pay and allowances as are applicable to similar categories under the State
Government. The remuneration of staff varies from State to State and details are not

a\l;allilalgle with the Department. The collection of this information will also take consider-
able time.

DR. BAPU KALDATY : Mr. Speaker, Sir, the policy of Government of India is not
to be strict in the matter of Family Planning. It means Government is not for compulsory
sterilisation. There is great need to stress upon the people in family planning over and
above education and incentives. We do agree that family planning is also essential. The
figures given by the Hon. Minister show that about 19 crore and 50 lakh people are engaged
in propagating family planning. In view of this new policy of the Government in the new
policy' of education and incentives, Government should consider this matter in a different

SHRI RAJ NARAIN : The Hon. Member has asked a very relevant and good question
He has asked for the information regarding new scheme. I shall inform higm asqto' how
this new scheme will be implemented. It is true that this present Government of Janata
Party has reiterated time and again that there will be no compulsory, forced sterilization.
It will be completely voluntary, and any body wants to be sterilised voluntarily he will
have to give it in writing. His signatures shall have to be verified lest they are forged
signatures. Our Government will take precautions at every stage and there will be no forced
sterilisation, and we are careful about this. When we do not intend to resort to coercion
and want to limit the size of the family, we shall have to make widespread publicity about
family planning. We expect the employees of whole of the Government machinery, whether
it is Education department, Agriculture department, P.W.D. or any other department should
engage themselves in this campaign. We are going to start implementation of this new
policy of the Government on the 2nd October, the birthday of Mahatma Gandhi. This
new policy will be implemented in every block of these 28 districts. This year we will
take one Block in vary district for implementation of this new policy. There are 5,372
Primary Health Centres and 37,775 sub-centres under them working in the country. Most
of the Family Welfare Centres, about which I have already mentioned, are attached with
the Primary Health Centres. Two or three doctors and about 40 or 42 other para-Medical
employees, viz., Malaria Workers, Small-pox Vaccinators, Health Assistant, Ordinary Nurses,
Mid-wives etc. are working in each Primary Health Centre. According to the scheme, which
is in force for the last 2 years we intend to make them multipurpose employees.—(Interrup-
tions)....I already to said that some of the Hon. Members want this information and
that is why they have raised the question. (Interruption)

AN HON. MEMBER : This should be placed on the table of the House.

Shri RAY NARAIN : If the Hon. Members want that this should be placed on the
table of the House, it will be easy for me. But I do not want to misguide the people of
the country and to keep them in dark as Congress Government had kept them for the last
30 years by giving replies only. I want to give detailed reply. (interruptions) Listen please;
please don’t lose heart, have patience.

According to the plan, which is in force for the last two years, these employees are
being given training to make them multipurpose workers. This training has been given in
28 districts and it is being given in other 64 districts.

SHRI RAJ NARAIN : Sir, It is my duty to give information. (interruptions) What
is the use of Aminophylline ? This medicine Aminophylline releases contraction of wind
pipe that there is no difficulty or inconvenience in breathing. Calcium Gluconate improves
deficiency of calcium in the body.

SHRI RAJ NARAIN : The question is that the change of medicine caused death.

Therefore, it is my duty to tell you the qualities or properties of the medicine. Are the
properties of these medicines are such as may cause death of a man ? So I want to tell

you tha qualities of Aminophylline and Calcium Gluconate. The question of death thereby
does not arise.

I am not aware why no inquiry has been conducted into the cause of deaths on large
scale by administration of Glucose injection in Kanpur. So far as I know Shri Virendra
Swarup, Chairman, Uttar Pradesh Vidhan Parishad was all in all in the matter. He was a
big leader of Congress. This inquiry was hushed up because he intervened in it and proper
action was not taken in the matter.

So far as amending the Act is concerned, a draft has been prepared to amend it. Pro-
vision for one to ten years’ imprisonment does exist in the present Act for such type of
bungling. We are bringing forward an amendment which will provide for death for death
caused due to adultered medicine.

SHRI HUKAM CHAND KACHWAI : Whether it is a fact that a raid was conducted
on a factory manufacturing adulterated drugs on large scale in Indore (Madhya Pradesh)
and drugs in large quantity were seized and C.B.I. inquiry was instituted into the matter ?
If so, what are findings of the said inquiry ? h

SHRI RAJ NARAIN : This does not arise out of the present question.

