Shri Ram Lal Rahi : Mr speaker, Sir, I want to know when this report that has been

‘laid on the table of the House, was prepared and what was the estimated cost of the project and
what are the obstacles coming forth in its implementation.

Shri Surjit Singh Barnala: This scheme has a long history. First of all it was contempla-
‘ted in 1940 and then some investigation was made by the Punjab Government Eetwecn the
years 1944 to 1946. Thercafter a preliminary report was prepared in 1065 by U.P. Government
“which envisaged construction of 770 feet high dam. The project was estimated to cost about Rs.
g5 crores. But alter some time it was realised that a part of land which was not good was coming
under the dam so the plan was reconsidered and it was suggested that an alternative rock field
dam should be constructed. The engineers of Uttar Pradesh estimated that the cost of the said
dam will be about Rs. 183 crores. Thereafter a joint meeting of irrigation Ministers and the
- Chief Ministers of Haryana, U.P. and Rajasthan was held in 1971. There was some duspute re-
garding the sharing of cost and benefits of this project. Again, this scheme is being formulated.
New proposals are being considered, The estimated cost will be Rs. 200 crores and the dam will
‘be constructed a little away from the original place.

"Shri Ram Lal Rahi : Himachal Pradesh, U.P., Haryana, Rajasthan and the union terri tory
of Delhi will be benefitted by this scheme. There will be three main advantages of this project.
"Firstly, it will help in power generation, secondly, there will be regulated release of water and
- thirdly the water of Yamuna can be utilised for irrigation. As the hon. Minister has just stated
“that the irrigation Minister had constituted a Committee and a meeting was also held but
due to some disputes regarding sharing of cost and benefits this project could not be imple-
-mented. I want to know from the hon. Minister whether he will convene a meeting of all the
- Chief ministers of the states to expedite the matter ?

Shri Surjit Singh Barnala : Almost all the formalities have been completed. Now they
"have to send the project report. The report is lying with them since june 1975. We have asked
the secretary of the state to send it expeditiously. He has informed us that there are certain tech-
nical problems that are being looked into and then endeavour is to implement it as early as
-possible.

(b) The Government of India administers 2 scheme of scholarships in approved residential
schools, including public schools which are members of the Indian Public Schools conference.
‘Under this scheme 500 scholarships are awarded every year to the children in the age group
of 11-12 years whose parental income does not exceed Rs. 500/- p. m. Further 15% and 5 % of
the scholarships are reserved for the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes respectively. The
selected scholars are entitled to full amount of school fees including cost of books and station=
ery, residential and such other nonrefundable compulsory charges. Besides, they are given pocket
allowance, clothing/uniform allowance as well as cost of travelling for to and fro journeys.

All the scholars selected by the Government of India under the scheme have been admitted
to_one or the other approved residential school, including public schools.

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Irrigation schemes sponsed by the Central Government in Rajasthan

4631. Shri Shyam Sunder Somani : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation
be pleased to state :

(a) the names of the various irrigation and power schemes/projects sponsored by the Central
Government in Rajasthan at present;

(b) the number of irrigation and power schemes being considered for Rajasthan by the
Central Government;

(c) the financial assistance given to Rajasthan during the last two years and what was its
demand; and

(d) the amount of financial assistance demanded by the Rajasthan Government during the
- current year; and the reaction of the Central Government thereto ?

The Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barnala): (a) Irrigation
is a State subject and irrigation schemes are formulated and implemented by the States within
their Developmental Plans. '

_There is no Hydro/Thermal project sponsored by the Central Government at present. One
Unit of 235 MW 1s, however, under operation at the Rajasthan Atomic Power Station and another
unit is under construction.

(b) Five major and medium irrigation projects proposed by the Rajasthan Government
- are under various stages of technical examination in Central Water Commission.

The Rajasthan State Electricity Board have also sent Project Reports in respect of the Mahi
Bajajsagar Project (unit I1I of 70 MW) and small hydel stations on Anupga Branch of Rajasthan
Canal with an install capacity of 9 MW for techno-economic appraisal in the Cental Electricity
Authority.

