Shri Hargovmd Verma: It is fact that there is a scheme to provide subsidy from the
Ministry and this subsidy will continue in future. But when the farmers go to banks for
loan and for the subsidy, the bank employees cheat them and supply them inferior engins
which do not work properly. You just go through to days’s news paper. The time of
Procurement has come and the land of hundreds of small farmers is being auctioned.
They did not get loan of big amounts. Their small lands are bcmg sold out. I wait to

know . what setps-are you taking in this regard.

Shri Sur;nt Smgh Barnala: In facf it is the duty of State Govemments to see as to how the
money is being distributed, how they are granted loan. - They have:to see that small and
marginal farmers are not explonted by bank employees. The hon. member has stated that
the bank employees take bribes from the farmers. Such things should be brought t6 the
notice of State Government so that appropriate action is takem against them. I.am also
of the same opinion that such persons should be punished.
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Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai: I want to know how much amount i_s likely to be given
to the State Governménts in the form of assistance under small irrigation schemes by the
Central Goverament. 1 want to know whether it is a fact that that you are facing difficulty
to grant the amounts asked for by the State Governments? Are there some such State
Governments which are likely to spend 70 to 80 per cent amount on irrigation projects..

Shri Lalji Bhai : What is the amount given to the small farmers in various States
during three years. Mr. Kachwai. tried to know this thing but the hon. Minister is trying
to evade the answer. I want to know the amounts given to the small farmers statewise for
the last three years by the Central Government. Secondly I want to know whether the
Central Government and the State Governments are proposing to not to charge interest on
loan given to the small farmers, if not, why?:

Shri Surjit Singh Barnala: This first question ts that how much amount has been
granted ducing the last threz years. [ place bzfore the hon. members the figures available
with mz. In 1974-75 Rs. 7 crores and 22 lakhs were spent under D.P.A.P., in 1975-76
Rs. 8 crores 70 lakhs, during 1976-77 Rs. 14 crores and 10 lakhs and it is exprected that
about same amount will bz spent this year. Similarly, during the year 1976-77 Rs. 9 crores
55 lakhs and during the year 1977-78 Rs. 12 crores 44 lakhs were spent under L.T.D.P.
under C.A.D.P. Rs. | crore 12 lakhs during the year 1975-76, Rs. 2 crores 53 lakhs during
trl:)c_’;c_}ig 1976-77 and it is expected that Rs. 3 crores 84 lakhs will be spent during the year:

Shri Lalji Bhai : Will you grant loans without charging interist thereon or whether
the Central Government as well as State Governments are considering to give loan without
charging any interest?

Mr. Speaker, No No. [t cannot be possible.
Shri Lalji Bhai: Is the Government thinking to reduce the r:;te of interest?
Mr. Speaker : No No. -

Shri Ram Murti: The hon. Minister must know that the practice in the matter of
subsidy is that the pecople send their applications at the Block level. Some Engine are
carmarked for the Block and the applicants are forced to purchase those engines. Some of
them work property while some are defective. In this way those farmers are compelled
to pay price of those engines. I want to know whether there is any such scheme under yeur
consideration or are you going to issue such instructions that a list should be prepared,of
the engines which are popular and defective ones so that the farmers may purchase the
engines of their choice and they are not compelled to purchase defective engines.

Shri Surjit Barnala: The lists of some special engines are prepared state-wise. Some
Engines are manufactured by big industrial houses like Kirloskar etc. Hon. members are
objecting to lists prepared at Block level. It has also been said that some of the engines are
defective. When the stock of any thing comes in the market. Some of then are always
defective. The listsare prepared with the intention to supply good engines to the farmers .
Every farmers does not know as which is the better make. The hon. members are suggestin g
that a list should be prepared by the Central Government. That also can be objecte d
because some of them may also prove defective. There was agitation in Punjab about
defective tractors. There is no such scheme under Governments consideration.

