*61. Shri Om Prakash Tyagi: Will the Minister of External Affairs be pleased to
state ;

(a) whether Government are aware that the British High Commission in India do not
recognise the Passports issued by the Government of India but demands further proofs to verify
the facts given therein and thus showing disrespect openly to the Government of India ;

(b) whether the British High Commission in India has written to the Airlines and Travel
Agents in India that any Commonwealth citizen who wishes to settle in Britain must arrive
with an Entry Certificate ; and

(¢) if so, the reaction of Government in this regard and efforts made to improve the
situation ? |

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Shri Om Prakash Tyagi: Mr. Deputy Speaker, I am pained to hear the reply
given by Government. A country like India must have self-respect and dignity in the world, but
the position is quite different. The Hon. Minister has stated that he has no information. But in
reality such things are happening daily in the office of the British High Commissioner. He can
get this matter investigated into the passports which are issued here and documents passed
by our Government are thoroughly rechecked in the British High Commissioner’s office and
they require proof for the facts already verified. I can give proof to the Hon. Minister for this
matter. A gentleman went there for getting a certificate issued in favour of his mother but he
was asked to give a proof of the date of marriage and his parents and that he should submit a
certificate to this effect. This kind of certificate was asked from that gentleman by the British
High Commission in India. I may quote one more example; that there was an editorial in
the Statesman by Dr. Bhalla. Dr. Bhalla stated in that editorial that he had a Visa. On his
way to Canada he wanted to stay for 2 hoursin a London Airport so that he could see
his sister, but the British authorities refused to allow him to stay there. I want to know the
reasons why he was not permitted, and whether the Hon. Minister has received any such
complaint in this matter and whether Government of India has investigated this matter from
British Government, in case the complaint had been made, what reply Government of India

has received ?

Shri Surendra Pal Singh : The Hon. Member appears to be confused a bit. This is
not a question of passport. Passports issued by Government of India to Indian Citizens are duly
recognised by the British High Commission. Moreover they make enquiry or investigation in the
case of those people who want to settle themselves there, British High Commission get additional
information from immigrants of U. K. in order to verify certain facts. As I said, the Hon.

Member has become confused ir this regard.

So far as the case of Mr. Bhalla is concerned, the position is that when Mr. Bhalla went
to London the immigration authorities became doubtful that he came there to settle in Britain
and not for short term stay. On making inquiries they came to know that Mr. Bhalla had
one way air ticket for Canada. The rule is that only those people can go there who have got
return ticket for going to Canada from here, but as he had no return ticket the authorities in
London became doubtful. Sccond thing of their becoming doubtful is that he wanted to settle
there and he adopted a rout to Canada Via Brussels and this rout is for illegal immigrants to
U. K. Dr. Bhalla did not adopt normal rout, and therefore this was one of the reasons of their
becoming doubtful. Inspite of this some words of a letter from his sister, which he had aroused
certain doubts in their minds. He was advised through that letter that he should say to the
immigration authorities there: that -he has eome there for a day or two. When the officers went
through the contents of that letter they implicitly became doubtful. These are the things they
had to make investigations and hence the matter was delayed......

An Hon. Member : How did those authorities go through that lctt;:r ?

.Sl:ri Surendra Pal Singh : T do not know whether he himself gave that letter to the
authorities or it was taken out from his pocket. But this is a fact that he had to stay there,
He was permitted to go when his brother-in-law purchased him a ticket. There is no difficuley
for the people ‘who go to U. K.. for _short term stay as tourists or for business purposes.
.Bu.t difficulty arises in the case of those immigrants who want to settle there permanently and
it Is apparent that in such cases they make thorough investigatio ns.

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Shri Om Prakash Tyagi : The Hon. Minister has stated that he had such a letter which
means that he was searched out of his pockets. I want to know from the Hon. Minister whether
a man who had a ticket as well as visa for going to Canada should be given such a behaviour

and has the Hon. Minister made an inquiry whether he himself showed that letter to the authori-
ties or he was searched out of his pockets. ?

Secondly the British Government has enacted a new law for Indian citizens who wish
to settle in Britain should arrive there with an entry cirtificate. Previously this law was not
meant for commonwealth countries. I want to know from the Hon. Minister whether this
rule of arriving with an entry certificate has been imposed on all the commonwealth countries
or it is for India alone; and in case this rule has been imposed ‘on India alone whether it
has been imposed with the consent of Government of India, if not, what steps have been taken
by the Hon. Minister against that Government ?

The Minister of External Affairs (Shri Dinesh Singh) : The question is that quite a
large number of our people want to settle in U. K. and as such ‘the authorities have to make
investigations or inquiries and they impose certain restrictions also. I do not understand why
these people want to go there ? Ours is a vast country and they should live in their oWn country,
I am unable to understand why they are so much eager to go to settle in other countries. (inter-
ruptions) Do they want to go for settling there ? I do not understand at all why they are so
much perturbed ? They should listen to what I am saying.....

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai: This is because you are not able to provide them
employment, and they are compelled to leave the country to get rid of un-employment....

