Shri L. N. Mishra : It is really the Priminister who should be thanked for this. The bridge
would certainly be constructed and the survey work wculd be completed shortly. Tt would be a
revolutionary step towards the economic transformation of MNorthen Bibar and Eastern U. P.

Shri Bibhuti Mishra : It is a fact that Punjab, U. P., Bihar and Assam would be linked toge-
ther with the construction of the bridge and that the distance would be reduccd by huncred miles
because of which a good deal of Government and Railway expenditure would be saved. T would
therefore like to know a positive date by which the survey work would ve undertaken ard

.completed. '

Shri L. N. Mishra : The distance would be reduced stitl further, The disiance teiween Geta-
khpur and Raxaul which is at present 262 miles would be reduced to 120 K.M. and Haripur ﬁf om
462 to 162 milcs. It would be very useful but I can not say positively that the work would be started
in two or three months, but of course the survey work would be undertaken as quickly as poscible.

Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee : I congratulate thc Government for taking a dec sicn to construct
this bridge but I would like to know the reason for annourcing this decision in a meeting called by
a political party in July, and not while presenting the Railway Budget in Parliament.

Shri L. N. Mishra : The annoncement to construct this bridge was made in a public meeting
called in connection with the conversion of samastipur-Barabanki meter guage line into a Broad
guage line. This was discussed in the meeting of that political party, the general public demanded
it and the announcement was made at the government function.

Shri Nar Singh Narayan Pandey : whether the survey committee is facing shortage of technical
experts and, if so whether the number of experts would be increased so that the work 1S completed
on time ? The chief Engineer and the General Manager have visited the site only cnce and the shoi-
tage of technical experts might delay the work.

Shri L. N. Misbra : I do not think there is any shortage. I met the General Manager only
three days back and he informed me that there is sufficient staff and the survey work is being done
expeditiously.

Shri Madhu Limye : I welcome the decision to construct the bridge but there is a vast difference
between the announcement and implimentation I would therefore like to know the time by which -
the construction of this bridge would be completed. He skould also clarify that whenever an announ-
ment about the construction of a bridge or extension of a railway line is made whether it should
be with a view to mislead the voters ? During my elections, the Railway Minister had, as an induce-
ment to the voters. an announced the extension of Mandar Railway. I had asked the Raiiway
Minister the time by which the extension ¢f Mandar Railway would be undertaken but he has not
replied so far. I want your ruling that whenever Parliament is in session the announcement for the
constrution of a bridge or the extension of a Railway line should be made in Parliament and not
in areas where elections are being held or at the party meetings.

Mr. Speaker : For this purpose you should write to the election commissioner.

Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee : It is 2 question of propriety that such an announcement should
not be made in publicwhen Parliament is in session. The bridge constructed by the Congress party

or by the permission of the public ?
Mr. Speeker : It is being constructed by and on behalf of the Government.

Shri Madhu Limya : I do want that the bridge be constructed but the announcement showed te

made in Parliament.
Shri Bhagwat Zha Azad : It is the right of the Minister to answcr questions or give assurances
whenpever he visits any place. (Interruptions)

Mr. Speaker : The proceeding wi!l not move smoothly in this manner.

Skri Atal Bihari Vajpavee. (Gwalior) The matter is not so simple. This morning news was
received from Nagpur that the family members of Shri Dhote had no information zbout his
where-abouts. If he has been sent to Pcona, his fumily should be informed so that his lawyers could
contact him and the case could be filed in the High Court.

Skri Madhu Limaye (Banka) : I would like to draw your attention towards Rule 229 which
is as follows

“When a member is arrcsted on a criminal charge or for a criminal offence oris scntenced
to imprisonment by a court or is detaincd under an executive order, the committing judge, magist-
rat: ot cxecuiive authority as the case may be, shall immediately intimate such fact to the Speaker
indicating the reasons for the arrest, detention or conviction, as the case may be, as also the
place of cetention or imprisonment of the member in the appropriate form set out in the Third
Schedule.” T would like to know whether this Rule has been observed in the case of Shri Dhote.

The executive authority has no right to arrest or detain any Member in an unlwaful manner.
Even when a Member is arrcested in accordance with the law, that fact should be inmated to the
Speaker giving detailed reasons and information. Tt is not enough to say that the arrest has been
made under such and such Act; full details there of must be given. Since this has not been done
in the present case. I should be pzrmiit.d to seck leave of the House to move the Motion.

MATTERS UNDER RULE 377

Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee (Gwalior): Mr. Speaker, with your permission. [ want to raise
an important matter under rule 377. For the iast several months, the bridge on Chambal on
Bombay-Agra National Highway is lying damaged. A pontoon bridge has been
constructed there as a stop-gap arrangement but only small vehicles and not trucks of 16 tons
can pass over that bridge. The trucks bound for Delhi have to take a longer route via Jhansi,
Kalpi. Itawah and Fatehabad. As a result the cost of transportation has considerably in-
creascd. The ferry service started by our Army has since been discontinued.

