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The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs and Minister of State,
Departments of Electronics and Scientific and Industrial Research (Sbri K. C. Pant):
(a) to (d). Himachal Pradesh, Manipur, Tripura, Goa, Dama: and Diu and Pondicherry
have legislative assemblies. Various political parties have made a demand for 2 Legisl tive
Assembly for Delhi, from time to time. Delhi Metropolitan Council has also made 2
similar demand. The recommerdations of the Administrative Reforms Commission io
regard to the set-up of the Union Territory of Delhi are being considered by Govern-

ment.

Sbrl Jagannath Rao Joshi : After the Britishers left, a commission was appointed
to run the administration of the country praopeily, After that, the demaands for creating
separa‘e States like Telangana, Viderbha, Saurashtra, are being made. The demand of
Himachal Prad-sh to givs it a status of = fulfleged State has been accepted. Similar demand
has been made by Kakodksr with regard to Goa. Delhi has also been making the same
demand for the last few months. Hither to the Government have been succumbing to political
pressures and giving Statehood to one or the other State regardless of the consideration
whether such an act would be proper or not. Even after a barrage of questions, Govero:
ment have not appointed a Commission to go into the gamut of evolving a proper set up for
the administration of the country.

May I know for how long the recommendations of the Administrative Reforra Com-
mission in regard to giving statehood to Delhi will remain under consideration of the
Government in view of the fact the Metropolitan Council, Delhi has passed a resolution and
there has been a persistent demand from the people of Delhi for eiving statc:o0od to Dc.lhi?
May I koow whether the Government is prepared to prant fulfieged statehood to Delhi ot
it only succumbs to pressure ?

Shri K. C. Pant : The first question of the hon. Member regarding sitting up a Dew
boundary Commission has been answered by the hon. Member him self when he saw that
a boundary Commission had been set up and according to their recommendations the States
of the country were reorganised. Despite that the demands gained momentum and that is
quite natural in view of the vastness of the country. If we set up a new boundary com-
mission it is very much likely that many demand which are lying dormant at present may
be roused. Therefore the hon. member should appreciate this aspect.

The second thing is when the decision on the recommendations of the States
Reorganisation commission regarding Delhi will be taken. I have told that it is under
consideration. All the political parties of Delhi will have to be consulted in this matter and
then on!y we will arrive at some conclusion.

Stri Jaganoath Rao Joshi : I have not stated regarding boundary commission.  The
hon. Minister has wrongly understood. A pricemeal scheme regarding the reorganisation
in the country should be prepared and it will be proper if the Government take some
decision without coming under any pressure. On the basis of some principle by appointing
a high level committee. Otherwise the giving of statehood to Himachal Pradesh will lead
momentum to Manipur's demand. Delhi’s demand is already upder consideration ..

Shri K. C. Pant : You said committee and not commission. But that makes on

difference.

Shri Jagznnath Rao Joshi : I want to know whether Government will do nothing
unless some pressure is exercised. '

Shri K. C. Pant : I have spoken of the commission and not the committee assuming
that the hon. Member was referring to not only the Union Territory but also the Andhra

I'radesh, Telapgana, Saurashtra and other areas. May be the hog. Member meant the
committee but the substance remaining the same,

Removal of Disparity in Employment of Engineers and Doctors

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Ram Niwas

Mirdha): (a) to (c). In her Convocation Address at the Roorkee Enginecring University
on 18th November, 1967, the Prime Mipister also observed as follows :—

“The brightest of our young men and women choose engineering and medicine,
If they happen to go into governmeant, they are ve.y soon overtaken by the general
administrator. This must change and I am trying to change it. The Administramfe
system must rcflect an indivicual’s contribution to human welfare and economic
gain, .
Haviog made the point, let me hasten to correct any apprehension that the techoo-
ligist is jpso fucto and in every way superior to the professionul administrator Or
politician. The man trained to be a technologist may not necessarily be competent
to decide on matters outside his specialisation. He may not te the best perscn (0
Jjudge the social or political cost.
A great deal of administration consists in taking political decisions i the handliog of
men. The instincts and talents of leadership do pot automatically flow from
training in technology. Technology as such has no answers to political problems.
Some scientists and technologists certainly possess qualities of social Jeadership
of the highest order, but the abilities of most remain confined to their ficlds of
specialisation.””

