Hiring of Storage Tanks in Bombay and Kandla by S. T. C.

*637. Shri Ram Sevak Mazari: Will the Minister of Commerce, Civil
Supplies and Cooperation be pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that State Trading Corporation has hired storage
tanks in Bombay and Kandla belonging to Caltex (a public undertaking) through
a private party instead of hiring them directly from the undertaking as a result
of which his intermediary is making a profit worth lakhs of rupees every year
which debited to the S. T. C. accounts; and

(b) whether the S. T. C. has also hired storage tanks in Delhi from the same
private party on high concessions and specific terms by giving them financial
assistance whereas in other cases it has not been given to any one even on specific
request made by other parties ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Commerce, Civil Supplies and Co-
operation (Shri Arif Baig) : (a) & (b) : A statement is laid on the Table of the
House.

Statement

(a) Out of the total storage capacity of 1.10 lakh NT approx. as on 31-3-78
with STC at Bombay and Kandla, storage capacity of approx. 11,200 MT and
19,000 MT belonging to Caltex (which was at that time not a public sector under-
taking) at Bombay and Kandla was hired by STC from Distillers’ Trading
Corporation (a private firm) in July 75 and August 76, thus making a total
tankage of 30,200 MT. STC is not aware of the profits made by Distillers’ Trad-
ingdCorpn. in this arrangement. These tanks were hired by floating limited
tenders.
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(b) In January 1977, STC was required to undertake a massive import pro-
gramme of nearly 1/2 million MT of edible oils and the Corporation had to
organise storage capacity at a very short notice particularly in Northern India
where storage capacity at the end of December 1976 was only 5,325 MT.

A proposal was received from Distillers’ Trading Corporation in which they
had offered to construct tanks in Delhi of 4,200 MT capacity within a time span
of 3-4 months. Their proposal was considered and with the approval of the
STC Board of Directors, a letter of intent was issued to them in February 77
for the construction of the tanks in questions. - The firm’s proposal was in terms
of an advance from the STC for construction of the tank to be adjusted from
handling charges etc. but the firm has not availed of the advance. The tanks
were constructed by them with their own money and have been given to the STC
on hire. At the time the proposal of M/s. Distillers’ Trading Corporation for
construction of additional tankage was considered by the STC, the only other pro-
posal received proposed construction of tanks either by giving of advance or hir-
ing on long term basis. The latter alternative was agreed to.

Out of total capacity of 53,000 MT in Northern India as on 31st March 78,
only 4,200 MT of capacity has been taken from Distillers’ Trading Corporation,

Shri Ram Sevak Hazari : Mr. Speaker, My question is very clear but the
Government has given a reply in a round about way. I asked :—

“Whether it is a fact that the State Trading Corporation has hired storage
tanks in Bombay and Kandla belonging to Caltex (a jpublic undertaking)
through a private party instead of hiring thém directly from the undertaking : —”

The reply has been given in a round about way. I want to know that
Caltex was a private company in 1975. The Government took it over in 1976,
my point is that after 1976 the Government should take it directly. What was
the reason to have an agreement with intermediary firm and how many agree-
ments have been reached from 1976 till to-date and for how many days?

Shri Arif Baig : I want to tell you that when the contract was made Caltex
was not a Government Undertaking. The Storage tank of Caltex was on lease
with some private firm. According to the orders of the Government; S. T. C.
bad to make the arrangements of Storage tanks in large numbers and so direct
contact was made with a firm who had got storage tanks but as and when we
got the facility we tried that S. T. C. should create its own capacity, After the
nationalisation of Caltex in January, 1977, we made all contracts directly with
it. After that we are trying our best not to make any contract with any private
firm and we are also trying to increase the capacity of the S. T. C. to the required
extent so that it may be able to fulfil the requirements of the people.

Shri Ram Sewak Hazari : I want to know when you had made direct contract
with Caltex what was the necessity of intermediaries. It result in a bungling of
Rs. 77 lakhs per year and the Government is losing crores of rupees and some big
officers are involved in it, I want to know when you hired the tankers of Caltex
why did you not take them after taking over Caltex? Besides it, I also want
to know whether you will invite tender for handling it.

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Shri Arif Baig : As I have already stated there is no question of making
contract with private individuals for Storage tankers of Caltex. As you hawe
stated that some mistakes have been committed in this matter, if you mention
some specific instances in this regard we will take action in this matter.

Shri M. Ram Gopal Reddy : Mr. Speaker, Ministers always weply that
members should give specific instances. I want to know whether what has been
told is not sufficient for you? Should the members work like C. I. D.  Why
do you not make investigation on the basis of informations supplied to you?
Why do you put the burden on the members ?

The Minister of Commerce and Civil Supply and Co-operation (Shri.Mohan
Dharia) : We had considered that matter. I want to state that when we madde
arrangement to purchase oil on behalf of S. T. C. we were in need of Godowns.
The House will be pleased to know that we have made arrangements for 2 lakhs
50 thousand tonnes of oil storage calpacity for S. T. C. So long as those people
are there as they have taken tankers on lease from Caltex we cannot remove them
even then it will be our efforts to take them direct. We do not pay more than
Rs. 25 per ton per month including handling charges. In Bombay we have paid
Rs. 40-50, but we have considered carefully. We have been alloted places in
Madras, Kandla and Vishakhapatnam by Port Trust Authority. S. T. C. wants
to start construction of a tank for storing 70 thousand tonnes of oil. We do not
want to depend upon anybody. We want to be self sufficient. We have to
store oil somewhere in the meanwhile so we have made such arrangements and

there is no boungling in it,
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‘The Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation (Skhii Pwrushottam Kawshik) :
(a) It was Indian Airlines and not Air-India which used to operate flights from
Chandigarh to Kulu during summer, till premonsoon, 1976.

(b) The service operated from 1967 to premonsoon, 1976.
(©) Indian Airlines have no plan to resume air service to Kulu at present.
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Shri Purushottam Kawshik : It is true that that service was operated from
1967 to 1976. But the service was suspended before the present Government
came in power. The present Government made an investigation again in this
matter. I was told that the present runway is 3700 feet long and out of it 2770
feet long runway can 'only be wutilised. In such circumstances present day
Aircrafts cannot land there and so services cannot be resumed om it,

Shri Porwhoftam Kauwshik : When it was operated earlier its traffic average
was 7 to 10 passengers. The present runway. . .

Shri Durga Chand : How the plane of the Home Minister was landed
there (interruptions)

Shri Purushottam Kawshik : Hon. Members need not agitate in this matter.
We are trying our best, but Mr. Speaker, nothing can be done in this matter
‘unless improvements are made. According to D. G. C. A. and Indian Air Lines
load factor penalty is more. We cannot take more than 50 percent traffic in it.
Break-even is also 95 percent. So in case we take 50 percent passengers, there
'will be a huge loss. In case we use the jpresent runway, load factor penalty will
be more. So unless improvement made, it will not be possible to operate there.

The another difficulty is, as the hon. Member knows, that on one side of
the runway the Beas river flows. Its erosion has came near to the runway and
on the other side there is river bridge. As such there is not much scope for
its expansion. For landing Turbo Prop Plane there at 'least 5000 ft long
runway is required. Unless the plane is small, it cannot land there,

Shri Durga Chan@ : The plane may be small.

Shri Purushottam Kauwshik : Under such circumstances taking into. consi-
deration the load factor ‘and other things it will not be possible to operate plane
'service there on profit. As I have already stated several times that the Govern-
‘ment is trying to introduce small planes. When this scheme is completed then
we. will surely introduce this scheme.

Shri Hukum Chand Kachwai : In his reply the hon. Minister has stated
two things. Firstly the runway is small and it cannot be expanded due to the
soil erosion by the river. Secondly it cannot be run on loss because only few
passengers are available. Recently you have expanded the runway by spending
‘a huge amount and repaired it. Secondly you do not want tc operate this
service because this will entail loss. At other places services are being run on
losses and post offices are also being run on loss. The main point is how much
facilities you cah provide to the passengers. [It'is but natural for the hon,
Member to get erritated. When this service was being operated for ten years
and in the name of emergency it was discontinued. May I know whether the
hon. Ministér resume this ‘service taking into  consideration the imfportance of
this Service ?

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Shri Purushottam Kawshik : Seeing the tourist traffic and visit by the foreign
tourists there, because this is @ place for their attraction, the question of loss
does not arise. But the question is of the safey of the plane. Unless Provision
for landing of plane there safely is made, it is not possible to land planes there,
‘At Present’ means for the time being what we want to .say is that as far as
possible, we will surely introduce this service for the hon. Member.
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Shri Ganga Singh : The hon. Minister hlas stated that the length of the
runway is 3,700 ft and out of this, 2,700 ft runway is in fit condition. Only
1,000 ft runway is not fit to be operated. The hon. Minister has stated that
they have spent Rs. 12 lakhs on that runway but they are not going to operate
air service there. As such he has misused Rs. 12 lakhs if they are not going
to introduce air service there. 1 want to know how much amount will be spent
to make 1,000 ft runway operational and why he is spending that amount.

Shri Purushottam Kaushik : We will try our level best to operate the air
serivce there. So far the construction of runway is concerned, a provision of
Rs. 11 lakhs has been made in the Sixth Five Year Plan and certainly it will
be our endeavour to undertake this work.

(a) to (c): A statement showing the number of detention orders issued by the
Central Government and various State Governments under the provisions of the
Conservation of Foreign Exchange and Prevention of Smuggling Activities Act,
1974 prior to revocation of Emergency (19-12-1974 to 20-3-1977) and the num-
ber of persons detained out of them up to 25-3-1978 is laid on the Table of the
House (statement ‘A’). Another statement showing the number of -detention
‘orders issued by the Central Government and various State Governments under
the provisions of the said Act after revocation of Emergency ‘and-up to 25-3-1978
(21-3-1977 to 25-3-1978) and the number of persons detained out of them up to
25-3-1978 is also laid on the Table of the House (statement ‘B’).

(d) As on 25-3-1978, 189 persons ordered to be detained under the provi-
sions of the said Act were absconding or had not been detained. Necessary
action under section 7 of the said Act read with provisions of sections 82 to 85
of the Criminal Procedure Code, ‘1973 for iattachment of their properties is
taken against such persons.

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Shri Hukum Chand Kachwai : After the declaration of emergency a
number of persons were imprisoned and many absconded. Whether it is a
fact that absconded persons have not been arrested till now? Whether it is
also a fact that absconded persons are absconding on account of MISA or
out of the fear of revenge ? Whether it is a flact that charges were levelled
against them out of revenge ? Whether the Government give an assurance that
legal action will be taken against those persons who have not been arrested
till now ? cther the Government propose to do such thing ?

