Delay in Payment of Pension
*845. Shri Ramavatar Shastri :

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri K. R. Ganesh):

(@) to (¢) Under Rule 60 of the Central Civil Services (Pension) Rules
1972 {he authority to sanction pension is vested in the Head of Department
or any other authority competent to make appointment to the post substan-
tively held by the retiring Government servant. Pensions are thus sanctioned
not on a centralised basis but by numerous authorities at various levels spread
all over the country. Up-to-date information regarding the time taken
by the various pension sanctioning authorities cr the reasons thereforis not,
therefcre, readily available centrally. Under the existing procedure which
came into effect on Ist October, 1969 (salient features given in the
aunexure) in the case of non-gazetted Government servants upto three-fourths
of gratuity and provisional pension not exceeding the maximum pension as
‘worked out by the Head of Office is required to be disbursed by him to the
retiring Government servant from the first day of the month following the
month of retirement until final amount of pension and gratuity is worked out
and- authorised by the Audit Officer. In the case of gazetted Government
servants the Audit Officers are responsible for authorising the amounts of
gratuity and pension. In their case also the rules provide for sanction of
3»1}ticipat01y pension and gratuity where a Government servant retires before

1s;pension can be finally settled. The question of simplifying and Improving
the procedures of sanctioning pensions remains constantly under review so as

to ensure expeditious disposal of pension cases,

ANNEXURE

Salient features of the procedure inircduced with effect from 1st October
1969

(i) To keep the Audit Officers informed lists will be prepared by every
Head of Departmeni every 6 months of the persons due for retire-
ment 12 to 18 m:nths hence and these lists would be forwarded
to the Audit Officer also. In the case of officers occupying Govern-
ment accommodation ihe Directorate of Estates would also be
addressed one year before the anticipated date of retirement of

the officers for 1=sue of No Demand Certificate.

(ii) Applica‘ion for pensiom world be submi'ted by the gazetted officer
direct to the Audit Officer and by the non-gazetted officer to the
Head of Office one year in advance of the date of retirement.

(iii) Pensions once sanctioned would not be subject to revision to the

(iv) In the case of a gazetted Government servant the Head of Depart-
ment is required to communicate the orders of the pension sanction-
ing authority to the Audit Officer not later than the date of his
retirement. If this intimation is not received by the Audit Officer
by that time he will assume that the retiring’officer has been allowed

full pension and gratuity.

(v) In the case of non-gazetted Government servants the Head of
Office will process the pension papers and forward the same to the
Aydit Officer. After the papers have been sent to the Audit Officer
the Head of Office will draw provisional pension not exceeding
the maximum and $th of the gratuity as may be admissible under
the rules and arrange to disburse the same on the first day of
the month fellowing the month in which the officer retires from
service and the payment of pension will continue until the final
pension is determined and authorised by the Audit Officer-

Government dues against ihe retiring Government servant
should be adjusted within a period of 6 months from the date of
his retirement.

Hotel Classification Standards, Joint Research Surveys in the major tourist
generating markets, the Air-fare Structure to the Souih Asia Region and Re-
gional Cocperation in Training, Pi.blicity and Promotion. Two Working Par-
ties were set up respectively to deal with Hotel Classification and Tourism Re-
search. The Regional Secretariat was authorised to take up certain other Stu-
dies to enable joint decisicns to be taken at the next meeting of the Council.

(¢) India is a Member of the International Union of Official Travel Organi-
sations and of the South Asia Regional Travel Commission of that Organisation.
International and Regional cooperation in tourism development is likely to be
of contnning benefit to India by way of inter-change of ideas, availab’I'ty of
expert advice and iralinng facilities and cooperative schemes of development
of tourism facilities.

Shri Ram Bhagat Paswan (Rosere): The Hon. Minister has also accepted
this fact that Kosi is a river of sorrow. Before the barrage was constructed it
was very often that the course of the river changed and the millions of
acres of fertile land was unindated. '
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As regards control of the silt, Kanwarsain commitiee recommended
Construction of Kotar dam but the Government did not pay any heed to 1t
and consequently sili went on increasing. Now there is fear all around that
if no positive or permanent steps are taken to conirol it, the canal will bg
completely destroyed. The Government havenot underiaken any permanent
measure so far, the measures ad:.p.ed are temporary. May I know whetper
the Hon-Minister is going to take immediate steps for permanent solution
of the problem ?

It has been urged upon the Governmen: once and again that steps be
taken for the safety of the people residing in Kcsi Catchmen: area. But
nothing has been done so far.

We are going to construct Western Kosi Canal. What precautionary steps
in this case have been taken to tackle the problems created by Eastern
Kosi Caral?

Is it a tact that there would have been no silting at tlie’present rate had the
Government accepted the recommendation of Kanwarsain Committee Report?

