New Railway Line Between Makronia and Kareli

t*386. Shri Narmada Prasad Rai: Will the Minister of Railways be
pleased to state :

{a) whether Government are considering a proposal to link Makronia
and Kareli railway stations in Madhya Pradesh by a new railway line;

(b) if so, when this work is likely to be completed; and

(c) if not, the reasons therefor in view of the fact that this line is essen-
tia] from the point of view of trade?

The Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhe Dandavate) : (a) There is no
‘proposal under the consideration of the Government at present for linking
Makronia with Kareli in Madhya Pradesh by a new railway line.

(b) Does not arise.

(c) There is extreme shortage of funds which are insufficient even for
completion of the projects already in hand.

Shri Narmada Prasad Rai: Sir, there are five big and important towns
between Makronia and Kareli. It is essential from the point of view of trade
to connect these stations by a new railway line. Besides there is a big mili-
tary headquarters at Thana which also adds to this requirement. =~ A number
of military vehicles ply to and fro Thana causing much inconvenience to the
public and other traffics. It causes loss of life and property also. Apart from
this, a famous fair takes place at Parman which goes on for about a month.
From these points of view it is essential to link these two stations by a new

line.
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Prof. Madhu Dandavate: 1 would like to inform the hon. Member that
we have exireme shortage of funds. We have 28 new railway lines in hand
the construction work of which is pending due to paucity of funds. I know
the importance and requirement of this line, but we are not in a position to
accept the suggestion of the Hon. Member. Due to exireme shortage of funds
completion of many projects which are already in hand is pending. Our
policy is to give top priority to those railway lines only the construction of
which is already in progress. So we cannot consider this proposal at this stage.

Shri Narmada Prasad Rai: The previous regime neglected this area
completely for thirty years and no devslopment work was undertaken in this
area so far. I earnestly request the Hon. Minister to give priority to this district
which is a neglected area and link it by a new railway line.

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : We shall certainly pay’ more attention towards
neglected and backward ardas but we have also to pay more attention to those
areas which have a heavy rush of traffic. In view of this, I think we shall have
to wait for some time to construct a railway line there.

Shri Raghavji : Madhya Pradesh is most backward area from the point
of view of rail fraffic. Raisen district is the most backward area in this back-
ward state, [ want to know whether a survey was conducted for the construc-
tion of a new railway line from Kareli to Abdullaganj via Gadarwalla. Whe-
ther any proposal is under the consideration of the Government to lay a rail-
way line there. May I know whether the Hon-Minister is aware that the sur-
vey of this line was conducted eight or ten. years ago? This area of Madhya
Pradesh is very rich in agricultural produce and forest wealth but it is back-
ward due to lack of transport facilities. May I know whether the Hon. Minis-

ter will consider the proposal to construct a railway line from Kareli to Abdul-
ganj via Gadarwalla?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : This question does not arise out of the main
question, However, I would like to inform the Hon. Member that no sur-
vey of this line was conducted.

Shri Sharad Yadav: Every Minister says that he pays more attention
towards backward areas. Madhya Pradesh is economically most backward
State in the country as also from the point of view of transport facm,tles,;
May I know whethér Jabalpur and Gondia will be connected by a railway line:
The Government have linked Bombay with Calcutta by rail but have done
nothing for those areas which lack transport facilities and are backward. May

1 know the scheme formulated by the Government to implement expeditious-
ly for backward areas?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : First of all I would like to tell the hon. Membe;
that Madhya Pradesh is not the most backward area s0 far as development 0
railway lines is concerned. So far as development of railways in the cc-unétry
is concerned, no railway lines have been laid in Assam and Orissa r; tg
independence. There are certain areas where not more than a distance o )
Kilometres is covered by train service even after independence. Even then
I would like to inform the Hon. Member that 28 railway lines which I have
already referred to are mostly in backward areas and it is our endeavour ;o
carry out the construction work of these railway lines within the allocation made
by the planning commission for the purpose.

