Shri Jagannathrao Joshi : Taes floating platform got from Japan for oil ex-

loration near Bombay was found defective and returned back. Since it was not delivered

in time h ravy damages have been caused. May I know whether its delivery has now been
made to us, if so whether it has started functioning there ?

Shri D. K. Borooah : The platform manufactured by Mitsubishi Company of
Japan wasearlier scheduled to bedelivered on 3oth September, 1972. When it was being put
to trial the Electric Installation not the whole ship— was found defective. It was to be got
duly repaired. Now the defect has been removed. The same platform is being used for
drilling in Tarapurin Bombay Highatpresent. Ithasbeen workingsince 1gth September
for the delay we have been paid .82 million yens, that is about Rs. 53 lakhs, in the form of

damages.

(a) No. Only one case of dacoity in trains running on the Agra-Lucknow section of

the North-Eastern Railway, which occurred on 31-7-1973/1-8-1973, has so far been
reported during 1973.

(b) and (c) Onthenight of 31-7-73/1-8-73 while train No. 116 Down was running bet-
ween Kamalganj and Khudagan; stations, seven miscreants, who had entered a third class

compartment of the train at Kamalganj, looted the belongings of a Passenger travelling in
the compartment.

No recovery or arrest has so far been made. Government Railway Police, Farrukhabad
have registered a case under section 395/397 IPC and Police investigations continue.

As a preventive measure, all night passenger trains in the affected section are being
¢scorted by armed police.

Whateverdemands are presented to the administration are given due consideration
with the utmost sympathy. It hastob=realised byst affthavjust because certain demands
h&ve been voiced, it doesnot mean tnattneysnould be conceded forthwith.

(1i) Demurrage and wharfage rates have been stepped up with effect from 1-12-1972
with a view to encouraging trade to expedite loading and unloading operations.

(iii) Co-operation oftradeis being continuously sought to expedite loading and unloading
operatjons, as well as to increase the extent of movement in train loads.

(iv) Ason 1-g-1973, orders for manufacture of 41,233 wagons with various wagon manu-
facturers including Railway Workshops were pending.

Suspension of train services due to strike by Electrical Engineers

346. Shri Shiv KumanShastri : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to stateg

_ (a) whether trajn servicesin many places had to be suspended during the last few
months due to the strike of the Electrical Engineers;

(b) if so, the loss suffered by the Railways as 2 result thereof ; and

(c) the action taken by Government to avoid such a situtation in future?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Mohd Safi Qureshi) :
(a) Yes, In the first ten days of October, 1973, on Tundla-Moghal-sarai electrified section
of Northern Railway and -adjacent main line section’ of Eastern Rail way, passenger.

and goods trains had to becancelled and regulated due to interruption of power supply,
reportedly on account of activities of employees of U.P. State Electricity Board.

(b) About Rs. 8 lakhs,
(c) Steps taken are :—

(i) Close liaston with the Ministry of Irrigation & Power, State Governments and
State Electricity Boards,

(1i) Utilisation of portable generators wherever possible for maintaining essential water
supply, station lighting etc.,

(iii) Railways are also considering, in consultation with the Ministry of Irrigation
& Power, Planning Commission and State Governments, setting up of thier own
power plants for electrified sections.

Agreement on Bansagar Project

347. Shri Ramavatar Shastri :
Shri Shankar Dayal Singh 3
Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power be pleased to state :

(2) whether an agreement has been reached among the Governments of Bihar, Madhya
Pradesh and Uttar Pradesh in regard to Bansagar Project ;

(D) if so, the main feawres thereoff; and

() the reaction of Government to the issues arising out of the caid agreement?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Siddhe-
shwar Prasad - (a) Yes, Sir.

