Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee : Does the hon. Minister know that the controlled variety
of cloth is not available in the market ? Those who go in for this" variety of cloth they
are told that they will have to purchase fine cloth also. Deoes he also know that the cloth
dealers are also complaining against the condition of millowners to purchase fine cloth
alongwith the controlled variety ?

Shri L. N. Mishra : The hon. Member is right when he says that higher prices
have been charged for the controlled variety of cloth. About a month back we asked the
State Governments to take action under the Essential Commodities Act and punish the guilty
dealers. It was complained that prices have not been marked on each yard or on each metre.
Efforts have been made to see that the prices are marked on each yard or on each metre.
As regards fine cloth, the hon. Member might he knowing that certain mills, particularly in
Northern and Eastern India, are manufacturing this controlled variety and we subsidize
‘them. But I do not dispute the fact that a dealer dealing in both the varieties indulges in
these malpractices. We are pressing the State Governments to take action against such
dealers or individuals who charge excss.

Shri Nathuram Ahirwar : A few months back the Government had announced that
coarse variety of cloth will be produced in larger quantities vis-a-vis the costly varieties.
Even after this announcement a pair of Dhoties meant for the use of farmers costs Rs. 25/-
instead of Rs. 12/-. Why is it so ? I would like to know whether the production of coarse
variety has been augmented.

Shri L. N. Mishra : I have stated that we have started scheme under which produc-
tion of coarse cloth has gone up twelve times. As regards Dhoties costing Rs. 25 these are
fine, superfine or mercerised. A pair of Dhoties made of coarse cloth cost Rs. 12 or 13.
The reason of price increase regarding fine and superfine cloth is that the production of
cotton in last twenty years has never been so small as last year. As per our estimates
this year cotton production would be something between 53 and 60 million bales, We do
not expect any price increase this year.

Shri Rajendra Prasad Yadav : The statement shows that the exports in 1970-71

amounted to Rs. 1716 crores whereas in 1971-72 only to Rs. 813 crores. What are the
reasons of this fall in export ?

Shri L. N. Mishra : This is not Rs. 1716 crores, but 17 crores and 16 lakhs
wh.ch has fallen to the 8 crores and 10 lakhs. The main reason for this shortfall is reduc-
tio nin the demand of mica due to the increasing use of its substitutes, We are trying to
increase its use so as to recapture the market. But difficulties are there.

Shri Rajendra Prasad Yadav : May I know whether Government is trying to
explore new market and if so, whether the steps being taken in this regard ?

11
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Shri L. N. Mishra : Yes, Sir. I told that we are trying to find some other use of
mica, because India is the biggest mica producing country. The reason of losing market of
mica in the world is the invention of its substitutes.

Shri R. S. Pandey : May I know whether any research has been made to find out
its other uses, so that our exports do not fall ?

Shri L. N. Mishra : The other factor of decline is that the owners of mica mines
have done nothing to improve its quality and for exploring its other uses. That is why
six months back we decided to canalise and nationalise the mica trade. We want to do
some research in it and we do not want to lose this valuable mineral. Hon. Member
might be knowing that this very thing happened with Jute but after conducting research
and identifying its other uses we captured the market. We will do the same this time also.

Shri Ramavtar Shastri : There had been news in the press that mica producers in
Bihar are in difficulty, and sometimes smuggling of mica is also done. If it is correct, may I
know whether any arrangement is being made for stoping this ?

Shri L. N. Mishra : I do not understand what is the difficulty with mine owners.
They are exploiting the labour. They pay only eight annas for Rs. 10 worth of mica extract-
ed by them. Therefore, we are opening the agencies and shops of M. M. T. C. at all
places. I think the mine owners do not have any difficulty. We want to reduce the huge
profit they are earning these days. We also want to nationalise it. The reports of smuggling
are there, but I do not want to name the countries. But in the recent treaty there is a provi-
sion to stop it.

The Minister of Railways (Shri K. Hanumanthaiya) : (a) The working of the follow-
ing railways resulted in deficit in 1970-71 :

(b) Numerous steps are being taken to maximise the earnings and curb the
expenditure with a view to improve the financial results of railways.

There is an increasing emphasis on marketing survey and commercial activities,
Various measures have been introduced to attract more and more high-rated traffic e. g.,
container service, freight forwarder scheme, station to station rates etc. Steps have also been
taken to control ticketless travel.

On the expenditure side, efforts are being made to reduce the expenditure on fuel
by increasing the efficiency of operation, checking thefts, pilferages and wastages, reducing
the expenditure on repairs and maintenance contingencies.

