The Minister of State (Defence Production) in the Ministry of Defence (Shri Vidya
Charan Shukla) : The number of Pakistani prisoners of War repatriated to Pakistan so far
on grounds of illness and other causesis 1276. -

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : What action has been taken by the government re-
garding the false propaganda to the effect that India is treating the P.O.Ws. badly? How
far the list supplied by Pakistan regarding the missing soldiers tallies with the number
assessed by our forces.? I would like to know as to how many of our prisoners are miss-
ing? How many Indian P.O.Ws. are in Pakistan? What was the number of wounded

soldiers at the time of their being taken prisoner, how many of them have died and how
many are alive at present?

_ Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : It is correct that this type of propaganda is being done by
Pakistan. In this connection we have supplied the facts and figures in a convinc-
ing way. The propaganda being done does not affect our prestige in any way.

. Pakistan has released all the prisoners whose list they had submitted to the Interna-
tional Committee of Red Cross. We have about 200 soldiers in the missing list. Pakis-
tan has not given any information about them. ‘We have asked Pakistan through Interra-

tional Gommittez of Red Cross about them, but so far they have not given us any
information.

. Shri Hikam Chand Kachwai : I asked as to what the government has to say about the
list given by Pakistan inview of the assessment of our forces. ? '

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : I have already told that we have sent the list to the Inter-

national Committee of Red Cross and they are examining it. We will come to’know only
after getting their reply. )

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Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : Is it correct that the Indian P.O.Ws. in the Pakistan
jails are getting inhuman treatment? Have they any information that poisonous gas i
released after putting them in closed rooms so that their minds are changed? Not only
this, quite a number of them are being rendered disabled? If they have any such informa-
tion what action they are going to take in this regard?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : The difficulty is that the hon. member.does not listen
my answer carefully. I said that there was not_a single prisoner of war in the Pakistan:
Camps. As such, question of this type of treatment does not arise.

‘Right to Work’ a fundamental right

*356. Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee : Will the Minister of Labour and Rehabilitation
be Pleased to state :

(a) Whether at the time of inauguration of an exhibition of archives in Delhi on the
9th February, it was stressed that the right to work should be made a Fundamental Right;

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Tne Minister of Labour and Rehabilitation (Shri K.V. Raghunatha Reddy) : (a) The
Honourable Mzmber is presumably refering to the speech delivered by the President of
India at the inauguration of the exhibition of documents relating to freedom struggle at the
National Archives on February 9, 1973. The President observed in his speech that :

“*Right to live and the right to work are basic and fundamental to every citizen. We

are committed by our Constitution and by our own pledges to make these rights
a reality for our common people.”

(b) The Directive Principles of State Policy already contain the principle of right to
work, which directs that “the State shall, within the limits of its economic capacity and deve-
lopment, make effective provision for securing the right to work.”” In conformity with the
objectives embodied in the Constitution, employment has been accorded a high priority
in the successive Five Year Plans and constant efforts are being made to create more and
more employment opportunities.

(b) As a result ol surveys carried out so far in Rajasthan, various minera] deposits
have bzen located, more important of which are copper ore in Khetri, Bhgoni pur-Dariba
and Kho-Dzariba in Jhunjhunu and Alwar districts; lead-zinc ore in Zawar and Rajpura-
Dariba in Udaipur district; pyrite-pyrr hotite in Saladipura, Sikar district and phosphorite
in Jeamar khotra, Birmania, Maton, Kanpur and Karbaria-ka-Gurha in Udaipur and
Jaisalmer districts. Besides the above, Rajasthan has signflcant deposits of bentonite,
gypsum, limestone, dolomite, fullers earth, clay, asbestos, talc, steatite, mica, garnet,
barytes, fluorite etc. located in different parts of Rajasthan. A geological and mineral
map of Rajasthan has beea published by Geological Survey of India. For localitywise
distribution, various publications on Rajasthan by Geological Survey of India are
available in the Parliament Library.

