A Working Group constituted for the purpose has given its report.

(b) and (c). A Statement is laid on the Table of ths House.

Statement

The main recommendations of the Working Group for formulation of the Fifth Five
Year Plan on Community Development and Panchayati Raj are :(—

(i) Community Development agency and Panchayati Raj institutions should be
effectively involved in the integrated rural development which should include
besides crop production, all the allied activities and for this purpose they should
be re-oriented and strengthened; '

(ii) The Community Development and Panchayati Raj institutions should be galva-
nised to become instruments of social and economic changes, They should have,
therefore, adequate creditability and viability if they aie to play their role effec-
tively as instruments of change and raise among the rural people the desire for
a better living;

(iii) In the interest of integrated rural development, the National Plan should be
broken into locational plan and there should be district planning cell in each
district with sufficient supporting staff;

(iv) It is desirable that panchayats are entrusted with the implementation of the
Minimum Needs Programme. For this purpose, required measures may be taken
for mobilisation and augmentation of the resources of these bodies;

(v) The Working Group has recommended an outlay of Rs. 165.9 crores. Its break-

up is as follows :—
(Rs. in croies)

State Sector 81.6
Central Sector 13.7
Centrally-Sponsored Sector 70.6

Total 165.9

The Report of the Working Group is under consideration of the Planning Commission.
Since Community Development has primarily to figure in the State Plan sector, the final
decision on the operative part of the Report concerning outlays for the Fifth Five Year
Plan will emerge only after State Plan proposals are received.

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Retired Officials in Private Industry

3208. Shri Panna Lal Barupal : Will the Prime Minister be pleased to state :

(a) the number of high officials retired from the Central Government service and
working in private industries receiving assistance from the Central Government; and

(b) whether before relieving any employee from service along with payment of gra-
tuity and pension, Government propose to attach a restriction that no Government officer
shall offer his services to the industries in the private sector after retirement ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs and in the Department of
Personnel (Shri Ram Niwas Mirdha) : (a) Under the rules, retired Class I officers of the
central Government can take up commercial employment within two years of their retire-
ment with permission of the Government. No such permission is necessary if the com-
mercial employment is taken up after two years from the date of retirement. This rule
applies to all commercial employment irrespective of whether the industry in which such
employment is taken up is receiving assistance from the Government or not. Retired offi-
cers could, therefore, have joined the private industries with or without permission of the
Government, according to whether the employment was taken within two years of retire-
ment or thercafter. Even those who might have taken up employment with the private
industries might have left their service subsequently. In view of the position explained
above, it is regretted that the information asked for is not available with the Government.

(b) No, Sir. Government are advised that a total ban cannot be imposed on post-
retirement commercial employment of Government servants as it would involve violation
of the fundamental rights guaranteed in Article 19(1) (g) of the Constitution.

Applications for setting up of Industries in Backward Areas of M.P.

3248. Shri G. C. Dixit :

Shri Hukum Chand Kachwai :

Will the Minister of Industrial Development and Science and Technology be pleased’
to state:

(a) whether the Central Government have received any applications for setting up
industries in the backward districts of Madhya Pradesh during 1971-72 ;

(b) if so, the number thereof and the names of the industries proposed to be set up;
and ;

(c) whether licences and the letters of intent have been issued to the applicants in
this regard and if so, the broad outlines thereof ?

The Minister of Industrial Development and Science and Technology (Shri C.
Subramaniam) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) 47 applications were received for setting up industries in the backward districts
of Madhya Pradesh during 1971 and 1972. These applications mainly relate to writing
and printing paper, maida, atta, bran, phathalic anhydride, vanaspati ghee, photographic

paper, steering gears for automobiles, corrugating medium, oxygen & acetylene, coal and
conveyor belts etc.
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(c) 2 licences and 6 letters of intent have been issued so far. These relate to the

manufacture of vanaspati ghee, coal, writing and printing paper, steering gears for

automobiles, oxygen & acetylene gas, conveyor belts, steel tubes and pipes and beer.

Enhancement of capacity of Telephone Exchange, Burhanpur City, M.P.

