(ii) Some ma{or improved implements like six-spindle new model charkha sets, two
spindle new model charkha sets to replace traditional charkhas on a phased basis and im-
proved new model sevagram looms, pre-weaving processes and aequipments were introduced.
The Khadi and Village Industries Commission has already distributed 760 looms with pre-
weaving equipment 8975 six-spindle new model charkhas and 30,000 two-spindle charkhas.

Fall in India’s Export Target during the Fourth Plan

5373. ShriOnkar Lal Berwa : Will the Minister of Commerce be pleaséd tostate :

(a) whether we have not been able to achieve our export target during the Fourth Plan;
and

(b) if so, the reasons therefor?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Commerce (Shri A. C. George) : (a)
& (b) Thegrowth rate of India’s exports during the 1st three years of the Fouth Five Year
Plan has varied from 4.1% in 1969-70 to 8.6% in 1970-71 and to ¢.6% in 1971-72, giving
an average compound rate of about 5.89%, per annum. The growth rate of exports over
this period, particularly during 1971-72 was hampered by number of adverse factors such as
(i) continuing shortages of domestic supply of certain basic raw materials (steel, non-ferrous
metals, cotton, etc.) needed for export production, (ii) sluggish trend in industrial production
(iii) transport bottlenecks and dislocation in shipments due to Indo-Pak hostilities,  (iv) the
international monetary crisis which added to the uncertainties of foreign trade, (v) recession
in world steel industry which affected exports of iron ore, ferro-manganese, etc. (vi) res-
pective trade policies pursued by certain developed countries, and (vii) inadequate shipping
space and increasing freight rates. :

The trends of exports have been quite encouraging during 1972-73. {With an es imated
increase of ever 109, during 1972-73 (over 1971-72), the growth of export during the 1st
four years of the Fourth Five Year Plaxn is expected to improve to the target of 7% rate of
annual growth envisaged for the Fourth Five Year Plan.

(b) The State level inter-institutional group in Kerala under the leadership of the In-
dustrial t Development Bank of India (IDBI) took the initiative in establishing a technical
consultancy service centre for Kerala, namely, the Kerala Industrial and Technical Con-
sultancy Organisation Limited (KITCO) for assisting it with regard to various aspects of
project work, Itisthepolicy oftheIDBI for havinga limited extension of the KITCO type
consultancy organisation by organising a zonal organisation for a group of States instead of
each State mainly due to the constraint of professional staff of the required quality/qualifica-
tions to man such organisations.

The IDBI has consequently recently decided to set up a zonal organisation at Gauhati,
£o cater to the needs of the States/Union Territories in the North-eastern Region viz., Assam
Arunachal Pradesh, Manipur, Meghalaya, Mizoiam, Nagaland and Tripura. Similarly
a proposal for a joint industrial and technical consultancy organisation which mey look
after the requiremer:ts of both Bihar and Uttar Pradesh has been referred to the concerned
State Governments for their views. Similar zonal organisation for other States including
Madhya Pradesh would be considered in due course.

On completion of the course, written and oral examinations are
taken.

Income-tax assessments are placed in five categories in the scale of importance, The top
important cases comprising Category I are those with income over Rs. 25,000 from business/
profession. Ason 3i-12-72 there were 2.27 lakh Category I assessments pending. The time
limit within which any assessment has to be completed under the Income-tax Act, Igfil 1s
two years from the end of the relevant assessment year: These pending assessments are within
the time limits prescribed under the Income-tax Act, 1961., However, information regarding
the exact dates since which these assessments are pending is not available and its collection
will involve considerable time. -

(b) Section 143(1) of the Income-tax Act, 1961 was amended with effect from 1-4-71
to provide for summary assessment of comparatively unimportant cases. Completion of bulk
of the assessments under summary procedure by junior assessing officers will leave the senior
assessing officeis more time and attention for important cases so that these get proper and
prompt attention. Administrative directions have also been issued for priority handling
of these assessments. Lastly, the time limit for completion of Income-tax assessments has been
generally reduced from 4 to 2 years by amending the relevant provisions in the Income-tax
Act. With these measures it is hoped that the important assessments will get disposed of
expeditiously and well within the time limits now prescribed in the Income-tax Act.

