The Prime Minister and the Minister of Atomic Energy (Shri Lal
Bahadur Shastri) : Mr. Speaker, it is natural that there is a widespread
feeling in the country that since China has exploded atom bomb, we should
also switch on to the manufaciure of atom bombs in India. I can understand

the anxiety felt by the country or the Members of Parliament. But we
have to make our decision after taking every aspect into consideration.

On the question of atom bomb I do not wish to adopt an idealistic attitude.
I wish to adopt a practical point of view. We have to consider what will be
the consequences if we make the bomb and how far we will be able to increase
our strength and how far will we be able to reach the level of the atomic powers.
How much financial burden we will have to bear. We have to consider whether

we will be able to raise our voice against the atom bomb, as Shri Jawaharlal
Nehru. These questions we have to consider carefully.

On the question of cost of manufacturnig the bomb, there is no unanimity
of opinion. A country which has advanced considerably in the field .of atomic
research will have to incur less cost than a country which has not.

Shri1 William L. Lawrence, who, as compared with other reports, has
more knowledge of the atomic bombs, is of the opinion that the atomic power
of China is not such as to place him in the nuclear club. There is also no like-
lihood of her developing such capacity. Two powers America and Russia
are full-fledged members of the Club. According to him even Britain and
France are not capable enough to be full-fledged members of the Club. Their
accumulated stockpiles are very small compared with Russia. Their production

is much less than that of U.S.A. This article also shows that with the resources
available in America, it cannot manufacture more than one bomb per week.

With this background, we have to consider the question of atomic bomb
in all its aspects. It is not that we cannot make this bomb. We have made
considerable progress in the field of atomic energy. But we should not take
any step in haste. It we decide to manufacture the bomb it will put a great
burden on our people and might hamper our development work. '

We have to consider this question coolly, because it concerns not only us,
but the whole of humanity. We have to be careful that it does not endanger
our security. At the same time we should not do anything which might
impede our efforts for world peace. We I}ave to cpqsnder. the basic question
in all its aspects and to guard against adopting any rigid attitude.

This is a serious matter which has to be considered by the UNO also,
becatse the main objection of that organisation is to prevent any dangers to
world peace. Not India alone will present this matter before the U.N.O.
All developing nations of Asia and Africa have to do so, because this is
equally important to them.

In the present circumstances, only that policy is beneficial for us, which
we have been hitherto following.

I would not like to say anything about Nagaland in the foreign affairs
debate. The Government’s attitude regarding Nagaland is clear. If various
opinions are expressed, we should not worry unnecessarily, because Govern-
ment is fully competent to solve the problem.

Government will continue to foll.ow the policy of maintaining and promo-
ting friendly relations with all countries. We will continue to follow the policy
of co-existence, non-alignment, disarmament and peace.

A few days back I received letters from President Johnson and the Prime
Minister of Russia which both contained very friendly messages.
