to hungerstrike at the Airport are British passport-holders. I ' want to know why they were

detained there.  They are the headache of U K., then why they were not permitted to go j0
U.K., why they were arrested ? T want to know the facts of the case ?

Shri Surendra Pal Singh : There is no question of British passports or no such pass-
ports, Actually, they tried to enter U.K. by fair means or foul and they did not succeed in
doing so. They were not allowed even to land there. Out of these fourteen persons, eight
tried to do so. They almost succeeded in reaching there but there they had to return.  The
remaining six persons also met the same fate, When they were not accepted, the Airlines
are duty bound to bring them back and they were brought back. They had gone to
many other places and did not return directly ? When they were asked to land in India,
they refused. They were, therefore, kept in the transit lounge. In the meanwhile, negotia-
tions were going on between the travel agents and representatives of U.K. High Commission.
Ultimately, they were persuaded to go and they went away.

Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee : The Government ousted them. Their food was
stopped, the lavatory was locked. This is how Indians were treated. The hon. Minister
should not forget that they are Indians, whatever be the colour of their passports,

Shri Surendra Pal Singh : This allegation is not true.
Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee: I went there and I had seen these things myself.

_Shri Surendra Pal Singh : We were not at all harsh to them. Though they cannot
stay in the transit lounge for a single day, we allowed them for 42 days. The Airlines ar-
ranged for their food and they were well looked after. Our sympathies are with them.
What else could we do for them ?

Criticism of India over POW'’s issue in countries Abroad

*175. Shri G.P. Yadav :
Shri Madhu Limaye :

Will the Minister of External Affairs be pleased to state :

(a) whether India is being criticised in foreign countries over the issue of Pakistani
P.O.Ws; and

(b) whether Government propose to initiate action to release such of the P.O.Ws
as are not to be put on trial after consultation with Bangladesh Government and if not,
the reasons therefor ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of External Affairs (Shri Surendra Pal Singh) :
(a) Initially India’s position on the POW issue was not properly appreciated in some foreign
countries. However, steps were taken by Government to inform international opinion of
the correct position. Moreover, after the Joint Indo-Bangladesh Declaration of 17th
Aoril, 1973, there has been greater and wider understanding of India’s position on this
issue.

(b) As the House is aware, the Joint Indo-Bangladesh Declaration of 17th April,
1973 envisages the simultansous repatriation of Pakistani POWs and civilian internees._
except those rejuired by Bangladesh Government for trial on criminal charges, the repatria-
tion of Bangalees forcibly detained in Pakistan and the repatriation of Pakistanis in Ban-
gladesh. Negotiations are being held with representatives of Pakistan within the framework
of thz Joint Indo-Bangladesh Dzclaration. The Government of Bangladesh is being kept
informed of these talks.

Fifth Meeting of National Arbitration Promotion Board

1685. Shri M. C. Daga : Will the Minister of Labour and Rehabilitation be pleased
to state :

(a) the major decisions taken in the fifth meeting of the National Arbitration Pro-
motion Board held in Delhi on 3rd July, 1972;

. (b) the names of the States where Boards have been set up so far on the basis of
the recommendations made by the National Arbitration Promotion Board; and

(c) the number of cases brought before the National Arbitration Promotion Board
in each State so far and the decisions taken thereon ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Labour and Rehabilitation (Shri G.Venkat-
swamy) : (a) A number of decisions were taken in the fifth meeting of the Board, the most
im>ortant b2ing that voluntary arbitration should normally be the next step for resolving
industrial disputes if mutual negotiations and conciliations fail. The other decisions
relate to preparation of an aide-memoirz of guidelines for arbitrators, training of a cadre
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s -

of qualified arbitrators, bearing/sharing of arbitration costs by Government and parties
to the disputes, fixation of fees of arbitrators etc. The Board also released a panel of
arbitrators for utilisation of their services by the parties.

