Shri Mool Chand Daga : Sir, I want to know whether Geological Survey for setting
up mini cement plants in Rajasthan has been conducted. What facilites are available at
the places for which letters of intent have already been issued and whether these facilties are
not available in Rajasthan.

Shri B. P. Maurya : The honourable Member met me in September and
had also written a letter to me in December. On that basis, our Ministry
issued an order that the survey conducted in regard to Limestone in Rajasthan in the past
does not seem to be scientific and the area should be re-surveyed for the purpose. This
survey was conducted and a joint committee of the Geological Survey of India and the Cemen
Corporation of India was constituted. The report of the Committee has not yet been receiv-
ed. But on receipt of this question, information was sought. There are thick deposits
of limestone in the area which isenough for setting up afactory with 4 lakhs of tonnes

capacity.

Shri Mool Chand Daga : Government have issued letters of intent for four places.
I want to know the conditions which are to be fulfilled in this regard and now can any body
get letter of intent in Rajasthan. I also want to know that when these letters of intent
were issued and why these persons have not set up factories so far ?

Shri B. P. Maurya : The letter of intent was issued to the Birla Jute Manufacturing
Company in December, 1970. They could not make use of it because of the objection
raised by the Ministry of Railways that the metre gauge lines passing through the area
are not capable of bearing more burden. That letter of intent could not be implemented
because of this objection.

__ Siri B. P .Maurya : Report of Geological Survey for the whole of the country is
available. But Shri Daga specifically spoke about it and he had said that it was his per-
sonal information that the report is old and if survey was conducted again, a correct report
will come. If the honourabie member wants, a joint Committee of the Geological
Survey of India and the Cement Corporation of India can be constituted for Madhya Pra~-
desh also for the purpose.

_Shri D. N. Tiwari : Whether the production cost of the low capacity cement factory
will be less than that of the big cement factories. If it is higher, what will be its extent ?

Shri B. P. Maurya : The modern technique try-process is being employed, It consumes
less fuel and yields good quality cement. It has also been decided that plants with a capa-
city of more than 4 lakhs tonnes should be set up even plants with a capacity of one million
tonne or more are being set up. The smaller the plant, the higher the cost of production.
But in view.of the Communications transportation difficulties, mini plants with a capacity
of 30 thousand, 40 thousand, 50 thousand and 60 thousand of tonnes should be set up.
A plant with a capacity of one lakh tonnes is considéred to be mini cement plant. So
efforts are being made to set up such mini plants in such areas so that the railways are
not burdened heavily and much expenditure is not involved. Cement may be available
in tt|l116 same area and if it is seen in this proportion, then there will not befmuch difference
in the cost.

Shri Arvind M. Patel : The other causes responsible for decreased production
have been created due to the personal reasons of the factory owners. But due to power
shortage, many factories have closed down. Government can estimate the loss in production
which is due to the personal reasons of the factory owners, but why does not Government
estimate the loss in production which is due to power shortage ? Government manipulates
statistics according to its own necessity. But it is also necessary. I will, therefore request
the honourable Minister to give information about the shortfall in production due to power
cuts just as Government gives information about shortfall in production due to all other
reasons ?

Shri B. P. Maurya : Sir, [ would not Jike to term it as cut. The power rationing or

restriction was imposed on 29th February 1976 which lasted upto 25th March, [976.

"This period comes to 25 days including both days. As far as production is concerned during

this period. it is more than that in the corresponding pecriod of 1974-75. The power avail-

able in January, 1974 was 16.53 GWH per day, 18.05 GWH in January, 1975 and
it has gone up to 19.18 GWH in January 1976, Similarly the position in February 1974 was

15.95, 18.89 in February 1975 and in 1976 it has increased to 19.80. Likewise it went
up in March also. It was 15.15, 18.35 in March, 1974 and March 1975 respectively and

it has increased to 20 in March, 1976.

So the supply of power has increased despite restriction or rationing on it and there
has not been any shortfall in production also.

