These demands were under negotiation with the
managsmant when the employees decided to launch their agitation on the equstion of
transfer.

Blindness Among children in the Country
1081. Shri M.C. Daga:

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai:
Will the Minister of Health and Family Planning be pleased to state;

_ (a) whether Government maintain any statistics about the number of children
who become blind every year in the country;

(b) if not, the reasons therefor;

(c) whether Government’s attention has been drawn to the news-item published in
the Daily ‘Hindustan’ dated the st October, 1973 under the caption ‘Ten thousand
blind children in Tripura every year due to vitamin deficiency; and

(d) if so, whether it is true; and the action being taken by Government to check this ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Health and Family Planning (Shri Kondaii
Basappa): (a) and (b): While Government do not have any separate statistics about the
number of children who become blind every year in the country, according to the data
available at present, there are 1.88 blind persons per thousand population in the country.

(c) Yes.

(d) According to the information received from the Government of Tripura so far
total number of blind children recorded is 560 during last 4 years. Night blindness cases
are common. About 10 to 15 patients per day attend children’s Out-patient Depart-
ment at V.M. Hospital Agartala. They respond to Vitamin A which is given free in all
Out-Patient Departments and Primary Health Centres.
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National Trust for Safeguarding of national Treasures

1082. Shri M.C. Daga: Will the Minister of Education, Social Welfare and Culture
be pleased to state :

(a) whether the Central Government have any scheme for safeguarding National
Treasures in the country and, if so, the salient feature thereof; and

(b) whether the Central Government proposes to preserve our monuments in the
same way as has been done in Britain by setting up a National Trust ?

The Minister of Education, Social Welfare and Culture (Prof. S. Nurul Hasan): (a)
There already exists an Act, namely, the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites
and Remains Act, 1958, which inter alia, provides for the preservation of ancient and
historical monuments and archaeological sites and remains of national importance.The
Antiquities and Art Treasures Act, 1972 (No. 52 of 1972) has also recently been
enacted. It provides for the compulsory acquisition of art treasures for preservation in
public places.

(b) The matter is under consideration.
System of Distribution of Ration in Various States

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Agriculture (Shri Annasahebj¥. Shinde) : (a)
In connection with the reply to a similar question the Rajasthan Government had, on 2nd
March, 1973, reported that the percentage of nitrogen marked on the bags of Poland urea
supplied to farmers in Rajasthan was found to be correct. The Rajasthan Government
has also reported that the percentage of nitrogen in the bags of Shri Ram Urea supplied in
the State has also been found to be correct except in 4 cases out of 211 samples drawn
from diifereat districts and analysed by the State Government. These four samples cont-
ained 45.99;, 45.8%, 45.5% and 34.29/ nitrogen as against the presctibed 46 %.

(b) In the first two cases the deficiency is within the permissible limits and so no action
has been taken. In the third case a warning.has been issued to the dealer concerned. In
the last case instructions have been issued by the State Government to cancel the registra-

tion certificate of the dealer concerned.

Bridge on Chambal River near Dholpur

_(b) No Sir. The requirements of traffic were initially met by commissioning Army
flying ferry service on 27th March, 1973. When the pontoon bridge was erected at site on
Sth April, 1973, this ferry service was discontinued. The pontoon bridge had to be dis-
maatled on 18th June, 1973 on account of anticipated floods in the Chambal river. This
pontoon bridge is being now re-erected, for scrvice during the present dry season. In
addition RPL (Ramped Powered Lighter) barges for heavy traffic and marboats for light-
trafic have been provided.

(c) No Sir.

(d) A Technical Committee of Experts has also been set up which inter alia, would
make recommendations on whether the existing bridge can be retained and the four collap-
sed spans reconstructed or a new bridge is to be provided taking into account the various
aspects including suitability, economies, etc. The Committee is expected to submit its report
by 28th February, 1974. The question of repair/reconstruction of this bridge or consiruc-
tion. of a new onz would be examined by Government on receipt of the recommendations

of the technical committee.

(a) Due to the dry spell which started towards the end of June and continued till
24th of July, 1973, 13 Districts involving a population of 1.47 crore were affected by the
drought conditions.

(b) The State Government apprehended losses tocrops like maize, bhadai paddy
and other bhadai crops and that a large number of agricultural labourers required to be
given employment.

(c) The problem of drinking water supply was also reported to be acute in certain
areas.

(d) All possible efforts were being made by the State Government to provide irrigation
on an emergency basis. =

(e) Request was made about additional allccaticn of fced grains frcm the Centia
pool.

(f) The requirements of funds for meeting the drought situation for taking various.
relief measures was estimated at Rs. 51.61 crores.

The reaction of the Central Government is indicated below:—

(a) Minister (Agriculture) visited Patna in July 1973 in connection with the drought
situation and held comprehensive discussions with the State Government representatives.

(b) A central study team visited some of the drought affected areas in Bihar in August
1973 for detailed assessment of the situation for recommending ceiling of central financial
assistance. The report submitted by the team is under consideration.

_ (¢) The qusstion of release of central financial assistance would be considered on the
basis ofthe progress of expenditure subject to the recommendations of the central teams.

