Shri Rajdeo Singh : I wish to know how many petrol pumps have been
allotted to cooperative societies till now and also whether only one petrol
pump has been allotted to each society or have these societies been allotted
more than one petrol pumps ? Has tis arrangement been made exclusively
for Delhi or this arrangement extends to other big cities, of the country also

9
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Shri D. K. Borooah : So far as I know, only two cooperative societies and
a director of the socieiy have been allotted petrol pumps. These petrol pumps
were allotted in January and March, 1971. All these petrol pumps are in
Madras. Before 1971 or after this period nobody else has been allotted any
petrol pump.

An Hon. Member : And he does not intend to allot more.

Shri D. K. Boroozh : According to the existing rule, we can allot
petrol pump to the survivors of those killed in war cr those who have been
crippled, It has been decided (o allot 25 percent petrol pumps to deserviag
candidates of Schedule casies and shedule tribes, Today marks the beginning
of allotment of petrol pumps tosuch person in Delhi.

275. Dr. Laxminarayan Pandeya:Will the Minister of Petroleum and
Chemicals be pleased to state :

(a) whether there has been an acute shortage of soap in the country for
some time past;

(b) whether the prices of soap have increased considerably;

(c) whether the system of control was introduced for the supply of soap
in May last in Guna and Gwalior, Madhya Pradesh in view of the said short-
age; and

(d) if so, the cause of this shortage and the measures being adopted to
remove it? '

The Minister of State in the inistry of Petroleum & Chemicals (Shri Shah
Nawaz Khan) : (a) & (b) Reports of some shortage of soaps and of some dealers
increasiug the prices taking advantage of the scarcity condition have come to
the notice of Government,
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(c) Information is being obtained from the State Government and will
be laid on the Table of the House.

(d) In case of soaps produced by the organised sector except the pre-
mium grade toilet soaps, there is an informal price control whereby the Indian
Soaps and Toiletries Maker’s Association consult Government before making
any upward revisions in the prices. ISTMA have represented for increases
in the prices of soaps on the ground that prices of oils and fats have signi-
ficantly increased. In the last few months there has been some fall in pro-
duction of soaps by the organised sector. ISTMA have stated that in view
of the present unremunerative prices of soaps, they are unable to purchase
adequate quantities of oils at the prevailing high prices. ISTMA’s repre-
sentation for increase in the soap prices is being examiued by Government.

More than half of the soap production in the country is, however, by the
small scale sector on which there is no price control. Further expansion in
the capacity for production of laundry soaps is reserved for the small scale

sector.

Government is encouraging the use of rice bran oil and minor seed
oils such as sal, karanj, neem and mohwa in production of soaps and with this
objective the excise rebate for use of the minor oils in soap preduction was
substantially increased about a year ago. Government has also granted a
number of fresh approvals for capacity for synthetic detergents. Synthetic
detergents are also produced by the small scale sector.

Demand made by People of Shamgarh for providing a Shed at the Platform

276. Dr. Laxminarayan Pandeya :

Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state :

(a) whether there is no shed at the platform of Shamgarh (Madhya
Pradesh) Station on the Western Railway as aresult of which the passengers
experience much inconvenience during rains;

(b) whether the people of that area have demanded a shed there; and
(¢) if so, the time by which the said demand is likely to be met?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Mohd. Shafi
Qureshi) : (a) There is no shed at the platform of Shamgarh Station. However,
for the convenience of passengers, covered accommodation by way of upper
class waiting room and Second class waiting hall already exist.

(b) Yes.
(c) Covering over the platforms of the Stations are provided after

taking into consideration the number of passengers offering at a particular
Station and climatic conditions. Such works are included in the annual Works

Programmes after they are selected by the Zonal Railway Users Amenities
Committee based on the availability of funds.
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Provision of platform shelter at Shamgarh Railway Station will be con-
sidered for inclusion in future year’s Works Programmes in accordance with
the said policy.

Electrification of Garot Station (Western Railway)

Shri Darbara Singh (Hoshiarpur): The handlocms are in abundance
in India and the cloth is supplied by them to the people living nearby. So far as
the question of power-looms is concerned, I believe and perhaps you also
know this that many of them are bogus. I want to know whether you have
inquired into these bogus looms? But because of this reascn it cannot be
said that the material may not be supplied to the Co-operative Societies
and Associations. The prcducticn has been stopped deliberately. They sell
their production in the black-market. If there is difficulty in distribution,
may I know whether you have adopted any measures to remove it. There
should be no dependence on intermediaries. Therefore you should take
stringent action in this regard. If the prices have been increased, the Tariff
Commission should call the spinners and weavers and take decision in their

presence and give preference to the Co-operative sector, so that the production
may be increased.

The Government should make an assessment in the matter whether this
shortage is artificial or actual. You should attend to the following three
things:—

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad (Bhagalpur): This no-confidence motion has been
brought forward for two reasons viz., victimisation of railway employ-
ees and secondly the promulgation of ordinance meant for carbing price rise

The railway employees had put forward six demands. The Government
accepted four dema ads for which it had to incur expenditure of Rs. 190 c¢rores.
The railway employees were given 40 per cent increase in their pay in one year*
Inspite of this, the railway employees went on strike because they demanded
bonus and an ad hoc increase of 75 per cent in their pay.

The railway employees wanted to shatter the economy of the country by
stopping the work. of stee]l plants, power houses and the movement of foodgrains
The Prime Minister had done the right tning before gcing abroad. Had she not
done that, she would have failed in her duty towards the country. It is
true that the difficulties of the country have increased after the railway strike.
The opposition is blammg the Government for Pnce rise. These are the very
people responsible for price rise because they incited the railway employees
to go on strike and the strike resulted in price rise.

Those who resorted to violence and brought harm to the economy are
being punished. There is no grourd for a no-confidence motion agaiist the
Government.

Now, I come to the bonus issue. Bonus is rot a deferred wage. It is necessary
to link bonas with production. An income wage policy should be framed.

The second ground for no-confidence motion is the promulgation of recent
ordinances.

Shri Jyotirmoy Basu has given statistics to show price-rise. When prices
shot up, the Prime Minister considered it necessary to promulgate ordinance to
curb price rise and inflation, This ordinance does not indicate any wage freeze.

The Government issued an ordinarce in June, 1974 in order to make
punitive provision of the Essential commoditiss Act mcre stringent. This
Ordinance is aimed at compulsory deposits.

This no confidence motion is preposterous, wrong and baseless. I oppose
this motion.
