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Shri M. C. Daga : Mr. Speaker, Sir, should I be satisfied with the reply or with the
actual practice ? The Government has paid as overtime allowance Rs. 51 lakhs in 1963,
Rs. 79 lakhs in 1965, Rs. 95 lakhs in 1966 and Rs. 111 lakhs in 1967. Now this amount has
increased to Rs. 362 lakhs. According to the statement of Shri P. C. Lal, out of the 16,000
employeés, 6000 imployees were surplus. On the other hand, the amount of overtime
allowance has increased from Rs. 51 lakhs to Rs. 3 crores. It has been stated in the Report
of the Committee on Public undertakings that :

“The Committee on Public undertakings have viewed with concern the rising trends

of overtime payment.” d

Thus, may [ know from the hon. Minister whether he has any control over the
Air India and the remedial steps taken by him to reduce the expenditure oa overtime
allowance ?

The Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation (Shri Raj Bahadur) : Sir, the hon
Member has expressed concern at the time when all the necessary steps have been taken
1 would like to remind him that I wanted to introduce the new shift system in implementation
of the.recommendations of the Committee on Public undertakings, as result of which we
had to take recourse to lock out. I can only say that considerable improvement has been
recorded in this regard. The amount of overtime allowance has declined tromm Rs. 362
lakhs to Rs. 21 lakhs in the month of November and Rs. 0.26 lakhs in the month of
December. Later, in the month of January, this amount increased to Rs. 3. 18 lakhs when
all the employees had joined, but it again declined to Rs. 1.66 lakhs in the month of February.
Earlier, the amount of monthly expenditure on overtime allowance had been ranging from
Rs. 35 lakhs to Rs. 37 lakhs.  There is considerable improvement. Several other. steps
have also been taken. This is not the peint as to whether the Minister has any hold over the
Air India and Indian Airlines or the Management or workers have any hold over them.
The main objective is that this organisations should function properly.

Shri M. C. Daga : The Second Wage Board and the Third Wage Board stated ihal the
overtime allowance would be eliminated. May 1 know the name of the machinery which
cxamines the question of overtime allowance ?

Shri Raj Bahadur : It is the duty of the management and it has been done by them.

Agrcement and the Delhi talks for getting back the said dues from Pakistan and the
promises made by Pakistan with a view to resolving the problem ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri K. R. Ganesh) : (2) Pakistan’s
partition debt to India is of the order of Rs. 300 crores; the precise amount has not so far
been agreed upon. Under the Partition arrangements, this debt was repayable by Pakistan

in 50 annual equated instalments of principal and interest (at 2i % per annum) CCITIT.ENC-
ing from the 15th August, 1952.

(b) Interest being payable by Pakistan till repayment cf the debt, has teen accumulat-
ing as that Government has not paid any instalment so far. The entire debt is repayable in
Indian rupees.

(c) The Summit Talks at Simla in July, 1972 sought to lay down the framework for
normalisation of relations between India and Pakistan. The recent Tripartite Talks tet-
ween India, Pakistan and Bangla Desh at New Delhi were concerned mainly with the review
of the thrce way rcpatriation process and the question of 195 Priscners of War. It has rot
been possible to resume talks with Pakistan on the question of partition dcbt.

Implementation of development schemes chalked out under lead Bank Scheme in
Madhya Pradesh

8269. Shri G.C. Dixit : Willthe Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

(a) whether development schemes chalked out under the Lead Bank Scheme for the
selected districts of Madhya Pradesh since been implemented; and

(b) If so, the extent of progress achieved so far in this regard ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Finance (Shrimati Sushila Rohatgi) : (a) &

(b). Under the ‘Lead Bank Scheme’, banks having lead responsibility carry out surveys of

the districts allotted to them so as to locate growth centres, identify credit gaps and secure

a coordinated approach among the different financial institutions in extending banking

facilities in the district, Surveys under this Scheme have already been carried out in respect

of 42 out of 43 districts in Madhya Pradesh and District Level Consultative Committees
have been set up in all the districts.

