Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee : Mr. Speaker, the questicn of previdirg free legal aid to the:
poor people especially to the workmen, has been under Goverr ment’s ccnsideraticn for the  last
so many years. This Expert Ccmmittee was sppointed in 1673, Ncw the Govearmertere
again propesing to set up a new Ccmmittee. I want to know whether the Goverr mert wart 1g,

evade this issue cn the pretext cfsettirg vp Comrmittces or whetber they sre geirgto teke scme Ce-
cision in this regard ?

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi: We are not evading this issue on the pretext of setting vp ccmmit-
tees; rather we are very much interested in helpirg the pcer pecple. It is wicng to say that the:
Committce was appointed in 1673. The Cc mmittee was eppcinted in 1972 ord it gave its repert in
1973, After one year that report was printed. The ¢ flicial Cc v mittee Fes alse presertcdits repart.

Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee : Mr. Speaker, Hon. Minister by her reply has brcught the:
Government in an embarassing positicr. I said the Ccmmittce was appeinted in 1673, Ske:
said that the Comumittee was appointed in 1972 ard it presented its repeit in 1673 ard the repert
was printed in 1974. A new Cemrmittce bas been cppointed durirg this pericd erd that Con mit-

tee has also presericd its repcrt. Itis 1¢75. Hcw much time it will tzke to sppeint a Ccmr mit--
tee to conmsider setting up of a new Comuni‘tee ?

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : The Hcn. Member hed wrorg informaticn ard I corrected
that informaticn. Tt is a fact that the Ccmmittee was eppointed in 1972 ard it preserted its repert
in 1973 and it was piinted in 1674. During this pericd a necw cfficial Ccrrmittece has been
appcinted. It has also presenited its repcrt. It is under the Ministiy of Law. But ncw thig

matter is under the Ministiy of Lebcur. Wkhen the representatives of the State Govarmert’s.
are Nominated we will start discussicn in the matter.

Shri Jagannathrao Joshi: This is not the first time that such reply has been given by the
Hon.. Minister. When I asked a question regsrding the repcrt of DFaria Committee, the enswer
was that the report is under Consideraticr. Similar reply was given when questicn  wes raised
abcut the Sukhmaya Chakravarti Ccrrmittce. The repert was presented in 1673 ard rew it is
1975. But nothing has been dene. It is a sorry state of affairs. You have accepted the prin-

ciple to give free legal aid to the pcor pecple.  The Ministiy « f Lew ard the Ministiy of Lebcus
should fix the time limit to implement this progremme.

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi: We regret t} at there las been delay in taking decisicn, but we
are making efforts, we are not sitting idle. A Ccrrmittee is being set vp in the Miristiy cf Lew..
We have not received response from the State Governments. They say that the matter is ur.der
examination. We got this reply frem cnly crne State. After gettirg reccticn of the State
Governments, we will convene a Confcrerce ard then steps will be taken to implemer.t it.
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Shri Jagannathrao Joshi: Do you have fixed the time limit for this pyrpose 2,

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi: It is difficvlt to fix the time limit, because reaciion is yet ;to be
known from the States. Even then entry numbers 2, 20, 23, 24 and 26 of Ccrcurrentlist- and
77> 78 of Union list make us competent to take decision. If thcre is no respcnse frem the States
then we will have to take steps in this direction.

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : I have already said that administration of justice is a State subjcct,
We have io go according to that ar.d at the same time we have to wait for reply from the State
Goveratments.

Shri H. K. L. Bhagat: You hold the Confererce.

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : We shall have to call them. It is one of the social security mea-
sures, social se-vice oriented programme. This very prccedure is follcwed in other ccuntries alsce
The Qestion of old age pension, Family Planning, control on Drug adicticn are connected

with social service. Thereforeit is sccial oriented prcgramme ard we have to consult all the
States 11 this matter.

Shri Sukhdev Prasad Verma : Mr. Speaker, the pcor labourers, Adivasis and the Harijans
are usually attacked and the Governments are aware of it. It is because they are pcor and they
are niot 10 a posiiion to go to Courts. I want to know that how much time Goverrnment will take
to implzment this scheme. Keepingin view the present circumstar ces ycu sheuld feel its necessity.

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : It is difficult to say anything about the time limit becouse it is a
social service oriznted programme but it can be pointed out that facilities are available to the tribals
and Hazrijans and each State Government has made allocatien for them.

Shri Sukhdev Prasad Verma : They do not get legal aid in time and therefore Governmen
should ind out the causes thereof. There are so many such cases.

Dr. Sarojini dahishi: There are two thirgs involved in it,
Shri Sarjoo Pandey : My point of order.

