Shri M. C. Daga: Mr. Speaker, Sir, Shri Qureshi has forcefully stated the vigorous
measures which are being taken to effecct economy in railway expenditure. His statement
is very forceful. Now, I would like to know what is the administrative expenditure of
Railway Board and how the economy is being effected with regard to expeaditure in-
curred in connection with the facilities provided to Members such as saloons etc.?

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi: Members generally complain about Railway Board but T
warnt to make it clear that Railway has become a part and parcel of the life of Members
of Board and they are always anxious for economy in Railway. A recent cut in Railway
Board overtime has saved about rupees 1,77 lakhs. That way every attempt is being made

to effect economy in Railway Board’s expenditure.

Shri M. C. Daga: My question was that what is their administrative expenditure and
how much ecconomy has been effected in it. I wanted to know how much economy has
been effected in the maintenance of their Banglows, in the mode of their tours but a diffe-

rent answer has been given to me.

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi: As regards saloons, I am to state that these are no longer
being used. Now a days there are only inspection carriages and those too, are used for
some special duties. Mostly the use of saloons has been reserved for President and Gover-
nors. So far as their banglows are concernred, thisis not a new facility and we do not

intent to make any cut in it.

Shri M.C. Daga: Tt has been stated by Public Accounts Committee and others that
the crores of rupees which are being spent on Railway Protection Force is wasteful
expenditure.  They have asked for removal of Railway Protection force because it is

not serving any useful purpose and on each and every occasion they have toseek the
assistance of State police. What the hon. Minister has to say in this matter ?

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi: There is no question of remov:l of Railway Protection
Force, on the other hand we intend to increase it.

In addition, sections 122 & 126 of the Indian Railways Act, 1890 have also been
amended to provide for more deterrent punishment to offenders. Another section 126-A
has been added therein to deal with acts pertaining to wanton destruction of railway track,
bridges, station installations and such other railway property prescribing a punishment
extending up to 10 years rigorous imprisonment.

2638. Shri Ramavatar Shastri: Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state:

(a) whether the meetings of the consultative Commmittees attached to the various
Ministries are held as a rule, at least once after every session of Parliament;

(¢) & (d) It was not found feasible to hold the Consultative Committee meeting dur-
ing the brief intersession period between the last week of December, 1973 and third week
of February, 1974 owing to preoccupation of the Minister for Railways in connection with
staff agitations and meetings with Trade Union leaders as also the work relating to the pre-
paration of the Railway Budget for 1974-75. However, every effort is being made to hold
these meetings regularly.

Expenditure on Power Development Programme

2639. Shri Shrikrishna Agrawal : Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power be pleased
to state:

(a) whether the expenditure on power development programmes in the previous five
year plans was for more than allocations but achievements fell short of the targets ;

(b) if so, the reasons therefor; and
(c) the steps being taken to achieve the targets set under the Fifth Five Year Plan ?

The Minister of Irrigation and Power (Shri K.C. Pant) : (a) Except in the First Plan,

the actual expenditure on power development programmes has exceeded the plaqned outlay
in all the Plan periods. There have been shortfalls in the achievement of physical targets

in all the Plan periods.

(b) The main reasons for these are: (i) increase in the costs of projects due to escala-
tion of prices of materials, plants and equipment; (ii) increase in labour costs; (iii) effects
of the devaluation of the Rupee in 1966; (iv) inadequate investigation and deficiencies in
project preparation, specially in respect of Hydro-Electric Projects; (v) non-availability of
essential construction materials and funds at the appropriate time; (vi) labour troubles;
(vii) delays in obtaining plants and equipment; and (viii) organisational and management
weaknesses.

(c) The following steps are being taken to ensure achievement of the targets set for
the Fifth Plan:

(1) The proposals for restructuring of the electricity industry are being finalised, so
as to remove organisational and management weaknesses.
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(2) Steps are being taken to ensure adequate and timely availability of funds and
other materials inputs for power projects.

(3) The greater indigenous availability of plants and equipment would remove un-
certainties associated with large scale imports.

(4) Where indigenous capability or availability of plants and equipment or inputs
1s not adequate,‘it is proposed to make timely imports.

(5) Effective monitoring and evaluation arrangements are being introduced at all
levels, so as to improve manageiment functions and remove likely bottlenecks in time.

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Implementation of Irrigation projects
2669. Shri M.C. Daga: Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power be pleased to state:

In the Fifth Plan,
besides taking up a number of new schemes, work is proposed to be continued on 75 Major
and 155 Medium Irrigation Schemes spilling over from the Fourth Plan. An outlay of
Rs. 2401 crores is proposed in the Fifth Plan and it is expected that 64 Major and all the
155 Medium continuing schemes would then be completed and an additional irrigation
potential of 6.2 m.ha. would be developed.

