Hafiz Mohammed Ibrahim was not only the senior Member of our House but he was a
Minister also. He worked for Hindu-Muslim unity. His personality carried  the national
importance. The sudden death of Shri Din Dayal Upadhyaya is a matter of concern.
He was a brain in Jan Sangh party. He played a leading role in the formulation of Jan
Sangh policies and in their implementation. He wanted to mould not only Jan Sangh
but the whole country according to the changed circumstances. Keeping the unity of the
country in the mind he suggested for the first time from Jan Sangh platform that India
should have unitary form of Government. Moreover I support Shri A. B. Vajpayee in
demanding a thorough probe in to the circumstances leading to the death of Shri
Upadhyaya.

Shri D. S. Patil (Yeotmal) : Late Bapu Ancy was a public leader in the real
sense. He inspired us for national frecdom movement. He had great faith in the parlia-
mentary democfacy and the constitution. He was an ideal legislator, He served the
country till he breathed his last. He always helped the poor and wanted to eradicate the
poverty from the country.
