Shri X.M. Madhukar: Mr. Speaker, Sir, I have information that railway property has
been stoien on this line. I am prepared to give proof in this respect. But the report made by
the railway authorities in this respect is misleading.

But when
the enquiry is held, the report ig given to the effect that no theft has taken place. May I know
whether the hon. Minister is aware that some railway officers remain in collusion with antisocial
elements and steal railway proparty and when the report is demanded they do not give any
report ?

Siri Bura Singh: The Quesiion of the hon. Member is not about theft. It is about
loot and p'under. The meaning of loot and plunder is not theft. If the hon. Member wangs to
know about thefts, I can give figures.

Shri K.M. Madhakar: It appears that the hon. Minister does not. want to give exact
figurzs. 1In his statem:nt, m:>ntioa has been mad: about pilferage, theft, loot etc. If the
Question is not about theft then vhy this word has been mentioned in his statement?

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In this statement it has been said that some steps or action has been taken to chxck the
thefts. T want to know the results thereof. May [ know whether as a result of those steps, there
has been now less number of cases of loot, theft and pilferage? We do aot see any results of
the action taken by Government. I want to know the net result of the steps taken by Govern-
ment,

Shri Bata Singh: There are very good results of the action taken by us. [t is clear from
the figures that in 1972 the property worth 1,29,276 rupees was stolen where as upto November,
1974 when the prices have risen too high property worth 4,29,201 rupces has been stolen. Up-
till now, property worth 15,341 rupees has been recovered and 25 persons have been arrested
and 8 persons have been challaned.

Shri D.M. Madhukar: The cases of thefts have increased and not decreased as result of
the action taken b, the Government.

Shri Buta Singh: 1t is not true.

Shri Ram Dev Singh: The hon. Minister has now said about enquiry and arrest of some
person. May I know whether it has been found that personnel of the R.P.F. are also involved
in these thefts ?

_ Shri Buta Singh: It is true that in some cases persons belonging to R.P.F. were also
Involved. They have been arrested and action has been taken against them.

Shri D.N. Tiwari: Earlier, property worth one lakh rupees was stolen and now prope-
rty worth four lakh rupees has been stolen, irrespective of the fact that more thefts have taken
place or prices have risen. I want to know whether the cases regarding stealing of coal are also
included in it or they are in addition to it? If they are included in this, then, I want to know
as to how much coal has been stolen? We kncw that large quantity of coal is stolen.

Shri Buta Singh: As I have already stated in this case, the thefts of rice, wheat, sugar,
pulse and turmeric are included. In addition to this, the railway property, such as utensils,
motor cycles, cycles have also been stolen. The theft of coal has also taken place but that s not
included in it.

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals (Shri C. P. Majhi) : (a)
& (b) In the general price increases of petrolcum products w.e.f. 2-3-74 due to the sleep in-
creas in the prices of importcd crude oil, the prices of Kerosene oil, HSD oil and Cooking gas
were not increased to the full extent to match the crude oil price. In the case of Kerosene, the
resulting under-recovery to the oil companies was Rs. 394.34 per KL w.e.f. 2-3-74 and Rs. 344.34

per KL w.e.f. 18-9-74.

The under-recoveries are partly compensated by increases on other petroleum products.
The under-recoveries are not treated as ‘Loss’ in the Accounts of the companies but are debited
to a separate Account. No loss, however, is incurred by Government on the sale of Kerosene oil.

Loss Suffered by the Pyrites, Phosphates and Chemicals Limited

3935, Shri M. C. Daga : Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals be please to stated:
(@) whehter Pyrites, Phosphates and Chemici)s Limited has suffered a loss to the tune of
Rs. 126.26 lakhs usto 31st March, 1972 and if so, the causes of the loss so sustained ; and

(b) whathzr the Committee on Public undertakings (1972-73) has, in its 39th report, made
some sugge;tions to make good this loss and if so, the particulars thereof ?

The Minister of Siate in the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals (Shri K. R. Ganesh) :
(a) Yes, Sir. The loss was mainly due to the low off take of pyrites for production of Sulphuric
Acid at the Sindri Unit of Fertilizer Corporation of India.