SHRI JANESHWAR MISHRA : I want to know whether the Kanpur firm or the
Nagpur firm or similar other drug manufacturing firms were issued licences by the previous
government about six months ago ? If so, the action being taken by Government against
the officers of the Health Department ?

SHRI RAJ NARAIN : It is true that these licences were given by the previous govern-
ment. A Health Conference of Health Ministers and Health Secretaries of all the states
and union territories is going to be held from 29th July. What action has so far been taken
and what action can be taken in future against these companies, all this will be discussed
in this conference. Measures to check recurrence of such incidents will also be discussed.
Health is a state subject. So we request them and try to convene such conferences. During
the last four months two such conferences were held. In the conference we have invited
Dr. Karan Singh and Dr. Sushila Nayar also. But Dr. Karan Singh will not be able to
participate in it as he is going out of station. So we will be deprived of his valuable
suggestions.

DR. BALDEV PRAKASH : Whether the Hon. Minister is aware that adulteration is
done in connivance with the inspectors ? Whether the provision for capital punishment for
adulterators in the new Act will also cover supervisors and inspectors also because of whose
carelessness such drugs are being manufactured ?

SHRI RAJ NARAIN : The draft of the new Bill is still under consideration. At
present the old Act is in force. OQOur proposal is that such persons should get capital
punishment. Dr. Baldev Prakash can move his amendment when this Bill be discussed
in the House. But we will have to keep in mind quantitative and qualitative change while
framing the law.

SHRI YAGYA DATT SHARMA : Whether the hon. Minister is aware that several
Avyurvedic medicines are being manufactured after giving them new names as a result of
which customers are exploited ? Will Government pay attention towards it ?

SHRI RAJ NARAIN : We are setting up a factory in Ranikhet for manufacture of
Ayurvedic and Unani drugs. The herbs available in Himalayan mountains will be tested,
improved and used in manufacture of drugs. The large scale production of drugs in this
factory will be more beneficial. So far as adulteration is concerned, we are making constant
efforts to check it,

SHRI RAJ NARAIN : India Population Project is a pilot Family Planning Scheme
which has been introduced in six districts of Uttar Pradesh viz, Lucknow, Sultanpur,
Muzaffarnagar, Saharanpur, Pratapgarh and Rae Bareli and five districts of Karnatak viz.,
Shimoga, Chitradurga, Kolar and Tumkur with the assistance of Swedish Government and
International Development Association through World Bank. Under an agreement the
Swedish Government have given a grant of 106 lakh dollors through Swedish International
Development Authority and the International Development Association has given loan of
212 lakh doller to implement this scheme for a period of five years from 1st April, 1973.
The Government of India will have to continue giving assistance for implementing family
welfare programme in districts in a regular way and the additional funds will be utilised
for sophisticated equipment. The main features of the scheme are :—

Family Welfare at various levels and family welfare programme based on maternity
both in urban and rural areas by coordinating maternity and child health services.

A suitable pattern programme of the Government of India in four districts of Uttar
Pradesh viz, Lucknow both Urban and Rural Areas, Sultanpur, Muzaffarnagar and Pratap-
garh and three districts of Karnatak viz., Bangalore both urban and rural, Shimoga and

Tumkur.

SHRI HARIKESH BAHADUR : I would like to know the policy of the Government
for controlling the population growth,

SHRI RAJ NARAIN : Soon after the Janata Party Government was formed, we
declared that coercion or compulsion will not be restorted to form sterilisation of the people.
to control population growth, we would ask people to practise Brahamcharya, self-control
and Yoga. The husband and wife may observe safe-period. Besides, we have asked
Ayurvedacharyas to invent medicines for birth control, which may serve the purpose without
having any adverse effect on the health.

We should educate people by felling them that our Rishis and Munis too have been
practising self-control and our gods and goddesses were having less number of children.