(c) and (d). Central assistance to State Plans is given in the form of block loans and grants
which is not related to any particular head of development or project. However, with a view to
accelerate the construction of selected irrigation projects and getting additional benefits, the
Government of India had decided to provide advance Plan assistance to the state during 1975-76
and 1976-77. The advance Plan assistance provided to Rajasthan during these years amount
to Rs. g crores. It is also proposed to provide advance Plan assistance to States for irrigation
schemes during the current year.

‘Under the Centrally sponsored scheme of inter-State transmission lines, the Jaipur-Badarpur
-and Mathura-Bharatpur lines have been completed and during the current year funds may be
-released for the Ujjain-Kota line between Madhya Pradesh and Rajasthan keeping in view the
physical and financial progress on this line.

Some Irrigation schemes in Haryana and Gujarat  will also provide
irrigation facilities to parts of desert areas in these States.

2. Under the Command Area Development Programme in the Rajasthan Canal area,
desert lands are being developed for agriculture by proper utilization of irrigation,
on-farm development and agricultural supporting services.  Afforestation, plan-
tation of shelter belt development of pastures and firewood plantations are also
being carried out.

‘3. Drought-Pronc Area Programme is in operation in nine desert districts of Rajasthan,
parts of two desert districts of Gujarat and two desert districts of Haryana. Unficr th'e
scheme, an integrated area programme for treating the agricultural lands with soil
conservation measures, providing irrigation facilities, afforestation, pasture develop-
ment, etc. are being taken up.

4. A scheme of desert development has been initiated by the present Government 1n the
current yzar with a view to restore ecological balance and to raise productivity
in the areas. The programme also envisages to raise the income and employment
levels ofthe small and marginal farmers as well as agricultural labourers.

5. A Centrally Sponsored Scheme for amendment of alkali (usar) soils is in operation
in the States of Uttar Pradesh, Punjab and Haryana. Similarscheme for amendment
of acidic soils with a view to improving their productivity has been taken up  the
‘States of Kerala, Karnataka, Assam, Orissa, Bihar and West Bengal. Thesc eme€s
provide subsidy on the cost of amending material at the rate of 50% for small
farmers and 25% for «thers.

Accord on Bansagar Dam.

14659. Shri Ramapati Singh : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation
be pleased to state:

(d) whether all the pl:OPOSCd schemes as well as submitted schemes for making available the
allocated water of 7- 75 million acre feet to Bihar as per the Bansagar agreement have not been
approved so far; and

_(e) whether Government propose to make immediate arrangements to provide irrigation
facilities and enure increased agriculture production in Bihar?

The Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barnala) :

(a) to (c). Aninter-State agreement on Bansagar Project and the use of Sone waters was
reached amongst the States of Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and Madhya Pradesh in September, 1973.
According to this agreement, Bihar isentitled to 1 m.a.,ft. of water from Bansagarstorage. Bihar’s
irrigation requirements in the Sone basin were accepted as 8- 0o m.a. ft. of water, of which 7- 75
m.a. ft. was allocated from Sone River which could be supplemented to the extent of 0 25 m.a. ft.
by pumping from Ganga. Projectsin Sone Basin depending on the availability of 8- 00 m.a. ft.
were agreed to be sanctioned for Bihar.

(d) Bihar Government have indicated the projects with total uti.dsation of 7-75 m.a. ft.
The State Government have been requested to modify their reports accordingly.

(¢) Irrigation is a State subject and irrigation schemes are planned and exccuted by the State
Governments within their developmental plans. The fifth Plan envisages creation of additional
irrigation potential of 14 1 lakh hectares—4- 7 lakh ha. from major and medium and 9- 4 lakh ha.
from minor schemes in Bihar. The State Government has been requested to accord priority to
the irrigation development and provide necessary funds and other inputs for that purpose.  Ad-
vance Plan assistance of Rs. 5 croresin 1975-76 and Rs. g crores in 1976-77 was given to Bihar for
accelerating work on Gandak project.