Shri Phirangi Prasad: There are various categories of farmers whe live at the bank of
river and have small holdings. They are deprived of such financial assistance, I want
to know whether the Government would conduct enquiry on survey of small farmers so
that they may also get financial assistance.

Mr. Speaker: This question does not arise.

Shri Phirangi Prasad: The Government have covered some blocks. I want to know

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Shri Durga Chand: May I know the gist of facilities provided to agriculturists by
way of amendments to the Urban Land (Ceiling and Regulation) Act, 1976 or the guide-
lines issued in this regard ?—

Shri Ram Kinkar: The following four suggesfions have been given by us:
(1) This land should be utilised purely for agricultural purpose.

(2) Prior intimation should be given to Government or concerned competent State
authority before making use of this land for some other purpose.

(3) this land should not be transferred /sold on lease without Government’s per-
mission and this land should not be divided into plots and sold. But there is no
objections to mortgage it without taking loan from banks or any other financial
institution; and

(4) if any State Government is satisfied that any of the conditions from (i) to (ii)
is ignored or the State Government wants this excess land for their own pur-
pose, the State Government can withdraw this facility.

Shri Durga Chand: May [ know whether the guidelines issued to State Governments
and the amendments made in the rules have been implemented properly and whether acrange-
ments have been made for their publicity ?

Shri Ram Kinkar: Recently, these guidelines have been issued to every State and
Union Territory and they are bzing implemented. A committee and four regional com-
mittees have been set up for this purpose. The members of this committee and our
officers go to States and make study of the financial, administrative and legal implications
in this regard. The committee goes into them and gives suggestions. Efforts are made
to ensure proper implementation of thes¢ guidelines.

Shri Nirmal Chandra Jain: May [ know whether Government have received a num-
ber of representations regarding more relaxation in the Urban Land (Ceiling and Regulation)
Act; and if so, the action being taken thereon and by what time a decission will be taken?

Shri Ram Kinkar: I have no information at present about receipt of certain repre-
sentations but further relaxations are not proposed to be made. Every effort is being
made to ensure proper implementation of guidelines. .

STATEMENTS

(a) and (b) In the Education Plan highest priority has been given to the needs of
the sections of the society including those in educationally backward areas who in the past
have not been provided with adequate educational facilities. The two salient aspects of
the new strategy of educational development are universalisation of elementary education
and spread of adult education. During the next 5 years or so, 32 million additional child-
ren in the age-group 6-14 are proposed to be covered under the formal and non-formal
elementary education programmes and approximately 100 million in !5-35 age-group
by programmes of adult education. - The Home Ministry’s programme of integrated tribal
development includes special educational development programmes in 116 projects.

Shri Rajendra Kumar Sharma: When practical shape would be given to the proposal
put forward by him and by what time amount will be allotted to the state Governments
under this?

Dr. Pratap Chandra Chunder: This proposal has two aspects. One is regarding adult
education and the other is about propagation of primary education. A draft has been
prepared in regard to adult education. Under this there is a scheme that in five year 10
crore illiterate persons between the age of 15 years and 35 years would be imparted educa-
tion. The second aspect is that we are endeavouring that 3 crore and 20 lakhs children
of school going age, 1.e. 6-14 year age and who cannot go to school be covered. We are
having talks with state Governments in this regard. When the next plan is finalised
we would bz able to say as to how the money is to bz allocated.

Shri Rajendra Kumar Sharma: Several states are short of funds. They have such
areas where arrangements for college education are almost nil. Will you pay attention to
this and give special amount to state Government for that? In this connection I want to
mezntion Rampur district of U.P.? There are arrangements for education for only 11 per cent
people there. Will you keeping in view this give more money for this

- Dr. Pratap Chandra Chander: The hon. Member is right when he says that there are
many backward areas. The Ministry of Home Affairs has taken up a major programme—

Dr. Pratap Chandra Chunder : That has not been decided, but if it is below the general
average then it would be called backward area.