Shri Om Prakash Tyagi: It is Shameful for the Government that its people leave this
country. Does anybody go out happily ? These poor People are going to other places in
search of employment. 50,000 Engineers are unemployed, this is the position of unemloyment

in the country and even then Hon. Minister is surprised to see why the people are leaving the
country ?

Shri Ram Sewak Yadav: Many people having good degrees in science are workin.g

in foreign countries. They want to work here but this Government is not able to provide
jobs to them.

Shri Dinesh Singh: My submission is that when people in large numbers go there, the
Government ‘feels perturbed. There is no difficulty for those who want to go for short periods-
say-for ccrtain specific work or for sight secing, but the difficulties are there when people in
large numbers go there and want to settle there, because the Government there do not want
that large number of people should settle there. So far our problems and difficulties are con-
cerned, I do not think that those will be solved if people in large numbers go out of the
country.
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So far as the question of those persons, who want to go there to live with their relatives
is concerned, the rules applicable to Commonwealth citizens going there, apply to them. Those
rules are applicable to those people only whose relations are there. '

Shri Om Prakash Tyagl: Are there rules applicable to the white people of Canada,
New Zealand and Australia, who are Commonwealth Citizens and who want to live there with

their relatives?

Shri Dinesh Singh: The word “Commonwealth Citizen” is written there and hence
the rules are applicable to all Commonwealth Citizens.

Shri Sita Ram Kesri: I want to know whether the present action of the British
Government to prevent the entry of the people in U.K. is the result of the ‘Anti-coloured people’
slogan raised by Mr. Pavel, Member of the House of Commons, belonging to the Conservative

Party ?

Secondly, I want to know whether it is a fact that some fake passports have been issued
and British Government is aware of this fact and that is why they have started the scrutiny of
the passports ?

Shri Dinesh Singh: My Hon. friend has given the reason why the scrutiny of
passports has been started by British Government. When people go there with Entry Permits
no difficulty is experienced by them. But when people go without Entry permits, it is left at
the discretion of the Immigration Authorities whether they should be permitted to enter or not.
When there are Entry Permit Rules, those who want to go there, should go with the Entry
Permit and in that case there will be no difficulty.

Secondly, it has been asked whether the ban imposed by British Government is the result
of the slogan raised by Mr. Pavel. I am not in a position to say as to under what pressure
the Government of U.K. are thinking to impose this ban, but the fact is that since last many

years they have been imposing more and more restrictions.

Shri George Fernandes : It fs a well know fact that at existing two categories of
people are going to U.K. The first category of people who go there take up such menial and
dirty jobs which are not liked by the white people. - They are usually employed in sanitation
work or other dirty works in the Mills or they are offered the jobs of drivers or conductors etc.
Where they have to work in sift system. The white people are not ready to do these jobs,
Secondly our young doctors and Engineers also go there. Lakhs of rupees of the nation are
spent on preparing Engineers and Doctors. But we are deprived of their talents hence in this
way money to the extent of crores of rupees of our nation is being looted by U, K., Canada
and America, The emigration of both these categories of people is resulting in alround loss to
the nation, First we have to suffer humiliation because our people are engaged in menial and
dirty works there, Secondly, we are deprived of the services of our doctors and engineers whose
services are badly needed here, So keeping all these things in mind I want to know whether
Government will impose restrictions on the emigration of our people to U, K,? We are being
treated as a second or third rate nation in the Commonwealth, So I want to know whether

Government will quit Commonwealth ?

Shri Dinesh Singh : The question of leaving the Commodwealth or remaining in {¢
will not solve the problem, The Hon, Member has stated that people of two categories Ao
emigrating from our country, The emigration of the people one category causes humiliation ¢o
our country and the emigration of the people of the second category results in brain drain
We want to prevent the emigration of the people of both thesc categories. The matter is und. i
the consideration of the Government. =5
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Internal Trade handled by S. T. C.

*62. Shri K. M. Madhukar : Will the Minister of Foreign Trade and Supply be
pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that despite Government’s frantic efforts, State Trading Corpora-
tion could cover a very negligible portion of the trade within the country so far ;

(b) if not, the volume of the trade in the country covered by the State Trading Corpora«
tion ; and

(c) whether Government propose to enlarge the scope of the State Trading Corporation ?

The Minister of Foreign Trade and Supply (Shri B. R. Bhagat) : (a) to (c). Itis
the policy of the Government to expand progressively the scope of the activities of the State
Trading Corporation in the field of exports, and also of import of essential raw materials. The
Corporation will, no doubt, continue its activities in the internal trade of particular commodi-
ties as may from time to time appear necessary in public interest,

The value of internal trade handled by the Corporation during 1967-68 was Rs, 1.83
crores and during 1968-69 Rs. 4.55 crores. It is expected to increase considerably during the
current year, with S.T.C. undertaking the buffer stock operations for Jute.