[ would like to know from the transport Minister as to why it is not possible to _bUild
a Pontoon bridge over which 16-ton trucks may pass. I would also like to know the time by
which permanent bridge will be ready?

The Minister of Shipping and Transport (Shri Raj Bahadur): Mr. Speaker, the cause of

~.ncident were enquired into and interim arrangements were made. Pontoon bridge was thrown

open on 25th April. The matter is very serious and a committee has been set up to inquire into
the defects in the bridge on Chambal. Which is thoroughly inquiring into the causes responsible

for the collapse of the bridge.

A temporary bridge has bszen constructed there after procuring whatever pontoons we
could get. An alternative route is also there for use by the heavier vehicles. The present bridge
will not serve during the rains. Therefore we are trying to secure special type of boats. Thus
we are doing our best to keep the traffic running but normal conditions will be restored only

when the permanent bridge is completed.

Centres due to instigation from political parties is baseless. The farmers have become wise.
So long they can retain their producs with them. They will do so. The Government can
persuade the Farmers to bring out their stccks by increasing procurement price.

Now it is proposed to impose levy, imposition of levy will create wide-spread discontent
among farmers. If forcs is used, it will create a serious law and order problem in the rural area.
The Government take-over of more and more items will not solve the problem of prices. Increased
production is the key to the solution of this problem.

Dalda is not available in the market and its prices are going up. Produciion of vegetable
ghec has gone down becauss of delay in importing oil. There is scarcity of Sugar. Will State
take-over of sugar industry increass sugar production ? State control is no solution to the pro-
blem. The Goveinment took over the distribution of Cotton yain, but no'planning for distri-
bution was made. It was announced in the Lok Sabha that the Government taking-over the
distribution and orders were issued to the mills after five days. The Mills sold the entire stock
of their Cotton yain. Scarcity of yarn created serious crisis for the weavers. The Government
is unable to increase the production and ensure proper distribution where it is necessary te do so.

Our economic crisis can not be resolved by slogans. This problem can be tackled by in-
creased production, uniformity in distribution and control on consumption. There is expansion
of luxury sector in the country, Production of refrigerators :‘md air-con!:h.tlon_ers is Increasing.
Small car is being manufactured. But production of essential commodities like oil, salt and
coarse cloth is going down. Why don’t the Government control the luxury sector ?

We can not bring about uniformity in distribution by artificial controls. It is not enough
to opzn the fair price shops, the question is whether commodities will reach the consumers. We
will have to evolve a distribution suystem which fitted in our democratic structure. SO far th_c
control on consumption is concerned it has to be done from the top level. Today the expendi-
ture on Rashtrapati Bhavan is more than the Parliamsnt.

The recommendations of Wanchoo Committee should be implemented and the trade of direct
taxes be decreased. People should be encouraged to save more.

‘.:“hural and industrial production to increase. In a democratic structure economic development
13 not possible by state-control.

The country to-day is on the cross roads. We have to decide which way to go. If the
Government wants to have the state-control in everything it will lead to total rationing. The
uniformity in distribution can not be brought out by state control. State-control will lead to
scarcity, In order to have uniformity in distribution the Government should increase production
and open fair price shops for weaker sections of scarcity and essential goods should be supplied
to thoss shops at subsidized rates. The Government should have partial control on trade and
bring down prices. State control will not be successful, because the Government do not

haxs necessary machinery, Economic reconstruction is not possible by plunging the country
Into economic crisis.

Shri Darbara Singh (Hoshiarpur) : There is undoubtedly rise in prices. This is a problen
whichis the concern of us all. It was distressing that at certain places an attempt is being made to

Create a scare among the people about food shortage. Tt should be realised that such an attempt
will on}y worsen the crisis.

The Government has taken steps to curb deficit financing. 1In the budget of this year steps
have been taken to control deficit financing. The Government has also taken certian other
steps to check inflation. Bad wether has affected only India but Asia as a whole. Even USSR
has to inaport 20 million tonnes of wheat. China has also imported wheat.

Our increasing population is also adding to our difficulties. The population have increased
at a very fast rate between 1961 and 1971. Steps have to be taken to check population growth

There should be production of essential commodities on mass-scale. Our agricultural reserch
should 2lso help us in finding out new strains of food grains so that our production increased.

The Government should take up irrigation projects, which could yield quick results. More
funds should be provided for irrigation by tube-wells and other minor irrigation schemes.

The Government should announce the procurement price well in advance and have a long
range police in this regard. If the formers are aware in advance the price they would get it, it will
incrase the production. Number of river-water disputes are still pending. Early steps should be
taken to resolve those disputes.

At present there is idle capacity in our factories. The capacities should be utilised fully.

. Fair price shops are not functioning properly. It has not been possible to achieve equitable
distribution through these fair price shops. The working of these shops be improved so that equi-
table distribution is ensured.

The Government should deal firmly with speculators, profiteers, black marketeers and other
anti social elements Effective staps be taken to unearth the black-money. A price board should
be constituted to keep a watch an the behaviour of prices. Deficit financing should be avoided as
for as possible. All non developmental expenditure except defence expenditure should be stopped
More and more stress should be laid an increasing production of items of mass consumption.