So far as employment against technical posts is ":onoerned, the existing rules and

procedures provide for selection and appointment of suitably qualified candidates against
those posts. There i<, therefore, no question of any discrimination against the holders of
technical qualifications in the ,matter of their employment on posts under the Government
for which they are qualified. Officers of the technical services also do have prospects ’Of
advancement and every éffort is made to utilise their specialised talent fully. The question
of staffing senior management posts in the Government in various functional areas has bce‘n
considered by the Administrative Reforms Commission in their Report on Personnel Admi-
ni tration. The recommendations of the Commisson are under consideration.

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Ram Niwas Mirdha) :
(a) and (b). The total number of regular employees in the Central Government as
on 31st March, 1968 was 25,85,208 of which 1§,06,931 were permanent and 7,78,277 tempo-

1ary. Thus, as on 31-3 68, about 709, of the Central Government employees were permancat
and only 30% temporary.

(©) Information regarding the total numbet of temporary employees who have been
working on their posts for more than five years is being collected and will be laid on the
Tab'e of the House as early as possible. However. orders already exist providing for
conversion of temporary posts into permanent ones and for confirmation of tcmporary em-
ployees against such permanent posts. The Ministry of Finance orders of 2i-3-19¢0, supple-
mented by their orders of 13-9-66, provide for conversion into permanent posts of i—

(i) 809, of temporary posts in permanent Depaitments (other than the Paod T
Department, Government Workshops and Industrial Undertakings) which
have been in existence for a pericd of not less than 3 years and which are
required for work of a permanent nature ; and

(i) 50% of temporary posts in non-permanent Department which have exisied
for not less than 10 years and are not proposed to be wound up in the fore-
seeable future, provided that the tempotary posts have been in continuous
existence for a period of 5 years or more and are required indefini‘ely.

In the Posts and Telegraphs Department also, temporary posts can be converted into
permanent ones, more or less, on the lines of the scale given in item (i) above. As for
Government Workshops and Industrial Establishments, different percentages for conversion
of temporary posts into permanent ones have been prescribed,

(a) to (e). (i) Promotion of enmity between different groups on grounds of religion, race,
place of birth, residence, language, etc. (ii) deliberate and malicious acts intended to outrage
religious feelings, (iii) dissemination of statements or rumours or alarming news promoting
enmity, hat;ed or illwill between different groups are offences punishable under the existing
law. Reference is invited to the provisions of sections 153A, 295A, and .05 of the Indian
Penal Code, defining objccticnable communal activities. It is widely believed that the
activities ol corganisations, like the Rashtriya Swayam Sewak Sangh and the Jamaat-e-lslami
Hind and of their leadeis have a prejudicial efect on the maintenance of harmonious rela-
tions between different communities, Government are examinirg the questiod of enacting
legistation to deal with the activities of associations which, on grounds of religion, place of

birth etc.,, promote or tend to promote feelings of enmity or hatred, disharmony or illwill
between different sections of the community.

1940. Shri Onkar Lal Berwa : Will the Minister of Education and Youth Services

be pleased to state :
(a) whether it is a fact that according to the view expressed in the 35th Session of

the Central Advisory Board of Education held in May, last, it would not be possible to
make all the children in India literate even by the end of the 20th century ; and

(b) if so, the causes thereot and the action taken .in this regard ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Education and Yonth Services (Shri A. K.
Kisku) : (a) and (b). The Central Advisory Board of Education passed the following
resolution at its 35th mzeting held on 2nd and 3rd May 1970 :

““The Board views with concern the progress of primary education in the country.