Shri Satish Agarwal : Mr. Speaker, the number of persons against whom
detention orders were issued from 19-12-74 to 20-3-77 was 3348. Out of
them 2879 persons were arrested. They were arrested during emergency. The
rest of the persons remained absconded and could not be apprehended. The
number of absconded persons was 469. Many persons were rcleascd after the
revocation of emergency. After the revocation of emergency the number of abs-
conders was 257 the cases of 257 persons were reviewed and consequently orders
against 54 persons were revoked and 39 persons were arrested. Out of the num-
bers of persons against whom detention orders were issued during emergency, there
are only 164 such persons who are still absconding and have not been a'pprehend-
ed. The Government of India has issued fresh guidelines on 1 September, 1977.
Under these all these cases are reviewd at times. Where found necessary to revoke
detention order on the basis of merit, their detention, orders are revoked.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : [ had asked whether the Government was
prepared to move the court in connection with those who have been arrested ?

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : I will ask supplementary only after my
question is replied. Let the hon’ble Minister clarify first if the Government are
in position to move the court ?

Shri Satish Agarwal : Mr. Speaker, Sir, we go to the courts in connection
with the cases in which moving the courts is possible. Generally, the policy
is to prosecute the guilty persons in courts. But as the hon. Member is aware
that against a number of financial organisations, successful prosecution is not
possible. There are orders to ensure that they are not involved in these activities
again. To revoke these orders these cases are considered on merits.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : May I know whether the attention of the
Government has been drawn to the judgments given by the Madras High Court
and ‘Calcutta High Court in connection with the COFEPOSA enforced by the
previous Government ? What is the thinking of the Govemnment about them ?

Shri Satish Agarwal : The Madras High Court in its judgment has held
that the declarations made under section 12A. during the Emergency that it is
not necessary to furnish grounds and that the detenue should be released on
such Deteppon Order. The Government of India has already filed a Special
Leave Petition in the Supreme Court against that. The Gujarat High Court and
the Delhi High Court have upheld the declarations made under section 12A
during the Emergency though it has not been challenged there ?

Shri Raghavji : Mr. Speaker, at present serious damage has been done
by hailstorm in Madhya Pradsh, Uttar Pradesh and other states and at some
places the damage is so much that there is no production at all in the farmers’
fields.

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The Minister of State in the Ministty of Cemmerce, Civil Supplies and Co-
operation (Shri Arif Baig) : (a) and (b) : 14 official delegations visited various
countries in 1975, 14 in 1976 and 8 in 1977, respectively. The list of the coun-
tries they visited and the expenditure incurred by them is given at Statement.

(c) The exchanges of official delegations with various countries have no doubt
contributed significantly to the promotion of our exports to these countries.
Exchange of official trade delegations is only a part of various measures under-
taken by Government to promote trade. Other measures include, participation
in fairs, exhibitions, organisation of study-cum-sales teams, exchange of business
delegations, organisation of India Promotion Fortnights in Departmental Stores
in other countries. It is, therefore, difficult to quantify the extent by which trade
increased directly as a result of the visits of these trade delegations.

Exemption from Excise Duty on Cosmetics to Small Scale Industry
*656. Shri R. D. Ram : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

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Import of Edible Oils

5975. Shri Ramjiwan Singh : Will the Minister of Commerce. Civil Supplies
and Cooperation be pleased to state :

(a) the names of edible oils Government are mainly importing from foreign
countries at present ; and

(b) the special efforts being made by Government to make the country self-
sufficient in edible oils ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Commerce, Civil Supplies and Co-
operation (Shri K. K. Goyal) : (a) Government are importing through STC
mainly rapeseed oil, soyabean oil and palm oil. They have also imported small

quantities of groundout oil and palm oliene.
(b) Both long-term and short-term measures have been evolved to raise the

production of edible oils and to provide incentives to farmers which, inter alia,
inclyde :—

(i) Raising the productivity per hectare both in irrigated and unirrigated
areas through rapid spread of improved technology.

(ii} Increasing the area under irrigated crops by exploiting the potential
under the commiand of new irrigated projects.

(11i) Strengthening the seed production programme by augmenting the
supply of pure seed.

(iv) Stepping up the coverage by plant protection measures, particularly
by aerial spraying over large areas, wherever feasible.

(v) Fixation of support prices and making jarrangements for the purchase
of the produce at those prices.

(vi) Provision of subsidy on the cost of certified seed and for various plant
protection operations under the Intensive Oilseeds Development Pro-
grammes and other Centrally sponsored schemes of the Department
of Agriculture.

(vii) Extension of area under non-traditional oilseed crops, like sunflower
and soylabean.

Increase in Prices of Agricultural Products and Industrial Products

5977. Dr. Ramji Singh : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :
(a) whether there has been disproportionate and unbalanced increase in the
prices of agricultural products and industrial products;

(b) if so, whether Government do not consider it proper to remove this
disparity;
(¢) if so, the steps proposed to be taken by Government in this regard; and

(d) whether the prices of steel and other industrial products are not fixed
with the approval of Government and if so, what will be the Government’s role ?

The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M. Patel) : (a) No, Sir.

(b) to (d) : No, Sir. Changes in the terms of trade of the two sectors
take place from time to time largely because of fluctuations in agricultural pro-
duction, and the consequent change in the prices of agricultural products. Accord-
ing to the Wholesale Prices Index (1970-71 = 100) there was near parity in
1973-74, followed by a shift in favour of agriculture in 1974-75. During 1975-76
‘the terms of trade became adverse to ‘agriculture following good harvests in that
year, and the position remained unchanged in the next year. In 1977-78, the
prices of agricultural products Iregistered as relatively higher increase than those
of manufactured goods and, as a result, the terms of trade were only slightly
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less favourable for agriculture than in the base year. Government safeguards
the interests of agriculture by fixing support/procurement prices for a number of
agricultural commodities and by undertaking buffer stocking operations. Like-
wise, the prices of some important manufactured goods are controlled formally
or informally. These measures help in preventing the terms of trade from. moving
unduly in favour of one or the other sector.

Suggestion Regarding Fixing of Limit on Gold Consumption

, 5978. Shri Jagdish Prasad Mathur : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased
to state :

(a) whether suggestions have been made to Government that Government
should fix per head limit of gold for personal consumption; and

(b) Government’s reaction thereto?

The Minister of State in the Minisfry of Finance (Shri Satish Agarwal ) :
(a) and (b): Under the present Gold Control Act there is a total ban on the
private ownership/possession of primary gold. Gold ornaments/articles exceeding
4 Kgs. per family and 2 Kgs. for an individual who is not a member of a family
have to be declared under section 16 of the Gold Control Act. There . is no
restriction whatsoever regarding quantity or purity of ornaments which can be
acquired, held are possessed by an individual/family under the present Gold
Control Act.

However a few suggestions have been received by the Government in regard
to imposing a ceiling on the quantity of gold ornaments which can be held or
possessed by an individual and family. No such measure 1is at present under
contemplation.

Advancing of Loans on Lower Rates of Interest to Small Industries of West
Bengal

15982. Shri Md. Hayat Ak : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to
state :

(a) whether Government have under their consideration a proposal to
advance loans on lower rate of interest to some small industries of West Bengal
this years;

(b) if so, the time by which a final decision would be taken by Government

in this regard and the amount of loan to be advanced as also the rate of interest
thereon;;

(¢) whether Government also propose to reduce the present rate of interest ;
and

(d) the names of the institutions which would advance such loans ?

The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M. Patel) : (a) and (b) : While there is no
scheme under the consideration of Government for advancing loans on lower
rates of interest to small scale industries in any particular State/Union Territory,
Ministry of Industry have recently formulated a Central Scheme for providing
financial assistance to State Governments for enabling them to provide margin
money not exceeding 10% of the total investment to small units in which invest-
ment in plant and machinery does not exceed Rs. 1 lakh.

(¢) and (d): In order to stimulate investment in the small scale sector banks
have been advised recently to charge a rate of interest not exceeding 11% on
term loans of the maturity of not less than 3 years to small scale units covered

under Credit Guarantee Scheme¢ and small units in the specified backward district/
areas.

In the case of term loans to small scale industries refinance is avhilable to
the banks from IDBI at concessional rates, and when such refinance is availed of,
banks charge interest on such advances at 11% only and in the case of units
located in specified backward areas the rate of interest is 94%.
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Recently the RBI has announced a general reduction in the lending rates of
.commercial banks. The benefits of the reduced rates of interest would be avail-

able to small scale industries.

Steps to Minimise gap between Cost and Sale price of Opium

5988. Shri Daya Ram Shakya : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to
state :

(a) the price at which Government purchase opium from opium producers
and the price at which the same is sold by contractors who are the authorised

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri Satish Agarwal) :
(a) The price at which the raw opium was purchased from the cultivators ranged
from Rs. 110/- to Rs. 200/- per kg. of opium at 70° consistence during 1977-78.
The average cost of production of opium during 1977-78 was about Rs. 228 per
kg. of cpium at 90° consistence and, it was supplied directly to the State Govern-
ments at Rs. 250/- per kg. No contractor is authorised by the Government to
sell opium.

(b) Since the gap between the cost price and price at which opium is sup-
plied to the State Governments is small, the question of its further reduction
does not arise.

Simplification of Pension Rules

6010. Shri Lalji Bhai : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

(a) whether Government propose to simplify further pension rules and make
them straight forward so that hundreds of retiring employees may not have to
face difficulty; and

(b) if so, the details thereof ?

The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M. Patel) : (a) and (b) : Rules and Proce-
dures are modified from time to time to eliminate delays in settlement of pension
cases. [Effective from 1-3-76, a simplified procedure has been introduced under
which, pension will invariably be authorised before the date of retirement of a
Government servant on superannuation. A statement containing the salient
features of that procedure is laid on the Table of the House.

With a view to eliminating delays is the payment of superannuation pension
and death-cum-retirement gratulty, a revised procedure was prescribed in Febru-
ary, 1976. The salient features of the revised procedure are as follows :—

(1) Pension will be calculated on the average emoluments of 10 complete
months instead of 36 months.
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(2) The payment of superannuation pensions will commence in all cases

on the first of the month in which they are due. In order to ensure
this, a strict time-table for the work at various stages has been laid
down for the Heads of Offices and thoge responsible for issuing pen-
sion payment orders and firm cut-off dates have been prescribed for
each stage.

(3) In the absence of specific indication to the contrary, interruption in

service between two spells of service rendered under the Central Gov-
ernment will be treated as condoned and pre-interruption service count-
ed for pension. Similarly, periods of extra-ordinary leave which arg
not covered by specific entries making them non-qualifying will also
count for pension.

(4) The requirement of an administrative sanction to pension is dispensed

with.