Shri Chiraniib Jha (Sabarsa) I: is really unfortunate that we are facing the
same problem even after the Completion of Kosi project. People within and
without the embankment areas are not safe.

About irrigation, it has been stated that 18 lakh acres will be irrigated
from Eastern Kosi Canal. But irrigation facilities have so far been provided
only in 2 or 3 lakh acres of land. This is a s'rry state of affairs.

The Government have drawn a plan to supply 2700 Casecs of water from
Rajpur branch Channel. . Thereis only 1700 cusecs of water in it. There is a
heavy silt in Rajpur canal and it has adversely affected the Rabi crop.

As regard Katya Power House, the Hon. Minister has admitted the
non-availability of power there. The people of Kosi project area have not so far
been properly rehabilitated. The Government. should look into it and take
Immediate steps to provide permanent and proper rehabilitation facilities.

. We do not object to the Ceiling of land holdings. But the Ceiling should
dlﬂ'(‘:l‘ In the areas of assured irrigation and where proper facilities are not
available for the purpose.
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May I know whether the Goverament will immediately Constitute a
technical committee to look into the problems of entire Kosi project so that
more than 1 crores of people of the area may be protected. May I also know
whether they will provide irrigation facilities from eastern Kosi canal in
14 Lakh acres of land if so by what time? I would also like to know the
time by which Katya Power House will be put into operation ?

The Government of Bihar are not capable of solving all these problems
by themselves. They require Central assistance. May I know whether the

Central Government, in order to have early solution of all these problems,
will take that over?

Shri Mulki Raj Saini (Dehradun) : I was saying that certain changes are
to be brought about for the expansion of education by this Government that

is commandable.
JUTSAN WEIRT GIBTEA EY
Mr. Deputy Speaker in the Chair
The Government has allotted Rs. 29 Crores in the Budget for providing
employment to the unemployed. Separate institutions have been opened for
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technical, technological and engineering education, But the question is who
can afford to send their children to these institutions because they are very costly.
If we want to impart such education to the children of the poor, we shall have
to make this education cheap.

There are three-four types of schools in the country under the present
educational system. The Sainik Schoolsand other Public Schools are costly.
Last year the Government proposed to provide 25 seats in such schools but that
is like a drop in the Ocean. '

We talk much about monopoly houses these days. But is it not a fact that
even in the field of education a kind of monopoly has taken place? Only
the Children of the rich are receiving the best education. The monopoly in the
field of education has to be put an end to.

The arrangement for the people of lower class is in deplorable condition.

In the Universities and Colleges the student belonging to the poor goes
to receive education but he is threatened by the wicked students. Indis-
cipline is prevalent in these Colleges.

The Government should nationalise the education in order to remove_the
disparities in the field of education,

Education should be made free and compulsory for the weaker sections of

the cociety. So long as this is not done, our goal of socialism will remain
& mere dream and a slogan.

So far as the question of Hindi is concerned, it is the responsibility of the
Central Government to promote and encourage it. It seems that there
18 no scheme in that direction.

I would like to say few words about social welfare. The work of social
Welfare is being done with a view to providing employment to the people.
Grants are given to various institutionsin order to curb beggary, to check
corruption among women. The Government should see that these grants are
not misused by these institution.

Prof. S.L. Saksena (Maharajgan)) : When the new Minister took charge of
Education I hoped that there would be all round improvement in the field of
education under his guidance but I was surprised to’see the budget allocation
for education. Out of a total of Rs. 75,000 crores only Rs. 123 crores have been
allocated for education which comes to only 15 percent. It is a matter of
shame. Other advanced countries spend 25 per cent on education,

How little importance we attach to education is evident from the facs
that there is no Minister of Cabinet rank in the Ministry. Why the Cabinet
rank has not been given to Prof. Nurul Hasan ?

The way in which the grants given by the University Grants Commission
are spent is also a matter of shame. 88 per cent of the students are reading
in Colleges and only 12 per cent of them in the Universities, But Rs. 23 Crores
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are spent on the Universities and only Rs. 7 Crores are spent on Colleges
Sixty per cent amount should be given to the Colleges and the remaining 40
per cent to the Universities.

In order to improve our performance in Olympics, it is essential to pay
greater attention to the sports in Colleges.

The facilities provided for primary education are very unsatisfactory.
Unless these primary schools attain the status of kindergortens, no progress
can be  achieved.

Shri Dalip Singh (Outer Delhi) : T am thankful to the hon. Minister who h'as
succeeded in getting the Delhi Education Bill passed and bas given much relief
to the Delhi School teachers.

There are many public schools in the cities but the education system
in the villages is not satisfactory. There should be only one syllabus for all
schools. As a result of that the children of the poor will read the same
books as the children of the rich.

Recently T had the apportunity to visit a co-eductional college. I was
pained to see their discipline at their annual function. When the girls came
to receive prizes, the boys started hooting them.