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Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta: The hon. Minister is aware that a number of
complaints had been received during the general elections. The Election Law
was amended before or during the emergency and the definifion of corrupt prac-
tices was also changed. It provided for the establishment of a special Tribunal
for hearing election petitions against the Prime Minister and the Speaker of Lok
Sabha. I want to know whether the definition of corrupt practices will now
be changed in the amendment being brought by the Government and whether
the Government will reconsider the amendment which provided for the esta-
blishment of the above tribunal.

Halt at Agra by Three Express Trains

tT"‘389. Shri Ramji Lal Suman: Will the Minjster of Railways be pleased
to state :

(a) whether he is aware that three important trains, viz. 126-UP KK Ex-
press, 122-UP Tamil Nadu Express and 124-UP Andhra Express do not halt
at Agra, which is an important historical place; and

(b) if there is any departmental inconvenience whether Government would
consider halting these trains for the benefit of the passengers intending to visit
the historical places there?

The Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : (a) Yes, sir.

(b) Agra Cantt. is already served by 3 pairs of trains towards Madras, one
pair of trains towards Hyderabad and one pair towards Kerala for the conveni-
ence of passengers from Agra to these areas. 122-UP Tamil Nadu Express,

. Shri Ramji Lal Suman : The hon. Minister has stated that other im
trains halt at Agra. It goes without saying that Agra is an important higzrrtii::
place. It is an injustice 1o Agra where important trains like 126-UP KK Fx-
press, 122-UP Tamil Nadu and 124 UP Andhra Express do not halt. As com-
pared to those stations where these trains halt, Agra fulfils the requirement to
a greater extent for providing stoppages by these trains there. So far as popu-
lation is concerned Agra, which has a population of 6.20 lakhs according to
the 1971 Censug stands next, to Nagpur on these railway lines; other staticns
where these trains stop have much less population than Agra. Ii¥ view of
this may I know as t0 why these trains do not halt at Agra whereas they stop
even at small and less important siations. The distance required between two
stations for providing a halt is also less than what the Hon. Minister has stated.

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : The beauty of the Taj is well known to all and
there are no two opinions about it. [ have already stated that we have no in-
tention to deprive the passengers going to south of the privilege to see Agra.
There are 15 pairs of trains which halt at Agra including some towards south.
Of these, 12 pairs of trains are Fast and Express. We have also to see that
when 15 pairs of trains halt at Agra, there will be some fast trains also in the
country which may not halt at all the stations. There has been demand from
the people of south for introduction of fast trains towards south. T¢ has, there-
fore, been decided that these three trains which have been referred to by the
Hon. Member should not halt at Agra so as to reduce the hours of their halts.

Shri Ramji Lal Suman : The submission I have to make is that a passenger
from Delhi to Andhra Pradesh, Hyderabad or Secunderabad reaches his desti-
nation within 24 hours whereas from Agra it would take him two days to reach
any of these destinations. Because he has to come to Delhi to catch these
trains. The people of Agra are deprived of this facility which is not justified.

Secondly, from the point of view of distance also, there is no justification
for these trains to stop at Ballarshah beyond Nagpur. The distance between
these two stations is 212 Km. Salempur is at a distance of 121 Km. only.
Similarly the distance between Salempur and Erod is almost the same. So how
is it justified that these trains should not stop at Agra whereas they halt even
at small stations.

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : 1 would like to invite the attention of the hon.
Member to the fact that Tamil Nadu Express is tri-weekly, Andhra Pradesh
Express is bi-weekly and Karnatak Kerala Express is also a bi-weekly service.
There has been a persistent demand from the south to introduce some fast
trains towards south with minimum number of stoppages. So this decision
has been taken keeping their demand in view.

The Minister of State for Petroleum and Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri
Janeshwar Mishra) : (a), (b) and (c): A statement is laid on the Table of the
House.