.. (b) Under the agreement, 7.75 million acre ft. of Sone Waters have been allocated to
Bihar ; 5.25 million acre ft. to Madhya Pradesh and 1 -25 million acre ft. to Uttar Pradesh,.
In the flows of the Sone river, 5 million acre ft, willbe provided as a priority use for the olq
irrigation in Bihar from the Sone barrage.
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In the Bansagar Project, which is one of the new projects contemplated on the Sone
river, Madhya Pradesh will use astorage of 2 million acreft.forirrigation, while Uttar Pradesh
and Bihar willhave 1 million acre fi, each. The cost of the common works will be shared
by the States in the same p-oportion. Madhya-Pradesh can develop power below the dam,
and power at Ghachai falls using only such waters as would be needed eventually for irri-
gation.

The rulesfor the regalation of the filling and use of the Bansagar reservoir will be drawn
up by a Committee consisting of Chairman, Central Water & Power Commission and Chief
Engineers of the three States.

(c) Ttisa matter of gratification that the Stz}tes connected evolved an agreement, after
proteracted discuisions, to their mutual satisfaction enabling undgrtaking of new projects to
serve chronically drought affected areas in the Rewa, Mirzapur and Palamay regions of
these Startes.

Power (_}rises in States

348. Shri Ramavatar Shasiri + Will the Minister of Irrigation and power ] be
pleased to state :

(a) whether due to power crisisin most of the States of the counrty, industries, irriga-
tion and other developmental works have been adversely affected; and

(b) if so, the reasons for this crisis?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and power (Shri Siddhesh-
war Prasad) ; (2) Industries, irrigation and other developmental works are liable to be
affected by shortage of power. However, the deleterious effect on the economy is
minimised by giving priorities for irrigation and important loads like railways,
collieries, steel industry etc, '

(b) The power shortages are due to inadequate growth of generation and transmission
facilities compared to the growth of demand for power due to incteasing industrial and agri-
cultural use of electricity. Last year the power generation was substantial!y reduced due
to inadequate water supplies for hydro-power generation, leading to a power crisis. There
were alsg problems faced due todifficulties in maintaining nuclear power generation and
inadequate availability of lignite at Neyveli.

Scheme to Develop Patna Juaction Railway Station

(a) A survey has bzen carried out and the report has been received.

(b) Additional yard tines, passenger platforms and additions to station building have
been proposed to meet the requirements of traffic.

(c) Thereporthas been finalised recently and is under examination. A decision about

the facilities to be provided and the schadule of the work will be decided afier the
examination of the report is completed from all aspects.
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Proposed Amendment to Election Law to Reduce the Cost of Election

enc of the objectives underlying the recommendations made by the Joint Committee on
amendments to Election Law and with reference to the decisions of the Government on the
committee’s recommendations, a Bill to amend the Representation of the People Acts, 1950
and 1951 is likely to be introduce during the current session of Parliament.

Performance of R.P.F. Personng_l
353s Shri M. C. Daga 8 Will the Minister of Railways befpleased tostate :

(a) whether an expenditure of Rs. 12 crores is incurred annually on I{..P.F. where-
as theft cases ate on the increase every year and if so, whether any improvements
would be made to make the R.P.F. useful so that theft incidents may be ch:xcked

effectively and if so, the time by which it would be streamlined and how it would be
streamlined ; and

(b) the number of R.P.F. personnel who were punished for negligence of their duties
indicating the categories ofthe personneland the nature of punishment given to them and
the number of personnel whose services were terminated during the last three years 2}

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Railway (Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi) :
(a) The annual expenditure on the R.P.F. during the last three years was Rs. 1264 crores
in 1g70-71, RS. 1375 croresin 1971-72 and Rs. 14°g2 crores (approximately) in 1972-73-
‘The index for judging the effectiveness of the R. P. F. in checking thefts and pilferages
is the amount of compensation claims paid by the Railways. As a result of the
effort made by the R. P. F., despite rise in the prices of commodities from year to year,
there has been a reduction in the compensation claims paid by the Railways by Rs.
40.23 lakhs in 1972-73 as compared to the year 1971-72.