These measures are gradually bearing fruit and the year 1971-72 is expected to
close with a surplus.

Survey of Poverty Stricken Districts in the Country

1258. Shri Mohan Swarup : Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power be pleased
to state :

(a) whether a survey is being conducted in some of the most poverty stricken Dis-
tricts of the country by 550 survey teams if so, the broad features of the scheme;

(b) the amount of expenditure likely to be incurred on the implementation of the
scheme as a result of the said survey; and

(c) the number of persons likely to be benefited as a result of it ?
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The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri B. N. Kureel) :
(a) to (c). For undertaking developmental programmes in villages, it is essential to collect
basic engineering and agricultural data which would enable preparation of scientific and
viable schemes of development. With this objective in view, a Scheme of Rural Engineering
Surveys has been sanctioned for undertaking surveys in 25 districts of 17 States by 550
Survey Parties. The Survey Parties will collect data of agricultural statistics, population and
their income, collect and compile information regarding existing facilities for irrigation,
drinking water, road communication and power supply. The preparation of contour maps
at one foot intervals will also be undertaken. The requirements of Harijans and poorer
sections of the villages, such as electricty for street lighting, schools and identification of
house sites will also be assessed.

The districts covered by the Surveys are those where the Scheme for Rural Works
Programme for chronically drought affected areas is already in operation and in States where

this Scheme is not in operation, in districts where crash scheme for Rural Employment is
in operation.

The Scheme is centrally sponsored and has to be implemented by the States.

The expenditure will be met by the Central Government by Grants-in-aid to the
States.

The States were requested to implement the Scheme form December, 1971 and
will continue to be operated for the remaining period of the Fourth Five Year Plan and
the anticipated expenditure during the Plan is about Rs. 610 lakhs.

The Scheme of Rural Engineering Surveys is an employment oriented Scheme and
is estimated to provide employment to about 5500 persons comprising of 1150 engineers,
600 agricultural graduates and soil conservation officers, 735 statistical, technical and
scientific staff, 300 ministerial and clerical staff and about 2750 unskilled persons.

Financial Assistance to Export-oriented Textile Mills

1265. Dr. Sankata Prasad : Will the Minister of Foreign Trade be pleased to
state :

(a) whether Government have fomulated a scheme to provide financial assistance
to the export oriented textile mills; and

(b) if so, the salient features thereof ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Foreign Trade (Shri A. C. George) : (a) Yes,
Sir.

(b) A statement giving salient features of the scheme is attached.
Statement

Salient features of the scheme for financial assistance for modernisation
of export-oriented cotton textile mills

(1) The scheme will cover only those cotton textile units irrespective of whether
they are composite, weaving or spinning mills, which exported more than 159,
of their production during each of the last two financial years;

(2) The Industrial Finance Corporation will handle all applications for loans for
modernisation that may be received from export-oriented units of the Cotton
Textile Industry,

(3) The Industrial Finance Corporation will apply their normal criteria for
determining economic and technical viability of the applicant units as well as
for security for loans;

(4) The period of repayment of the loans will be 15 years including a moratorium
of 3 years, and this period of 15 years may, onthe merits of each case,
be extended to 18 years in suitable cases. Repayment will be made in
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equal half-yearly instalments after the moratorium is over. Interest will, however
be paid half-yearly without any moratorium;

(5) The margin for loans to be granted to export-oriented units for cotton textile

industry by the Industrial Finance Corporation will be 25%;

(6) The Central Government will give guarantees to Industrial Finance Corpora-

tion for 809, of the losses that may be suffered by the Corporation in respect
of loans that may be granted by it to individual mills;

(7) A concessional rate of interest, i. ., 19, below the normal rate, will be charged

by the Industrial Finance Corporation from those units the working results of
which during the past three financial years show profit below 129, of capital
employed and the projections of the working of which during 4 or 5 financial
years after implementing the modernisation programme also show similar
profits. However, where the profit of a particular unit during the last three
financial years exceeds 129/ of the capital outlay and where, therefore, these
units concerned will ab initio not be eligible for the subsidy on interest at 19
there will be no bar to other concessions being granted to such units, namely,
reduced margin for loans, Government guarantee for losses, etc., admissible
under the scheme. Further, once a mill has been admitted to the benefit of 19
concession in interest rate, such a concession will not be denied to the unit at
a later stage, if the return exceeds 129,. A watch should, however, be kept on
the working of such units which are having a profit of more than 129%, with

a view to encourage them to increase their exports;