(c) Smalier deposits are generally developed by the State Government either through
their own resources or by private parties. Major cconomic deposits where large investment
is involveed, are taken up by the Central Government for exploitation. So far Government
have uadertaken the exoloitation of copper, phosphorite and lead-zinc deposits in the State.
Tae cooperdeposits at Khetriand Kolihan are being exploited by Hindustan Copper Limit-
ed. Theinvestigation of the Maton Rock-phosphate deposits of Udaipur district has been
completed and the deposit handed over to the Hindustan Zinc Limited for exploitation.
The Hindustan Zinc Limited has plans to increase the production of lead-zinc mines at-
Balaria (Zawar mine). The multimetal deposit near Rajpura-Dariba has also been taken
over by the Hindustan Zinc Limited for exploitation. The Saladipura pyrite deposit of
Stkar  district has bes given to the Pyrites, Phosphates and Chemicals Limited for
exploitation.

Statutory Resolution Re. Disapproval of the coal Mines (Taking over of Management)
ordinance and coal Mines (Taking over of Management) Bill.

Shri G.P. Yadav (Katihar) : Sir, I beg to move that :

*“This House disappro_ves of the Coal Mines (Taking Over of Management) Ordi-
nance, 1973 (Ordinance No. 1 of 1973) promulgated by the President on the
30th January, 1973.”

. The Government have adopted quité undemocratic measure for nationalising non-
coking coal mines by way of promulgating ordinance. It was undemocratic because of
the fact that after 15 days of its budget session of Parliament was due to start.

It has been observed that the interests of the workers are not protected even after
nationalisation of the industries. Workers are exploited both in Private undertaking and
Public undertaking by the bureaucrats. ‘

The arguments in favour of nationalization of coal mines placed by the Governmeat
are the lack of investment in the coal mines by the owners, inadequacy of production of
coal etc. 'But according to a Reserve Bank study, the rate of growth in gross fixed invest-
ments in coal industry in the last four years was 6.3 per cent which is higher than those
of textile, cement, steel industries etc. Machineries worth Rs. 17 crores required for
making coal mines industry modern have been imported. Coal mines in Private sector
produced 45.5 million tcanss of coal that is above the target, while Public sector could
not produce more than 10.67 million tonnes of coals. : | '

On April 11, 1963, Shri K.D. Malaviya, the then Minister admitted that it was a
fact that the private sector coal industry had gone ahead and they had over-stepped their
targeted _productlon. ,

So far as the dues of Provident funds against these industries are concerned
Rs. 2,88,85,572 were outstanding against Bharat Coking Coal Limited and Rs. 1,34,69,898
against Industrial Reconstruction Corporation of India. I think several other measures
could have been taken to recover these outstanding amounts. :

In view of the findings of the Ministry of Labour to the effect that 809 of workers
were enjoying the benefits of Wage Board recommendations, full implementation of the
Wage Board recommendations can be ensured by the Government by taking measures
other than nationalization of coal mines. Since 1958 private contractors are being
engaged in N.C.D.C. and they are exploiting the labour.

It has been proved that Public sector undertakings are running in loss while Private
sector undertakings are earning profits. Government could not improve the working
and economic conditions of the Public sector undertakings and they want to mislead the
people of our country by adopting such measures. So far as the taking over of impor-
tant industries is concerned we have got no objection in. this regard. In view of the
existing exploitation of workers in Private as well as Public sector industries. I would like
to demand strongly labour participation in all industries. There were clear indications
in the election menifesto of the Congress Party regarding the proposal of workers parti-
cipation in the industries creating aspirations among the workers and their leaders. But
in spite of providing tham cartaia facilities Govarnmant are unwilling to fulfil their
genuine demands, ITamsorry toobservathat seven workers were killed by the .police at
Kargaliwhere above 60-70 workers gathered to demostrate. (Interruption)

A coal washing factory near Kargali employing about 150 workers has been closed
by the N.C.D.C. I request that Government should restore that factory.

Bihar State is quite rich in coal deposits. But I am constrained to say that people
of Bihar have been diseminated against resulting in discontentment among them. The
are being exploited in the name of coustodians. I demand that full justice should be done
to the sons of the soil and the posts of custodians should be filled among the sons of soil.

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The Committees set up in 1937 and 1947 had also recommended the nationatisa-
tion of collieries. The Balwant Rai Mehta Committee set up in 1956-57 had also recommend-
ed the amalgamation. Though related, but it is a right step in the right direction.

There was so much mis-management in 700 collieries, which have recently been taken
over by the Government that the production was only 25-307; only instead of 70 or 80 7.
They were not investing any thing in the coal mines and there was huge loss of the national

resources.