3249. Shri G. C. Dixit : Will the Minister of Communications be pleased to state:

(a) whether the telephone exchange in Burhanpur city in Madhya Pradesh is not in
a position to meet the demand for new telephone connections; and

(b) if so, whether Government propose to enhance the capacity of the Telephone

~ The Minister of Communications (Shri H. N. Bahuguna) : (a) Yes, Sir. The exchange
is fully loaded and no new telephone connections can be given for the present.

Interim Report on Fifth Plan given by the National Committee on Science and
Technology

3252. Shri Shrikrishna Agrawal: Will the Minister of Science and Technology be pleased
to state :

(a) whether the National Committee on Science and Technology have given their
interim report for Fifth Five Year Plan ;

(b) if so, the main recommendations thereof ; and
(c) Government’s reaction thereto ?
The Minister of Industrial Development and Science & Technology (Shri C. Subrama-

nium) : (@) The National Committee on Science and Technology has given ““An Approach to
Science and Technology Plan’’ and not an interim report for the Fifth Five Year Plan. The
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Approach outlines the thinking of the NCST on the several complex issues that have arisen

in the course of preparation of the S&T Plan, which is being worked out and will form
an integral part of the Fifth Plan.

(b) & (c) : The Government has accepted in principle the following recommendations
made in the Approach Paper :

(i) The S&T Plan will cover all scientific and technological programmes, particularly
those of importance and those which have hitherto utilised the largest propor-
tions of the national scientific resources,

(ii) Thecentres of scientificand technologicalactivity and the administrative practices,
organisational structures and the commitment, motivation and effectiveness
of the people working in the administrative Departments associated with those
centres need considerable managerial reforms.

(iii) In order that the strategy of technological self-reliance is pursued successfully
the national market for industrial technology should be re-structured in favour
of indigenous source of technology.

(iv) The national investment on R&D during the Fifth Plan would be such that a
figure in the general neighbourhood of 1% of the GNP is reached in the last year
of the Fifth Plan.

Persons killed by Police and Army Firing During Agitations in the Country

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The Minister of Communications (Shri H. N. Bahuguna) : (a) The casual labourers
in the P&T Department are employed for the duration of different specific works on daily
wages on casual basis. It is, as such, difficult to provide the total number of such labour
employed each year by the Department.

However, the information regarding the number of casual labourers who had been
‘continuously employed for the last three years is being collected and would be laid on the
table of the House.

(b) There is no regular scale of pay. They are paid daily wages rates of which are
sanctioned by the concerned head of the Circle in accordance with the general rules being
observed by various departments of Govt. of India, based on local rates of casual labourers

as prevalent in the local area, e.g., the existing daily wages rate for the Delhi townis
Rs. 4.50P.

(¢) The casual labourers are eligible and are given preference for absorption in
regular cadres of the Department like, mazdoors, linemen, Class IV etc. Steps are also
being taken to gradually absorb such daily wages casual labourers into the cadre of

regular mazdoors who had been working continuously in the Department for a number
of years.

S.T.D. between Patna and Gaya

Shri Md. Jamilurrahaman : It is very unproper to supply a wagon of fertilizer after
charging 8,000 rupees extra per wagon. It has great burden on the farmers.

The hon. Minister has accepted that there are 13 lakh rupees in the Suspense Account.
It is not a big bungling ?

I want to know what were the reasons of sending urea to Andhra, Orisa and Mysore,
What was the necessity of violating the law ?

I could not understand the reasons that why those directors have not been arrested
and suspended when the bungling of 13 lakh rupees were found against them ?

All these three officers responsible for the bungling should be immediately suspended.

The position of food grains is not serious. In case proper fertilizer and relief had
been given to the farmers; the position might have been different. The Government should

see that the assistance and relief being given to the farmers may not be misused. Farmers
are not getting the fertilizers today.

Shri D.K. Borooah : It is true that the farmers have suffered a lot because of increase
in prices of fertilizers. We had done what was possible in this matter. They had been

asked to take leave for two months because we thought that C.B.I. would submit its.
report within that period.

Shri Jagannath Misra (Madhubani) Qur's is an agricultural country. If there is.
no improvement in agriculture we will be no where.

India is the only coantry in world in which there is heaviest taxation on fertilizers.
The farmers have never been told how they should utilise the fertilizers for their crops.