Shri Phool Chand Varma (Ujjain) : About a year has passed when Manipur was
given the Status of a State and since then not a single industry has been established there.
Government has not paid due attention for the development ofthe State.  Thereis means
of transport and communication in the state. Manipur is a border state and it is a strate-
gic for the Military point of view. During rainy season the state remains cut off from the
other parts ofthe Country. Governmentshould pay serious attention to thismatter and take

This attitude of the local congress
thereshould bediscouraged. Thispolitical crime is damaging the roots of democracy in the
country. Inspite of persistent demands, Government is not bringing forward Bill on
defections to curb this = evil. Govemment seems to have vested interest in keeping
the defections cncouragcd Thcrcforc, I want the hon. Minister to brmg forward
a Bill on defections in this session so that ‘this evil may be removed.

RESOLUTION RE : ABOLITION OF RAJYA SABHA

Shri Bibhuti Misra (Motihari): Sir, I beg to move :

‘““That this House direct the Government to bring forward a Bill to amend
the Constitution to provide for the abolition of Rajya Sabha.”

While bringing in this Resolution, I may make it clear that I have
absolutely no sense of jealousy or ill will against any Member of the Rajya
Sabha, and I have got fullest respect and honour for that body.

-~

The existing provision of the Upper House was made by the constituent
Assembly which in fact, did not represent the entire country and was
dominated by either the pro-British Government people or by the persons
who were under the influence of that Administration. And that is why this
provision of this House—one Rajya Sabha and the other Lok Sabha on the
pattern almost similar to those of House of Lords and House of ‘Commons
respectively., But Mahaitma Gandhi, the Father of the Nation, was not in

favour of having this House.  Before the Federal Structure Committed in 1931
he had said :

“I am certainly not enamoured or I do not swear by two legislatures,
I have no fear of a popular legislature running away with itself and hastily
passing some laws of which afterwards it will have to repent. I would
not like to give a bad name to it and then hang the popular legislature.
I think that a popular legislature can take care of itself and since we are
dealidpg with the poorest country in the world, the less expenses we have
to bear, the better it is for us. I do not for one moment endorse the idea
that unless we have an Upper Chamber to exercise control over the popular
chamber, the popular chamber will ruin the country. 1 have no such
fear, but I can visualise a state of affairs when there can be battle royal
between the popular chamber and the Upper Chamber.” (What Mahatmaji
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predicated has already come true and we have had so many battles rpyal
with the other House). “Any way, whilst I would not take up a decisive
attitude in connection with it, personally I am of opinion that we can do
with onc Chamber only and that we can do with to great advantage.
We will certainly save a great deal of expenses if we can bring ourselves
to believe that we shall do with one Chamber”.

Then Gandbiji insisted on creating our own precedence rather than to
follow Britisher, He said,

“We need not go after precedents. Let India create her own precedent,
so that the rest of the world may follow it.”’

Similarly, in 1936, Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru also had said that there should
be only one House in India.

Then, the way in which the Members of the Rajya Sabha are elected shows
that the body gives scope for the entry of the persons who haw_.re bgcn
defeated and rejected by the masses. In fact, many of the entrants In Rajya
Sabha are such persons and also those who may not be useful in that House
but have to be obliged and given seat. Therein you can find such persons
there who have never faced the people at large and who have never sought,
fought or won any election. They; in fact, have no link and contact, with the
people at all and therefore they have no knowledge of people’s sufferings and
grivences. Besides this, the above pattern permits back door entry of those who
might have been otherwise rejected or deplored by the masses.

The Membership of Rajya Sabha Member is safe upto six years whereas
an elected Member of Lok Sabba can fear the dissolution of Lok Sabha any
day and any time alt hough he comes to this House after great struggle and
efforts. Whereas a Lok Sabba Member is elected by lakhs of people, this
counterpart in the other House can be nominated by 30, 40 or 50 people,
whose votes can be purchased or got not with great difficulty. In sqch
circumstances, there can be and there has been ample scope of corruption
among the Members of that House. I am not  casting any aspersion

on any one but I am narrating the truth what really matters. That 1s why
we say that Rajya Sabha should be abolished.