(b) The States of Andhra Pradesh, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu, Haryana, Manipur
and the Union Territcries of Delhi and Gea, Daman & Diu have so far set up Arbitration
Promotion Beards on the recommendation of the National Arbitration Promotion Board

(c) Individual cases of arbitration are not brought before the National Arbitration
Promotion Board.

Houses for Labour in Pali (Rajasthan)

1686. Shri M. C. Daga : Will the Minister of Labour and Rehabilitation be pleased
to state :

(a) whether the Central Government have constructed about 400 residential houses
for labourers in Pali (Rajasthan) if so, when these houses were constructed;

_ (b) whether these houses have turned into slums in the absence of roads, drainage
latrines, white-washing and repairs and nobody has paid attention to these matters since
the houses were constructed; and

(c) if so, the steps proposed to be taken in the matter ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Labour and Rehabilitation (Shri G. Venkat
swamy) : (a) and (b) The Central Government have not constructed residential housss
for labourers in Pali (Rajasthan). However, according to the information received from
the Government of Rajasthan, 400 single-room and 200 double-room tenements were
constructed by the State Government under the Subsidised Industrial Housing Scheme
in 1963. In the absence of proper water supply arrangements in Pali, there were diffi-
culties of water supply in the colony. Minor repairs and maintenance of the houses have
been carried out from time to time.

(c) The State Government is preparing estimates for improvement of roads, water
connections to the lavatories and providing drainage to the colony.

Outlay on Heavy Electrical Equipment Plant, Hardwar
1687. Shri M. C. Daga : Will the Minister of Heavy Industry be pleased to state :

(a) whether the original estimate of expenditure on the Heavy Electrical Equip-
ment Plant, Hard war was Rs. 63.43 crores, whereas the actual cost has reached Rs. 98.13
crores Or more;

(b) the reasons for so much of increase in the expenditure;
(¢) whether this plant was scheduled to be completed by December, 1966; and

(d) if so, the year when it was completed and the reasons for so much of delay?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Heavy Industry (Shri Siddheshwar Prasad):
(2) to (d) According to the D.P.R. of July, 1963 the original estimates of expenditure
on the Heavy E}cctncal Equiprreng rlent, Harédwar, was Rs. 63.43 crcres. This was
only a rough esti mate. The final estimate approved by the Board of Directors and sent

to Government in December, 1965, was for Rs. 73.88 crores which has now gorne upto
Rs. 98.13 crores,

The main reasons for the increased cost are :—
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(/) Devaluation of the Indian Rupee.
(i/) Interest on capital not included in the original estimate.
(iii) Inadequate provision for depreciation on construction plant and equipment.

(iv) Increased common derartmental expenses due to delay in completion of civil
works and delay on the part of indigenous suppliers in supply of equipment.

(v) Increased requirement for certain indigenous machinery not originally provided
for in the D.P.R. and for rise in prices.

(vi) Increased cost of construction works due to inadequate provision in the original
estimate for steel structures, additions and alterations beyond the score of
original estimate considered necessary, increase in the cost of machinery founda-
tion, changes in design and increase in material and labour cost, increase in

cost of civil construction and certain additional facilities not contemplated in
the original estimate.

Only major civil works, excluding machine foundaticns, were scheduled to be comp-
leted by December, 1966. The plant, however, went into production in stages from January,
1967 and major works were completed by March, 1972 except the Foundry bleck which
was deferred and resited to accommodate a new stamping unit,

The date of completion of the project was revised and was set at December, 1570
based on delivery indications of machinery and equipment frem U.S.S.R. Lelay in the
delivery of equipment and working drawings correspondirgly delayed the completicn.

Shri Hari Singh (Khurja) : Delhi Police is very efficient in apprehending the culprits.
There are certain localities which have dens of thievs, docoit and murderers. Despite this
Delhi Police can have full control over such elements is rather strange. When Arjun Singh
was being murdered, the police remained a silent spectator. The police officials have to
deal with th:z criminals and now they are themselves becoming criminals. Will it not be
proper that they should undergo a training course reminded of their duties after every
three months ? This murder has been committed with the connivance of police. This is
very serious. There should be some control over them otherwise the life of the citizens

of Delhi will be insecure. I want to know whether any steps would be taken to reduce
the number of crimes in Delhi?