Shri Ramavatar Shastri: Mr. Speaker, Sir, may I know the basis on which thean-
nual plan has been prepared ? Have the Government of Bihar submitted any suggestion

Shri LK. Gujral : Mr. Speaker, Sir, it is correct that the government of Bihar have
sought more funds. In view of the limited resources, we could not meet their demand.
But the funds made available to them during the last two years are quite substantial during
1974-75 and 1975-76 the central allocation was Rs. 68.68 crores each year. This time the

Central grant has been increased by 10 per cent. So far its own plan is concerned, there
has been substantial increase in its outlay. -

_ Shri Bibhuti Mishra : Mr. Sr:aker, Sir, though coal mines and Iron ore mines are at
a distance of 100 kilometers and 150 kilometers respectively from here, yet not a singl?
factory has been set up there so far during the last 27 years after attaining independence.
May I know whether the Minister of Planning wili give preference to the backward areas
in the matter of setting up of factories while formulating plans ?

Shri LK. Gujral : Mr. Speaker, Sir, he is right. Due considerations should be given
to the backward areas. Due care has been given to this aspect in all the plans so for formula-
lated and pariicularly during the Fifth Five year plan. You will appreciate that the pro-
blems of backward areas can not be solved simply by setting up of one or two factories.
Much has been invested in Bihar by the public Sector but this has not solved the problem
of Bihar. This time more weightage has been given to agriculture, irrigation and electri-
fication during this plan so that there is an improvement in the infra-structure as a
result of which the backwardness may be removed. One thing has to be kept in mind in this
conneclion that poverty cannot be eradicated during one or two years. The state’s of
Madhya Pradesh, Bihar and eastern U.P. are the most sufferers. If we succeed to eradi-

Caie EZOVGI' ty from these states, we will be able to solve the problem of poverty to a large
extent,

Shri Nageshwar Dwivedi : I want to know whether the Police was posted on the Kashi-
Vishwanath Express on that day and how much late was the police in arriving thereafter
the dacoity had been committed ? In an encounter will the passengers how many dacoits
were killed and how many dacoits lost their lives in jumping down the train ? I want to
know whether Government have made any arrangement for giving encouragement to the
plasscn?gcrs who challenged the dacoits, killed them and this helped in apporehending
them 7

Shri Mohd. Safi Quareshi : Mr. Speaker, about 9-10 dacoits entered the train when it
had reached Hardoi station. They were equipped with weapons and revolvers and started
looting the passengers. A passengers named Jagdish Lal Dhingra who had a revolver
under | icence resorted to firing and as a result thereof some dacoits got injured and a
few others panicked and jumped out of the train. The Police rushed to the spot and
arrested those dacoits who were lying wounded on the track. Some couatry made
revolvers and  cartridzss  were recoveted from these dacoits. one dacoit
named Babu Khan succumbed to his injuries on the way to the hospital. No dacoit was
killed as a result of firing but only out of those dacoits who jumped from the running
train, some dacoits lost their lives and a few others got injuries. The case for giving
some prize to the the passenger who resorted to firing in self-defence, is under consideration.

_Shri Nageshwar Dwivedi : I would like to know how many students were there among
the killed and injured dacoits and how many of them belonged to rich families ?

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : Among those dacoits, who were killed, there was one Om
Parkash Awasthi from Hardoi and others were Rabinder Singh from Hardoi,
Gorakh Nath from Farrukhabad and Babu Khan from Whiteganj. Among the arrested
dacoits there are Mahmood Hasan, Mohan Lal, and Om Prakash Gupta, all the three
from Hardoi, Suresh from Farrukhabad and Richpal Singh, a resident of Bareilly
and an employee in the Hydel Department.

Shri S. M. Banerjee : This question has been admitted as it related to Kashi-Vish-
wanath Express. But the questionis that incidents of thefts and dacoity recur daily in
two-tier compartments not only at gun point but in an ordinary course. The people do
not lodge the report as they apprehand that they would get themselves in another trouble
by doingso. I would like to know what arrangements have bezn made to ensure the safety
of the passengers in second class. It was told that there would be push buttons with

which the police could be contacted. May I know whether Government have taken any
step in which that respect ?

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : Normally alarm bells are fitted in trains but efforts are

being made to provide police escort in long distance trains in which passengers have to
undertake night journey. )

Secondly, the Railway Protection Force does not enjoy the power of making arrests
and prosecution. Now we are urging the Home Ministry to confer such powers upon the
R.P.F.Ifitis doneso,the R.P.F. will be able to deal with the train thieves effectively.
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Shri Narsinzh Narain Pandey : 1 want to know whether dacoits had racently been
cominitted at these places before the particular incident took place. s it a partigular arca
of certain western districts where such type of people board on the trains and sometime
enter in male and sometime in female compartments and cause loss to the passengers.
Bo, I want to know whether you are making any arrangement for regular checking in such
night trains and whether you have asked the State Governments for such night checking
at such stations with a view to ensure passenger security ?