(d) Reasonable quantities of foodgrains have been made available to Bihar Govern-
ment having regard to the availability of stocks with the Central pool and the requirements
of other State Governments.

However, in 1972, the then Food Secretary, who had gone
abroad in connection with some international Conference also visited the USA,
Canada and Argentina, to explore the possibilities of importing foodgrains. During these
visits, he was associated with the foodgrain purchases made during the months of
November and December, 1973.

(i) The State Government have not yet enacted the legislation about conferment of
heme-stead rights on landless workers, who have built houses/huts on private
land. This is one of the essential conditions to be fulfilled for drawal of Cen-

tral assistance under the Scheme.

(i1) As a measure of economy, the Budget provision of Rs. 5.00 crores for 1973-74
for implementation of the Scheme throughout the country has been reduced to Rs. 3.5
crores. The reduced provision of Rs. 3.5 crores is conridered to be inadequate compared
to the spill-over commitment of about Rs. 12 crores in respect of projects approved during
1972-73. In view of this, it has not been considered advisable at this stage to enter into
fresh commitments under the Scheme by sanctioning fresh projects of any State Govern-
ment including Madhya Pradesh, during 1973-74.

Production cost of Food-Grains in States

1199. Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee: Will the Minister of Agriculture be pleased to
state:

(a) Under the Comprehensive Scheme for Studying the Cost of Cultivation of Principal
Crops in India launched by the Ministry recently, estimates of cost of production have be-
come available in respect of wheat crop for the years 1970-71 and 1971-72 for Haryana,
Punjab and West U.P. These estimates are indicated below:

Under the Farm Management Studies sponsored by the Ministry in selected districts/
regions in different States from time to time on ad hoc basis, some data, inter alia, in respect
of cost of production of different crops have also been collected. However, as these studies
were not oriented particularly towards the estimation of cost of production of individual
crops and each such study had only a limited coverage, the cost data compiled under these
studies are not representative of the States in which these studies were carried out.

(b) A New Strategy for Agricultural Development was initiated in 1966-67 for in-
creasing the production of foodgrains in the country. The main components of this strategy-
include the cultivation of high-yielding varieties, extension of area under multiple cropp-
ing, development of minor irrigation for intensive cultivation, organised provision of in-
puts like fertilizers and pesticides, 1imely provision of liberal credit facilities including ins-
titutional finance, strengthening of arrangements for extension, farmers education and
training and intensified during the Fourth Plan period. The high-yielding varieties pro-
grammes have been taken up in respect of cereal crops, including wheat, rice and jowar.
In the case of pulses, an Intensive Pulses District Programme, which aims at adoption of
package of practices, has been recently undertaken. Efforts are also being made to increase
the area under pulses by introducing pulse crop as a catch crop and through inter-cropping
and mixed cropping with cereals and other crops. Further, efforts are being made under
t he coordinated Research Projects to evolve new high yielding varieties of different crops,
work out the agro-techniques and prepare schedules for controlling harmful pests and dis-
eases, which will help in increasing the production of these crops.
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The following table shows the production of rice, wheat, jowar, pulses and gram dur-
ing 1968-69 and the various years of the Fourth Plan upto 1972-73:

The production of foodgrains rose during the first two years of the Fourth Plan, but
declined during 1971-72 due to adverse seasonal conditions in some areas, and further dur-
ing 1972-73, due to wide-spread drought conditions over large parts of the country as also
shortage of fertilizers and powers. A production target of 115 million tonnes of foodgrains
is envisaged under the Annual Plan of 1973-74,

The various developmental programmes carried out under the New Strategy will be
further intensified during the Fifth Plan period. A target of about 140 million tonnes of
total foodgrains production is being envisaged for the final year of the Fifth Plan.

But there is no substance in their clarification. If the Secretary, J.K. Organisation had
.confined his press statement to what had appeared in the National Herald the position could
be understood. But why had he referred in his statement to the Cheques drawn on banks?
When they said that they had no account in the Bank of Barodaand no cheque of theirs had
bounced, why should they have offered clarifications on behalf of those companies whose
cheques had bounced? Was it not sufficient for the Secretary of the J.K. Organisation
to say that they had no account, that none of their cheques had bounced and that the re-
port in the National Herald was incorrect? He could have written a letter to the Editor
of the-paper who would have certainly issued a clarification. 1 have nothing to say about
‘whatever decision he may take in the matter but he would like that the J.K. Organisation
may be asked why they should give carification on behalf of those companies whose cheques
had bounced. He should at least pull up them for this episode.

Shri M. C. Dade (Pali) : I welcome this Bill.

Under the definition of Hemoeopathy you have stated Homocopatl}y means the
Homozopathic system of medicine and includes the use of Biochemic remedies.

You have neglected those Homoeopathists who have got their Education in
accordance with the principle of Dr. Honeyfhan, the founder of the Homoeopathic system
of medicine. You have given another definition.

recognised medical qualification” means any of the medical qualification in
Homoeopathy, included in the second or the third schedule;

_ You have made the scope practice very narrow. What are the qualifications pres-
cribed forinclusion in 3rd Schedule? It seems that it is done with vested interest.