The Scheme has helped in the extension of banking services in rural arcas and in
increasing the flow of credit to small borrowers in the priority sectors. The total number
of branches of all commercial banks in the State increased from 344 as on July, 1969 to 800
as at the end of Dec., 1973, while the public sector banks’ outstanding credit to priority
sectors in Madhya Pradesh increased from Rs. 13,6 crores as at the end of June, 1969 to
Rs. 42.3 crores as at the end of June, 1973.

New Scheme by Japan for Sale of Goods by Developing Countries

(c) During this period, the Commissioners of Income-tax at Gujarat launched pro-
sccutions for concealment in 23 cases. During the same period, conviction was obtained in
one case.

Invitation to Indian Traders to set up industries in Mauritius

8258. Shri Chandulal Chandrakar : Will the Minister of Commerce be pleased to
state :

(a) whether the Mauritius Government have made new offers to Indian traders
inviting them to come to their country for doing business there;

(b) whether the Mauritius Government had made such offers in the past as well;’

(c) if so, whether Government have formulated any scheme in the context of those
offers; and

(d) if so, the outlines thereof ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Commerce (Shri A. C. George) : (a) to (d) :
Though no specific offers, either in the past or now, have been received from the Mauritius
Government asking Indian Traders to do business there, that Government encourages
setting up of joint ventures with foreign participation. Indian entrepreneurs have been
availing of opportunities. Of the approved proposals for joint ventures as many as cight
are being actively implemented. Requests for participation in joint ventures abroad
including Mauritius are examined in accordance with the guidlines formulated by the
Government. A copy of guidelines is enclosed (Annexure).

STATEMENT

General Guidelines Governing Indian Participation in Joint
Overseas I[ndustrial Ventures

(i) Normally minority participation only by Indian parties is allowed. The
intention is that Indian parties should not insist on majority holdings abroad, but if the
forcign party and the foreign Goverament are willing to accept majority Indian participation,
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there would no objection. Government favours association of local parties in foreign
countries; also local dévelopment banks, financial institutions and local Governments
wherever feasible.

(i) No cash remittance will be allowed except small amount required in connection
with preliminary expenses fer setting up the Company abroad,

(iii) Indian participation should be in the form of Indigenous machinery, equipment,
technical know-how ctc. required for the new venture. Value of structurals, steel items,
construction materials, components etc., are not allowed to be capitdliscd. However, where
the vale of machinery etc. falls short to make up the necessary reasonable equity and there
is need to retain Indian equity holding at a level higher than what is obtainable through
export of capital goods alone, there will bc no bar to consider such cases on merits for
perimission to include structurals, steel items and construction materials (but not compo-
nents), to the extent these are required for the particular project against Indian equity.

(iv) Machinery etc. exported should be of Indian make; no second-hand or recondi-
tioned machinery would be allowed for export against Indian investment.

(v) Normal import replenishments, as available Lo exporters under the import policy
for registered exporters, will be allowed on exports against equity capital.

(vi) Cash assistancc, if otherwise admissible, will also be allowed on exports of
machinery and equipment against Indian equity subject, however, to a ceiling of 109,
f.0.b. value.

(vii) Indian industrialists should as far as practicable propose a turn-key job, as this
will lighten the responsibilities of the foreign investor.

(viii) Indian parties should as far as possible provide in their agreements with the foreign
partics for training facilities in India to nationals of the country of investment.

R:xyeery of eowaterlzit currency from a labourer of security press Hoshangabad

8272. Shri Phool Chand Verma : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state:

(a) whether counterfeit currency notes of 100-rupee denomination and currency
paper were recovered from a labourer of Security Press at Hoshangabad (Madhya
Pradesh) in February, 1974; and

(b) if so, che facts of the case?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri K. R. Ganesh): (a) & (b) On 25th
January, 1974, three counterfeit currency notes of 800-rupee denomination were seized,
onefrom Laxmi Narayan Raikwar, a Junior Chargehand of Security Paper Mill, Hoshanga-
bad while tendering it at a Cinema House counter and the other two from a lady in
Hoshangabad town and from the Consumers Co-operative Store of the Mill each. Shri
Raikwar and the lady were arrested. During investigation, police arrested one Jamnadas
Chhalotre, another Chargehand of the Mill and, on interrogation, seized two such notes
from the possession of one Shanti Bai on 7-2-1974, The case is still under investigation .
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Prices of Esscntial Commodities