Mr. Speaker: You cannot raise point of order at this time.
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Shri Sarjoo Pandey: The Minister told lie.......... (interruption)

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : Two things are involved in it. Hcw muich meney has been allocated
or legal aid if any all:owion has been made, how it has been spent and how many bene-
Fficiaries were benefited frcm it. It is cne thirg. Has it been given adequate publicity or not,
it is second thing. I wculd like to point out that the State Goverrmert led allocated scme
amount for giving legal aid but due to ir.sc¢quate publicity, the entire emcvnt cculd rot be spert,
A small amount was allocated during the fourth five year plan, but that emcunt was also r.ot spert.
I agree that the people do not get thislegal help in time but at the same time I want to point cut
that the small amount which has been allccated for this purpose, was not spernt. II perscrs in
Rajasthan, 121 persons in Punjab, 924 persons in Orissa ard 487 persens in Haryara have been
given legal aid during the fourth five year plan. It shcws that it has not been given wide pub-
licity.

Shri Sarjoo Pandey: What is the position in Uttar Pradesh, Bengal and Bibar #

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : How many persons got legal aid in Madhya Pradesh ?

Mr. Speaker ¢! The question has been replied to.

Shri Sarjoo Pandey: Mr. Speaker, it is an important questlicr,

Mr. Speaker : The main question has been replied to. Now ycu are asking how many
persons have been given legal aid in different States. It has no ccrnecticr. with the questicr.

Shri Ram Singh Bhai : Sir, so far as labourers are concerned, there is prcvisicn in Bam-
bay Industrial Act erd Mzdkya Pizcesh Ircustiial Act fcr givirg tham fice legel 2id. Mey 1
know whether this provisicn can ke mzde in Industrial Disputes Act.

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : Justice Krishan Iyer Committee has reccmmended in Chapter 8 for
giving free legal aid to the industrial workers, We have to see that how we can implement these
suggestions. We arei considerirg them &rd it is not possible at this stage to tell wkem stculd be
given this free legal aid and how to provide them this aid, In Chapter § recomxr mer.daticns have
been made regarding litigaticn furd. preparation of Panel of Iawyers and irrespective of wages to
workers. The Ministry of Labcur is ccnsidering these reccmmerdaticrs ard they are expected
to submit their report shortly.

Shri Madhu Limaye : The pcor people can be given legal aid by two ways. Ore way is that
they should be provided the) services of lawyers ard the other way is that the Goverr ment stculd
not file the cases on their appeals as in the matter of raiiwaymen. Therefcre, I went toskrew
whether the Ministry of Law would direct the varicus Goverr.ment departmerts r.ct to file such
cases. I think this will be a great help to the pcor pecple.

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : Justice Krishan Iyer bas recommended in his repcrt that if the
court gives its judgement in favour of the workers of Public Sector Irdustry, then the Gcevein-
ment should not go to Court for appeal.

Shri Ramavatar Shastri : Railway Ministry is repeatedly doing it against the emplcyees.

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : I have said that it is under ccnsideraticn. We teve ret 1zken
final decision so iar.....(Interruption)

. Shri Md. Jamilurrahman : Mr. Speaker for Criminal Cases A.P.P. is appcinted in every
district and for civil suits A.G.P. is appointed and they are given remuneraticns by the Govern-
ment for filing the casesard for the Criminal cases the remuneraticn is fixed. Therefore, I want

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Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : For this, there is provision in the Criminal Procedure Code and
after going into the merits cf the case the court gives legal belp, if necessary but there is no
provision to give legal aid in civil suits. The Joint Select Committee is collecting evidences to
amend the Civil Procedure Code and the question of giving legal aid to the poor people is being
discassed. Under sections 6 and 7 of the Advocates Act, a Fund can be opened and legal aid can
be given. So, there is provision for legal aid but we can not say anything at this stage that to
waat extent it has bezn implemented. It is a comprehensive thing to provide free legal aid to the
poor p=ople, and it is being considered.

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : The State Governments are taking action under the law. To provide
free legal aid is a comprehensive scheme—and Krishan Iyer Committee has made 249
recommendations in this regard, These recommendations have been Civided into three parts
We are examining how many recommendations can be implemented and whether we shall have to
make amz=ndment in the existing law in order to implement these recommendations. The third
part is comprehensive legislation for legal aid.  This very procedure has been followed in
other countries also. In England this scheme was proposed in 1949 and implemented in 1959.

Shri T. Sohan Lal 1 Government have allotted land to some poor people. Scme persens in
league with the Patwaris have claimed that fland. They have done so because they know thay
these poor p:ople can not go to Courts and the Courts will give decision in their favour. I want
to know whether Government propose to give free legal aid to such people ?