Emphasis is also being laid on command area development to accelerate the utili-
sation of created irrigation potential and to secure the maximum agricultural producticn
through full utilization of the available water. A provision of Rs. 216.63 crores has been
made for this purpose in the public sector in the draft Fifth Plan. Inadditicn, Rs.210
crores is expected to be available from institutional sources.

Late arrival of Up and Down Trains at Patna Junction

2695. Shri Shankar Dayal Singh: Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state:

(a) the number of Up and Down passenger trains arriving daily at Patna Junction
Station;

(b) the number of trains which arrived in time and of those which arrived late during
the months of November and December, 1973 and January, 1974; and

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi) : (a) A
total of 66 trains are scheduled to arrive daily at Patna Junction station.

(b) The total number of trains arriving Patna Junction right time in November, 1973,
December, 1973 and January, 1974 has been 814, 710 and 801 respectively. The corres-
ponding figures for the trains arriving late are 541, 640 and 640 respectively.

(c) The main reasons for late arrival of trains at Patna Junction have been disturbed
law and order conditions, public demonstrations, various staff agitations, alarm chain
pullings, disconnection of hose-pipes etc.

A close watch is, however, kept on running of the.trains and all avoidable detentions
are taken up for corrective action including punitive action taken against staffl at fault to
effect improvement in the punctuality.

1971, 1972 and 1973, one case of adulteration of petrol
with solvent oil was registered by the Police at Punjabi Bagh on 14-11-1973 in which two
persons were arrested.

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Opening of Guna-Maksi Railway Line

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi) :(a) and
(b) Two sections of the line, covering a length of 132.21 kms. have been completed. The
work on the remaining portion of 61.27 kms. long portion is in progress. The entire line
is likely to be completed and opened to passenger traffic sometime in 1975-76, subject to
availability of adequate funds.

Qil Drilling in Assam and Arunachal Pradesh
2757. Shri Phool Chand Verma:
Shri Lambodar Baliyar:
Will the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals be pleased to state:

(a) whether Government propose to expand drilling operations and production o {
©oil in Assam and Arunachal Pradesh; and

(b) if so, the main features in this regard ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals (Shri Shah Nawaz
Khan) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) The Oil and Natural Gas Commission has drawn up a programme of work for
the Fifth Five Year Plan which includes a large volume of exploration work and intensifica-
tion of production of crude oil and Natural gas in Assam Arakan Basin. It plans to put
in 18 Party years of seismic and 5 Party years of gravity magnetic field syrveys, besides
geological mapping; to drill 172 exploratory and development wells with a total depth of
0.74 million metres; and to step up the production from the present rate of 0.4 million
tonnes per year to 2.57 million tonnes per year by the end of 1978-79.

Oil India Limited has also intensified its exploration operations and has drawn up a
seven year programme (1973-79) to meet the growing needs of the country. As a part of
this it would be drilling 16 wells in the coming years in Dum Duma area of Assam and Ningru
area of Arunachal Pradesh with a total depth of 192,500 ft. (equivalent to about
58,712 metres).

Translation of Constitution of India and Central Laws in Regional Languages

2758. Shri. M.S. Purty: Will the Minister of Law, Justice and Company Affairs
be pleased to state:

(a) whether the Central Government have given full liberty to the State Governments
in the matter of translation of the Constitution and the Central Laws in their respective
regional languages to make them understandable by the common masses; and
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(b) if so, the names of the States which have not translated them into their regional
languages so far and the reasons therefor ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Law, Justice and Company Affairs (Shri Nitirajy
Singh Chaudhary) : (a) and (b) Translations of the Constitution in various regional languages
were initially prepared by the Official Language (Legislative) Commission and sent to the
concerned State Governments for comments, if any. After the comments were received,
further discussions were held by the Members of the Commission representing the relevant
languages, with the concerned State Government officials and the translations have been
finalised by the Commission in the light of the decision taken after such discussions.

Translations of Central Acts in regional languages are prepared by the agencies of the
State Governments appointed for the purpose and finalised by the Official Language (Legis-
lation) Commission in consultation with the State Governments concerned. The standard
legal terminology evolved by the Official Language (Legislative) Commission for use, as
far as possible, in all the Indian Languages, is adopted by the State Government agencies
in the translations of Central Acts in the regional languages. Where, however, there are
expressions in common use in a particular regional language to denote particular legal con-
cepts, which are different from those evolved by the Commission to denote such legal con-
cepts, the expression in common use are adopted in the translations in order to ensure that
the translations are understood by the vast majority of the People who use that language.