(b) The Committee’s recommendation in this regard is reproduced below :

«The Committee are distressed to note that the Company had suffered aloss of Rs.
126.26 lakhs upto 31st March, 1972 which comes to more than 20 per cent of the paid
up capital. The loss would be still more if the losses on account of shortages and deteriora-
tion of pyrites or the loss. if any, which may arise on account of final sale price of the ore,
are taken into coasideration. There was also an expenditure of Rs. 6.39 lakhs incurred on
the proposed elemental Sulphur plant which is to be ultimately written off and thereby in-
crease further the loss of the company. Tie Committee would urge that immediate steps
should be taken by the Management/Government to accelerate the product’'on in the two
Sulplwric Acid Plants, as scheduled in April, 1973 and 1974 respectively, so that the rate of
production at the Amjhore mines could be increased so as to check the mounting lesses of
the Company and to ensure that it remains a viable economic entity rather than becoming
a burdea on the na‘ipnal exchequer.”

wagons per week.

Transportation of Iron ore on Kiranadul-Kokatvasalar

3973. Shri G.C. Dixit : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to State :

(a) whether Kiranadul-Kokatvasalar Raiiway line iS being used only for transporting
iron ore and all the strenuous efforts of Forest Department to get permission for {ransporting
forest produce by this linz have failed ;

The Deputy Miaister in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Buta Singh) : (a) AS per extant
policy, surplus cultivable railway land on either side of the track between stations is handed over
to the concerned State Governments with inStructions to license the Jand for Grow More Food
purposes to actual landless tillers, preference being given to Railway casua! labourers (who have
worked for a minimum period of 3 years). No specific policy has been laid down to give pre-
ference to Harijans in the matter of allotment of such lands. Where the State Governments are
reluctant to take over the land the same is directly licensed by the Railways to adjacent field
owners/cultivators/unemployed agricultural graduates as the case may be.

(b) No separate records are maintained in respect of land allotted to actual landless
tillers and Harijans,

(c) 17,677 acres of railway land have been handed over to th: State Government/directly
to cultivators under the above scheme in 1973-74,

Sh. Hukam Chand Kachwai (Morena) : ISupport this bill since there was no such law

till now to stop melting and destroying coins. 1had insisted on the Government for that
and I am glad that my insistance has borne fruits.

Government has said that they have filed many cases against the defaulter. Let the hon.

MiniSter State the number of such cases as also the number of persons punished in this
connections,

Besides the deaths of small coins they are very light and unattractive. Whereas the metal
for these coins should be unattractive from melting point of view, the shape, and weight of
our coins should be catchy and there metal should be heavy and durable. Similarly the shortage
of coins should bg overcome by augmenting their number and also their circulation. Counter-
feiting of coins and currency notes should also be checked and, if necessary, more comprehen-
ssive laws should be framed for the purpose. '

I hope my suggestions would be taken into consideration.

Shri S. M. Benarjee (Kanpur) : Irise to support this Bill, but I would like to make a
few points before th: Government. The metal value of the proposed one rupee coin should
not be more than the coin’s currency value otherwise it would encourage their melting by un-
scruplous people. Also I would like to khow when this new coins would be issued and whether
it would prove less costlier than notes.

Then whereas the metal of 50 paise coin is quite good, it iS very light and had in case of
5 and 10 paiSe coins. Also, it appears that a small scale industry is minting counterfeit coins.
Shortage of coins is very acute, as a result of which, we do not get back the change. Beggars

are also badly affected on account of one rupee having been divided into 100 paiSe, instead of
64 paise as before,

Finally, I would again like to know when the rupee note would be replaced by a rupee-
coin, I suggest that the metal for this coin should be incapable of being melted.

Shri D, N, Tivari (Gopalganj) : The metal of the coins Should be such as not to attract
their melting and therefore it should be of less value than that of the coin itself. Only making a
law woulid not help. The value of the coin is whatis guaranteed by thz Government and not
the one which the coin stands for, on account of its metal.

The present one rupee note gets spoiled or damaged just in a few transactions. Therefore
it should be replaced by a one rupee coin.

Then the misprinting should also be strictly checked and avoided lest it should create
confusion and suspicion in the minds of the people at large.

Shri. B.P. Maurya : There is no contradiction.

So far Wages, Salaries, Provident Fund, gratuicy and other dues of the employees
before the pre-take over period are concerned, there has been made a provision as far as
possible. The services of the employees before the pre-take over period would be taken into
consideration for the purpose of pension and gratuity. But there might some illegal liabilities,
debts or any such other liabilities, which will not be taken over by the Govt. or N.T.C.

Even in a main clause there might be a saving clause, but soving clause can never govern
the main clause, But if the members feel that any amendment is absolutely necessary in the
Interest of the workers, | am ready to accept that amendment.