ESTABLISHING SURVEY OF MEDICINAL PLANTS UNIT IN ALIGARH MUSLIM
UNIVERSITY '

“668. SHRI NAWAB SINGH CHAUHAN : Will the Minister of HEALTH AND
FAMILY WELFARE be pleased to state :

(a) whether the proposal to establish survey of medicinal plants unit in the Aligarh
Muslim University was agreed to in principle at a meeting of the Executive Council for
Research in Indian Medicines and Homoeopathy ‘held on the 4th August, 1973;
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(b) if so, whether the same has been established; and
(¢) if not, the reasons therefor and the time by which it is likely to be established ?

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (SHRI RAJ NARAIN) :
(a) Yes, Sir.
(b) No, Sir.

(¢) The proposal for the establishment of a survey of medicinal plants unit in Aligarh
Muslim University was approved by Executive Committee of the Central Council for Re-
search in Indian Medicine and Homoeopathy subject to availability of funds but due to
shortage of funds this scheme could not be undertaken so far. The areas proposed to be
covered by that unit are being covered by Regional Research Institute (Ayurveda), Jhansi.

This Institute is also doing Unani work. The work that could have been accomplished
by opening a Unit in Aligarh University, is being carried out by the Institute in Jhansi.

SHRI NAWAB SINGH CHAUHAN : The Executive Council for Research in Indian
Medicines and Homoeopathy had adopted a proposal for establishing survey of medicinal
plants units in the Aligarh Muslim University and this scheme has been kept in abeyance
due to paucity of funds since 1973, though we have been spending huge sums of money
on the projects. Will the Minister consider in terms of setting of the said unit in the said
University. So that necessary research work could be started there ?

SHRI RAJ NARAIN : It is a fact that a decision had been taken for the setting up of
the said unit and this scheme had been sanctioned on the 4th August, 1973. Now that the
Janata Party Government is in power, we shall sincerely consider whether what we wanted
to achieve by opening the said unit in Aligarh University.. Can be achieved by the
Research Institute (Ayurveda) at Jhansi, and if it cannot be achieved, then we shall consider
in terms of opening the said Unit in Aligarh Muslim University.

TAKING OVER OF PRIVATE MEDICAL COLLEGES OF BIHAR BY STATE
GOVERNMENT

5148. DR. RAMII SINGH : Will the Minister of HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE
be pleased to state :

(a) whether Bihar Government took over the five private medical colleges in the
State in consultation with the Central Government;

(b) wheth.er. Government are aware that the future of about 4 thousand students of
these ﬁolleges is in jeopardy because the Indian Medical Council has not accorded recogni-
tion thereto;

(c) whether Bihar Government have taken them over with a view to getting them
recognised by the Indian Medical Council;

(d) whether he inspected the Nalanda and Shri Krishna Medical Colleges and whether
he gave an assurance also for the removal of their difficulties; and

(e) if so, the action taken by Government in this direction ?

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (SHRI RAJ NARAIN) :
(a) Yes; the Bihar Private Medical Colleges (taking over of management) Ordinance was
promulgated with the concurrence of the Central Government.

(b) Indian Medical Council is a statutory body which accords recognition to the
medical colleges after satisfying itself that the norms in respect of teaching and other
facilities are in accordance with the guidelines laid down by the Council. Out of the five
colleges, the Jameshdepur Medical College has already been recognised by the Council.
The other four colleges have been inspected earlier by the Council and are being inspected
again in the course of the next few months at the time of University examination. The
question of recognition will be considered keeping in view the availability of facilities and
the standards of examination,

_ (c) The Bihar Government has taken over the management of these colleges with a

view to providing (medical) facilities as prescribed by the Medical Council of India for
training of under-graduate medical students. It is also the intention of the Government
of Bihar to stop the practice of charging capitation fee.

(d) & (¢) The Minister of Health and Family Welfare had visited the Nalanda and
Shri Krishna- Medical Colleges in Bihar recently. The question of providing additional
allocation of funds in the State Annual Plan for the current financial year for running
the private medical colleges taken over by the Government of Bihar is still receiving active
consideration of the Central Government.

(a) the details of unemployed among the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes out
of the total population of India, State-wise; and

(b) the steps proposed to be taken by Government to provide them employment ?

THE MINISTER OF PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS AND LABOUR (SHRI
RAVINDRA VERMA) : (a) The available information relates to the number of Scheduled
Caste and Scheduled Tribe job-seekers (all of whom are not necessarily unemployed) on

the Live Register of Employment Exchanges, State-wise, as on 31-12-76 which is given
in the statement attached.