Intensive Farming of Chironji.

4660. Shri R.L.P. Verma : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation be
pleased to state :

(a) whether intensive farming of chironji can be done and whether any research has been
conducted on this;

(c) The matter is being brought to the notice of the State Govt. of Madhya Pradesh where
chironji is mainly collected by Adivasis and licenced contractors.

Use of Chemical for Purifying Drinking Water

4667. Shri Nawab Singh Chauhan : Will the Minister of Works and Housing and
Supply and Rehabilitation be pleased to state:

N (;:,i) whether the chemical used for purifying drinking water in Delhi has become a health
azard;

(b) éhe name of that chemical used for purifying the water and its quantity used forthe pur-
pose; an

(c) whether Government got the water tested and if so, by whom and the result thereof ?

The Minister of Works and Housing and Supply and Rehabilitation (Shri Sikander
Bakht):(a) to (c). The chemical used for purifying the water is named as ‘Quick Flok polymix
Grade ‘A’. It was being used in very small doses (average dose below o-1 mg per litre) in
conjuction with comparatively much higher dosage of alum. The water was being tested regu-
larly by the Laboratory of the Water Supply and Sewage Disposal Undertaking and also by the
Public Health Laboratory of the Municipal Corporation of Delhi. However, the question whe-
ther the use of the chemical should be continued was considered in consultation with the Adviser
Central Public Health and Environmental Engineering Organisation. He advised that the use

of the chemical could be continued provided:

(i) that Delhi Water Supply and Sewage Disposal Undertaking could make sure that the
chemical was a polymer of acrylamide only and

(ii) testing facilities -were available to check the acrylamide content before every day’s
application, -

As it was not possible for the Undertaking to make sure that the chemical was a polymer of
acrylamide only and also to check acrylamide contents before every day’s application in different

treatment plants, further use of the chemical has been stopped

Loans for Farmers from a single Cooperative Society

4668. Shri Dharamsinhbhai Patel : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irriga-
tion be pleased to state:

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.The Minister of Agricultur and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barmala) :

" (a) to (d): It is an accepted principle that the farmers should be enabled to get credit,
supphes and services at a single contact point. In accordance with this and in pursuance of
the recommendations of the National Commission on Agriculture, State Governments have
been advised to organise Farmers’ Service Societies in selected areas, and large-sized multi-
purpose societies called LAMPS in the tribal areas. Both the Farmers’ Service Socities (FSSs)
and the LAMPS are expccted to provide all types of credit to the'farmers and undertake supply
of inputs and essential consumer goods, and marketing of agricultural produce among other
things, The Farmers’ Sérvice Societies can be attached to commercial banks or good working
cooperative banks, They should have a full-time professional Managing Director and be sup-
ported by technical staff. To cnsure that the interests of small and mar,inal farmers and
tribals are adequatcly protected, two-thirds of the Directors in the Board of Management of the
FSSs and at least a majority of the Directors in the Board of Management of the LAMPS are
small farmers and tribals respectively. According to information available, 520 Farn:ers’
Service Socicties and 827 LAMPS have been otganised so far in the country, The State-wise
list is given in annexure. Information of name, date of formation and work done socilty-wise
is not available. ' ' '

Besizlzs this, State Governments have alio been advised to reorganise the existing primary
agricultural credit societies into viable ones with full-time paid secretaries, capabll of providing
integrated credit and services of the farmers . Though at present Primary agricultural credit
societies provide only short-term and medium-term loans, the questiorn of utiising the well-
organised primary societiés for providing long-term loans is under consideration in consultation
with the State Governments.

The Minister of Works and Housing and Supply and Rehabilitation (Shri Sikander
Bakht) (a) For the first time in August, 1976 this examination was held centrally by the
Directorate of Printing in respect of Presses where vacancies of Readers were available. Prior
to this, examinations used to be held by the Managers of Presses themselves where the vacancies
were available. Itis a fact that in certain Press, examination was not held for the last mors than

20 years,

tb) No relaxation was admissible under the Examination Rules and none was given.