Shri Bhanu Kumar Shastri: Sir, it is the responsibility of the Government of India to
end illiteracy in backward areas. It would be done through the State Governments. I
want to know whether it is possible for the State Governmen ¢ only and whether Government
of India would get the help of some voluntary organisations which may be engaged in or are

interested in ending illiteracy by giving them some grants.

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Dr. Pratap Chandra Chunder: It is quite correct and we think that the Central Govern-
ment and the State Governments cannot complete this work Therefore, We had convened
a meeting and invited the leaders of political parties in Parliament, and then are trade,
industry and employers organisations, voluntary agencies working in the field of education,
youth and students organisations, teachers associations and trade unions.

Number of Families Displaced in Delhi during Emergency and Rehabilitated

753. Shri Sukhendra Singh : Will the Minister of Works and Housing and Supply
and Rehabilitation be pleased to state: :

(a) the number of families displaced in Delhi during emergency and those that have
been rehabilitated so far;

(b) whether Government propose to formulate any scheme similar to Turkman Gate
for rehabilitation of the displaced families ; and

(c) if so, the details of such schemes?

The Minister of Works & Housing & Supply and Rehabilitation (Shri Sikander Bakht) :
(a) 1,30,222 families were displaced in the demolitions operation undertaken by D.D.A.
Out of this 1,28,088 families have been rehabilitated in various resettlement colonies up
to October, 1977. The Municipal Corporation of Delhi did not carry out any survey regard-
ing the number of families displaced. It is, however, proposed to resettle families removed

from residential areas in their original places.

(b) & (¢) : Preparation of projects for Arjun Nagar and Moti Nagar is in hand, The
schemes for rehabilitation of displaced families from other colonies will be taken up subse-

quently.
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Sub-Letting of Government Accommodation
754. Dr. Ramji Singh: Will the Minister of Works and Housing and Supply and
Rehabilitation be pleased to state:

(a) whether officers and Government employees, who are provided Government
accommodation, are allowed to sub-let it in full or in part to others;

(b) if not, whether ‘Governmeht are aware of the number of such persons who have
sub-let their accommodation in part to others; and

(c) whether Government are considering to stop this practice?

The Minister of Works & Housing & Supply and Rehabilitation (Shri Sikander Bakht):
(a) Full subletting of Government accommodation is not permissible under the allotment
rules but sharing is allowed with certain eligible categories of persons.

) (b) During the year 1977, 1489 complaints regarding alleged unauthorised sublett-
ing were processed and out of these, 1196 were finally disposed of during the year itself and
penalties were imposed in 156 cases.

(c) Surprise inspections are made in various government colonies to detect the inci-
dence of unauthorised subletting. Follow up action is taken in such cases where unau-
thorised subletting is suspected.

Groundnut Solvent Extraction shells

758. Shri Dharmasinhbhai Patel: Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation
te pleased to state:

(a) whether decision has been taken to reserve groundnut solvent extrac ~on shells
at the rate of Rs. 1000 per tonne from January, 1978 as cattle and poultry feed if so,
the quantity in tonnes of groundnut solvent extraction shells purchased by the owners of
cattle and poultry farms from 1st January, 1978, month-wise;

(d) whether the Government will revoke its decision if the owners of cattle and
poultry farms do not buy thz ressrved 15,000 tonnes groundnut solvent extraction shells
purchased at the rate of Rs. 1,000/- per tonne ?
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The Minister for Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barnala) (a), (b), (¢)
and (d) On 23-11-77, while permitting export of 2.5 lakh tons of groundnut extraction on
ad hoc basis to be adjusted against the quota for export of G.N.E. for the calendar year
1978, the Ministry of Commerce had stipulated that the Groundnut Extraction Export
Development Association (GEEDA) will be required to supply 15,000 tonnes of extraction
per month to domestic consumers at the rate of Rs. 1000 per ton. GEEDA however has
not yet made necessary arrangements for the sale of this Commodity and hence the
domestic consumers could not take advantage of the distribution arrangements agreed upon
by GEEDA. In fact when approached by a poultry producer, GEEDA on 2-1-78 refused
to supply GNE on the ground that the mechanics and procedural details of supply are still
to be worked out. With regard to export policy of GNE for the year 1978, the matter is
under consideration of the Cabinet Committee on Exports. Exports will only be allowed
after fully meeting the domestic requirements. '