Shri K. M. Madhukar : It is told by our leaders, especially the Ministers that money
is not available for developmental works. So you have taken a step i.e. the nationlisation of
Banks. You want the State Trading Corporation to play a decisive role in the trade of the
country but the present conditions of the country are not condusive for that. The reason for
that is that either your policies are wrong or the officers at the helm of affairs are such who
do not want to expand the activities of the State Trading Corporation. I want to know
the trade position of S.T.C. in Bihar and the progress so far achieved in this regard ?

The Hon. Minister has stated that steps are being taken for expanding the activities.
The fact is that the S.T.C. is not in a position till now to play a decisive role in the trade
of the country. I want to know the ways and means which Government proposes to adopt
so that the S.T.C. may play a decisive role in the trade of the country and the steps Govern-
ment are taking against those officers who do not want the expansion of the activities of
ST.C. I want to know whether Government wants to take steps to entrust the whole sale
trade of food grains too to S.T.C. .

Shri B. R. Bhagat : Food grains trade or other trade ?
An Hon. Member ¢ Other trade,.

Shri B. R. Bhagat : I have already stated that the main object of S.T. C. is to aquire
commanding heights in exports and imports trade and efforts will be made in that direction.
So far as internal trade is concerned the main function of S.T.C. is to prevent the abnormal
fall of prices of the commodities and it has played an important role in the matter of buffer
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stock operation and in other matters also. The S.T.C. intends to undertake the buffer stock
operations for jute. The S.T.C. will progressively undertake more trade in order to check the
abnormal fall of prices, to ensure payment of proper prices to the growers and to achieve
other social objectives.

Shri K. M. Madhukar : The Hon. Minister has not answered my question regarding
the whole sale trade of food grains, What steps are being taken to see that S.T.C, is made
to play a decisive role in the internal trade of the country,

Shri B, R. Bhagat : | have given a categorical reply, So far as the question of
imports and exports is concerned, I have said that S.T.C. would acquire commanding heights,
So far -as internal tradc is concerned buffer stocks had been built up in the past and those
would be built up in future also. We are taking a major step in the matter of jute,

Shri K. M. Madhukar: It is not a fact that there are certain officers in S,T.C.
who do not want expansion of the activities of S, T.C. ?

Shri B. R. Bhagat: I have no such information that there are certain officers who
do not want the expansion of the activities of S.T.C.

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Shri Prem Chand Verma: There is no doubt that the S.T.C. has been playing an
important role in the economy of the country, In-the sphere of trade it has given a set back
to the monopolists and has provided relief to the small traders,

The Hon. Minister has not answered the question as to why the S.T.C, had not mean-
able to achieve the desired success. The reply to this question is that the top officials of
S.T.C. have no faith in socialism, They have no faith in public sector. They are not only
the agents of private sector, but they are such people, whose entire life has passed in serving
the top houses of public sector. I want to know whether it is not a fact that the present
Chairman of S.T.C. had served the Birlas and the Lever Brothers and he leaked out all
secrets of S.T.C. to those people ? Is it not a fact that the future plans of S.T.C. are made
known to Birlas and ifit is so, whether an enquiry will be made in this regard. I have

levelled a clear charges and I have proofs to show that secret information is passed on to
Birlas in adwvance.

I want to know the items whose  internal trade is being handled by S.T. C. at
present and the items whose trade is likely to be handled by S.T.C. in future. May I know
whether Government will ask the S, T.C. to take up the trade operations of thosc items which

are being used in industries as monopoly commodities as a result of which Capitalist class
is making huge and undue profits ?

Shri B. R, Bhagat: So far as the Chairman and other senior officers of S.T.C. are
concerned, it is not proper to condemn them in a general way. It is the policy of the Govern-
ment to have the services of the experts from private as well as public sector. We select
efficient persons and then work is entrusted to them. The present Chairman has also been
seleted in this’way. He has been doing very good work since his appointment with honesty
and sincerity and it is not proper to allege that he has interest in some private concern,
It is not in public interst to levy such charges against the high officials of the public sector.
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So far as the question of internal trade is concerned, I have just given the figures.
There are certain commodities such as lac, lemon grass oil, tobacco and cotton etC...........

Shri B. R. Bhagat: I have alrcady stated that the value of internal trade handled
by the State Trading Corporation during 1967-68 was Rs. 1.83 crores and during 1968-69
Rs.4.55 crores. Besides, I have told names of three or four commodities in this regard. I
had further added that it is expected to increase considerably during the current year, with

S.T.C. undertaking the buffer stock operation for jute.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta: The Hon. Minister has stated that the S.T.C. has been
making commendable efforts in the direction of stabilising prices. But in my opinion it is a
den of corruption and inefficiency. Not only so, but this body is indulging in excessive
profiteering—say ten or fifteen times—in certain commodities.

The S.T.C. has suffered a loss of Rs. 61 lakhs with regard to handloom and handicraft,
which is a glaring example of its inefficiency. Despite its monopoly it is incurring huge losses.
I want to know the recommendations of the committee which was appointed to go into the
working of the S.T.C. and suggest ways and means to streamline its administration, tone-up
efficiency and eradicate corruption there and the steps taken by the Government to imple.
ment them. I further want to know the total amount being invested in the S.T.C. and the

quantum of profit accruing therefrom.