Shri Shanker Dayal Singh (Chatra) :- We are discussing the question of rise in prices at
a time when there seems to be no ray of hope people seem to losing faith in the policies of the Gover-
nment, When I go to my constituency everybody tells the same thing that wheat, rice, suger, coal
nothing is available and the people are angry like any thing. We have no answer to their queres.
So why the prices of every common item has gone up. What has depreciated in value are honesty
and human life. I am not against nationnalisation but I wiil definiteiy oppose the indiscriminate
rise in the price after the things are nationalised or taken over by the Government. Whatever
field Government has stepped in the result there of is befure us.

Some Members want that the system of :education be changed while others have
demanded a check on the birthrate : Government have taken to check the birth rate as also

“to change the present educational system, yet the prices have been rising. This only skows that
the Government has failed in its policies. All persons should equally share the burden of the present
difficulties in the country. When the common man’s purchasing power has ccre down to almost
fil there is no justification for spending lakhs of rupees on ministers ccmforts and luxuries® It
is true that in a developing economy prices do rise* But why should the impact of rising prices
be gizatest only a onc secticn of the community the fixed income group. You have said that there
is 7000 crores of black money in the country. But who steps for Government form unearthing
that money and make use of it for the welfare of the people ? Leaders in the Government make
tall promises when elections are held but now they have gotten all that, The Common man is
growing under the burden of high prices and the Government is doing nothing about it.

But there is a limit to the patience of the people and that limit has now been reached.

Shri Chandra Bhal Mani Tiwari (Balrampur) : Today I have got an opportunity to speak
to the price rise who is responsible for these price rises and what are thereasons there of ?

The bureaucrats are responsible for the present increase in prices. To same extent Ministers
who have to keep a check on the bureahcrats are also responsible for this. Qur Food Minister
Shri Fakhrudd in Ahamad is too old to now. Now shree Shinde shouldt ake this work on his

hands,

I would liks to request the honourable Minister Shri Chavan that there is need for bringing
about certain changesin our present economic structure. An all out effort should be made to

unearth black money.

Prime Minister alone will not able to do anything. unless all of us make efforts nothing can
be done to sake this problem. Shri K. L. Raois also responsible for this as there is need for exp-
editing implem:ntion of our irrigation and power projects. This would provided more irrigation
facilities and also help in meeting our power needs,

There is demand for nationalsation“of sugar industry we have nationalsed coal, Banks and,
now we have also nationalised wheat. But what is happening in these sectors. We were told in a
meeting last year that we have ample stock of wheat with us. Where has that wheat gone now.
Coal is being sold at a very high rate in the market where the cost of production of coal is much
cheaper. Therefore before we think of nationalising this industry we should first achieve success

Stri Jagannath Mishra (Madhubani) : There is great impact of prices an economic devel-
opment production, consumption, trade industry, etc. are effected by the prices Food grains and
cloth formed major part of familys budget we should make an all our effort to supply these essential
items at reasonable rates. Keeping this thing in view we had tried to control the insulation in the
first five year plan. And we had achieved success in this regards to same extent in consequently
the price-indzx which was 118 in 1951-52, had come down to 92-5in 1955-56. But during the
second five year plan the price-index had risen by percent compound to the first plan period
We had not given top priority to agriculture in the second plan as we had done in the first Plan'
We should give top priorty to development of agriculture . If our agriculture develops it would
lead to industrial development of our country.
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We should have full control on production, marketable surplus, imports, population growth
incomes, hoarding etc. This would lead to stabilisation in prices of agricultural commodities
as well as industrial goods. We should also have control on wages.

The Food Corporation has to play an important role in raaking policy to take over of whole
sale trade in foodgrains a success. Steps should be taken to improve the working of the Food
Corporation. This Corporation should have monopoly control on distribution of fertilizers,
improved seeds and inter-state movement of foodgrains.

There is acute shortage of foodgrains, coal, sugar and kerosene in Bihar. The Government
should take urgent steps to provide these essential goods to the people of Bihar. Their proper
distribution should also be ensured by the Central Government through its own machinery.

Shri S. M. Banerjee (Kanpur) : The situation in the country today is explosive and if
some people at some places have tried to loot the shops etc., one cannot entirely blame them.
It is not that we support this action, but conditions have become so had that poeple are forced
to resort to such things. 1 want to warn the Government that the government must came out
with immediate steps to control the deteriorating situation.

Today the hoarders and the bureaucrates are in league with each other and they are deter-
mined to see that measure like take-over of wholesale trade in foodgrains do not succeed, In
U. P. in the procurement machmery of the Government it self, there are officials who do not
want the take over to succeed they have their own interests.

Some of the manufacturers have not only increased the price of there products but they
have also reduced their weight For example, the Hindustan leavers have increased the prices of
life buoy Sunlight, Rin soaps and other things and at the same time "they have reduced the weight
there of They hold back stocks of Dalda and baby foods in delhi, when these are so badly needed.
There fore such companies who are sucking the blood of the people should be taken off.