On the basis of the present trends, it appears tha! no State would be able to realise
the goal set in Article 45 of the Constitution earlier than 1980, and several States
will be able to do so only in the 21st century. The Board, therefore. fcels that the
whole situation should be reviewed ufresh and concrete proposals put forward. both
before the Central and State Governments, so 1hat the goal set down in the Constitu-~
tion with regard to free and compulsory primary education would be reached in all
parts of the country by 1985 at the latest. The Board requests the Chairman to set
up a high level Committee to examine th: whole issue in all its aspects.”

‘Pursuant to the above resolution, the Union Education Minister has appointed a Committee
to examine the matier, The report of the Committee is awaited.

Provision of free and compuisory primary education upto the age of 14 is primarily
the concern of State Governments and Union Territories. The latter have tried their best
to provide free education within their resources. All S:ate Governments except Nagaland

“have enacted Compulsory Primary Education Ac's But due to lack of adequate financial
resources the provisions of the Primary Education A:ts could not be extended to all the age
groups and to all areas. Central assistance for implementing schemes in the plan concerning
clementary education is now earmarked and cannot be diverted to other schemes. The
States have also -been advised to raise local resources through school inprovement confe-
rences and similar methods. Better utilization of existing facilities by adopting shift system
has been recommended to the States. Pilot projects are also being launched to ascertain the

efficacy, of these meihods.

As tegards passenger fares, no information is available as no Indian ships are opera-
ting passenger services from Indian to Furope.

(b) Shipping freight is only one of the several factors which influence the foreign
trade of the country. It is, therefore, difficult to isolate the effect of a single factor on the
rise and fall in trade. However, the general effect of the increase in freight rates on Indian
shipping will be beneficial because the earnings of Indian shipping companies who are
members of the Conference will also go up.

(c) As a result of pressures brought by the All India Shippers’ Council and other
shippers organisations and the Government of India, the Conference was persuaded to bring
down the quantum of increase in July, 1970 from 15%, as criginally proposed to 12.5% and
also to give special treatment to certain specific sensitive commodities of export.

(c) and (d). The State Governments and Union Territories Administrations are
taking action under law to deal with violent and other unlawful activities of the Extremists.
The Central Government are keeping in close touch with the State Governments and Union
Territories Administrations and providing to deal with the activities of the extremists.
Steps taken to counter the activities of the extremists include strengthening of intelligence
machinery, rigorous use of existing legal provisions, prosecution of the printers and

publishers of subersive literature, drives to recover illicitly held fire arms and explosives
and arrangements for inter-State Corporation and coordination.

(2) and (b). The infermation promised to be laid on the table of the House in reply to
a supplemeatary to Starred Question No. 425 on the 5'h December, 1969, relates to the
pumber of Scheduled Casies and Scheduled Tribes candida‘es who were imparted training
at the pre-examination training centres at Allahabad and Madras and those who qualified
successfully in various competitive examinations etc. As these pre examination training
centres impart training only to those Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes candidates
tvho would be competing for I.A.S. etc. combined competitive examinations, the information
in this regard has been furnished in respect of such exammations while replying to
Unstarred Question No. 5859 on 10th April, 19.0. As these centres do not provide any
special training to candidates who compete for recruitment to services/posts under the
ublic undertakings, the question of giving this information undertaking-wise fand category-
wise in the Industrial Undertakings in which 519 of the capital has been invested hy the
Government of lndia does not arise.

Sbri Shashi Bhushan (Khargaon) :  After the Indepsndence struggle of 1857, Bengal
suffered much then others., There is no parallel of misery in the history of the country that
Pengal faced. To sustain the shock which Bengal got in the British period, much money
isneeded. But even after the Independesce o attention has been given.

lnspite of the big city in the world, Calcutta has more slums. The Electricity
Company is in the hands of a foreign company. 'The Drinkibg water a.rangement is not
propzr. Unemployment has assumed a big proporti>n. If we want to solve thes-
problems then mcre moncy is needed for it.