(5) If for any reasons, it is not possible to issue the Pension Payment

Order before one month of the date of retirement of the Government
servant, provisional pension and death-cum-retirement gratuity will be
sanctioned and disbursed by the Head of Office. The provisional
pension will beconie final after a period of six months.

(6) In the matter of determining the dues outstanding from the Govern-
ment Servant (other than those pertaining to Government accommoda-

tion), the probe of past records will be confined to a period of two
years before retirement, at the stage of preparation of pension papers.

As regards dues pertaining to occupation of Government accommodation, the:
Directorate of Estates is required to issue No Demand Certificate eight months
before the date of retirement of a Government Servant. The licence fee for the
next eight months including the permissible period for which accommodation can

be retained after retirement will be recovered by the Head of Office.

Licence fee

for retaining the Government accommodation beyond the permissible period will
be recovered direct by the Directorate of Estates from the allottee, and payment
of gratuity will not be withheld on this account.

The revised procedure prescribed in February, 1976 is reported to be func-
tioning satisfactorily.

Gold smuggled into India and smugglers arrested during 1977

6018. Shri Sukhendra Singh : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to
state :

(a) whether it is a fact that 40 tonnes of gold worth Rs. 225 crores was
smuggled into India during 1977; and

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri Satish Agarwal):
(a) & (b): It is not possible to estimate the quantity and value of gold smuggled
into the country. However, during 1977, the customs authorities seized 264 Kgs.
of contraband gold valued at Rs. 1.6 crores and arrested 153 persons for their
involvement in gold smuggling. Necessary measures to combat effectively the
menance of smuggling have been taken. Besides, to tackle the evil of smuggling of
gold, Government have decided to sell gold out of stocks held by it. Governmenf
have also decided to allow imports of gold for making jewellery for exports.

Centrally sponsored Schemes in progress in Rajasthan

6020. Shri Chatarbhuj: Will the Minister of Commerce, Civil Supplies and
‘Cooperation be pleased to state the details of the Centrally-sponsored schemes
in progress in Rajasthan and the amount of grant in aid being provided to
Rajasthan Government for each of those schemes ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Commerce, Civil Supplies and Co-
operation (Shri K. K. Goyal) : This Ministry is giving aid to the Rajasthan Gov-
ernment under two Centrally Sponsored Schemes viz., (1) for development of
consumer cooperatives and (2) for providing margin money assistance by way of
long term loan to State Governments, the details of which are as under :

(1) Under the Centrally Sponsored Scheme for development of consumer co-
operatives, Rajasthan Government has beeny provided with financial assistance
amounting to Rs. 12.87 lakhs during 1977-78, for setting up 2 department stores—
one each at Bharatpur and Alwar, 2 mini department stores at Jaipur and 50
small/smaller branches at places predominantly inhabited by people belonging to
weaker/un--organised sector as per the details given below :—

(i) Sharecapitalloan .- . . . . . Rs.g-20 lakhs

(ii) Loan for furniture and fixtures " « « Rs.1-58 lakhs
(iii) Subsidy including managerial subsidy . « . Rs.2-09 lakhs
Total . Rs. 12-87 lakhs

(2) Till now the NCDC was operating one Centrally Sponsored Scheme under
which it was providing margin money assistance by way of long term loan to
State Governments which. in turn passed on this assistance to the cooperative
mal:lc:lting societies acting as wholesalers, only in the shape of (a) clean share-
capital; or
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. (b) refundable share-capital without any condition regarding minimum
interest or return thereon; or (c) quasi-equity in the form of long-term loap for
14 years with concessional rate of interest not exceeding the dividend normally
paid by the federation on its share capital, for enabling them to raise bank
finance for procurement, stocking and distribution of fertiliser and other agricul-
tural inputs. This scheme was introduced in the Fourth Plan and was in opera-
tion tili 31st August, 1977. Under this scheme the NCDC has provided to the
‘Government of Rajasthan a total assistance of Rs. 78.775 lakhs, the yearwise
breakup of which is as under :—

As a result of this assistance, the cooperatives in Rajasthan could step up
distribution of fertilisers and other agricultural inputs from Rs. 1230 lakhs in
1973-74 to Rs. 2904 lakhs in 1975-76.

This scheme hag since been discontinued as there is no longer need for con-
tinuing it because as per the Reserve Bank of India’s advice, the banks have
been providing fertilizer finance without insisting on any margin.

Janata Hotels for Tourists Centres

6021. Shri Laxmi Narain Nayak : Will the Minister of Touwrism and Civil

The Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation (Shri Purchoftam Kaunshik) :
(a) and (b): The draft Five Year Plan for the period 1978-83 envisages the
construction of Janata hotels at the four metropolitan cities of Delhi, Bombes,
Calcutta and Madras. An expenditure of Rs. 50 lakhs has been approved for
the Janata hotel project at New Delhi during 1978-79. The other centres including
those in Madhya Pradesh, where Janata hotels will be put up in the Central
Sector will 'be determined after undertaking a survey, depending upon. the
resources made available for this purpose.
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(¢) There is no proposal with the Central Government for providing helicopter
services lat tourists centres. However, all four and five star hotels and in some
cases three star hotels provides swimming pool facilities at tourists centres.

(d) The India Tourism Development Corporation is considering constructing
a swimming pool at its hotel at Khajuraho. This is however dependent upon
the availability of resources and regular and iadequate supply of water.

Sections doing noting and drafting in Hindi

6022. Shri Nawab Singh Chaphan : Will the Minister of Commerce, Civil

(b) & (c) Hindi is being partially used in noting and drafting in 48 Sections.
Employees are encouraged to do their work in Hindj but there is no compulsion
on employees to use Hindi in Office work.

Advancing of Loans on less interest to Unemployed and Small Scale Industries

6032. Shri Ramji Lal Suman : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to
state :

The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M. Patel): (2a) & (b) : To enable those
who suffered detention or imprisonment under MISA or DISIR during the
emergency to undertake fresh self-employment ventures under the employment
promotion programme or restore the health of their existing enterprises, banks
have been advised to extend credit assistance to them on a priority basis under
any of their existing schemes for the neglected sectors.

All the persons who were detained or imprisoned during the emergency for a
period of not less than six months solely because of their political iaffiliations or
membership of erst-while banned organisations are eligible for such priority
assistance from the public sector banks.

Advancing of Loans by Nationalised Banks to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled

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The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M. Patel) : (a) 'and (b): While no specific
scheme to advance loans of Rs. 40 crores to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes for setting up small scale industries is under the consideration of Govern-
ment, the Government have formulated the Differential Rate of Interest Scheme
speciﬁcally to provide financial assistance at concessional interest rate of 4% p. a. to
eligible borrowers belonging to the weakest sections of the community including
Harijans through public. sector banks for undertaking productive endeavours.
Recently Govt. have extended the scope and coverage of the Scheme to the entire
country. In order to safe-guard interests of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduted
Tribes, banks have been advised under the revised Scheme to ensure that at least
1/3rd of their advances under the Differential Rate of Interest Scheme go to the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

The outstanding advances of public sector banks under the Differential Rate
of Interest Scheme as at the end of September, 1977 in the States of Madhya
Pradesh and Rajasthan stood at Rs. 367 lakhs and Rs. 203 lakhs covering 76765
‘and 33082 borrowal accounts respectively.

(a) With a view to encourage small manufacturers, Government have exempted,
in pursuance of the 1978 Budget proposals, small units, manufacturing 69 speci-
fied goods, whose clearances in the preceding year did not exceed Rs. 15 lakhs
from the dutly payable on the first cleafances of Rs. 5 lakhs. However, in the
case of automatic mill-board and straw-board mills, a separate scheme of
excise duty exemption is available vide Government of India, Department of Re-
venue, notification No. 70/76-Central Excise dated 16-3-1976.

(b) The purport of the Question is not clear. In the present budget, there
has been no increase in duty on paper and paper board, except to the extent of
1)20th of the basic duty leviable, as \a result of imposition of special excise
duties. This duty is, however, applica_blc to both big and small board mills.

(c) The considerations under which duty concessions have been given in
favour of small paper mills were, inter-alia, cost disadvantages which the small
paper mills suffer vis-a-vis bigger paper mills. In the case of small automatic
board mills, such like disadvantages have mnot been effectively established
vis-g-vis bigger board mills.

Tax arrears against Tata Company Jamshedpur (Bihar)

6049. Shri R. P. Sarangi: Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state
the amount of tax arrears against Tata Company, Bihar Jamshedpur up to 1st
March, 1978 ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri Zulfiquarulla) : The
qucstlon presumably relates to Tata Iron and Steel Company Limited which
has its plant at Jamshedpur. A gross demand of Rs. 17.91 lakhs was outstanding
against this company as on 1-3-78. The demand is disputed and has been

stayed till disposal of appeal.

Talks held with Representatives of Rural Bank Employees’ Union

6050. Shri Ram Kanwar Berwa : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to
state whether talks have been held with the representatives of the Rural Bank
Employees Union on labour problems while preparing the report by the Dantwala
Committee ; the progress made in this regard and when the report will be
published ?

The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M. Patel) : Since there were no recognised

Rural Bank Employees Unions, the Dantwala Committee did not hold talks
with any such Unions. The Dantwala Committee Report, which has been
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submitted to the Reserve Bank of India on 23<2-78, is likely to be available
to the Government shortly along with the comments of the Reserve Bank of

India.

Attachment orders for realising Income Tax Arrears

6051. Shri Arjun Singh Bhadoria : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased
to state :

(a) the number of cases in which attachment orders were issued for realising
income tax arrears in 1976-77 and 1977-78 and the number of cases in which

these were not issued ;

(c) whether there are a large number of cases where attachment orders
have not been issued even after tax assessment was made and orders for realising
1t were issued, and if so, the reasons therefor ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri Zulfiquarulla): (a)
(b) & (c): According to presently available information, attachments of mov-
able and immovable properties were effected by the Tax Recovery Officers for
realising tax arrears in 31,040 cases during 1976-77 and in 42,602 cases upto
28-2-78 during 1977-78.  The other information required in the 'question is not
readily available and -its collection will involve considerable time and labour.
However, if the Honourable Member would like to have such information in
respect of any specific case or cases, the same can be collected and furnished.

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Smuggling of Gold due to Price Differential

6061. Dr. Mahadeepak Singh Shakya: Will the Minister of Finance be
pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that the international price of gold is Rs. 135/
less per 10 grammes than the price prevalent in India:

(b) whether it is also a fact that because of this difference gold is smuggled

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri Satish Agarwal):
(a) With reference to prices ruling on 21-3-1978, the international price for
10 grammes of gold, as quoted in London, was about Rs. 184 less than the
price prevalent in India,

(b) Yes Sir.