The hon. Minister shouid consider the opening of a college in my constitu-
ency.

There are nursery schools in the cities. But there are no nursery schools
in the rural areas. Nursery schools should be opened in the villages.

In the Higher Sceondary Schools inrural areas of Delhi, science is taught
through Hindi medium but these students cannot seek admission to the LLT.
If Science is taught through English medium in the cities. it should also be
taught in English in the villages.

Tt is learnt that some centres, which were opened to train women and
girls in sewing and embroidery, are proposed to be closed. I would like to
request the hon. Minister to have a dialogue with the Delhi Education Dire-
ctorate and ask them not to close these centres.

Shri Maha Deepak Singh Shakya (Kasganj) : The jurisdiction of the
Ministry of Education and Social Welfareis very wide but the amount allotted
for it is very small. This is really regrettable. The allocation in the budget
for this Ministry should be more.

It is said that there has been much progress in the field of educaiion du-
ring the last 25 years. But has the Government ever tried to find out as to

how many schools are really imparting education and how many are merely
making money ?

The Standard of education is going down. The youth need employment.
The Government never paid any attention to it. Has any survey been concuc-

ted as to which sections of the society are left-untouched in respect of
education ? ‘
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To-day we see that demonstrations take place. The Railway Property is
being damaged. It is all due to unemployment.

Shri Nageshwar Dwivedi (Machhlishahr): During the last 25 years

the number of schools have increased but the standard of education has gone
down. As a result when theboys come out insearch of jobs and do not
get Jobs, they resort to immoral practices and indulge in violence and indis-
cipline in the universities. It shows that the money we are spending goes
waste. Changes in the entire educational system are needed.

Previously religious education was given. To-day in some of the private
schcols and colleges, religious education is given but due to immaturity

and less knowledge of religious matters there are clashes. The main tenets of
every religion should be given place in education.

The history books taught in our universities are those which were written
during the British regime. So many persons have written. new history books

in our country. That should be compiled, reshaped and taught in ous universi-
{1es.

Sanskrit is being neglected in our country. It has been official language in

our country. If we do not provide proper education in Sanskrit, we shall be
deprived of the knowledge of our cultural and literary heritage.

So far as the basic education is concerned, Mahatma Gandhi initiated
the basic education but the way in which it is being imparted to day is ridi-

culous. If that system is to be introduced, if should be introduced on the lines
of Wardha Education Scheme.

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Education and Social Welfare and
the Department of Culture (Shri D. P. Yadav) : Today the question is not whe-
ther the education should be the subject <f the centre or that of the State. The
main problem is how to have qualitative control over education. Wehave
had lot of discussion on vocationalisation and restructuring of education bub
little has been achieved in this regard.

Our’s is a vast country and we want to give assistance to the States in the
matter of education. We provided 30,000 teachers to the Statesin 1971-72.

We have set up a National Council of Educational Research and Training
to improve the quality of education. That Institute has reached the take off
stage and has developed the capacity to bring about uniformity amcng the
schools. It has printed a number of text books. We have four regional colleges of
education which will also help in this task.

Sending of cireulars to Secretaries of Education Departments of States
with regard to implementation of various schemes has not proved effective.

At present our officers go to the states and discuss matter with the State
officers and take on-the-spot decisions. We have also started exchange of officers.
We are also setting up National Staff College. We are also conducting seminars
of District Education Officers or Directors of Education so as to have informa-
tion about the actual situation in the matter.

So far as the question of qualitative Controlof education is concerned
it needs money. The planning Commission has assured that it is going to
spend Rs. 226 crores on the development of education. We will be able to
make a lot of improvement with that huge amount,

We have stated our position fully with regard to various aspects of education.

Shri Shambhu Nath (Saidpur) : I support this bill inspite of the fact that
it came from the opposition side. Itisa fact that the Backward classes have
benefited very much during 25 years after Independence.

So many ideologies have developed during the present age of socialism.
Some plead the withdrawal of facilities to Harijans whereas some are in
favour of retaining the same,

It was stated that the Harijans being incompetent could not be absorbed
in Government services. During the post independence period the harijans
have attained adequate efficiency and still they are not getting adequate repre-
sentation in the services.

The Scheduled castes are not getting representation in the services accor-
ding to the fixed quota. The Administrators do not want that Scheduled caste

people should eater the services.

The administration is being run through the autonomous bodies and cor-
porations in the present age of socialism. Injystice is being done to the Harijans
in the name of qualification and efficiency and this country can no longer
tolerate it. The efficiency should be measured on the basis of economic factors.
It is also the duty of the Government to see that Harijans are made efficieat

for technical jobs.

Mischief has been played with the interest of harijans during 25 years of
independence under this Article of the constitution.

It is generally argued thet inquiries should be made for the reasons
for which Harijans could not be provided jobs according to the fixed quota. A
legislation to provide justice to the harijans needs to be enacted.
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