STATEMENT

The yearly allocations of paraffin wax to the States are made on the basis
of total expected availability of wax in particular year and the past upliftment
performance of each State, and not on the basis of the installed capacity of
the wax-based industries in the State,. The demand for paraffin wax in the
country has been increasing, while the production in thg Digboi Refinery of
the Assam Oil Company, which is the main source for production of paraffin
wax in the country, has been stagnant. To supplement indigenous availability,
the import policy for 1977-78 has been amended to provide for canalised im-
ports of paraffin wax. Until the capacity for manufacture of paraffin wax is
increased by setting up of new units in the public sector, it is hoped that cana-
lised imports of paraffin wax would lead to elimination of shortages aad im-
prove the availability of paraffin wax to actual usets.

Shri Rameshwar Patidar : Mr. Speaker, Sir, the quantity of paraffin wax
allotted to M.P. in 1976 by the Central Government is very low keeping in
view its production in the State. During the emergency excesses were on the
increase and the allotment of paraffin was declining. May I know from the
Hon. Minister whether the allotment of paraffin to M.P, during this year would
‘be increased?

Proposal to Run Super Fast Trains During 1977-78

*391. Shri M. A. Hanan Alhaj: Will the Minister of Railways be pleased
to state :

(a) whether Government have a proposal to run super fast trains during
1977-78. and .

(b) if so. the details thereof and the time by which new trains are likely
to be introduced?

The Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : (a) No, Sir. However,
a proposal to increase the frequency of 59/60 Howrah-Bombay Gitanjali
Express from two to three days in the week is under consideration.

{b) Does not arise

Shri M. A. Hanan Alhaj : May I know from the Hon. Minister the rea-
sons for showing down the speed of some fast trains ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : Some definite guidelines and criteria have been
laid regarding speed of trains. While deciding the speed, the condition of the
track, tracking conditions etc. are taken into account. Where the track condi-
tions have found to be good the speed has been increased and in case of poor
track condition the speed has been reduced in certain cases but in case of super
fast trains the minimum speed has been 100 kms. and maximum 105, 110 kms.

Shri M. A. Hanan Alhaj: You have stated the reasons for slowing
down of important train.  Secondly, do you propose to increase the speed of
fast trains?

‘ Prof Madhe Dandavate : Sir, the supplementary is quite different from
the main question.

Additional Annual Increments to DLW Employees

13641. Shri Chandra Shekhar Singh: Will the Minister of Railways be-
pleased to state :

(a) the reasons for not granting additional annual increments to 6000 em-
ployees of D. L. W., Varanasi when 450 other employees were granted advance-
increments for being loyal;
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(b) whether it is a fact that during the period of strike no employee of
D. L. W. except a telephone operator, reported for duty from 8th May, 1974
to 16th May, 1974,

(c) whether it is also a fact that a large number of employees of D. L. W.
have been suspended and removed from service and 8 employees have been
demoted. nine compulsorily retired during the Emergency and the reasons
therefor; and

(d) if so, the action proposed to be taken by Government in the matter?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Sheo Narain) :
(a) Grant of advance increments was subject to fulfilment of certain con-
ditions. Only 445 out of a total of 6642 employees who fulfilled these condi-
tions werc granted advance increments.

(b) Ne.

(c) Under the normal operation of Raiway Servants (Discipline and Ap-
peal) Rules, during Emergency 27 employees were suspended out of which
suspension of 18 has been revoked; 60 employees were removed/dismissed out
of which 4 have been reinstated. All these employees were removed/dis-
missed/suspended as a result of conviction by court or arresi under criminal
offence or for breach of Conduct Rules.

9 employees were compulsorily retired as a result of review of their service
after attaining prescribed age or length of service. Out of these, 3 have since
been reinstated in their respective class and one in lower class. 2 employees
were reverted as a result of review of their cases after promotion and thev have
since been repromoted.

(d) Discipline and Appeal Rules provide that the affected staff may sub-
mit appeals/review petitions to the competent authority against the punish-
ment mmposed under D. & A. Rules. Instructions have also been issued that
the cases of staff dismissed/removed from service without giving them an
opportunity to defend themselves during the Emergency may be reviewed once
again.