_ With a view to effect further improvement a scheme of reorganisation of the
Railway Protection Force has been implemented from 1-11-73. The major changes

which are being made as aresult of ths reorganisation in the present set up of the
Railway Protection Force are—

(1) Merger of the existing Uniformed and Armed Branches and formation
therefrom of an Investigation Branch, a Prosecution Branch and a Protection

Branch on standard Company pattern with higher percentage of armed
personnel,

(2) Strengthening of the Crime Intelligence Branch and its dec:2ntralisation so as to
function properly in the Divisions.

(3) Administrative changes at Divisional and Headquarters level.

They have
intimated that it wculd be impcssible to fix criminal reponsibility for the misappropri-
ation. Action on contraventions of Companies Act will be taken by the Registrar of COI_n-
panies. In the other casc the special auditor breught cut the possibility of the ex-chair-
man having misused certain lcans for which he failed to rendcr ccccunts.  The Qé‘ntral‘
II)lu}r_cau of Investigation cn being approsched has advised investiga’icn by Loeal

011CC.

Reduction in staff due to computerisation, dieselisation and electrification

Shri Sat Pal Kapur : Sir, I had referred this case to the Ministry of Finance, as this
problem isrelated with the Customs Department. So many things are being smuggled in this
country on very large scale in an organised manner. Delhi police had seized foreign curtency
and hashish here. Butmay I know that whatare you doing to check the menace of smuggling
in the whole country. May I also know whether any international gang is behind thissmugg-
ling. We want to know whether any multi-national parties or companies are involved in it.

Ttis very clear that the smugglers are doing this work with the help of custom staff and
police of this country. They bribe those people, who prepare the case for court and thus
some difficulty isthere. In the circumstances the courtis forged to give the verdict of notguilty
in iheir favour. I warn that if it is not taken seriously, it would adversely effectthe
economy of the country.

We want to know the number of persons in customs department and police depart-
ment, who have been punished during the last three years because they were in connivance
with the smugglers? What is the number of employees who have been charge-sheeted and
what reforms have been introduced in the customs and police departments to checkit? What
are the measures proposed to tighten the law?

I want to%now the 'names of those influential personsfinvolved in organising the
smuggling and the action being taken bythe Government to check it? A comprehensive
report should be given to us.

Minister of Home Affairs (Shri Uma Shankar Dikshit) : Mr. Speaker, Sir, The
Hon’ble member has made it a very comprehensive question. The question of calling atten-
tion was very limited. When it was known that the concerned person is coming, he was
immediately arrested and his house and the factories were searched and seized foreign
currency and Hashish etc. were confiscated. No doubt that we are being helped in getting
the smugglers gang arrested. Butit is difficult to tell everything about smuggling.

We would surely consider the question of tightening the law regarding smuggling. We
would ask the Finance Ministry also to consider them.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai (Morena) : The reply of the minister of this calling
attention has been circulated in English only. Its Hinditranslation has not been circulated.

Mr. Speaker : Hindi translation must have been circulated.

Shri Hukam Chand Rachwai : It has not been \circulated. Always it is said that
Hindi question must be replied in Hindi. '

The Hon’ble minister cannot deny that goods are being smuggled in the country in a
very large scale. Theleaders are also involved in it.

Shri Madhu Limaye : The Government had fixed price of Assam Bottom: jute @ 157.68
per quintal for Calcutta delivery. The Minister of Commerce held a Press Conferci.ce at
Calcutta on 19th August and said that .his Ministry had suggested the reduction or removal
of export duty on jute products so that jute products could complete with synthetic prcducts

in Internal markets. He also said that this suggestion was under the consideration of the
Ministry of Finance and their reaction appears to be favourable.

_In my view the Minister has violated two proprictics. Firstly he has announced the
decision before the receipt of the final concurrence of the Ministry of Finance. Secondly
he announced this decision in a Press Conference at Calcutta. It has many times been ob-

served by you that Government decision regarding taxation should be first anncur.ced in
the House, when itisin session.