An undertaking will be obtained by the Industrial Finance Corporation from
each mill eligible for the concessional rate of interest that it will maintain
export at 15%, of its production or above in each financial year during the
period of the loan(s) and that, in case it fails to do so in any financial year,
it will not be eligible for the concessional rate of interest during the next
financial year. However, if the shortfall is made up in the next financial
year, the question of allowing the subsidy could be considered for the future
years. Further, Government will have the right to take over yarn and/or
cloth equal to the shortfall of export obligation at an international competitive
export price from the unit concerned and have it exported through some other

agency;

To enable the Industrial Finance Corporation to determine the cases in which
the concessional rate is not to be granted to any mill, the Textile Commissioner
will furnish to the Industrial Finance Corporation by the 30th June every year,
a certificate about the export performance during the previous financial year of
each mill to which loans have been granted by the Industrial Finance Corpora-

tion previously;
The Central Government will subsidise the concessional rate of interest;

Applications will be invited periodically by the Textile Commissioner and these
applications will be on the relevant forms prescribed by the Industrial Finance
Corporation and will be submitted through the Textile Commissioner, with
such further documents and information as may be prescribed in the notice
calling for applications, or by the Textile Commissioner, or by the Industrial

Finance Corporation; and
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(12) The applications will be processed by the Textile Commissioner in the order
of the export performance of the applicant mills and forwarded to the
Industrial Finance Corporation, together with his recommendations regarding
the grant of loans and, if admissible, the concessional rate of interest.

Electrification of Bhilwara

1274. Dr. Sankata Prasad : Will thc Minister of Irrigation and Power be pleased
to state :

(a) whether the Central Government have formulated any scheme for the electrifica-
tion of Bhilwara;

(b) if so, the expenditure lickly to be incurred thereon; and
(c) the number of persons likely to be benefited by the scheme ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri B. N. Kureel) :
(a) to (c). The Rural Electrification Corporation, a public sector undertaking of the Govern-
ment of India has sanctioned in February 1972, one scheme of the Rajasthan State Electri-
city Board relating to three Panchayat Samities of Sahara, Mandal and Raipur of Bhilwara
District. The scheme invloves loan assistance of Rs. 60°5 Jlakhs for the electrification of 45
villages, with a population of about 24,200 (1961 Census), electrification of 1818 irrigation
pumpsets and provision of power connections to 101 agro industries/small scale industries.

(3) to (). The distribution of water in major and medium irrigation projects is done by the
State Governments on the basis of capability of lands for irrigation, their commandability
and other similar technical considerations, and to the extent feasible, all possible areas are
provided irrigation facilities.

Prizes for Export Performance
1308. Shri M. C. Daga : Will the Minister of Foreign Trade be pleased to state :

(a) whether Government had taken any action on the 26th November, 1969 in
regard to giving away of prizes for excellent export performance; and

(b) if so, the names of the firms or banks which were given best performance
certificates and the criteria adopted for giving these certificates ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Foreign Trade (Shri A. C. George) :
(a) Awards and Certificates of Merit for outstanding performance in the field of exports
during the period-October, 1966 to March, 1968 were presented to the winners at a special
function held at New Delhi on the 28th Novemker, 1969.

(b) A list showing the names of the winners of Awards and Certificates of Merit is
attached. [Placed in Library. See No. LT—1564/72.]

As laid down in the erstwhile Ministry of Commerce Resolution No. 11 (8)/66-
EAC, dated the 23rd November, 1968 (as amended from time to time) the broad basis for the
grant of awards/certificates of merit is the distinct contribution made by a firm, organisation,
institution like a Public Corporation, bank, newspaper, magazine, supplier of ancillary
materials and services or an individual to the expansion of our export trade. The detailed
considerations in determining the eligibility of a party, as spelt out further in the same
Resolution, are :

(i) Development of a market abroad for a product which had not been previously
exported.

(ii) Substantial increase in export sales on a sustained basis, preferably in non-
traditional commoditities and in finished products.

(iii) Successful introduction of a new product into the export trade.
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(iv) Product development.

(v) Successful break-through in a foreign market where conditions are specially
difficult,

(vi) Recovery of lost ground in export markets.
(vii) Novel and successful solutions to foreign trade problems.

(viii) Demonstrated efforts in international marketing and promotion of products
which have contributed directly to the expansion of exports in general.

(ix) Demonstrated efforts in making credits available for expansion of export trade
and for other financial assistance.

(x) Market surveys which lead to a significant increase in exports to the area
surveyed.

(xi) Any other significant contribution in the field of export performance or
promotion.