I would like to congraiutale the officers for their utmost vigilance after the issue
of the ordinance. The hon’ble Minister called a meeting of the labour representatives
and examined the problems. He gave instructions to appoint 49 custodians, 4 additional
custodian general 12 Deputy custodian general and one Custodian General.

There is no provision in the Bill to protect the interests of the workers. The workers
are getting a minimium wages of Rs. 7.16 p. of first Category according to the wage Board
after the take over of the coal mines. It was a wrong statement made by shri Yadav
that wage Board award had been implemented in 80 % of the cases. There in no provision
in the Bill regarding the outstanding amount of Provident fund and bonus. So far as
Provident fund dues are concerned, an amount of 22 crores of Rupees is outstanding for
4 lakhs workers since 1960 and no stern action has been taken in this regard. The Gov-
ernment should feel responsibility for this purpose also. This should be governed by
the Employees Provident Fund Act.

The coal mines Welfare organisation has 7 crores of rupees in its fund. The Govern-
ment should start welfare schemes with the Co- operation of the workers. The coal Board
and the Stowing Board should be done away with, as they create unnecessary obstacles.

When Coking Coal Mines Bill was introduced, the first charge was given to the
scured creditors. If this is done in the present case also, the whole money would go to
the relatives of the mine-owners, because they have been made the secured-creditors and
outstanding dues like provident fund, bonus, Railway fares, Royalty and welfare cess etc.

could. not be realised.

The Government of India has planned to double the production of coal to 15 crores
of tons during the fifth five year Plan. There were 4 lakh workers in collieries in 1947
and even now there are four lakh workers in the coal mines. The Government shoujd
increase the manpower to help achieve the target fixed for the fifth Plan. This, would

also ease the unemployment problem.

The rise in prices of coal has been mentioned by most of the members. It has been
stated that the prices of coal have gone up only after the take over of coal mines by the
Government. The honourable Minister has stated that 979 of the coal goes to the in-
dustry and only 3.7% of total coal is earmarked for domestic Consumption. But it is not
3.7% only, because the mine owne of private sector have been illegally mining the Coal
with out informing the authorities so that they could evade the payment of bonus. Royalty
etc. They had been supplying this additional coal to the consumers direct through
trucks. This flow of coal through trucks was stopped for four or five days when collieries
were taken over. Now the Government should provide coal to the people by arranging

more transport.

Shri Damodar Pandey (Hazaribagh): Sir, I welcome this Bill. It has been said that
by taking over the small collieries Government has created a climate of uncertainty in the
investment field of the country. The number of small collieries was 800-850 before they
were taken over by the Government but after taking over the number reached up to 1000
in Governments record. It proves that 200 collieries were not in Governments record
and these mine owners were selling coal at higher prices. The owners of small collieries,
who are now asking for protection and compensation had been fleecing the public. They
did not pay any royalty and cess on unaccounted production.

The hon. Minister has just stated that in a colliery, where 300 persons are working
108 persons are members of provident fund. These figures are not correct. There are
a number of collieries where thousand persons are working but only five persons are
members of Provident Fund. The hon. Minister had given an assurance in Jharia that
the arrears of Provident Fund will be treated as first charge. But that assurance is yet
to take practical shape. 1wouldlike the hon. Minister to ensure that arrears are treated
as first charge and only the balance amount is given as ccmpensation to the colliery owners.

Ketla and Jharkhand collieries of Bihar have not been taken over by the Government.
There are 80C0 workers which are without employment Government should take over
these collieries withcut any delay, and the loophole in the laws, if any, should be plugged.

Some new arrangement will have to be done to run small and big collieries _taken
over by the Government. We should not use labour saving device because there is no
dearth of labour in India. Government should give guarantee for more employment.

But I would like that Government should not provide jobs to such persons who are
looting the workers.

Total productions of coal is 70 million tonnes. Out of that price of 7—8 metric
tonne of coal, which is used for brick burning and domestic consumption has been raised.
Government shculd look into tke reason for price rise. The middle men are fleecing the
consumers purposely. Then should not be allowed to harass the Public.

. Distribution system should also be stareamlined. The plea that price of coal has
risen because wage bill of workers has gone up, is not correct. 1 would like the hor.
Minister to ensure the supply of coal at cheap rates.