The F.C.L officers indulge in bungling in the matter of fertilizers. They do some
sort of things to increase the price of the fertilizers. They have earned lakhs of rupees.
They contact some of the weak firms in foreign countries to supply fertilizers to us

and those firm supply poor quality of fertilizers to our county and as a result we have to
suffer.

I want to k.now when the matter was refcrred to C.B.1. why those officers were not
suspended ? It is a fundamental issue and th" hon. Minister must look into this matter.
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They create trouble for C.B.1. I want to know why fertilizer projects in Durgapur,
Barauni, Cochin have not been Commissioned even after lapse of five years. There
appears some sabotage of the Officers in this matter.

All India Officer’s Federation of Fertilizer Corporation should be given recognition
immediately.

There is a famine of fertilizers in the country and there is lot of corruption in this
matter.

Shri D. K. Borooah : The hon. member has correctly stated that fertilizer play
important role in our agricultural growth. I also agree with the hon. member regarding
the improvement to be done in the working of the Fertilizer Corporation. This improve-
ment can be done through my efforts and actions and not with my speeches. 1 request
the hon. Member that he should wait for my efforts in this regard.

The purpose of suspension which is also called forced leave is to enable C.B.I. con-
duct enquiries into the matters without any obstacles. We will certainly take further

steps if C.B.I. so desire.

Shri Damodar Pandey (Hazaribagh) : The hon, Minister has stated that this matter
has been entrusted to C.B.I. It neans that there is a Prima Facie case of bungling. May
I know whether the rule of granting forced leave will also be applied to the workers
as has been done in this case ? May I also know whether only there three persons are
involved in this case or there are certain other persons against whom inquiries are pro-
posed to be conducted by them ? '

The hon. Minister might be knowing that seven General Managers have been work-
ing in Fertilizer Corporation in acting capacity and they have not been confirmed as
yet. Three of them have been rejected by the Bureau of Public Enterprises and yet
they are working on their posts. Other three General Managers were declared suitable
for the posts by Bureau of Public Enterprises but they were not allowed to join duty.
May I know from the hon. Minister the justification for not honouring the decision
of B.P.E. by the Fertilizer Corporation in regard to appointments on such important posts?

Is it a fact that the marketing Director of Fertilizer Corporation goes to Calcutta on
every third day on official tour if so the reasons therefore and the justification of such
frequent visits undertaken by him ?

May I also know whether all the Directors have been exercising nepotism through
which they have appointed their relatives and members of their families on higher posts
in the corporation ? I can quote scveral instances in this regard. Is it not a fact that
they are being paid 40 per cent house rent allowance on the maximum pay and other are
being paid only 25 per cent of their pay ?

I would like to suggest that Government should institute a commission of inquity
or Parliamentary enquiry committce to look into the affairs of this corporation because
C.B.I. would not be able to find out all these irregularities and corruption prevelant in this
corporation. If Government realise that this Corporation cannot function smoothly
it should be dissolved and Government should set up a new machinery under public
sector for this purpose.
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Shri D.K. Barooah : Regarding the number of employees on forced leave I hav’,
already stated that C.B.I. has been asked to indicate the names of other employeees whemn

they want to be granted leave. If C.B.L suggest certain names in this regard we wiil
ask them to proceed on leave.

I will look into the matter regarding the procedure adopted for the workers found
in simtlar situation. So far as the corruption in the said corporation are concerned we
are thinking over the reorganisation of the same (Interruption).

Shrimati V. R. Scindia of Gwalior (Bhind) : Sir, the objectives of greater social justice
and self reliance claimed to be achieved by the Government cannot be obiained through
such a budget as been presented by the hon. Minister. Besides burning problems before the
country cannot be solved. The reason for imposing new taxes on the people has been
identified to check inflation. In my opinion it is a premature plea because of the fact that
Government cannot bring economic stability with this measure. The best way to obtain
accelarated economic growth is to curb wasteful expenditure and corruption, Government
should give incentives to agriculturists and industrialists for increasing agro-industrial
production. Large number of unauthorissd and fake currency notes are in circulation
inthecountry. Attention of th2 Gavernn:at hasbz2a iavited to this problem several times
but they have not taken any steps in this regard uptil now.

Government have put a burden of loans worth Rs. 8500 crores on the nation.
Crores of rupees are paid to the foreignj countries in the form of interest resulting in
decrease in the national capital. Internal disturbances have also caussd heavy losses to the

national property. I think that ths policies and the mzthods adopted by the Governmen't
are entirely defective.