Shri Bibhuti Mishra : The existence of the Upper House have causes ob-
structions and delay and also duplication of work in the affairs. Secondly the
Cabinet has to be responsible to both the Houses. By having only one Housc that
Lok Sabha, not only the Cabinet would be responsible to one House only, but also
it would comprise of the Members of this House only.
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Then the abolition of Rajya Sabha would vanish the scope of conflict
between the two Houses, We have seen such an incident on matter concerning
abolishing of privy purses of the ex-rulers when the Bill passed by this  House
was rejected by the Rajya Sabha by the fraction of a vote. In this way the
Upper House blocks many progressive measures which are very vital for
the welfare of the entire nation.

Thus we cannot do remarkable progress till the other House exists. We
are bound to seek their approval.

If we g, through the figures, we find that the meetings or the sittings
of the Upper H)use during the last 20 years bave been much less than those
of Lok Sabhs. 1he workinz hours alsor have been considerably lesser whereas the
expenditure on that Hjuse has been comparatively on the high side which,
if avoided by abolishing that House, could be utilised for  constructing small
siphon rivers, with which we could irrigate waste lands and 1emove poverty.

I know, there are very learned, and dedicated scholars in that House, much
more than what we are here. But the House itself states to no providence,
no solid use. So, it should be done away with. In case the Government or
the country needs great scholars, engineers, technicians, scientists, educationists etc.
let us form a separate corporation of specialists in different fields and fix
their scholarships and utilise their services as and when needed. But j let us
have separate provisions for them.

We say that Rajya Sabha is a permanent body and it is never dissolved.
But what worth does it have when Lok Sabha is dissolved? Nothing.

I, therefore, urge upon the Government to act according to what Gandhiji-
or Nehruyji said. We should not blindly follow other  country which have
different = circumstances. Let wus save our hard earned money which we
get by way of different taxes and utilise the same for good objects. I have
no ill-feelings or anything like for anybody in that House but after sustained
thinking and analysing, I have come to demand the abolition of that House
in the interest of the entire nation.

Shri S. M. Banerjee (Kanpur): I am glad to note ‘that a very
senior Member of this House has brought forward this Motion and .I am also
of the opinion that as a principle the seccond House should be done away
with. We have already passed a resolution here to abolish West Bengal Legis-
lative Council although with some opposition.

.. Rajya Sabha Membership can bs had by the rejected and defeated indi-
Viduals who are capable of purchasing Assembly votes which amounts to only
42 for a win. I don’t want to go into it anymore but certainly I do realise
that Rajya Sabha has no utility in its existence, may it be that therc are
great scholars and patriots. The opinions of Mahatma Gandhi and Nehru have
already been quoted in this behalf.

Despite the fact that the Lok Sabha Member have to face stiff contest and
struggle unlike those of Rajya Sabha before coming to this House, the privilages
and other facilities are the same in both the cases whereas the Rajya Sabha
Members are neither directly responsible to the people at large nor are they.
required to face them for their actions whatsoever. A Lok Sabha Member, is
always open to much criticism and deploration if he, even by mistake, utters or
commits something which coula be termed as anti-people.

Back door entry in Rajya Sabha to make a. person M.P. is .quite well

known. All sorts of fair and unfair efforts are made to have through causing
very much people of corruption and immoral activity. The prospestive candidates
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for Rajya Sabha wait for the retirement or even death of a sitting member

just as a bunch of eagles waiting long for the death of a cattle to make their
food.

Rajya Sabha is a kind of luxury for us and I think we can ill-afford it.

Let us deeply think over it, whether we really need it and whether we can
do without that House.

Today you propose to effect economy by abolishing class IV posts, reducing
the Budget, asking people to eat less, eat whatever is cheaper. Then howdo we
propose to afford such a heavy expenditure ofa body which has no utility and
without which, we can do things better and earlier.

Therefore, Isuggest that in case there is no legal obstacle let Rajya Sabha
be abolished or let the Government at least ponder over it quite seriously parti-
cularly with reference to the country’s  present economic state of affairs when
people are dying of hunger and unemployment.

With these words I fully support the motion.