Shri K.C. Pant : No doubt the number of crimes has increased. it is possible that
criminals have infiltrated in Delhi. But as I have already stated, we have decided to extern
about 100 bad characters. It has been asked as to why police could not save the vichim
in this case. As the investigation is going on, I do not want to comment upon it. In so
far as the question of training is concerned, a training centre was started in Mehrauli in 1968.
There are six courses for police training in it. They are taught various methods to be
adopted by thz police in our democratic set up. The purpose of this training is to introduce
various reforms in the attitude of police so that they may discharge their duties efficiently.

Shri Naval Kishore Sharma (Dausa) : A news item has been published in the “Times

of India’’ dated 2Ist July, 1973 under the heading ‘City transporters buy police protection
for Rs. 2 lakhs a month".

Another news item was published in the“Times of India” dated 22nd July, 1973 under
the heading*“Lecturer robbed in scooter ricksaw®. This Lecturer was a lady lecturer. Similarly
ma7y cases have been highlighted in the press these days. Taking in view all such incidents
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Calling Attention to a Matter of Uirgent Public Importance Sravana, 11, 1895 (Saka)

I would like to ask whehter any steps have been taken to improve the law and order situa-
tion. It is tragic that a girl is kidnapped, she is not recovered and then murder is committed
with the connivance of police. This matter must be looked into seriously. In the present
case first information report was lodged on 22nd July and a case was registered under section
506 and the murder was committed on 31st July. Now the point is whether any attempt
to apprehend the culprit was made during these 9days; if not the reasons were for that?
This should be investigated. I think a departmental enquiry should be held whether
any corrupt officials are involved in this matter.

Shri K. C. Pant : The hon’ble member has quoted various news items published in
the newspapers. Apparently I cannot give answer to all these incidents. In sorrie cases the
culprits have been apprehended and the investigation is going on. If the assistance of
public is available to the police, it will be of great use.  If somebody informs that the culprit
is staying at a particular place, the police goes and arrests him. We have, however, noted
various suggestions made by the hon’ble member for action.

Shri Shashi Bhushan (South Delhi) : The sub-inspector who went there was such
raw fellow that he did not know as to what was happening inside. These new sub-ins-
pectors have not been given training properly. They should be trained properly so that
they do not take much time in detecting the crimes. It seems thata great munber of crimi-
nals have come to Delhi from all over India. 1 would suggest that some police officials
from different states should be posted in Delhi so that criminals, who have infiltrated in Delhi
from various states can be identified.

Secondly, the number of police men should be increased. Their salaries should also be
increased. They are very much frustrated. The status and standard ofi Police officials

should be raised and they should be given more facilities like Scooters, Motor Cycles,
etc.

Even if the Police Department takes any action, the Judiciary does not function
properly. 20-30 phousand traffic cases are pending in the courts. Ten thousand crores of
rupees ¢arned through adulteration black marketing and corruption is obstructing the
speedy action. .There should be Police Commissioner in Delhi so that Police could take
speedy action themselves.

There should be cumplete co-operation between Police and administration to check
indiscipline every where. The Judiciary has been given excessive powers.

I would like to know whether the structure ofi Police in Delhi would be changed so
that crimes could be checked.

Shri K. C. Pant : He has put forward two suggestions. He has said that the meeting
of Police officers from various parts of the country be convened. We call them

whenever it is necessary to do so. But it is difficult to call even the junior officers here.
But we shall examine his suggestion.

But so far as the appointment of a Police Commissioner is concerned, we have examined
the matter and have not taken any decision so far. It is very difficult especially in the case
of Delhi. If the hon’ble member wants, he can discuss the matter personally with me.

. So far as co-ordination between various departments is concerned, complete co-ordi-
nation is already there. The Home Minister himself convenes meetings at his residence,
in which D.C. and various officers of the administration and the Police participate. The

judiciary is not undc_r our supervision, but we have written to increase their strength so that
cases could be decided expeditiously.