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : Discussions with the Chief Ministers have been taking
place in this respect. The Raiiway Minister is calling a meeting with the Chief Minisers
to evolve measures to check the occurrence of such types of incidents of dacoity as haye
been committed recently. Police escort will be provided in long distance tramns and police
patrolling will be strengthen at those stations which be in such identified areas. Thus the
Railways will not sit idle in this regard.

Shri Nathu Ram Ahirwar : Mr. Speaker, after the proclamation of emergency the
situation has improved in all fields except in Railways where there is increase in the inci-
dence of loot a..d arson. Isit a fact that there are certain organised gangs whose members
are not able to play mischief in other spheres but are successful in committing crimes on
Railways ? Dacoity has been committed thrice in Sabarmati Express near Kanpur
and there was an explosion in a passeager train near Bina. Nothing has come out of
the enquiry into this incident. May I know whether Governmeat propose to protect the
passengers from those robbers’ who mix-up and Start playing Cards in trains ? One of
my friends met with such an incident while travelling to Bhopal last week. When he refused
to play cards, another two strangers approached him and asked for change of a hundred-
rupee note. These stranger snatched the money from him. The R.P.F. Personnel who were
sitting there did not intervene. May I know whether there are instructions to the police
to check such persons who indulge in such unlawful activities ?

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : Sir, such gangs have been liquidated to a large extent
and the number of such incidents have reduced, but that is also to be eliminated. The

pagsengers have to be cautious about such persons as engage them in card playing and then
rob them, ‘ '

“Shri Mohd. Ismail : The hon. Minister has assured to provide police escort in trains.
But I would like to know whether it is proposed to give right to the passengers to inform

the police about theii suspicious on a person of being a dacoit and to provide for an imme-
diateenquiry of such persons ? ‘

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : There are such instructions that a passenger may re-
port if he suspects or that there is a dangerous criminals in the train.
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Formulation of Punpun Scheme

*464 Shri Ramavatar Shastri : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation be pleased
to state :

(a) whether Government have formulated a scheme known as ‘‘Punpun Scheme” for
protecting from floods villages of Gaya and Patna Districts situated on the banks of the
‘Punpun’ river and for providing irrigation facilities in both the districts ; and

(b) if so, time by which Government propose to implement this scheme ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Agricuiture and Irrigation (Shri Kedar Nath
Singh) : () & (b) The Government of Bihar had prepared the Punpun embankment scheme
at an estimated cost of Rs. 9.76 crores in 1972. This was examined in Central Water
Commission and Ganga Flood Control Commission and it was recommended that this
scheme should be implemented in phases. Accordingly the State Government prepared phase
I of the Scheme at an estimated cost of Rs. 99 lakhs conisting of three components namely
construction of an entbankment on the right bank in a length of 13.66 km., raising and
strengthening of the existing embankment on the left side in a length of 9.75 km. and cons-
truction of a new embankment on the left bank in a length of about 6 km. The first two
components of the scheme estimated to cost Rs. 77 lakhs which is likely to benefit an area of
5000 ha and prevent Ganga spill through the Punpun into the Mokameh Tal, has been
appioved by the Planning Commission for implementation and the State Government 1S
taking necessary action to start construction work of the scheme immediately.

_The State Government have also under formulation a scheme on Punpun river to
provide irrigation for about 16,000 ha; the project report is expected to be ready by July
this vear.

them after the training. These include :—

(i) Vocational Training for Adult Women in the age group of 18-30 years.

(ii) Socio-economic programme of sanctioning éantsfor setting up Small scale Industries
production units of Handicrafts and Handloom.

(iii) Dairy scheme to provide assistance upto Rs. 2,000 and necessary equipment and
working capital for purchase of milch cattle.

(iv) Condensed Courses of Education forAdult Women in the age group of 18-30 vears
to provide special coaching of two years to improve their employment potentialities.

(v) 281 Family and Child Welfare Projects and 48 Welfare Extension Pro-
jects (Rural), which provide craft training nutrition, health education, special
training camps home management, family planning etc.

2. The various schemes of Mahila Mandals and training of associate women workers
implemented by the Department of Rural Development also provide economic
relief to rural women including backward classes.