InlIndia the position in regard to obtaining cure and justice is very difficult. Thereare
certain doctors who are interested to earn money. Provision hasbeen made for Diploma
holders. What about those who have been practising for the last 10-15 years.

It has been provided “No person other than a practitioner of Homoeopathy who
possesses a recognised medical qualification is enrolled”. I suggest the use of the word
on’ in place of “and”

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai (Morena): The purpose of the Rill is to popularize
Homoeopathy so that most of the people may be benefited by it. Would the Government
give instructions to the State Governments to do likewise? If they do not, would their

grants be reduced?
There is no uniformity in the syllabus. In some places it is for 2 years while in
others it is for 4 years.

A Doctor registered at one place may be given option to practise in any of the
States.
_ The Governmznt employees who get treatment through Homoeopathic system may
be given the facility to get their expenses re-imbursed. :

It is not stated in the Bill as to how many big Hospitals (Homoeopathic) are
proposed to be opened. What is the Government’s proposal for the near future? Send
Homoeopathic Doctors to the villages where the Allopathic Doctors do not prefer to go.

Arrangements may also be made for supply of medicines. The emoluments of
Homozopathic Doctors should be equal to those of allopathic doctors. There should

be no discrimination between the two.

Dr. Sankata Prasad (Misrikh) : I want to congratulate the government for bringing
forward Homoeopathy Central Council Bill. I was a member of the Select Committee
for the Bill. The proposals which were submitted to us, were thoroughly examined. I
feel there is no scope for any amendment, especially in the matter of registration.

The Government should set up research centres for the promotion and expansion of
Homoezopathy. Further a Homoeopathy Faculty should be opened at least in one
university in every State. Rural people can be served better by this system of medicine.
With these words I support the Bill.

Mr. Chairman: Shri R.R. Sharma. I will not allow your amendment as it has nof
reached me in time.

Shri R.R. Sharma (Banda): Mr. Chairman, Sir, our Government speaks of socia
lism and progress while making speeches but ignores these things while bringing forward
any legislation. The civil Procedure code, 1908 is still continuingas it is though social
environment has undergone a great change. Today Government has introduced a Bill
to amend Section 109 and in this context it is being pleaded that the right of appeal be
curtailed in view of the over work with the Supreme Court, so that appeal in large number
may not be filed in the Supreme Court. I oppose this Bill in principle. There is nothing
in this Bill which goes to help the poor and ordinary people in securing the justice, Court
fees have been increased and no steps have so far been taken by Government to provide legal
aid to the poor so that he may be exempted from paying the Court fees. The whole
Civil Procedure code needs amendment in the changed circumstanees. Moreover, there
1s a provision in 109 (1) which says that the permission for appeal will be given if ‘the case
involves a substantial question of law of general importance’, I suggest that the words
of general importance’ should be deleted from it otherwise no High Court shall give per-
mission for making appeal because it will be very difficult to prove the matter to be ‘of
general importance’ after proving that it involves ‘substantial question of law’. I request
the hon. Minister to accept this suggestion.

Shri Sudhakar Pandey (Chandani): I appreciate the work that has been done by
the commission in the field of education. Education is a national problem. Although
U.G.C. has considered the question of educational policy but has not mentioned any steps
to bring about revolutionary changes. Whenever there is proposal to effect economy in

expenditure, the axe falls on education.

Last time when the matter was being discussed, I had spoken for open Universities.
I am happy that the Ministry is working on it but the progress is very slow. I had also
spoken for Workers University. There is hardly a country in the world that has greater
nezd for workers University than India but nothing has been done so far in this regard.

The rules for giving grants to educational institutions in backward and in develop-
ed areas in the same and this is not fair. The backward areas should be relieved from
the various restrictions imposed by the rules of allocations of funds to them.

It is very surprising that even the Ph. D’s., are teaching primary classes. Educational
degrees should be delinked with the qualifications prescribed for recruitment in service.
It is essential to bring about reforms in the present system of education. Students get
crushed under the heavy load of vast courses of studies prescribed for their examinations
with the result that the quality of education had deteriorated. This burden of heavy syllabus
.":.E‘.’.,,“'d be reduced and the standard as well as the quality of teaching should be improved.
—
h The cheap education of thz books are being published in our country which are prin-
tad in forziga Countries bat th2 pricz of our own publications are rising day by day. Why
don't vou g3t th2ir ch:1p edition? Propar opnortunities should be given to the people
speaking different languages to progress in varions fields of technical and scientific

studies through their own mother tongue.

Discrimination-is being made bstween the teachers of affiliated colleges and university
teachers. 90 per cent of students read in affiliated Colleges as against Universities but
these Colleges are given 15 per cent of the total grant allocated for higher education. The
teachers of colleges affiliated to B.H.V. are not getting the same grades as B.H.U. teachers.
They are being given the U.P. Government grades which are much lower. Such discri-
minations should be removed. The affiliated Colleges ;should be given all encourage-

ment,

Then there are ‘Deemed Universities’. The state Government should be asked to make
them full fledged Universities. At least the word ‘deemed’ should be dropped from

their names.