8273. Shri Jagannath Rao Joshi :
Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee :

Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state:

(a) the monthly comparative statement in regard to the wholesale and retail price
index of essential commodities for the last 12 months;

(b) the comparative figures for the last two years and the percentage increase in the
present prices over the last two years;

(c) the reaction of the Reserve Bank of India thereto; and

(d) the measures being taken by the Ministry of Finance to check the price risc in
-order to provide relief to common man ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri K. R. Ganesh) : (a) & (b)
Two statements are enclosed. [Pleaced in Library, See No. L. T. 6837/74].

(c) Announcing the busy season credit policy in November, 1973, the Govcrnor,
Reserve Bank of India expressed concern over the rise in prices and stated “with moncy
supply and prices much higher than a year ago, the present outlook is one that calls for the
maximum possible monetary restraint. Some of the policy measures adopted by Reserve
Bank of India, in view of the unprecedented rise in prices are :

(i) The availability of bank credit has been restrained through a reduction in the
loanable funds with commercial banks.

(ii) The minimum of cash balances required to be kept by banks with the Reserve
Bank and the investments in assets that constitute the minimum liquidity ratio have
both been increased.

(iti) Availability of Reserve Bank credit to commercial banks has been limited.

(iv) Special refinance facilities have been withdrawn and recourse to the Reserve Bank
by banks is permitted on a discretionary basis, except for a small minimum quota rclated to
the demand and time liabilities of each bank.

(v) The cost of commercial bank credit has also been increased through an increasc
in the minimum lending rate, except in the case of lending to certain priority
categories.

(vi) Borrowings from the Reserve Bank, to the extent allowed, have been made more
expensive than hitherto.

(vii) Revisions in selective credit control measures have also been made with a view
to further restricting the use of bank credit for holding stocks of sensitive commaodities.

(d) Apart from the above credit control measures, Government have been taking
steps to reduce their expenditures, as also to resort to larger market borrowings, with a
view to keep deficit financing to the minimum. Thus, a decision had been taken in August
last to cut expenditures in 1973-74 by Rs. 400 crores, and a saving of Rs. 370 crores is
-estimated to have been effected. Market borrowings in 1973-74 came to Rs. 472 crores (net)
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L

asagainst the budgeted figure of Rs. 326 crores. For 1974-75 market borrowings of Rs. 498
crores are envisaged. Deficit financing in 1974-75 is expected to be lower than last year’s level
of about Rs. 650 crores (RE), even after account is taken of some additional expenditure
on dearness allowance to Central Government employees.

“Coliz:ctorate, Nagpur and as a result thereof 47 bottles of whisky of foreign origin valued
at Rs. 8,000/~ were scized. The goods were in fransit from Bombay to Lucknow.

(b) N> person has so far been arrested in this connection. A case has been booked
axinst the consignor and the Transporter for contravention of the Customs Act. Further
investigations in the matter are in progress.

(¢c) & (d) Although disposal of some smuggled goods taking place at Indore cannot
b2 ruled out. it cannot bz said that Indore has become a smuggling centre. However, pre-
vZative mizasures are bzing taken like check at Vulnerable points of higheways, railway
st1tinas and bas-stands and chzcking of suspected passengers and vehicles and dealers in the
city.

Value of Rupee and its effect on income tax limit, provident fund and insurance policics

8336. Shri Jagannathrao Joshi :
Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee :

(a) the comparative value of rupee in Indian markets in 1950, 1960, 1970 and at
present ;

(b) the extent and nature of proportionate effect of depreciation of rupec value on
Income-tax limit, provident fund and insurance policies, separately; and

(c) the reaction of Government thereto and the action taken by Government in this
regard ?