Mr. Speaker : You have gone out of the context.

Shri T. Sohan Lal : Government give land to the labourers in rural areas. I can cite the
eximples witere other p27sons chimed that land.  These poor people can not go to Courts because
they have no moiney to fight the case. Is it not the duty of Government to give them free legal
aid ?

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : I have replied this question in detail. Follow up action is to be taken
by the State Government. It is the responsibility of the State Government to see that these pcor
p:op'e gat the possession of the land. The scheme of giving free legal aid has not yet been im-~

plemented.

Mr. Speaker : Why do you give the detailed ‘answer ? You say only that point which bas
be :n asked by the m:mber. You give three four more points. That causes members to raise more

questions,

Shri Sarjoo Pandey : JEntire House is agitated over this issue. This quesiicn is ccncermed
with the poor people of the country. The answer is not sgtisfactory. So many things are not
implem-nted. I want to know whether Government are taking steps on the temporary basis to
provide justice to the poor people ?

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : The Government is trying their best to provide justice to the pcor
people. The present facilities are to be implemented effectively. The poor people will be bene-
fited by the new law only when it is implemented.

Shri Mool Chand Daga : You do not say that t'.his is a state-subject. You simply tell us,.
what you have done in Delhi which is a Union Territory ?
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Mr. Speaker : A committee has been set up to examine it. What else can be done ? This
Innocent question has taken so much time.

I want to kncw that you are not interested
for setting up a Committee to go into the incidents of robbery and looting in passenger trains simply
for the reason that your R.P.F. and Railway Employees areinvolved in them and this will come to
light if the Committee is setup ? Secondly, uptillnow, State Geverrments were there. the cfficers
of your Department were also there on whose advise you were trying to find out the facts, so now

what has necessitated the appointment of a Senior Officer for the purpcse 7 How were you finding
them out till now ?

_ Shri Mohd. ShafiQureshi : These facts are_inquired from State Governments with the
assistance of the Railways. It is correct that in some incidents, railway employees were involved
and that is why a Committee was set up.

Shri Ram Hedaoo (Ramtek): It is a sorry state of affairs that even though ours is an agri-
cultural economy, agriculture has all along been neglected. During the last 27 years of indepen-.
dence, we have not so far achieved the goal of self-sufficiency in foodgrains and we are still importing
foodgrains. It is high time for the Government for paying adequate attention to agriculture.
Every effort should be made to make loan available to small farmer in the villages. The fertilisers
and other inputs should also be made available to small farmers at cheaper rates. This will help
a lot achieving the goal of self-sufficiency.

In our country, there are a large number of rivers whose water is not being properly utilized.
If proper dams and bridges are constructed on these rivers, their water could be properly utilized.
It is quite some-time back when Benganga project was formulated but this has not been implemented
sofar. Ifthisprojectis completed, itcan provide sufficient water for irrigation notonly in Viaarbha
and Andhra Pradesh but also in Madhya Pradesh. But the main problem is that this is being neg-
lected and this all is politically motivated. This kind of attitude should be discouraged as it hin-
ders the balanced development of all regions.

A good number of tracts of fallow land are there in our country which can conveniently be
brought under cultivation. But I am sorry to say that no proper heed has been paid by the Govern-
* ment to this land. This land should be reclaimed and allotted to the landless labourers, Adivasis
and Hariians. The simple allotment will not be of much use and all other Necessary facilities
should also be provided for proper development.

Regarding Vidarbha region, it is submitted that the region is divided into two categori es
On the one side there are big farmers who have got thousands of acres of land and on the other hand
there are small farmers who own only 2 to 10 acres of land. The big farmers have divided their
land among the Members of their families in order to escape the ceiling law. Whatever facilities
have been announced by the Government, those have been omited by the big farmers.  If the
neglect of Small farmer is continued, how can we expect any increase in agricultural produc-

tion.

The procurement price of wheat has been fixed at Rs. 105 which is not remunerative. While
fixing the price, Government must take into consideration the cost of production and also the
increased cost of living. Coming to Cotton, I may submit that though it is grown in many States
but Maharashtra has got a monopoly over its purchase, But under the system laid down
for its purchase, the cotton growers are experiencing great difficulties. ~The Government should
give immediate dttention to it.

Our leaders and officers who are in Planning Commission, do not process sufficient practical
knowledge. It is suggested that due weight should be given to the ideas of the farmers who
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[Shri Ram Hedaoo] -

have got the practical experience. We are talking of giving priority to industry. Although,
T am not against the progress of industry in the country but still I feel that as ours is an agricultu--

tl:a! country, top priority should be given to agriculture. All sort of facilities should be given to:
armers.