The Constitution of India has been translated in Assamese, Bengali, Gujarati, Kannada,
Malayalam, Marathi, Oriya, Punjabi, Tamil and Telugu. Action has also been initiated
to print these translations. The translation of the Constitution into Urdu has been prepared
and is expected to be finalised shortly. The translation of the Constitution in Kashmiri
is also under preparation.

The work of translation of Central Acts in the regional languages, except Kannada
and Kashmiri, is proceeding satisfactorily. The Governments of Karnataka and Jammu
& Kashmir have b2zn requssted to make the necassary arrangements for the translation
of Central Acts in Kannada and Kashmiri respectively.

Every effort is made to make the translations as simply and precise as possible.

Shri Jagannath Mishra (Madhubani): The Railway Minister deserves congratulations
for making endeavours to lay down the net work of new railway lines in backward areas.
‘The Railway Minisier had also announced that new railway lines should be constructed
in the backward areas so as to develop them even if there is any loss.

There were certain rail lines which had been destroyed. These lines included Kosi
line, Chitouni Bagha line, Saraiganj, Pratap ganj lines, Gohana—Panipat line, The Railway
Minister bas initiated the renova;tion of such lines. He has also felt the need of conversion
of certain meter-geuge line into broad-gauge lines and initiated action. Similarly he
has taken decisions about new lines also.

It becomes clear from this that he has tried to make railways a public utility service.
He has taken decisions keeping in view the public interest. These decisions have not been
based on parochial considerations . He has tried to do every-thing proportionately for

the country.

Hon. members of thc Opposition have mentioned labour and management relations in
the Railways. I want to say that this matter is not a new to the Railway Minister. He
has been a Labour Minister also. He knows that they have got certain rights. He has sym-
pathies towards labour class. But he also feels that labour class must also discharge its
duties towards society and must not play in the hands of reactionary forces and resort to
strikes and other such activities which harm the society.

The Railway Minister has decided to establish Railway Service Commission in every
siate so that people of poor classes are not required to travel to far off places for appearing
in interviews. One service has already been established with object in view.

These are important aspects but side by side I also want to say that this is a fact that
trains are not running in time. The reason for this is that on certain Railways specially
N.E. Railway less coaches are added to the trains which result in more load and over-crowd-
ing and ultimately it results in irregularity, Therefore efforts should be made to improve
the things in this regard.

I also feel that increase in the cost of Platform ticket is unreasonable. People would
avoid purchasing Platform ticket and instead purchase tickets for minimum denomination.

Bihar is covered by six Railways but there is no Zonal office in the state. There-
fore a zonal office should be set up in Bihar.

On completion of Farakka Railway line 500 employees who had been employed
in stegmer service have become idle. I suggsst that steamer servicz shoull bz started
at Monghya and these persons employed there.

Deluxe Train for Patna should stop at Mokameh. Conductor should be posted in
Samastipur-Delhi coach which is attached to Assam Main to avoid inconvenience to passen-
gers. A railway station should bz constructed nzar Rajzadra Bridge over River Ganges.
as lakhs of people come here. All the trains should stop at that station. Sindri is a Com-~
mercial city, therefore, it should be converted into a full fledged Railway Station. I also
request that Muzaffarpur-Raxaul via Motihari line should be converted into a broad-gauge
line. Similarly Himachal Pradesh lacks proper rail facilities. A new railway line should
be converted between Nangal and Talwara.

Shri Afal Bihari Vajpayee (Gwalior) : There is no doubt about it that our Railways
are facing a serious financial crisis. The first reason for this situation is that there is no-
co-ordination between Railway Ministry and Planning Commission. Rail economy is
affected by over-capitalisation and under-utilization. There should be proper Co-ordina-
tion between the two to improve the situation.

Railways are not for Railway Minister or for high officials who can have any number
of saloons. Neither these are for travellers of Rajdhani Express or travellers of Air-condi-
tioned trains., These are for travellers of third class. But no attention is being paid towards.
this category. I feel that there should be two categories of travellers, one who travel during:
day-time. They should get sitting accommodation and the other category who travel dur-
ing night. They should get sleeping accommodation.

Additional trains should be run on religious festivals. The rush is increasing in
trains. People travel on foot-boards and corridors of 1st class compartments. So much
feelings have been aroused that now people have started thinking that when one category
is travelling on foot-boards allowing another category to travel in first class is no Socialism.
A time can come when people will start saying that when a ticket has been issued sitting.
accommodation must also be provided. Hence we should start improving their lot.