(b) Government propose to follow employment oriented strategy and the Planning
Commission have been asked to formulate the 6th Five Year Plan with a very high employ-
ment content.

On the basis of this resolution the matter was taken up with the State Health Authorities
to include this in the preparation of Tribal Sub Plans and also to give priority for sanctioning
health programmes for the tribal/hill areas. The question of providing additional funds
for the establishment of Primary Health Centres and Sub Centres in the Tribal Areas is

under consideration of the Government of India.

of an additional language as an official language of the United Nations has been estimated
at approximately Rs. 90/- lakhs. The recurring expenditure per annum on interpretation
and translation has been estimated at Rs. 3.37 crores for the first year which could be
expected to increase every year by an annual inflationery rate of 7.5%. Apart from the
costs involved, the introduction of an additional language of the United Nations would
require an affirmative decision of the United Nations General Assembly. It is for the
United Nations to decide whether any portion of the expenditure would be met from the
regular budget of the United Nations.

Government have been examining the feasibility of the proposal from U.N. budgetary
and procedural angles. Further course of action would. be decided upon after the forth-
coming visit of the Minister of External Affairs to New York during the 32nd Session of
the UN General Assembly. In the meantime, the Minister has indicated in the Lok Sabha
on 30th June, 1977 that it is his desire to make his first speech at the United Nations in
Hindi.

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (SHRI RAJ NARAIN) :
(a) Ghee has generally been given a high place in Indian diets. In the Indian Systems
of Medicine, ghee is often used as a vehicle for administration of medicines in small doses
as well as in pure and medicated form. Ghee is, however, expensive and its production
in the country is linked up with the production of milk. Since the availability of milk in
the country as a whole is limited, availability of ghee is similarly limited. Since the require-
ment of ghee for use in Indian Systems is small there is no evidence to suggest that its
availability for this purpose is a problem.

(b) Results of several studies carried out both in our country and outside by Scientific
Institutions have shown evidence that consumption of large amounts of ghee which belongs
to the saturated type of fats increases serum cholesterol. Increased serum cholesterol level
is known to be one of the several risk factors in the development of atherosclerosis and heart
disease. When consumed in small amounts the nutritive value of ghee is essentially similar
to that of other vegetable fats except that it contains small amounts of Vitamins A & D.

However, the non-recurring expenditure on the introduction of an additional language
as an official language of the United Nations has been estimated at approximately Rs. 90

lakhs. The recurring expenditure per annum on interpretation and translation has been
estimated at Rs. 3.37 crores for the year which could be expected to increase every year

by an annual inflationary rate of 7.5%.

Apart from the expenditure involved, the introduction of an additional language as an
official language of the United Nations would require an affirmative decision of the United

Natic_ms General Assembly.

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(c) Based on the original estimates and 100% capacity utilisation, the cost of mining
lump ore was estimated at Rs. 20.50 per tonne. On the basis of the revised cost estimates

and at 90% capacity utilisation, the cost of mining lump ore is now expected to be
Rs. 42.20 per tonne.

(d) The principal reasons for the increase in capital cost are :—
(1) increase due to extension of construction period:

The elongation of the construction period of the project was caused mainly by the

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (SHRI RAJ NARAIN) :
(a) and (b). Yes, a statement showing the required information is enclosed.

As adequate number of studies have not yet been carried out to find out the rate of
incidence of Leprosy, it is difficult to say with any exactness whether the disease has in-
creased or decreased during the past 3 years in a State. However, due to improved arrange-
ments under the National Leprosy Control Programme more Leprosy patients are being

detected and provided treatment.

(c) Government of India have sanctioned National Leprosy Control Programme as a
Centrally sponsored scheme. Under that programme, so far, 364 Leprosy Control Units,
4480 Survey, Education and Treatment Centres, 285 Urban Leprosy Centres, 56 Reconstruc-
tive Survey Units and 124 temporary Hospitalisation Wards each having 20 beds for indoor
treatment of actually ill and complicated cases of leprosy have beem established. 37 Leprosy
Training Centres have been establishd to train medical and para-medical personnel for the
Programme. Since last year the Programme has been made target oriented one.