(c) Yes, Sir. Certain individuals who had been promoted in the past to the post of R~a ier
Grade IT and Grade I on ad foc basis on the clear understanding that their regular appointment
to these posts is subject to their qualifying in the readership examination have been revert:d t>
the lower post(S$) when they failed to qualify the examinatioa.

(d) Yes, Sir.

(e) aad (f) While annjuncing ths result of the Exanination, the Presses were informed of
the policy of the Government that the Scheduled Castes/S¢l.ec uled Trikes cardidates who had
been declared successful could also be considered for retention/promotion as Readers in relaxa-
tion of the general qualifying standards subject to tae condition that they are not found unfit for
such retention/promotion. In accordance with this policy, the General Manager, Government
of India Press, Minto Road have not revrted: the S.C. and S.T. pending a final decision in the

Irrigation schemes in Madhya Pradesh

4696. Shri Sukhendra Singh : Will the Minister Jof Agricultur and Irrigation:

The Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barnala) : (a) Fo--
llowing six major/multi-purpose schemes of Madhya Pradesh which spilled over from the IV
Plan are still under execution:—

1. Chambal Stage-I
2. Chambal Stage-11

3. Mahanadi Reservoir
4. Tawa

5. Barna
6. Hasdeo R.B.C.

The Chambal Project (Stages I and II) is practically complete except for some extension and
improvement works which are in progress. '

(b) 32 new medium schemes have been approved during the V Plan so far and work on

13 schemes has alrecady commenced. Work on the other schemes, which were approved only
recently, is also likely to be started during the current year.
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Fair Price Shops in Rural Areas

4697. Shri Yuvraj : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation be pleased
‘o state:

(a) whether there are fair price shops in rural areas for supplying at fixed price: wheat,
rice, sugar, kerosene oil etc. and il so, their number;

(b) the extent of difference in fair prices of May, 1976 and that of May, 1977; and

(c) whether it is proposed to make adequate arrangements for the supply of essential com-
modities to weaker sections, such as agricultural labour etc, in rural areas during rainv seasons
-and if so, by what time and il not the reasons therefor?

The Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barnala): (a) Ahout
1+ 87 lakhs fair price shops are functioning in rural areas for distribution of wheat, rice and sugar
-at fixed prices. There are about 1- 82 lakhs retail outlets for distribution of kerosene oil in the

rural areas.

(b)Y The Central issue price of rice, wheat and coars= grains releaed to the State Govern-
ments/Union Territories for the public distribution system have remained unchanged during
the period May, 1976 to May, 1977 expecting the issue price of milo which has been reduced
from Rs. 86/- to Rs. 70/- per quintal whith effect from November, 1976. By and large there
“has also been no change in the retail prices of levysugar through fair price shops during the
period in question. Similarly, fixation of retail selling pricet of kerosene oil is the responsibility
of the concerned State Govt./Union Territory Administration. There has, however, been no
change in the basic selling price of Kerosene oil fixed by the Central Government since May,
1976 onwards,

(c) The distribution of foodgrains and other essential commodities within the States is the
responsibility of State Govts./Union Territory Administrations. To enable the State Govern-
ments to make timely arrangements, adequate quantities of foodgrains are being issued from
‘the Central stocks, to meet the full requirements of the public distribution system througa-out
‘the year.

Export of Rice

4698. Shri Ishwar Chaudhry : Will the Minister of Agriculture and. rrigation
'be pleased to state:

(a) the names of the States which have exported rice for earning foreign exchange and the
names of the States allowed to export rice;

(b) whether many demands for delisting the pig have been received and if so, when and
from which quarters these demands have been received; ‘and

(c) the action taken or proposed to be taken by Government in this regard?

The Minister for Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barnala):(a) The
“‘pig” has not been declared as a‘*‘preseved animal” under the Wild Life (Protection) Act, 1972.
However, the ‘Andaman Wild Pig’ and ‘Wild Pig’ are listed under Scheduled III of this Act
which regulates their hunting through a licence on the conditions stipulated in Sub-section (2)
of Section (g) of the Act, While some damage to crops of the farmers adjoining the Gir sanc-
tuary cannot be avoided, such measures as the construction of a boundary wall has minimised

such damage.