Transport Facilities for Archaeological Sites in Madhya Pradesh

760. Shri Laxmi Narain Nayak : Will the Minister of Education, Social Welfare:
and Culture be pleased to state :

(a) whether Madhya Pradesh is important from archaeological point of view and the
whole State being a circle, no assessment of the importance of archaeological remains has
been made and whether no transport facilities can be provided in district of Shahdol, Sidhi,
Sarguja, Bastar etc. until the Madhya Pradesh is divided into two divisions; and

(b) if so, when Madhya Pradesh will be divided into two divisions ?
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The Minister of Education, Social Welfare and Culture (Dr. Pratap Chandra Chunder):
(a) & (b) The State of Madhya Pradesh is considered important from the archaeological
point of view. As a result of reorganisation of archaeological Circles the whole of the
State has now been put under one archaeological Circle known as the Central Circle.

There are no proposals for creating two divisions.

The assessment of archaeological sites and remains is undertaken as a regular function
of the Survey. There are already 330 protected monuments and sites of national importance

within this State.

_While the Central Government is responsible for the conservation of the monuments,
provisions of public transport facilities to the Archaeological sites is the responsibility of

the State Government.

The Minister for Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barnala): (a) The area
under forests in the country is 74.9 million ha. According to the National Forest Policy
1952 the area under forests should be 33-1/3 % of the total geographical area of the country
which works out to about 109.6 million ha.

(b) Yes, Sir.

(c) The figures from the Meteorological Department, Government of India reveal
that the average annual rainfall in Cheerapunji has increased during the period 1931—60
as compared to the period 1901—1950. The figures of annual actual rainfall for 1973 and
1975 also indicate that the rainfall in these areas is more than the average annual rainfall.

So the question does not arise.

(d) Greater stress is being laid on man-made forests under Plan and Non-Plan
schemes in the State sector as well as under the Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Social Fores-

try in the Central Sector,

The social forestry schemes include raising of shelterbelts, wind-breaks, integrated
soil and water conservation in the Himalayan region and utilisation of waste-lands, com-
munity lands, strips along the roadside; canal banks, railway tracks etc. for afforestation
purposes. Besides there are various schemes of soil conservation being implemented by
the States either through their own resources or with Central assistance.

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Diversion of Flood and Rain water of Haryana and Rajasthan into Yamuna

The existing inter-State Ujjina-Pahari-Kaman-Govardhan drainage system for the disposal
of flood waters of Haryana, Rajasthan and Uttar Pradesh into Yamuna formulated in
1961-62 for a limited capacity was found to be grossly inadequate during the floods of last
couple of years. Accordingly, various proposals are currently under consideration of
Central and the concerned State Governments and a plan for effective and efficient drainage
of the basin is under formulation. One of the component schemes under consideration,
namely Ujjina diversion drain running along the border of Haryana, Rajasthan and Uttar
Pradesh will drain floods from part of the catchment in Haryana and Rajasthan directly in
to Yamuna. Haryana Government is planning to complete a pilot section of 500 cusecs
capacity before rains this year.

Assistance to Rajasthan under Flood Relief Programme

for helping the Rajasthan Govt. in meeting the situation arising out of floods during the
last monsoon. Of this amount Rs. 2.77 crores was earmarked for restoration and recons-
truction of roads and bridges damaged by floods.

Use of Trees as Fuel

ta’785. Shri Manohar Lal : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation be pleased
fo state :

(a) whether the attention of Government has been drawn towards the survey conduc-
ted recently by the Coal India Ltd., and the Council of Applied Economic Research, New
Delhi, v‘adhlch has revealed that in our country 10 crore trees are felled and used as fuel every

year; an

(b) if so, what steps Government contemplate to prevent felling of trees at a large
scale and its use as fuel ?