Shri B. R. Bhagat: So far as profiteering by the S.T.C. is concerned, the Hon.
Member should know that the scarce items imported by the S.T.C. are sold by them at
reasonable market prices, whereas the same items are sold at 10 times higher rates by the
private sector and the private monopolist. Moreover the profit earned by the S.T.C.
are utilised as public money and it does not go to the private hands.

As regards trade operations of the S.T.C., the Hon. Members are every years supplied
with its annual reports. It is a public sector organisation which is earning profits every year
and it is progressively increasing. It is good, as suggested by the Hon. Member, that steps
should be taken to increase its efficiency. The Government will consider the suggestions and
rct:ommcudations made by the public undertakings committee as also by a high-powered com-
mittee .appoimcd to go into the internal organisations of the S.T.C. The Government propose
to reorient the entire structure with a view to bringing in more efficiency therein. :
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aifes Iar

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta: The Prime Minister had stated in All India Congress
Committec Session, Bangalore that Government would nationalise the import and export trade,
I'want to know the Hon. Minister’s reaction thereto.

Shri B. R. Bhagat: As regards import trade of raw materials, we are trying to see

that it is carried on by the S.T.C. Any way we will apprise the House of the steps, if any,
to be taken in this direction.

Shri Ram Charan : We have two importing Agencies in the country, one is S.T.C.

and the other is other Private concerns. The spices imported by our country include clove
which is concerned by all the people in the country.

At present the , market price of clove
is Rs. 200/- per kilo.

It is an essential daily requirement of all including the poor. I want
to know whether Government would persuade the S.T.C. to take up the import of such

items of daily reguirements with a view to providing them to the poorman at cheap rates
and ending the monopolised trade in such items.

Shri B, R, Bhagat : So far as the import of clove and such other items is concerned
the Hon. Member's suggestion is welcome. Since there is a ban on the import of cloves, there

are exorbitant rates in the market. We propose to import cloves provided we are allowed
foreign exchange for which we are approaching the Finance Ministry.

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of External Affairs (Shri Surendra Pal
Singh): (a) The Government of India have never concealed their distress at the sufferings of
the Tibetan people. We have drawn the attention of U.N.O. on various occasions in the past.
We had also supported a resolution in the General Assembly of the United Nations deploring
the loss of personal rights and freedom in Tibet.

(b) No, Sir.

(c) India’s policy vis-a-vis the Dalai Lama and Tibet has been made clear in Parliament
on several occasions, and it does not appear to require any change in the present circumstances.

Production of Military Hardware

459. Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : Will the Minister of Defence be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that Government are lagging far behind the target of production
of military hardware in the country ;

(b) whether it is also a fact that the country had to import more-arm from abroad as a

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Defence (Shri L. N. Mishra): (a) No,
Sir.

(b) Imports has been necessary in a few cases where indigenous production did not come
up to the expected level but there has been no steep increase in the total foreign exchange
expended over the last few years, despite the fact that prices are generally rising. Some import
are in any case absolutely unavoidable.

(c) There is a constant review of the progress of production at the highest level by the
Production Organisation jointly with the users and the reasons for shortfalls, as and when they
occur, are examined and remedial action taken. Continuous efforts are also being made to step
up production through expansion and modernisation of capacity, progressive use of modern
methods of production and management. Organisational changes are also introduced, where

Major Singh has however
filed a writ petition in the Bambay High Court praying that the pension of Rs. 550 be sanction-
ed to him and the matter is subjudice. There is no other Army Officer involved in the matter
of purchase of the tyres in question. )

Out of these, prosecution has been lannched in 75 cases
against 37.7 pers::-ns[ﬁrms, 4 cases against 10 persons/firms were dropped for want of proof and
17 cases involving 42 persons/firms are still under investigation of the 75 cases involving 377

persons/sent up for t_rial 62 cases involving 250 persons/firms were decided in Courts. 248 per-
sons/firms were convicted and 2 persons/firms were acquitted.

Adequate provision has been made in the Industries (Development and Regulation) Act,
1951, where under section 24, any violation of the Act is punishable with imprisonment which
may extend to Six months or with fine which may extend to Rs. 5,000/- or with both,

Prospects for India’s Trade in East Countries

484. Shri N. K, P. Salve : Will the Minister of Foreign Trade and Supply be
pleased to state :

(a) the steps taken by Government in regard to the views expressed by a trade delega-
tion of businessmen which visited the East European countries during 1968 and the views expre-
ssed by the Indian Ambassadors in West Asian countries in May last about those Indian goods
which have export potential and are in great demand in these countries ;

(b) the number of Trade Centres set up by Government in East Europeon and West
Asian countries in view of the fact that ready made cotton and silken clothes, products of hand-
loom and cottage industries are in great demand in these countries ;

(c) whether the persons who are capable of bringing a new vigour and life in the
departments of trade representatives of our foreign missions in those countries have been put

there ; and

(d) the steps taken by the State Trading Corporation for tapping these foreign markets ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Foreign Trade and Supply (Shri
Chowdhary Ram Sewak) : (a) The delegation identified the products with export potential
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in these countries and made several recomendations for more organised _export promotion
effort by the members of the Engineering Export Promotion Council. Pursuant to the delega-
tion’s suggestion for providing a more detailed break-down of exportable engineering goods in
our bilateral Trade Agreements, necessary action has been taken by Government to implement

this suggestion taking into account the interest of the bilateral trading partner in specific
products.