The people of West Bengal are educated and they have political conciouszess. Bu:
they are pot upited in the caise of socialism. There socialism must be on a scientific
basis. Had the Nexalites aimed at the Black-marketeers or corrupt politicians then it would
have some meaning. But they are spreading panic amoagst poor people. It shows how

much frustrated they are.
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As the West Bengal is under President’s Rule now therefore land reforms should be
taken up expeditiously. Rent on three acres of land should be exempted. Tractors and
Diesel Engines should be provided there. Ceiling of lands should be introduced there,

It hes become a fashion to recall the Governor. By chenging of Governor has no
meaning. It is high time that officials, belonging 10 West Bengal, in the Centre should be
sent back to Bengal., They will do the woik more cfficiently. The Government shoul-
give more attention to West Bengal and more money should be provided there. It is cur

moral duty to help them.

Shri Shiv Chandra Jha (Madhubani) : I support the points raised in this resolu-
tion. The problems of West Bengal resemble the problems of the whole India So the
Government should give more atfention to it. If we solve them there in the same way they

can be solved in other States also. \

The problem of land reforms pertains to West Bengal as well as to the whole of

Land Grab movement or Land Distribution movement is spreading everywhere.

India.
They want to become owner of

In Bengal as well as in India, many people are landless.
the lands.

Suppose if we take over all lands and distribute, but what should be the basis of
distribution, It is the opinion of economists that ten acres of land is a economic holding.
But even then some landless persons will be there. Apd if we distribute three or four
acres of land then it will not be scientific one, For large scale farming tractors and other

machinery are necessary.
As I have stated that even after distribution of all lands, the landless persons will
remain. So the solution is to adopt this system of village owoerships of land. The
East India Company had recommended the same. The Agrarian Reforms Committee had in
its report of 1946 stated that village ownership of land was prevalent_in the country earlier.

If the Government really want to solve the problem of the Jandless people, whether
in B:ngal or in the whole country they wi!l have to initiate a system of village ownership of
land. Although it is included in the Sarvodya programme but the Government can take
it up legally and they make an amendment in the constitution if so required. The problem
of unemployment is also there in the country throughout, The Government should there-
fore adopt a fuill-employment policy at least in the backward areas particulary This
scheme should be started first from the backward areas of West Bengal. The implementation
of a fullemployment policy should invariably be taken up in the President’s Rule period.

The refugee problem in Calcutta i.e. Bengal, is also a very big problem. But certainly
it is not the problem of West Bengal only. This problem will have to be viewed at All
India level. The population and housing problem in Calcutta is increasing day by day and
it is very necessary to undertake the development of the city forth with, Calcutta should
be thoroughly modernised. The problems there should dealt with on war-footing and at

All India level.
With these words I support the resolution.

Sbri Bibhati Misra (Motihari) : Therc are no two opinicns that Calcutta should
be developed and modernised. This city is the life-line of North India and also the
centre of trade from Assam, Bengal, Bihar and Orissa.. But now this city is overcrowded
and there arc many problems like that of water, housing etc. So, certain industries should
be transferred from Celcutta to some other places. This is also necessary because China
has developed Atom Bombs and Hydrogen Bombs and it is rather dangerous to kcep many

industries at cne place.
Secondly, whereas the per cipita income of West Bengal is Rs. 498, Bihar s lagging
far behind. Bepgal’'s need cannot be met even if the whole India’s budget is aliotted to
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this State. The movement going on there is all due to the weakness of the Central
Government. It is written in the Mahabharat that the administration is run with the help
of legal punishment and not simply by request.

It was a curse that we partiticned Bengal and Punjab and handed over one part of
the each State to Pakistan. Our leaders are responsible for it, the common man never
wanted it. Anyhow, now we will have to deal with the problem of refugees on all India
basis. There are refucees in the whole of India We have got 50,000 refugees in
Champaran District of Bihar, with Bettiah as their transt camp. DBut the prob'ems of
Calcutta can be solved only when some of the industries there are dispelled to different
other States, Similarly the educational sysiem should also be amended so as to enable the
students to earn their living without difficulty,

] The second point relates to land reforms. Actually, the word land reform is a very
misnomer term, and meaningless. 1 do not know what this land reforms means.