(¢) To tackle the evil of emuggling, Government have decided to commence
the sale of gold from the stocks held by it. Government have also decided
to introduce a simplified scheme for encouragement of the export of gold
jewellery, l?ithcr by allowing importation of gold or by sale of gold from Govern-
ment stocks.

Working of Ganesh Flour Mill Limited, Kanpur

6062. O.LH. Shri Ram Lal Rahi: Will the Minister of Commerce, Civil
Supplies and Cooperation be pleased to state:

(a) whether he is aware of the present condition of the Ganesh Flour Mill
Ltd., Kanpur after its taking over by the Central Government in November,
1972 ;

(b) whether it is a fact that Central Government have taken a decision
for making 'payment of arrears of the Ganesh Flour Mill but administrative
machinery has delayed the payment so far and as a result there is dissatisfaction
prevalent ;

(¢) if so, the time by which the payment is being made and its mode ; and

(d) whether in this regard any letter has also been written by Members of
Parliament ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Commerce, Civil Suppplies and
Cooperation (Shri K. K. Goyal) : (a) Yes, Sir. The worth of the Company
which was negative namely—Rs. 45.16 lakhs (minus) at the time of take-over

is now positive, namely about Rs. 218 lakhs. The Company has also started
making profits,

(b) to (d): There have been representations, from several people including

Members of Parliament, for expediting the payment of dues. A scheme has
‘been formulated, after the expiry of the moratorium on the payment of dues,
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in November, 1977, for the phased discharge of the pre-take-over liabilities of
the Company as under :—

(i) All the statutory dues and dues of secured creditors, except those under
litigation, should be paid, as per commitment, in a phased manner
over a period of five years, commencing from the date from which the
scheme comes into ojperation.

(ii) Al secured creditors whose claims are under litigation may be paid in
accordance with the decision of the Court as and when ‘it becomes.
available.

(iii) Al the holders of fixed deposits in the Comfpany, which have already
matured, should be paid upto Rs. 10,000/- (Rupees ten thousand only)
each in the first year of the operation of the scheme and ‘the balance
due, if any, on the fixed deposits, should be paid in the second year
of the operation of the scheme.

(iv) All sundry creditors should be paid Rs. 10,000/- (Rupees ten thousand
only) in each case in the first year and upto Rupees 25,000/- (Rupees

twentyfive thousand only) in the second year.of the operation of the
Scheme.

(v) All the sundry creditors whose claims are above Rs. 25,000/~ should

each be paid in three equal yearly instalments, commencing from the
3rd year of operation of the scheme.

The Company will ensure that the payments as above are made out of the:
profits generated in the post-take-over period and implementation of the scheme
does not affect cash flow position and the working capital needed for the
Company. The Scheme will come jnto force with immediate effect.

6069. Shri Ganga Bhakt Singh: Will the Minister of Finance be pleased
to state: where and in what form the foreign exchange money accumulated of
date has been kept and the revenue earned by Government thereon in 1977-78

and likely to be earned in 1978-79?

The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M. Patel) : Foreign Exchange Reserves
are held by the Reserve Bank in various leading currencies in the form of cash,
Government Treasury Bills, Securities/Bonds of Government and International
Institutions and deposits with leading International Banks. The earnings from
Foreign Exchange Reserves amounted to Rs. 190.94 crores for the accounting
year of the Reserve Bank ending 30th June, 1977 and to Rs. 141.04 crores for
the half year ending 31st December, 1977. It is not possible to indicate the
likely earnings during 1978-79 as this would depend on the level of foreign
exchange reserves and the movements in interest rates abroad, which are diffi-

cult ;o predict.

Rise in prices of finished goods due to increase in value added tax

6071. Shri Ramanand Tiwary : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to
state :

(a) whether prices of finished goods will go up because of increase in value
added tax from 2 per cent to 5 per cent under the excise duty ;

(b) if so, whether the price increase is apprehended upto 5-6 per cent even
though the estimated increase in the tax proposals is only 0.7 per cent ; and

(c) whether his Ministry is vigilant to ensure that price increase does not
exceed the estimate to avoid unnecessary burden on the consumers ?

The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M. Patel) : (a) The 1978-79 Budget has
imposed new excise levies on coal and electricity generation. For items already
covered by the Central Excise Tariff the existing duties have been enhanced
by 5 per cent, ie., by one-twentieth of the existing duty. On ‘goods not else-
where specified’, which are covered under Item 68 of the First Schedule to
the Central Excises & Salt Act, 1944, a duty of one per cent was imposed for.
the first time in the 1975-76 Budget. It was raised to 2 percent in 1977-78
and has now been further enhanced to 5 per cent. These goods (Item 68)
account for a very small proportion of excise receipts and the effect of the duty
increase would be quite small.

(b) The estimated increase of 0.7 per cent in the Pprice level because of
the Budget proposals is a rough calculation of the direct impact on the items
in the Wholesale Price Index. It does not take into account the indirect effect;
which would arise from the increase in existing excise duties on inputs including
the new duties on coal and power. It is not possible to make any precise
estimate of the over-all impact as the reaction of the market depends on a
nymber of factors. In the first week after the Budget there was a rise in the

olesale price index of 0.6 per cent, one element of which was an increase of
9.0 per cent in sugar prices resulting from factors not directly connected with;
the Budget proposals. By the third week after the Budget, the total increase
amounted to 1.2 per cent.

(©) Government keeps the price situation under constant review, and
measures are taken as and when necessary to check any undue rise in prices.

Foreign Companies which have Expressed their Inability to Company with FERA
6073. Shri S, S. Somani : Will the Minister of Finance be 'pleased to state:

(a) the names of foreign companies and their subsidiaries which have
expressed their inability to comply with the provisions of Foreign Exchange
Regulation Act; and have decided to wind up their business in India;

(b) the time by which they are expected to wind up their business ; and

(c) the steps taken by Government of India to ensure that these companies
do not dispose of their assets secretly in case they owe any amount to the
nationalised banks?

The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M. Patel) : (a) So far, thirteen companies
have indicated their inability to operate in the country within the equity levels
permitted in terms of the guidelines laid down for the administration of
Section 29 of the FERA, 1973. The names of these companies are shown in
the attached statement.

(b) While some of these companies have already ceased their trading/
commercial/industrial activities, the others will do so during 1978. However,

the actual winding up of their business such as disposal of assets etc., may
take a longer time.

(¢) In terms of the provisions of the FERA, no foreign company can
dispose of its assets without the prior permission of the Reserve Bank of India.
Further, while dealing with requests for valuation and repatriation of sale

proceeds, all oustanding liabilities such as amounts due to banks etc., are
adjusted.

Seizures during Raids
6101. Shri Raghavji: Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state:

{a) the item-wise quantity and the value of the gold, ornaments, currency
notes diamonds and other articles seized during raids conducted by Government
on 28th February, 1978 ;
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(b) thp value of the articles in respect of which disputed cases are pending
in the various courts and the value of the articles in respect of which no dispute

is pending ;

(©) the total value of the goods seized from 1st April, 1977 to 28th February,
1978 ; and

(d) the decision taken by Government in respect of undisputed goods?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri Satish Agarwal):
(a) & (b): No seizure was made by the Income Tax authorities during searches

conducted on 28-2-78.

. On 28-2-78 the Enforcement Directorate, Bombay seized US $ 250, Canadian
$ 1 from a premises at Colaba, Bombay. A show cause notice has been issued
in this dase for violation of the provisions of Section 8(1) of FERA, 1973. No

dispute regarding this case is pending in any court.

Reports received indicate that contraband goods valued at Rs. 54,591 were
seized by the Customs authorities on 28-2-1978.  No dispute in respect of
goods seized on 28-2-1978 have been reported pending in the courts.

Details of the seizures made, if any, under the Gold Control Act on
28-2-1978 are being collected \and will be laid on the table of the House.

(¢) & (d): Income Tax authorities seized assets, value of which is esti-
mated over Rs. 275 lakhs during the period from Ist April, 1977 to 28th
February, 1978. Whenever a seizure of assets is made under section 132 of
the Income-tax Act, 1961, the first step is to pass an order under section 132(5)
within 90 days of the seizure for retaining such of the seized assets as are
considered to be sufficient to satisfly the tax liability {(including interest and
penalty) on the undisclosed income, estimated in a summary manner, and the
existing liabilities under the various Direct Taxes Acts. Action to frame

regular assessments and initiate penalty proceedings, wherever warranted, is
taken thereafter. The assets retained under section 132(5) are dealt with in the

manner prescribed in section 132 B of the Act.

The total value of goods seized from Ist April, 1977 to 28th February,
1978 by customs authorities is Rs. 29.96 crores. Undisputed goods seized are
confiscated and wherever warranted prosecution is also launched against the

persons involved in smuggling.

Details of the seizures made by Gold Control authorities during the period
from 1st April, 1977 to 28th February, 1978 are being collected and will be

laid on the table of the House.

Closure of Savings and Gift Schemes

6103. Shri Daya Ram Shakya: Will the Minister of Finance be pieased to
state :

(a) whether it is a fact that due to closure of savings and gift schemes by
the Government, millions of persons working in these schemes will become
unemployed and whether weaker sections of the society will face lot of diffi-
culties in getting loans on easy terms of lower rates of interest than charged
by the nationalised banks ;

(b) whether it is also a fact that under these schemes their capital is
deposited only in the nationalised banks thereby benefiting the Government ;

(c) if the reply to parts (a) and (b) is in affirmative, the reasons for closing
these schemes ? :
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‘The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M. Patel): (a), (b)'& (c): The Study
Group on non-banking companies set up by the Reserve Bank under the
Chairmanship of Shri James S. Raj studied the working, among others, of
savings and gift schemes. = The group was of the.view that these schemes do
no. serve any social purpose, that they are prejudicial to the public interest
and that they adversely affect the efficacy of the fiscal and monetary policy
of the Government. The Group, therefore, recommended that such Schemes
should be banned. Government have ‘also received several complaints of
malpractices indulged in by the promoters ‘of such schemes.

Government do not share: the apprehensions of the Hon’ble Member that
the banning of these schemes will adversely affect the employment situation,
the deposits in banks and credit facilities to the weaker sections of society. After
the ban, the promoters are expected to engage themselves in productive ventures.

Loan Facilities to Handicapped persons by State Bank of India

t T6132. Shri Sukhendra Singh: Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to
state -

(a) whether it is a fact that the State Bank of India has introduced a scheme
to provide loan facilities to handicapped persons;

(b) if so, the details thereof; and

(c) the nature of institutions covered under this scheme at present?

The Minister of Finance (Shri H, M. Patel) : (a) to (¢) : While no separate
scheme has been formulated by the State Bank of India to finance the
physically handicapped persons, their projects which are technically feasible and
economically viable are financed by the Bank under its usual schemes. A con-
cessional rate of interest of 8% is charged on loans not exceeding Rs. 10,000/-
and the normal rate of interest on loans exceeding this limit. Individuals and
institutions for the physically handicapped persons satisfying the eligibility
criteria under the DRI Scheme are also advanced loans at 4% rate of interest.