Minister of State in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Sheo Narain): (a) to
(c) : 222 were killed and 155 injured. In respect of train accidents, compensa-
tion is payable only in cases of death or grievous injuries. The claims of 17
persons killed and not identified have not been received so far. 186 claims

have been received under the Indian Railways Act, 1890. Compensation to
the tune of Rs. 88,69,067 has been claimed in these cases,

(d) Out of 186 claims, 38 claims have so far been decided by the Ad-Hoc/
Ex-officio Claims Commissioners, and an .amount of Rs. 5,53,104 has been
paid as compensation. A sum of Rs. 21,000 due under the Workmen’s Com-
pensation Act in the case of one railway employee, who was killed while on
duty, has been deposited with Commissioner for Workmen’s - Compensation;

(e) The remaining claim applications are pending finalisation in the courts
of the Ad-Hoc/Ex-officio Claims Commissioners. These claims will be satisfi=
ed on the basis of the verdict of the Ad-Hoc/Ex-officio Claims Commissieners
without any delay on the part of the Railway Administration. The cases of
10 railway employees, who were killed while on duty, are umider consideration
.of the Railway Administration concerned. Five railway employees, who were
“injured while on duty, are on sick list and the loss in their earning capacity

for the purpose of payment of compensation under the Workmen’s Compensa-
tion Act will be determined and paid.

nees, were decided in favour of the Railways. :

(b) No.

() As soon as 3 claim is received it is examined from all angles in ac-
cordance with the various provisions of the Indian Railways Act. If a claim
is found tenable and necessary documents have been furnished by the claimant
in time, it is promptly settled and payment is arranged. However, if a claim
is not payable according to law, Railways have to repudiate it. Railways
have also to guard against preferement of exaggerated claims either by inflat-
ing the extent of damage or by submitting false beejuck or mis-declaring the
quality of goods lost or damaged.

~ (d) Instructions already exist with the Railways not to reject those claims
‘which are payable according to the law. Repudiation of claims are required
to be done only for sound reasons. Appeals against repudiatidn or less pay-
ment are reviewed by senior officers. The cases are also thoroughly reviewed
before it is decided to contest them in a court of law. Effective steps are
‘taken to brief the Railway Advocates for ensuring proper defence in court
cases. Every effort is made to avoid expenditure on unnecessary litigation.

Minister of State for Railways (Shri Sheo Narain): (a) Yes. However, @
woollen jersey is supplied to the waiters worRing in climatic zones classified
as ‘Winter’, ‘Summer and Mild Winter’ areas.

(b) The rate of commission varies from item to item and Railway to Rail-
‘way. The powers to fix the rates of- commission have been delegated to
Zonal Railways, who fix the rate taking into consideration factors like quantum
of sale, profitability, demand of the food items, etc. It has to be ensured
while fixing the rates that the commission bearers and vendors earn reason-
able emoluments. Railways- have been instructed to periodically review the
earnings of commission bearers and vendors and whenever necessary enhance
the rate of commission and offer other incentives to ensure reasonable emolu-
ments to them.

(c) In the departmental catering establishments, the staff like cooks,
helpers, mashalchies and some bearers, etc. are regular Railway employees.
Besides them the departmental catering establishments also engage bearers and
vendors who sell the food articles on commission basis. They are not Rail-
way employees..

. (d) The working and service condition of commission bearers and vendors
is currently under examination by the Government,

: As regards the supply of woollen clothes to Waiters the extant Dress

The Minister of State,for Petroleum and Chemicals & Fertilizers (Shri
Janeshwar Mishra) : (a) and (b) : The prices of drugs are statutorily controlled
under the provisions of Drugs (Price Control) Order, 1970. The wholesale
price index of drugs and medicines vis-a-vis. other commodities (with 1970-71
—100 as the base) has registered a gradual rise as compared to the steep rise
evident for other commodities:—

1974-75 . . . . 174.9 108 .2
1975-76 . . . . 173 118 .7
1976-77 . . . 176 .6 133.9

Through the operation of the said Order, it has been possible to contain
the prices within fairly reasonable levels as compared to the prices of other
commodities. ‘