Central Government instructed Jute Mill-owners on 26th September, 1973 to make
purchases of 14 lakh bales of raw jute by the end of October on the prescribed price. The

Commerce Minister had also instructed the Jute Corporation to purchase 15 lakh bales on the
fixed price from jute growers.

Butthese instructionswere neither complied by Jute Mill-owners nor by Jute Corporation.
Mr. Chattopadhyaya had, to observe that_he was not satisfied with the Jute Industry.

Government action in,reducing the_expox_-t duty on Jute goods did not had the expected
results and prices of Hesian and Sackings has increased on the other hand. It is well
known that international prices depend upon the internal prices.

There hasbeena 20 per centincreaseinprices of jute productsand even then Commerce

Minister has connived to give concessions to Jute Industry. It is being  provided a loan
of 30 crores with approval of Reserve Bank and State Bank.

Due to inefficiency and wrong policies of the Commerce Minister Jute Producers have
been deprived of Rs. 20 crores. In addition Jute Mill owners have been provided Rs. 18

crores more by rcducing and abolishing the export duty. Jute Industry has been able to
carn so much profits which they could not earnsince independence of the country.

Shri Madhu Limaye (Banka) : The hon. Minister has not indicated the extent of
revenue accruing from the imposition of 1 per cent levy. It would have facilitated the House
to judge whether it is really essential to impose this levy. It should be rcduced to 1/2 per
cent, because ultimately its burden has to be borne by the corsumer. Imposing such a heavy
cess will provide a fresh opportunity for the textile manufacturers to raise the prices on
textile goods.

The Textile Industry is more than hundred and twentyfive yearsold. It has made
enormons gain since 1947. Theindustry has developed considerably. As against 378 mills
with 1 crore g lakh spindlesin 1951, there are now 684 mills with 1 crore 83 lakh spindles.
Inspite of this why 3,95,00,00,000 meter was produced in 1971 when the production of cloth
in theyear 1956 was 4,85,00,00,000. The production ofcloth hasfallenshort because of
decrease in labour strength. Therefore the price of cloth has gone high. The Ministry has
not paid any attention toit. While the price of cotton hasfallen the price of cloth has gone
up. The price index of the cotton yarn has gone up to 208.5 in the year 1973 from 162.2
ofthe year, 1970. The traders are indulging in black marketing.

Shri Nawal Kishore Sinha (Muzaffarpur) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, I rise to support
this Bill. ButIwouldlike topointoutthatthe burden ofone per cent increase in excise duty
on textiles etc. willhave to be borne ultimately by the consumers as the prcducers and
traders increase the prices oftheir productsand thustake advanta ge ofsuch kind ofincrease
intaxes, though itis notthe intention of Government to further burden the customers. The
prices of cloth have already gone up very high and this enhancement in excise duty will
also have its effect on cloth prices. :

Asregards controlled cloth, itis not available in the open market. There is no prcper
arrangement at State level for fair distribution of controlled cloth. State Governments
should take necessary steps in this direction. Consumers are not getting cloth at cheap
rates. Here I wantto give onesuggestion. Now thousands of varieties of clothare being pro-
duced. In my opinion it is wastage and it should be banned. There should be only a few
varieties of cloth. It will help in H}akingcloth available .to massesat.cheaper rates.

Anothersuggestion I want to make is that the Textile Committee should develop an
intermediate technology in respect of textile machinery so that smalltextile factories may
be set up in place of big textile millsand young enterpreneurs can set up such factories
at small investment. I also support what Shri Tombi has already expressed.

Taese controllers have not got any technical knowleage regarding cloth and mills. Ifthe
mills run thpse mills, they would be incurruing huge losses. These people adopt such mea-
sures by which they misappropriate the money in tne purchase of goods etc. for the mills
only technical persons should be appointed to run these mills.

This one per cent of cess would have adverse effect on the poor people. I request the
Govt. to withdraw this Bill.