Managers sent abroad for Training in Export Promotion

1309. Shri M. C. Daga : Will the Minister of Foreign Trade be pleased to state :

(a) whether Government had sent some managers abroad in 1970-71, or prior to
it, for receiving training in the field of export promotion;

(b) if so, whether a list of their names will be laid on the Table of the House; and

(c) the criteria adopted for their selection and the total expenditure incurred on
them ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Foreign Trade (Shri A. C. George) : (a) Yes,
Sir.

(b) and (c). A statement is attached.
Statement

A list of export managers sent abroad for training in the field of export promotion
is attached. [Placed in Library. See No. LT—1565/72.]

The selection of Export Managers/Executives for the training courses available
under the various bilateral [multilaleral programmes is done keeping in view the qualifications
and requirements laid down by the host Government/Organisation, and also whether the
programme is intended for junior, middle or senior level export management personnel. The
usefulness of the training programme to the business manager and the enterprise where he
is employed, particularly from the point of view of increasing his effectiveness in export

decision making is kept in view.
The fellowships are publicised through the Press and by addressing (a) Export Pro-

motion Councils, (b) Commodity Boards, (c) State Trading Corporations, (d) State Under-
takings, and (e) Members of the Indian Institute of Foreign Trade. After necessary screening
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of the applications, a High-powered Selection Board, comprising representatives of Ministry
of Foreign Trade, Department of External Affairs, Committee on Science and Technology
under Cabinet Secretariat, and a member of the Governing Body of Indian Institute of
Foreign Trade, interviews the candidates for final selection.

In addition to the normal training courses for which the above criteria are followed,
export executives were also deputed to West Germany during the years 1968 to 1971,
under the Indo-German Engineering Export Promotion Project. Under this Programme the
criterion for selection of Export Executives from different Indian engineering firms was
mainly the potentiality of their products being accepted in the West German market. While
making selection, the Engineering Export Promotion Council, Calcutta, the agency desig-
nated to execute the project on Indian side, gave preference to representatives of the firms
who would also display their products in different exhibitions held in West Germany. The
Ministry of Foreign Trade and the West German Embassy were consulted in making these
selections.

The funds for training abroad including international travel costs, both ways were
usually provided by the host Government/organisation. In the cases of training provided
under the Indo-German Engineering Export Promotion Project, the sponsoring firms were
required to pay the travel costs. In either case, no expenditure was incurred by the Govern-
ment of India for sponsoring the finally selected candidates for training abroad.

Recommendations of High Court Arrears Committee

1311. Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee : Will the Minister of Law and Justice be pleased
to state the recommendations made by the Committee constituted under the Chairmanship
of Shri J. C. Shah, former Chief Justice of India, to suggest remedial measures for clearing
arrears in High Court and Government’s reaction thereto ?

The Minister of Law and Justice (Shri H. R. Gokhale) : The Committee has made
a number of recommendations aimed at :

(i) reducing delays which occur before a proceeding is ready for hearing;
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(ii) weeding out certain classes of cases which, in the present system, reach the
High Courts and making them triable by other Courts or Tribunals.

(iii) epsuring that the time taken up in the actual hearing of cases is effectively
reduced.

_ The Committee has also suggested further strengthening of the High Courts con-
sistently with the increase in the institutions and the arrears to be cleared,

The recommendations of the Committee will be examined in consultation with the
authorities concerned and steps will be taken for implementation of the recommendations to
the extent feasible.

Withholding of Honordrium of Teachers Engaged for Correcting
Voters Lists in Delhi

1387. Shri Chhatrapati Ambesh : Will the Minister of Law and Justice be pleascd
to state :

(a) whether the teachers of Government Higher Secondary School, Malaviya Nagar,
New Delhi, were engaged on the work of correcting lists for three days;

(b) whether the work done by some of the teachers was not found satisfactory; and

(¢) if so, the reasons for withholding the honorarium of all the teachers of the
said school ?
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The Minister in the Ministry of Law and Justice (Shri Nitiraj Singh Chaudhary) :
(2) to (c). The teachers of the Government Higher Secondary School, Malaviya Nagar, New
Delhi, along with teachers of other Government Higher Secondary Schools were engaged for
a week in connection with the revision of electoral rolls in Delhi. Since in some cases the
work was done in a most unsatisfactory manner and special revision of the rolls had to be
undertaken in several areas by employing additional staff for the purpose, resulting
in avoidiable expenditure to Govarnment, payment of honorarium was with-held pending
further examination. The matter has been referred to the Chief Electoral Officer, Delhi, on
receipt of whose reply a final decision will be taken by Government.

Yes, Sir. 24 complaints in all were received.