Shri M.C. Daga (Pali) : Taking over of coal mines is a commendable step, taken
by the Government but actually this step should have been taken much earlier. In this

connection 1 would like to refer to the statement made by the hon. Minister, shri
Kumaramangalam. He has said:

“The Governnment did not intend to nationalise these mines as long as the mine
owners invested adequately out of the profits they made so as to be able to
build up for production in future, implemented the Wage Board recommenda-
tions, so far as the labour was concerned and paid the royalty dues to the
Government as well as the Provident Fund dues to the workers™’.

But what these Mine owners did ? They swallowed Provident Fund amount and
royalty and showed loss of Rs. 30 crores.

. The condition of small collieries is very deplorable. They have not got scientific
instruments. Therefore, they are not in a position to speed up their production. It
is because of the colliery owners that the condition there has become so bad.

Government should see that honest and hard working officers are appointed in the
management.

Shri Rajdeo Singh (Jaunpur) : Sir, I rise to support the Bill. This Bill will replace
the ordinance issued earlier in this connection. Some hon. Members have said that ordi-
nance should not have been promulgated in inter-session-period of Parliament. But this
was very necessary to stop the malpractices that could have followed. [t has rightly been
stated that taking over of coal mines should have been done 20 ycars ago. Government
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should see that the workers do not live in miserable conditions as they were living in be-
fore the taking over of coal mines. They weic exploited by middlemen. Organisation
like C.R.O. which exploited mines, should also be worked up. There should be through
medical check up of the minars every year. Casual labourers should be made pet-

manent.

~ Government should pay according to onc’s ability. Points have been raised about
rise in price of domestic and brick-burning coal. Transportation of coal should be rationa-
lised so that it could be supplied at cheaper rates. Adequate supply of coal should be

ensured to brick clins.

Shri Shivnath Singh (Jhunjhunu) : Sir, I welcome this Bill. Taking over of the
managemenrt of coal mines is the first step towards total nationalisation. Coal is natural
resource. Exploitation and use of the natural resources of a country which are indis-
pensable for the life of community should not be left to the mercy of individuals. They
should be nationalised.

Government should see that the contractors and other third persons involved in the
coal trade should not suffer on account of the take over.

| After the promulgation of the ordinance our Custodian General issued a circular.
I want to read out few lines from it.

“The Custodian General requests the cooperation of all custommers. in payment
of monies to the new organisation directly even if they had middlemen involved
in the transactions.”

We should see that contractors should net suffer in any way as they do not have any
concern with the mine owners.

~ The hon. Member Shri Chatterjec has said that 20 paisa per tonne will have to be
paid to the coal mine owners. This is too much. When we are investing, why should
we pay so much?

You have made a provision for imprisonment and fine for non-transfer of assests
etc. to the custodian. A person who saves his assests, it is immaterial for him to pay a
fine of 10 to 20 thousands of rupees. It should be the duty of the minc owner to give
figures within a reasonable time. '

You have said that those persons who had been in scrvice of collieries would bte
absorbed. The owners have manirulated their records prior to nationalised by appointing
their near relations on high posts. Such persons should not be retained.

$hri Ram Singh Bhai Verma (Indore): T welcome this measure. These mine owners
were exploiting the labour to a great cxtent, by paying them less and showing more in pay
rolls . This they werc fleeing the people. Tt is apparent for the list of accidents that
during 1970, there were 212 deaths and during 1971, the number of deaths was 231. The
demand and supply of coal have both risen.

~ @ur production during 1960-61 was 5 crore 50 lakhs and 72 thousand tonnes and
during 1971-72 it was 7 crore 10 lakhs and 56 thousand tonnes. It is surprising that the
number of mine workers has decreased from 4 lakhs 11 thousand in 1961 to 3 lakhs
50 thousand in 1972.

So far as payment of compensation is concerned, according to the constitution,
you can pay one paisa per ton in place of 20 paisc per ton. It should be paid on the basis
of average production for the last 4 years. From the amount due on account of com-
pensalion, the amount of provident fund due to workers and royalty should be recevered.
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tataT

Shri Vasant Sathe (Akola): Sir, I want that no compensation should be paid to them

and if at all it has to be paid it should be paid afier deducting recoveries on account of
Provident Fund.

Representation should be given of the Iabour in management and if you make it
result oriented you would succeed in the matter.