Whiie presenting the budget the hon. Minister assured the House that with those budget
PfOpo'sal the problem of pricerise would be solved and that there would be no inflation.
But his statements has been proved misleading. Now he has come with the same proposals
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and Government have imposed new taxes worth Rs. 292 crores. Methods proposed to
be adopted for realising the taxes would certainly enable the corrupt officers in getting
more opporiunities of excercising corruption.

it is quite obvious that Government have failed io fulfil the promises and assurances
given before the people at the time of last general elections. Instead of recovering poverty
they are increasing it day by day in the country. More than 22 crores of people are living
under the level of below poverty line. The gap between rich and poor has widened. The
money of tax payers in being misused by the Government.

Government have not made effective efforts to create employment opportunities for
more than one crore of educated unemployed. Government have made provisions in this
budget for only five lakhs of unemployed who would be provided with jobs. In view of the
crores of unemployed persons in the country this provision is next to nothing.

It has been observed that Indian peasants have not been provided with proper facili-
ties regarding education, medicine and transportation.

Agriculturists are feeling agitated due to the non-availability of adequate irriga-
tion facilities percentage of uneconomic holdings in the country has increased from 55
to 67 unit Government have not prepared any scheme in regard to converting uneconomic
holdings into economic ones.

Increase of Rs. 55 crores is the amount for small irrigation Schemes is inadequate and
with this meagre amount the dream of green revolution can not be realised. Government
were hopeful that they would be able to produce enough foodgrains to even export but
now they are forced to import it by expending foreign exchange worth Rs. 160 crores.

Shri Darbara Singh (Hoshiarpur) : We have to decide the justification of this budget
keeping in view certain points. The refugee influx, the Bangla Desh issue, drought situa-
tions and the shortage of power and water resulted in price rise. Therefore, this budget
deserve appreciation in view of the circumstances it has been brought forward.

The objectives of this budget are to curb the concentration of economic power and
to remove regional imbalances.

A provision of Rs. 160 crores has been made in this budget for importing foodgrains
from other countries and the bonus being advanced to states for removing the shortage
of foodgrains amounting to 19.7 per cent. If larger funds are allocated to the states for

increasing agricultural production, we shall not be required to spend such a huge amount
on the import of foodgrains.

There are some big land-lords having 400 acres of land who want to save themselves
from the grip of ceiling laws and are trying to divide their lands among their relatives.
It is to be ensured that no such step can be taken as to shatter over economy.

Take example of the F.C.I. At some places in Punjab, mainly at Jullunder lakhs of
bags of rice has rotten for want of proper storage. The officers in F.C.I. are indulged in
corruption. The centre should send an officer to enguire into the matter. If our agricul-

tural produce is stored in warehouses properly and honest officers are there, there will be
no need for importing foodgrains.

One thing is clear from this budget that the rich have not been touched so far as the

taxation is concerned. Theincidence of taxes on the commodities like petrol will be shifted
to the consumers.

Efforts have lately been made to instal pumping-sets and shallow tube-wells.
This should be done much earlier. The Government have not been able to execute their
schemes to the fullest extent because of the inefficient bureaucracy.

Some of recommendations of the Raj Commission have been accepted. No delay
should be made in the implementation of these recommendations. There is no mention
of urban-ceiling in this budget. Delay will simply create complications.

I suggest to stop imports. New deposit should be taken over. Such things should be
done after research so that self-sufficiency can be achieved.
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Why shouldn’t we become self-sufficient in respect of foodgrains in all the states ?
Why don’t you have a crop planning ? Then, I would like to say something about small
tractors. When ceiling is imposed on land, there will be need of small tractors because we
have to do intensive cultivation, Small farmers are not able to take loans from the

nationalised banks.
The Government deserves appreciation for increasing the number of backward dis-
tricts from 162 to 265. A great deal of attention is to be paid towards these areas.

Shri Hari Singh (Khurja) :

The budget for the year 1973-74 is auspicious in many
respects for the Country.

In this budget sufficient amounts have been allotted to different
heads. For agriculture a good amount has been earmarked. Provision of import of

20 lakhs tons of foodgrains has been made in this budget. Had the amount, earmarked

for the import, directed to the development of agriculture in this country then much food-
grains problem would have been solved.