Shri B. P. Maurya (Hapur): I confine myself to this only as to whether the conduct of
a Governor can be discussed for such action as was done by him during his term of office
or we can discuss such an action as was done by him before he entered upon his office.
It is clear from sub-sections (2) and (3) of Article 36t that no criminal proceedings shall
be instituted against the Governor, in any court, for the action he has done during his term
of office or before he entered upon his office. No difference has been made in this Article
between these .two. ' :
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It says :— “(2) No criminal proceedings whatsoever shall be instituted or continued
agamst the President, or the Governor of State, in any court during his term of office.”
No difference has been made here between the action done by a Governor during his term
of office or before he entered upon his office. Both the periods are included in it.

If we discuss the persons in high authority in an ordinary way, an unhealthy prece-
dent will be established.

Therfore, I request you to establish a precedent, while giving your ruling, whereby
no hon. member of this House could be criticised without specific basis. Constitution
clearly provides that no action can be taken against a Governor for any act done by him
during or before his term of office.

About this point also there is a ruling. In this regard it has to be ensured by the Chair
that no discussion in the House should prejudice the course of justice. The chair
has also to see that the House is not declared from discussing an urgent matter of public
importance on the ground that a similar allied or linked matter is before a court of law.
At present there is no criminal case against Shri Shukhadia. Question relates to C.B.I.

__ Shri Madhu Limaye : This Bill relates to the checking of smuggling. But has the
Minister tried to understand what are the powers which are at the back of this smuggling
business? There has been tremendous increase during the last 7 years in the income and
property of Indians abroad but on the contrary there has not been appreciable increase
in their remittances of earnings through Reserve Bank. What is the reason for this? The
reason is that their earnings are collected in England and then payments are & made by
Agents in Indian Rupees to their relatives in India. This availability of foreign exchange
1s giving phillip to smuggling activities.

Secondly, Silver was costlier in International market than India. So Silver worth crores

of rupees was smuggled out of India and the money thus obtained was utilized for smugg-
ling activities. Then opium and then other such things are smuggled out of this ~ountry.
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Income from this source is also utilized for smuggling other things such as Gold, Nylone,
Transistors and other luxury goods, in this country. “London Times’ published, a Sup-
plement about South Arabian States. It was stated in that Supplement that smuggling
activities to and from India are carried on from these small South Arabian States.

Devaluation of American Dollar has increased the cost of Gold in International mar-
ket. Now it is almost at par with the cost prevailing in India.  Similarly the cost of silver
in International market is also almost at par to Indian market price. Therefore these days
these are not the commodities of smuggling. Today the source of income is smuggling of
opiuni, Hashis out of India and smuggling Nylone yarn into India. Similarly there is
20-25 times profit on B Complex Vitamin. The foreign Companies are the greatest source
of leakage of foreign exchange and smuggling activities. The Government has not taken
sterm measures against smugglers, Notorious Smugglers are allowed to escape from
Police Custody. Cascs of notorious smugglers such as Narang, Mastan and Nainmull
are pending for years. Recently Customs officers wanted to check a car belogning to
a Minister of Maharashtra Government. They were told that he was a person in high autho-
rity. and hence his car could not be checked. Actually high Government officials of Maha-
rashtra Government are giving protection to these -activities. Such Bills are brought
forward merely to mislead us. I request that stern action should be taken against
?mugglers. Such action should be taken expeditioulsy. It should not be allowed to drag
or years.

Foreign Companies and Banks arc the greatest source of leakage of foreign exchange.
There are Companies, who mamt:ﬁacture Tooth Paste, Soap, etc. Can we not manage to
manufacture these indigenously. Colgate Palmolive Co. inverted an amagnt of 1 lak.
and have earned 58 lakhs last year. Therse foreign Companies should be nationalized
Foreign Capital invested in Small Consumer Industry should be de-invested . If such steps
are taken we may be able to control smuggling.