3. The Khadi and Village Industries also play a significant role in providing employ-
ment io women in rural areas in processing cereals and pulses, match manufacturing, non-
edible oils, soaps etc. It has been observed that it has actually provided employment
more than 7 lakhs female workers. Moreover, instructions have been sent out to provide
practical training to women through various polytechnics, and also to admit as many women
as possible in regular management courses conducted by Small Industries Service Institute.

4. The above programmes thus provide .raining to destitute and backward women
on a wide scale and open up new vistas of employment for them.

(@) HUDCO has prescribed a ceiling cost of Rs. 42,000 (including the cost of land and
development, internal services, supervisory and administrative charges etc.) for housesto
be constructed for the members of the middle income group.

®b) & (c) : All agenéies like the State Housing Boards, Municipal Corporations, Im-
provement Trusts, Development Authorities,Cooperative Housing Societies, etc.,which are
eligible to get loan assistance from HUDCO, can submit tHeir housing schemes for any

town or city in the country. Individuals are not, however, eligible to get loan assistance
from HUDCO.

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Agriculture & Irrigation (Shri Prabhudas
Patel) : (2) Planned developmant of soyabean in the country has been taken up from the
Fourth Five Year Plan under a Centrally Sponsored Scheme which was implemented, for
the first time, during 1971-72 inthe following States :—

1. Madhya Pradesh.
2. Uttar Pradesh.
3. Maharashtra.

4. Gujarat.

During the Fifth Five Year Plan, besides continuance of the scheme in the above
®our States, its scope has been extended to Karnataka. The Scheme was implemented in
Haryana also during 1975-76 but due to poor performance, it is proposed to be disconti-
nued in the State from 1976-77. Snmnlarly, due to the non-availability of a proper variety,
the scheme has been discontinued in Maharashtra and Gujarat from 1976-77. Instead, it
IS proposed to implement the scheme in Bihar and Himachal Pradesh from 1976-77.

Conference of Chief Ministers held in New Delhi

2316. Shri Onkar Lal Berwa :
Shri R. N. Barman :

Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation be pleased to state :

(a) whether the Chief Ministers’ Conférence was held in New Delhi on the 5th and
6th March, 1976 ; and :
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(b) if so, the main points discussed therein ?

" The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Agricultre and Irrigation (Shri Prabhudas
Patel) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) The Chief Ministers discussed the issues involved in the implementation of the

20-Point Economic Programme and made a number of recommendations on them. These
are mainly as follows:—

(1) The Government of India together with the State Governments may examine
further constitutional and legal measures necessary to insulate land reforms
laws from judicial review. The State Governments may take effective steps cen-
sistent with their authority to have quickly disposed of such writ petitions as

have been pending in the High Courts from before the inclusion of the ceiling
laws in the Ninth Schedule to the Constitution.

(2) The Government of India may consider legal measures necessary for severely
restricting, if not altogther dispensing with benami transactions in land and other
forms of property as legal transactions. The State Governments and the Union
Territories may take suitable measures for strengthening the administrative and
judicial machinery required for expediting implementation of ceiling laws. -

(3) Suitable provisions may be made to ensure that the title to the land is transferred

tothe allottee immediately after its allottment without prior payment by him of
any amount payable for the allottment.

{4) Steps will be taken for simplifying the procedures adopted for the implementation

of the ceiling laws. A number of specific suggestions in this regard have been
made.

(5) Suitable monitoring and evaluating machinery may be set up by the State Govern-
ments at appropriate levels,

(6) The provision under the Central Sector Scheme for giving short-term and long
term assistance to the allottees of surplus land may be supplemented by efforts

on the part of the State Govts., commercial banks and other public credit ins-
titutions.

(7) Except where there are serious legal hurdles, the implementation of the land
ceiling laws will be completed by the 30th June, 1976.

(8) Special laws may be enacted, wherever necessary, for recording the rights of ten-
ants, share-croppers and other insecure holders without waiting for the completion

of the re-survey and settlement operations. The legislation may also provide
for periodic updating and recording of such rights.

(9) Legislation may be undertaken for restoration to the village community of com-
munal land illegally occupied by others.

(10) The State Governments may take necessary steps for associating at the operative
levels representatives of the people, social organisations, the tenants and the
share-croppers and especially the beneficiaries of theland reforms programme
who can supplement the efforts of the administrative machinery.