Th2 Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri K. R. Ganesh) : (a) The
internal value of currencies with reference to specific points of time is usually measured
in terms of the reciprocal of the indices of consumer prices. The purchasing power of the
rupee, as computed on the basis of the Consumer Price Index with 1949 as base, was 99.0
paise in 1950, 80.6 paise in 1960, 44.6 paise in 1970 and 30.8 paise in February, 1974.

(b) & (c) Savings held in the form of general provident fund as also through insurance
policy are usually for long periods and, as such fluctuations in the real value thereof are
unavoidable. While the proportionate effect of depreciation of rupee value on the savings
mezdia cannot be estimated, the Government have, all the same, tried to offsetina number
of ways the effect of the decline in the purchasing power of the rupee, The recent proposals

contained in the Finance Bill, 1974, raising the exemption limit for incometax, and also the
rationalisation of the rate structure resulting in tax relief is one such measure. Besides,
there are other fiscal and financiagl measures in operation which include, among other,
exemption of approved savings such as through provident funds and insurance policis frem
incoms tax upto specified amounts, enhancement of the rate of interest on the accumulated
balances in the provident funds, and liberalisation of gratuity and pensionary benefits, etc.

There are 2 other officers against whom departmental proceedings on charges of corrup-
tion w:re hald to be proved by the Enquiry officers but final orders of the Disciplinary
Authotity were not passed.

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Commerce (Shri A. C. George) : (a) & (b) As
a result of world wide inflation and certain other developments commodity prices have in-
creased sharply in the last few months. The increase in prices varies from commodity to
commodity. Among the items of imports whose prices have increased substantially include
foodgrains, crude oil, petrolcum products, non-ferrous metals, stecel machinary, equip-
ment, fertiliser etc. Amongst the export items prices have arisen in respect of sugar. leather
and leather manufactures, fish and fish preparation, cashew kernals etc.

(c) While all possible efforts are made to increase exports to the maximum extent possi-
ble, simultaneously attempts are directed to do away with all inessential imports and under-
take subsitution of imported goods by larger production of identical items at home through
higher capacity utilisation/commissioning of new projects head of time.

Central Assistance to Employees Engaged in Drought Relief work in M.P.
8419. Shri G. C. Dixit: Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state:

(a) whether the Central Government have agreed to continue giving assistance to
Madhya Pradesh Government in respect of the employees engaged in relief work in the
drouzht affected areas of that State;

(b) if so, whether Central Government have asked the Statc Government to continue
relief work in most of the drought affected areas even after the monsoon has set in and
waether the additional expenditure thereon will be borne by the Central Government;
and

(c) whether a proposalis under consideration of the Central Governm.cnt to give some
other assistance to the State Government to help the drought affected percons and if ro
other assistance is proposed to be given, the reasons therefor?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri K. R, Ganesh): (a) to (¢) The
Governmant of India had agreed to pfovide Central assistance towards drought relicf ex-
penditure incurred to the end of September, 1973 on drought relief measures continuing
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from 1972-73. On the basis of the recommendations of the Central team, an expenditure
of Rs. 871.89 lakhs in 1972-73 and 1973-74 up to September, 1973 has been approved as
qualifying for Central assistance. A sum of Rs. 517 lakhs has been released to the State
Governmeant subject to final adjustment on the basis of the audited figures of expenditure.
There has bsen no request from the State Government for any other assistance to help the
drought affected persons.

Complaints regarding bonus declared by L.I.C. on the life Tnsurance Policics.

8440. Shri Bhagirath Bhanwar: Will the Minister of Finance be pleased 1o state:

Increase in administrative expenditure, consequent upon inflation,
has acted as a constraint on increasing the rates of bonus. The Life Insurance Corporation
is, however, alive to the need for improving the profitability of the business and is taking

Permission to Foreign Tourists to Visit Mathura, Vrindavan, Hardwar, Badrinath and
Kedarnath

Shri Mukhtiar Singh Malik: It is apparent from the statement of the Hon. Minister
that spread of Malaria in the country is alarming. The progress in this regard till 1964
was very good. Since 1964 there has been steady rise in Malaria cases and the condition

has become alarming.

The Public Accounts Committee has complained against unsatisfactory spraying,.
poor service and inadequate laboratory facilities, defective blood smeering and delayed

‘examination and lack of epidemiological investigations.