Shri Achal Singh (Agra) . The Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation is of utmost im-
portance. Although, we had several Five Year Plans in the past but our planners have always
neglected agriculture and cattle wealth. It is simply for this reason that today in our country
neither there is sufficient food to eat nor sufficient milk to drink. Even after 27 years of in-
dependence, sufficient attention has not been given to agriculture although ours is an agricul-
tural economy. Prior to independence, majority of people used to eat coarse grains but today
90—95 per cent people are eating wheat. It is simply for the reason that wheat is cheaper
than coarse grains. But the fact of the situation is that there is not sufficient wheat to meet
the needs of the people. Our planners have not given sufficient attention to this aspect and if
they had done so, the situation would have been different.

‘Water is the main ingredient of agriculture. High Class Seeds, good fertilizer and sufficient
labour are other ingredients of agriculure.  But no proper attention has been paid to solve the
problem of irrigation water. In Agra region the irrigation water is much more nceded. At the
time when Ram Ganga dam was being constructed, we hoped that Agra will get some water from
it. But it has not come about and our area is still short of water. My submission is that due
attention should be given to solve the irrigation water problem of this area.

_. The cattle wealth is another important trade of our country. Therewasa time when sufficient .
cattle wealth was available in the country and milk was available in plenty. But now milk has
become scarce in our country and the health of people is deterioration.

We should pay attention to improve our ca:tle wealth. In our country our cows give less milk
whereas in countries like England, Holland, Australia, Canada they give 40 to 50 Kkilograms of
mik., Our planners have not paid attention to it. We should make efforts to improve the breed
of the cattle. So that people could get sufficient quantity of milk. Today thereis scarcity of
consumer goods. Water is necessary for irrigation purposes. We can increase our food produc-
ton only when we provide irrigation facilities to the farmers. Efforts should be made to
improve agricultural production and the breed of the cattle.

.. Shri Dalip Singh (Outer Dethi) : It js very tragic that even though agriculture is the
main occupation in this country, we have to import foodgrains from abroad. It is because
the Government have been indifferent towards the farmers. Neither they get sufficient return

ff'l' their produce nor any respect and credit for the labour they put in for increasing produc-
tion, -

~ The Agricultural Prices Commission has fixed the procurement price of wheat at Rs. 105
which is very inadequate. It is said that ‘he cost of production of the farmers worked out to Rs.
95 per quintal. It is not known on what basjs this cost has been calculated. But .even if we
accept it then we have to consider whether a profit of Rs. 10 per quintalisenough for the farmers.
How can a small farmer maintain his family at this low margin of profit? It is high time
Government pay attention to it. The farmers must get a remunerative price.

As regards land reforms and allotment of surplus land for which schemes have been in-
cluded in these demands for grants, Government should see that the land allotted is not meagre,

Moreover all facilities should be provided to the allottees whereby they can wuse it for agri-
cultural purposes and increase food production.

for the rural people.

Shrimati Sahodrabai Rai (Sagar): The sjr:stem of distribution of foodgrains is not
working properly. Corruption is rampant all round and as a result poor people, Harijans and
Adivasis are deprived of their due ration whereas moneyed people can corner the major share of
foodrains with the Collaboration of Government officials. People in rural areas are in great
distress due to drought in Madhya Pradesh. There is discrimination in providing relief and
many people have to starve for want of employment. The Minister should issue instructions to

the state authorities to see that the foodgrains are distributed among the poor rural masses in
a proper manner.

Land reforms should be introduced with a view to making allotment of surplus land to land-
less Harijans and Adivasis. Government should also make arrangement for advancing credit
to them so that they may take up agriculture in a proper manner and increase the agricultural
production. Farmers still face lot of difficulties in obtaining loans from Banks in rural areas.
Government should try to eradicate corruption by Government officials in issuing loans to
farmers. Government should issue instruction’s that loans be advanced to farmers at their door
steps.

The levy price of wheat, which is fixcd at Rs. 105/- per quintal, is very low and it should be
raised to at least Rs. 125/-. Unless the condition of peasants is improved, the country will not
prosper. They must be paid fair and remunerative prices for their agricultural produce. They
should be allowed to sell their marketable surplus in the open market, freely.

The present bureaucracy is corrupt. The officers are kept at one station for long periods.
Steps should be taken to transfer the guilty officers.

Traders have hoarded large quantities of foodgrains but no action is being taken against
them. All hoarded foodgrains should be seized and distributed among the poor. '

Steps should be taken to establish industries in rural areas to provide employment to farmers
during lean season. Agricultural training should be introduced in schools in rural areas,