Conductors are provided on trains but people have to face difficulty in tracing them out.
An electric signal outside the compartment could indicate his presence. It is not a big
thing. But no attention has been paid towards this.

It appears to me that Railway Ministry is not at all serious about providing any facili-
ties to passengers. More allocation of funds doss not indicate increased facilities.

Railway Minister had announcad that representation would b2 provided to workers.
in management. But will workers bz provided representation in Railway Board ? Are
th2y not canable of active participation in managment ? To-day there is a gap between
Railway Board and a Railway worker. Ttisincreasing but th2reisa nz21 to cover this gap.
It can be achieved by giving them proper representation.

Railway Service Commissions have bzen set up at a number of places. But this
is not enough. A numbzr of tim3s it has happzned that selections are maide by
the commission but before actually employing thz selected parsons Railway Szrvice Commi-
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ssion again advertises the said posts and calls for fresh applications this is not fair. So,
the basic problem can not be solved by merely opening new Railway Service Commicsion.

There are only two trains for Delhi to Bombay via Jhansi. Most of the trains go
via Baroda and Ratlam. This aspect should also be looked into.

There was a narrow-gauge line in old Gwalior State. It runs from Gwalior to Shivpuri.
This line should be converted into meter-gauge and linked with Guna. In a meeting of
the Railway Convention Committee the General Manager of the Central Railway had
agreed to extend the Taj Express train upto Jhansi. But it has not so far been done. It
reaches Agra at 10.30 a.m. and stands on the station upto evening . This waiting time
could be utilized by extending it upto Jhansi and then bringing it back.

Shri Ram Shekhar Prasad Singh (Chapra) : Since the taking over of Railways by the
Present Railway Minister, incidents of strikes, work-to-rule, no work etc. agitations have
been taking place. The number of accidents has also all of a sudden increased. But the
Railway Minister deserves praise for the way he has tried to do different works. Con-
struction of new rail lines, re-opening of dead and old, abandoned rail lines, introduction o f
new trains, are such works for which he is being praised by the public.
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The demand for opening a Railway Service Commission in Bihar was being raised
'since 1962. But it has been conceded only now.

There was vide-spread shortage of food-grains all over the country to the month of
May. - The Railway Minister conducted the rail department in such a manner that food-
grains could be moved to different parts of the country from Haryana, Punjab and U.P.

Indian Railways are the greatest means of communication in the country. The Rail-
ways are devided in different Zones and Divisions . The Divisional system in N.F. and
N.E. Railway was introduced from 1st May, 1969 and in all other Railway it existed prior
to that date. It is time to review the system.

In N.F. Rly. all the five Districts have new Divisional offices.

In N.E. Railway Sonepur is still a district office, it may also be converted into a Di«
visional office. N.E. Railway has approximately 5 thousand Kilometers of Railway and
h1s four Divisional offices where as N.F. Railway has only 3 thousands Kilometer of Rail-
way line but has 5 Divisional offices. Tt has now become necessary to establish one more
Division between Varanasi and Samstipur. Sonepur may be converted into a Divisional
office. It has its historical importance and there are about 900 guarters which can be uti-
lised.. An announcement for the formation of a Divisional office in Sonepur was made by
Lalit Babu on the bank of Ganga. That assurance may be met now.

‘The Railway Minister assured during last budget for allotment of book stalls.
etc. to the educated unemployed. But this category of unemployed persons has not been
provided with sufficient avenues of earning. = No policy has been devided in this re-
gard. Nocircular has been issued for giving preference to unemployed graduates and Hari- -
jans. The hon. Minister should announce a definite policy in this regard.

There is crores of acres of land under unauthorised occupation. Iwrote to the honou-
rable Minister against such occupation of land in Chapra but in spite of his interference
it has not been checked.

Shri Swaran Singh Sokhi (Jamshedpur) : An over head bridge should be construc-
ted on level crossing in Jamshedpur. This level crossing is insufficient in meeting the re-
quirements of increased traffic. The work of P.W.I. or Engineers should be properly check-
ed because it has been observed that many accidents could be avoided but for their slack-
ness.

The Government have revised the cost of the platform ticket to Rs. 0.50 P. but the
minimum ticket would cost Rs. 0.30 P. It should have been uniform. The corruption
at all levels is rampant in Railways. The hon’ble Minister should look into this aspect.
I have read in the newspapers today that there will be grand auction tomorrow This one
day notice is hardly sufficient for auction. The Railways will have to dispose of these things
at threw away prices. They should sell non-ferrous metals to small sczle industries. The
t raders purchase the material at threw away prices and sell to the re-rollers and earn
big profit. The Railways should sell this scrap straight to the re-rollers.
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The compensation being given to the victims of Railway accidents should be raised
from Rs. 50,000 to Rs. 1 lakh. There should be greater cooperation between Railways
and Ministry of Steel and Mines to avoid heavy losses. It should be on solid footing and
not on paper only. Railway Board should not be abolished. Government should
adotp tough line and take work from them. It should be reorganised.