. (a) whether compensation has since been paid to the families of the workers who died
in the Chasnala Mine accident; and

(b) if so, the number of families who have been paid compensation and the total
amount paid thereof ?

THE MINISTER OF PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS AND LABOUR (SHRI
RAVINDRA VARMA) : (a) and (b). As per available information, the dependants of
93 workers who were getting salaries upto Rs. 500/- p.m. have already been paid the amount
of compensation due to them according to the rates of compensation under the Workmen's
Compensation Act 1923, before its amendment in 1976. 270 deceased workers who were
in receipt of wages between Rs. 500/- to Rs. 1000/- per month were not previously covered
by the Act. However, the dependants of these workers were given an ex-gratia payment
at the rate of Rs. 10,000/- per worker.

The wage limit for coverage under the Workmen’s Compensation Act was raised from
Rs. 500/- to Rs. 1000/- per month with retrospective effect from 1-10-1975 by the Workmen's
Compensation Amendment Act, 1976. The rates of compensation under the Act were also
enhanced from the same date. Consequently, the dependants of the workers in receipt
of wages upto Rs. 500/- per month have become entitled to the difference of amount between
the old rates and the new rates of compensation. The dependants of the workers drawing
wages between Rs. 501/- to Rs. 1,000/- per month have also become eligible for compen-
sation under the Act.

The employer is reported to have already deposited the full amount of difference of
compensation payable in respect of those drawing wages upto Rs. 500/- per month and
the amount of compensation due minus the amount of ex-gratia payment, in respect of
those drawing wages between Rs. 501/- to Rs. 1000/- per month. Further, action for
recovery of the amount of ex-gratia payment deducted by the employer/payment of compen-
sation to the dependants is being taken by the concerned Commissioner for Workmen'’s
Compepsation.

_(b) On the basis of reports received from State Governments, 53,117 refugees from
Pakistan are still staying in India. It is estimated that around 21,000 refugees have gone
back to Pakistan. : ‘

(c) to (e) These refugees are citizens of Pakistan. The Government of India will
create the necessary conditions to enable these persons to return to their homes in Pakistan
in safety and honour, The names of some 5,000 persons who expressed their willingness
to return to Pakistan have been forwarded to the Government of Pakistan in the past but
there has been no positive response from that side so far.

(breach of trust and criminal misappropriation) are instituted by them where the employers
deduct employees’ share of the provident fund from the employees’ wages but do not remit
the same to the Provident Fund. The Courts are approached under section 110 of the
Criminal Procedure Code for binding the defaulting employers for good behaviour.

(i) 77,412 prosecution cases have been launched from the date the Act came into
force upto the 31st March, 1977 against the employers of covered establishments. During
the same period, 846 complaints have been filed under section 406/409 of the Indian
Penal Code against defaulters.

SHRI SURAJ BHAN (Ambala) : It is regrettable that the Reports of Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes Commissioner were not discussed in the House during the last
six years. It is for the first time in the last six years that an opportunity has been given to
the House to discuss the Reports. It is, therefore fortunate that today we are discussing
three reports i.e., for the year 1971, 1972 and 1973. The reports for the next three years

have not so far been submitted.

Atrocities on Harijans whenever and wherever they have been perpetrated have to be
condemned, but to make a political capital out of these incidents is also unfair. The
opposition has blamed Janata Party for these excesses, and they have even accused our
Home Minister for being luke warm towards safeguarding the interests of Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes, 1| would certainly condemn the recent incidents of excesses against
Harijans. But what about the such incidents which happened before Janata Party
assumed the office ? Who was responsible for these ghastly incidents ? Many
heineous crimes were committed against Harijans and a number of Harijans were brutally
murdered during those years of 1973 and 1974. During Emergency they had been made
the main target of forced sterilization programme and in many cases they had to suffer
physical disability. I would suggest that such victims of sterilization as are unable to earn
their livelihood should be given some daily allowance.

Since most of such incidents in which Harijans were involved took place because of
dispute over, wages Government must fix minimum wages for agricultural workers in rural
areas. It must also be ensured that the land allotted to Harijans from out of the common
land of the village during emergency should be regularised.

Although untouchability Act has been amended, no rules and regulations have been
framed so far thereunder. These should be expedited. A special cell should be created in
C.B.I. to investigate all such loses of atrocities wherein Harijans are involved.