(b) No demands for delisting the wild pig from Schedule III of the wild Life Protection
Act, 1972 have been received by the Government of India. The question of such a demand
‘would not appear to arise in view of the fact thai the “pig” is notincluded in the banned category
for hunting purposes.

The details regarding this are given in the state-
ment attached herewith.

(c) The decision taken by the Chairman is being implemented by the Authority.

(d) No Sir. Thc matter is under examination by the Technical Committee of the Deﬁii
Development Authority for a decision on implementation of the award,

(e) As soon as the Technical Commigtee has taken a decision on implementation of the
award, plot owners would be allowed to construct houses.

Statement

The details regarding the decision taken on the Report of the Sub-Committee of the Delhi
Development Authority are as follows:—
(a) The revised lay-out plan sanctioned by the Municipal Corporation of Delhi should be

adopted as per the conditions laid down by the Corporation in its Resolution dated the
2gth September, 1965, while sanctioning the revised lay-out plan.

(b) The additional area of 7*60 acres required for community facilities should be acquired
immediately.

The various civic services of a colony are taken over by the Municipal
Corporation of Delhi on written request from the sponsorer/Association of the colony, subject
to the development work carried out in the colony, is found to be in order. A number of colonies
under the Delhi Sadar Parliamentary Constituency have been approved by the Corporation from
time to time. Some of the colonies, although approved by the Corporation, are not complete in
their development work and formal request from the sponsorer/Association of those colonies for
taking over of the services, have not been received by the Corporation. The services in respect

Preliminary survey in respect of certain schemés conducted by U. P. Government

(a) whether the Uttar Pradesh Government have conducted a preliminary survey in respect
of (a) Kamali scheme on the Ghaghra river (b) Bhaloowang (c) Pancheshwar scheme on Rapti
river and submitted these schemes to the Central Government for their approval recently;

(b) whether brief details of these schemes would be laid on the Table of the House; and

(¢) whether the Nepal Government have given permission for the final survey to be con-
ducted by the joint team of the schemes; if not, the reasons therefor ?

The Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barnala): (a) to (c)
Preliminary surveys and investigations in the Sarda Valley were carried out during the sixties
by the Uttar Pradesh authorities. Based on these surveys and investigations two sites, one at
at Pancheshwar and the other at Poornagiri, were identified for construction of high dams for
multipurpose development. As the project sites are located on the stretch of the Sarda where
it forms the boundary between Nepal and India, it has been agreed between the two countries
that investigations on the Pancheshwar dam should be taken up jointly. It has also been agreed
to constitute a Joint Expert Group to direct the investigations of this project.

No suitable site for construction of a dam across the Rapti within the Indian territory is
available. A preliminary report based on topo sheet studies envisaging a dam at Jalkundi in
Nepal was prepared by the Uttar Pradesh Government. This site, howcyer, involved submergence
of large cultivable land in Nepal. The Government of Nepal have since prepared an interim
report for the consturction of a dam on the Rapti at Bhalubhang in Nepal. It has been agreed
to discuss with the representatives of the Government of Nepal about this report, its scope, terms
of reference for full scale feasibility study and arrangements for joint investigations.

The Government of Uttar Pradesh have not carried out any investigations for power
generation on the Ghaghra river in Karnali basin. However the G overnment of Nepal have
proposals for development of Hydro electric potential of the Karnali river in Nepal at a site
near Chisapani. Nepal and India have been exploring the possibility of cooperation in developing
the site for their mutual benefit. India have agreed in principal to purchase power from Karnali
project. Understanding has been reached between the two countries that India would be fully

associated with the detailed investigations and formulation of the project.