The Minister for Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Swurjit Singh Barnala) : (a) At the
request of Coal India Limited, National Council of Applied Economic Research has con-
ducted a study to estimate the likely consumption of scft coke in the urban areas of northern
India comprising U.P.,Haryana, Punjab, Rajasthan, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir,
Delhi and Chandigarh. The data collected is now being processed and the report by
l\Igtic.matl:l Council of Applied Econcmic Research to Ccal India Limited tas not yet teen
submitted.

The Government is, however, aware of the Fuel Policy Committee Report, to which
the Hon’ble Member is probably referring to and which indicates that firewocd which
equivalent to 116.62 million tonnes of coal replacement is used every year as fuel in dcmestic
sector. This was estimated by the report as equivalent to 10 crores ol?r trees per year.

__ (b) While Government would take all possible steps to prevent reckless and
indiscriminate falling of trees for commercial purposes, it would not be advisable to stop the
use of firewood which is a traditional and cheap source of energy.

Trees being a self-replenishing resources, there can be no objection to the use of firewood
as fuel provided sufficient number of trees exist to provide the firewood needs on a sustained
basis. In order to achieve this, Government have launched an intensive Plantation Programme
under social Forestry and Farm Forestry Schemes for raising of short rotation firewood

yielding trees.
Loans and Grants for Rajasthan Canal Project

Low Income Group Housing Scheme.

Slum Clearance/Improvement Scheme.

Middle Income Group Housing Scheme.

Rental Housing Scheme for State Government‘ Employees.

Land Acquisition and Development Scheme.

7. Scheme for Environmental Improvement in Slum Areas.

Apart from this, the Life Insurance Corporation of India has been advancing loans to
Apex Cooperative Housing Finance Societies and to the State Governments for housing.

The HUDCO, a public sector undertaking of Government of India, has also been
financing housing schemes of public housing agencies and rental housing scheme for emp-
loyees of public and private sector corporate employers.

(b) On the basis of data collected during house listing operation of the population
Census 1961 and 1971, the National Buildings Organisation has estimated a shortage of
1.44 lakhs and 1.17 lakhs in Bombay and Delhi respectively. Similar exercise for Calcutta
could not be undertaken due to non-availability of detailed statistics of housing stock.

(c) The highlights of the proposed future programme in the field of housing are :—

(i) Adoption of housing programme aimed at clearing the backlog and meeting the
additional demands due to population growth and replacement of unusable
houses, over a period of 20 years.

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(b) According to the information furnished bv the University Grants Commis-
sion, a Standing Committee on Gandhian Studies had already been set up by the Com-
mission. On its recommendations, proposals have been invited from Universities for
undertaking studies and research in Gandhian thought and ideology. In the curricula
and text books prepared by the NCERT and recommended to the State Governments
for adoption or adaptation for use in the Schools, emphasis has been laid on Gandhian
teaching and philosophy. '

(c) According to information available, 3 universities and one institution deemed
to be university, offer Gandhian Studies as an independent subject leading to a degree or
diploma. Besides, 37 universities and 2 institutions deemed to be universities have pro-
vision for studies in Gandhian Philosophy/Thought in their courses in the departments
of Philosophy, Sociology, Political Science and Economics. '

) (d) Yes, Sir. The proposal made by the University is to start a diploma course
in Gandhian Thought. This is under examination of the University Grants Commission.

Central Directive on Realization of Fees by Veterinary Hospitals

856. Shri Daya Ram Shakya : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation be
pleased to state :

(a) whether Government have issued orders to veterinary hospitals in various States
to charge for medicines and injections from the persons who take their sick animals there
for treatment, and if so, the reasons for not providing medicines to the farmers free of
charge by various hospitals functioning in the country; and

(b) the names of the medicines which are supplied free of charge by the Govern-
ments of Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Rajasthan and Haryana and the measures being adopted
by Government in order to extend real benefit to the farmers ?