The recommendations made at the Ambassadors conference were of a general nature
about fostering trade relations with the countries of the West Asian and North Africa Region.
The existing trade agreement/arrangements with those countries are being re-examined in the

light of the suggestions made with a view to further strenthening our export efforts to these
countries.

(b) Besides the Offices of the Indian Commercial Representatives maintained in East
European and West Asian countries, the Government is maintaining one Show Room in Bahrein.

(c) Constant endeavour is made to ensure that the trade posts are manned by persons
of ability and vigour.

(d) The State Trading .Corporation are taking the following steps for tapping these
markets effectively :—

(1) Foreign Offices have been established in Moscow, East Berlin, Budapest, Prague and

Beirut. These Offices are being reorganised to function as service bases for the Corporation’s
own trading as well as for private firms.

(2) Besides buying and selling, STC is laying emphasis on product design, . promotion,

development, and distribution backed by marketing-research, quality-control "and after-sale
service.

(3) The Corporation takes full advantage of Trade Fairs and Exhibitions held in vorious
countries for publicising Indian goods.

Uranium Corporation of India’s Production Unit at Jaduguda (Bihar)

- 488. Shri Ramavatar Shastri: Will the Prime Minister be pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that there is a mine and a production unit of uranium being
run by the Uranium Corporation of India Ltd., in Jaduguda near Jamshedpur ;

(b) if so, the amount of capital invested by Government in each of them ;

(c) the total number of labourers and workers employed in them ;
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(d) the details of service conditions of these employees;

(¢) the minimum and maximum of pay fixed by Government for them ; and

(f) the details of other facilities being given to them ?

The Prime Minister, Minister of Finance, Minister of Atomic Energy and Minis-
ter of Planning (Shrimati Indira Gandhi): (a) and (b). The Uranium Corporation of
India Ltd., a public sector undertaking under the control of the Department of Atomic Energy,
operates a Uranium mine and mill at Jaduguda near Jamshedpur in Bihar. As on the 3lst
March, 1969, the Government of India’s investment in the Corporation amounted to Rs. 745

lakhs as share capital and Rs. 366.50 lakhs as long-term loan.

(c) On the Ist July, 1969, the Corporation employed 1445 monthly rated workers and
509 daily rated workers,

(d) A statement islaid on the table of the House. [Placed in Library. See No.

LT-1305/69].

(¢) The minimum total emoluments of a monthly rated worker are Rs. 151 per month
and the maximum Rs. 605 per month. The minimum total wages of a regular daily rated
workers are Rs. 3.05 per day and the maximum Rs. 7.51 per day.

(f) Other facilities provided to the employees of the Corporation include residential
accommodation, a club, a community centre, a school with Hindi and English rnedium‘ of
instruction, a 28-bedded hospital with free medical facilities, cooperative stores, a marketing
centre, a subsidised canteen, a creche for the children of female employees and subsidised bus

transport.
Orissa Chief Minister’s Visit to U.S.A.

489 Shri Ramavatar Shastri: Will the Minister of External Affairs be pleased
to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that the Chief Minister of Orrisa visited U.S.A. for two months
accompanied by his son on the invitation of the U.S. Government ;

(b) whether it is also a fact that the entire expenditure of the visit of the Chief Minis-
ter and his son, who accompanied him, was borne by the U.S. Government and they continued
to get Daily Allowances also ;

(c) whether Government had sent any communication to the U.S. Government against
the payment of Daily Allowance to the Chief Minister ;

(e) the steps proposed to be taken by Government to check the recurrence of such
incidents in future ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of External Affairs (Shri Surendra Pal
Singh): (a) and (b). The Chief Minister of Orissa and his son were invited to the U.S.A.
f?r one month on a grant from the U.S. Department of State. While forwarding the invita-
tion to the Ministry of External Affairs, the U.S. Embassy had indicated in their Note that
the terms of invitation including domestic . transportation within the United States and an
appropriate per diem to cover their board and lodging.
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(c) to (e), While clearing the visit, the Ministry of External Affairs in their Note to
the U. S. Embassy pointed out that it was not customary for a Government to offer Daily
Allowance to a foreign dignitary that it invites, though it is open to the inviting Government
to offer local hospitality if it so chooses.

The Ministry of External Affairs brought the above fact to the notice of the Chief
Minister of Orissa. ‘

Deportation of Indians From Burma

All foreigners in Burma are governed by a uniform set of
regulations.