Holdings actually do not reveal the area of land.
Once again 1 would stress that the problem of refugees should be solved and the
unemployment problem should also be dealt with effectively throughout the country,

Shri Himatsingbka (Godda) : The idea behind Shri Indrajit Gupta’s resolution
is really very good. He has rightly siressed the need of handling the affairs of Calcutta
effectively. This is the largest city in Irdia, but as per its present State of affairs, it is
Dow being turned as the ‘dirty city’ specially by the foreigners. It is, therefore, very
necessary to take up the development of this city. But unfortunately it has become very
difficult to start any work there. The subotage activities are increasing day by day and
all new establishment finds i* difficull to start its work there. The corporation there is
also discharging other organisations who endeavour to set up their institutions  This
corporation is wasting Governments money, with the result that the corporation is not
able to ma‘ntain even cleaniiness in the city. "

Shri Indrajit Gupta’s party can do a bit of work for the development of Calcutta if
they Unite and work together. The resources for this purpose can be raised from that
place itself.  But unfortunately, the unions are fighting with each other and the city’s
condition is deteriorating continually, Most of the businessmen are thinking in terms of
shifting their trade and business from there, thereby causing serious unemployment condi-
tions. I hope the party-unions will make joint efforts to improve the condition of

this city.
As regards the rehabilitation of refugees, the West Pakistan refugees could be
rehabilitates quite comfortably, but there is a lot many difficulties for rehabilitation of

East Pakistan refugess. The various political parties are creating these difliculties and
hindrances so as to gain political capital out of it. The refugees are mostly landless

farmers and also to being in number to be rehabilitated in or near about Calcutta but the
different politica! parties do not want that they should be rebabilitated outside Bengal
80 that they may always oppose the Governma=nt, and also become the tool of these parties,
Therefore, it is very necessary to encourage these refugees to settle outside Bengal also.

As regards industries, no body is prepared to install new set-ups there and many of
the existing industries are also being shifted away. There is no dispute between the

employees and the employer but other parties creat hindrances fm"their own cause and
purposes. New industries could be established there if Shri Indrajit Gupta’s party helped

in this endeavour.
Government may take notice of all these things. _
Sbril Mohd. Ismail (Barrackpore) : Shri Indrajit Gupta, in his resolution, wants
top-priority should be given to the problems of unemployment etc. But when his UF
Government could not d~ that how can he expect it during the President’s rule ? This
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situation in West Bengal has been continuing for the last 2) years. Bengal was the first
State to start movement against the British Empire, which later spread in the whole country
but the situation in West Bengal now is made more worse. And no problem of this State

could be solved since the Congress came into power.
There are a number of problem like that of traffic, population etc.
circular Railway in Calcutta has not since been brought into being.

The Government had sympathy with the refugees from West Pakistan, and those
were settled quite comfortably. But the problems of Bengalies were not solved. They aré

rather increasing.

The condition of Calcutta port is also piliable and it is about to be closed down.
The Government could not nationalise the private elec'ric supply company whose are
earping crores of rupees, whereas the UF Government was well succes:ful in nationalising
the British Tram Company on the demand of its workers. We do not have any hope from
India Government and the people of West Bengal will have to everything on their own.
The UF Government was formed there for this purpose, but its way was obstructed at

every point.
There are so many talks regarding Jaw and order sitvation there. There have been
several big strike but all of them were quite peaceful. No body worked for disturbing

law and order there. Then how do there people shout over law and order situation ?
This is nothing but a conspiracy against the people of West Bengal just to deprive them
of their legitimate rights, The Central Government did not give sanction to different Bills
passed by the UF Government, Similarly the fr e-education upto Sth class has also not
been provided by the UF Government. But let the Central Government understand that
the people of Bengal do not beg ; they would establish their own right and might. The

people of Bengal have uprooted the British Empire and they would do the same to the

Emoire at Delhi also,

I demand that the problems of West Bepgal should be given top priority. The
Government has converted the corporation into a metropolitan one and abolished the body
elected by the people. We therefore, demand that the mid term polls should be held
there immediately so as to enable the people to have their own administration. There
is no problem of law and order there. It is only in the minds of big pecple. The
President’s rule should be removed and the people should be given their democratic rights.