Control Tower for Aerodromes

6133. Shri Sukhendra Singh: Will the Minister of Towrism and Civil
Aviation be pleased to state :

(a) whether ‘certain aerodromes receiving fixed number of flights have no
control towers;

(b) if so, the names of such aerodromes together with reasons therefor; and
(¢) steps proposed to be taken in this regard?

The Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation (Shri Purushottam Kaushik) :
(a) to (¢) : Control towers are available @t all Civil Aerodromes through
which Indian Airlines operate scheduled air services. However, provision has
been made in the Five Year Plan 1978—83 for the construction of modern control
towers / technical blocks at the following civil aerodromes:

1. Gauhati (Technical block and tower)
2. Trivandrum (Technical block and tower)
3. Imphal (Technical block)

4. Visakhapatnam (Technical block}

5. Ahmedabad (Control tower)

6. Raipur (Control tower)

7. Lucknow (Control tower)

8. Ranchi (Technical block and tower)
9. Jabalpur (Technical block)
10. Port Blair (Control tower)
11. Belgaum (Technical block)
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12. Bangalore (Technical block)
13. Aurangabad (Control tower)
14. Behala (Control tower)
15. Rajkot (Control tower)
16. Madras (Control tower)

Construction of a new control tower at Visakhapatnam has alrcady been

sanctioned. Plans and designs are under preparation and the works are expected
to be started in 1978-79.

Fmarcial Assistance to State Governments and other Agencies for Vegetable
Oils

6134. O.LH. Shri Chaturbhuj: Will the Minister of Commerce, Civil Sup-
plies and Cooperation be pleased to state the break up of the grants given by the

Ministry as financial assistance to (1) State Governments and (2) other agencies
for vegetable oils ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Commerce, Civil Suppplies and
Cooperation (Shri K. K. Goyal): The Central Government do not give any
grants to the State Governments or other agencies for vegetable cils. However,
the issue price of rapeseed oil supplied to State Governments for distribution to
consumers through the public distribution system after refining. was subsidized
by Rs. 1,000/- per tonne with effect from 25-8-1977, with a view to enabling
the State Governments to distribute the oil to the consumers at an end consumer

price not exceeding Rs. 7.50 a Kg. The claims for subsidy received so far are
as under:—

The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M, Patel) : (a) to (d) : Government
have accepted the recommendations of the Pillai Committee on standardisa-
tion of pay scales, allowances and perquisites of officers of the nationalised banks
with certain modifications suggested by the Group of Bankers, of which Shri
P. F. Gutta was one of the members, who were asked by the Government to
suggest the manner in which the recommendations of the Pillai Cummittee are to
be implemented.

The Pillai Committee, after examining the principles that should govemn
the structure of pay scales of officers of nationalised banks, has recommended
a standardised pay-scale structure having seven scales of pay, based broadly
on identifiable levels of responsibility in the officers cadre. It has also suggested
certain guidelines for the evaluation of various positions of officers in a bank
“on the basis of types of responsibilities and functions exercised and categorising
them within one of the recommended grades. The Committee has also recom-
mended the standardisation in respect of Dearness Allownace and all other
allowances as well as perquisites and benefits due-to the officers. The Committee
also suggested inter-bank transferability of officers at the top level.

The Group of Bankers while broadly agreeing with the main recommenda-
tions of the Pillai Committee have suggested certain minor modifications for
liberalising certain other recommendations.

2. Nationalised banks have been advised to . initiate necessary steps for
the implementation of these recommendations as accepted by the Government.

Trade Negotiations for encouraging Shoe Industry

6159. Shri Ramji Lal Suman: Will the Minister of Commerce, Civil
Supplies and Cooperation be pleased to state :

(a) whether Government propose to hold any trade negotiation for
encouraging shoe industry and promoting export trade thereof to- foreign coun-
tries; and

(b) if so, when and if not, the reasons therefor?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Commerce, Civil Supplies and
Cooperation (Shri Arif Baig): (a) & (b) : Government has been holding policy
level trade talks from *ime to time for export inter alia of shoes with visiting
deiegations from foreign countries and in various fora. Detailed negotiations for
specific deals for export of footwear to the Trade Plan couatries have been con-
ducted through the State Trading Corporation. In regard to the non-trade plan
countries negotiations are made by any large private parties-themselves on ' a
buyer to seller basis. In cases of difficulties that are brought to notice of
Government by private parties through EPCs etc., in regard to the policies of
the importing country, efforts are made to take. up the matter with the concerned
Governments suitably.

S.T.C. Increasing Price of Polyester Yarn

6160. Dr. Laxminarayan Pandeya: Will the Minister of Commerce, Civil
Supplies and Cooperation be pleased to state :

(a) whether the S.T.C. is increasing the price of polyester yarn by Rs. 500
per Kg.; -

(b) whether the prices of the cloth, which are already on the high side, are
likely to increase further by 10 to.

(c) Does not arise.

Quantity of Tobacco Procured by STC

6161. Dr. Laxminarayan Pandeya: Will the Minister of Commerce, Civil

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Commerce, Civil Supplies and
Cooperation (Shri Arif Baig): (a) & (b) : The main virginia tobacco producing
States are Andhra Pradesh and Karnataka. The crop which is being marketed at
present is the one produced in Andhra Pradesh. No procurement out of this
crop has been undertaken so far on Government account. However, the STC
is buying 5,000 metric tonnes of graded and Agmarked tobacco from co-operative
Sector and small and medium scale suppliers on its own account and risk as
one of its normal commercial activity. The prices payable by STC to its sup-
pliers are based on minimum export prices fixed by the Government.

The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M. Patel) : (a) Yes, Sir.
(b) No, Sir,

The news-item referred to the change which the Life Insurance Corporation
had made in the conditions for grant of paid-up policies in relation to policies
issued on or after 1-1-76, While the earlier condition was that a paid-up policy
would be secured if premiums under a policy had been paid for a period of 3 years,
the policies issued on or after 1-1-76 are subject to the condition that-a paid-up
policy would be secured if premiums under a policy have been paid for a period
of 5 years or one-fourth of the original premium-paying period of the policy
(subject to minimum of 3 years), whichever is less.
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The Corporation duly brought this change to the notice of its field force
(Development Officers and agents) through office circulars, house magazines and
news bulletins.

(c) During 1976-77, 22,142 policies lapsed in Delhi, but for reasons un-
connected with the change in the policy conditions. The effect of the change on
the policies issued on or after 1-1-76 could be observed only in the fourth and
fifth years of the currency of the policies and, therefore, none of these policies
could lapse during 1976-77 or 1977-78 in consequence of the change.

Loan to Harijans for Cottage Industries

. 76164. Shri Rajendra Kumar Sharma: Will the Minister of Finance be
pleased to state :

(a) whether Government have been urged to provide loans to Harijans for
cottage industries;

(b) whether a scheme is proposed to be introduced in this regard; and
(o) if so, the outlines thereof?

The Minister of Finance (Shri H. M. Patel): (a) to (¢c): The banks have
been providing larger credit assistance to the weaker sections of the community
for undertaking productive endeavours including cottage industries. Recently,
the Ministry of Industry have introduced a new scheme with a view to providing
financial assistance by way of margin or seed money to State Governments to
enable them to expand their activities for promotion of small scale industries.
The scheme provides for margin money assistance to units in which investment
on plant and machinery does not exceed Rs, 1 lakh,

In the case of entrepreneurs belonging to the scheduled castes and scheduled
tribes the seed money assistance is up to 15% of total fixed capital investment
or Rs. 20,000/- whichever is lower; whereas in other cases the limit is 10 per cent
of the total investment. It is hoped that with the implementation of this scheme
jointly by the State Governments and the financing institutions including Public
Sector banks credit to the weaker sections of the community, especially to the

Harijans will increase.

Shri Raj Narain: With your permission, I want to state certain important
points. A total amount of Rs. 387.03 crores has been earmarked in the Budget
for the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare flor the year 1978-79. It runs
into three parts:—

(1) relating to the provisions of the Secretariat,
(2) relating to treatment and public health,
(3) relating to Family Welfare.

I want to state about the new improvements in the provisions compared
to those made by the previous Government.

A provision of Rs. 83.28 crores was made for health for the year 1977-78
and this year this amount has been increased. It is Rs. 146.48 crores this year.
For Family Welfare the amount earmarked during last year was Rs. 98.18 crores
but this year this amount is Rs. 111 crores. In the Health Department, 70 per
cent expenditure for Health and 75 per cent for Public Welfare will be incurred
during the entire Five Year Plan period. 30,000 Jan Swasthya Rakshaks (Public
Health Workers) have been sent to the field for doing out work. - '

A scheme has been introduced to have trained midwives- in each village.
There are 50,000 trained midwives under this scheme.

Besides, a Manual has been prepared in all the languages barring the
languacge:s spoken in Tamil Nadu and Karnatak. Every Jan Swasthya Rakshak

keeps this manual with him.

A World Health Organiéartion Team visited India and praised this scheme
and said that Western countries would also follow that scheme.

Some of the newspapers express this view that we have given up Family
Planning. That is not correct. This Programme is continuing. Only compulsion
and coercion have been given up. Since this Government came 1nto existence,
more than 8 lakh persons have undergone sterilization.

We have worked out a scheme for opening 38,000 maternity centres during
the next five years. A course about welfare of mother and child will be
introduced in schools. '

At present the birth rate is 33 per 1000. By 1982-83 it will be brought
down.

We have made much progress in the Indian System of Medicines. We have
earmarked Rs. 60 crores during the Five Year Plan for the indigenous system
of medicines. A new Directorate in this system is also being set up.

We have given instructions to states to add one more doctor in each Primary
Health Centre. That doctor would be a doctor in any of the systems of Indian
Medicines.

We have constituted a committee under the chairmanship of the Health
Director to give suggestions to the Government regarding internship and house
jobs. 12,000 to 14,000 doctors come out and it is not possible to provide house
jobs to all of them. But money factor plays a role about internship. We are
thinking of increasing the amount for internship.

We are also taking steps for prevention of leprosy. For cure of blindness,
Ke have provided a sum of Rs. 2.37 crores whereas formerly it was only
s. 1 crore.

A committee has been set up under Dr. Siddhu, Member, Rajya Sabha
to give suggestions to improve the working of Hospitals in Delhi.

Only the affluent people in
our country are able to get proper treatment and medicines. Poor people cannot
get these facilities in our country. There are Govt. hospitals & dispensaries but
the doctors work only to prescribe the medicines which are not available
with them. People have to purchase the medicines from the market. I would
have gladly congratulated the hon. Health Minister had he brought in some
revolutionary scheme to provide free medical aid to the poor people of
this country.