A number of steps have been taken to reduce the prices of drugs. There
is no excise duty on Sera, Vaccine, Anaesthetics and medicinal grade Oxygen,
All formulations marketed under the generic names are subject to a conces-
sional rate of excise duty of only 19. Patent or proprictary formulations
based on 25 essential bulk drugs of life saving nature are eligibles for a con-
cessional rate of excise duty of 2.5% as on May, 1977 as against the normal
rate of 12.5%. 75 life saving drug formulations are totally exempted from
Customs Duty when imported by actual users. As a result of thesc measures
the prices of some drug formulations already stand reduced.

The Hathi Committee on Drugs & Pharmaceuticals Industry have also,
inter alia, recommended rationalisation of prices of drpgs. 'j[‘he recommenda-
tions of the Committee are in the final stages of comsideration.

The Ministry of Finance have also constituted an Indirect Taxation
Enquiry Committee which is looking into the indirect taxes on all commodities
including medicines. Any reduction in indirect taxes based on the recommenda-
tions of this Committee would have the effect of reducing the prices of drugs.
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(c) & (d): There is no such proposal under consideration of the Govem-
ment at present, The Ministry of Health and Family Welfare have, however,
drawn up a ‘Community Health Workers ‘Scheme’. "Under this scheme some
medicines supplied by the Government will be distributed free of cost by the
Community Health Workers to the villagers. In the present phase, however,
the scheme is in operation only in 777 Primary Health Centres in the country
and as such it is applicable only to the villages covered by these Centres.

The Minister of State for Pefroleum and Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri
Janeshwar Mishra) : (a) At present, the ONGC is drilling at three new locations
in Gujarat. Besides, sixteen more locations have also been selected for ex-
ploratory drilling in Gujarat in future. It is difficult to say if all these loca-
tions would be hydrocarbon bearing or not. ‘

(b) & (c) : The rate of royalty on crude oil and casing head condensate
was enhanced from Rs. 15/~ per tonne to Rs. 42/- per tonne with effect from
8th September, 1976. Under the provisions of the Oil Fields (Regulation and
Development) Act, 1948, the rate of royalty can be enhanced only once in
four years. The Government of Gujarat who represented for further enhance-
ment of royalty have been advised to let the present position continue until
the present rate is due for review in 1980. "

.. _The amount of royalty payable to the Government of Gujarat on crude
oil is of the order of Rs. 17 crores per annum at the present level of crude
oil production in that State.

as to enable them to assert their rights; devising of new legal tech-
niques and methods to bring to the court the problems of the poor
etc.

The principal mode of delivery of legal services should be assigning
a lawyer out of private practitioners or through the agency of sala-
ried lawyers employed by the office of the Legal Services Committee;
organisation of legal aid camps in rural areas; setting up of mobile
units of lawyers to go to the rural areas for the purpose of free
legal assistance and advice, constitution of para-legal services involy-
ing law students, social workers to give advice to the poor; organis-
ing short training-cum-orientation courses and socio-legal seminars
for education of social workers; setting up of adjunct services like
Nagrik Salah Kendras to give advice and assistance in legal matters.

As a result of the recommendations of
the Second Pay Commission, it was decided that they should be made eligible
for the three National Holidays. In actual practice, however, it is not possible
to spare all of the line staff for enjoying the National Holidays. However,
such of the staff as are required to work on the National Holidays, are com-
pensated by additional payment at a special rate which is about 14 times
the normal rate. This concession of compensation is limited to those whose-
pay is upto Rs. 750.

(b) Since goods trains, unlike passenger carrying trains, can generally run
according to the materialisation of the stock and power position as also on
the availability of path, the Guards of ‘C’ Grade who work on these trains
cannot work according to fixed duty links and they are assigned duties on the
principle of ‘first-in-first-out’, care being taken to see that the limitations of
hours of employment and the rest provisions under Hours of Employment
Regulations are, as far as possible, not breached.