(b) The complaints were generally regarding alleged participation of Government
officials in the election compaign, misuse of Government machinery, intimidation and terro-
rising of voters etc.

(c) and (d). Yes, Sir. Two requests, one from Shri Phoolchand Verma, M. P,
and the other from Shri N. K. Shejwalkar, M. P., for sending observers were received in the
Election Commission. The complaint received from Shri Phoolchand Varma was general,
without reference to any particular constituency. It was sent by the Election Commission
to the Chief Secretary to the Government of Madhya Pradesh for inquiry and report, with
the direction that Government should ensure fair and free elections. No action in regard to
other complaint from N. K. Shejwalkar to depute an observer to 17-Gird-Assembly consti-
tuency could be taken as the complaint was received in the Election Commission only on
the date of poll, that is, on the 11th March, 1972.

Shri Narsingh Narain Pandey : Mr. Speaker, Sir, thc hon. Minister has
agreed in his statement that they could supply cofton yarn for 3,500 looms as against
the requirement of 11,000 looms. This short supply has thrown out 35 million
handloom weavers out of employment and they are dying of hunger. The prices of each
type of yarn have gone up. The price of staple yarn No. 40 has gone up from
Rs. 44 to Rs. 100 and for No. 60, from Rs. 30 to Rs. 108. The cost of staple fibre
and dying have also gone up. The cost of chemical has gone up from Rs. 100 to Rs. 400
and from Rs. 400 to Rs. 700. Out of 664 Mills, 72 have closed down. Will the hon.
Minister look into the matter and -try to take over these mills in order to resolve the crisis ?
On one side there is an incrcasc in excise duty and cost of production and on the other
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there is no market for handloom cloth and no financial assistance is being given to weavers.
Will the hon. Minister be pleased to state the quantum of assistance given to these hand-
loom weavers by the nationalized banks ? Is it not a fact that the co-operative sector has been
given inadequate assistances ? Applications for financial assistance have been kept pending

for two or three years and they are not being given any help. The hon. Minister should try
to stop this type of hungling.

Will the hon. Minister try to organise a marketing federation which may
purchase handloom cloth on remunerative price and exportit ? I would like to know

whether nationalization or some other arrangements would be made to bring down the yarn
prices ?

Shri K. M. Madhukar (Kesaria) : The hon. Minister has said that the problem
arose due to poor crop of cotton and the strikes in the industries. But the fact is that
capitalist maket burcaucracy and negligence of the Government have beea responsible in
creating this problem. Will the hon. Minister try to resolve the problem in consultation with
State Governments ? I would like to know whether Government have got any legal power
to check the arbitrary price increase by the Millowners. Will you try to start state trading in
this field so that the supply of yarn becomes the responsibility of the Government and yarn
is supplied to the weavers at the fixed price ? I would like to know the efforts made by the
Government to encourage export of handloom cloth aand to solve the market problems.
Weavers may be given loans by the nationalized banks but the bureaucratic functioning
proves a binderance in that. The hon. Minister should look into it and try to see that loans
are advanced to these weavers.

Shri Jharkhande Rai (Ghosi) : Mr. Speaker, Sir, this is the biggest cottage industry
in Uttar Pradesh. Nearly 4 million people are employed in this industry and their discon-
tentment has reached almost to the boiling point which has often been exhibited in the form
of strikes—hunger strikes.

nationalize staple yarn producing Mills, if so, by what timc.

It has been said that large stocks of handloom cloth bas accumulated with the
weavers in Basti, Gorakhpur, Azamgarh and Barabanki, May I know whether the Govern-
ment would like to purchase these stocks and dispose them of by way of export ? May
I also know whether efforts would be made to arrange loans to these handloom and power-
loom weavers from the nationalized banks ?

I would like to know whether exemption in excise duty as provided on coarse
cloth would also be provided on handloom cloth, if not, whether Government consider to
withdraw the concession cxtended on the cloth made by the Mills. Besides this, may I know
whether the Government propose to reserve certain items of cloth to be manufactured only
by handloom and powerloom weavers ?

Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee (Gwalior) : Sir, I rise on a point of order. Article 355
has been referred to in this Bill. This Article reads :

“It shall be the duty of the Union to protect every state against external aggression
and internal disturbance and to ensure that the Government of every state is carried on
in accordance with the provisions of this Constitution.”

My submission is that the rights proposed to be given to the Government are
ultra vires of the Constitution. If Government want to pronounce partial emergency in any
part of the country, they should have brought forward a Constitution amendment Bill. The
present Bill seeks to give powers to the Government with which they can give special powers
to the Armed Forces. It is not permitted by the Constitution. This matter is also connected
with the states. Once this power is given to the Central Government, it may lead to rupture
of friendly relations between the State Governments and the Central Government.