The Government have levied tax on agricultural income to prevent the growth of
black money. But I want to say that the Indian agriculturist has to Pass through many
natural calamities and his net income is about Rs. 560. If you tax his income then he will
be putin unecessarily troubles. Itis my suggestion that instead of this, he should be given
facilities to increase his production. The Government should take revoluticrnary step to
eliminate economic disparities. In the same way the huge disparity in the pay of Goverr-
mentservants should also be removed. Talks of upliftment of poor and backward people
take place but the amount sanctioned by the Government does not reach them. Our

bureaucracy isa big hurdle in implementing the Schemes. The farmers of Uttar Pradesh
are groaning under the hevy burden of taxes.

The people of Western region of Uttar Pradesh have to go to Allahabad High Court

fm: their cases. It is troublesome for them. It is my earnsst demand that a branch of
High Court should be opened in Meerut.

With these words I support the budget.

Shri Chandualal Chandrakar (Durg) : I am deadly against levying taxes every year.
Actaally this practice has b22oms out of date. There are four measures which can help
the Government in raising revenues without resorting to taxation. Firstly, checking of
smggling secon lly, collection of present taxes in more eTective ways, thirdly, stoppage of
extravagent expeaditure and the last is to increase revenues from Public Institutions.

Take the case of smuazzling. If the Goverameat stops it then it can earn revenue to
the tune of Rs. 100crores. The custom officials say that most of the smuggling take place
in Western Coast and the goods come from Middle East countries. The smugglers have fast
speed boats which can easily surpass the custom’s boats. So fast speed boats, hovererafts
etc. should be provided to customs to help them to frustrate the attempts of smugglers.
Besides this watch should be kept on air lines employees to stop smuggling through airlines.

It is my suzg2stioa that thz little Andaman Island should be declared as a Free Port.
This can yield handsoms revenue to the Government. Hongkong is an example which
provide source of revenue to China. The Government should develop Andaman Nicobar
Islands and other islands to promote tourism and this can yield good revenue to Govern-

ment.
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Regarding stoppage of extravagent expenditure I would suggest that purchasing of
foreign cars for high ups should be discontinued. Its maintenance etc. cost a lot to the
Government, A good amount is spent on the decoration of officers of Public undertakings

which should be stopped. In the same way the practice of giving travelling allowance in
Public Undertakings should be abolished.

It seems that the Government have not taken any lesson from the famine otherwise
next five years plan would have radical changes. It has not set any targets regarding irriga
tion, roads, etc. We do not find any job oriented and production oriented planning.
Madhya Pradesh is pagging behind in the field of irrigation, rails and roads. Economic

exploitation is going on there. The Government should takeall these thingsinto considera-
tion,

Shri Paripoorannand Painuli (Tehri Garhwal) : I support the budget because of its
pragmatic approach. Some opposition members have shed crocodile tears for the poor.
But I want to say that the owners of electric appliances or who smoke costly cigarettes or
who owns car does not come under the definition of common man. So the taxes will
be levied on rich people. There is no doubt that the common man will have to pay more
fare due to taxing the petrol. But the question is how it affects our national policy.
The Finance Minister has stated that opportunities of employment will be created and sav

ing will get due importance. By adopting this measure we can increase the production
and decrease the inflationary pressure.

Some members, particularly belonging to Jan Sangh and Swtantara party, have
opposed the taking over of the wholesale of foodgrains. There is no doubt that hoarders,
profiters etc. are on their back who do not want the policy of the Government to succeed.

[ congratualte the hon. Finance Minister for mentioning integrated development of back-
ward areas in the budget.

I want to ask from the Government what they have done for the development of
hilly areas of Uttar Pradesh ? The Central Government and the State Government have
made big assurance to develop that area but in practice nothing has been done. There are

no industries and the raw materials are sent outside. The Government should give
due consideration to that area.

We talk of production of foodgrains but in the absence of irrigation facilities this
does not take place. So provision of carrying out incomplete projects must be taken
immediately. The Government should give utmost importance to develop backward areas.