(11) Laws may be so amended as to provide for conferment of full ownership right

on homestead tenants and a time-bound programme may be taken up for this
purpose.

(12) Provision may also be made for conferment of ownership rights on homestead-

dwalcrs as distinct from homestead tenants, in respect of the land under
their occupation.
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(13) Steps may be taken to provide house-sites to every landless agricultural labourer,
village artisans etc. in the rural areas.

(14) The desirability of a uniform legislation on urban land ceiling for the entire country
was urged by the Minister for Works and Housing. It was pleaded that the

central law on urban land ceiling should be adopted early by the States to which
it does not apply as yet.

(15) The Conference urged commercial banks, Regional Rural Banks and cooperative
intitutions to fill in the credit gaps created by various measures taken for the
liquidation of rural indebtedness. These institutions were also urged to liberalise
their lending policies to meet the more important consumption requirements
ot the beneficiaries of measures taken for liquidation of rural indebtedness.

(16) While recognising and emphasing the need for effective implementation of the
rates of minimum wages fixed for agricultural workers, the Conference agreed
that the penal provisions should be made more stringent and if necessary some
of the violations made cognisable with adequate safeguards against harassment.

(17) The Conference emphasised the importance of undertaking survey for indenti-
fying bonded labourers. It also suggested that in preparing State Plans, adequate
provisions may be made for the rehabilitation of emancipated bonded labour.

(18) The Conference noted that in respect of implementation of the apprenticeship
schemes, the targests have been achieved in almost all the States.

Electrification of Villages during the Fifth Five Year Plan.
2370. Shri K. M. Madhukar : Will the Minister of Energy be pleased to state :

(a) whether a target for electrification of atleast 40 percent villagss has bsen laid
down in the Fifth Five Year Plan;

(b) whether Government have also suggcst_ed to various Sta_te El_ectricity Boards
to review from time to time the progress made in the rural electrification programme;

(c) if so, result of the review made in this behalf of Bihar; and

(d) steps taken by the Bihar Electricity Board in this direction after the proclamation
of emergency?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Energy : (Prof. Siddheshwar Prasad) : (a)
There are about 5.76 lakh villages-in the country. About 1.55 lakh villages (27%)) were
electrified upto the end of the Fourth Five Year Plan. The size and content of the Fifth
Five Year Plan have not yet been determined. However, in the Draft Fifth Plan, a target
for electrification of additional 1,10,208 villages has been proposed. Thus, it is expected
that about 2.65 lakh villages (46%) will be electrified by the end of the Fifth Plan.

Shri Damoder Pandey (Hazaribagh) : [ support the demands for grants of the Minislry
of Labour, but I feel that in view of the wide field of activities of this Ministry, the amount
proe\gded for them is not adequate. 1t would have been better if more funds had been pro-
vided to it.

The improvement of the working conditions of the mine workers is one of the special
responsibilities of this Ministry. At present we find that their working conditions are very
pitiable.  Accidents are very frequent in the mines resulting into the death of workers.
Therefore, there is a great need to provide adequate equipment for rescue operations.

It is really unfortunate that sixteen posts of gazetted officers are lying vacant in the
Directorate of Mines Safety. This is because the salary attached to these posts is not
adequate. There is a need to upgrade these posts and improve the service conditions for
them. So long this is not done, how can the work of inspection be carried on which is so
essential in order to bring down the number of mine accidents.

The big mining engineers are developing new techniques of mining operations but the
personnel of the Directorate do not find any opportunity to see them and give their own
opinion.

The National Commission on Labour had said that there should be a comprehensive
welfare scheme for the mine workers. But what we find today that separate welfare schemes
aic being worked out for coal, mica, dolomite and limestone mine workers. Is it intended
to create jobs for some people ? Since the problems are common, a comprehensive welfare
scheme should be formulated for all mine workers.

_ At present there are 6 lakh workers in coal mines and 2 lakh woikers in other mines.
During the last 25 years only, 75,000 houses have been built for coal mine workers. If the
pace of this work continued to be so low, many decades will be taken to provide houses
for all the workers.

Any increase in welfare cess by government is criticised on the ground that it would
result into consequential increase in coal prices. The increase of Rs. 25 in the piices of coal
after nationalisation is not a matter of any concern since it has not adversely affected any
mill railways etc. I would suggest that government should bring a legislation for implemen-
ung the proposal for increase in welfare cess.