May I know the hon. Minister that what action the Government took after the receipt
of P.A.C. report for 1969? What money the Government has so far spend on eradication
programme and what is the contribution of W.H.O. ?

From 1958 to 1967-68 Rs. 154 crores were spent on Malaria Eradication
Programme. The epidemic could not be checked even by spending so much amount. [t
is, therefore, not wrong to say that your administration has becn a failure. The hon.
Minister has stated that the Commitiee appointed has submitted its report. What action -
the Government has taken in the matter ever since the report was submitted.

Mr. Speaker : The rules committee has repeatedly expressed that no one would take

more than 5-7 minutes.

Dr. Karan Singh : Till the end of last year Rs. 274 crores and 5 lakhs were spent on
the programme. There is no doubt that during the past 10 years and specially during
3-4 years the number of Malaria cases has been on the increase.

The work actually to be done concerns the State Governments. We have discussed
the matter with the States. I have personally talked with the Health Ministers of the
States, and hope that if funds are made available we would be able to [destroy mosqui-

toes.

Shri Nawal Kishore Sharma (Dausa): Due to success of Malaria Eradication Program-
me the people get certain relief. Malaria was totally eradicated in cities and villages. But
the situation has again changed now and we are required to seriously think over the pro-
blem again. What amount would be needed to continue the spray programme?
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- In what respect you seek cooperation from the States, and may I know whether
financial or merely administrative support is needed ?

Please do not restrict your Malaria Eradication Programme to cities alone. The
villagers are affected more due to this epidemic than the people of urban areas.

Dr. Karan Singh : The amount required for the purpose is Rs. 85 crores which has been
provided for in the S5th Plan.

Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee (Gwalior) : National Security is a subject which has (o be
given top priority. It has been admitted in the Report of the Ministry that China and Pakis-
tan are coming closer. It is quite evident that both these countries together may pose a
danger to the integrity and freedom of our country. Our object, should therefore be to
make ourselves strong enough to enable us to face a joint aggression by China and Pakis-
tan. In the matter of defence of the Country, our dependence on any other country should
not extend to a limit where our policies are interfered and influenced by that nation.

We are committed to U.S.S.R. with a treaty of friendship but we must draw lessons from
the experience of President Anwar Sadat of Egypt. We should not entirely depend upon
U.S.S.R. for the supply of arms.

After the independence, there should have been radical changes in the set-up of our
armed forces, in their traditions, uniforms and their outlook. But no such change is noti-
ceable anywhere. 1t appeared that our armed forces are still following the same old British
pattern.  Our regiments still celebrate the victories achieved under the leadership of Bri-
tish Generals. It is, therefore, desirable that the structure of our Army should be moulded
to suit our raticnal character and traditions. It should be absolutely indianized.

Then, it also appears that there is good deal of disparity between army officers and
jawgns, because their uniforms, their means of recreation and entertainment are altogether
different. The gap between them should not be allowed to widen because it may give rise

to discontent and bitterness among jawans. Steps should, therefore, be taken to narrow
down that gap well in time.

It has been said that Government’s policy is that the nuclear power should only be
used for peaceful purposes. I do not appreciate this policy. If nuclear power is to be
used for peaceful purposes, what is the justification in maintaining so much secrecy about it.
Peace and secrecy cannot go together. Parliament and the country should be taken into
confidence by explaining as to what is being done in this field. Pakistan is trying to get
more and mcre arms aid from U.S.A. on the ground that India has potzential to manufacture
atom bombs. So, we should be vigilant against the fact that we may not have to suffer any
kind of set-back due to the policy wz are following at present.

Shri Jagannathrao Joshi (Shajapur) : The resolution moved by Shri Madhu Limaye
isvery impertant and we should seriously consider it. The various suggestions which he
has made in regard to prices and agricultural production are really ccmmend: ble. At
1he same time, the basic question is that this Government has no clear--cut policy and do not
know what action to take in this direction. In fact, they do not know the way in which to
govern the Country. Ther: is also no discipline. They have, however, been changing the
<conomic discipline every now and then.