There are two forces viz. G.R.P. and R.P.F. bzing maintained by Railways. They
should maintain only one force because none of them own the responsibility to check the
pilferage. They just put off the responsibility. The Railway should stop leakage and plug
the holes instead of increasing the fares of III class.

The Railways should introduce a direct train from Tata Nagar to Delhi. [ wo uld
like to suggest that Adra division should be bypassed by South Bihar Express because it is
troubled area. The train should be introduced from Bihar to Bihar via Gaya, Gamoh,
Ranchi, Muri and Tatanagar.

The sick wagon should be got examined in Delhi. It has been observed that wazons
are declared sick on flingy grounds. Special attention should be paid towards main-
tenance aspect.

Sh:i C.D. Gautam (Balaghat): Sir, a large quantity of coper deposits have been found
in the district of Balaghat in Madhya Pradesh, In this context I would like to suggest that
a railway line should be constructed connecting Balaghat and Bharvaily where big mines
are situaied. It would also transport forest products of the area.

Jabalpur-Gondia and Gondia—Chandrapur narrow gauge lines should be converted :
into broad gauge lines to provide direct link from Northern India to Southern India.
Sirnilarly narrow gauge railway lines between Jabalpur and Nayanpuyr, Shivani Chhind-
wara Nagpur should be converted into broad gauge lines.

I also suggest that Utkal Express should be made daily service to facilitate the passen
gers from Bihar, Orissa and Madhya Pradesh.- It is a long standing demand of the people
of Balagnat that a new railway line should be constructed from Katangi to Tirodi, a distance
of eight miles only.
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Bamboo is an important produce of our area. But adequate railway wagons are not
provided by the Railway Board for transportation of this product resulting in heavy loss

to the people.
Regarding the Headquarters of South Eastern Railway I suggest that it should be
transferred from Nagpur to a central place like Bilaspur or Raipur.

It has been observed that there is large scale corruption in Railways in shape of pil-
ferage, ticketless travel and misappropriation by the railway employees like booking clerks
ticket collector, etc. I request that hon. Minister should look into all theses matters.

Trains running on Jabalpur-Gondia lines do not stop at Hatta Road station in the
night resulting in great inconvenience especially to the students, milk-men and government
employees. This difficulty should be removed.

I also suggest that an over bridge should be constructed at level-crossing near Sarekha.

I received a letter from the ex-minister of Railways conveying the sanction of the Central
Government for the bridge. I request that this project should be taken up soon.

Railway Budget 1974-75, General discussion—Contd.

Shri Ram Bhagat Paswan (Rosera): At the outset 1 would like to Ccrgratu-
late the hon. Minister for his efforts to develop the most undeveloped regions of the coun
tl'j'f. He has sanctioned the construction of Sakari-Hasanpur and Lokaha-Jhanjrarpur
railway lines which would be of great importance for this backward area. Other lines would
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play an important role in the development of agriculture and trade and the construction
work on these lines would provide employment to the large number of poor people.

In view of the fact that Rasara has a sub-Divisional Headquarters and other institu-
tions like college, Hospital and Courts, I suggest that all the fast trains especially ‘G.L.
train should stop at the station. An assurance was also received from the hon. Minister

to this effect but it has not yet been implemented.

I also demand a new railway station at Simariya Ghat so that lakhs of the passengers
are not required to walk a distance of four miles to purchase their tickets. A direct train
between Darbhanga and Baijnath Dham should also be introduced. The proposed Samasti-
pur-Jaynagar broad gauge line should be taken up immediately to facilitate the people of

backward area.

I also invite the attention of the hon. Minister to the irregularities in the appointment

“of Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe people in class IV and Class I posts. I request
the hon. Minister that the reserved quota of posts in the categories should be given to

S.C/T.C. candidates in full. He should take special interest in this regard.

The hon. Minister must be aware of the pitiable condition of the casual labour in the
Railways. I suggest that minimum wage must not be less than Rs. 5 or Rs. 7 in these hard
days of price rise.

It has been observed that late running of trains on North-Eastern and Eastern Rail-
ways has become perpetual. The hon. Minister should ensure punctuality in this regard. I
am sorry to comment that some railway employees and officers engage themselves in strikes
disregarding public interests. In this context I suggest that trade unions formed on political
background should be derecognised.