Responsibility should be fixed on the Chief Secretary at State level and on the District
Magistrate and the Superintendent of Police concerned at the district level. Only then
such incidents can be stopped.

Provisions should be made to give financial help to the victims of such tragedies.

As regards reservation of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in services, their
reserved quota is seldom filled. I would suggest that if a suitable Scheduled Caste and
Scheduled Tribe candidate is not available in the first instance for a particular job, a
second and third attempt should be made. But a post reserved for Scheduled Caste and
Scheduled Tribe should not be filled so long as a suitable candidate is not available from
Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribes.

Violation of reservation rules by any officer should be treated as violation of Service
Conduct Rules and the officer concerned should be punished accordingly. In this connection
1 would like to mention that Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes persons are not dis-
cnminated against only in the matter of recruitment but in the matter of appointments,
confirmation and promotion also. This must be looked into.

I would, therefore, suggest that a separate Ministry to look after the interests of the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes should be created at the Centre.

. There is no reservation for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in certain educational
institutions. There is no reservation in Sainik Schools and even in Aligarh Medical College
There should be reservation for these communities in all professional institutions and it
should be implemented.

The amount of scholarship given to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes students
s_hlo.uld be increased and they should get scholarship money in time. For this purpose an
n;nhtlernent card should be issued to each student, so that they can get the scholarship
monev on presenting that card.

The nationalised banks have been given standing instructions by the government to give
one-third of their loans to Harijans on differential rates of interest. But these instructions
are not being implemented. The government should ask nationalised banks to carry out-
those instructions.

. The government is constructing certain markets. Some shops in these markets should.
bc‘ reserved for Harijans and Adivasis. These people should also be given some share in
fair price shops coal depots, oil agencies and gas agencies. Certain sheds should be reserved
for Harijans and adivasis by Industry Departments.
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Harijans and Adivasis should be given loans on easy instalments. Ther
Harijans Welfare Corporations in all States. Y Si Slipxild: be

There are certain cases where some reasons were adopted by Harij
) E 2 jJaos and they got
all the advantages which have were available to Harijans. Such malpractices shoulyd gl:ie

checked.

All India Depressed classes League had taken a grant of Rs. 13,92,120 from the
Government during the last 10 years. It is not known how this money has been utilized.
This is a political organisation. No grants should be given to such bodies.

_In 1967 the Commissioner for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes had seventeen
regional offices. But those offices have been abolished. Now there is talk of appointment
of Civil Rights Commission and abolition of the post of Commissioner for Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes. There is no objection to the appointment of the Civil Rights Com-
mission, but the post of Commissioner for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes should
not be abolished. His office should be strengthened and the regional offices should be
restored. As a matter of fact there should be two separate commissioners for scheduled

castes and scheduled tribes.

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA (Delhi Sadar) : The problem of Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes is a national problem. Politics should not be brought in this matter.
An early solution will have to be found of this burning problem. We should evolve a

national consensus to solve this problem.

There are a number of articles in our Constitution which pay special attention to the
problems of these communities. Untouchability Offences Act has also been put on’ the
statute book to fight the evil of untouchability. Then in five-year plans also allocations
are made for the upliftment of these communities. Posts are reserved in services and cer-
tain educational benefits are given. But in spite of all these measures the desired improve-

ment has not taken place in the condition of these people.

_There is inadequate rcpresentation of scheduled castes and scheduled tribes people in
services. Steps should be taken to fill up the quotas reserved for them so that they get
adequate representation in government services and in public and private sectors.

It is clear from reports of the Home Ministry pertaining to different years that the
cases of cruelties on Hatijans have been increasing. It is really unfortunate that even after
30 years of independence persons belonging to certain communities are not treated as human
beings. Dr. Ambedker had given a warning that if injustice against these communities con-

tinued there would be danger to democracy.

There is need to propagate the provisions of Untouchability Offences Act. It is really
surprising that very few policemen knew about this Act. Also, a very large section of our

population is unaware of this legislation.

“All the political parties should put their heads together to tackle this problem. No
attempt should be made to take political advantage of the sufferings of these people. It is
really unfortunate that an attempt is being made to mount a tirade against the Home Minister

on the Belchi incident.