As detailed investigation of these projects are yet to be carried out, it is not possible to furnish
any details at this stage. |

.embankment near Ganul village near the existing Gogri-Narayanpur embankment. The State
- Government have reported that during floods of 1976 the retired embankment near Ganayl
village had breached and a portion of Rural Engineering Organisation road serving as flood
-embankment had been washed away.The Government of Bihar have formulated a scheme for
protection of the Narnyanpur area from erosion by Ganga at an estimated cost of Rs. 3350
men The scheme is yet to be finalised. However to meet the immediate needs, the State Govern-
lakhs. has taken up anti-erosion measures in the Narayanpur area for protection of vulnerable

reaches at an estimated cost of Rs. 40 lakhs.

Paharpur

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The expenditure is higher than the releases for the reason that the Agencies had un-spent
balances from the previous years which were carried forward and utilised by the Agencies.
Further, expenditure figures reflect the contributions made by the State Government for these
programmes.

Under certain schemes like D.P.A.P. and credit for agricultural inputs, grants are made
available to farmers other than small and marginal farmers also. Therefore, these provisions
arc spent on small and marginal farmers partially only and question of utilising remaining amount
does not  arise.

Shellac Consumption

4772. Shri R.L.P. Verma : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation be
pleased to state:

consumption varics between 2000 to 3000 tons annually.

(b) An expert Committee of the Ministry examined the various aspects of Lac utilisation
and have inade recommendations for increasing domestic utilisation. These have been circu-

lated to all concerned departments for appropriate action.

. (¢) A detailed report is being obtained from the Institute and would be  submitted as
quickly as possible.
(d) The only item of research at I.L.R.L. having application to defence production, is the
use of shellac for the development of a shellac based rocket propellant for firing mortars missiles
and small rockets.

Expoeriments are in progress for improving the properties of different composition of pro-

pellants developed earlier. A few samples of such propellants have been prepared and sent to
Birla Institute of Technology for determination of calorifie value, as the required facilitics are

not available at LL.R.I. This research will continue to receive priority.

Loan to Sugar Mills

. Shri Arif Beg (Bhopal): Shri Chandrappan has made a reference to the strike in Bha-
.rat Heavy Electricals Ltd., Bhopal. This strike is continuing for the last 10 days and 20,00¢
“workeTs are participating in it as a result of which the naticn is suffering a loss of Rs. 4o dakh per
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day. If the demands of the workers are accepted, it will mean an additional expenditure of

only Rs. 25 lakh per year. Therefore, Government should seriously consider the' git
demands of thé workers. '

One of the demands of the workers is that they should get more promotion chances. At
present what is happening is that whereas the officers get five promotions in five years,
the workers have hardly got two promotions over a period of twelve years. Let some Commssion
be appointed to inuqire into this discriminatory policy. The workers want that the management
should come out with a declaration of 'their promotion policy but the management doe not
want to do so. Thisis a matter of national importance. Let the Minister of Industry and the
Prime Minister interfere in this matter and see that justice is done to the workers there,

As regards the production of dry battery cells, it is regrettable that the multinationals have
established their monopoly in the country and the other factories have to export a large por-
tion of their production. Government should see that the multinationals are also made to ex-

port their production so that the national factories have an opportunity to sell their products
in the country. '

It is learnt that the Excise Collectorate is proposed to be shifted from Nagpur. This
should not be done keeping in view the importance of Bhopal as capital of Madhya Pradesh.

~ Dr. Ramji Singh (Bhagalpur): It is a matter of great concern that prices still con-
tinue to rise. The entire nation is eager to know what concrete steps have been taken to

check this trend of rise in prices.

_ In this connection, the Minister of Finance should clearly state whether it is not possible to
bring in demonetisation So as to wipe out the black money.

Secondly, is it not possible to impose some ceiling-limit on expenditure? We cannot im-
prove our economy without imposing a limit on expenditure,

No concrete step has been taken during the last three months for curbing prices. Govern-
ment should clearly state their policy regarding nationalisation of industries in the light of the
recent statement by the Industries Minister that no new industry will be nationalised.