The Minister for Agrieulture and irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barnala) : (a) No
directive as such has been issued to the States ordering realisation of charges for medicines
and injections. The Government of India however, had accepted the recommendation
of the National Commission on Agriculture that “for improving the quality of veterinary
service it is necessary to supplement the funds of the Veterinary Departments. A phased
programme of levying a charge for treatment of livestock should be introduced immedia-
tely”. This was circulated to the States for necessary action.

(b) Information regarding the names of the medicines which are supplied free of
charge by the Governments of Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Rajasthan and Haryana is being
obtained from respective State Governments. The veterinary hospitals and dispensaries
undertake treatment of sick animals, castration of scrub bulls and prevention and control
of epidemics. The Central Government also assists the states in prevention and control
of serious diseases like Rinderpest and Foot and Mouth.

Tobacco Corporation

865. Shri Amarsingh V. Rathawa : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Trrigation
be pleased to state :

(a) whether Government have under consideration any scheme for setting up a
Tobacco Corporation so that small cultivators curing tobacco could be saved from the
clutches of traders;

(b) if so, the details thereof and the time by which such a Corporation is likely to
be set up; and

(¢) if not, the reasons therefor ?

The Minister for Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barnala) : (a) to (c¢)
No Sir. However, the Government of India have set up a Tobacco Board on 1-1-1976
under Tobacco Board Act, 1975 in the Ministry of Commerce. The Board has adopted
the following measures in the interests of the growers to enable them to get proper price
for their produce : '

(1) In recommending minimum export prices to the Government, the Board also
takes into consideration the cost of production. Experience shows that any
increase in minimum export prices also generally leads to better returns to the
growers. The minimum export prices were increased last year and the same
have been increased again this year on the recommendation of the Board.

(ii) After copéulting the traders and the growers, the Board has since last year been
announcing indicative prices at which marketing of Virginia tobacco is expected
to take place. This also helps the growers in realising a better prices for their
produce,

(iii) The Board has introduced from this year a system known as the tobacco leaf
purchase voucher system which is essentially designed to assure the growers
a down payment of 509 of the price on delivery of the goods and the balance
507, with interest in two further instalments within 90 days from the date of
delivery. This step has been taken by the Board for accelerating payment of
price by the trade to the growers on the recommendation of a Committee
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appointed by the Reserve Bank of India to go into the question of delayed
payments to the growers. However, the implementation of this scheme is being
resisted by certain quarters particularly the trade, and some writ petitions have
also been filed in the High Court at Hyderabad.

Apart from Virginia tobacco, the other main type of tobacco produced in the country
is bidi tobacco, for which there is not much export demand. The Tobacco Board has
been asked to constitute a Committee to look into the marketing problems of bidi tobacco
in Gujarat and Karnataka. This Committee is yet to be formed. On receipt of the report
of that Committee, remedial action for improving the market of bidi tobacco may also
be considered by the Board and the Government.

In addition
Government have approved grant, free of cost, of 45,000 tonnes of rice and 45,000 tonnes
of wheat for gratuitous relief.

Central aid to M.P. for Reafforéstation Schemes

945, Shri Subhash Ahuja : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation be pleased
to state :

(a) Financial assistance given by the Central Government to Madhya Pradesh Govern-
ment for reafforestation scheme; and

(b) Amount of assistance to be given for this scheme next year ?

The Minister for Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Surjit Singh Barnala) : (a) A cen-
trally sponsored social forestry scheme ““Reforestation of Degraded Forests and Raising of
Shelter-belts” is under implementation in M.P. since 1976-77. Under this scheme, planta-
tions of fuelwood species, fodder and fruit trees are being raised to meet the acute shortage
of fuelwood and to meet other social needs of the village people such as small timber for
agricultural implements, house thatching etc. The pattern of central grant during 1976—27
was 509 upto Rs. 500 per ha. An amount of Rs. 1.75 lakhs was sanctioned (as 507,
grant) during 1976-77. As reported by the State Forest Department, they incurred an
expenditure of Rs. 2.72 lakhs including the State share. For 1977-78, central grant of
Rs. 16.48 lakhs has been approved administratively. Since the pattern of central assise
tance has been revised to Rs. 1,000 per ha. this would be made available as central grant
during the year.