(d) 18 Indians including some women were deported for failure to pay foreigners fees
and thus violating the immigration regulations.

(¢) The operation of the Immigration Laws is an internal affair of the Government of
Burma. However, our Embassy assists in giving travel documents to Indians under orders
of deportation for the violation of the immigration laws, and has also taken up cases in general
with the Government of Burma to alleviate hardship.

However, the Government of India has been making every
effort, through diplomatic channels, to alleviate the problems faced by Indian nationals and
persons of Indian origin living in Burma. The Indian Community’s grievances were raised
with the Burmese Government during the Prime Minister’s visit to Burma, and the Burmese
Government have assured us that they would endeavour their utmost to settle these outstand-

ing matters sympathetically and expeditiously.

The Inquiry ordered by the Director General, Ordnance Factories immediately after the incident,
was suspended on the appoinment of the One Man Commission of Inquiry.

(b) The proceedings of the Court of Inquiry with the opinion of the General Officer

Commanding, Bengal Area are awaited,

() A Commission of Inquiry has been appointed to go into the facts and circumstances
relating to the incident. It will be premature to come to any conclusion regarding the partici-

Increase in Pensions of Reserve Defence Personnel

535. Shri Nihal Singh : Will the Minister of Defence be pleased to state :

(a) when Government effected an increase in the pension of Jawans and Officers of
Reserve Force after 1962 and the amount of the increase in each case ;

(b) whether thé amount of increase made in their pensions has been paid to them and
if s0, when ; and

(c) if not, the reasons therefor?

The Minister of Defence (Shri Swaran Singh): (a)to (c). Reservist Soldiers,
Sailors and Airmen are entitled to a Reservist pension, while no such pension is admissible in °

the case of officers.  Officers are placed on the Reserve after retirement with a pension or
gratuity, N

With effect from Ist April, 1968, the pension of Reservist Soldiers, Sailors and Airmen
which previously ranged from Rs. 10/- to Rs. 12/- p.m. was increased to a uniform rate of
Rs. 15/- pm. (An ad hoc increase of Rs. 5/- p-m. is also admissible in addition). Orders
sanctioning the revised rates of pension for Reservist Soldiers were issued on 16th April, 1968
and for Reservist Sailors and Airmen on 7th August, 1968. The procedure for claiming Reservist
pension is that the Record Offices concerned submit claims on behalf of the Soldiers, Sailors and
Airmen to the Controller o f Defence Accounts (Pensions), who is the Pension sanctioning autho-

rity.  All claims received by him have been admitted. Government has not received any
complaint of non-payment of increased rates of Pension. ' ' i
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Eligibility for admission to Indian Military Academy Examination

536, Shri Nihal Singh : Will the Minister of Defence be pleased to refer to the reply
given to Starred Question No. 584 on the 21st August, 1968 and state:

(a) whether it is a fact that a 10th Class passed student is eligible for Indian. Militar‘f
Academy Examination, but a student, who has passed the Higher Secondany Examination or
two year Diploma Course, is not eligible ;

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Foreign Trade and Supply (Shri
Chowdhary Ram Sewak): (a) During the year 1968-69 leather and leather goods were mainly
exported to Aden, Hongkong, Somalia, U.K., U.S.A., Australia, Canada, Denmark, France,
Italy, Japan, Spain, U.S.S.R., Czechoslovakia, German Federal Republic, German Democratic
Republic, Hungary, Poland, Sweden, Belgium, Yugoslavia, Netherlands, New-Zealand, U.A.R.,
Singapore, Malaysia, Nepal, Saudi Arabia, Bahrain Island, Bulgaria, Rumania, Austria,
Norway, Switzerland, Finland, Kuwait, Kenya, Lybia, Uganda and others. Exports of leather
and‘ leather goods (excluding raw hides and skins) during 1968-69 amounted to Rs. 80.14

crores, .

(b) In addition to countries mentioned above to which leather and leather goods
‘have been exported during the year 1968-69, efforts will be made to seek new markets all over
the world for export of leather and leather goods. It is, however, difficult to say at this stage
the names of the new countries as exploratory work is done through out the year to locate and
.gain new markets. It is estimated that the total value of exports of leather and leather goods
(excluding raw hides and skins) during 1969-70 will be of the order of about Rs. 85.00 crores.

(c) Apart from others, the following steps are proposed to be taken to popularise Indian
leather and leather goods in the foreign markets : '

(i) Sales Teams will be sent out under the auspices of the Leather Export: Promotion
Council, Madras and the Export Promotion Council for Finished Leather and
Leather Manufactures, Kanpur, to foreign countries to study the prospects for export
of leather and leather goods as well as to book orders for sale on the spot.