1, therefore demand that adequate arrangements should be made to make
the medicines and other medical facilities available in all the hospitals and
dispensaries in every Taluk, Village or Township. At present our dispensaries
and hospitals are very old and there are no facilities for serving oxygen, tlood
transfusion etc. There are no anti-rabbit vaccines too. -

If this is the real condition, what sort of revolution are you bringing about ?

Govt. should provide for more and more mobile hospitals in rural areas
at the rate of at least two mobile hospitals in every Taluk. There should be
arrangement for detecting and curing the diseases at the preliminary stage itself.
I am also sorry to point out that many of the medical centres have turned into
dens of corruption. They exploit the people in the name of caste and. class.
Although it is very .true that all the doctors are not corrupt yet there are
sufficient number who do not hesitate to exploit the poor and innocent people.

You are having a scheme for eradicating Malaria and- for that you are
seeking foreign aid too. But what to speak of eradicating you have not been
able to control it so far. Mosquitoes are still haunting the bunglows of
Members of parliament. Last month when I returned from Bombay I felt the

presence of mosquitoes in the air-bus even.
Mr. Deputy Speaker : They can travel without tickets,.

Shri Keshavrao Dhondge : You should eradicate them at least from the
air buses if not from the cities and villages. No one should worry about it? It
is Janata Raj and let the people die of Malaria and it would prove to be a
simple method of having “family planning”. Veneral diseases are on the
increase among our young boys & girls. This problem too should be looked into.

As regards public health centres, it is one after every 60 to 70 thouéangi
people and the per capita expenditure thereon is only 10 to 15 paise. If it
possible to cure the patient in such a position ? For want of medical facilities

people are compelled to run to supemstitious means of cure.
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Our medical colleges are very little in number and very costly for studies.
No poor man can afford to send his ward to a medical college. These are
meant for priviledged class of people only. My suggestion is that these colleges
should be located in villages and Talukas. Every district should have atleast

four ‘to five such colleges.

Al the private hospitals, health centres, dispensaries etc. should be nationalised
otherwise you will not be able to send the doctors to the villages. Also
adequate facilities should be provided to the doctors going to the villages.
Shri Jai Prakash Narain is our beloved leader. He was provided with the
facility of dialysis. Such facilities should be provided to every poor and needy
person aiso. Necessary equipment for the purpose should be made in the
hospitals in every state and poor people should be allowed to avail themselves

of this facility free of cost.

Similarly facilities for treatment of cancer and paralysis, which are at present
available only in Bombay, should be made available in the Marathwada and
Vidarbha areas also so that poor people of these areas are not made to rusk
to Bombay for the same.

There is an acute shortage of good drinking water in the rural areas. Good
water is absolutely necessary for the up keep of good health. As regards family
Planning only slogans and propaganda will not deliver the goods. People should
be made to know and understand as to what benefits are there on observing
family planning. They should know the advantage of having a small family.
Then, Government will not have to make efforts to revive the cases of compulsory
and forced sterilization. Compensation should also be given in such cases.

We should have a National Common Civil Code for the proper observance
of family planniig. This code should be applicable to all irrespective of caste
considerations or religious notions. Facilities required for family planning
should be made available in rural areas. All the private hospitals should be
nationalised.

It has to come to light that some bogus doctors have got entry into the
Safdarjung Hospital and were working in the medical store. If this is true,
then how did it happen ? Who is responsible for all this ?

Finally I would urge that if we want to keep the hation healthy and free
of disease, we should provide medical facilities in the rural areas on top
priority basis. '

_ Shri Brij Bhushan Tiwary (Khalilabad) : The broad outlines of the new
policies, laid down by hon. Health Minister clearly show how aptly our Janata
Party is going ahead to fullfil the aims contained in the party’s manifesto. Thete
have been quite a number of controvérsies on the national level and our Health
Minister has found ways-out for them. There has been acute shortage of hospitals:
doctors, compounders, and even medicines in our rural areas. The demands made
for these items clearly shows that adequate allocations have been made by
hon. Minister for these things. |

- Secondly, it is not possible to achieve this goals of public health and care
through Govt. hospitals and- health centres only. So far as the number of sick:
people is concerned, India tops the list in the world, Most of us are the victims,
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{Shri Brij Bbushan Tiwary]

of malnutriation and as a result thereof we suffer from blindness, mental & physical
retardedness and many more diseases. It is therefore quite imperative that we
should under take a big plan aiming at making provision for medical and health-
care facilities in every rural pocket keeping this in view the Govt. have prepared
a volunteer public-health protection plan which has been immersely praised by
the world bank team visiting India. Such a plan was hit upon by the previous
Govt. also but that was very limited and that was to be run with the help of
teachers of schools and colleges as also the employees of Govt. Organisations
that plan did not receive proper response and encouragement. But the present
plan is very revolutionary. It intends to involve the entire people of the country
and provides for proper training, selections of the health visitor as also the
programme for educating the people at large about the treatment of general
ailments.  Although this scheme became a subject of being controversy and
also victim of political propaganda saying that doctors will not like or should
not be made to go and rot in the far-flung villages since they have spent lakhs
of rupees to get the degree.

But this plan is aimed at achieving so many good things. Besides making
available medical facilities to the people at large. This plan would help in
bringing employment opportunities. It is a production scheme and as such
I turm it a revolutionary scheme.

Village women become victims of a number of diseases like titanus at
the time of delivery because of insanitary conditions and also because of
unskilled and orthodox treatment by village midwives. Also, these midwives are
giving up this profession comsidering it to be an indignified job. And thus
the village women are exposed to great danger in the absence of timely and
adequate medica! care and treatment or because of bad and unskilled handling
at the time of delivery. The present scheme should aim at giving training to
the prospective midwives and deploy them on this job.

The third revolutionary aspect of this scheme is “reversal complex service
system” wherein the medical colleges and universities would be giving repre-
sentation to the people of area of location thereby bringing in a close and
direct involment of the people there. All India Institute of Medical Sciences
and Indian Medical Council are also amending their rules for this purpose. There
is a proposal under this scheme to convert each primary health centre into a
mobile clinic.

It has been alleged that the hon. Minister is retarding the progress in the
work of family planning but it has been very clearly said in the manifesto of our
Janata Party. That our approach to the family planning or family welfare work
would not coercive but it would educative and voluntary. According to the
figures available children below the age of 15 years constitute 42 per cent of
our population. If this lo# is given proper education in this subject, it would
prove very beneficial. NCERT have prepared a syllabus also for this. Then
people would be educated in this respect by organising camps. We would not
use force or coercioe in this work.
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It was the view of previous Government that the failure of Government
was only due to rise in population. But Janata Government does not think
so. It has its own approach and policy. Though the increase by population
is a matter of serious concern. Now the population is 615 millions. In this
context it is necessary to take cooperation of all the voluntary bodies and
organisations. All political workers should give due publicity to this ideology,
this planning and this programme throughout country and particularly in rural
areas.

We should take steps to make the medicines cheaper, the medicines like
tonics etc. which are used by the effluent society as a fashicn should not be
produced here. Only medicines of common use and life saving drugs should
be produced in the country in increased quantity and their prices should be
reduced so that they are easily available to common people. We should develop
our indigenous system of medicines like all other revolutionary countries. Research
should be made and Indian system of medicines should be developed and
modernised in view of Indian geography, Indian climate and other circumstances
and Indian traditions. The approach of our Ministry of Health and Family
Welfare is encouraging and people have begun to think that the Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare is for the poor. A committee has been constituted
for the administration of the Hospitals. It will ensure better administration

of hospitals and will also ensure that poor people get medicines from there.
With these words I support the Demands of this Ministry.

Shri Yuvraj (Katihar) : Deputy Speaker, Sir, while supporting the Demands
of the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare I would like to draw . the
attention of the House to certain basic issues. The Report of the Bhor Committee,
containing recommendations for opening 5000 Primary Health Centres in rural
areas remained in paper basket for last 30 years. It is only after 30 years that
these Primary Health Centres have been opened. It is surprising to note that
85 per cent people of India are not in a position to get even minimum
medical facility, medicines are not available even in our District level or Block
level hospitals. There are no doctors in most of rural hospitals. If there is
a doctor at Block level, he does not go to attend the three Primary Health
Centres in a Block. In this connection I want to suggest that our medical
education should be made rural-oriented. Medical students should be asked

to work in rural areas so that the people being below puverty- line  can also

get medical facility. We should look to it as to how much is spent on rural
hospitals and how it is spent.

Our Health Minister has inaugurated a Rural Health Scheme on 2nd
October 1977, under which he proposed to appoint a public Health Worker for
every 1000 people in the country. A programme has been formulated or
giving training to these Health Workers. As a matter of fact a Health Worker
will be a Doctor for rural population. A man will be selected from among
the people of the area and he will be trained by a qualified doctor. T think
not even 25 per cent of these trained Health Workers do the job they are
trained for. They do not do this job even for part-time. It would have been

better if this responsibility would have been entrusted to the Primary Teachers.

Emphasis should be laid on making underground drainage system in all
big cities including Patna and Calcutta etc., because open drains are breeding
centres of mosquitoes and thus they cause the malaria. In 1977 about 60 lakh
people became victim of malaria. Along with the provision of underground
drainage system arrangement for purified drinking water should also be made.

There is shortage of wards and beds in the hospitals as compared to the
number of patients. The number of wards and beds should be increased. They
should be equipped properly with staff and equipments. Only then we could
be in a position to claim that we are rendering service to the patients. I want
to suggest that there should be a Dharamshala type house near every big hospital
where Kith and Kin of patients can take shelter. At present what is being spent on
medical facilities in India is the least of what is being spent on these facilities
in all other developing countries. The problem of lack of medical facilities
to the people can be solved only if we are politically determined to do it and
if adequate medical facilities are made available in rural areas.

Shri Ramji Singh (Bbagalpur) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, it is quite surprising
that my hon. friend Shri Sinha should suggest Dr. Nayar to withdraw the Bill
regarding mental health, The Indian Lunacy Act, 1912 is nearly 65 years old
and it has become quite out of date. With the increasing complexity in the
Social Structure, the number of mental cases of different types is increasing
day by day. This problem is being discussed by the world seriously. The
percentage of mental patients in Denmark is one and in US.A. it is three
But here in India our Government could not find out the actual figures
regarding mental patients. Experts of Health Department have made an
assessment to the effect that there would be about five million mental patients
in India. Former Government gave assurances at several occasions that such
a Bill would be brought. But nothing happened. Similar assurance is being
given by the present Government. I would like to know the exact time by
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which a Bill will be brought by the Government. (Interruption) I am happy
to know that hon. Minister of Health has brought the Bill. Under the Indian
Lunacy Act there are no facilities for the out door patients. Several other
provisions of that Act are also not consistent with our complex society. In
the third conference on Welfare of Mentally Retarded, the problem of mental
retardation was considered to be the most acute one. President Kenedy of
US.A. declared in 1963 that ‘there should be a war on mental retardation’,
I suggest that while preparing the Bill on this subject, the hon. Health Minister
should keep in mind the recommendations made by the World Health Orga-
nisation. If the hon. Minister comes forward with a comprehensive Bill covering
all the points suggested by the hon. Members, he will certainly deserve our
congratulations.