(c) Yes. Under the extant rules, the Running Staff should not normally

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Working of Law Commission During Emergency

+3762. Shri Nawab Singh Chauhan: Will the Minister of Law, Justice and

Reports and many have been implemented by appropriate legislation. Its
revised terms and referenc® are as in the statement. .

(b) The Commission did not play any role in formulating emergency legis-
lation.

(¢) The Commission as such did not have any role with regard to the
emergency laws. The acts of the Members of the Commission who have in
any case ceased to hold office in their private capacity is not the concern of
the Government of India.

STATEMENT

1. To keep under review the system of judicial administration to e.nsuré:
that it is résponsive to the reasonable demands of the times and in particular
to secure—

(a) elimination of delays, speedy clearance of arrears and reduction in
costs so as to secure quick and economical disposal of cases without
affecting the cardinal principle that decisions should be just and fair.

Commonwealth Ministers’ Conference on Delay in Justice

13763. Shri Nawab Singh Chauban: Will the Minister of Law, Justice
and Company Affairs be pleased to state the decision taken in the Common-
wealth Ministers’ Conference held in the last week of August, 1977 in Canada
on the question of delay in justice and the manner in which Government of
India are implementing it ? i
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The Minister of Law, Justice and Company Affairs (Shri Shanti Bho-
shan) : 1. In the meeting of the Commonwealth Law lszlinisters held :t
Wiiinipeg, Canada, from August 22 to 26, 1977, there was a general ' discussion
on the question of c_lelays in the administration of justice, -

. 2. At the conference Law Ministers expressed their grave concern about
increasing delays in the administration of justice—a problem faced by almost
all Commonwealth jurisdictions. They agreed that it was one which called for
positive and urgent action; and - pledged themselves to providing remedies

which in no way jeopardised the quality of justice and which ted th
fundamental rights of all persons under tthe law. which respected the

3. In considering the problem ofsthe law’s delays, Ministers were consci-
ous Of a number of contributing Jactors: a worldwide rise in the level and
sophisticafion of crime; the increasing complexity of trials; greater recourse
to the courts attendant on heighteded consciousness, of legal rights; and litiga-
tion generated by a rising but unavoidable volume of legislation were only
some of them. The provision of legal laid on a wider scale, so essential to

the creation of a just society, itself often increased pressure on the court
system and deepened the problom.

4. Law Ministers canvassed a wide range of approaches Legal advice and
counselling, if made widely available at an early stage, had the potential to
resolve disputes before they reached court; minor offences could be dealt
with by special procedures; and preliminary hearings could be streamlined
while at the same time ensuring fairness to the accused.

5. Appointing more judicial officers was a possible but not always an
appropriate answer. Account had always to be taken of the need to maintain
a strong Bar and to constantly balance its depletion ‘against enlargement of
the Bench. Special courts provided some possibilities of improvement in
appropriate areas such as family law, but these still required human and physi-
cal resources for their proper administration. New approaches might need
to be pursued through such developments as decriminalising so called
*victimless crime’ where the level of tolerance of particular societies made this
possible. There was an important role for the courts themselves, and for
lawyers, in reducing delays and promoting the despatch of legal business.

. 6. Surveying the problem and the varied responses to it by countries in
widely differing parts of the Commonwealth, Law Ministers were left with a
heightened perception of the value of comparative approaches to solutions,

ey requested the Commonwealth Secretariat to assist them in their determi-
nation to meet this challenge, by both collating information on a Common-
wealth-wide basis and arranging appropriate studies. Thus, apart from the
general appraisal of the problem no concrete or specific decisions were taken
as such in the meeting in regard to the problem of delay in justice.

Better we should have some statutory or semi-statutory provision for that.
The Governmens should not assume so many powers in the name of hard-

ship because it leads to corruption.

My next amendment relates to section 6 in which amendment of
section 293 of the original Act is proposed to -be amended. In fact, the
political parties including the students’ or workers’ organisation should not
be given donations. This will breed corruption. [t would be better if
these companies give donations for relief work in the areas affected by natural
calamities. I hope Law Minister would accept my amendments.