Dr. Laxminarain Pandeya (Mandsaur) : I am opposed to this Bill because of the
fact that Government intend to concentrate more and more powers in their hands incong-

rous with the principles of democracy.

The provisions of the Act of 1958 are sought to be extended to Meghalaya, Naga-
land, Tripura, Himachal Pradesh and Mizoram. We are aware of the fact that after the
creation of Bangla Desh, there is no such disturbances in Assam and other places as

forcing the Government to enact such legislation.

I understaind that Government wants to declare the state of emergency in certain
areas with the plea that they are disturbed areas. It is the duty of the State Government
to maintain internal security and I understand that they are capable of doing so with the
help of police and other forces under their command. Therefore, it is unfair on the part of
the Central Government to interfere in their affairs without the consent of the concerned
states. It shows that Government are digressing from the path of democracy.

According to the provisions of Article 355 of the Constitution the Governor of
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28 @ik, 1972 gued aw faqy afoat (davwT) fagas

any disturbed state can recommend to the President to impose President’s Rule in that State,
In view of the existing provisions, this Bill is against the spirit of the Constitution.

May I know from the Government the actual reasons for which they want to
concerptrate more powers in their hands ? I also want to know the names of States and areas
which are likely to be declared disturbed.

Shri Jagannathrao Joshi (Shajapur) : I rise to oppose this Bill. Several provisions
are existing in the Constitution to deal with the internal security and National security. In
this context I would like to know the special reasons for which Government want to

concentrate more power in their hands. Now the situation is changed in that region and
the present disturbances can be controlled without using the Military force.

With the creation of Bangla Desh the anti-social clements have lost their trainiog
grounds. In this situation Government should have waited for certain period to see whether
people were able to deal with the hostiles there. In my opinion with the creation of new
states in that region people have got certain rights and privileges and they should not be
denied those rights with this measure. They should be given power to deal with every situa-
tion in that region.

Previously, Meghalaya was created as a sub-state from Assam. Now Meghalaya
has been given full statechood. There is no provision for a sub-state in the Constitution.
What are the special circumstances under whick the Government seeks this special measure.
With these words, I strongly oppose this bill.

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Shri Ramavatar Shastri (Patna) : I strongly oppose this bill. In the changed
circumstances and when a friendly country—Bangla Desh —has emerged as a sovereign
independent State, this Bill was totally undesirable and unnecessary. When this bill was
not necessary, then there are reasons to doubt the intentions of the Government.

The people may launch agitations and movements against spiralling prices and
against many other problems and the Government would resort to this item measure to

crush those movements.

The people of the country would not be satisfied by the arguments put forward by
the Minister in support of the bill. A Private Member’s bill has been introduced in this
house to ban the growing danger of communalism, but the Government is not paying any
attention to this danger. Instead it is giving wide powers to the Governors and Administrators

of the Union territories to suppress the movements of the people.

The Government has not even lified the state of emergency. The Government
wants to acquire additional powers. Though it has the wide powers during the emergency.

Shri Sarjoo Pandey (Ghazipur) : T am unable to understand how this Bill could
prevent the vultures and crows from flying in the vicinity of airports.
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28 AT, 1972 g (") faw

I would like to suggest that hon. Minister should bring a comprchensive Bill in
which the measures to regulate the flights should also be incorporated. It happens very
often that flights are delayed for more than six hours putting the innocent passangers
in inconvenience and causing loss to the nation.

With the incidents of hijacking, the airport authorities have started strict checking
and they do not exempt even the Members of Parliament. I request that the hon. Minister
should issue directions to them so that Members of Parliament are not harassed in this way.

Catering system is also to the improved. While concluding I suggest that hon.
Minister should bring a comprehensive Bill to remove all these difficulties to streamline the
aviation. With these words I support this Bill.

Shri Shivnath Singh (Jhunjhunu) : I welcome the Bill moved by the hon. Minis-
ter. But [ would like to know the scientific basis for fixing the radius of 20 kilometres as
vicinity of an airport wherein construction of high buildings is sought to be prohibited.
According to this measure no high building can be constructed in the cities like Delhi,
Bombay and Calcutta.

Farmers grow certain kinds of trees which are profitable and of commercial value. In
this connection I would like to know clearly whether they are permitted to grow trees in
this area and if so, what should be the height of such trees. The hon. Minister should
>onsult the experts and let us know the height of the descending aircraft at various points
setween the point they start lending and the airport.