. Shri Shri Chandra Shailani (Hatharas) : As per the present times and situation, it
IS a befitting Budget from a progressive Government. It will benefit all and sundry.
Despite the prevailing difficult circumstances the Government have not levied very much
taxcs. We have been financially over burdened because of draught and Bangla Desh
Refugees’ influx. But still the proposed taxes are not going to create any special inconveni-
ence to the middle or poor class people. However, I would like to point out that this too

could have been avoided had the realisation of previous taxes been executed effectively
and fruitfully,
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Levying Taxes always cause price spiral, whereas the people of our country are
already passing hard times of abnormal scaircity in even the essential commondities and
it is the first and foremost responsibility of the Government to provide the basic necessities
for all and every citizen of the country.

\Regarding realization of income tax; evasion of which is going on a large scale
particularly by the big industrialists, business men and other affluent people who are always
found in big arrears of taxes and who delay and sabotage the recovery thereof by
indulging in court proceedings, I would suggest that no assessee should be permitted to
approach the court until he pays at least fifty per cent of the tax amount assessed

against him.

Money allotted for the development of the backward areas is quite insufficient. The
Budget also does not provide enough for the facilities to poor farmers, workers and other

exploited people..........

Mr. Chairman : Nothing would be recorded from his speech hereinafter.

Shri E.V. Vikha Patil (Kopargaon): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I rise to support the Budget
proposals, because the presert Budget shows the least deficit among all the Budget
presented in the previous years. In the present circumstances, this is the best possibie

Budget.

Secondly, the proposed taxation is not going to affect the common man’s consumptif’“
and the prices of the common man’s consumer goods would not possibly rise as the industr il
items only have been taxed and those too through indirect taxation.

The most beautiful part of the Budget is that Rs. 100 crores have been allocated for
drought hit areas but no ceiling of expenditure should be put in regard to providing employ-
ments to drought affected people. 1 request that neither the irrigation schemes pressed
into for giving relief to them, should be done away with after the draught conditions 2rc
over. Those schemes should continue as a normal routine.

The Central Government should conduct a survey for having agro-based industries
and prepare projects reports therefor. Such industries should be in cooperative scector
with people’s participation therein. It would prove a very good measure for collecting funds

and providing employment in the rural areas.

A fruit canning factory is being established in Delhi for canning fruits from Himachal
Pradesh. It should have been set up in Himachal Pradesh itself or at the place where the
fruits are grown. Similarly spinning and weaving industries and dairy farms can l?e
set up in the cooperative sector and in the rural and backward areas. This would help I
the advancement of these areas and would also benefit the growers.

Maharashtra lacks very much as regards irrigation facilities and we have to depend on
Monsoon only. The Government should therefore go for more and more irrigation schemes.
For this purpose the dispute over Godavari, Krishna and Kaveri rivers should be solved as
soon as possible so that the drought hit areas could get enough water.

Shrimati Sahodra Bai Rai (Sagaur) : I rise to support the budget proposals made by
the Finance Minister. It is a well knit and well balanced budget.

fHowever, I request that special efforts should be made to improve the miserable condi~
tion of the Harijans and poor people, particularly the women who are down-trodden because
of the crushing domestic burden of households on them, in Maharashtra, Gujarat and
Rajasthan where people and cattle both are facing death because of sever drought conditions.
The Government should arrange for fodder and foodgrains.

The villages in my area have been totally backward since independence. Although
there has been quite a lot of improvement of the Harijans and adivasis in the other areas
of the country but still there are certain areas when the poor folk could not progres $
because of the pressure of Brahmins, Thakurs and other people of high castes. I, therefore,
urge upon for providing them with road, power and other facilities, there is alround
paucity of means there. The poor adivasis and Harijans are not getting loans from banks
until they grease the palm of the bankmen and also unless they get harassed quite 2
number of times.

Steps shold also be taken to provide housing facilities to the poor Adivasis and Hari-
jans. Let the hon. Minister visit the areas and see the things himself. My area is inhibited
by martial folk and is also dacoit infested. Therefore enough security arrangements should
also be made there.

Then the allowances of the policemen who perform their duties in the dangerous:
dacoit infested areas, are very less unlike those of police officers. Also the prizes and rewards
are taken away by the higher officer for the brave deeds done by their juniors.

Finaliy, I would appeal to the opposition to extend their cooperation in establishing
a stable and effective administration instead of making efforts to cause uncertainty and
instability which always proves harmful for the nation’s future.