As regards medical facilities, the system of having dispensaries and regional hospitals
has become out dated. Now there is a need for having an integrated scheme to provide
health services to the workers. '

So far as provident fund is concerned, the system of withdrawal is very cumbersome.

Shri Amarnath Vidyalankar(Chandigarh):1It is wrongly to say that the Labour Minister
has failed to protect the interests of labour. In fact the Labour Minister has made basic
Changes in labour laws and made bast efforts to improve the lot of workers. Neveltheless
the labour department should show mor e activity. About 73 to 77 per cent cases of industrial
disputes are still under consideration and 87 per cent cases are under investigation. Thetefore
the Labour Ministry should become more active and settle these cases as expeditiously
as possible during this emergency.

As regards bonus and other measures pertaining to Jabour a time has now come when
we have to think about them in a new direction. The trade unions have also to derive a
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new method and direction in their working. What is needed today is that the trade unions
should function in a more responsible manner. In socialism every person has to work to
his utmost capacity and has to be paid wages accordingly to his labour.

I think that the trade unions have also to devise a new method and direction in their
working. They should think about their responsibility to increase production and should
function in 2 more responsible manner.

Now the question is of workeis’ participation in management. 1 think that we are
lagging very much behind and government have also not been able to do much in this di-
rection. We want workers’ participation in management, but neither government nor
employers have so far been able to devise ways to offer opportunities to workers foi active
participation in management. Workers should be given more responsibility whether it
is in regard to maintenance of machinery or in regard to management. Small Committees
of workers should be set up and they should be made responsible for so many things.
Therefore more serious thought should be given to bring about effective participation of
workers in the process of production. Government should suggest means to bring it

about.

Secondly, I would like to point out that unemployment is increasing very much in the
country and the efforts to tackle this problem are too inadequate. The employment
Exchanges work on the old pattern and it has become very necessary to change their mode
of working. The representatives of workets and trade unions should meet together to sugge-
est changes in the working method and procedure of employment exchanges. There 1s
an unemployment problem in several areas also and,so the employment exchanges should
seriously thinky this aspect also. ) '

Shri Shrikishan Modi (Sikar) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I praise the Labour Minister
for his experience, hard work and sincerity. About one lakh construction workers of
Rajasthan are at present working in Delhi, Haryana and Punjab. They have to work as
bonded labour and they are not paid any bonus or provident fund. - They are subject to
every kind of exploitation. It is, therefore, suggested that a joint meeting of Labour Minis-
ters of Delhi, Haryana, Punjab and Rajasthan should be convened to find out some solution
to improve their plight.

So far as the welfare of mines labour is concarned, there are various complexities and
a small committee should be set up to make a thorough assessment of the situation and sub-
mit a report suggesting the method of action to implement the labour welfare measures.

The Department of Mines Safety has very inadequate staff. In view of the increasing
number of mines, the staff of this Department should be augmsnted to make proper ins-
pection of mines.

. Thousand of workers of the Cement Factory and Sambhar Lake in Rajasthan are
unemployed, Some solution to the problem of these workers should be found out in con-
gultations with other Ministries. '

There are different kinds of laws for agricultural workers. A simple and siraight
forward law should be enacted for them. Trade unions should not be allowed to encroach
into the field of agricultural labour.

. Wages should be related to productivity. Unless it is done, there will be no incentive
~for larger production.

Crores of workers are engaged in the building industry. But somehow or other the
construction work has come to a standstill in the country and as a result, Iarge scale unem-
ployment is imminent in future. Governmsnt should find out a solution to this problem
in consultation with other ministries.

No doubt, Government have given incentive to educated youths and young Engineers
to set up factories, but it isalso necessary to see in what condition these factories are working.
Government should set up a Board or Committee to study the problems of these factories
in small-scale industries sector.

. Government should lay down a uniform scale of national wages. At least they should
fit the'minimum and maximum wages. Keeping in view the problems of small-scale indus-
tries, different wages should not be fixed for different industries, but a uniform wage should
be fixed at national level so as to avoid any kind of industrial unrest anywhere.