Last year Government took over wholesale trade of wheat but within a short period of
one year that policy has been abandoned. Government has not given sufficient reasons for
reversing this policy. These reasons should be explained by the Government.

The idea of taking over wholegsale trade in rice has been abandoned by Government.
If the rice had been taken over on the basis of experience of wheat trade then, why the stales
of Assam and Kerala have been made exceptions ? Why should there not be a national
policy in all these matters?

W have been expressing concern about price rise for a number of years but Government
have paid no nesd and did nothing to control the prices. How than Government has taken
the plea that price:rise is a world wide phenomenan ? Does it mean that no action is
necessary for checking price-rise?

The prize of Kerosene oil was increased by Government very recently. The argument
given by the Government for this increase is that this step has teen taken with a view to pre-
veat its adulteration with diesal. This is something very strange. Why should the consuer
suffer if Government has not been able to stop adulteration?

Th: price of patrol per litre is Rs. 3.14 out of which Rs. 2.36 is excise duty. Is there
any justification for such heavy excise duty?
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It is high time that Government should give up the doctrinairo approach. The pre-
sent crisis is mainly due to political instability and delay in taking policy decisions. It is
high time for Government to pay attention towards this and try to remedy the situation.

Shri Narsingh Narain Pandey (Gorakhpur) : I support the spirit of this resolution.
The present state of our economy is indeed very worse and we must seriously think over il.

There had been a rise of 26 points during the months of March and April in the
prices of articles ol daily use. Therefore, it is necessary to take some measures to check
this inflationery trend.

Ours is a agriculturist countiy. The Planning Minister will have to sec that the
agricultural inputs are made available to the farmers who are 73 percent of our popula-
tion. If we cannot strike a balance between industrial and agricultuial production. we will

have to face dire consequences.

According to the ‘National Herald" of 14th April, 1974, 16 lakh sq. meires of
coarse cloth was produced by the Kanpur mills and it is to be distributed to the poor-
people through the cooperatives, but the mill owners managed to get back the cloth by
bribing the officers of the cooperative Department. The incident showed that such people
in the country want to frustrate the progressive policies of Government.

Sugar industry should not be nationalised but the price of sugarcane should be
so fixed that its production could increase and we could produce more sugar and earn
foreign exchange by exporting it.

It is very strange that although the representatives of all state Government have
fixed the cane prices at Rs. 13.25 and Rs. 12.25 but from April §, these prices are reduced
by two rupees. Even than this price has not been paid to the farmers and there are arrears
to the extent of Rs. 34 crores.

It is mentioned in the Bhargava Commission Report that consumption of sugar
in our country is 37.5 lakh tonnes but the mill-owners talk of distribution of 40 lakh
tons. Therefore, Government must take over the distribution and also take steps to
create a buffer stock of sugar.

It is also necessary that powers of the burcaucracy are curtailed and decentralised
at the district level. So long as this is not done, whatever economic measures we might
take, things are not going to improve.

In so far as this resolution is concerned, there is no doubt that it has provided us
with an opportunity to discuss an important subject. We should not make it a party

issue. Shri Limaye should not press it and discuss the matter with the representatives
of all parties and evolve an agreed solution.

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Shri R.S. Pandey (Rajnandgaon) : This is a construclive resolution brought by Shri
Madhu Limaye. National economy should be based on agricultural income and production.
Sufficient attention was paid towards agriculture in the First and Second plan periods,
we have to raise the agricultural production with a view to overcome the present economic
crisis. There was some definite idea behind wheat trade take over but the process of its
implementation remained such that the scheme did not prove to be effective. 1 think that
there should be no rigidity so far as the experimentation in democracy or in the process of
mixed economy is concerned. The support price for wheat has been fixed for Rs. (05 per
quintal and it is hoped that traders will give 50 percent of their procurement for our
buffer stock. We will continue this policy on experimental basis.

The present position of our agricultural inputs, water and electricity is not very
much satisfactory. They are not available for entensive cultivation. In this connection
my suggestion is that power stations should be set up in the vicinity of pit heads where
there are large deposits of Coal. Power should be generated there and supplied through
transmission towers at Cheaper rates, Similarly, directives should also be issued to banks
that all inputs, seeds or fertilizers should be made available to the farmers at fair price

through them.