I also suggesf that instead of having two forces, R.P.F. and G.R.P., there should be
only one force in Railways. Personnel of Railway Force should be under the control of
the Station Masters so that their services are utilised at proper times and effectively.

Shri Chandulal Chandrakar (Durg): In spite of the fact that we have the second lar-
gest railway system in the world, our railways have been running in a loss. Thisis a matter
which has to be carefully considered. Some of the reasons for the deficit in railway earn-
ings are poor maintenance, increasing pilferage and thefts and the poor conditions of rail-
way wagons which are again due to bad maintenance. These matters should be looked
into by the hon. Minister.

[ would like to suggest that efforts should be made to see whether it is possible to have
only one union on the Railways. In 1953-54 our present President, Shri Giri, when he
was the Labour minister, succeeded in having a single union in Railways. The hon. mini-
ster should evolve certain measure on the lines. 1 think the system of secret ballot would
not be of any use. Government should have some negotiations for this purpose.
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So far as the development of backward areas are concerned Government have re-
peatedly said that new railway lines would be laid in the backward areas but they have
not made much progress in this regard. The most backward areas are being neglected in’
this matter. There is no railway line in the district of Bastar. The number of railway
lines is very few in Surguja and Raigarh also. I request that the Government should ear-
nestly take up the matter of laying new railway lines in these backward areas.

The survey for constructing the railway line between Dalla-Rajhara and Bailadilla
has been completed but the line-has not been laid as yet. [ request that this line should
be completed without any further delay.

In spite of the fact that the State Reorganisation Commission have recommended to
the Central Government to pay special attention to the development of Madhya Pradesh
which is full of mines. This state is the most neglected one. There is no direct and fast train
available for the people of Chhatisgarh to come to Delhi or Bhopal. T, therefore, demaa d
that a direct and fast train from Durg or Raipur to Dclhi via Nagpur and Bhopal should
be introduced as soon as possible.

I also invite the atiention of the hen. minister to the fact that the representation of
the people of Madhya Pradesh in railway services is negligible. The main reason of it is
that is not any office of Railway Scrviczc Commission of South-Eastern Railway in Madhy
Pradesh. [Isuggest that an office of the Railway Service Commission of this Railway should
be set up at Bilaspur or Raipur for providing employment opportunities to the local people.

All the trains in this area run regularly late. Chakradharpur-Nagpur passanger
train- has never been punctual throughout the year. It should be checked.

The decision taken during the First Five Year Plan regarding the continuance of only
broad gauge and metre gauge lines has not been implemented so far. I suggest that a
commission should be appointed to decide whether there should be only two types of
the railway lines in the country.

I also suggest that the 50 per cent promotions in-the Railways should be made from
rank and file always. Saloon system should be abolished. The practice to engage Khalisi
in domestic work by officers should be curbed immedialtely.

The rate of 50 rupees per acre charged from the Railway employees for the land be-
side the railway track is on the high side. It should be Rs. 10 per acre. I also demand that
all the railway codes should be translated in Hindi and in other Indian languages.

Government should introduce flying squad system in Railway also to check the run-
ning staff and to ensure that no one is on duty under intoxication. It would help in minimi-
sing the cases of accidents.

The increase in railway rate of platform ticket and fares for passenger trains upto
50 kilomz=tres is not justified. This increase should be withdrawn.

Shri Rajdeo Singh (Jaunpur): Despite the difficulties and financial strains dyring the
last year, the Minister of Railways has drawn up schemes for certain new works to be exe-
cuted during th2 coming years.
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The Public Relations Organisation in the Railways should be competent enough to
educate the people not to destroy the properties of the Railways.

The work relating to the conversion of metre gauge lines into broad gauge should be
taken up first in the backward areas.

The Ayurvedic and Unani systems of Medicine should be encourged in the hospital
in the Railways.

The amount of Rs. 4 crores earmarked for providing amenities to passengers should
be enhanced.

If demurrage is realised in a strict way, it may go a long way in enhancing the finances
of the Railways.

Even after spending a sum of Rs. 13 crores on the Railway Protection Force, the
thefts are on increase. We have to find out where the snag exists.

The unit of territorial Army in the Railways should be strengthened.

So far as the organisation of the Board is concerned, it is good and the Board should
be maintained and strengthened.

" Shed on the platform at the Jaunpur station should be constructed and the platform a

Pindara Halt be ¢levated.

The Patna-Delhi Express train which was cancelled due to coal shortage, has not yet
been re-started. This train should be re-started at an early date.

With these words, I support the Railway Budget.