District Magistrate should be held responsible for any incidents of cruelties on Harijans
in their district. 1f responsibility is pinned on them, number of such incidents will de-
crease. Similarly departmental secretaries should be entrusted with the responsibility of
filling up posts reserved for scheduled castes and scheduled tribes. The Home Minister
should discuss the problems of Harijans and Adivasis with the Chief Ministers. After these
discussions concrete suggestions should be formulated by the Government and placed before

the House.
No assessment has been made so far of the results achieved through various measures

taken to help Harijans and Adivasis all these years. A Committee of this House should be
constituted to make this assessment and suggest measures which should be taken in future

for ameliorating the lot of these people.

There are different religious leaders in our country. These people who do not regard
all human beings as equal have no right to be called religious teachers or leaders. There
should be public opinion.

There should be no separate educational institutiqqs. We should have common educa-
tional institutions for people belonging to all communities. Swami Dayanand had preached
against discrimination against any community or people. He had propagated equal treat-

imment for alf human beings,
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The Government should open more coaching centres for scheduled castes and sche-
‘duled tribes candidates appearing in all India examinations so that more and more people
belonging to these communities are selected in these services. There should be adequate

representation for these people in class I services.

There are complaints that certain Harijans who have been given house sites are not
allowed to build houses in Delhi. Steps should be taken to ensure that these people are
allowed to build houses and whosoever obstructs them should be punished.

Tt is hoped that the Janata Party would make an all out effort to remove the difficul-
ties of Harijans and adivasis. We have to make a determined bid to tackle this problem.

SHRI KESHAVRAO DHONDGE (Nanded) : Our society is responsible for un-
tounchability, which has been practised in our country for the last five thousand years.
We will have to remove this evil. Hinduism is responsible for this evil. The Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes people do not want to adhere to a religion which discriminates
against a particular class of people.

There are ten ‘avatars’ but none of them did anything for the uplift of these down-
trodden people. Those religious places or books which are not against practising untouch-
ability will have to be destroyed. There have been saints and great men take Mahatma
Gandhi, Budha, Kabir, Dr. Ambedkar and Mahatma Bhole who preached real humanity
and true religion.

We critisize Rodeshia, we critisize South Africa for adopting apgtrtheid policy. But
the same situation exist in every village in our country. Then what right we have got to
critisize Rodeshia and South Africa. .

Untouchability is very deep rooted in Hinduism. It can not be eradicated by appoint-
ing Commissions. . Constitutional provisions are not sufficient. The real sjtuation is that
untouchables are discriminated against even after death. The religious books teach discri-
mination. Harijans are treated as slaves. The religious places or religious books which
are not against practising untouchability would have to be destroyed. We will have to
strike at the very root of this evil. The Government should help those people which are
economically backward. Although India became free 30 years, ago, Harijans and Adivasis
are not still free. We talk of national integration. But it is not possible unless untcuch-
ability is eradicated. The Harijans are suppressed since thousands of years.

The one exploited and discriminated against they have no say. If we want that our
country should progress we would have to root out untouchability. The problem cannot be
sulved by giving a few educational concessions to these people or by reserving certain posts
for them. If the discrimination continues. Then I warn that these people will one day rise
in revolt. The concessions which are being given at present is no remedy. They must be
given respect in society. They must be treated equally. The basic problem would have to
be solved. The people would have to be given proper respect in society.

. Lastly once again I would repeat that those religious books, which talked of untouch-
abn}uty should be banned. All discriminations against Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes on the basis of caste should be put an end to. Only then down trodden people.
would get justice and there could be real emotional integration in the country.

SHRI YUVRAJ (Katihar) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, We are discussing to gether three
reports of the Commissioner for Scheduled Castes for the years 1970-74. I hope the Home
Ministry might have received the reports of the Commissioner for the years [974-75 and
1975-76. But the reports have not been laid to the Table. The Home Ministry should
make arrangements to present the report to this House within a period of three months

after they got it.

The reports contain recommendations practically on all aspects—be it educational
facilities or employment quota or atrocities against Harijans—concerning the Welfare of
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. It is very astonishing to note that not a single
member belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes has been included in the
Cabinet except Shri Jagjiwan Ram, who is a national leader and occupies a very high
stiture even otherwise.