The Minister of Finance should clearly state whether it is not possible to bring in demone-
tisation so as to wipe out black money to a great extent ? Secondly isi t not possible to impose
a ceiling on expenditure. Unless an atmosphere of austerity is created in the country, rising
expenditure cannot be curbed. I hope that Janta Government will not repeat the mistakes of the

previous Government with these words I support the demands.

Shri Chhabiram Argal (Morena) It is a matter of satisfaction that out of all the Electri-
fication Corporations working in the Country, the Electrification Corporation of Madhya Pra-
desh has been running in profit. But the electricity workers in each district of Madhya Pra-
desh have gone on strike to press their demands. But the administrative officers of the
Electricity Board are not considerate to their demands. The hon. Finance Minister should
look into the matter and provide the necessary funds so that their legitimate demands in re-

gard to promotion, accommodation and medical facilitics can be met,.

Similarly, certain employees of A. G.’s office at Gwalior who were arrested in emergency,
have not been reinstated so far . The hon. Finance Minister should take steps to see that
these employees are also reinstated like other railway employees.

The system of price control should be abolished with a view to bringing down the prices
and cnsuring the availability of goods in the market.
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The other day, the Industries Minister has made a statement that they will not nationalise
any more industries. In this connection, I will urge that the hon. Finance Minister should
change this policy and should lay down that big business houses who have amassed a good deal

of black money, must be nationalised.

The recruitmentof I. A. S. and I. P. S. officers still continues, but the recruitmento low €1
grade employees has been restricted. If the strength of the I. A. S. and I. P. S. officers is redu-
ced, it would bring a good deal of saving. A ban should be imposed on their recruitment
The class IT and class 11T employees should be recruited in larger numbers so as to tackle the pro-

blem of unemployment.

The promises and assurances given by the previous Government to Scheduled castes and
Scheduled tribes must be fulfilled by the present Government. The quota reserved for them

In services must be fulfilled.

The word ‘Harijan’ is nowhere mentioned in the Constitution. Therefore, it should not
be allowed to be used anywhere. A time bound programme should be drawn upto ensure

protection of their interests,

The entire working class in the country is very much agitated over the question of bonus.
Government should give a thoughtful consideration to this matter and take an early decision

in the matter with a view to providing some relief to them.

Shri Durga Chand (Kangra) Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir I rise to support this Bill. How-
ever, I feel that instead of bringing a piecemecal legislation Government should have brought
a comprehensive legislation which could have met the present requirements so far as the road
transport is concerned.

As regards fees, a ceiling has been fixed in this Bill and so there need not be any appre-
hension in this regard that Government will increase the fees arbitrarily.

The Bill provides that motor cyclists and scooterists have to wear helmets. But it is still
not clear whether both the driver and the pillion-rider should wear hclmets or only the driver
should wear helmet. Wearing of helmet should be made compulsory for both.

I agree that the amending Bill provides stringent punishment to those who drive under the
influence of liquvr. This will bring down the number of accident on roads. However, there
are many loopholes still left in the Bill. The loopholes must be plugged.

Democratisation should be broughtin the working of this Commission and authoritariarism
should be done away with. We are ready to grant fo this Commission such wide powers as

-authorised them to accept credit from foreign companies like E.N.E, Co. of Italy or Pomex Co.

Shri Durga Chand {Kangra; : About 8-10 ycars back the O.N.G.C. started cxplu::aliun
ut Shivalik and Jwalaji in Himachal Prardesh and there was possibility of the presence of  oil
and gas there, but after two years the exploration worke had stopped. I am happy that the
same work has again undertaken there. I would like to tell the Hon. Minister that therc is every
pmssibility of the presence of oil and gas at Shivalik and Jwalaji.

There have been complaints that political influence affects the sclection of areas for drilling
and prospecting of oil.  In certain arcas a good deal of interest is shown whereas certain regions
where drilling should have been undertaken were abandoned.  Under such  conditions progress

reports about the results of drilling in a particular area should be obtained after a period of one
month so as to evaluate the achicvements.

In the present Bill no divection has been given by the Government as to how much
reservations will there be for scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, I think both these

amendments are good amendments and will help a lot in keeping Government control
on O.N.G.C.