(b) After finalisation of the allocation for the above scheme by the Planning Commis-
sion for 1978-79, the State Forest Department has been requested to send their proposals
for that year. The same has not been received from them so far. Decision will be taken
to allocate the Central grant to them after examination of the proposal.

Construction of Bichhua-Latiya Nala Dam

Shri L. L. Kapoor (Purnea) : The hon. Minister has stated that President Carter had.
proposed to treat Indian Ocean as neutralised zone, but their naval fleet is still present there.
May I know the details of the discussions held in the recent Commonwealth Conference at
Sydney regarding making the Indian Ocean a piece zone and what was outcome thereof ?
Secondly, I want to know what assurance you got from the U.S. President and U.K. Prime
Minister during their visits to India ? Thirdly, I want to point out that Soviet Union sup-
ports our proposal to make Indian Ocean a zone of piece, then why 20 Soviet Naval Ships
are there in the Indian Ocean ? I want to know whether you have sent any protest
to Soviet Union against the presence of these ships in the Indian Ocean ?

Shri Atal Bibari Vajpayee : We are asking both the powers to complete their talks early.
We have got the support of all littoral countries in this regard. We discussed the matter
with President Carter and Mr. James Callaghan during their visits to India and they admit
that the naval presence of both the powers should be reduced. But in fact it is increasing’
and the reason is Horn of Africa. If the problem of Horn of Africa is solved, it can be
reduced. The entire question should be settled through negotiations. So far as world
opinion is concerned, India on her own is trying for this and U.N. ad hoc Committee is
active in this regard.

Dr. Murli Manohar Joshi (Almora) : The reason for U.S. Naval presence in the Indian
Ocean is explosive situation developing in the Horn of Africa. Tensions between Ethiopia
and Somalia is taking the shape of an international war. Cuban forces and Russian pilots
are present there. Previously, Somalia was in Russian camp. Then the Port of Barbaran -
was under Russian Control. Horn of Africa will be controlled by the power having control
on the port of Barbaran, Adan, Suez Canal and the Indian Ocean. So, the problem of
Horn of Africa is the major problem. China is also helping Somalia. Ethiopia is being
helped by Israel and Kenya. India should keep quiet in these circumstances. What
action Government of India propose to take in this regard ? Efforts should be made to
avert the deteriorating international situation.

Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee : I agree if the problem of Horn of Africa is not solved, it
can take a serious turn. Situation is further deteriorating because of foreign interference.
We hope that the talks going on in Lagos will prove successful, but there are many difficul-
ties in 1ts way. Dispute is going on about the ceasefire first or withdrawal of forces first.
We have asked both Somalia and Ethiopia to solve the dispute, if any, through bilateral
talks. In no way power should be utilised because it will invite foreign intervention, which :
can create a serious situation. It is not correct to say that India is silent in this matter. :

At present the major problem is not about Diego Garcia. The issue of Diego Garcia
must be settled. But if the situation in Horn of Africa deteriorates, it will become explo- -
sive.

MR. SPEAKER IN THE CHAIR

The Congress Party Legislators had been blindly supporting Smt. Indira Gandhi’s
Government but we, the Janata Party legislators’ will not like to do so for the Janata Go-
vernment.

The people were having high hopes from Janata Government when it came to power
in March last year after the momentous elections in the country. Unfortunately during its
rule of about one year, the Janata Government has not been able to bring any dynamic or
radical change in the country and it appears that they perhaps do not intend to bring any.
Now, here we find that at the time when such an important discussion is going on in the
House, not a single Cabinet Minister is present. Is it fair ?