(ii) Market survey/studies in respect of selected products will be conducted in the
foreign countries during the current financial year. '

(iii) Leather Export Promotion Council, Madras and Export Promotion Council for
Finished Leather and Leather Manufactures, Kanpur will participate in the
specialised fairs and exhibitions to be held during 1969-70 in the different parts
of the world and leather and leather goods will be displayed in these fairs and
exhibitions. '

(iv) The Export Promotion Councils will also be cbnducting foreign publicity by issuing
advertisements in foreign specialised journals etc. - '

Shri Sarjoo Pandey (Ghazipur) : Sir, this bill is against the spirit of freedom of
association and freedom of speech, guaranteed in our constitution and now this Bill is going to be
extended to Jammu and Kashmir and this would be used against democratic activities and the
legitimate demands of the people; this Bill will equip Government to declare any association
illegal which in the opinion of the Government is not good or which is not in the interest of the
Government, There was a time when most inhuman penalties were given to the offenders but
even then crimes or sins could not be checked. Now if the Hon. Minister thinks that he
could stop or eradicate crime by passing such legislation, I think that is not possible today.

It is now evident that Government would ruthlessly suppress all the democratic movements
through this Act. This act would be used as a weapon to crush the poor and exploited
group of poor people when they are forced to resort to violent acts against the capitalists,
Government cannot impose this act on the actual unlawful activities by the political parties like
Jana Sangh, Swatantra, because these are the parties of the Capitalists,. This act should not
be extended to Jammu and Kashmir unless their problems are solved. The people of Kashmir
are facing some problems which require immediate solution. Instead of solving the problems
of the poor people of the country Government has taken up to crush them. They are calleq
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naxalites communists and ' even unlawful etc. In my opinion there is no necessity of enact-
ing this legislation for the State of Jammu and Kashmir and other states. Government
is already equipped with other such legislations which can be used against such activities. I
shall request the Hon, Minister to withdraw this bill as this is against the spirits of our consti-
tutions. Despite Preventive Detention Act already in force Government, has not been able
to check unlawful activities. Life and property of common man is not secure even in Delhi,
Police has become inactive and Government has not arrested any suspected man under this
preventive detention act. Only those people are harassed and detained who want to lead the
country on the path of progress and want to bring about Socialistic pattern of Society in true
sense of the word. I do not think any problem of Kashmir or the country will be solved with
this act. There is no need of this act. Therefore I stand to oppose this Bill.

Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee (Balrampur): The Bill itself is an evidence of the fact
that the Government has not been able to properly run the affairs of the country as a whole.
We strongly depriciate this way of amending laws. The Government had told the joint
select committee that the original measure applied to Jammu and Kashmir also. But, now it
is being told that it would not apply to that State. I want to ask who gave the advice first
and, who raised the doubt later, and whether a similar situation would not arise in future,

The Government brings legislation with unseemly haste but sleeps over their implemen-
It is no use to give more powers to the Government unless they exercise them. There

is no question of opposing the Bill provided the Government are firm in their decision and
-determined to implement the law.

Shri Shiv Chandra Jha (Madhubani) : It is still doubtful whether doubts would not
be raised after the Bill has been passed. A person who indulges in secessionist activities is
liable to be punished under the provision of the Bill. But I fail to understand why stringent
action is not taken against those in the Government who have surrendered our territory to
‘other countries. For instance, we have transferred the ownership of a part of Runn of Katch

to Pakistan, Kachacha Tivu Island to Ceylon and similarly have lost an area covering
50 thousand sq. miles to China.

There were repeated public demands in the past which were considered to be undue,
unjustified, uncalled for and unlawful by the then Governments. But there are instances not in
Indian history alone but in the world history also when the same were treated as genuine
proper and justified at later stages. It is therefore, very difficult’ to define what is lawful and
what is unlawful. The country is faced with many problems today, but our Government is

not capable of handling them properly with the result that there is a widespread unrest in
every part of the country.

With these words I strongly oppose the Bill which will, in my opinion, undermine
* democracy in the country.

Shri S§. M. Banerjee (Kanpur) : When the original measure was brought before the

House, it was told that the Bill applied to the whole of India including the State of Jammu
and Kashmir and that it brought with a view to dealing with certain secessionist elements

which were raising their ugly heads in the country. Some people and areas were also mentioned
in this connection.

But in this connection -neither any effort was made to identify the problems of

those people of the areas nor was any attempt made to find out their solutions. In so far as
Hill areas of Assam are concerned, we had to form a scparate Hill State for them. In
order to forestall the eruption of - secessionist tendency, it is absloutely neccessary for us to

determine and adhere to certain principles and find out permanent solutions to those
problems.

Shri Abdul Gani Dar (Gurgaon): I had been a Member of this Parliament since

last eight years and it has been my opinion since the very beginning that this Government is
not clear in their mind that Jammu and Kashmir in an integral part of India. If they are
clear and honest in their thinking that Jammu and Kashmir is ours, it is an integral part
of India, then why this should be said again and again that this measure will be
applicable to Jammu and Kashmir and that measure will not be applicable to that State. If
they are clear in their minds then why those thousands of our brave soldiers who shed their
blood for the sake of the country were compelled to come back from Hajipir. A road is
being constructed at the height of 16000 feet in Shinkyang. This territory is in our country
and they have no right to construct any road in our territory. Why they are being allowed
construct this road ? We are a free nation and we should not bow under the pressure of
any country. We must hold our head high. The Government must take a bold decision in
regard to Kashmir and their decision should not be influenced either by Shri Sadiq or Shri

Kashim or Seikh Abdullah. The integrity of the country should be the sole basis of their
decision.