T would also like to point out one thing. In view of the difficulties faced
by the patients in these hospitals and the treatment meted out to them, as has
been quoted by Dr. Nayar in her speech, I suggest that the number of mental
hospitals should be increased in the country. Keeping in view the increasing
mental tension at family and social levels, Government should give more
attention (o the problem of menta] retardation.

I hope the suggestions given by Dr. Nayar through this Bill will be incorpo-
rated in the Government Bill.

Shri Om Prakash Tyagi (Bahraich): I congratulate Dr. Sushila Nayar for
drawing the attention of the Government to this important matter. Shri Raj
Narain also deserves congratulations for the declaration that he has already
prepared the Bill on this subject because this problem had been ignored
altogther during the past 30 years.

In this Bill Dr. Nayar has tried to solve the problem of mental retardation.
But she has not tried to understand and suggest the ways and means to solve
the problem of half-insanes whose number is increasing day by day. What
is the main cause of mental restardation ? It is mental tension and mental tension
is created by the evils of poverty, unemployment and intoxication. In
India a ‘poor man having three young daughters automatically becomes half-sane
when heavy amount of money is demanded as dowry by the bridegroom. Such
types of social evils create mental tension among crores and crores of people
as a result of which people became half-insane. These problems are to be
fought out not only by the Ministry of Health alone but by all the Government
Departments jointly.

It hias been observed that so many mentailly retarded persons are found
roaming in the streets even without clothes, but nobody cares for them. The
Bill should provide that it would be the duty of the police to get such insanes
admitted in the mental hospitals as and when they receive any reports regarding
any mental patient so that anti-social elements could not exploit mentally
retarded children and women.

There are so many cases in which only earing members of the families
become i]:}sanc. In that case, the whole family is ruined. No one takes cgre
of the children of such insane person. It is also a fact that the number of
hospitals both general and mental is inadequate. People very often come to
the Members of Parliament to get recommendation slips for getting admissipn
in the hospitals. Therefore, it is necessary to increase the number of hospitals
in the country.
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[Shri Om Prakash Tyagi]

I would like to suggest that Government should make yoga and meditation
part of hospitals in view of the fact that mental tension can be controlled by
yoga and meditation. Government should also undertake scientific research
in yoga and mediiation. It is Indian system for mental treatment and must

be developed. With these words I support this Bill.

The Minister of Health and Family Welfare (Shri Raj Narain) : To begin
with T would like to say categorically that I am influenced by Dr. Sushila
Nayar personally. 1 believe, if I request her to withdraw her Bill with this
assurance that a comprehensive Bill incorporating the spirit of her Bill is going
to be introduced very soon then I will do nothing but perform my duty.

We have already prepared the Bill after having consultations with all
the States. The Ministry of Law has also examined it. But we are receiving
suggestions at this stage also. There is a difference of opinion on the name
of the Bill itself. We also propose that the Bill proposed to be introduced
should be referred to Joint Select Committee so that there should be free

discussion on it.

We are trying our best to achieve the aims. Some of the hon. Members
have expressed their views about the Ayurveda and have held that we are
going back. If someone observes celibacy, he cannot become mad nor can

he become mentally retarded.

The hon. Members should read the Mahabharat and compare Gandhi with
Lord Krishna. We should have knowledge of history.

If we are mentally healthy, why should we not follow this ? Gandhiji
wrote an article on 29th January, 1948 in which he suggested about winding
up of the Congress. But an assassin fired three shots at him and .he died. '

Just for power also makes a man mad. Emergency was promulgated on
the ground of interna] danger. Does it come within mental sickness or not?
A number of persons were lodged in jails............ (Interruptions)......... Whatever
points I am putting here, it would be my effort to consider them aiso. When
this matter goes to the Joint Select Committee, there should be some provision
about it. The Bill presented by Dr. Sushila Nayar does not have this provision.
The Bill proposed by the Government is broader but that too does not have
this provision. Once an Asiatic Psychiatrists Conference was held in which
eminent doctors of the World took part. I placed this problem before them.
I have been put in jails 58 times. Why? Does it also come within madness ?
All these facts should be viewed at the time of conducting social analysis
Therefore, 1 request Dr. Sushila Nayar to withdraw this Bill. She should sit
in the Committee and compare this Bill with the Government Bill.

Now. I want to give some figures and quote :

“Dr. Glen Davidson, project Co-ordiﬁator. who is now ip the city has
opined that the systematic approach and inherent features of Ayurveda will
have an impact on, the medical profession in America.”
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He further adds:

“The S.LU. faculty has investigated medical systems in other parts of the
world but have found Ayurveda to be the most systematic”

We shall have to think over it as to how far madness can be cured by
Ayurveda as also by other systems, viz.,, Unani, Yoga, Naturopathy.

Shri Hari Vishnu Kamath (Hoshangabad): Is it a fact that Ayurveda is
called the Pancham Veda ?

‘Shri Raj Narain : Maharabhart is Pancham Veda while Ayurveda is Upveda.
There are 38 mental hospitals in all in the country.

I am giving the break-up of Psychiatric Clinics. There are two in Andhra
Pradesh, 2 in Bihar, 4 in Delhi, one in Gujarat, one in Haryana, one in Jammu
& Kashmir, one in Kerala, one in Madhya Pradesh, one in Mlaharashtra, 2 in
Mysore, 2 in Orissa, one in Punjab, 2 in Tamilnadu and 5 in West Bengal.

As the hon. Member has said that some private Psychiatrists also make
arrangements we shall extend our help to them as far as possible.

I have carefully listened to the views expressed by hon. Members including
Dr. Sushila Nayar about Dr. Sushila Nayar’s Mental Health Bill, 1977. I
would like to state in the House about the efforts made by the Government to
bring about changes in the provisions of the outdated Indian Lunacy Act, 1912.
The attitude of the society towards lunatics. This disease can be cured if
diagnosed at preliminary stage. Keeping this object in mind, the Govem-
ment started preparing draft of the Mental Helalth Bill.

The Cabinet approved a broad policy on September 28, 1966 to enact
such a legislation, This draft was circulated among al] the State/Union Territory
Governments for knowing their views. Copies of the laws regarding this
subject were also obtained from various developed countries. Some of the
“State Governments made delay in sending their views. Consequently, the draft
of the Bill was prepared again. This draft is latest document in the context
‘of Indian conditions.

~ So far as Dr. Sushila Nayar’s Bill is concerned, it is more or less the. same
as was prepared by Government in 1966. The following provisions are there
in the Government Bill which are not there in Dr. Sushila Nayar’s Bill :(—

Section 19 : In this section it is provided that such mentally retarded persons
can be admitted as they themselves cantiot express their desire of being admitted.

Section 46 : In this section it is provided. that if any person, altready ad-

‘mitted to Mental Hospital, feels that he is healthy, he can apply for his discharge
‘from hospital. ‘

Section 52: According to this section appeal can be filed in the Distriét
Court against the orders of any Magistrate.

Section 92: It is mentioned in this section that the Medical Officer Incharge
of any Menta] Hospital shall submit a half-yearly report about mental and
physical condition of the patient. ;

~ Section 94: In this section it is provided that legal aid will be given to
the patient on Government expenditure in certain circumstances.

~In this way, it can be seen that Sections 46, 52 and 94 of the proposed
Bill are directly in the interest of the patient. I, therefore, again request
Dr. Sushila Nayar to withdraw this Bill. She may express her views in Joint
Select Committee on the Government Bill.

Shri Hari Vishnu Kamath: By what time this Bill will be introduced ?

Shri Raj Narain: I wish this Bill is introduced in this House as soon as
possible and in this current session. The Bill is ready.

Dr. Shushila Nayar (Jhansi) : I am grateful to the hon. Members who have
expressed their views about this Bill and welcomed it. I do not distrust the
hon’ble Minister of Health and Family Welfare but I would like to say that
when I was Minister of Health, I used to tell that Government was bringing
forward the Bill in this regard. There is not much difference between my Bill
and the Government Bill. In the proposed Government Bill there is mention
about Mental Hospitals and Mental Nursing Homes. In my Bill the provision
is about Psychiatric Hospitals and Psychiatric Nursing Homes. A number of
Sections which are there in the Government Bill are also here in my Bill. The
hon. Minister says that the Bill will be introduced in the current session but
I have personal experience that inspite of my desire, I would not introduce
B for 5 years in Lok Sabha.

I submit that when the hon. Minister agrees with the spirit of this Bill,
why does he not refer this Bill to the Select Committee ?

Sir, T present this Bill for Select Committee \and request the hon. Minister
not lo prolong the presentation of such Bill. I have experienced a mental case
in ny family. There are several categories of mentally retarded persons. One
of t! ese categories is emotional insecurity. Emotionally insecure person commits
man' a worng. It is very essential that mental cases are diagnosed at the
initisl stages.

There is a Mental Health Institute in Bangalore and an Ayurveda Specialist
is there. We got Scizophrenia cases treated by him. That treatment was
tucce ssful.

Dyr. Sushila Nayar in the Chair
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No attention has been given so far to the recommendations made by Commission
on Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. No doubt, this was done by,
previous Government, but we have made no efforts to make commission
effective. The provisions regarding reservation and removal of untouchability
Kave not been implemented. The position in Government employment also is
far from satisfactory. Beaurocrats are flouting Government instructions. In the
list of Secretaries, Dy. Secretaries and Under Secretarigs declared recently there
is none who belong to Scheduled Castes or Scheduled Tribes. Officers of the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes are being given step motherly treatment,
Director & Personnel Directors in undertakings do not observe the Government
rules and orders regarding reservation quota to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes. Owur grievances are not looked into even by Ministers. When we go
to the hon. Minister of Home Affairs. He says that we are conspiring against,
him. This is really painfull.

I have written to the authorities many a time but none could give a
satisfactory answer. I am not lagainst any particular individual but the inci-
dents of atrocities, murders etc. in respect of Harijans do pain us. And then
we are told that we are deliberately parting aside. Why should they not
understand it that it is a national problem and not party affair ?