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-Shri Rudra Pratap Singh (Bara Banki) : 1 congratulate the hon. Minister for valu-
abl; service being done by our aircrafts, I have got opportunities to travel by the aircraft of
various countries, like, America and France and 1 have left that the performance of our air-
craft is significant. I support the Bill moved by the hon. Minister with the suggestion
that taking photographs of our aerodromes by foreigners or Indians should be strictly pro-
hibited as a security measure.

Shri R. V. Bade (Khargone) : The objectives of the Bill are good. It is ridiculous
that Government could not feel the necessity of amending the Act for a long period of 38
years,

This Bill is incomplete. The prohibition of slaughtering and flaying of animals and
of depositing rubbish within a radius of ten kilometres can be said justifiable in order
to keep away the vultures and other large birds from the vicinity of the aerodromes. But
what is the guarantee that vultures and large birds would not fly beyond the distance of
these 10 kilometres and not become hazards to aircraft ?

‘ The hon. Minister has not clearly mentioned in the Bill the height of buildings
permitted to be constructed within the fixed radius.

The procedure regarding the compensation for the buildings already constructed is
also indefinite. In the Constitution (Twenty-fiftth Amendment) Bill you have substituted the
word ‘compensation’ by ‘money’.  In this Bill term ‘market value’ has been deliberately
avoided. In this context, I would like to suggest that Government should bring compre-
hensive Bill if they are really interested in improving the aviation service.

The hon. Minister, while moving the Bill, should also have given the statistics
regarding the actual cases of accidents caused by high buidings and the vultures. Since the
Bill is incomplete and does not give specific details regarding the permitted height of build-
ings and trees within the specific distance, I am unable to support the Bill.

Shri R. S. Pandey (Rajnandgaon) : In view of the present conditions of Bombay
Airport, I fully support the Bill moved by the hon. Minister. Due to a culvert the Bombay
airport has become dirtiest. Besides the measures to keep vultures and large birds off
the vicinity of the aerodrome, Government should take certain other steps also.

1t is a fact that some facilities have been provided to the passengers at the Delhi
airports. But the conditions of Bombay airport are very poor. There is no custom section.
The building is quite discouraging with bad material.

It is a matter of disgrace that no latrine facilities have been provided at Bandra
airport causing filthy atmosphere which invites animals. Civil aviation is an earning depart-
ment. Therefore, Government should take necessary steps to improve the conditions so that
more and more tourists could be attracted.

The employees of custom department lack the sense of courtesy, welcome and
sweet behaviour towards the tourists. They suspect all of the passengers as smugglers or
antisocial elements. I suggest that this tendency should be removed from the minds of the
employees of the customs department. Search should be quick and such so that the tourists
do not feel humiliated. While concluding I would like to know the specific period by which
Slaughter House wiil be removed from Bandra.

Certain hon. Members have raised the point regarding the searches made by the
custom authorities. In this matter I would like to mention here that I never board the
aeroplane unless the customs authorities have made search of me.

Shri Shivnath Singh has raised a good point regarding the area in the vicinity of
aerodromes. Regarding the radius of 20 kilometres it has been clearly mentioned in this
Bill as follows :

‘In specifying the radius under clause (1) or clause (2) of sub-section (1) and
in specifying the height of any buildings, structure or tree under the said clause, the
Central Government shall have regard to :

(a) the nature of the aircraft operated or intended to be operated from the
aerodrome;

(b) the international standards made and the recommended practices governing
the aircraft.”

In our country there are seventy aerodromes where aircrafts Jand. It is not
necessary for us to implement all these provisions at all the aerodromes strictly. Aero-
dromes where huge aeroplanes land require large areas while aerodromes where small air-
craft land, do not require so much area. Government do not intend to clear all the build-
ings and trees from the vicinity of the aerodromes but only those buildings and trees which
cause hazards to the aircraft would be removed.

Shri Lakshmanan blamed us for being somewhat slow in bringing forward this
legislation. As I said, the Bill was last amended in 1960 and during the last 12 years there
has been a lot of new developments in aviation. The hon. Member would find that planes
now operating had not come then. Therefore, it is only when pew technological develop-
ments take place that we are forced to keep pace with them.

I am thankful to Shri Rudra Pratap Singh for the tributes he has paid to the Air
India. I would like to tell him that under the Aircraft Rules no body is permitted to take
photographs.

High buildings already constructed in the areas specified would be governed by the
provisions of this measure. Any old building causing hazard to the aircraft under the new
provisions will be removed. But if it is not felt necessary to remove it, nothing could be
done,
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l‘leg:f.lrding the payment of compensation, I would like to refer to the provisions of
the Constitution (Twentyfifth) Amendment Bill. We cannot go against the law.