Shri Onkar Lal Berwa (Kota) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, about 90 g
among the construction workers belong to Scheduled Castes who have togghﬂ'ﬁr%enr;toﬁg B]l(:cr:
to another according to a change in their place of work. As they have no permanent
. pla_ccS_ to live, some pmvisnop.should be made to provide them accommodation in separate
units "and all necessary facilities like drinking water, should be made available to them.
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Five thousand workers are working in Sawai Madhopur factory. This factory has
been closed down for the last 11 months and nothing has been done to provide an alternative
employment to labour working there. Government should take over this factory and start
it as early as possible. If this is not possible it should bs handed over to the State

Government.

The compensation paid to workers in case of death by accident in. a mine is too inade-
quate as compared to that paid to an air passenger or a railway traveller. Therefore more
attention should be paid to these workers,

The Employment Exchanges are the dens of corruption and malpractices. Some-
thing should be done to improve their working.

There should be a uniform legislation in regard to the payment of bonus to workers.
The casval labour should also be made permanent.

Thestipend of Rs. 60 paidtoa worker during the period of training is too inadequate.
Then there is no certainty of employment even after the training. Government should
enact a legislation to provide work immediately to those workers who are trained.

Shri M.C. Daga (Pali) : The report of the Home Ministry has depicted a very good picture
of post-emergency days. It says that production has increased all round. The number of
man-days lost during the strike, etc., have come down considerably. There are good
things. But Government have done a great injustice to workers., The condition of workers
today has deteriorated while the capitalists are getting stronger and stronger because the
labour policy has not been effectively implemented to bring about the welfare of the working

class.

No national wage policy has been laid down so far, Nor have the workers been given
-ample opportunity to pariicipate in managements. The Committee on Public Undertak-
ings have also observed that they are strongly in favour of participation of workers and
their representatives in the management of public undertakings. But nothing has been
done in this direction. The working class do not get judgment in cases of industrial dispu-
tes for years together because they are unable to hire good lawyers. On the other hand
the employers have enough money to engage prominent lawyers to plead their cases.

" There is a good deal of talks aboui the 20-point programme. But not a single point
has so far oeen imp’emented fully. This programme envisages abolition of bonded la bour.
I am happy that the Minister has not concealed his reaction in this regard. He has said
that no state has given any response in regard to it. If this is the state of affair, [ do not
know how this programme is going to be implemented.

I have recently gone around about 60 villages. The équal wage for equal work policy
is only in newspapers. Women workers are still discriminated. They are being paid much
less than the male workers. The houses in which labourers have been living for many
years are in a dilapidated condition. They should be got repaired and ownership rights
should be conferred on them.

It is not known what amount has so far been spent on labour welfare measures. The
welfare measures are taken advantage of by the officers. The labour is deprived of them.
Therefore. the entire policy in regard to labour should be overhanded radically and its
implementation should not be left at the sweet will of State Governments. The lust for
capital has to be wiped out and dignity of labour established.

) Shri Ram Hedaoo (Ramtek) : There is great exploitation of labour in powerloom
industry. In thisindustry, about 75 per cent powerlooms are unregistered and there is
large scale evasion of taxes or Government dues by the owners of these looms. On the
other hand the employers forced labour to work on powerlooms for 12 hours and pay them
a wage for 2 or 3 hours only. Thereis no guarantee of employment for them and no pro~
vident fund or bonus is given to them. About 80 per cent of the workers of this industry
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are victims of T.B. In order to assess the actual plight of these workers. a committee con-
sisting of workers representatives should be constituted. The owners of %?vcr]oom
industry have misled the Government and have amassed a good deal of black money.
Government should, therefore, pay adequate attention to the problems of workers in this
industry and take stringent steps against those owners who mislead Government and
evade taxes and other Government dues.

Shri Mohammad Ismail (Barrackpore) : The Labour Ministry is an ineffective Minis-
try because nobody pay any heed to the directives given by it. Even the State Govern-
ments and public sector undertakings do not care for its directives.

In the jute industry in West Bengal, the arbitrations award which was reasonable
has not been accepted. If the State Government had cooperated it could have been
possible to implement the award. Thousands of workers have been retrenched. This is
the situation.

ES.IL is harassing workers everywhere. Medicines prescribed by doctors are not made
available to them. Doctors, nuises, patients all have complaints against the E.S.I. but
nothing is being done to remedy the situation.

The Labour Ministry was not consulted in reducing the hours in L.I.C. The Minister
should clarify the position in regard to this matter.

Everyday there are lock-outs, closures and retrenchments but there is no effective in-
tervention in this matter by the Labour Ministry. There was a strike in the Bata for 38
‘days but the Ministry did not intervene, The Apex Committee has no statutory status. It
is therefore an ineffective body.