Today the world is changing fast. A new ideology is likcly to come yp soon. There
is a sense of discontentment for the rich and capitalists. Old traditions are giving away
yielding place to new. Similarly in the build of agriculture, we must switch over to modern
modes of agriculture. The fertilizers should be made available to Kisans with land
holdings of less than 10 aeres at subsidised rates.

The power is the backbone of the development of any country and as a matter of
fact with the development of steam and power, the development of world began. So we
must discard our existing power stations which have become obsolcte and new power
stations with increased generating capacity be established.

It is high time for us to give top priority to our irrigation projects. Lift irrigation
should be introduced in the areas where there are rivers with perennial water flow. The
entirc agricultural sector should be made profit oriented. 1If the sector is not equipped
with the latest methods and made profitable our country and farmers would continue

to starve.

Shri Shivnath Singh : 1 was submitting that our goal is to control the prices and
we are making efforts therefor. But the anomaly in this country is that the prices of
the products are fixed by the industrialists themselves . Even agriculturists are not entitled
to fix up the prices of their produce. We have to bring about an atmosphere where the
farmers themselves would fix the prices of their produce. Only then we could be able to
progress economically.

These days the farmer is not getting a good prices for his produce which he brings.
in after spending a lot on fertilizers and other valuable devices plus his hard labour. But
the prices of that very produce reach very high when that goes in the hands of traders after
2 months. Therefore, the farmer should be given remunerative prices and the middle
man system should be done away with. This would help in saving the consumers from
paying more prices. 1 know it is not so easy we could not be fully successful in our wheat
trade take-over, but still the Government should make efforts 1o ensure reasonable prices
to the farmers.

The Food Policy envisages the procurement of wheat at Rs. 105 and the sale thereof
at Rs. 150 maximum. This would create certain problems. How would you expect the
trader to deposit his purchase with the Government at Rs. 105 when he wouyld be able to
purchase that at about Rs. 135, 140 or 150 since we would be selling wheat at Rs, 132 at
Government shops ? Theoretically it may look possible but practically it is not . So the
middleman should be eliminated in any case, otherwise the prices can never be controlled.
Also the cost of electrical expenses should be included in cost of production. for the
farmer having less than 10 acres of land.

I stand by the spirit of this resolution but thcre are certain impracticable proposi-
tions in it. Our endeavour should be to ecnable the farmer himself to fix up the prices of his
produce so that the consumer could get the produce at reasonable rates.

Shri Jagannath Mishra (Madhubani) : The country is passing through a great price-
like crisis and Shri Madhu Limaye’s Resolution appears to have come have in the wake
thereof. But the propositions made therein are almost impracticable. However, of the
‘Government should deeply look into the circumstances this price-spiral.

Our Fifth Five Year Plan should be production oriented, and for that we would
have to expedite land reforms and distribution of land to landless poor and Harijans. Much
attention is also necessary to be paid towards distribution system.

Last year the Govt. took over wholesale wheat trade and reversed it recently. With-
out going into the advantages and disadvantages thereof, I would suggest that we should
think at least thrice before doing anything ; and once something is decided upon, that
should be implemented and adhered to with fullest determination and enthusiasm, despite
any obstacles from any quarter.

I congratulate the Government for giving incentive to the textile mills for producing
more cloth for the poor at reasonable rates. But you should also be on the watch whether
such incentives are proving fruitful or not. I know that the mill owners are still busy in
producing fine cloth and not the coarse cloth. They prefer to pay the fine fixed by you
since that proves more beneficial for them. Thus your efforts for helping the poor is not
becoming fruitful. Do see into that also.

In the sugar industry, the private mill owners and managers are exploiting you and
the cane-growers both. They invest money given by the Government in their private
business and do not pay reasonable price to the sugarcane growers. Without going
into details, I would urge that this industry should be nationalized.

With these words I would oppose the Resolution moved by Shri Madhu Limaye.