Shri T.D. Kamble (Latur): I would like to say a few words about th: new railway
lines in M aharashtia. The construction work on Bani-Chanaka Railway line (76 km.
Jong and which involves the cost of Rs. 5.3 crores) was sanctioned in 1973-74. But no
sanction was given for the remaining lines nor any provision for them has been made in
the Budget. A sum of 4 lakh 30 thousand rupees was earmarked for the survey of Miraj
Kurduwadi-Latur and Latur to Latur Road. Similarly Rs. 5 lakh 76 thousand was ear-
marked for the survey of Manmad-Parbhani line. The hon. Minister should te!l us as
what extent he would be able to complete these lines during the current Five Year Plan.
In the new Five Year Plan a sum of Rs.100 crores has been earmarked for the new railway
lines.

A mention has been made in this Budget about the survey for Ramgundar-Nizama
bad line on the South-Central Railway. It is a commendable thing. If the Government
wants this line to be economical, they should link it from Nizamabad to Latur Road.

It is a matter of worry that the Railways go in loss. I want to give certain sugges-
tions in this regard.

The punctuality of the trains should be maintained.

Now-a-days a number of accidents take place. It should be looked into and the
defaulters be punished.

Arrangements of water at the Railway stations as well as in the trains should be made.

Certain steps should be taken up to mitigate the over-crowding in the trains.
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There are some agents at the railway platforms who provide seats and sleepers in

the trains to the passengers and take some money from them. I do not know how these

parsons manage to provide reservation to the passengers while reservation is not available
at the reservation counters ? This evil practice should be done away with.

The Harijans and Adivasis in Grade III should be provided jobs as per the percentage
fixed for them.

Shri Md. Jamilurrahman (Kishanganj): The expenditure is not commensurate with
the income of the people. This is an unbalance. The burden of increase in fares falls on
the poor. In view of these matters the balance is needed.

The administration should be toned-up. None seems to be sincere towards his res-
ponsibility., Late running of trains is a common feature. It should be streamlined.

Coaches of the trains, particularly in  Assam Mail are not cleaned.

Take thz example of Bihar. Itis very difficult to get-on the First class compartment.
Constables are in large number among the first class passengers and the bonafide First-
class passengers are deprived of seats. Nobody is there to see to it. So far as the pro-
tection Force is concerned, thefts and losses are on the increase. The administration of
the Railway Protection Force should be toned-up .

There is no waiting room for third class passengers at the Kishanganj railway station .
Ov2r-bridges should be constructed at Kishanganj, Purnea Jn., Thakurganj and Pothia.

Stoppage of trains should be provided at Pothia station because that is an important
Mandi and Station,

May I'know the steps being taken by the Ministry of Railways with regard to assurance

given by the hon. Minister on July 29, 1973 about the reinstatement of Harijans and Mus-
lims ?

So faras vendjng is concerned, it is a matter to be looked into as to whether the vend -
ing licences have been given to Harijans and members of minority communities.

I am of this view that there should be one union in one industry.

Crores of rupees are being spent on D.L.W. Attention should be given to the work-
ing of the D.L.W.

Railway Time-Tables should be published in Hindi, Urdu and Bengali.

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Shri Ram Surat Prasad (Bansgaon) : The Ministry of Railways have made provision

to mobilise resources by way of increasing fares but the increase will be justified cnly when
more facilities are provided to the third class passengers.

‘In this department the reservation for Scheduled Castes has not been fulfilled. Atten-
tion should be given to provi de employment to the perscns belcrging to Scheduled Castes.

Unless the persons responsible for recruitment fulfil the quota reserved for Scheduled
Castes, the entry of their conduct should not be made in the register.

A Service Commission for N. E. Railway should be established at Gorakhpur.

The conversion work in Barabanki and Gorakhpur areas in Uttar Pradesh is not being
done as rapidly as is being done in Bihar.

In Gorakhpur district, Bansgaon is a backward area. It is a backward area and no
industrialist comes forward to set up an industry in Gorakhpur region. The reason is
that there are no means of transport in this area. requested Shri Hanumanthaiyha, Shri L.N.
Mishra and the Prime Minister for laying railway lines in this backward area but they re-
plied stating that the railway lines in this area’will prove uneconomical as there are no in-
dustries. What a good logic it is. No railway lines will be laid because there are no in-
dustries and no industries will be set up because there are no means of Transport including
railways. It means this area will continue to remain as backward area as ever. I want to
submit that the responsibility of making development of an area rests with the Government.
So I request the hon. Minister to carry out surveys in Gorakhpur region for the purpose
of laying railway lines so that its backwardness may be removed and it is pushed t cv arcs
development.