Even if we agree to the point that the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribe have
got political independence, but have not got the economic independence. The one still
being discriminated against. They are 22 per cent of our population. No cannot ignore
them any more. No body can deny that atrocities are being committed against Harijans.
The stigma of Belchi affairs could not be washed away. It is painful to note that sick
Harijan sweepers are denied admission to the Central Hospital Dhanbad. It is learnt
that financial corporations or nationalised banks do not advance laws to Harijans at cheaper
rate of interest. The present set up of society is such that they are not paid even the
minimum wage. They are being exploited in every field be it education employment or
any other field. Unless and until our social structure is radically changed, it might not
be possible to release these people from bandage. There is no provision for free education
for Harijans and Tribals in Central Schools. There are: 170 Central Schools, having 1 lakh
and 29 thousand students on their rolls. The Harijans among them are only 2039 and the
Adivasis only 524. So their percentage work out only 2.38 and 0.52 respectively. There
should be free education in the Central Schools for Harijans, There are 105 medical colleges
iI-[II the country, but there are certain medical colleges in which seats are not reserved for

arijans.

. The reservation quota of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes has not been filled
in respect of employment. Much had been the propaganda of 20 point economic pro-
gramme of Smt. Indira Gandhi. But it is evident from the figures that nothing special has
been done ameliorate their lot.

. Now so far as land is concerned only 2 to 3 percent Harijans or Tribals have land in
their possessional present. A legislation should be enacted to ban the sale of land, which
belonged to the Harijans. The need of the hour is to create confidence in the minds of
these down-trodden people. The land reform laws should be amended so as to give them
guarantee against eviction. The Government should clearly enunciate their policy in regard
to all these matters,

SHRI MANGAL DEO (Akbarpur) : These reports are being discussed in this House
after seven years. It is a matter of satisfaction that the Hon. Minister has taken the initiative
that these reports be discussed in the House. These are very lengthy reports and contain
so many recommendations in regard to so many matters and problems. But it is a matter
of regret that no indication has been given that what steps have been taken or contemplated
to be taken to implement the recommendations of the reports. Mere laying of the reports
on the Table of the House and discussing them will serve no useful purpose. The real
remedy is to implement the reports. This is a serious lacuna. The mere ritual of discussion
and delivering speeches will serve no purpose unless steps are taken to give practical shake
to the recommendations of the reports.

. So far as the question of untouchability is concerned every fifth man in our country
is an untouchable. It is a very massive problem. All these persons are concerned as
second rate citizens and they have no right to comforts of life and to employment. They
have no acgess even to the village well. How pitiable it is that they are discriminated in
every walk of life be it education, employment or anything else. In these circumstances
how is it possible to improve their economic condition and social status.

My Hon. friend Shri Ramanand has suggested that police protection is not enough and
enough police protection should be provide to the Harijans. T agree with him on this point,
but at the sometime I would like to say that gruesome atrocities had been perpetrated on
Harijans all these years and it is all the more regrettable that these atrocities are still
continuing. In a recent incident in Belchi Harijans were murdered. In one incident in some
where in South India 45 Harijans were burnt alive. But all the accused persons were
acquitted by court. In Uttar Pradesh from 1st January to June, 1974, sixty Harijans were
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murdered. All these figures proves how atrocities are being committed on Harijans. These
have been many incidents of arson, loot and assault on Harijans. Who is responsible for
all these incidents ? We cannot absolve police and district administration of their res-
ponsibility. 1In fact it is their indifference and luke warm attitude which is mainly responsible
for such incidents. This should be looked into.

I would plead that concessions which are available to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes should also made available to Muslims in lower strata of Society and to Neo
Budhists. In fact Government should extend these facilities to all persons who are poor
and needy irrespective of the fact to which caste or community they belonged.

Next I would suggest that all students belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes shou‘ljd ge given scholarship upto 10th Class. This will facilitate their studies upto
matric standard.

There are many voluntary institutions like Harijan Sewak Sangh, Delit Sangh, etc. etc.
These institutions receive grants for Harijan Welfare from the Government. In most cases
this money is mis-appropriated and these institutions indulge in many malpractices. This
must be looked into seriously and steps taken to check misuse of Government funds.