It is true that freedom of the people and freedom of the Press has been restored.  This
is an important thing, but merely going on repeating this will not help. Something con-
crete, something positive for the benefit of the people has got to be done. So far as the
freedom of the Press is concerned, it is good that it has been restored, but there has to be
some control over this freedom. Newspapers are under the control of the capitalists and
they publish only that news which suits them. They do not give full and complete news.
For example, the press has failed to condemn strongly and give full details of the incident
at Varanasi where Babu Jagjivan Ram was humiliated. The Press is not giving full coverage
to the proceedings of the House even. In the Janata Party manifesto, it was said that Radio
and T.V. will be made autonomous bodies, but it has not been done so far. It should be
done early.

The provision regarding emergency should be removed totally from the Constitution
or, in case it is not possible to do so, it should be clearly and specifically defined that under
what circumstances emergency can be imposed and for how long the state of emergency can
be retained etc. If this is not done, the existing provision relating to emergency can be
- misused by someone else also for continuance in power as was done by Smt. Indira Gandhi
after Allahabad High Court Judgement,

It has been stated in the Presidential Address that Peoples’ Representation Act will
be amended. It has been noticed that many of the contestants are spending even two-
three lakhs each on election as against the permissible limit of Rs, 85,000 and are rendering
bogus accounts. Oursis a poor country and, therefore, appropriate amendment to control
the contestants’ expenditure on elections should be brought early. -

Lokpal Bill has also been referred to in the Address. This has been brought many
times before Parliament since 1968 but could not be enacted for some reason or the other.
Necessary changes and amendments should be made in it before it becomes an Act. It
would be of no use to make this body a recommendatory body only. The provisions of
the Bill should be made mandatory and the Prime Minister, the judges of High Courts and
Supreme Court and other high ups should be brought under its jurisdiction. It will not
be proper to make it applicable to the Members of Parliament as they simply express their
ideas and are not passing any orders. Lok Pal should, be given more and wider powers.
The Ombudsman system or Parliamentary Commission as exists in Scandanavian Countries
and other countries of Europe should be thoroughly studied and the Lok Pal Bill should be
made effective on the same pattern.

The Police Commission may prove useful. But our C.R.P.F., B.S.F., States Armed
Police personnel are being imparted same type of training to maintain law and order as was
being imparted during Britishregime. They are seen trigger happy and do not seek coopera-
tion from people. On peaceful demonstrations staged by students etc. only rubber bullets
and hose-pipes should be used to check disturbances as is being done in Europe.

Backward Classes Commission has also been referred to in the Address. In this
connection, I will like to point out that much has not been done for Harijans which ought
to have been done. More effective steps should be taken in this direction.
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It has been stated that prohibition will be implemented in four years. I feel that ins-
tead of four years it should be fully implemented in four months. The earlier it is done, the
better it will be. It is not proper that for a little revenue for the Government, people should
be allowed to continue wasting lot of their money over liquor.

Shri Hukamdeo Narain Yadav (Madhubani) : Nationalisation and Governmentalisa-
tion have been two different issues. We are in favour of Nationalisation. There should
be minimum of Government control over the companies.

A steel plant is being run in Jamshedpur by Tatas while at other places steel plants
are being operated in public sector. But there is no basic differences between the two.

A sum of 1591.70 crores of rupees has been invested in Hindustan Steel Ltd.,
upto 31-3-77 and there has been a loss of 85 crores of rupees. A sum of 1194.90 crores of
rupees were invested in Bokaro Steel Ltd. which is running at a loss of 42.73 crores of
rupees. The reasons for losses in public sector should be investigated.

) May I know as to what is the difference between the living standard of big officers
in Bokaro, Bhilai or Durgapur steel plants and those of Jamshedpur steel plant ? What
is difference between the wages of employees of the two sectors.

In reply to my question the Hon. Minister stated that 1934 class I officersin Durgapur
are paid rupees 359 lakh wages annually, whereas 18,088 class III employees are paid 1143
lakh rupees only. It means that one class I officer gets wages equivalent to those of three
class IT employees or 5 class III employees. The difference between their wages and that
of class IV employees is much more.

Japan manufactures 102 million tonnes of steel. India’s position is 16th in this respect.