The unlawful activities are not being committed in Jammu and Kashmir alone. Law-
lessness is the order of the day through out the country. In Assam Marwari people had been
beaten but there was no body to protect them.: Bengalis have been beaten, but no body
saved them. Whatever is going on in Telengana is wellknown to all. So my submission is
that whosoever breaks the law should be punished. There should be no separate provisions
for Jammu and Kashmir. The then ruler of Kashmir has annexed his State with India and
as such there is no reason why there should be a separate provision for that State.

I have no objection if a man being prosecuted and punished under the unlawful activitieg

(Prevention) Act. This Act should be enforced in Jammu and Kashmir also in the same manner
as it is being enforced in other States of India.

Shri Suraj Bhan (Ambala) : This question has arisc_rf .with. regard to certain cases in
Madhya Pradesh. In order to harass certain land owners, it 1s salq t]lat their land has coal
deposits. I would request the Minister to first obtain thc:.exl:'ei't opinion with regard thereto.
A time limit should also be fixed with regard to the exploration hfor coal. after acquisition. The
cultivator Should be allowed to till the land until the efcploratlons begin. .If a'fter exploration
no coal is found, the land should be returned to _thc previous owner after getting it levelled, The
Acts should not come into force with retrospective effect.
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Shri Maharaj Singh Bharti (Meerut) : In view of the objection of the court, the
Government has thought it necessary to bring this Bill but the Government have not taken into
account the harassment likely to be caused to the farmer. He cannot adopt any other profession
after his land has been taken away. The compensation paid to the farmers varies in accordance
wilh his capacity to agitate. The compensation in Uttar Pradesh is far less as compared to

the compensation in Delhi.

The mineral resources ought to be exploited. There are no two opinions about it but
why should the farmer, who has been displaced from his land not be given first preference in em-
ployment. The compensation given is very inadequate.

The gas, which is availabe from coal being turned into coke, is being washed and no
effort has been made by the Government to exploit it. This is resulting in loss of crores of
rupees to the nation. If you are not in a position to make use of it, you have no right to

extract it. The Minister should take all these things into consideration.

Shri Ramavtar Shastri (Patna) : It is proposed to give rights of extracting coal to coal

Mines owners. Here it should be barne in mind that these Mine owners do not adhere to the

laws enacted by this parliament.

There are two coal mines being run by Englishmen in Assam for the last 100 years. They

are exploiting the labour. But Government are not paying any attention towards this. The
Government, while giving this right to miners, should remove the difficulties of the workc;'s.

The mine owners are not concerned with the good of the country.

Instead of enacting such laws why does not the Government nationalise the coal ‘mines,
thereby removing most of the ills ? Why the Government is not able to catch hold of these
owners who violate the laws ? There are vital political motives béhind this attitude of the

Government.

Raja Ramgarh owns mines in Ijhani as well. Many workers were killed in an acci-
dent in that mine. An enquiry committee was appointed to go into it. But the findings of that
committee were not implemented as the Raja has 14 M.L.A’s, with him.

Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Sidheswar
Prasad) : Your party gave a lead in the matter.

Shri Ramavtar Shastri: Our patty has shown  various paths to the Government,
but the Government is not prepared to adopt those paths. The Government has taken first
step in that direction, by nationalising Banks. Let nationalisation of coal mines be the next
step. Your association with former rulers should come to an end. We praise the good work
done by the Government. ‘The Swatantra Party, Jan Sangh or the Janta party will not bring
socialism. Our party alone will doit. We shall finish them in the fight. Withdraw this
bill and instead of it put up proposal for nationalisation of coal Mines.

Shri P. G. Sen (Purenea) : The rates of Bricks have risen in Purenea due to shortage
of coal, from Rs. 50-60 to Rs. 80/-. The Government ought to keep an eye on the distri-

bution of coal,

The. farmers from Wwhose lands coal is extracted should be suitably compensated.
Arragement be made for distribution of second grade coal to various places, so that this may
be utilised by farmers and there by cow-dung may be utilised as fertiliser.
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The problem of unemployment of Mining Engineers has taken a serious turn, Their

cases should not be rejected on some technical or any other grounds. Maximum use of their
knowledge be made,

Shri Abdul Ghani Dar (Gurgaon): It was hoped that by the progessive use of Deisel
in Railways, the coal would be available for the poor pecople at cheaper rates. But that
did not happen.

The persons whose land is occupied by the Government should be allowed to take up
the matter in the court of law.

Shri Banerji has stated that according to Swatantra party when Shri N. Sanjiva Reddy
takes over as president, he would defy the laws. Why such statgments are not contradicted
by Congress Party ?

Are not the farmers from whose land minerals are found made partners in this enter-
prize? The Government should consider that aspect of it deeply and nationalise this industry.