Land was snatched from the Zamindars in the mname of Land Reforms
and to distribute it to us but it was not given or it was given to those who do
not cultivate it. Thus we are still landless then, in one of the villages of
my constituency itself efforts were made to molest a woman and when she
wanted to get the report registered, the report was not registered. Such incidents
were there earlier also and are still going on now. How long will it continue ?
Now a new Janta Government has come in and the backward classes as well
as poor people have played a big role in trying this change. So, you can’t
ignore them. If effective steps are not taken to improve their lof, This
problem will grow bigger and bigger.

My friend Shri Ram Dhan has said that the matter would be taken to
UNO. Many of our friends here doubt the outcome of such a step. I want
to tell them that in case such things continued we would certainly demand our
rehabilitation, our place where we could live gracefully. Babasaheb Ambedkar
has asked for a separate electorate for us. Had that demand been acceeded to
at that time. The problem would have been solved by now. But Mahatma
Gandhi came in the way.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, the Harijans resorted to hunger strike last Monday
when neither the Home Ministry nor the machinery set up by the President
could protect our interests. 101 Harijans continued the hunger-strike for
24 hours at the Boat Club, but none went there to hear their grievances.
Whereas the previous Government also made false propaganda of allotting land
to the Harijans. The Janta Govt. too has done nothing to improve their
condition.

I therefore ask the Government to do what they preach and do something
constructive to remove the sufferings of these people who are crying for help.
The previous Govt. made us fool for 30 long years but if the present Governe-
ment also goes the same way the results would not be good.
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[Shri Shiv Narayan Sarsonia]

That is why we have made a new demand that there should be a separate
Ministry for Harijans. About 2 crore displaced persons came to India from
Pakistan and separate arrangements were made by the Govt. for their rehabili-
tation. But we people continue to dwell in the same old conditions since
very long, because such an action was not taken im our case.

These days we are hearing anti-reservation slogans whereas we share only
15 per cent.

Finally, I support the resolution and request the Government to set up
such a machinery as will be able to check atrocities on us, to ensure noble treat-
ment to us and also to ‘punish the guilty persons. Thank you.

Dr. Ramji Singh (Bhagalpur): The need of the hour is to revive the very
social comscience towards Harijans that was created by Mahatma Gandhi and
to follow his footsteps in this direction. But what is being done today is that
the Harijans are being miade tools of political propaganda and political gains.
I advise . these politicians to peep into theit own self and only then they may
put forth their constructive suggestions.

‘It is very true that our Harijan broothers are really suffering. Some of
our friends here were talking about taking the matter to the UNQO, but if
this sovereign Parliament cannot do anything in this respect, then the UNO too
would not be able to do anything. But still my heart gées with what they have
said. The happenings in Vishrampur, Belchi, Maharashtra, Karnatak and
Andhra Pradesh, are enough to arouse such feelings. They are truely pained
and provoked by these incidents to speak like that.

_ The irony of our bad luck is that we are trying to politicise this problem.
T appeal to_the Prime Minister and the opposition to have a national convention
on this issue. There is now no use of conducting a post-martem of what had
happened in Belchi and other places. Prevention is better than cure. Those
who feel the pinch are sure to react. So, we have to find out root cause and
eradicate the very cause of the problem.

It is unfortunate to politicise this problem. I therefore appeal to the
Prime Minister and the opposition to sit together and place their suggestions
before the Government for a lasting solution of this problem.

As a preventive measure first of all we should take acuon against the
District authorities for such incident in their area. Secondly, when incidents of
burning. The houses of Harijans occur, the Govt. should hold summary trials
instead of long court proceedings and punish the guilty persons  within three
months of the happenings.

. Harijans are poor and backward both socially and economically. They
fsho(}xl‘d be given legal aid and also money to defend themselves against the
eudalists.
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But as has been said here by great leader Shri Chavan, both the Government
as well as the people should collectively work for the welfare of the Harijans
and Girijans. Party-politics should not be allowed to befool the Harijans
and Girijans.

Also I would suggest that people of the areas where such incidents occur
should be collectively fined.

Then the present Government should continue the good measure taken by
the earlier Government even if that Government was headed by Smt. Indira
Gandhi. this is also true that in Bihar the sixty to forty per cent of the allotment
of land made to the Harijans remained only on the paper; and they did not
get the possession. The bare fact is that unléss the Harijans are made strong
economically and socially. This problem is not going to be solved.

The course of untouchability is the wresult of our caste system which
prescribed for four castes in the society where in the serving class became
Harijans and thus untouchables. The Father of the Nation Mahatma Gandhi
worked for the eradication of this dirty ideology we all will have to sit together
and think and act to solve this problem lat the national level.

Shri Yuvrai (Katihar) : Sir, during the debate on atrocities on, Harijan going
on for the last-two days it has been revealed that the incidents of atrocities
on Harijans are increasing. This is a serious problem and I feel that this
problem will not be solved unless the social and economic imbalances in the
society are removed. It is also correct that this problem can not be solved
by enacting legislations. Mahatma Gandhi realised the seriousness of this
problem and he undertook various programmes for Harijans uphft Through the
organisation of Harijan Sewak Sangh and the mewspapers viz., ‘Young India’,
‘Nav Jiwan’ and ‘Harijan Sewak’.

I would also like to point out that the information of the incidents of
atrocities on Harijans is not given to the police in time and in all cases. The
main reason is that the Chaukidars or Dafadars employed in the villages for
this purpose are low paid. At the same time such chaukidars can not afford
to complain against the big landlords of the villages because of the fact that
chaukidars, who in most cases, belong to- Scheduled Castes, depends on these
landlords for their livelihood. It also leads to the same suggestion that there is
a need to bring a change in the social and economic structure of the society and
to remove the economic imbalances,

It is also necessary to take strict action against those persons who indulge

in such activities to deal with the problem effectively. Only making enquiries

and constituting commissions will not suffice. We will have to gear up the

programme for social and economic reconstruction and we will have to provide

land to the landless. Government should convene ‘a conference of the Chief

Ministers of all the States to solve the problem and should ask them: to imple-
ment all the enactments on this subject effectively and stringently.

1 would also like to appeal that all of us including the Ministers should
follow the practice laid down by Gandhiji to solve this problem and during our
tours we should stay in Harijan villages and study the problems faced by them
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by ourselves. With this practice it will be easy for us to find out ways and
means to solve their actual problems.

Shri Hukamdeo Narain Yadav (Madhuban): Sir, this House has seriously
discussed the issue of atrocities on Harifans. The Prime Minister has come to
reply the debate and it shows the eagerness of the Government to solve these
problems. It is also a fact that the problem of social imbalances has been
prevailing all over the world in one form or the other. In India social condition
of Harijans are more deplorable. Here we find that not only the Administration
but the Judiciary is also prejudiced to Harijans. - The figures for the years 1967,
1968 and 1970 in respect of the cases of atrocities in Bihar reveal that almost
in all the cases culprits go scot frec and the poor Harijans do not get justice
even in the courts of law. 1, therefore, fully agree with hon. Member Shri Ramji
Singh that these cases should be tried summarily. I would like to congratulate
the Chief Minister of Bihar who has been taking keen interest in solving this
problem. He has also set up a Harijan Cell which is doing a commendable

job.

I would like to assure the House that if there is any incident of atrocities
on any Harijan in my constituency I will launch Satyagrah against such atrocities
and pursuade people to boycot such culprits at community level and social level
even if such person might be my stonch supporter. I would also like to suggest
that Government should take step honestly to end caste system in India. Inter
caste marriage should be encouraged. = Government employment should be
reserved for those who perform inter-caste marriages.

Shri Shyam Sunder Lal (Bawana) : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I do not want to go
into the figures of incidents of atrocities on Harijan during the last 30 years as
compared to that in the last-year. The percentage of atrocities is immaterial.
What matter is that we should be ashamed of even a single incident of latrocities
on Harijans in the country. The nation is today on the top of a valcano and if
this frustration and discontentment is allowed to prevail in the minds of large
section. A day may come when the country will face a complete explosion.
Therefore, this problem should be dealt with carefully and effectively.

I would also like to mention fact that in Rajasthan the number of such
incidents. is lowest. Since the constitution .of JFanta Party there is not a single
case of murder has taken place there. The Chief Minister of Rajasthan has
done an unprecedent act by appointing a Harijan as State Home Minister first
time in the history. It has proved a great success in this direction. I would
like to suggest that this practice should be followed by all other states not only
at the minister level but also at the administrative levels,

I would also like to suggest that there should be no reference to the castes
in the records of the litigants in the courts. I congratulate the Government of
Punjab for promulgating the ordidance to this effect that no body will be
required to mention his caste in schools, courts, or anywhere else. The Govern-
ment of India should also adopt such a commendable measure.

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Shri Ram Vilas Paswan (Hajipur) : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I want to make an
appeal to the Members of the opposition that they should not make political
gain out of such incidents. Belchi incident was a big ope. The congressmen
staged a big demonstration on 14th in Patna for the release of Shri Indra
Dev Chaudhary, the main accused of Belchi incident. They should feel ashamed
of it. If congressmen, Harijan M. P.s of congress would have been cautious and
vigilant about it, such incidents would not have occured.

In this context, I would like to give certain suggestions to which, I hope, our
Government and our Prime Minister will pay attention. It is said that the subject
of atrocities over Harijans and tribals falls within the jurisdiction of State
Governments and the centre cannot -interfere with it direcly. I want to suggest
that the Constituion and the existing law should be amended so as to make
Central Government also responsible for such things. Secondly, I suggest that
the licences of weapons issued to capitalists in the area prone to such incidents
should be withdrawn at once, because these weapons \are also a source of crime.
Thirdly, a special legislation should be passed to sternly deal with those who
perpetrate atrocities on Harijans and tribals. Another suggestion is that a reli-
gious institution should be opened in which students belonging to all castes includ-
ing Harijans as well as Brahmins should study and those getting degrees from
this religious instittution should replace the Acharyas or Shankaracharyas in

temples and Maths,

As regards the reserviation for the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes,
it should be made in all spheres and all sectors—publig sector, private sector and
semi-public sector. The rule “if a suitable candidate belonging to the Scheduled
Caste or Scheduled Tribe is not -available, then the vacancy will be de-reserved”
should be scrapped forthwith : In this context I would like to make another
suggestion. A five year plan should be prepared to ensure that at least one
person of every S.C, and S.T. family is.given employment in Government office/
Department/organisation or somewhere else.

_ I'want that the report of the commissioner for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes should be laid on the Table of the House every year and ‘action taken
report’” should also be lattached with it. ' There is no use of laying such a -report
with inordinate delay. '

A special cell should be set up with an area of five to seven police stations,
which should deal promptly with the cases of atrocities on Harijans. I want-to
suggest that reservation of jobs should be fixed for I.A.S. and all posts for, which
selection is made through UP.S.C. With these words, I thank you the -Prime
Minister and withdraw my motion;