Bombay Airport is being improved. An allocation of Rs. 1} crores has been made
for it. T would like to inform the House that we are going to construct new international
terminals in Bombay and Delhi. We have constructed a beautiful international building in
Bombay. There is a much improvement so far as the Bombay airport is concerned. 1 hope
that our airpor( terminal would not be less beautiful than one anywherc in the world.

‘ Shri Shivnath Singh : The hon. Minister should say something regarding the
height and distance required for lending Jambo Jets.

Dr. Karan Singh : Technical information is not available with me at this time. I
w?uld like to say that International Civil Aviation Organisation has fixed the radius of 20
kilometres. They must be having some reasons for the same.

Shai Jharkhande Rai (Ghosi) : The hon. Minister has dealt with the point of per-
sonal of search of passengers. This is a technical and administrative point of view. This
matter should also be approached with political background. He should understand that no
Member of Parliament would ever intend to hijack the plane. Persons known as Naxalites
may indulge in these activities but they have no faith in Parliamentary system. Therefore,
I request that the Members of Parliament should be exempted from personal search.

On 2nd March, when I was going to Indore I experienced personally that personal
search of the persons who took part in freedom struggle is most humiliating. If Dr. Lohia
were alive he must have launched Satyagrah on this issue.

A few ministers were involved in the cases of smuggling but such cases are rare.
Therefore rare case should not be brought under general rules. In this context, I strongly
demand that the M. Ps. and M. L. As. should be exempted from the personal search when
they produce their identity cards.

I have personally seen certain Ministers on whom personal searches were not made
by the authorities. I demand that this matter should be reconsidered by the hon. Minister.

Shri S. M. Banerjee (Kanpur) : 1 have nothing to say regarding conducting
searches. Even the Ministers are not spared. But in some small places the search is
very rigorous. This department should have faith in the integrity of the Members of
Parliament.

At least a three or four room-building should be built near the Kanpur air-port
for the facilities of the passengers. I had requested several times but the hon. Minister has
not visited that airport so far,

Delhi-Kanpur and Lucknow-Delhi service has been cut off. This should not be
done. The hon. Minister should see the figures in this matter. I will be satisfied if the hon.
Minister says that the matter is under consideration

Shri Jagannathrao Joshi (Shajapur) : It is praiseworthy that some new types of air-
crafts are coming in our country. But a new problem of hijacking has arised. I am of the
view that members of Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha should not be so touchy in the matter
of conducting searches.

Security checking arrangements should be done in @ manner that the passepgers
have not to wait standing for a long time.

They should be allowed to go to the ‘Departure lounge’ and the security check
should be done there.
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Security checking regulations should be such that no body has an opportunity to
make any complaints against them.

Vegetarians are neglected in the aeroplanes. Vegetarian passengers should be given
proper attention like the non-vegetarian passengers and the passengers should be served
with good quality of food.

Proper planning should be made before starting new type of planes.

Shri Virbhadra Singh (Mandi) : I support the Bill presented by the hon. Minister.
It is a matter of pleasure that the Government has made a plan to construct big airports at
Bombay, Delhi and other big cities of India. The Government should also look into the
development of other airports. 1 agree that the international airports should be paid more
attention but at the same time other airports should not be neglected. They should also be
provided the same facilities as are provided at the international airports.

It was decided to establish an airport at Kuju. It is a big tourist’s centre. The land
of the people have been acquired for this purpose. But nothing has been done ia this direc-
tion. An airport should be established for the benefit of the tourists there without any further
delay.

There is no airport in Simla. Being a hilly area, there may be some difficulties in
establishing airport at Simla. But I am not prepared to admit that no air services can be
started there.

The Government of Irdia Press at Simla should be expanded. The Government
should take steps for starting air services for Simla and for construction of an airport at
Kulu.

Dr. Karan Singh : Britishers also conduct searches. But they did so to press us. We
conduct searches for the safety of our planes and in the interest of our security. We are not
pleased to do so. It is rather inconvenient for the Airlines. We have to be very careful in
this matter. I will request the hon. Members to kindly excuse us for this inconvenience.

The land has been acquired by the authority for constructing a small building in
Kanpur during the Fourth Five Year Plan.

It is very difficult for us to make search. But we cannot rebuild all the airports,
We are trying our best that the people get some place to sit after search.

So far as vegetarian food is concerned, I will certainly look into the matter, and
will see that there may not be any complaint in this regard.