After the declaration of the internal emergency, the trade union rights have been
curbed. Permission is not given to hold annual meetings and to conduct elections, workers
arrested under DIR are being dismissed by managements.

There is no participation of workers in managements in the real sense. Itis all on
P‘;lllﬂer;‘» only. There should be a comprehensive legislation for the welfare of labour in
all mines.

Shri Jagannath Mishra (Madhubani) : Exploitation of workers has been there since
long. Itwas gratifying that the Government are paying attention to this matter. It should
be our endeavour to provide all the necessary amenities to the workers. Our production
can increase only if workers were happy. There should be cordial relations between emp-
loyees and the employers. Workers should have a feeling that factories or undertakings
in which they are working belong to them,

The Government have rendered all assistance to the victims of Chasnala disaster.
The work done by the Government deserved all praise. The Government should appoint
experts at the helm of affairs in mines. This would help in the proper functioning of these
mines.

After the enactment of the new legislation for enforcing the principle of equal pay for
equal work, the employers have started harassment of women workers. A large number
of women workers have either been retrenched for they are not getting full wages. The
Government should take steps to put an end to this kind of injustice to women workers.

. Lakhsof workers have been retrenched in West Bengal. Great injustice is being done
tg JulEle workers. Action taken by the Government in this connection should be told in
the House. ’

A sugar mill at Sakri (Darbhanga) has been closed by the employers. A large number
of workers have been thrown out of job and farmers have been put to loss. What action have
you taken in this regard ?
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Workers® participation in management should be ensured for proper functioning
of factories. A general fund should be instituted for the welfare of all kinds of workers.
The fund should be under the control of the Labour Ministry.

The condition of agricultural workers is very bad. A wage has been fixed for them.
The centre should ensure that this wage was enforced in all the States.

There are certain disputes between employers and the employees pending for a
long time. These disputes should be settled immediately. Steps should be taken to see
that there arc no disputes between employers and the employees in future.

Pro. S. L. Saksena (Maharajganj) : Mr. Chairman, the minimum wage in
the sugar industry in Uttar Pradesh is very low. There was a time when it was Rs. 4 per
month. After a long struggle, it has been raised to some extent. But still it is on the lower
side. Even now the salary of a worker in my State amounts to Rs. 301 including D.A.
Whereas in Rourkela a sweeper gets a sum of Rs. 700 (which of course, includes both D.A.
and bonus) per month, It is high time when a tripartite conference should be convened to
fix minimum wage for them which could compare well with the minimum wage of other
workers. Sugar is an important industry which earns foreign exchange for the country
anditis therefore necessary that more attention should be paid to this industry and it should
be nationalised.

_ The workers of Ghughli Sugar Factory in Gorakhpur Distrcit have not been receiving
their salaries regularly. So much so that some of the workers have not got anything for the
last 12 months. The arrears on this account amount to about Rs. 28 lakhs. Immediate
attention should be paid to this matter.

. There was a labour depot at Gorakhpur for the recruitment of labour from Gorakhpur
District. The closure of this depot has created a lot of inconvenience to the workers of this
district. The Deputy Directors occupying 4 rooms in that building has been asked
to vacate it. He should be permitted to continue in that building.

There was a scheme to utilise the unclaimed wages of Rs. 9 lakhs on labour welfare.
Under this scheme it had been decided to open two health centres under the supervision
of the retired D.M.O. of N.E. Railway, Shri D.M. Gupta who had undertakento cary out
this job for a salary of Rs, 100 per.week. But the scheme is still awaiting approval of the
Government. Necessary sanction should therefore be accorded to the scheme soon
so that the money could be utilised for the welfare of the workers.

As regards participation of workers in management, it appears to be a force since
in Gorakhpur district there is not a single industry where workers have been taken in the
management. From the experience gained in China, Yugoslavia, Bulgaria, Romania,
Hungary etc. it can be observed that workers taken in the management give usefull sugges-
tions. Some concrete steps should, therefore, be taken to make workers’ participation
in management a success.

It is good that bonded labour has been abolished in the country and a Bill has been
brought before the Parliament for the benefit of the bidi workers. Thereby the Minister
has earned the gratitude of lakhs of bidi workers. 1 congratulate the Minister for this and
hope that he will pay due attention to my suggestion,