Though there is a provision of reservation for Scheduled Castes in the matter of direct
recruitment and promotions to the higher posts but there is no such provision in respect
of upgradation of post which is a new way of giving promotion. I want that either the
system of upgradation should be scrapped or the provision of reservation fcr the Scheduled
Castes should be made. I also want that the 9 UP and 10 DOWN Express trains should
be made to halt at Sardarnagar in mysconstituency, as this arrangement will provide con-
venience to the people of my area. The goods yard should be shifted to Surajkund from the
Gorakhpur main station. It will remove the great inconvenience being caused to the
public at present. I also want that a thorough enquiry should be made into the case of
pilferage of medicines worth thousnds of rupees from the Gorakhpur Hospital and the
culprits should™be severely punished. In the end, I request the hon. Minister that over-
bridges on a road leading to Gorakhnath Temple at Jefpur Dharmashala and Uraghat
Cantt. should be constructed so that the road transport may run smoothly there. With
these words I support the Railway Budget.
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Mr. Chairman : As the hon. Members know the discussion on Railway Budget is
going to conclude today and the time left with us is very short. So hon. Members will get

three minutes each now.
Shri Chiranjit Jha (Saharsa) : Sir, first of all I would like to congratulate the Minister

of Railways for his progressive and socialistic outlook and successful performance of railways
under his ministership in spite of the state of scarcity, unrest and strikes. He achieved
success in sending supplies of food grains to drought-effected, famine stricken and scarcity
bound areas and in keeping the railway traffic moving. Secondly, I want to make an appeal
to the railway employees, not to resort to strikes and agitations in view of criticai economil
situation of the country. In this context I want to make a suggestion that a second line
of defence on the pattern of Home Gaurds should be formed out of railway employees to

carry on the work at the time of crises.

The North-Eastern Zone is a very large one and it can easily be bifurcated. I would
like to know whether Government will think over the question of making a tenth railway
zorfe consisting of the eastern portion of that railway and’a part of North-Eastern Railway
zone. Further I suggest that a railway division should be set up at Saharsa because it is
a central place in Kosi Commissionery. I also suggest that the bridge being constructed at
Kosi river should be converted into a rail-cum-road bridge. There is also need of connecting
the areas of Madhepura to Sinheshwara by railway line and the railway line may further
be extended to Bhimshankar. It will provide much convenience to the public and it

will add to the earnings of Railways.

Shri Ram Parkash (Ambala) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, I congratulate the Minister of Rail-

ways for this budget as it will bring about the improvement in the existing state of affaits,

Today the progress of the country to a large extent depends on the railways. In my opi-
nion the main factor responsible for the current shortage of essential commodities and high

prices is the slow movement of railway wagons.
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The greatest reason of price rise in our country is the slow movement of railways.
The railway Department is worst affecied as regards the strikes by its employees. This
phenomenon has caused shortage of essential commodities and dislocation of the econbmy
ol the whole country. Huge quantities of coal are lying at the pitcheads and railway sidings
but due to shortage of wagons it is not reaching consumers. [ request the Railway
Minister to take firm steps against those who incite railway workmen to go on strike and
thus indulge in anti-social activities.

The hon. Minist2r should take steps to supply diesel to the States of Punjab and Har-
yana so that they can operate their tubewells and produce more wheat. As regards my
region 1 would like to say that the constructio1 work on Jagadhari-Chandigarh and Jaga-
dhari-Paonta railway linss shuld bz expedited, as the survey in respect thereof has already
been carried oul. More pass:nger trains should be made available between Ambala and

Saharanpur. Thz Janta Express should again be made to halt at Baroda station between
Ambala Cantt. and Saharanpur, because its non-stoppage is causing great inconvenience

to the public.

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Dr. Kailash (Bombay-South) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, I rise to support the Railway
budget. I want to congratulate the Railway Minister for his new approach of providing
new railway lines in the backward areas of the country. As regards the area of Ratnagiri-
Kolaba in Maharashtra a railway line, which we call West Coast Railway, was to be laid.
Sufficient earth-work was done on it last year but it is still incomplete. [ request the Mini-
ster that the work on it should be expedited. The speed of Rajdhani Express and Frontier
Mail should be increased so that the former may cover the distance between Delhi and Bom-
bay in originally scheduled time of 17 hours and the latter in 21 hours. I would also like
to know the difficulty in including T.T.Es and T.T.Is in the category of running staff while
the Drivers and Guards are already regarded as running staff. There will be no benefit
of extending the period of reservation to one year, as it will provide more opportunities for

blackmarketing in reservation tickets. Moreover, there is no necessity of appointing
railway agents for booking of tickets etc.
